has apparently lost nothing in “strength.
The aggregate of midsummer business is of
an unprecedented wolume, and signs of ex-
pansion in the demand for fall and winter
goods increase. Prices, except for the
cereuls, coffee, raw sugar and some dairy
products, are rather ﬁﬁrm]y held or tend
upward, Notably among those advanced
are pork products, petroleum, copper, tin-
plates and raw wool, while the list of
products unchanged includes refined sugar,
hides, leather, lead and cotton. Industrial
activity comtinued at the maximum, skilled
labor being busily employed; but some trou-
bles are noted” among unskilled labor,
notably, the car employees and‘longshore-
men, partly owing to mischievous agitation,

ut also no doubt to restiveness at failure
of prosperous conditions to materialize in
their cases. Crop prespects are encourag-
ing. The movement of ‘grain to market
has refiched an immense volume, and rail-
road rnings consequently continue to
slow large Increases over preceding years.
In textile circles the situation is one of
unabated strenﬁ‘th, but particularly so in
Wwool and woollen goods. Manufacturers
are buyers at the East, and their agents
are purchasing heavy at the West. Quota-
tions for fine grades are consequently high-
er all around. The market for finished
goods orders are of large volume, parti-
cularly in worsteds, and some concerns are |
cutting down consumers’ orders, claiming
inability to deliver. The jobbing demand
for dry goods is increasing slowly at the
East, and the prospects are regarded as
highly encouraging.. Advices from the boot
and shoe trade are generally satisfactory,
and little difficulty is experienced in obtain-
ing the advanced quotations demanded.
Gold receipts from the Klondike point to.
an aggregate for the year of about $18,000,-
000, which will about offset the total ship-
ments made to Europe this spring.””

The way in which she ran away
from the Britannia proves not only that

she is the better boat, but an exception-
ally fine racer, You must remember that
she was not seen at her best the other
day. Tuesday she did not carry as
much canvass as the Britannia, while
yesterday she had a smaller mainsail
than it is intended she shall carry. We
can set a much larger mainsail in the
coming contest, if it should be deemed
advisable, W€ are satisfied that if yes-
terday’s race had been completed, the
challenger would have won by half an
hour, The Shamrock has realized Mr.
Fife’s fullest expectations, and I, my-
self, am more than satisfied. - In Tues-
day’s run before the *wind there was a
very poor wind to properly test her out,
but even then she out-distanced the Brit
annia, She showed marvellous quali-
ties in sailing to windward’

DR. FLETCHER AT SAANICH.

The Eastern Expert Greatly Interests
Residents of the District.

Dr. Fletcher opened his lecture tour under
the auspices of the department of agricul-
ture last evening, speaking to about seventy
five representative members of the Victoria
District Farmers’ Institute at the Saanich
Agricultural hall. :

The meeting was called to order by the
president, George Deans, and Mr. J. R.
Anderson gave a short address on institute
woark, after which he introduced Dr. Fletch-
er, the Dominion entomologist and botanist.
Dr. Fletcher in the course of his address
told what the institutes were doing for the
farmers in Eastern Canada. The main
topic of his address was on “Weeds,” a
subjeet which is foreing itself on the farm-
ers more and more each-year. He explained
the importance of knowing the names and
nature of weeds. All weeds he classified
as enemies to the farmer, but some much
greater than others, 7

He explained hom ‘‘summer fallowing”
not only killed the weeds but also retained
the moisture in the land, thus insuring a
good crop the following year. He classi-
fied weeds under three heads, namely, one
year, two year and many year weeds, and
explained the different methods necessary
to exterminate them. He told@ how com-
petition was geeting keener and the time
had come when the farmer must be prop-

Marvellous Progress Made on
Russia’s Transcontinental
Road Says an Engineer

In Another Year Trains Will Be
Running From Ocean
to Ocean.

From Our Own Correspondent.

Vancouver, July 19.—Among the pas-
sengers who ,‘\a\rrived on the Empress of
India at Vancouver yesterday was Engi-
neer M. Sergey Friede, the pioneer
American in Manchuria, who is now re-
turning to New York city from his
fourth trip to Central and Northern Asia
in behalf of American manufacturing
interests.

