has apparently lost nothing in “strength.
The aggregate of midsummer business is of
an unprecedented wolume, and signs of ex-
pansion in the demand for fall and winter
goods increase. Prices, except for the
cereuls, coffee, raw sugar and some dairy
products, are rather ﬁﬁrm]y held or tend
upward, Notably among those advanced
are pork products, petroleum, copper, tin-
plates and raw wool, while the list of
products unchanged includes refined sugar,
hides, leather, lead and cotton. Industrial
activity comtinued at the maximum, skilled
labor being busily employed; but some trou-
bles are noted” among unskilled labor,
notably, the car employees and‘longshore-
men, partly owing to mischievous agitation,

ut also no doubt to restiveness at failure
of prosperous conditions to materialize in
their cases. Crop prespects are encourag-
ing. The movement of ‘grain to market
has refiched an immense volume, and rail-
road rnings consequently continue to
slow large Increases over preceding years.
In textile circles the situation is one of
unabated strenﬁ‘th, but particularly so in
Wwool and woollen goods. Manufacturers
are buyers at the East, and their agents
are purchasing heavy at the West. Quota-
tions for fine grades are consequently high-
er all around. The market for finished
goods orders are of large volume, parti-
cularly in worsteds, and some concerns are |
cutting down consumers’ orders, claiming
inability to deliver. The jobbing demand
for dry goods is increasing slowly at the
East, and the prospects are regarded as
highly encouraging.. Advices from the boot
and shoe trade are generally satisfactory,
and little difficulty is experienced in obtain-
ing the advanced quotations demanded.
Gold receipts from the Klondike point to.
an aggregate for the year of about $18,000,-
000, which will about offset the total ship-
ments made to Europe this spring.””

The way in which she ran away
from the Britannia proves not only that

she is the better boat, but an exception-
ally fine racer, You must remember that
she was not seen at her best the other
day. Tuesday she did not carry as
much canvass as the Britannia, while
yesterday she had a smaller mainsail
than it is intended she shall carry. We
can set a much larger mainsail in the
coming contest, if it should be deemed
advisable, W€ are satisfied that if yes-
terday’s race had been completed, the
challenger would have won by half an
hour, The Shamrock has realized Mr.
Fife’s fullest expectations, and I, my-
self, am more than satisfied. - In Tues-
day’s run before the *wind there was a
very poor wind to properly test her out,
but even then she out-distanced the Brit
annia, She showed marvellous quali-

DR. FLETCHER AT SAANICH.

The Eastern Expert Greatly Interests
Residents of the District.

Dr. Fletcher opened his lecture tour under
the auspices of the department of agricul-
ture last evening, speaking to about seventy
five representative members of the Victoria
District Farmers’ Institute at the Saanich
Agricultural hall. :

The meeting was called to order by the
president, George Deans, and Mr. J. R.
Anderson gave a short address on institute
woark, after which he introduced Dr. Fletch-
er, the Dominion entomologist and botanist.
Dr. Fletcher in the course of his address
told what the institutes were doing for the
farmers in Eastern Canada. The main
topic of his address was on “Weeds,” a
subjeet which is foreing itself on the farm-
ers more and more each-year. He explained
the importance of knowing the names and
nature of weeds. All weeds he classified
as enemies to the farmer, but some much
greater than others, 7

He explained hom ‘‘summer fallowing”
not only killed the weeds but also retained
the moisture in the land, thus insuring a
good crop the following year. He classi-
fied weeds under three heads, namely, one
year, two year and many year weeds, and
explained the different methods necessary
to exterminate them. He told@ how com-
petition was geeting keener and the time
had come when the farmer must be prop-

Marvellous Progress Made on
Russia’s Transcontinental
Road Says an Engineer

In Another Year Trains Will Be
Running From Ocean
to Ocean.

From Our Own Correspondent.

Vancouver, July 19.—Among the pas-
sengers who ,‘\a\rrived on the Empress of
India at Vancouver yesterday was Engi-
neer M. Sergey Friede, the pioneer
American in Manchuria, who is now re-
turning to New York city from his
fourth trip to Central and Northern Asia
in behalf of American manufacturing
interests.

Mr. Friede reports that since his last
trip across Siberia, a year ago, marvel-
lous progress has been made in the con-
struction of the Trans-Siberian and Chi-
nese Eastern railroads. American tools,
machinery and rolling stock have been
introduced everywhere along the line,
and while the Chinese codlies, and even
Russian workmen struck when steam
rock drills were introduced a few
n]onths ago, means were found to recon-
cile them, but they still imagine that
the puffing, thumping drills are worked
by devils.

“So marvellous is the rapidity with
which construction is advancing,” said
E})gmeer Friede, “that it may be defi-
nltely stated that through trains will be
running from Port Arthur and Vladivo-
stock to St. Petersburg before the close
of 1900. No one who has not been over
the ground within the last three months
can realize how near completion the
road has been pushed. In fact by this
fall, with the exception of a few
hundred versts in the very mountainous
parts of Manchuria, trains will be run
on every section, and by winter, with
tgmporary tracks across the frozen
rivers, there will be but few, very short,
if any, breaks in the entire distance of
about 6,500 miles, and - next summer
most of the bridges will be placed in
position. - Then the work of laying per-
manent tracks will be begun, and in an-
other year the road - thoroughly com-
ple‘ted and through fast trains running
uninterruptedly from oceon to ocean.”

OBJECTIONS BY
SMALL POWERS®

Protest Against Proposals for
a Court of Enquiry at
Peace Conference.

The Hague, July 18.—The committee
of the international conference met to-
day, M. Bourgeois of Frange presiding.
At the opening sitting the ‘Roumanian,
Grecian and Servian delegates jointly
moved the total suppression of the five
articles relating, to international courts
of inquiry. M. Beldiman, Roumanian
delegate, was their spokesman and ad-
dressed the committee for an hour. He
claimed that the proposition for a court
of inquiry was not contained in Count
Muravieff's circular and was contrary to
the principle of national sovereignty.
Roumania, he said, would gladly pled;;ve
herself to the rest of the arbitration
scheme, but it was impossible to fulfil
these and other obligations. Chevalier
Deschamp, the Belgian delegate, and
Professor Martens, of Russia, defended
the articles, which were finally passed
on first reading, the three protesting
states recording their objections.

In the interval between the meeting of
third committee and that of the drafting
committee, which was held later, strong
efforts were made to effect a compromise
as regards the motion for the suppres-
sion of the five articles relating to inter-
national courts of inquiry, as the Rou-
manian delegate had made certain re-
marks not palatable to the delegates of
the powers. At the meeting of the
drafting committee Prof. Maartens de-
molished all of M. Beldiman’s argu-
ments. He said that when everything
had been done to protect the weaker
states against the stronger, the-former
thus obtaining a shield—the commission
.of inquiry proving this—he was willing
to make some further concessions in the
way of making the matter more optional.

The
American delegates explained'that they
voted with the British delegation on the
subject of expansive bullets bece}usg they
did not wish to modify their objection to
any kind of restriction upon ttge produc-
tion of war material. Captain ‘Mahan
and Sir Julian Pauncefote finally moved
the suppression “of the clause and pro-
posed a formal conference on the othgr
three points of Muravieff's circular. This
was agreed to and the amended report
was submitted to the :ull conference to-
morrow, when it will be decided whether
the conclusion of a convention on the
disputed points is possible.

The third committee adopted the 34
articles of the arbitration scheme with
the exception of the five elauses relating
to international courts of inquiry, action
on which awaits the result of Instruc-
tions from the Roumanian and Servian
‘Bovernments to their delegates.

General Alger’s
Resignation.

Neither the Retiring Sccretary
Nor the President Will
Discuss It.

London Papers Now Look For
Improvement in Philip-
pine Campaign.

By Assoclated Press.

‘Washington, July 19.—Secretary Alger
to-day tendered to the President his
resignation of the war portfolio. The
resignation will be effective on August
1, though it was tendered at the pleas-
ure of the President. Notwithstanding
the report -that Mr. Alger would not
long continue at the head of the war de-
partment, his actual resignation came
suddenly and‘ unexpectedly. That it
would come before the end of the year
was generally believed, but so little was
it expected this time that some of the
cabinet officers, when the news first be-
came public, were inclined to regard the
announcement as premature. Formal
acceptance of the resignation had not
been made by the President up to a late
hour to-night, but will be in a letter to
be written within the next day or two.
No official statement as to the cause of
the resignation was procurable either
from the President or Mr. Alger, neither
of whom would talk. Nor was the let-
ter of resignation obtainable at this
time. For the present nothing is known
officially concerning the reference of offi-
cial relations between ‘the President and
kis war minister, but later on official
correspondence, including the latter’s
career as chief of the war department,
doubtless will be given to the press.

The belief had prevailed in Washing-
ton for some time that Secretary Alger
vyould resign from the cabinet, but the
date generally set for it was toward
the close. of the year, when he had sub-
mitted his annual report, as he intended
to sum up what had been accomplished
during his brief but eventful direction
of the war department. Its tender to-
night was regarded as almost a foregone
conclusion, in view of Mr. Alger’s an-
nouncement about a month ago that
he hgd concluded to enter into the com-
petition for the vacancy in the United
States Senate to be caused by the ex-
piration of the term of Senator McMil-
lan, a strong supporter of the adminis-
tration, and that he had enlisted in his
active support Governor Piugree., to
whom had been attributed free criticisms
of the policy that was supposed t0 be
cherished by the President toward the
Philippines.

Another crowd
got together again at Fifty-fifth street
and Second avenue, and V.vhen a car
bound down came along it was met
with a perfect shower of bricks, stones
and other missiles thrown into the street
from windows. While a car was passing
Seventy-second street with Policeman
Gallegher and escort a crowd tried to
board it to take off the conductor and
motorman. Gallegher got off, and draw-
ing his revolver walked ahead of the
car clearing the track, the mob retreat-
ing sullenly. Some one threw a brick
and hit him in the leg, cutting him badly.
Twelve mounted policemen came down
the avenue and dispersed the crowd, for
the time being.

Six Lundred policemen were. stationed
at the Ninety-sixth Street stables and
distributed along the avenue at various
points. Cars coming to the  stables
from town looked as if they had run the
gauntlet of Balaklava. Windows were
broken and sides were bent in, and more
than one motorman left his post, with
the statement that he had all he wanted.
A great many men were injured along
the line. Policeman Olsen of the Kings-
bridge mounted squad was thrown from
his horse during a fight near Ninety-
fourth street. The policeman’s leg was
broken, and he is believed to have re-
ceived internal injuries. A motorman
was struck on the chest with a brick,
near the up-town stable, and seriomsly
injured. Serveral of the passengers on a
car going up town near Tenth street
received scalp wounds from  stones
thrown by the mob.

Capt. Schmitt, who was in charge of
the policemen at Second avenue and
Ninety-seventh street, was roughly han-
dled by the mob. While driving down
the avenue he encountered a barricade
of paving-stones.

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To Challenge

Black Plague.

Precautions Adopted by Vrans-
Pacific Steamship
Companies.

Dr. Watt’s Views of the Matter..
Quarantine Improve-
; ments.

There is a probability that for f‘ time
all the trans-Pacific liners e}zﬁeptmg .the
Empresses will cease carrying coolies.
The recent quarantining of so many
ships with plague aboard, and the con-
sequent heavy expenses which the own-
ing companies are put to, has served to
put others on the alert. The Empresses
are different to all other Asiatic liners
inasmuch as on the voyage frqm Hong-
kong they can with their superior power
gain four days, allowing one for that
which they at present cut off the'ir
schedule. Thus they could make up in
speed for any detention at quarantine.

Both on the C. P. R. and N. P. R.
liners; too, special precaution is being
taken to prevent the introduction of
plague into Canada. KEach Chinaman
or Jap, as he comes aboard at Hong-
kong or Yokohama, is subjected to a
most rigid examination. The ships’ sur-
geons have secured the assistance of
two other professional men in the work
at Hongkong, and obtain the tempera-
ture of each steerage passenger.

If this is not up to a certain standard
the passenger is rejected; and so strictly
is this law enforced that-there is prob-
ably not a‘vessel leaving Hongkong that
has not refused a score or more of these

passengers.

To illustrate how watchful the sur-
geons are aboard each of the Empresses,
it might be stated that on the China
three weeks ago a coolie was put ashore
at one of the ports up from Hongkong,
who developed .a case of pl:%;ue some
time afterwards .and died.

Dr. A. T. Watt, the resident Domin-
ion health "officer at William Head;
when asked yesterday what special pre-
cautions were being taken by him to
guard against the introduction of con-
tagious disease, said he is doing all that
lies within his power. The treatment
of the ships at quarantine now is not
materially different from that which
they heretofore received, but more eare—
if such were possible—is being taken.

But, he said, the best he or any one
else could do, as instanced in some of the
big quarantine ports of the world, was
not proof positive against plague im-
portation. ;

He regretted, too, that there was not
an efficient board of health in the city,
which could work to advantage in an
emergency.

The quarantine station, he stated, is
now more perfectly  equipped than ever
before. It has an apparatus which
thoroughly disinfects the whole ship
with a powerful gas—a poison more
deadly to the germ than the sulphur
fumes, which until its introduction a
short time ago, were always employed
in the quarantine precautions.

