Expensive Machinery, Laboratories and|
Other Equipment Quickly
Reduced to Ruins

Montreal, April 5.—The ‘Macdonald
engineering building, Mc@Gill university
equipped and endowed mainly by Sir
william Macdonald, was totally de~
stroyed by fire today. The total loss
will be $750,000, insurance $420,000.

The magnificent pile of native lime~
stone and brick, probably the most
perfectly equipped science building on
the continent, is tonight a complete
ruin, with its thousands upon thou-/
sands of dollars’ worth of valuable
machinery and laboratories destroyed.

The Workman mechanical building,
an annex to the Macdonald building,
was saved by the fire. department but
the loss from smoke and water will
pbe very heavy.

The burned building was five stor-
jes high, with immense glass effects
on the upper story, where “Italian sun
baths” were enjoyed, particularly by
the first year students. Y

It was on the thrd floor, about the
centre of the flat, that the fire origin=
ated, from just what cause will prob-
ably never be known, for when the
alarm was rung in by a policeman, the
entire centre- of the building seemed
to be in flames, and when the care:
takers of the other MeGill buildings
awoke, the flames were already com-
ing through the college grounds,

The flames lit up the entire city. The
building contained, among other treas-
ures, the. famous Rouleaux collection
of kinematic ~models, the finest in
America. §

ment of the structure was a mass of
expensive méachinery, all of which -is,
of course, practically a heap of ruins.

Several Ottawa Scandals Have
Been Obsculled and Virtu-
ally Ignored

bers of parliament, several other scan-
dals have been obscured and virtual-
1y ignored. There has been a succes-
sion- of revelations-at Ottawa, of the
way immense tracts of Western lands
have been-alienated to members of a
small - group of men who stand very
close to the government. Some of
these men appeared in the transattions
only by proxy, but agency was proved,
and their connection with these land

deals was established. These four or
.five men have for years been close to
several -degartments of the Ottawa
government. Their family ties as well
as political affiliations have drawn
them -into intimate relationships with
the administration,

Some of these transactions are well
known and understood at Ottawa, in
the West and by men who are qual-
ified to know. There seems to be no
doubt that a good deal of jobbery has
taken place in these 'Western land
deals. = Members of parliament. and
their relatives appear to have obtained
possession of tracts of land worth al-
together perhaps from $20,000,000 to
$25,000,000. #

These traces of land have been ali-
enated from the crown to members of
this particular group, tagether with
the timber thereon. Timber of any
kind is both scarce and valuable in the
est. The demand for timber in-
creases as seitlement advances. The
railway construction in the West dur-
ing the néxt twenty years will eall for
millions of -railway ties. Material for
furnishing these ties is nome too plen-
tiful.  And if reports from the West
and from Ottawa be true, the land
which -bears much of the timber suit-
able for railway ties is now in the
possession of this small group of Ot-
tawa politielans and their relatives
and friends. g

Besides the more or less ascertain-
ed faots bearing ‘on these land deals
which are not particularly secret,
there ore many rumors which suggest
even wider ramifications. The land
steals in the  Western States were
made under a system which was in
operation for many years, and was
perfected by nearly -every trick that
human ingenuity cotild devise. Pow-
erful influences were concerned there,
as on this side of the line; and it is
to be expected that the Jnterested ones
would aggressively exert every agency
that can be commanded to obstruct
inquiry and investigation. But the
facts are becorning -more * widely
known. We do not believe that these
accumulating ldnd scandals  can be
hushed up. It is of no avail to our
“Peace, peace,” when there is no
peace. X
Laurier’s Duty

We submit that it is the duty and
the privilege of Sir Wilfrid. Laurier to
probe these scandals in Western land
management. He is the leader of his
party and premier of Canada. He
should be jealous of the honor of his
party and of the honesty of his admin-
istration. As premier of Canada he
should be concerned for the honor of
parliament, and should guard its coun-
oils from those who, through artifice
and chicane, have enginéered these
fraudulent land transactions. It seems
to us, that lest a worse thing befall,
the Premier should order a commis-
sion of inquiry to investigate these
transactions. in Western lands, He will
have little difficulty in fdentifying the
group: - The country is belbg given
rather more scandal than it can digest
in peace.