Mr. Friede reports that since his last
trip across Siberia, a year ago, marvel-
lous progress has been made in the con-
struction of the Trans-Siberian and Chi-
nese Eastern railroads. American tools,
machinery and rolling stock have been
introduced everywhere along the line,
and while the Chinese codlies, and even
Russian workmen struck when steam
rock drills were introduced a few
n]onths ago, means were found to recon-
cile them, but they still imagine that
the puffing, thumping drills are worked
by devils.

“So marvellous is the rapidity with
which construction is advancing,” said
E})gmeer Friede, “that it may be defi-
nltely stated that through trains will be
running from Port Arthur and Vladivo-
stock to St. Petersburg before the close
of 1900. No one who has not been over
the ground within the last three months
can realize how near completion the
road has been pushed. In fact by this
fall, with the exception of a few
hundred versts in the very mountainous
parts of Manchuria, trains will be run
on every section, and by winter, with
tgmporary tracks across the frozen
rivers, there will be but few, very short,
if any, breaks in the entire distance of
about 6,500 miles, and - next summer
most of the bridges will be placed in
position. - Then the work of laying per-
manent tracks will be begun, and in an-
other year the road - thoroughly com-
ple‘ted and through fast trains running
uninterruptedly from oceon to ocean.”

OBJECTIONS BY
SMALL POWERS®

Protest Against Proposals for
a Court of Enquiry at
Peace Conference.

The Hague, July 18.—The committee
of the international conference met to-
day, M. Bourgeois of Frange presiding.
At the opening sitting the ‘Roumanian,
Grecian and Servian delegates jointly
moved the total suppression of the five
articles relating, to international courts
of inquiry. M. Beldiman, Roumanian
delegate, was their spokesman and ad-
dressed the committee for an hour. He
claimed that the proposition for a court
of inquiry was not contained in Count
Muravieff's circular and was contrary to
the principle of national sovereignty.
Roumania, he said, would gladly pled;;ve
herself to the rest of the arbitration
scheme, but it was impossible to fulfil
these and other obligations. Chevalier
Deschamp, the Belgian delegate, and
Professor Martens, of Russia, defended
the articles, which were finally passed
on first reading, the three protesting
states recording their objections.

In the interval between the meeting of
third committee and that of the drafting
committee, which was held later, strong
efforts were made to effect a compromise
as regards the motion for the suppres-
sion of the five articles relating to inter-
national courts of inquiry, as the Rou-
manian delegate had made certain re-
marks not palatable to the delegates of
the powers. At the meeting of the
drafting committee Prof. Maartens de-
molished all of M. Beldiman’s argu-
ments. He said that when everything
had been done to protect the weaker
states against the stronger, the-former
thus obtaining a shield—the commission
.of inquiry proving this—he was willing
to make some further concessions in the
way of making the matter more optional.

The
American delegates explained'that they
voted with the British delegation on the
subject of expansive bullets bece}usg they
did not wish to modify their objection to
any kind of restriction upon ttge produc-
tion of war material. Captain ‘Mahan
and Sir Julian Pauncefote finally moved
the suppression “of the clause and pro-
posed a formal conference on the othgr
three points of Muravieff's circular. This
was agreed to and the amended report
was submitted to the :ull conference to-
morrow, when it will be decided whether
the conclusion of a convention on the
disputed points is possible.

The third committee adopted the 34
articles of the arbitration scheme with
the exception of the five elauses relating
to international courts of inquiry, action
on which awaits the result of Instruc-
tions from the Roumanian and Servian
‘Bovernments to their delegates.

General Alger’s
Resignation.

Neither the Retiring Sccretary
Nor the President Will
Discuss It.

London Papers Now Look For
Improvement in Philip-
pine Campaign.

By Assoclated Press.

‘Washington, July 19.—Secretary Alger
to-day tendered to the President his
resignation of the war portfolio. The
resignation will be effective on August
1, though it was tendered at the pleas-
ure of the President. Notwithstanding
the report -that Mr. Alger would not
long continue at the head of the war de-
partment, his actual resignation came
suddenly and‘ unexpectedly. That it
would come before the end of the year
was generally believed, but so little was
it expected this time that some of the
cabinet officers, when the news first be-
came public, were inclined to regard the
announcement as premature. Formal
acceptance of the resignation had not
been made by the President up to a late
hour to-night, but will be in a letter to
be written within the next day or two.
No official statement as to the cause of
the resignation was procurable either
from the President or Mr. Alger, neither
of whom would talk. Nor was the let-
ter of resignation obtainable at this
time. For the present nothing is known
officially concerning the reference of offi-
cial relations between ‘the President and
kis war minister, but later on official
correspondence, including the latter’s
career as chief of the war department,
doubtless will be given to the press.