Dr. Watt is firmly of the impression
that more good can be done in prevent-
ing the spread of disease on the Japan

coast than Bn this side of the Pacific.
With black plague, symptoms develop
very rapidly, aBd cau be detected . by
the time a vessel reaches Japan from
Hongkong. “He has been advocating
the thorough fumigation of steamers at
Japan for some time, and hopes to see
this plan adopted before long.

At Hongkong -the health authorities
are very vigilant, and it is not from there
that the greatest danger lies, but rather
from the Chinese from the interior
parts of China. At Hongkong just
prior to the present epidemic, the whole
part of the town in which the plague
had been found was wiped out, and the
authorities were hoping that they had
effectually stamped out the disease,
when it broke out anew in district No.
The disease, however, is again well in

check there, but as for other ports, Dr.
Watt fedrs the plague is even worse
than has been represented. . The pres-
ent season, he says, has been an excep-
tionally dry one in China, and though
the worst month for plague passed in
May, there is still cause for anxiety in
the prospects of short rice crop and
famine. .

CANADA PROSPERING.

London Comment on the Address of
General Manager Clouston.

“There is hardly a branch of trade
that is not prospering.” So Mr. Clous-
ton ‘told his hearers at the annual meet-
ing of the Bank of Montreal. As we.

said last week, his encouraging report}

on the commercial situation—based as
that report is upon exceptional know-
ledge of the course of events in trading
and financial circles—needs little cor-
roboration. But mno ofie can fail to
note how each week brings similar tes-
timony in singular abundance from
every centre of the Dominion. Thus
Ottawa this week supplies official figures
which bear witness to the continuous
growth in the volume of Canadian trade.
The revenue returns for May, for exam-
ple, show a substantial increase, bring-
ing the total increase to over $5,000,000
for the eleventh months of the financial
year ending on the 30th instant, as com-
pared with the corresponding period of
1897-98. And the fact that by far the
greatest part of this growth is foqnd’in
the customs and inland collections is sig-
nificant of the buoyancy and vitality in
every department of trade to which Mr.
Clouston referred.

Noless satisfactory is the news from
the Northwest. Manitoba’s first crop
bulletin for the year has two particu-
larly encouraging features. Onme is the
much larger area under cultivation, the
increase of some 230,000 acres in the
aggregate—following, be it remembered,
upon an. equally notable - imerease - in
1898 as compared with 1897. Nothing
could better demonstrate that the farmer
has done well on the prairie during the
past two years; and nothing could be
of better augury as regards the imme-
diate future if the promise of good crops
this year which the bulletin holds out,
despite late seeding, should happily be
fulfilled. = Prosperous farmers in the
Northwest mean, and always maust
mean, busy tradérs in Winnipeg and
every commercial centre, and busy mer-
chants and manufacturers in the East-
ern provinces. - Add to these considera-
tions the circumstance that the new

A LONDON OPINION.

Krom the British Columbia Review.

The Attorney-General of British Co-
lumbia is riding rough-shod over the
established rules and usages of the pro-
fession whicl he adorns.

Tribute From
Headquarters

Professor Darwin in His Lat-
est Work of Modern
Science.

A Commendation Upon the
Work of an Energetic
Victoria Student.

—_——

,It may be of interest to the readers of
the Colonist to know that Professor
George H. Darwin of the University of
Cambridge, eminent as the great author-
ity on tidal phenomenon, in a recent
work entitled “The Tides” refers to the
very meagre data that exists respecting
the tides of the North Pacific ocean.
In this connection it may also be inter-
esting to note that Professor Darwin
devotes a chapter to the dJiscussi.n uf
the theory advanced by Mr. Napier . cu-
ison, of the Canadian meteorological ser-
vice, who is at present stationed at Vic-
toria, respecting the various vibrations
of the sea and of lakes, and the relation
thereto of the variations in the atmns-
pheric pressure. The following oxrinet
from the book in question may. perbaps,
assist in more cieariy understanding tiis
theory:

“Mr. Denison’s application of this ibe-
ory consists in supposing that* tuc vi-
brations of the sea and of lakes as2 1he
response of the water o variaiions in
the atmospheric pressure.  The =ea, be-
ing squeezed down by the greater pres-
sure, should fall as the barometer rises,
and conversely should rise us the barom-
eter falls. He is engaged i1 a systemat-
ic comparison of the simult tneots «yeur-
sions of the water and of the barometer
on Lake IIuron. Thus far, the evidence
seems decidddly favorable to the the-
ory. He concludes that when the water
is least disturbed, so, also, is the barom-
etric trace; and that when the undula-
tions ot the lake become large and r p-

_id, the atmospheric waves recorded by

the barometer have the same character.
There is also a considerable degree of
correspondence between the perinds «f
the two oscillations. The smalled un-
dulations of the water correspond wich
the shorter air-waves, and are .n:gni-
fied as they run into narrower and shal-
lower places, so as to make conspicu-
ous ‘vibrations.’

“It is interesting to note that the vi-
brations of the waterrhave a tendency
to appear before those in the barometer,
so that they seem to give a warning of
the approaching change of weather. It
is thus not impossible that w. here have
the foreshadowing of a new form of me-
teorological instrument, which may be
of service in the forecasiing (f- 1r.e
weather.”

Such notice from a m:a of Professor
Darwin’s high standiag in 'he scientific
world may be taken as a very great
compliment indeed. Mr. Denison has
for years devoted his energies o the
study of this branch of metcorological
phenomena,” with great success; But it
must be remembered that meteerology
1S not a popular science, : d that cne
may labor persistently, and no matter
how successfully, in the artempt to mas-
ter its intricacies, without receiving ihe
credit that is, as a general rule, s2 boun-
tifully accorded to success®:i workers
in other departments of *h= ficld of sci-
ence, It is to be hoped ihat Mr. Deni-
son’s endeavor to bring this scienece witli-
in the pale of practical uti'ity will ment
with the reward that it merits.

It may be mentioned heve, with refr-
ence to the foreshadowing >f a new form
of meteorological instr iment in the pas-
sage quoted above, that Mr. Depnisn
has already invented an apparatus
whereby an accurate record of tha vibra-
tions of the sea and of !akes, together
wx}h a barometric trace, may bv ob-
tained.

Merchants’ and Manufactur-
ers’ Big Stake Won by
Outsider.

Nanaimo, July 20.—To-day the crack
riflemen of British Columbia are guests
of the Nanaimo Rifle Association on
the Wakesiah range, the best in the
province, ‘at the twenty-sixth annual
prize competition of the British Colum-
tia Rifle Association. There is a fine
entry list, totalling 58 competitors,
drawn as follows from the four cities
interested in this military sport: Vie-
toria, 24, including 3 from the Royal
Marine Artillery; Vancouver, 14; Na-
naimo 10; -and Westminster, 10. A
few of the old reliables are absent,
slightly reducing the representation . of
Westminster and Nanaimo, but Vancou-
ver shows up stronger than ever in both
‘uumbers and performances; while Vic-
toria, with perhaps less than the ‘average
aumber of representatives, has put in
scme colts who have surprised them-
selves as well as their fellow-riflemen.

In connection with certain official
criticisms which have lately. interfered
with the progress of the association, it
may be stated that an examination of
the entries shows how little Jjustification
for the persistent statement that the
olan of operation upon which the asso-
ciation is conducted confines its competi-
tions to the older hands, without bring-
(ng out a fair proportion of new men.
There are this year 26 tyros, or close on

60 . per cent. of the whole competitors.
The military authorities have provided
00 range anywhere in the province
where practice may be had at a distance
greater than 600 yards, and hence as the
association, on recommendation of Gen-
eral Hutton, decided this year to have
shooting at 800 and 900 yards, for which
the eivilian association has provided ac-
commodation, it was necessary to spend
all the first morning in practice at those
long ranges. It was not, therefore, un-
til the afternoon that the first match
commenced. - Mr. 8. M. Robins, patron
of the local association, had accepted
an invitation to be present and fire the
tirst shot, but he being unexpectedly de-
tained by business, advantage was taken
of the presence of Mrs. Pittendrigh,
wife of the secretary of the Nanaimo
Rifle Association, to have that lady fire
the opening shot instead, and she being
an enthusiast in the sport and quite at
home, in opening the range found no
difficulty in bringing up the bulls-eye
dise.

The Hobson
Of Insectdom.

Kissing Bugs Have®Banished
the Mosquitoes to Utter
Obscurity.

The Latest Pest of Science Has
Made Its Debut in
Victoria.

Have you been bitten by the kissing bug?
If not, can you claim as a personal friend
of acquaintance someone who has?

Otherwise you are not in the fashion, for
the kissing bug is lord of the sftuation from
Manhattan Beach to the San Francisco
Clif House—the poor, out-of-date mosquito
sadly retiring to the top shelf of New Jersey
to meditate on the sting of ingratitude and
sharpen up his other sting for a revival of
business in his line.

A year ago no one except the scientists

had ever heard of « kissing bug. No one
had been bitten, or if they had, the poor
scapegrace spider had had to bear the
blame,

Now every state from Maine to Oregon
is full of waiting victims, who fairly yearn
to be introduced to Hobson of the
Insect’ wprid—thereby 'getting their names
and pletures in the papers.

It would take an army of kissing bugs
to accommodate all applicants for ‘distinc-
tion—and so the majority may just as well
aceept the inevitable and go to the moun-
tains or the seaside for the torrid term,
there to practice with the old style kissing
bug in the white flannels or a shirt waist.

Of course, ‘kissing bug’ is not the correct
designation for this newest pest of the
gauzy-winged kingdom. Whenever you see
a young lady with glasses, start and raise
her hand quickly to her cherry lips, with
a remark that she has experienced an acute
and painful sensation through the punctur-
ing of the facial cuticle by the melanolestes
picipes—you can rest assured that the
osculatory crank of the half-winged world
has been at work.

Also that she is a Boston girl and has
his title down as pat as though he was in
Burke or DeBrette. _

Professor William H. Ashmead says that
the melanolestes belongs to the species
designated Hempitera, a Greek derivative
meaning half-winged. It will be noticed
on examination that the wings of the in-
sects are half-membraneous and half-
coriaceous. The Professor says:

‘“The family is a large one and goes under
the general name of Reduviidae. The mem-
bers feed either on the juices of plants or
on other insects. Their particular prey is
the caterpillar. I have seen an insect of ‘this
family! insert its beak into the body of a
caterpillar and veritably suck it dry. The
reduviidae are found in all parts of the
country is far south os Central Mexico and
as far north as New England. Both the
sea coast and the mountains serve these
insects as dwelling places. In New Jersey
two distinet species of the family are found
—the picipes abdominalis and the picipes
melanolestes. These are also found in New
York and Pennsylvania. As a rule the
melanolestes picipes makes his home under
the bark of rotten trees. The Insect runs
with great swiftness and is hard to catch
on that account. It flies mostly at night.

“In the larvae state these creatures re-
semble somewhat the common bedbug. In
fact, in the states of California and Texas
and in all the southwestern country, where
considerable annoyance and suffering are
caused by its depredations, it is commonly
known as the ‘Great Big Bedbug.’ In that
section of the country these creatures are
more numerous and more flerce than those
found in the East. A common cause of
annoyance is the attacks which they make
on chickens. I was once bitten by one of
the melanolestes, and the swelllhg which
followed proved quite:painful. The insect
has a very poisonous secretion, which it
injects through its beak into the body of
its victim. Moreover, while it does not as
a rule prey upon the bodies of warm-
blooded animals, it will suck their blood in
case it comes into contact with them.

“I do not think that there is any reason
for people through the Bast generally to
fear that the present reported epidemic
will become much more serious. The prob-
able cause of the prevalence of the melono-
lestes this year is the great abundance of
insect, life to be found everywhere. Nature
has provided this species to prey upon cater-
pillars and other insect pests, and with the
disappearance of these the melanolestes will
disappear also. Again, nature has provided
millions of parasites which in turn feed
upon this insect and destroy its eggs.

“It would be entirely out of the question
for mankind to attempt to stop the present
epidemic by artificial methods. If the insect
pest is going to increase in still greater
numbers people will merely be obliged to
stand its ravages and make the hest of the
situation. It is peculiarly unfortunate that
the melanolestes has chosen the night to
follow its mischievous work, as people are
necessarily more at his mercy when sleep-
ing than when awake.”

In appearance the kissing b8g .is not by
any means an Adonis of the air. A greatly
enlarged photograph shows him to possess
four hairy legs set at the corners, so that
when he walks abroad scenting his prey, he
somewhat resembles an animated step-
ladder, with a balcony.

That is the head; and to further par-
ticularize, the head consists of a stinger
pointing straight out and always ready
for business, a pair of immense moustacios
such as the Levy boys and Capt. Dan
McLean used to glory in possessing, and
eyes that stick out like a pair of opera
glasses.

The latter are the melanolestes’ strong
suit. They enable him to lead an active
life both by day and by night, and he
accordingly has his office hours usually.
between sunset and sunrise. The lips of
sleeping beauty are, not unnaturally, his
strongest temptation, and hence his popular
name,

Here in Victoria the kissing bug: has
made his appearance, according to reports,
during the last week or ten days. One
of his victims is a teamster named Mec-
Kenzie, who while out picnicking last Sun-
day indulged in the luxury of a noontide
nap.

His first impression was that he had been
bitten by a black spider, but as the swell-
ing continued, a hardness appeared in the
lip, and he had the specifications explained
to him upon which the kissing bug does
bis contract work, the melanolestes carried
the verdict with a fair majority over the
back-nnmber spider.