COLONIAL  GONFERENCE
O THE EVE OF
MEETIG

Gathering Promises to be Most
Interesting of Series Up
to Date

Preferential Trade and Imperial De-
fence Likely to Prove Difficult
of Settlement

London, April §—The fourth colonial
conference, which will assemble here
on April 15, promises to be the most
interesting and most important yet
held, although the absence of Joseph
Chamberlain, -ex-colonial secretary,
whose imperialistic enthusiasm gave
the movement its greatest impetus,
and the death of his personal anti-
thesis, “the bluff and. -picturesque
Richard Seddon, premier of New Zea-
land, will be greatly felt.

Personal interest im the conference
is enhanced by the participation of
Dr. Jameson, the famous Transvaal
raider, who is now premier of Cape
Colony, and General Louis Botha,
premier of the newly-reconstructed
Transvaal. Alfred Deakin, the Aus-
tralian premier; Sir Joseph G. Ward,
premier of New Zegland; Frederick R.
Moore, premier of Natal, and Dr.
Jameaon, whose health is now pre-
carious, have already arrived in Lon-
don, and Premier Sir Witrid Laurier,
of Canada’ Premier Sir Robert Bond,
of Newfoundland, and General Botha
are on the way here. Premier Botha
embarked at Capetown on March 27
‘with the: declared purpose of convinc-
ing Great Britain of the loyaity of
wer Dutch subjects. He will be given
a hearty and official welcome on his
arrival at Southampton.

The most important guestions slated
for discussion during the conference
are a projeet for & permanent council
on preferential trade between the col-
onies and Great Britain, and among

themselves imperial de-
sation ‘and minor questions
. penn «:DWQ. }uranuﬂon ,",‘d*
“Preforential trade loords up as the
largest subject in the preliminary talk.
While the colonies are anxious to give
the ‘inother .country advantages, there
is objection to the one-sided arrange-
ment, which yields theém no return.
Premiers Laurier and Deakin have al-
ready gome on record: to this -effect,
and the. tendency ‘of  c¢olonial opinion
seems to be voiced by ‘the following
pesolution,- ~which Premier Jameson
proposes to -introduce’'at the confer-
ence:

“This conference,, while adhering to
the principle of preferential treatment
for products and manufactures of the
United Kingdom, desires to impress
upon His Majesty’s government the
opinion that the continttance of such
preferential treatment to British pro-
ducers and manufacturers is largely
dependent on the granting of some
reciprocal privileges to the British col-
onies.”

This would mean taking a step away
from free trade, and the Imperial gov-
ernment appears anxious to evade that
dilemma.

The next thorny question is that of
imperial defense, on which greatly
conflicting opinions are expressed. The
inherent difficulty of the problem will
be to draw the distinction between
Great Britain’s position as a Huropean
power and as the mother country of
a.great colonial empire. Thus, it will
be argued, Great Britain. could not
expect the colonies to bind themselves
to asgist her in any European war in
which - they were not concérned, whilst
at the same time under the existing
conditions any egolony gonld embroil
Great Britain in war without incur-
ring any but the moral obligation to
come to her assistance. 'The idea is
to endeavor, if possible, to arrive at
some agreement or alllance insuring
consultation and co~operation in any
conflict ariging from causes outside of
purely European . polities, all parties
thereto contributing men and money
for a common defense upon a popu-
lation and revenue basis.. Dr. Jame-
gon intends to propose the organiza-
tion of some plan whereby contribu-
tions from each colony -should be
equitably fixed on the cofdition that
c¢olonies be represented: upon the Im-
perial council, 'at which: questions
concerning the peace of the Empire
shall be discussed.

Premier Ward, of New Zealand,
favors increasing the colonial naval
contributions to the imperial defence.
Australia is determined to bring up
the Asiatic exclusion question, and
Premier Ward declared, on being in-
terviewed on the subject; that New
Zealand was against the admission of

and New Zealanders he sees the in-
evitable struggle for supréemacy. The
premier said: ‘“We object to being
botind by treaties in which we have
no voice to admit Asiatics freely.”
The government has reserved fifty
rooms in the Hotel Cecil for the enter+
tainment of the premiers and :-their
staffs and fdmilies.

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STARVING CHINESE EAT
 BODIES  FROM
 GANES

Horrible Results of Famine Re-
ported From Stricken
District ¢

Only Hope for Millions of People Lies
in Contributions of Money and
Food From Avbroad

Washington, April 6.~To correct an
erroneous report that has found gen-
eral circulation with harmful results,
the Red Cross society today issued the
following statement in regard to the
famine in China.