The belief had prevailed in Washing-
ton for some time that Secretary Alger
vyould resign from the cabinet, but the
date generally set for it was toward
the close. of the year, when he had sub-
mitted his annual report, as he intended
to sum up what had been accomplished
during his brief but eventful direction
of the war department. Its tender to-
night was regarded as almost a foregone
conclusion, in view of Mr. Alger’s an-
nouncement about a month ago that
he hgd concluded to enter into the com-
petition for the vacancy in the United
States Senate to be caused by the ex-
piration of the term of Senator McMil-
lan, a strong supporter of the adminis-
tration, and that he had enlisted in his
active support Governor Piugree., to
whom had been attributed free criticisms
of the policy that was supposed t0 be
cherished by the President toward the
Philippines.

Another crowd
got together again at Fifty-fifth street
and Second avenue, and V.vhen a car
bound down came along it was met
with a perfect shower of bricks, stones
and other missiles thrown into the street
from windows. While a car was passing
Seventy-second street with Policeman
Gallegher and escort a crowd tried to
board it to take off the conductor and
motorman. Gallegher got off, and draw-
ing his revolver walked ahead of the
car clearing the track, the mob retreat-
ing sullenly. Some one threw a brick
and hit him in the leg, cutting him badly.
Twelve mounted policemen came down
the avenue and dispersed the crowd, for
the time being.

Six Lundred policemen were. stationed
at the Ninety-sixth Street stables and
distributed along the avenue at various
points. Cars coming to the  stables
from town looked as if they had run the
gauntlet of Balaklava. Windows were
broken and sides were bent in, and more
than one motorman left his post, with
the statement that he had all he wanted.
A great many men were injured along
the line. Policeman Olsen of the Kings-
bridge mounted squad was thrown from
his horse during a fight near Ninety-
fourth street. The policeman’s leg was
broken, and he is believed to have re-
ceived internal injuries. A motorman
was struck on the chest with a brick,
near the up-town stable, and seriomsly
injured. Serveral of the passengers on a
car going up town near Tenth street
received scalp wounds from  stones
thrown by the mob.

Capt. Schmitt, who was in charge of
the policemen at Second avenue and
Ninety-seventh street, was roughly han-
dled by the mob. While driving down
the avenue he encountered a barricade
of paving-stones.

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To Challenge

Black Plague.

Precautions Adopted by Vrans-
Pacific Steamship
Companies.

Dr. Watt’s Views of the Matter..
Quarantine Improve-
; ments.

There is a probability that for f‘ time
all the trans-Pacific liners e}zﬁeptmg .the
Empresses will cease carrying coolies.
The recent quarantining of so many
ships with plague aboard, and the con-
sequent heavy expenses which the own-
ing companies are put to, has served to
put others on the alert. The Empresses
are different to all other Asiatic liners
inasmuch as on the voyage frqm Hong-
kong they can with their superior power
gain four days, allowing one for that
which they at present cut off the'ir
schedule. Thus they could make up in
speed for any detention at quarantine.

Both on the C. P. R. and N. P. R.
liners; too, special precaution is being
taken to prevent the introduction of
plague into Canada. KEach Chinaman
or Jap, as he comes aboard at Hong-
kong or Yokohama, is subjected to a
most rigid examination. The ships’ sur-
geons have secured the assistance of
two other professional men in the work
at Hongkong, and obtain the tempera-
ture of each steerage passenger.

If this is not up to a certain standard
the passenger is rejected; and so strictly
is this law enforced that-there is prob-
ably not a‘vessel leaving Hongkong that
has not refused a score or more of these

passengers.

To illustrate how watchful the sur-
geons are aboard each of the Empresses,
it might be stated that on the China
three weeks ago a coolie was put ashore
at one of the ports up from Hongkong,
who developed .a case of pl:%;ue some
time afterwards .and died.