A prominent railway man also formed the
acquaintance of the new pest a few days
ago—or some other active insect producing
similar results. “By their works ye shall
know them,’”” is an admittedly safe rule,
and the kissing bug therefore gets the
blame,

which In its graceful outlines and luxuriance
rivals that of Mr. Melanolestes. The lips
were therefore protected, but the jealous
insect took revenge upon a near-by section
of succulent cheek.

Whether or not his lance was bent is
not stated; the cheek unquestionably suffer-
ed with‘all the accompaniments of pain,
swelling and hardness. Dr. E. C. Hart
was called upon to reduce the pain and in-
flammation, and the victim has now little
more than his:plece of decorative court-
plaster to remind him of his chance
acquaintance with the owner of the step-
ladder legs.

Called Early.

Steamer Brings News of Serious
Accident to the Rid-
couts.

New Ports of Call Springing Up
All Along the West
Coast.

Steamer Dirigo came in from the
North at 5 o’clock yesterday morning,
and sailed for the Sound an hour later,
leaving behind her twelve passengers.
Three of these were Sisters of St. Anne;

As stated
in a Colonist despatch from Nanaimo,
the steamer had about a quarter of a
million in gold dust, several of the 75
passengers aboard being quite wealthy.

TWELVE PERISHED,
Terrible Ending of a Party Who Went
North to Search for Gold.

Seattle, July 19.—Harold Sturgis, of Chi-
eago, a Roanoke passenger from St. Michael,
reports that eleven members of the steamer
Elk expedition, which sailed for Kotzebue-
Sound over a ‘year ago, died in that distriet
of scurvy. ,Capt. W. H. Bens, the leader,
also fell a victim of the disease, dying some
time’later, while In the company of his wife,
trying to cross from Kotzebue to the Koyo-
kuk river.

The known dead are: W. H. Bens, Jameg
Hutton, Frank Calder, Bay City, Mich.;
Capt. Charles Smith, Frank Johnson, Port
Hadlock, Wash.; Joe Reinhart, Milwaukee;
John Stonehousé, Whidby Island, Wash.;
karl Plummer, Port Townsend, Wash.;
Duncan McCull, Chicago, ill.; Dr. Vetter,
Stratton, Pa.; Peter Johnson, an unknown
sailor,

The story of the death of this party was
told to Harold Sturgis by Mrs. Bens, who
was brought in from Nulato the day before
the Roanoke left. Mrs. Bens escaped death
on the trail, but is in danger of dying from
scurvy.

Capt. Bens was an old lake skipper and
eame West a year ago to build a steamer
for Alaska. He built a staunch vessel
called the Elk No. 1, and gathered up a
party of seventeen, including the crew.
The Elk was to have gone into the Arctie
ocean and up the Mackcazie river, but
finally brought up in Kotzebue Sound. A
party of thirteen landed and started to
reported gold diggings on the Selawick
river. THey found no gold, but heard of
rich strikes on the Koyokuk, 300 miles
distant.

In January Capt. Bens and his wife
started for the new diggings. They had
no dogs and were forced to pull their sleds
loaded with provisions and camping out-
fits over the soft smow. After following
the Selawick for many a weary mile the
Tegragawick river was reached. Constant
exposure, cold and insufficient food was
beginning to tell. One by one they suc-
cumbed, until only Mr.-and Mrs. Bens re-
mained.

Bens and his resolute wife got to the
Hudskuakalna river alive. Bens was
nearly dead and was unable to go further.
For several days his wife nursed him and
without medicine tried to get him in condi-
tion to travel. The scurvy had made too
much progress and on May 10 Bens died.

The poor woman was alone on the trail,
miles and miles from human habitation,
short of supplies and atmost ready to drop
from scurvy and frozen limbs. fhe says
she contemplated suicide. but coula mot
bring herself to it. She decided to mak:-
one more try for life, and, putting a light
pack across her shoulders, she started
down the river. She was unable to bury
her husband’s body or to even cover it
up, and the thought of its being torn by
wild beasts nearly drove her wild.

She travelled on for hours, making very
little progress. She had covered abont
nine miles and was almost exhausted when
she was startled by the barking of a dog.
She noticed smoke in a bunch of scrubby
timber a few rods from the river, and her
cries for help brought several hardy pros-
pectors from Peavy to her assistance.

They went back on the trail and gave
Bens a decent burial. The plucky woman
was- then put on a sled and hauled to
Peavy. e

M% Bens left Peavy In a rowboat, accom-
paniéll by a Koyukuk prospector. They had'
tloated down the river a day or so when
they were overtaken by the steam scow
William B. Allison, in command of A. J.
Allen, long a member of the Seattle fire
department. Allen took the poor woman
aboard apd gave her transportation as far-
as Nulato, where she boarded a Yukon
river steamer and went to St. Michael.

DEBATING THE ESTIMATES.

The debate over the séveral items in
suvpply was much more prolonged and
went into detail to much greater degree
than is usual in ‘parliament. It would
be impossible to present even a meagre
summary of the many points taken up
and the information elicited from the
government.  The debate showed a
watchfulness on the part of the opposi-
tion that is highly commendable. It is
not to be inferred, because a long time
is spent over an item, that something is
wrong. In the great majority of cases
there is no suggestion of anything out of
the way; but it is none the less the
«duty of the opposition to watch the ex-
penditure very closely, and in this re-
‘spect the course of the Conservatives in
pariinnient has been exceptionally com-
‘mendablé, - Those who have followed
the debates as printed in Hansard will
fully appreciate this. They will observe
-on the part of the government supporters
a disposition to accept everything in the
financial statement and the details of
expenditure as satisfactory. We: Sup-
pose that in this particular the support-
ers of the present government are not
wifferent frem the supporters of any
.zovernment that cver was or ever will
e, If the supporters of a government
should follow the practice of putting the
ministry on the rack on every item, party
government as it is now understood
would have to be radically changed.
Rut with the opposition the ¢ase is differ-
ent. It 'is the duty of the opposition to
«question every. item the full significance
«f which is not plain upon its face, and
to insist upon receiving from the govern-
went every particle of information which
will enable the house to arrive at an
intelligent cenclusion concerning it. It
would be impossible to say with any de-
«ree of accuracy how much they were
able to bring out that will be of political
value {rom a party standpoint, but there
must be a great deal. But party suc-
cess is not the whole end and aim of
such discussions, which are’ really in-
tended: to prevent abuses rather than to
discover them. Reading the debates it
is impossible not to be impressed with
the fact that while such watchfulness
preyails as the opposition has exhibited
this year, it will be very difficult for the
government to misuse the public funds
to any cousiderable extent without being
fully exposed. The careful scrutiny of

all items, the business-like oxamina_tinn
of details, the painstaking and laborious

determination to slight nothing, show
that the members of the opposition ap-
preciate their duties towards the country
in a high degree, and that if they have
Leen prevented by the accident of poli-
tics from controlling the public funds,
they are contributipg in - a high degree
to theiproper handling of them. In this
connection the work done by Messrs.
Prior and Earle deserves special recog-
rpition. Without any disposition to
obstruct the passage of supply, they

have been watchful, and many of the
most effective incidents in the debate
were due to them. We congratulate
the opposition and the Victoria members
upon the manner in which they have
safeguarded the public treasury, as far
as.can be done on the floors of parlia-
ment.

MISSED A CHANCE.

The Vancouver papers are unanimous
in telling the merchants of that city that
they missed a great chance when the
Garonne landed her passengers there.
Although the time of arrival of the
steamer must have been-Kknown, most
of the stores were closed for the night,
and the returning miners with their
pockets full of money were obliged - in
many cases to hunt in vain for what
they wanted. The News-Advertiser
says this will not happen again, but the
pity of it is that it happened at all. The
Vancouver Board of Trade did rather a
sharp thing when it made the arrange-
ment whereby the Garonne was not
call here, and if the merchants had
followed it up by having all their stores
open and ready for the customers when
they came, they would have made very
mnch more money out of them than they
did. The unfortunate part of it is that

dikers: will go back again to the North,
and next year whgn they come out, as
they will, by way of Skagway, they will
not be likely to make for. Vancouver. It
is really too bad that the Vancouver
merchants missed this chance, for their
failure to meet the wants of the miners
will be interpreted as meaning that
British Columbia cities are not in a posi-
tion to handle such business, which we
all know is not the case. 'We should not'
have mentisned this matter if the Van-
couver papers had not all spoken so
strongly about it.

DARCEY ISLAND LEPERS.

The leper colony on Darcey Islam®
was the subject.of discussion in parMa-
ment, and as the matter possesses con-
siderable local interest further reference
may be made-to it than the despatches
contained, Considerable feeling has been
expressed in British Columbia, because
these- lepers are a provincial charge,
while those at Tracadie, New Bruns-
wick, are supported by the Dominion,
The Minister of Agriculture explained,
and his explanation was accepted by the
Opposition, that there were constitu-
tional reasons why the federal authori-
ties cannot properly interfere in regard
to the Darcey Island colony. All mat-
ters relating to the public health are by
in the
control of the Iocal segislatures. The
New Brunswick case is exceptional, be-
cause the Dominion assumed the charge
of the Tracadie lazaretto ‘under the
original terms of confederation. Col.
Prior, who spoke for himself and Mr.
Earle, admitted the force of this, but
said that as the number of lepers on
Darcey Island was small, he thought
they might be removed to Tracadie,
without establishing an awkward pre-
cedent. The Minister of Agriculture
did not feel willing to take any respon-
sibility like this, for he said there was
no reason to think that the number of
patients might not increase, Reference
was also made to the statements that
have been sent abroad as to the condition
of the Darcey Island colony. Col. Prior
denied that they were ill-treated, al-
though he said it was difficult to isolate
them as fully as could be desired, ex-
cept at great expense, and the Minis-
ter of Agriculture said he had investi-
gated the allegation as to ill-usage, and
ascertained that it had no foundation,
but that, on the contrary, the unfortun-
ate people were as well cared for as
could be expected.

COLONEL INGERSOLL.

The death of Col. Ingersoll is an-
nounced. Of recent years the name of
the distinguished controversia'ist has
not been much before the public, but not
long ago his speeches and writings were
among the commonest subjects of con-
versation. He had great talents, and
many other admirable qualities, Per-
sonally, he was a well living man, and
his family life is said to have been al-
most ideal. So far as his influence in
the world is concerned, we think it must
be characterized as bad. He unsettled
many minds, and gave them nothing in
the place of what he destroyed. Where
he made twenty converts to his disbe-
lief in orthodox religion, he did not make
one to his own way of living. As a dis-
putant, he was brilliant rather than log-
ical. In this respect he was something
after the fashion of the Greek philoso-
phers, who would build up long argu-
ments on words. He was not a philoso-
pher, in the modern sense, that is, he
did not draw conclusions from ascertain-
ed facts. He took definitions, either of
his own construction, or from other
source quite as fallable,¥ and argued
from them. He always played to. the
galleries. No thoughtful man, with any
true conception of philosophy, would
read his books or speeches for informa-
tion, or from any other motive than cu-
riosity. He was able to convince those
who wished to be convinced, but he
was a hindrance rather than a help to
those who are seeking the truth. You

look to him for a principle, and he gives
you a phrase; you seek in his works for

strength, and find only superficial
beauty. Speaking on one occasion, he
said: “The belief in immortality will
last as long as Love kisses the lips of
Death.” It was by such beautiful fig-
ures of speech as this that he caught the
imagination of thousands, who saw in
them an argument, but they are no more
arguments than Quaker cannon are a
defence against an enemy. Ingersoll’s
works and memory will soon perish, The
risiflg generation hardly knows him, and
few now care what he thought on any
subject;
— —o0

No one can take any reasonable excep-
tion to such references as the Province
sees fit to make to Mr. Turner as a
political leader. The lack of courtesy
shown in them is to be regretted, but
Mr. Turner and his political career, or
rather Mr. Turner in connection with his
political career, may very properly be
discussed. Indeed it is impossible to
deal with local politics without to some
extent referring thereto. But we do not
see why “ the Dunsmuirs,” as the Prov-
ince expresses it, ought to be dragged
into the discussion. Most persons who
know the political Ristorytof this prov-
ince know that *the Dunsmuirs” have
interfered with public affairs to a sur-
prisingly small extent.

He has a right to have his opin-
ions on public questions and to endeavor
to give effect to them in ,every
legitimate way. Nevertheless it is
a fact that Mr. Dunsmuir has ab-
stained from asking‘ anything of the

government or tHe legislature, or from
seeking to obtain favors and concessions

can point out on the statute books a
single piece of legislation which can be
truthfully said to be specially in the in-
terest of the ‘large business which he
manages.
self-seeking man, Mr. Dunsmuir is abso-
lutely devoid of anything like sectional-
ism, and is to-day ready to do all that
any man can to see installed in office
a government which will be truly repre-
sentative of every interest and every
section of the province. Those who
have conversed with him since the pres-

‘ent political crisis arose will bear the

Colonist out in saying that he declares
himself frankly and vpenly as ready to
support any government that will -’ be
truly a government for the people of
British Columbia, and as ready to op-
pose any that will simply represent a
clique, a section or any single interest
to the subordination of others. - Mr.
James Dunsmuir is the most misrepre-
sented man in British Columbia. He is
held up by the government press as one
who is grasping for power. In point of
fact he simply asks to be allowed to a't-
tend to his own large affairs, but is
ready to join with others in doing any-
thing in his power to advance the wel-
fare of the province, where everything in
which he is interested is cemtered. In
making these observations we do not
expect any one to forget that .. Duns-
muir is president of the Colonist Prir}t-
ing & Publishing Company, but fair-
minded men will admit that this is mo
reason why he should not receive the
same just treatmeilt as is extended to
every ofher person who is €0, ected in
any way with public life.\

A BRITISH SLANDERER.