“The famine -in China is unprece-
dented in severity, and.the period of
greatest .agony is yet to come. Many
weeks must pass before there will be
relief from the new crops, and hun-
dreds of thousands—yes, millions—to-
day are kept alive only through the
contributions of the American peaple
who- have -sent their donations to the
national Red Cross at ~Washington
and to the Christian Herald, of New
York. These two great organizations
are working together for the common
cause, and have furnished over two-
thirds. of all ‘Telief supplies sent to
China to suceor the starving millions.
The large amount of money and ship~
ments already made have only partly
relieved the situation, and while hun-
dreds of -thousands of lives have been
saved, hundreds of thousands must yet
dle unless jarge additional sums of
money and large shipments of food are
immediately provided.

Two Bills Introduced

Attorney-General Fulton introduced

Private Bills.

On the. consideration of the private
bill entitled “An Act to Incorporate the
Portland Canal Railway Co.,” Mr. Haw-
thornthwaite introduced an ‘amend-
ment as follows:

In .explaining the reason for the
amendment he stated that it was his
intention to make.it as difficult as pos-
sible for companies, not having the
means to carry on railway '‘construc-
tion, to obtain charters.

The amendment, he stated, would
be introduced in connection with all
bills proposing to grant such privileges
to railway companies.

The amendment was lost by a vote
of 25 against and 9 in favor, the latter
comprising the four socialists and Mr.
Jardine.

000, and in his view would' be
ample. We find ourselves unable to
agree with Mr. Macdonald. "“As we

would be by no means excessive for
such. an educational institution as
ought to be established in the prov-
ince. In this great mineralized land
we ought to have the finest School of
Mines in the world; in a  province
where we have such forest resources,

need the  highest type of. technical
education, including instruction in
agriculture. These things all will cost

It was
hardly fair that he should advance the
argument that there were some famil-

common schools within their reach to
bolster up his contention in favor of
the amendment which he had sub~
mitted.

In regard to
the suggestion that the 2,000,000 acres
should be reduced he was sorry that
he could not agree to the proposition
nor could he accept the other section
of the amendment.

Mr. Macdonald remarked that, while
it was true that the question of pro=
viding common school education for
those residing in the isolated districts
was a difficult one under the existing
conditions, yet with sych a reserva-
tion of land as contemplated, it would
be possible to set- aside a portion of
the receipts for the establishment of
some central institution at which these
children could be kept while recaiving
their education.

Premier McBride took it for grant-
ed that it would be acknowledged that
there were three points to be consid-
ered in connection.with the proposed
reservation for a university site.

Had there been a proviso
such as was contained in his amend-
ment to the bill under discussion,
namely, that the lands should be a
fair average of the crown areas, he
felt sure that the provincial govern-
ment would feel better satisfied than
at present, From the words which had
fallen from the lips of the honorable
the premier, he was more than ever
convinced that before .submitting the
measure outlined to the house he
should have. prepared a concrete
scheme, including a description of the
class of lands it was intended to set
aside together with an estimate of
their value. If the goVernment were
in a’ position -to tell the house that
these lands were worth so much, then
members of the house would be 'the
better.able to judge of ‘the worthiness
of the proposal. The position at the
present time was that the. legislature
did, not know whether: it was granting

The premier. claimed” that the posi-
tion assumed 'by the leader of the
opposition was unfair.

exception of a few vague reports syb-
mitted by & number of surveyors whe
had been sent out on exploration
expeditions. on several differgnt occa-
sions. Judging off-hand, however, the
conclusion which he would be-ted to
reach was that the northern interior
lands were not quite up to the
standard of those to be found in the
southefn districts or the dry belt. As
was well 'known, the public lands were
classified by the government as fol-
lows: First class, valued at $56 an
acre; second class at -$2.60 an acre,
and third class at $1 an acre. ' The
average in the northern interior, he'
believed, -was what might be termed
seco! class. Therefore, $2,000,000
from “such could be expected on the
basis which he had outlined to net
between $4,000,000 and $5,000,000, The
income on such an amount would be
about $200,000 per annum.
Condition in Victoria
But it was to be remembered, the
premier said, that the university bulld-
ings had first to be constructed and
equipped.

Quotes Mr. Stewart

Before leaving this subject I should
just like to call attention to certain
remarks in the address of the presi-
dent, Mr. Stewart, with reference to
re-forestration where he refers to the
peculiar advantages :British Columbia
has over certain other provinces in the
way of what nature is doing for- us
in that regard.”