Dr. A. T. Watt, the resident Domin-
ion health "officer at William Head;
when asked yesterday what special pre-
cautions were being taken by him to
guard against the introduction of con-
tagious disease, said he is doing all that
lies within his power. The treatment
of the ships at quarantine now is not
materially different from that which
they heretofore received, but more eare—
if such were possible—is being taken.

But, he said, the best he or any one
else could do, as instanced in some of the
big quarantine ports of the world, was
not proof positive against plague im-
portation. ;

He regretted, too, that there was not
an efficient board of health in the city,
which could work to advantage in an
emergency.

The quarantine station, he stated, is
now more perfectly  equipped than ever
before. It has an apparatus which
thoroughly disinfects the whole ship
with a powerful gas—a poison more
deadly to the germ than the sulphur
fumes, which until its introduction a
short time ago, were always employed
in the quarantine precautions.

Dr. Watt is firmly of the impression
that more good can be done in prevent-
ing the spread of disease on the Japan

coast than Bn this side of the Pacific.
With black plague, symptoms develop
very rapidly, aBd cau be detected . by
the time a vessel reaches Japan from
Hongkong. “He has been advocating
the thorough fumigation of steamers at
Japan for some time, and hopes to see
this plan adopted before long.

At Hongkong -the health authorities
are very vigilant, and it is not from there
that the greatest danger lies, but rather
from the Chinese from the interior
parts of China. At Hongkong just
prior to the present epidemic, the whole
part of the town in which the plague
had been found was wiped out, and the
authorities were hoping that they had
effectually stamped out the disease,
when it broke out anew in district No.
The disease, however, is again well in

check there, but as for other ports, Dr.
Watt fedrs the plague is even worse
than has been represented. . The pres-
ent season, he says, has been an excep-
tionally dry one in China, and though
the worst month for plague passed in
May, there is still cause for anxiety in
the prospects of short rice crop and
famine. .

CANADA PROSPERING.

London Comment on the Address of
General Manager Clouston.

“There is hardly a branch of trade
that is not prospering.” So Mr. Clous-
ton ‘told his hearers at the annual meet-
ing of the Bank of Montreal. As we.

said last week, his encouraging report}

on the commercial situation—based as
that report is upon exceptional know-
ledge of the course of events in trading
and financial circles—needs little cor-
roboration. But mno ofie can fail to
note how each week brings similar tes-
timony in singular abundance from
every centre of the Dominion. Thus
Ottawa this week supplies official figures
which bear witness to the continuous
growth in the volume of Canadian trade.
The revenue returns for May, for exam-
ple, show a substantial increase, bring-
ing the total increase to over $5,000,000
for the eleventh months of the financial
year ending on the 30th instant, as com-
pared with the corresponding period of
1897-98. And the fact that by far the
greatest part of this growth is foqnd’in
the customs and inland collections is sig-
nificant of the buoyancy and vitality in
every department of trade to which Mr.
Clouston referred.

Noless satisfactory is the news from
the Northwest. Manitoba’s first crop
bulletin for the year has two particu-
larly encouraging features. Onme is the
much larger area under cultivation, the
increase of some 230,000 acres in the
aggregate—following, be it remembered,
upon an. equally notable - imerease - in
1898 as compared with 1897. Nothing
could better demonstrate that the farmer
has done well on the prairie during the
past two years; and nothing could be
of better augury as regards the imme-
diate future if the promise of good crops
this year which the bulletin holds out,
despite late seeding, should happily be
fulfilled. = Prosperous farmers in the
Northwest mean, and always maust
mean, busy tradérs in Winnipeg and
every commercial centre, and busy mer-
chants and manufacturers in the East-
ern provinces. - Add to these considera-
tions the circumstance that the new

A LONDON OPINION.

Krom the British Columbia Review.

The Attorney-General of British Co-
lumbia is riding rough-shod over the
established rules and usages of the pro-
fession whicl he adorns.

Tribute From
Headquarters

Professor Darwin in His Lat-
est Work of Modern
Science.

A Commendation Upon the
Work of an Energetic
Victoria Student.