The Colonial Goldfi¢lds Gazette - of
London, in its issue of the 8th instant,
contained an article reflecting upon  the
province of British Columbia in a scan-
dalous way. The occasion of the attack
is the placing of the late loan upon the
market. The article was written before-
the date when subscriptions to the loan
were to be received, and closed with the
following sentences, which have proved
the reverse of prophetic:

The minimum price of issue has been
fixed at 96 per cent., which under any
other circumstances than those alluded
to might prove fairly attractive, although
it is quite certain that in view of the‘
low rate of interest, few tenders would
be above that price. But in the present
circumstances of the colony—that is to
say, in view of existxgg misgovernment
and of the political position, we prophesy
for this issue complere failure, and_,.to
speak vulgarly, the’ reply of the_B‘ntlsh
investor will be: “ Don’t you wish you
may get it?’ Personally we regard the
issue of the loan at the present time qnd
at such a price as a piece of .subh}ne im-
pertinence, and we say this with all
goodwill towards the province. But
until it has shown itself czgpab}e of
properly managing its own affairs, it has
no right to look to outside sources for
the means with which to develop the
country. We unhesitatingly say that
it would be most unsafe to trust alm(_>s_t
any group of British Columbian politi-
cians which c¢an at present be got to-
gether with such an enormous sum as
that now asked for.

As the loan was placed at 96, /t/he in-
fluence of the Gazette in the financial
world would appear to be not very great,
but we are not specially concerned with
this. What we wish first to do is to
protest against the slander in the last
sentence quoted. - The Colonist has been
and still is strongly opposed to the pres-
ent provincial government. It has given
it a steady, persistent and consistent
opposition ever since the day Mr. Semlin
was called in. The Colonist has been
unable to agree with the policy of most
of the legislation introduced by the
government, and has found itself com-
pelled to animadvert very severely upon
many of its administrative acts. But it
has never seen the least reason to enter-

| tain, much less to express, any doubt as

to the personal integrity of the ministers:
in connection with the public funds. It
does -not believe a single dollar has been
diverted from the purposes to which it
was appropriated by the legislature, so
that any member of the government has
profited by his official position in an il-
lcgal way. It believes that the members
of the present executive are to be trusted
with the proceeds of the late loan, and
it goes further and claims that there
is not the least reason to suppose that
“any group of British Columbia politi-
cians that can be got together” would
handle public funds dishonestly.

The Gazette says that British Colum-
bia is one of the worst governed por-
tions of the British Empire. This is a
sweeping assertion that can neither be
supported nor refuted, because no mat-
ter what may be alleged on the subject,
the person making the statement can
always take refuge in innuendo. We
frankly concede 'that during the last
year the province has been the victim
of very unwise and hurtful administra-
tion and legislation; but nevertheless
the faet remains that life, liberty and
property are safe here, that justice is
impartially administered, that taxation
is light, that education is general, that
tintil within the last few months there
has been substantial progress in opening
up the country, and that as a general
thing the people are contented and
prosperous and happy. These things
may go with the ‘ worst government,”
but if they do what are the distinguish-
ing results of good government? We
concede that the political conditions ‘of
the province since the dismissal of Mr.
Turner have not been satisfactory, and
that there was too much foundation for
the following paragraph:

A fair sample of the state of things
which is prevailing is provided in the
shameful charges which have been pre-
ferred against the attorney-general of
the province, charges which have led to
his dismissal. But whether these
charges are true or false—and the attor-
ney-general _  denies them—the fact re-
mains that the present British Columbia
ministry does not possess the confidence

THE. PORT ANGELES PROJECT.

It can hardly be said that the Port
Angeles ferry proposal was discussed
upon its merits at the meeting on KFriday
night. Stress was laid upon the: claim
that a foreign corporatien could not re-
ceive a bonus from the city. What le-
gal value there may be in such a claim
it is not necessary to discuss, because as
the daily papers show it is intended that
a domestic eorporation shall handle the
ferry. Some of the speakers dealt with
the projeet as though it were hostile to
the C. P. N. proposed bonus, but we
hardly see wherein this antagonism con-
sists, The amount involved in beth is
not so. great that the city cannot afford
it, if both are desirable,” If the two
things were beyond the reach of the tax-
payers, it weuld be important to com-
pare them and select the better of the
two, but as this is not the case, the
Port Angeles scheme ought to be con-
sidered on its merits, quite irrespective
of any other proposal before the public.

The prometers of the Port Angeles
project ought to take the earliest op-
portunity of laying their case before the
people of this city in the clearest possi-
ble light. With all respect to those who
have dealt with the matter so. far, we
do not think this has.peen done, There
has been scarcely an attempt at demon-~
strating what advantage the proposed
ferry will be to the city. If a disposi-
tion exists in the city to discount the
bona fides of the whole project, the
reason is not far to seek. The people of
Victoria have, first and last, heard a
good deal of Port Angeles schemes,
which have had a remarkable family
likeness ' inr their failure to materialize.
The most meritorious propesition that
could come from that quarter would be
handicapped to some extent by this un-
fortunate fact. The people behind this
new proposal should realize this, and if
they expect to receive aid from this
city must be prepared to make out a
strong case, We do not say that they
cannot do this, but only that they have
not yet done so. Until their case has
been fully presented, the Colonist re-
serves its judgment, and thinks that
most people will do the same,

Modern Methods to Take Place
of Primative Means of
Extracting Gold.

Commissioner Ogilvie Empow-
ered to Settle the Water-
front Dispute.

The arrival of hydraulic machinery
and also of large numbers of, steam
thawing machines . at Dawson really
marks a great advance in mining
methods in the Klondike, says the Mid-
night Sun of the 7th instant, All ex-
perts unite in-saying that hitherto (the
methods of extracting the gold’ from the
beds of our streams were the most
primitive in existence, and primitive
methods are usually, but not always,
the most wasteful and -costly. The
drain upon the timber of the creeks has
been simply ruinous, as mining opera-
tions have been conducted in the past.
By the method of firing, burning, or
thawing out shafts and tunmels by
means of wood fires, it is estimated that
nearly ten times as much wood has to
be used for the same amount of work,
as by the use of the steam thawer. It
is no goubt only due to the high initial
cost of thawing plants in the past that
the use of these machines has been con-
ducted on such a small scale. With
the use of the thawer, however, not only
is the cost of firewood vastly decreased,
but the work of excavating can be car-
ried on almost continuously at the bot-
tom of a shaft. The operation of thaw-
ing, too, can be confined to the only
parts of the earth which it is desired to
remove from the shaft and tunnel or
drift, and in this the saving of time in
bandling waste material in the shape of
masses falling from the roof, looseped
by the action of fire, is avoided. The
conditions of existence at the bottom of
the working are far more healthy than
where heat, gas and smoke are to be
met with.

He has also re-
ceived a communication from Ottawa
empowering him to settle the matter
according to his own judgment. This,
therefore, confirms any action which the
ccmmissioner has taken ® in regard to
that celebrated matter, now happily
about, if not quite, dead.

AN AMERICAN
CONSUL CELEBRATES

o

An Evening’s Diversion in Dawson Re
sults in a Suit for Libel.

Seattle, July 20.—The first definite and
official evidence to be received in Seattle
concerning the alleged operations of United
States Consul McCook at Dawson last April,
when he was accused of having the Stars
and Stripes pinned to the back of his coat
and there kicked by the porter of a dance
hall, comes in the form of a transcript of

. evidence submitted in a libel suit against

a Dawson newspaper. The examination
was held on Jyne 1 in the Yukon territorial
court,

Pearl Hall, one of the habitues of -the
place where the fracas occurred, under oath
testified:

“I saw Col. McCook at Pete McDonald’s
Phoenix dance hall a 4 o’clock that morn-
ing, with two or three others, and with
Gertie Lovejoy, the girl called ‘Diamond-
toothed Gertie.’” Witness said the consul
had several drinks at the bar, danced with
several of the girls, wine following nearly
every dance, and all purchased by the gay
official. ‘“When the Colonel first came he
was intoxicated,” continued the Hall girl,
“and when I met him he was very jolly.
When any of the girls would come up and
declare they were Americans, he would
buy them a drink and then treat the
crowd. 3

““A young man came in at the door, and
when he said he was not an American,
the Colonel said he would rectify the
Statement at once and was going to try
and make him one. Then he started to
scuffle with him, but the young man got
angry, and then the Colonel got angry over
some words that passed between them
relative to this nationality affair, and the
Colonel made a run for him, and the two
of them would have gone through the front
door had it not been for Mr. McDonald.
They went back to the bar and had several
more drinks,

“Finally the two came together in the
dance hall, and they were scuffling. They
were both on the floor. Some were drag-
ging them off the floor and separating them.
I saw them ‘drag the Colonel, They were
both on the flood, being dragged by the
feet and shoulders. Three or four, I think,
had hold of them. They they were separ-
ated. The Consul was nearly brok& and
was_giving quarters and half-dollars to the
girls at’ the bar, ‘and then he had some
nuggets which he was giving away. He
handed his watch to one of the girls. He
told us to help ourselves, and put both
hands in the afr, ‘Help yourselves, and
take the whole works,” he said. The girls
had his/permission, and I think they did
80. The Colonel .was laughing. .

and a young man said, T am not,” and he
said, ‘T 'will make you one very soon,’ and
the Consul rushed for him, and rushed him
toward the window; but before they got
there I separated them. Then the young
man was fighting about it.

‘“‘Saw trouble between him and Pete, the

RIOTING STRIKERS,

Dynamite Used to Intimidate the
Railway Operators In Cleveland.

Cleveland, Ohio, July 21.—Rioting was re-
sumed in the street railway strike yester-
day evening, serious outbreaks having oc-
curred in several places. About 9 o’clock
a dypamite ‘cartridge exploded under the
wheels of a Huclid avenue car and the
wheel of the car were destroyed by the
explosion. No one was injured. There was
no crowd in the vicinity, nor was anybody
seen to place the cartridge. Early in the
evening all the available police on duty in
the ‘down-town district were called to
Humbbeldt street, on the Broadway line,
where a riot was in progress. A ecrowd
of a 'thousand men and boys were engaged
in piling obstructions on the tracks. Ropes
were thrown over the trolley wires in an
attempt to pull them down. Only one
policeman was on duty in ihe vicinity, He
was stoned and driven from the scene, and
a girl was hit with a stone and seriously
hurt. Three patrol wagon loads of police
responded to the call, and the mob dis-
persed.

A dynamite bomb was thrown upon the
roof of the big Consolidated Street Railway
Company’s barn at Lakeview at 3 a.m.
to-day, and a hole two feet square torn
in: the roof. A -car, which .stood directly
beneath the hole, was wrecked, the roof
being torn off. The wildest excitement
prevailed for a moment in the barn. The
explosion was heard for blocks, and hund-
reds of people attracted to the scene. No
one was injured. Many windows, in the
'bl- barn were shattered by the explosion.
The shock was such as to cause the ground
to tremble, and it seemed for a few mo-
ments that the barn itself would fall.

New York, July 21.—Cars of all the lines
affected by the strike in Manhattan
Borough this morning are apparently run-
ning on schedule time. In Brooklyn about
90 per cent. of the regular number of cars
are in operation, but carrying only about
one-half the usual number of passengers.
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ATHLETES OF TWO COUNTRIES.

International Contest to Take Place at
Queen’s Club, London, To-Day.

London, July 21.—'The calm preceding
the battle marked the eve of the inter.

New competitors ap-
peared in the Queen’s Club, where a
score of marksmen were engaged in fit-
ting up the track for to-morrow.

He had a small American flag

Protests.

School Board Not to Be
- Blamed for- Increase of
: . Taxation.

A Teacher Will Not Be Allowed
at the Protestant
Orphanage.

The public school trustees held a pro-
tracted session yesterday evening, for
the purpose, chiefly, of discussing the
draft regulations' in the privacy of com-
mittee —the work being practically
completed at the time of adjournment.
Previous to taking up the item of regu-
lations, however, the board cleared its
decks of other business, ' incidentally
passing censure upon the Mayor for
what is alleged to have been .misrepre-
sentation' at his hands in connection
with school purpose expenditures,

In his regular report of the abstract
of attendances during the just-closed
term Inspector Haton presented the fol-
lowing figures, which were, as usual,
spread upon the minutes:

The attendance percentage is, there-
fore, 91, and the punctuality percentage
99.45. But one truancy case is record-
ed for the month, this single example
being in the Girls’ school; punishments
were administered eighteen times; and
163 cases of tardiness are recorded.