Hon. Mr. Tatlow then quoted from
the following passages in Mr. Stew-
art’'s address:

“Speaking in round numbers the land
area of British Columbia is 250,000,000
square acres, of which about 182,000,-
000 are forest and woodland, a large
portion of which is classed as timber
land. So dense are our foresis and
so big ' our trees that 20,000 to 50,000
feet, board measure to the acre is no
uncommdn vield, but reducing an av-
erage of these figures to.a reasonable
amount we have in store a stupendous
total of available timber. Now, accord-
ing fo statistics, the lumber cut from.
1888 to 1904, inclusive (17 years,) ag-
greated 2,569,756,262 feet—a mere noth-
ing compared Wwith the grand total—
and taking the average yearly cut for
the 17 years, we find if that average
were maintained for the next 200 years,
our forests would still be far from ex-
hausted. - This is.a hopeful outlook
for the people of British Columbia,
and the mnew .provinces lying -east of
the- Rocky mountains,  whose' inhabi-
tants must look to us for their sup-
plies of lumber, but even with what
seéms at first blush an embarrassment

“In 1887 the Bush Fire Act was made
general throughout the province, and
in- 1896 the = lieutenant-governor-in
council was given power to define
any portion of the province as a fire
district, and it was made unlawful to
set out or start fires between the first
of May and thefirgt of October, ex-
cept for the purpose of clearing . land,
cooking, obtaining warmth, or for in-
dustriat: purposes. - Provisions were
made in’ this aect, and subsequent
amendments .  passed providing for
safeguards against the spread of fires,
and the penalties were increased to.a
maximum fine of $200 and not less than
220 in every -ecase of conviction—half

e fine going to the prosecutor, Con-
victions under the act do not baiin-
dividuals ‘whose property has been in-
jured, or destteyed, from suing: for
damages. Railway companies are
made liable, for damage done through
the medium of their locomotives, and
it is laid down that all engines shall
be equipped with approved appliances
to prevent the escape of sparks and
cinders. Neglect to provide such ap-~
pliances constitutes an offence punish-
able by a fine of $200 in each cage, as
well as liability arising out ‘of a elvil
action. TUnder the Act of 1897, every
government agent, gold commissioner,
timber inspector, forest ranger, mining
recorder, provincial police officer, or
constable; is constituted a fire guar-
dian, and eaech.of them ‘is enjoined to
prosecute every case which may - come
to his knowledge.: Every pre-emptor
of crown lands is-furnished with a
copy of the act at the time of his ap-
plication. Enforcement of the law is
difficult in a territory so wvast as Brit-
ish (Columbia, and in a :majority of
cases evidence is difficult or impossi-
ble to obtain. The miscreant who de-
Nliberately sets fire to the woods is
usually careful to hide his guilt, and
the'+hunter ‘or. prospector wholeaves
his camp fire extinguished, or thought-
lessly throws a lighted match, or ci-
garette stump, or ‘heel’ of-his pipe into
the underbrush, will in every case pro-
claim his innocence wheén confront
with the serious results of his car
Jessness. Cases are rare in which pos-
itive evidence can be secured, and
magistrates are loath to, convict. on
circumstantial evidence, where the
accused is. a poor man to whom the
infliction of a heavy fine would prove
a great hardship.’ Many forest fires
are also caused by lightning.

“The government of British Colum-
bia has done and is’ doing all in its
power to prevent forest figes, and
during the present season the fight-
ing of fire was carried out inmany
parts. of the province with gratifying
results, The Dominion government of-
ficials in the rallway belt have. also
worked hard to!the same end, and
through the. united efforts of -the fed-
eral and provincial fire fighters- much
valuable timber has been saved from
destruction. The campaign inaugur-
ated by the present. provincial gov-
ernment, ., will be vigorously = prose-
cuted in the future to:the fullest ex-
tent which our funds will permit, and
we look confidently to the people of
the province to assist us in every way.
- “It was deemed advisable to sifiplify
this state of \affairs, and in 1905 the
provisions of the Land Act authoriz-
ing the granting of timber leases were
repealed, so that now the right to cut
and _carry away timber can onmly' be
granted by way of a license. The

Gratifying Comparison

Hon. Mr.; Tatlow continued: ‘“Pér-
haps nothing can more clearly demon-
strate the progress of the province
than a perusal of the revenue during
the past few years:' In 1900 the rev-
enue was $1,544,108; in 1801 the rev-
enue was $1,605,920; in 1902 the rev-
enue was $1,807,925; in 1903 the rev-
enue was $2,044,630; in 1904 the rev-
enue was $2,638,260; in 19056 the rev-
enue was $2,920,461, and in 1906 the
revenue was $3,044,442. The estimate
for next year $3,286,476.

These figures show that the revenue
has more than doubled during this
period.