—_——

,It may be of interest to the readers of
the Colonist to know that Professor
George H. Darwin of the University of
Cambridge, eminent as the great author-
ity on tidal phenomenon, in a recent
work entitled “The Tides” refers to the
very meagre data that exists respecting
the tides of the North Pacific ocean.
In this connection it may also be inter-
esting to note that Professor Darwin
devotes a chapter to the dJiscussi.n uf
the theory advanced by Mr. Napier . cu-
ison, of the Canadian meteorological ser-
vice, who is at present stationed at Vic-
toria, respecting the various vibrations
of the sea and of lakes, and the relation
thereto of the variations in the atmns-
pheric pressure. The following oxrinet
from the book in question may. perbaps,
assist in more cieariy understanding tiis
theory:

“Mr. Denison’s application of this ibe-
ory consists in supposing that* tuc vi-
brations of the sea and of lakes as2 1he
response of the water o variaiions in
the atmospheric pressure.  The =ea, be-
ing squeezed down by the greater pres-
sure, should fall as the barometer rises,
and conversely should rise us the barom-
eter falls. He is engaged i1 a systemat-
ic comparison of the simult tneots «yeur-
sions of the water and of the barometer
on Lake IIuron. Thus far, the evidence
seems decidddly favorable to the the-
ory. He concludes that when the water
is least disturbed, so, also, is the barom-
etric trace; and that when the undula-
tions ot the lake become large and r p-

_id, the atmospheric waves recorded by

the barometer have the same character.
There is also a considerable degree of
correspondence between the perinds «f
the two oscillations. The smalled un-
dulations of the water correspond wich
the shorter air-waves, and are .n:gni-
fied as they run into narrower and shal-
lower places, so as to make conspicu-
ous ‘vibrations.’

“It is interesting to note that the vi-
brations of the waterrhave a tendency
to appear before those in the barometer,
so that they seem to give a warning of
the approaching change of weather. It
is thus not impossible that w. here have
the foreshadowing of a new form of me-
teorological instrument, which may be
of service in the forecasiing (f- 1r.e
weather.”

Such notice from a m:a of Professor
Darwin’s high standiag in 'he scientific
world may be taken as a very great
compliment indeed. Mr. Denison has
for years devoted his energies o the
study of this branch of metcorological
phenomena,” with great success; But it
must be remembered that meteerology
1S not a popular science, : d that cne
may labor persistently, and no matter
how successfully, in the artempt to mas-
ter its intricacies, without receiving ihe
credit that is, as a general rule, s2 boun-
tifully accorded to success®:i workers
in other departments of *h= ficld of sci-
ence, It is to be hoped ihat Mr. Deni-
son’s endeavor to bring this scienece witli-
in the pale of practical uti'ity will ment
with the reward that it merits.

It may be mentioned heve, with refr-
ence to the foreshadowing >f a new form
of meteorological instr iment in the pas-
sage quoted above, that Mr. Depnisn
has already invented an apparatus
whereby an accurate record of tha vibra-
tions of the sea and of !akes, together
wx}h a barometric trace, may bv ob-
tained.

Victorlans €arry Off All the
Big Prizes in :Yester-
day’s Events.

Merchants’ and Manufactur-
ers’ Big Stake Won by
Outsider.

Nanaimo, July 20.—To-day the crack
riflemen of British Columbia are guests
of the Nanaimo Rifle Association on
the Wakesiah range, the best in the
province, ‘at the twenty-sixth annual
prize competition of the British Colum-
tia Rifle Association. There is a fine
entry list, totalling 58 competitors,
drawn as follows from the four cities
interested in this military sport: Vie-
toria, 24, including 3 from the Royal
Marine Artillery; Vancouver, 14; Na-
naimo 10; -and Westminster, 10. A
few of the old reliables are absent,
slightly reducing the representation . of
Westminster and Nanaimo, but Vancou-
ver shows up stronger than ever in both
‘uumbers and performances; while Vic-
toria, with perhaps less than the ‘average
aumber of representatives, has put in
scme colts who have surprised them-
selves as well as their fellow-riflemen.

In connection with certain official
criticisms which have lately. interfered
with the progress of the association, it
may be stated that an examination of
the entries shows how little Jjustification
for the persistent statement that the
olan of operation upon which the asso-
ciation is conducted confines its competi-
tions to the older hands, without bring-
(ng out a fair proportion of new men.
There are this year 26 tyros, or close on

60 . per cent. of the whole competitors.
The military authorities have provided
00 range anywhere in the province
where practice may be had at a distance
greater than 600 yards, and hence as the
association, on recommendation of Gen-
eral Hutton, decided this year to have
shooting at 800 and 900 yards, for which
the eivilian association has provided ac-
commodation, it was necessary to spend
all the first morning in practice at those
long ranges. It was not, therefore, un-
til the afternoon that the first match
commenced. - Mr. 8. M. Robins, patron
of the local association, had accepted
an invitation to be present and fire the
tirst shot, but he being unexpectedly de-
tained by business, advantage was taken
of the presence of Mrs. Pittendrigh,
wife of the secretary of the Nanaimo
Rifle Association, to have that lady fire
the opening shot instead, and she being
an enthusiast in the sport and quite at
home, in opening the range found no
difficulty in bringing up the bulls-eye
dise.