From the finance committee was re-
ceived a report recommending for pay-
ment accounts to the amount of $151.80,
which took the usual course, In a sub-
sequent report from the same committee
it was recommended that the salary of
the assistant to the city inspector-secre-
tary be increased from $15 to $20 per
month, while the board was asked to
endorse the following resolution:

“That the trustees of the Victoria
schools approve of the suggestion of the
New Westminster trustees, ‘that over
and above the statutory holidays, the
council of public instruction be asked
to grant four days as holidays during
the year, to be selected by each city
school board as it may deem best,” and
that the secretary be instruected to ascer-
tain from the New Westminster trust-
ees what further action they propose
taking in the matter.”

This met with general approval, and
was adopted without debate, a report
then following from the school manage-
ment committee which also touched ‘up-
on one or two matters introduced in re-
cent letters from the Royal city board.
This report was dealt with seriatim, the
first clause reading:

“l. That the matter of the constitu-
tion of the provincial board of examin-
ers, to which attention has been called
by the trustees of the New' Westminster
schools, is not one in which the Victoria
trustees, as such, are sufficiently inter-
ested to warrant action én their part
with reference thereto.”

In moving the adoption of this clause
Trustee Marchant expressed himself
as strongly opposed to the eonclusions
formed by the New Westminster trust-
ees, while basing his motion chiefly upon
the ground that the mntter was one out-
side of the Victoria board’s legitimate
province, ‘At the same time he felt call-
ed upon to remark that in their selection
of Principal Paul of Victoria and his
brother principal of the Vancouver high
school, the education authorities had
made a very happy and suitable choice.

Mrs, Grant, on the other hand, heart-
ily concurred in the view of the matter
taken' by the New Westminster trust-
ees, holding that no matter how much
a principal meant to show no partiality
towards the pupils in whom he was most
interested,” it would be practically im-
possible for him to do so — although his
intentions were most admirable it was
but human nature that he should un-
consciously sympathize with his own.
She held the point to be well taken
that it was. impossible for principals to
disassociate themselves from their per-
sonal partialities, and therefore opposed
the adoption of the clause under discus-
sion,

In supporting the clause and the
ground taken by Trustee Marchant with
regard to ‘it, Trustee McCandless main-
tained tHat the principals of the city
high schools were eminently fitted by
their work in life, as well as education-
al attainments, for the office of examin-
ers, Nor were they as liable to err in
tl}e direction of partiality as the prin-
cipals of private schools thus engaged,
and. concerning whom the Westminster
body had nothing to say,

The clause was adopted, only Mrs.
Grant voting negatively,

Trustee McCandless also initiated the

discussion upon clause 2 of the report,
which read: :
. “2. That the proposal to open a school
in the Orphans’ Home be not carried out,
for the reason that it would involve the
appointment to the staff of one more
teacher than would otherwise be neces-
sary.”

It was contemplated, said Trustee Me-
Candless, that the school at the Orphan-
age would be made a public school, open
to any one residing in the neighborhood
who might desire to send children of the
defined age — and, such being the case,
h.e failed to see where any great objec-
tion rested. It would unquestionably re-
lieve the Spring Ridge or North Ward
school, and as the management of the
Orphanage volunteered to assume all
costs of furnishing and maintenance, it
might be an eminently satisfactory ar-
‘rangement for the city, 5

With these conclusions Trustee Mar-
chant took issue emphatically. There
was, he held, more wisdom in not grant-
Ing a school at the orphanage than in
doing so. Granting such a school would
undoubtedly be leoked upon by some as
a step in the direction of introducing
sectarian education. It would be quite
as much in order for the management of
the Convent or the Sisters’ school on
Blanchard and View streets, to ask »
similar concession—and if the request
were granted in the one case. there could
in fairness be no refusal in the other.,

Aside, however, from the danger of
introducing sectarian discord into school
affairs, it was not to the advantage of
the children most concerned that: the
school should be arranged as proposed.
It was one great delight of the little
people of the orphanage that they at-
tended the public school, and in going

and coming had a little freedom of action
and opportunity to mingle with  other

$17,500 a year for a period of 10 years
to connect Victoria by means of g fast
ferry service with that city.

After considerable discussion on the
matter, both in favor of and against
the granting of the subsidy, the report
was put to a vote and killed dead by &
vote of 8 for and 14 against.

In moving that the report be adopted,
Chairman Shakespeare of the sub-com.
mittee ,said that the matter of trans-
contingntal connection with Port An-

Trustee Marchant directed attention
to the published report of a remark made .
by Mayor Redfern when the Taxation
by-law of the city was presented for .
first reading in the council. His Wor: |
ship was reported to have explained that !
the necessity for an increase in the rate |
of taxation by one mill, arose through |
the increased demands of the school
trustees—school expenses being by the
estimate some $7,000 or $8,000 higher
this year than last. It was this state-
ment which the trustee wished to em-
phatically contradict as absolutely in-
correct,

The actual expenditure for school pur-
poses in 1898 was $45,617, while the ex-
penditure for the current year was esti-
mated at $49,250. The increase was
therefore only $3,633 at the most, and
this increase would be amply met by an
additional levy of one-fourth mill on the
dollar. But even $3,633 was too high
a figure to stand correctly as the increase
in school expenditures, for the school
revenue had also expanded. Two mills
in the dollar produced a like sum of
$25;126 in each of the years 1898 and
1899; the per capita grant last year
was $19,5633 and estimated for this
year at $20,000; while the revenue tax
was last year $9,748—and placed for
this year at $10,000. An increase of
revenue by $719 had therefore to be
taken into consideration. The estimated
revenue for 1899, as outlined above, is
thus found to be $55,126. From this
has to be deducted $49,250 under the
head of estimated expenditures, with
$4,402 for sinking fund and interest—
leaving a balance to the credit of = the
school board of $1,474.

It was in his opinion a distinct per-
version of truth on ‘the part of His
Worship to declare that the demands of
the school board had necessitated an
extra mill of taxation, and he brought
the matter forward in order that the
council ‘and the peopfe might not mis-
understand the facts. ;

Trustees McCandless and Hall briefly

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BETTER REPORTS FROM ATLIN.

Difference in Opinion Regarding Rich-
ness, but Government Unani-
mously Condemned,

Mr. J. S. Harvey, writing to the Col-
onist from Lake Bennett, says:
“l suppose before you receive this

you will have heard of the better re-
ports from Atlin, which were broqght
in by the Gleaner yesterday morning.
From what I can find out, I believe
them to be true reports, and I am ex-
ceedingly glad of it, because a great
many disappointed miners, or I should
probably say prospectors, have been
coming and giving the country a very bad
name, Of course there were others who
had quite the reverse to say about it.
‘While there may have been a great dif-
ference of opinion as to the richness of
Atlin as a placer country, I must say
all are unanimous in condemning the
manner in which the present hybrid gov-
ernment has managed-and is still man-
aging the affairs of the whole district.
The only rift in the clouds is the way
in which Judge Irving is handling dis-
putes. He has, by his first decision,
shown the ‘claim-jumpers’ that he in-
tends to stand no nonsense, and conse-
quently those to whom the claims prop-
erly and rightly belong now have more
confidence,

“The John Irving Navigation Com-
pany’s big steamer Gleaner has now
made twelve trips to Atlin, and two to
White Horse, a record of which we are
very proud, as none of the other steam-
ers can approach. Of course as far as
the Atlin traffic is concerned, we are in
a ‘much better position to handle it than
any of the other lines, as ours is the
only company which has connection on
Atlin lake, as the steamer Scotia which
connects with the Gleaner’s passengers
at Taku landing belongs to the John Iry-
ing Company, as well. The Scotia is
the only steamer on Atlin lake,

The Dominion Government Telegraph
system has been extended as far as
White Horse for some time now, and
just as I write a wire has been received
to the effect that there are over 300
Klendikers there, on their way .out,
waiting for the steamers.”

report. Mr. Shakespeare read a letter
sent by the committee to the president
of the Northern Pacific railroad, asking
whether the Port Angeles Bastern
would connect with their road, and then
read that official’'s reply te the letter.
There was no question but that the road
would have transcontinental comnection
with the Northern Pacific and Grand
Trunk lines, and he thought the reply
was satisfactory assurance from the
highest authority in the Northern Pacific
railway’s employ.

*“ There already has been over $100,000
worth of work done on the Angeles rail-
road,” Mr. Shakespeare continued, * and
the management are now beginning to
commence operations at the Port An-
geles and Olympia ends and at the cen-
tre, The time has come for Victoria to
get out of the rut iuto which she has
been running for the past ten Yyears, and
to whoop things up. If we want a rail-
road to run to Vietoria, we should not
delay in grasping this opportunity, which
is the most reasonable one that has ever
been made to us. We never heard any-
thing about any other proposition for
fast connection with the Mainland till
the Port Angeles offer was made, and
since that time there have been numer-
ous schemes submitted. ~Out of the
vast number that have been hurled at
us, the plan we are now considering is
the most favorable, and I take pleasure
in moving that we adupt it.”

Ald. Williams, the next man on the
floor, seconded the motion in a little
speech. He said: “ Had Victoria been
prepared to bring the first train of the
Canadian Pacific railway to this city
thirteen years ago, instead of letting it
stop at Vancouver, that city would not
be the commercial metropolis it is now,
but all the trade would be in Victoria.
where it belongs. We should not over-
Icok opportunity again, and should have
the first train of the Port Angeles rail-
road brought to Victoria. To have the
railroad running to this city would put
us in connection with a transcontinental
railroad and it would also be a powerful
leverage to bring the Canadian Pacific
and other roads to this city and get a
portion of the trade. Nothing will do
more for the town than to have a rail-
road running here. If we do not get a
railroad with transcontinental econnec-
ticns here, Victoria will remain in the
same state and occupy the same com-
mercial field she now does fifty years
hence. There will be absolutely no pro-
gress here. I am not in favor of wait-
ing to get this ferry connection after
the railroad is built, but we should put
our shoulders to the wheel now and get
it immediately.” 4

C. A. Holland, of the British Columbia
Land & Investment Agency, was the
next speaker, and roasted the proposi-
tion thoroughly. Mr. Holland said he
did not see the reason why the people
of Victoria should pay $17,500 a year
for a period of ten years to have a ferry
boat running to this city from Port An-
geleg, It was absurd and entirely un-
reasonable, " g

“We now have jus. as low freighi
rates from the East and to the Kootenay
and other interior points as Vancouver
has,” he said, “and I do not see what
else the people want. There is more
prosperity in Victoria now than has
been here for the past ten years, and
more building is going on to-day than
there has been for some time; _and yet
there are some people complaining of
dullness. We have nothing to gain
from this proposal of the Port Angeles
railroad, and we are not booming up
foreign railroad companies. Of course
we have not got the same geographical
advantages Vancouver has, but if we
put $17,500 a year into improvemepts
for the next ten years we could bring
business to us. I think the scheme
submitted by the C. P. N. Co._ at the
last meeting of the city council is a far
better proposition than the Port Angeles
matter.” i

“ YVancouver would not have the im-
provements it now has and the streets
and buildings if the szadiup I‘:}c;ﬁc
railroad did not run there,” said W. H.
Bone. “If Victoria wants to be placed
on an equal footing with that p]a.ce we
must have a railroad; $17,500 is not
a large sum for a city the size of Vic-
toria to pay for 10 years, but the benefits
to be derived from the outlay'w?uld
amply repay us for the investment.”

Mr. Bone then went on and explained
the beauties in connection with the
Port Angeles ferry proposition, He sva.id
with three trains a day between Vie-
toria and Seattle, there would be fully
ten thousand people here to attend the
Queen’s Birthday celebration, and the
vigitors alone would leave over $17,500
in .the city every year.

Ald. MacGregor then got up. He an;
nounced to the assemb’age that he neith*
er favored nor opposed the granting of
a subsidy to the Port Angeles people,
but he thought the time had arrived for

If the rail-
road is built to Port Angeles, they will
run a ferry to this city on their own
accord, and without a bonus. All our
trade is with the Mainland, and if we
have a railroad, it should be connected
with the Mainland, and not with a place
we have no trade with.” -

R. Seabrook said if the trans-Pacific
steamers which would be operated. by
the railroad would make their terminus
here, he would vote for the subsidy, but
if the company is proposing to run a
ferry froq: here to Port Angeles twice
or three times a day, he thought it folly
to waste the money, as no good would
come of it,

“I think it a matter of sentiment on-

ly_to pay a subsidy to the Port Angeles
railroad,” said G, H. Barnard, secretary
of the Committee of Fifty. “We wiil
not get cheaper freight or passenger
rates, and would only help to build up
Port Angeles, as they have all . their
work shops there, and the terminus of
thg line will be at that place. The only
thing Victoria will get is a fast ferry
boat.”
. At this point Mr. Shakespeare inter-
Jected that Victoria was not looking for
cheap passenger and freight rates, but
for better transportation facilities. He
said he did'-not think the words uttered
by Mr, Leiser were the true sentiments
of his heart,

“If a door opens to us that will in-
crease our business, we should jump at
the.opportunity and not turn our backs
to it,” he said. “We are all passing
away now, and we want to see a little
life in Victoria before we go.”

Mayor Redfern sprung the surprise
of the evening when it came his turn to
speak. He said the city had no power
to bonus or grant subsidies to a foreign
corporation. He said Victoria would
not, in any event, be the terminus of the
company’s _—ocean-going steamers, but
would only be connected with Port An-
geles by a ferry, and he thought the
ferry would run whether the city paid
Mr. Red-
fern said he did not think the people of
Port Angeles would exert themselves to
build up Victoria, and he did not see
why this city should be so anxious to
help build up that city.