Another visitor at the opening was
Dr. Carpenter of the United States rev-
enue cutter McCulloch, despatch boat of
Admiral Dewey’s fleet at the action at
Manila.

The Hobson
Of Insectdom.

Kissing Bugs Have®Banished
the Mosquitoes to Utter
Obscurity.

The Latest Pest of Science Has
Made Its Debut in
Victoria.

Have you been bitten by the kissing bug?
If not, can you claim as a personal friend
of acquaintance someone who has?

Otherwise you are not in the fashion, for
the kissing bug is lord of the sftuation from
Manhattan Beach to the San Francisco
Clif House—the poor, out-of-date mosquito
sadly retiring to the top shelf of New Jersey
to meditate on the sting of ingratitude and
sharpen up his other sting for a revival of
business in his line.

A year ago no one except the scientists

had ever heard of « kissing bug. No one
had been bitten, or if they had, the poor
scapegrace spider had had to bear the
blame,

Now every state from Maine to Oregon
is full of waiting victims, who fairly yearn
to be introduced to Hobson of the
Insect’ wprid—thereby 'getting their names
and pletures in the papers.

It would take an army of kissing bugs
to accommodate all applicants for ‘distinc-
tion—and so the majority may just as well
aceept the inevitable and go to the moun-
tains or the seaside for the torrid term,
there to practice with the old style kissing
bug in the white flannels or a shirt waist.

Of course, ‘kissing bug’ is not the correct
designation for this newest pest of the
gauzy-winged kingdom. Whenever you see
a young lady with glasses, start and raise
her hand quickly to her cherry lips, with
a remark that she has experienced an acute
and painful sensation through the punctur-
ing of the facial cuticle by the melanolestes
picipes—you can rest assured that the
osculatory crank of the half-winged world
has been at work.

Also that she is a Boston girl and has
his title down as pat as though he was in
Burke or DeBrette. _

Professor William H. Ashmead says that
the melanolestes belongs to the species
designated Hempitera, a Greek derivative
meaning half-winged. It will be noticed
on examination that the wings of the in-
sects are half-membraneous and half-
coriaceous. The Professor says:

‘“The family is a large one and goes under
the general name of Reduviidae. The mem-
bers feed either on the juices of plants or
on other insects. Their particular prey is
the caterpillar. I have seen an insect of ‘this
family! insert its beak into the body of a
caterpillar and veritably suck it dry. The
reduviidae are found in all parts of the
country is far south os Central Mexico and
as far north as New England. Both the
sea coast and the mountains serve these
insects as dwelling places. In New Jersey
two distinet species of the family are found
—the picipes abdominalis and the picipes
melanolestes. These are also found in New
York and Pennsylvania. As a rule the
melanolestes picipes makes his home under
the bark of rotten trees. The Insect runs
with great swiftness and is hard to catch
on that account. It flies mostly at night.

“In the larvae state these creatures re-
semble somewhat the common bedbug. In
fact, in the states of California and Texas
and in all the southwestern country, where
considerable annoyance and suffering are
caused by its depredations, it is commonly
known as the ‘Great Big Bedbug.’ In that
section of the country these creatures are
more numerous and more flerce than those
found in the East. A common cause of
annoyance is the attacks which they make
on chickens. I was once bitten by one of
the melanolestes, and the swelllhg which
followed proved quite:painful. The insect
has a very poisonous secretion, which it
injects through its beak into the body of
its victim. Moreover, while it does not as
a rule prey upon the bodies of warm-
blooded animals, it will suck their blood in
case it comes into contact with them.