A. E. McPhillips, M.P.P., held the
Mayor’'s point well taken, and that it
would be against the laws of the city to
grant a subsidy to a foreign corporation.
He outlined a plan which he thought
would be better than the Port Angeles
proposition, and that was that the city
§hould subsidize a company to be organ-
ized in Victoria to build and operate fast
steamers between Vancouver and Vie-
toria, and this city and the Sound: He
thought the sub-committee had worked
hard to send in a favorable report, and
they should(be thanked for their labors,
but as it is wontrary to statute to give a
bonus to a foreign company, he did. not
see how the report could be adopted,

Mr. Shakespeare, in reply to Mr. Mec-
Phillips, said he did not think it was
contrary to law to grant the subsidy to
the Port Angeles people, and just be-
cause Mr. McPhillips said so should not
have a tendency to put ‘an end to the
matter, as lawyers often disagree,

The matter was finally put to a vote,
with the result already stated.

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RAIN STOPS FIGHTING.

Floods In the Philippines Seriously Re-
tard the American Campaign.

Manila, July 21.—The unprecedented
rains in the last week have convineed
observers here that military operations
on a large scale or advances covering
many miles will he impossible for a long
time. Many miles of country are flood-
ed to a depth of three to four feet. The
Pararanque bridge, which was consid-
ered impregnable, has been swept away,
cutting off temporarily the garrisons of
Imus and Bacor from communication
with Manila. Under the circumstances,
it will be impossible to drive wagon
trains, as the trails have become very
doubtful. Pack-mules will be utilized,
if it should become possible for sol-
eleTs 10 maw,_ imaschés. The officials
will have their hands full for some time
in arranging for the departure of sol-
diers and settling the regulars who are
relieving them,

News has been received from (fenewal
Smith at Iloilo, island of Panay, of fight-
ing om Wednesday between Capt. Byrne,
of the Sixteenth infantry, with 70 men.
and a force of 450 Babaylonas, who sur-
prised the United States troops. One
hundred and fifteen of the enemy were
killed, @s is shown by actual count. The
United States loss was one killed and
one wounded. The fighting was mostly
at close quarters with bayonets. A con-
siderable stock of supplies and arms
have been captured: by Capt. Byrne.

Chief Surgeon Woodhull has sent a
vigorous protest to they department,
through Gen. Otis, against the inade-
quate force, equipment and accommoda-
tions of the hospital sercvice in Manila.

‘Arguing for party lines in local poli-
tics; the Vancouver World says that Sir
Wilfrid Laurier wants them drawn. 8o
does Sir Hibbert Tupper; -but, with sl
respect to these gentlemen, we are in-
clined to think that their wishes ure
rather in the nature of an argument
agaipst the proposed  innovation. Sir
‘Wilfrid and Sir Hibbert naturally re-
gard the matter from their own stand-
point, Anything that will tend to ce-
ment all agencies in an effort to ad-
vance the interests of their respective
- parties will meet with- support from
thém., This is because they subordinate
provincial -interests to those of the Do-
minion. ' But no such subordinate.rela-
tion exists. The present session of par-
liament is drawing to a close. Will the
‘World or some other advocate of party
lines tell us in what respect the iegis-
lation at Ottawa and the contention be-
tween parties there come so much more
closely home to the people of British CGo-
lumbia than the transactions of our own
legislature, that we should give them a
place in our consideration which will
make them overshadow provincial poli-
tics? The World asks the Colonist why
it has changed its views since last Sep-
tember. The Colonist has not changed
its views. After the Conservative ccn-
vention in Vancouver, at which a reso-
lution was adopted ffvoring the intro-
duction of party lines at the next gen-
eral election, the Colonist gave a quali-
fied endorsement to the proposal, saying
that it did se only because there seemod
to be no other way out of the rut into
which local politics had fallen.

Of.course he will be there,
He®was not overlooked when the distri-
bution of doggedness was in progress,
and if any one wants to find him when
the caucus is in session they will be
likely to find him in the room where the
caucus meets. Will he read the riot act
to Mr. Semlin after the style of his pub-
lished letter? Will he have a certain
alleged ‘“deliberately falsified ” docu-
ment to prove his case against Mr. Cot-
ton?  Or is it likely, as is whispered
here ‘and there, that these two heroes of
Deadman’s Island will fall into each
other’s arms and embrace to the delight
of all and sundry the rank and file? If
the latter is what shall take place, what
will be the feelings of sundry gentlemen
on the government side who fancied they
saw cabinet positions yawning to engulf
them? = What will the rest of the party
do in such a disgraceful emergency?
Presumably the caucus will be held be-
hind._closed doors, but Mr. Semlin will
make the 'mistake of his life if he fails
to have a kinetoscope at hand, for a re-
production of the scenes with a phono-
graphic attachment would sell for
enough to make him secure on Easy
Street for the balance of his days, no
matter how soon he may resign the
luxury of office. If the caucus were held
in the theatre, * Standing Room Only ”
would have to be hung early in the day
if the tickets were $5 each. The event
will be unique, as unique as the Lien-
tehant-Governor's want of confidence
speech at Bennett. And by the way,
will Mr. Semlin bring that up at
the caucus and . tell his supporters
that they must get ready to eat
al]l their brave words of last session?
Or will he tell them that if the Lieuten-
ant-Governor proposes to strike out on
a policy of his own, he must find an-
other first minister?

THE PREMIER’S SALARY,

Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s statement as to
his private affairs, called forth by Mr.
Taylor’s regrettable reference to them,
leads the Montreal Gazette to say that
the salary of premier ought to be in-
creased. It is now $8,000, which is not
nearly as’much as a man fit for the po-
sition can earn in any other business or
profession, under favorable conditions.
The expenses attaching to the position
are heavy, and we do not suppose that
any man can leave the premiership, no
matter how long hé may hold it, with
more than a smallfamount of savings,
unless he had solﬁurce of income
apart from his saldfy. Other ministers
may be able to keep'their business con-
nections alive, so as to have something
to return to when the wheel of ‘fortune
goes against them. We know this to be
the case with some of the members of
the present federal cabinet. But a pre:
mier can hardly hope to .do this. At
any, rate, Canadian premiers, as a rule,

have not, Sir John Macdonald had no

private .business, and would have been
severely embarassed if his friends had
not come to the rescue, Sir John Thomp-
son left a very small estate. Sir John
Abbott died wealthy, but he made his

money before entering politics. Alexan-
der Mackenzie was in very moderate cir-
cumstances. We do not suggest that a
premier should be paid a salary that
will enable him te save a fortune, but
he ought to get enough to put him above
financial worry when in office, and ena-
ble him, if he remains in power for a
few years, to lay by a little without be-
ing niggardly.” Among other things, the
Gazette says:

As the years have gone by, and Can-
ada has grown bigger, the expenses en-
tailed by holding high office have great-
ly increased, and no one familiar with
what is expected from the First Min-
ister in the way of social entertainment
believes that it is possible for him to
do more than make ends meet. The
claims upon him increase year by year,
and the salary does not grow with sthe
increased expenditure. The expenses of
living in Ottawa, and the scale of social
entertainments all over the country
have greatly advanced since the Pre-
mier’s salary was fixed at $8,000, and
there are few salaries attached to posi-
tions approaching .it in importance
which are not at a very much higher
figure.

And the Toronto Globe adds:

There is much truth in all this, The
remuneration of the Prime Minster of
the Dominion would be regarded as
scanty by the manager of a branch rail-
way, a small bank, or any considerable
financial concern. He has not even
the security of tenure that such officers
have, Public life is a fickle master, and
a change in the wheel deprives a leader
in a.moment of the revenue by which
he lives. While in office he has neg-
lected his own proper calling, and can-
not at once return to it, even if his
duties as leader of the opposition leave
him sufficient ‘time to labor for its res-
toration,

“There is an Inseparable relation between|
the sportsman and the farmer that may b€
strained or stremgthened according to its

abuse or respect. I look upon the farmer as
the sportsman’s best and indispensable
friend, for it is he who furnishes the ldand
and through whoge courtesy the sportsman
is permitted to hunt upon it. I have al-
ways found the farmer willing {0 meet a
gentleman more than half way. Rowdles
he will not tolerate. Nearly all farmers
like to hunt, and they possess a keen sense
of its enjoyment, although they may to
some extent be lacking in appreciation of
some of its minor details that go to make
the city man’'s outing enjoyable, because
an every-day association -with his surrotnd-
ings makes them less noticeable to him than
to his city brother, who comes in contact
with them only when enjoying the farmer’s
hospitality. Just so. is the case witb the
city man who sees much less at howie thun
does his country friend when rvisiting the
city. My friends from the city offten peint
out things to me that I have neven seen
before, and which are equally interesting
to me when 1 have found them. Most far-
mers are naturalists in a general way if
not scientific. The seasons of vegetation
are of necessity well learned by them and
the habits of common animals agd game
are generally well understood. From boy-
hood they have assoclated with these thing,
so that they are as able to judge of what
is goood for one and another as average
humanity.

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Some Hydraulic Claims That
Are Now Showing
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News of Other Mines in Various
Sections of the
Province.

¥rom the Ashcroft Journal.

Lightning creek and its ma'u'vello\ls
golden output is a theme that is talked
of by old-timers, and the I?almy days
of the 70’s, when the Victoria, Vancou-
ver, Vulcan and Van Winkle, the Butch-
er, Lightning, Dunbar anl South Wales,

and dozens of other famous mines were,
all working. It was no unusual sight|
to see twenty, thirty ‘or fifty thousand
dollars standing carelessly around 'in
gold-pans drying out before being put
away for shipment. The weekly wash-
ugp in some of these famous mines ran
from 6Q0 to 1,600 ounces, or from $10,-
000 to $20,000 per week. - That is, when
being worked under favorable circum-
stances with twenty-five or thirty men
working, on claim after claim, starting
from the junction of Eagle and Light-
ning creeks and extending down below
Stanley. - It is estimated that from eight
to twelve millions were taken out, and
old-timers say that there are large tracts
of gravel that are known to ecarry gold
in good paying quantities, that is, at the
price of labor now, and the cost of sup-
plies would be so much less that ground
that would not have payed at that time
for drifting would now pay exceedingly
well,  but the most of this unworked
gravel is now unworkable, owing to the
old workings being flooded and broken
down. . If there was a tunnel on bed-
rock brought up from below far enough
so that the old workings could be
dryed or - worked hydraulicly, there
would be. millions yet recovered, and it
will, we believe, yet be done. The old
channel was never worked below the
Costello claim to any extent, as by the
time this ground was opened up claims
further up the creek “were worked out
and stopped pumping. The result was
that ‘below them the water was heavier
to handle, and eventually drove them
out. Modern machinery will, however,
it is thought, overcome all the difficul-
ties. A company will soon begin
operations on the old Eleven of Eng-
land group of four claims, which were
after a thorough examination bought
last year by Messrs; Maund and Brem-
ner, and since  sold to the Con-
solidated Cariboo Company.

They have three shifts at
work on a tunnel now being run to
drain the rim rock on the left-hand bank
going up stream, and will sink a perma-
nent working shaft in bedrock at a
place selected by Messrs, Jones and Pea-
con, two of as good deep gravel men as
are in Cariboo.

The best of reports come from Sum-
mit creek. The gold saved by Messrs.
Hamshaw and Youngs as the result of
less than a month’s ground sluicing
with a small head of water amounted to
over $2,800, a most remarkable and
éncouraging showing. When hydraul-
icing begins, which will be within a
few days, probably by the 20th of this
month, this property will yield, so say
good judges, from $5,000~to $10,000 per
mopth, over and above running expenses,
Drifting from the bottom of the
shaft for the old channel of Sum-
mit creek is being continued. and it is
hoped by the company to get into the
lead gravel of the ancient creek bed
soon. If so, and it is found as it is
confidently believed by old-timers to
be, there will be a great boom in the
Summit creek neighborhood. All in-
terosteq in Cariboo will await with
great interest further news from the
Carllboo Gold Fields, Summit creek and
various other promising properties that

will, we trust, make a good showing this
year.

QUESNELLE.

Quesnelle is without doubt the most
pleasant place in the northern country
to live in, and while it.is quiet ‘now and
will be for the season, all feel that the
change in mining regulations and the re-
peal of the obnoxious alien act will gradu-
ally bring about a better state of affairs.

Dredging is being carried on by the Seeley
Company, the Hall brothers, and will short-
ly be begun by the Pittsburg dredge, under
the management of Mr. Lee.

The dredging of river beds for gold in
British Columbia is bound to be a great
feature of mining from now on and whether
It is as yet settled what system is the
best or not it will be eventually. The
gravel of the bars on the Quesnelle and
Kraser rivers show by actual test, that is,
by sinking shafts to the clay bedrock,
in many cases along the river from 25
cents to $1.50 per cuble yard was found,
and in exceptionally rich bars much more,
but at the lowest figure:named gravel can
be raised and washed at an enormous
profit. The question of saving the gold,
it being mostly fine, although, not nearly
so fine as that of Snake river or of ‘the
Columbia, is the main feature.