“I do not think that there is any reason
for people through the Bast generally to
fear that the present reported epidemic
will become much more serious. The prob-
able cause of the prevalence of the melono-
lestes this year is the great abundance of
insect, life to be found everywhere. Nature
has provided this species to prey upon cater-
pillars and other insect pests, and with the
disappearance of these the melanolestes will
disappear also. Again, nature has provided
millions of parasites which in turn feed
upon this insect and destroy its eggs.

“It would be entirely out of the question
for mankind to attempt to stop the present
epidemic by artificial methods. If the insect
pest is going to increase in still greater
numbers people will merely be obliged to
stand its ravages and make the hest of the
situation. It is peculiarly unfortunate that
the melanolestes has chosen the night to
follow its mischievous work, as people are
necessarily more at his mercy when sleep-
ing than when awake.”

In appearance the kissing b8g .is not by
any means an Adonis of the air. A greatly
enlarged photograph shows him to possess
four hairy legs set at the corners, so that
when he walks abroad scenting his prey, he
somewhat resembles an animated step-
ladder, with a balcony.

That is the head; and to further par-
ticularize, the head consists of a stinger
pointing straight out and always ready
for business, a pair of immense moustacios
such as the Levy boys and Capt. Dan
McLean used to glory in possessing, and
eyes that stick out like a pair of opera
glasses.

The latter are the melanolestes’ strong
suit. They enable him to lead an active
life both by day and by night, and he
accordingly has his office hours usually.
between sunset and sunrise. The lips of
sleeping beauty are, not unnaturally, his
strongest temptation, and hence his popular
name,

Here in Victoria the kissing bug: has
made his appearance, according to reports,
during the last week or ten days. One
of his victims is a teamster named Mec-
Kenzie, who while out picnicking last Sun-
day indulged in the luxury of a noontide
nap.

His first impression was that he had been
bitten by a black spider, but as the swell-
ing continued, a hardness appeared in the
lip, and he had the specifications explained
to him upon which the kissing bug does
bis contract work, the melanolestes carried
the verdict with a fair majority over the
back-nnmber spider.

A prominent railway man also formed the
acquaintance of the new pest a few days
ago—or some other active insect producing
similar results. “By their works ye shall
know them,’”” is an admittedly safe rule,
and the kissing bug therefore gets the
blame,

which In its graceful outlines and luxuriance
rivals that of Mr. Melanolestes. The lips
were therefore protected, but the jealous
insect took revenge upon a near-by section
of succulent cheek.

Whether or not his lance was bent is
not stated; the cheek unquestionably suffer-
ed with‘all the accompaniments of pain,
swelling and hardness. Dr. E. C. Hart
was called upon to reduce the pain and in-
flammation, and the victim has now little
more than his:plece of decorative court-
plaster to remind him of his chance
acquaintance with the owner of the step-
ladder legs.

The Dirigo
Called Early.

Steamer Brings News of Serious
Accident to the Rid-
couts.

New Ports of Call Springing Up
All Along the West
Coast.

Steamer Dirigo came in from the
North at 5 o’clock yesterday morning,
and sailed for the Sound an hour later,
leaving behind her twelve passengers.
Three of these were Sisters of St. Anne;
the others were C. Mitchell, W. C.
Cl?rk. F. Kinschmidt, John Punsmuir,
A."Robertson, James Dodds, R. Mercis,
W. Jordan and F. C. Wassen. As stated
in a Colonist despatch from Nanaimo,
the steamer had about a quarter of a
million in gold dust, several of the 75
passengers aboard being quite wealthy.
News was brought by the Dirigo that
the steamer Rideout met with a disas-
trous accident in going to and from the
White Horse rapids. When passing
through the Five Fingers rapids she
was swung into what is known as the
Middle channel by the rush of water,
and carried hard against the rocks. Her
gua}'ds in places were completely de-
molished, and her gunwhales badly torn,
bu§ she escaped further injury until
Thirty Mile was reached. Here she
struck the stern of the submerged steam-
er Domville, which has remained a men-
ace to navigation in the river ever since
being wrecked — and was held fast for
some time.
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NEW PORTS OF CALL.

The steamer Willapa' on her sailing
for the West Coast this evening will
carry three several small parties bound
for Wreck Bay, each party being con-
vinced that they have just the one and
only proper appliances for treating the
black sand gold deposits. The steamer
makes the long trip this time, going as
far north as New Norway and includ-
ing also a call at Bear River, which has
recently been added to the ports of call.