Mr. Seeley, who is operating successfully
a dredge of the Oleson type on the Ques-
nelle, 10 miles above its junction with
the Fraser, has a very ingenious arrange-
ment for washing the gravel, it being
dumped by the elevators directly into a
revolving cylinder that screens the material,
allowing none but the finer particles to pass
through into the flume. Undercurrents are
used, and at the time of our visit Mr.
Seeley, who had just started up for the

season, was quite confident that his system
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was a success. He will, we believe, make
a success eventually in any case, as he is
one of the very few practical dredging
men that have ever been in the Cariboo
country. During the past season he visited
and inspected the system of work“on more
than 20 dredges in Oregon, California and
Montana,

The Hall brothers are not yet quite ready
to begin operations,’ but ought to be very
soon. This plant is very similar to Mr.
Seeley's, e

Mr. Lee, on the Fraser, is building a
new scow to carry his flume, the old hav-
ing been sunk last season by not  being
cared for. .

Several other dredges have been bulilt,
or, partly so, at Quesnelle, but never oper-
ated, except a small sieam shovel on Rich
Bar, where McCaskill operated on some
very rich gravel for a few days, but the
company being purely a speculative one,
failed about that fime, and the ground
has not been worked since. The little
dredge became a wreck.

It is, however, safe to say that dredging
the Quesnelle and Fraser is not more dif-
ficult than in many other sections where
it is successfully done, and that the bars
and river beds are richer there than in
many places. It seems, then, . safe to
prophesy that, whether this year or next,
or the year after, for many big dredging
schemes are on foot in the vicinity, a suc-
cess will be achieved, and Quesnelle "will
be the headquarters for that industry.

Hydraulic mining is carried on in the
vicinity, but not pn a very extensive scale.

At the Cottonwood some 40 men are at
wdrk under the direction of G. L. Betts, a
bright and capable engineer, but they are
having a very difficult problem to handle.
Mr. Betts hopes to have the works of the
Cottonwood Alluvial completed in time this
Season so as to have a few weeks wash-
ing. The ditch or flume is some eight or
nine miles long, and much of it over very
difficult ground to hold. The mines owned
by the company are -just below the junc-
tion of the Cottonwood with ‘the Fraser,
some 20 miles above Quesnélle. So far as
they have been prospected they are said to
show up well in gold. Across the river is
the West Creek Hydraulic, where a few
men are at work.

Quartz mines may yet be worked in the
Quesnelle vicinity. Hixon creek, which is
tributary to the Quesnelle country, has a
wonderfully rich showing in quartz, so
much so that a small mill was put in in
early days, but the company had not suf-
ficient funds and the work of development
was not pushed to a successful issue, al-
though it is the general belief that there
are mines of value on Hixon creek.

LILLOOET.

‘W. L. Bell, of Brantford, Pa., came in on
Tuesday from near Lillooet, where he has
been assisting Mr. Souther in getting ready
a hydraulic plant for operating on the
Fraser river benches on the left bank, some
five or six miles above Lillooet. A double
cable is being stretched across the river,
warranted to carry 20 tons. A sort of
bridge is made and a pipe crosses, carrying
water across at a high elevation. Mr.
Souther has been troubled in getting proper
help, but expects to start up very soon,
and has good hopes of scoring a success.

A report from the Maggie mine, on the
Bonaparte, on which Messrs. Hawkins,
Smith and Bryson are sinking, is to the
effect that fine ore has been struck in the
shaft within the past two days and that
the mine is looking very encouraging. If
this proves to be, as all hope it will, a large
shipping copper, gold and silver property, it
will mean much for Asheroft. The samples
sent down seem very rich in copper.

VANCOUVER WAS
NOT PREPARED.

Not Ready for the Rush Occa-
sioned by the Garonne
—Van-Anda Smelter.”

Vancouver, July 20.—There was an-
other very animated scenme at the C. P.
R. station yesterday, as the. treasure
‘from the Garonne was being transferred
from the wharf to the train. The un-
loading of the Lippey party’s gold was a
unique scene. The boys walked around
the wagon in short circles, with revolv-
ers sticking from their belts, as a cool
half a million dollars in dust.was being
loaded into the express wagon. The
Bank of Commerce also transferred in
Mr, Campion’s charge $1,000,000 in dust
in boxes, each containing 4,000 ounces.
This gold went direct to Seattle. The
mixed train that pulled out of the depot

yesterday was probably the richest that
has ever left here. There was $2,000,-
000 in the mail car alone, surrounded by
three armed men, while the 250 miners
who occuped the coaches carried another
million in drafts and gold dust. Van-
couver did a roaring business with the
500 Klondikers let loose on her streets.
They wanteéd the best of everything,
and were angry when they could not
find it in stock. The gentlemen’s fur-
nishing stores and boot and shoe stores
did the big share of the trade, but the
merchants were unprepared for the
rush.

Encouraging news continues to come
in from Atlin, Mr. Thomas Dunn has
received word that a miner named A.
Blekinsop took 197 ounces from his
claim in ten days. Some 73 ounces of
Atlin gold has reached the Coast.

Mr. Treat, of the Van Anda mine,
arrived from Texada island last night
with samples of the matte turned out
by the Van Anda smelter. The smel-
ter has been running perfectly since Sat-
urday evening, and between 50 and 60
tons of ore per day are being treated.
The ore assayed at $50 a ton and re-
turns that in the smelter. 'The 'sample
of matte made a showing of $3,000 for
a day’s run. Early in August the first
shipment of matte will be made to New
York., There are now 2,500 tons of ore
at the smelter. The company now em-
ploys 130 men, and several of the Coast
mines are commencing to ship to the
smelter.

The government assay office was very
busy yesterday with Garonne passen-
gers.  During the day 24 different lots
of gold was received, weighing in all
4,800 ounces. During the day $26,000
was bricked up for customers,

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The Yukon
' Royalties.

Member of Yukon Council Says
They Will Reach Nearly
Million. 4

Some of the Largest Contribu-
tors to the Dominion
Treasury.

Skagway, July 14.—With the crowd: of
Klondikers who came in on the train yester-
day was J. B. Girouard, who when elected
a member of the Yukon council of adminis-
tration a year ago was the member of
parliament for Athabaska, Quebec. He was
accompanied by Emile Beltz, a young
Belgian mining engineer, who represents
large capital, but, as is always the disap-
pointing case with the representatives of
large affairs, had nothing to say for pub-
licatiod. M. Girouard, on the “contrary,
knew ‘how much he could properly say
as a government official, and how to say
it with the utmost  frankness, He is
welghted with the report of the adminis-
tration of the Yukon that is to be laid by
bim before the cabinet officials at Ottawa,
and on such subjects as are treated therein,
of course, his lips are sealed. But on gen-
eral information as to the country, well
knowing that information from such a
source has an authoritative acceptance, he
answered all the questions with unaffected
frankness.

As to royalties, for instance, he said that
when he left Dawson the report for the
month of June had not been completed.
But enough of the returns had been made
to state that the royalties for the season
would run over $800,000. The total output
for the season he estimated at $20,000,000,
and the discrepancy on the royalty as
against this total output he explained on
the ground that the royalty had been
diminishing because it was now only levied
on over $5,000 instead of vver $2,000, and
that the output of claims which would thus
escape the royalty tax amounted to a large
sum.. No claim was worked at all unless
it was proven rich, because labor and other
expenses had been so high. Practically the
paying claims were conflned to the five
principal creeks worked last year, and labor
had run from $1 to $1.25 per hour. With
so many idle men, however, it had come
down, and this fall would not average over
50 cents per hour.. He admitted that men
had worked for that rate this summer, pos-
sibly even lower, but, says he: “You can-
not call it wages when a man is forced to
accept what will barely pay his expenses.
These expenses, however, have been mate-
rially reduced this season, the completion
of the White Pass railroad to Bennett and
the competition of the lake and river steam-
ers having done away with the abnormally
heavy freight bills and materially reduced
the cost of all necessities and commodities.”

Commissioner Girouard remarked that the
administration had expended $25,000 on
improvements in the city; $80,000 on hos-
pitals, and in addition had worked all the
prisoners on what may be termed -city
improvements. Dawson now is no longer
a mining camp, but a systematically laid-
out city. The swamps have been drained,
streets graded, sewers and sidewalks put
in, a substantial bridge. built over the
Klondike to Klondike City, and there are
other improvements. . Klondike City is a
place of homes and household stores.
Across the Yukon from Dawson is another
city of suburban homes, and a ferryboat
service every twenty minutes.

George Max Esperly, who put in Daw-
son’s electriec light plant, was among
those who came in yesterday. He says
his company is now running 750 lights in
good shape, and that, although it is light
there all night in the summer, business
people put in as many lights in the sum-
mer as in the winter in order to make
He is sending in
next week two alternative current ma-
chines; which will give the company a
total capacity of 3,500 lights. He says
there are any number of water works in
Dawson, one of them, the Hygia pump-
ing water from the Yukon, boiling it and
then filtering it.

There were several handsome collections
of nuggets in the party and several large
sacks, but none conspicuously worthy of
especial mention. On the question as to
who have made the largest individual
‘*piles” this season. The only reliable in-
formation is that Charley -Andersan stands
at the head of royalty payers, hav-
stands at the headof royalty payers, hav-
ing handed over to the government $44,000.
He has claims on Eldorado and also on
Dominion. Prof. Lippy, of No. 13 Eldo-
rado, is a good second. Hall & Picotte,
of No. 17 Eldorado, paid a trifle over $30,-
000 in royalty, and Stanley & Wardner, of
Seattle, from No. 25 and No. 26 Eldorado,
paid the royalty on $235,000 of gold dust.
Kldorado is, therefore, this season by far
the heaviest producer.-

The administration of the Yukon has this
season given general satisfaction. Major
Steele, who is a member of the adminis-
tration, and also superintendent of the
Northwest Mounted Police, is a man cal-
culated to give satisfaction on any ex-
ecutive position, and every credit is given
him for the excellent order that has been
maintained, and the blending of strict of-
ficial rule with the unofficial complalsange
necessary in a mining camp. He has 250
men in his command, of whom only 27 are
stationed in Dawson and its immediate
vicinity. On the very best authority
it is stated that the administration
will recommend to the government at Ot-
tawa for next session a very large reduction
of the royalty per cent. and a large in-
crease of the amount of the output upon
which the tax is to be assessed. = This
will be welcome news to the American
miners now out and those still in the
interior, but will leave them few kicks
coming. There is already good feeling
over the Fourth of July celebration,
which in every way overshadowed the
demonstration 'on the Queen’s birthday.
No fireworks were allowed in the city
limits, however, and there were conse-
quently no fires. The display was from
the hills and from a barge on the river.
Kven the dogs stood it, only a few taking
to the woods, while last year many swam
the river and never returned. The dog
population of Dawson is very large. The
police have 220 animals in the pound.

T SURGERY’S SEARCHLIGHT.

From the Chicago Tribune.

A great deal of interest has of late years
been taken in medical and surgical sub-
jects by laymen, and this is not surpris-
ing, since the advances and discoveries
that have been made are such as to com-
mand attention because of their novelty and
startling character. -Surgery, it is true,
has always been more or less of an exact
science, and even in ancient times very
serious operations were successfully un-
dertaken which are nowadays often con-
sidered modern. But in the light of reve-

lations regarding the germ theory of dis-

ease, antiseptic treatment of wounds,
preservative surgery, electricity.In inedi-
cine, drganic extracts and their adminis-
tration 7as remedies for varlous diseases,
It is not strange - that people are con-
stantly on the watch for some discovery
even more brilliant and startling than
anything that has hitherto - been pro-
claimed. B

Wonderful are the strides which have
been made by the application of electricity
in. surgery and medicine. The . electric
motor turns the drill of the dentist, bores
out all the noses of mankind in the hands
of the rhinologist, and may yet run the
saw and the trephine of the surgeon. The
electric light is made to illuminate ali the
cavities and interior of the human body,
80 that ‘“‘the pestilence that walketh in
darkness” in the black recess of the vis-
cera is sought out and driven away by
the electric searchlight.

It is nothing now to put an endoscope
into. the ‘stomach and scrutinize its walls
from “one end to the other, and in a dark
room the very size of the stomach is de-
termined by the translumination of the
abdominal - walls when a light is turned
on ‘inside of that viscus. The use of the
X-rays has brought' about even more
marvellous results in the exploration of
the human body. It is an age of won-
ders.

London, July 19.—The Privy Council
has upheld the decision of the Supreme
court of British Columbia and dismissed
the appeal in the ciase of Madden and
the Attorney-General of British Colum-
bia against the Nelson & Fort Sheppard
Railway and the Attorney-General of
Canada.

CAPE NOME “FAKE.”

Passengers by the Portland Confirm the
News Brought by the Garonne.

San Francisco, July 19.—The steamer
Portland arrived, fourteen days from
St, Michael, with 150 passengers and
$1,000,000 on board. Most of the re-
turned people are without\ means, and
about $500,000 of the gold is owned by
a few lucky people, the balance being
the property of the Alaska Commercial
Company. The miners speak indignant-
ly of the treatment accorded prospectors
who went to prospect the Cape Nome
district, at the solicitation of the trans-
portation ‘companies. - Reports arriving
by the Portland fully confirm Associated
Press advices received by Dr. Stone,
formerly of this city, who went North
during the first rush to Cape Nome.
The Portland’s passengers say unquali-
fiedly that the district has been ‘“‘salted”
in ‘the interest of the transportation com-
panies, and that great suffering prevails
in the district. Reports of a similar na-
ture come from the passengers who went
as far north as Rampart City. A few
rich pockets have been struck, and here
and there a few important finds are re-
ported. Many miners who returned on
the Portland spent their last dollar to
obtain transportation to this city, and
some had to sell their possessions to
get enough money to pay ' transporta-
tion charges.

THE AMERICANS
ARE OBDURATE.

Will Not Withdraw: From the
Stand They Have Taken on
Boundary Negotiations.

New York, July 20.—A Washington
despatch to the Herald says:

As a result of a conference between
Secretary Hay and Sena’tor Fairbanks
Wednesday afternoon, the United States
will not withdraw one foot from the line
it has fixed in the negotiations with
Great Britain as to the boundary line
between Alaska and Canada. Much de-
pended upon the character of.the report
which Senator Fairbanks made to the
Secretary of state. As a senator, and
as a member of the joint high commis-
sion, his conclusions after his investi-
gation in Alaska are of a highly import-
ant character. The Senator reported

the situation with respect to the miners
as satisfactory, but he has changed his
views totally with respect to the disput-
ed territory, and now holds that it is to
the interest of this government, as well
as the inhabitants of the ‘territory, to
maintain its position. It is understood
a meeting of the American rsctmhers of
the commission who arer in Washington
will be held to-morrow, when the en-
tire negotiations will be gone over and
the final decision of the United States
reached, not only with respect to the
Alagkan question, but with reference to
the various other matters in dispute be-
tween the United States and Canada.
Just what will be the result of the dis-
pute cannot be said, but an official who
talked remarked that it was well for
the friendly relations between two gov-
ernments that a solid framework of
amicability supported them before the
boundary negotiations commenced.

Following the conference between Mr.
Fairbanks and Secretary Hay, as well
as with the President, despatches have
been exchanged between the British and
Canadian authorities and those in Wash-
ington. Already it is assured, praetie-
ally beyond a doubt, that the commis-
sion will not resume its sessions at Que-
bec on the 2nd of next month, to which
time it was adjourned, but that its re-
assembling will be late in the fall, if the
negotiations reach a stage that a ‘contin-
ual commission seems desirable.

Thus far the boundary question ap-
pears to be the great stumbling block.
This"lack of agreement has continued so
long that those in a position to judge
the situation intelligently, while they
have not despaired of an adjustment,
frankly admit that the negotiations con-
tinue to be in a ecritical state. When
seen. -to-day Mr. Fairbanks would not
discuss the future of the commission,
or any of the internal phases of the sub-
ject. The Senator had another confer-
ence with Secretary Hay this moraing,
and also called at the war department.
Notwithstanding a rapid change of tele-
grams during the day between Senator
Fairbanks in this city and Sir Wilfril
Laurier at Qttawa, at the close of office
hours no arrangement had been reached
as to the programme of the joint hizh
commission. Some interest attaches to
this apparent tfansfer of the noegotia-
tions from the hands of Messrs. Choate
and Lord Salisbury in London to Sen-
ator Fairbanks and Sir Wilfrid Laurie~
on this side, and perhaps it is this change
in the personality of the negotiations
that have given rise to the renewead
hope of a reassembling of the commis-

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KAMLOOPS.
From the Inland Sentinel.

A visit was paid to the Python group
of claims by a representative of the In-

land Sentinel on Sunday last, and what
he saw out there was quite an agreeable
surprise, and speaks volumes for the
rapid way in which things have been
pushed by the general manager. An ex-
celleny: wagon road traversing the most
beautiful part of Coal Hill has been
built to the property, which is some 1800
feet abovp Kamloops. At no place on
the road is the grade too heavy for the
hauling of heavy loads. Going down a
shaft, whxph is about 56 feet deep, and
is now pemg straightened up to enable
the putting in of timber for double com-
partment shaft, we proceeded along the
west drift, which has followed the vein
some 55 feet, in the face of which some
excellent ore, over a surface at least 6
feet wide, can plainly be seen.

The superintendent pointed out a
trumv_;vay in course of erection, some 500
feet in length, which will be completed
by the end of this week.

The Pro--
fessor gave an Intéresti Ing description of the
prevailing laws ig Japan while in the city, -
especially the new  act which will come
into effect this month,: whereby foreigners
who transgress the Japanese laws must be
tried before a Japanese tribunal, a step
which, as the Professor explained, must
show that Japan cannot be looked upon as
a barbaric nation,

AFTER LIFE'S FITFUL FBVER.

Dixi B Ross. Passes From the  Scenes
of a Useful and Active Life.

The news that Dixi H, Ross, the Gov-
ernment street merchant, has passed
from the scenes of a useful and active
life, will.‘come as a personal grief to
very many in Victoria. The shock is the
more severe because it is altogether un-
expected, for while the majority of the
late - Mr. Ross’ many acquaintances
were aware that he was in ill health,
very few anticipated that. his malady
would have so speedy and so terrible an
ending, i :

Mr. Ross had for some time past been
a victim of kidney trouble, the complica-
tions multiplying until an operation was
decided upon as absolutely necessary—a
forlorn hope to save. The operation
was performed on Wednesday afternoon
by Dr. Davie, but the constitution of
the patient was not sufficiently strong
to sustain. the heavy demands upon it.
The end came yesterday, the deceased
having been removed to. his home on
Hillside avenue, where a family of three
—a widow, one son and a daughter—are
plunged into mourning. The funeral is
arranged to take place to-morrow after-
noon, the Masonic order,.of which Mr.
Ross was a veteran member, having
charge of the arrangements.

The late Dixi H. Ross was one of the
pioneer business men of the city, with
which all his manhood has been identi-
fied. He was a son of the late Hon.
A. D. Ross, of Cambridge Springs, Pa.,
at which place he was born on March
11, 1852, and where he grew up to man-
hood. In 1870 the Cariboo gold excite-
ment drew him westward, Cariboo first
claiming him as a citizen, On the subsi-
derce of the Cariboo excitement Mr.
Ross came to Vietoria, to engage in tl}e
retail grocery business in partnership
with J. Cameron, ‘and afterwards
with Mr. Neufelder, subsequently con-
ducting the business in his own name,
and latterly under the firm name of Dixi
H. Ross & Co.

A business man first, last and all the
time, he declined all overtures look‘ing
toward his engagement in public affairs,
being at the time of his demise the head
of 'the business he had, created and de-
veloped into one of the largest retail con-
cerns of the city and province. His
loss will be keenly felt by many outdide
of the relatives immediately bereaved
by his demise, for he was a man of
large and unostentatious charity—a mian
of deeds, not words—whose heart was
always warm to the cry of distress, and
whose pocket answered its demands.

Sister Prexedes was formerly connected
with the hospital at Montreal, and went to
the North ‘to inspect the hospital there
about a month ago in company with the
Mother-General, also from Montreal, and
two nuns who have been sent to Dawson
to nurse the sick in the hospital there.
The Mother-General will not return until
December, and Sister Prexedes will wait
her return in this city. Omne of the nurses
accompanying Sister Prexedes here is on
sick leave, the climate of the North not
seeming to agree with her. ‘“The Catholle
chirch and hospital at Dawson City are in
a very prosperous- conditiem,”” said. Sister
Prexedes yesterday afternoon, when speak-
ing to a reporter; ‘“and the bulldings are
much better than I expected to find them.
There were 145 patients in the hospital
at one time last winter, mostly suffering
from typhoid fever and a few cases of
scurvy, which kept the nurses pretty busy.

“The trip North was a very pleasant one,
and I enjoyed it greatly. As soon as the
railway petween Skagway and Bennett ‘ls
put in good condition a. ride to the Kildn-
dike and back again will make an excellent
excursion tour, as the scenery is something
not seen in any other part of the world.

From Klondike by the
All Water Route.

Has Not Much Confidence in the
Reported Finds at Cape
Nomé.

H. F. W. Bebnsen, of No. 2 Centre
street, who was formerly in business in
this city, and who was among the first
to go to the Klondike when the excite-
ment broke out, was one of the passen-
gers arriving on the Garenne, and
eame over from Vancouver' on the

Islander last night. Mr. Behnsen was
in the Klondike for two years; having
left here on July 28, 1897, and is not
very enthusiastic over the northern
country, although he does not deny that
there is much gold there.

:*All the -good eclailus were staked off
before I reached Dawson City,” said
Mr. Behnsen last night,” and what new
creeks are being discovered now all turn
out to be very low grade. I staked off
five different claims while there, and
found gold in every one, but not in pay-
ing quantities. There are fully a
thousand men in Dawson City who are
penniless, and want to come home but
have no money with which to pay for
transportation. It is really pitiful to see
the men rush to the places where new
discoveries are being made, stake their
tents and then go out and ask for work.
There are over 200 men for every job,
and wages are only $1 an hour this
year, while last season a man could
command $1.50 an hour for labor.

“1 was at St. Michael for two weeks
before the Garonne sailed, and intended
to join the stampede to Cape Nome
when the discoveries were first an-
nounced, but was dinclinkd to be super-
stitious, and stayed back. One man
at St. Michael offered a party who
brought the news of the gold finds at
Cape Nome to St. Michael, and who
was reported to have $10,000 in gold
dust in his possession which was mined
at Cape Nome, $50 for an ounce if he
would produce it, but the man could not
do so. All of the good claims at Cape
Nome have been staked off by the trans-
portation companies, through powers of
attorney, and one must now go back
on the mountain side to get a location.
There is no wood or coal at Cape Nome,
and the place is as barren as a floor.
Driftwood is. the only thing used for
fuel, and that is a scarce article. Coal
and wood are nmow brought from St.
Michael to keep the' suffering people
who are there :warm.

“ All the Victoria people I saw in the
Klondike ares well, and have enough
money to comé home when they want to.

“ There has been considerable specula-
tion as to the amount of gold that was
mined in the Yukon last winter, but a
canvass was made of all the creeks of
any importance, and $15,000,000 is the
amount that was found to be a careful
estimate.

‘“ A rich quartz ledge was found on
the White Ow] mine on No. 68 Hunker
creek, a. few days before I left. It was
58 feet below, the surface, and has
chunks of gold as large as peas abund-
antly scattered.in white rock. An assay
had not been made of it, but it is

24| thought it will reach away up in the

COLUMBIA HOTEL ‘BURNED.

A SRAT
Serious Conflagration' at Grand Forks—
¥ ' Mining News.

Grand Forks, July '17.—The Columbia
hotel, owned by the Columbia Townsite
Company, was totally destroyed by fire
shortly after 1 o'clock this morning. The
flames made such headway before the alarm
was given that many of the sleeping guests
had narrow escapes. Several ladles lost all
their clothing and fled in their night clothes
from the burning structure. About $400
worth of furniture was saved. Frank
Guse, who engaged in the rescue work,
was badly burned on the hands and neck.
Fortunately the hotel was some distance
from other buildings; othérwise the village
would have been reduced to ashes. J. B.
McArthur, of the Townsite Company, says
the hotel was valued at $10,000. The in-
surance amounts to.$5,000. The loss on
furniture was $3,000, uninsured. The
lessees, for whom great sympathy is ex-
pressed, are Dave Morgan and E. Escalet,
of Rossland. J. B. McArthur had a narrow
escape.

Development work is being pushed ex-
tensively on the Florence, a rich claim
north of Hardy mountain, four miles from
this city. Average assays give $68 per
ton in gold, silver and copper, the latter
predominating. The ledge is eight feet
wide on the surface. The property is
owned by R. B. Thomas, C. E. Huff and
J. Allen, all of Nelson, Wash.

Judge R. C. Strudwick, a prominent capi-
talist of Seattle, has been here for the past
few days looking for mining investments
in the Boundary country. He is delighted
with the Kettle River Valley, and predicts
that Grand Forks will have a population
of twenty thousand within fifteen months.

A party of Bastern capitalists, which has
large mining interests in .the Boundary
country, arrived here to-day. The visitors
include 8. H. C. Miper and wife, Miss
Miner, Granby, Que.; E. M. Carell and
wife, New York; and G. Stevens, of Water-
loo, Que. Mr. Miner, who is a prominent
manufacturer, is the president of the Gran-
by smelter, now building here. He and
his friends are also heavy shareholders
in the Knob Hill, Old Ironsides, Lincoln
and City 'of Paris mines. J. P. Graves is
the general manager and vice-president of
these various companies, as well as of the
smelter company. . Mr. and Mrs. Graves
will accompany the visitors on a tour of
the various properties. Development work
on the Old Ironsides has reached such a
scale that over onme acre of ore has been
blocked out. This alone ensures sufficient
ore for the new smelter for a lengthy
period.

Over one hundred men are now employ-
ed at the smelter site, under the direction
of the superintendent, A. B. W. Hodges.
The grading of the ground is well under
way. A gang of men started work to-
day to quarry rock for the foundation of
the smelter stack. The water flume will
be a mile long. Its construction will be
commenced as soon as the route is leveled.
This work necessitates much blasting. The
construction of the dam in the canyon on
the Kettle river will - not be undertaken
until the water subsides. The proposed
work will have the effect of expanding
the upper reaches of the river, creating a
lake about five miles wide. J. W. Bye, of
Spokane, has been engaged to superintend
the brick and stone work at the smelter.
lA plgning mill will be installed shortly.

The smelter company has ordered from
Chicago a complete plant for a machine
shop, where all kinds of work can be
done. It will also establish in Grand Forks
a Hospital, where the miners employed in
the various mines controlled by Mr. Graves
and his associates, and the smelter em-
ployees, will be treated.
