Of course, if the bar-
guin is re-opened at one point, it Is re-opened for
discussion altogether: The fact that the stock list
was s0 small, and would be controlled by Cana-
dians, was put forward as one cf the reasons why
the bargain should be accepted by parliament, If
the amount of capital is to be quadrupled, and if,e
as would necessarily follow, the control of the road
and itsland grants should go into Europg-n hnnd-'
the condition of affairs would be changed altogether,
Aud the ceuntry will be entitled to compensation
for the great i in the t of capital upen
whicb ten per cent. will have to be earned before

- the governmen$ean reduce freight rates.

The above is from the Globe of yesterday

and throws farther light ofthe announce-
ment in The World.
- We may take it for granted that this de.
cision to increase the capital was only
reached after consultation with the govern-
ment. And we may further expect the
government to do-their best to secure the
necessary sanotion of parliament.

But this inorease of stock is of momentous
importance to Canada.

As to the amonnt. The syndicate have
evidently found that they cannot realize
sufficient money oa their lands, bonds and
present capital of 15,000,000 to carry on
the work, They want more money in order
to complete the line.

The syndicate ‘baulked. Hitherto they
have met with opposition in all their finan-
cisl schemes. "Many of them have been up-

set by an all-powerful, ever-watchful enemy
The bonds of the syndicate will not go in.
London ; the stock of the duke of Man-
chester’s company will not go in Londoa,
as witness the present quotation at 53 shil-
lings for the £83; which two facts go toshow
that the syndicate cannot sell their bonds or
lands as they expécted.

Who the enemy is? The Grand Trunk
is this powerful enemy. The Grand Trunk
is to-day- the most powerfal railway cor-
poration in the world, and it is most pow-
erful in the most critical place: in ths
London money market, The London
brokers and bankers are all for the Grand
Tronk and dead agsinst'its rivals. It can
keep the syndicate out of the London
money market, and has done so. It can
check the great American lines in thissame
quarter, and is doing so. The stronghold
of the Grand Trunk is in London. It has
worked againstthe duke of Manchester’sland
company, and ass-consequence it has fallen
flat. Instead of having access to the Lon-
don market. the syndicate has been going
to the bank of Vontreal, and the Northwest
land company to Canadian investors,

What is the syndicate going to do? They
.are going to try a deal with the Americans,
‘We should imagine that the increase of
cap.ital is to let Vanderbilt in. If this is
done, all hope of the Pacific becoming a
nationa.! Canadian bighway must be aban-
doned. it will be run as a portion of the
Vanderbilt sustem.

Why Vanderbilt and syndicate? The
Grand Trunk is the common enemy of these
two roads, and they are about to combine
to crush it, or at least to keep it in check.
The -Grand Trunk is fighting Vanderbilt
right in his own territory, and is giving
thim all he can do ; it is fighting the syndi-
cate in eastern Canada, and once it gets
jnto the Northwest it will fight it clean to
the Facific coast. The Grand Trunk has
started on an from-ocean-to-ocean career,
and it has got the financial backing to build
to the Pacific. It can get all the money
it wants. This may seem strange after its
past history of almost bankruptcy and de-
ficits, but it is now on its feet, it has gob-
bled its smaller rivals, and it has gained
the confidence and care of the English in-
~vestor.

‘I'he syndicates outlook. They may with
wn .American conneftion like Vanderbilt be
able- to float this $85,000,000, but it is not
by amy means settled. Failing in a union
with Vanderbilt they intend, so it was re-
parted yesterday, to try and float the
watered scock in driblets of five or ten
millions at a time.

The Kootanie val-
ley is famous as ome of the richest stock-
grazing districts yet found north of the
Union Pacific. I got back to Hgnli{nx, snd
afterwards completed arrangements with the
Government for the lease of the land, We
were one of the eight companies, yon will
remember, who got in under the first -
ations. After com?leting all the prelim-
inary arrangements I again left last April
to purchase a supply of stock and take them
through to the range, I visited

THE GRAZING CENTRES OF NEBRASKA,
Wyoming, Utah, Idaho and Montana, I
purchased a herd of 1,100 headflof cattle
and 120 horses in Idaho and drdve them
through myself to the ‘Bow tiver, a dis-
tance of 500 miles, reaching the range on
the 8th of Se&)tember, and waking the
Jjourney in exactly two months. The herd
went through in splendid condition.”

‘‘What breeds were they ?”

“The large lmjoritf were graded short-
horns, and me_tell you that they were
much finer cattle than could be obtained in
the east. We bought native horses to be
crossed by Norman Percheron stallions pur-
chased in Chicago. These produce the best
class of horses known for general all work.
When four years old they are worth from
two hundred to three hundred dollars ¢ush,
and the demand is unlimited. The cost of
raising these animals ranges from §5 to $10
per head per annum aécording to the niim-
ber raised on & range. The larger the
number raised .the smaller the cost.”

.. “‘Do you vonsider the graded shorthorns
the best class of cattle for this country ?”’

The graded shorthorns ace the
only class of cattle I have seen in those
stock-raisivg states and they are so good
that I think it would be difficult to im-
frove on them, hence I purchased very
argely of that breed. But S-nater Coch-

‘rane, a man of unsurpassed experience in

Canadian “stock raising, thinks that the
Herefords and Polled Angus will be equal,
if not superior, to the shorthorns. 71'he
largest proportion of his imported bulls i of
these breeds, He also has a number of
shorthorns. I have alse some Hereford
bulls, as an experiment, and shall be well
pleased if they equal or excel the shorthorns.
The great aim is the production of beef, and
the shorthorns in my opinion yield more of
that article than "any other breed that I
have seen, The grass-fed cattle T purchased
on the plains of Idaho were superior to the
griss fed cattle of the famous Cornwallis
valley, or of any that I"ever saw in any
part of Ontario, and were superior to many
stall-fed Christmas cattle I have seen from
those places.

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THE POWER OF THE COMMONWEALTH OVER
RAILWAYS.
In the United States the courts have of
late been frequently called upon to decide
cases involving the rights of railway com-
panies and of the general public respective-
ly ; and the decisions given have been gen
erally in favor of the public and against the
railways. What the railway companies
have doce in almost every case is to take a
stand upon the letter of the charter, and to
claim every pound of flesh nominated in
the bond. On the side of the public, how-
ever, the contention has been advanced
that the bond itself is nulland void, and
not worth the paper it is written upon, 8o
far as it pretends to do away with certain
ancient, indefensible and perpetual rights of
the people at common law. A case that
may turn out o be one of con-
siderable interest in this connection is the
supreme court of the United States, and
the Chicago Tribune says that it is the case
on which by general consent it 1s understood
the railroads rest their last hope fora judi-
cial reversal of the dootrine that state legis-
latures may fix maximaom rates for the
transportation of freight and passengers.
The facts are few and brief: A man
named Lewis took a seat in tbel cars on the
Chicago, Burlington and Quincy Road, and
tendered the conductor 18 cents, that being
the fare established by the law of Illinois
for the distance traveled. The conductor
refused this and demanded 20 cents, that
sum being the fare prescribed by the
company, Payment of the 20 cents
not being made, Lewis was ex-
pelled by the conductor. Ruggles, the
conductor, was arrested, charged with an
_ assault, and fined therefor, The case was
appealed, and eventually was decided by
the Supreme court of lllinois, which
affirmed the conviction. The conductor
now carries Lthe case to the Supreme court
of the United States, and Attorney-Gen-
eral McCartney appears for the state of
Hlinois. :

Though technically the amount in con-
troversy was but two cents, the case in-
volves the whole question of the power
of the state to fix the maximum rate to
be charged by railway companies for the
transportation of passengers and freight,
even where under the charter of the road
the state has contracted that the company
may prescribe its own rates.

The state of Illinois pleads its statute of
1871, by which it established the maximum
rates for transportation., The railroad com-
pany replies that that statute violates the
charter of the company, and therefore is in
conflict with the constitution, which pro-
hibits any legislation impairing the obliga-
tion of contracts.

To this the state responds that the act of
1871 is merely a police regulation, and as
such its enforcement is only the enforce-
ment of the criminal law of the state, and
that under no circumstances could the
legislature part with or surrender this
power in a charter or otherwise. The state
turther contends that what is not expressly
given by a charter or is necessary to carry
out some power expressly given is with-
held, and that the charters of this railroad
company do not give an exclusive power to
the officers of the compary to fix rates, and
that the reservation of the police power to
regulate is in no way parted with.

The argument of the case is most elabor-
ate. The whole ground covered by the
Granger cases is gone over fully. Substan-
tially the whole question involved is,
whether the state by a charter can under
any circumstances surrender or barter it8
inherent right of police authority to which
that of fixing rates to transrortation con-
fessedly belongs ; and second, whether in
case the state may do this, and actually
does this in granting a charter to a railread
company to fix the rates of transportation,
that grant does not carry with it an exchu-
sive power to fix such rates ; and then,
where this grant of power is not exclusive,
is the state precluded because of the charter
from the exercise of a power which it pos-
sessed, has never divested itself of, and
which the state has never, even in the
charter, contracted not to exercise ?

The same qnestion substantially, but
raised in other cases, has already been
decided by the courts against the rail-
ways. But the Tribune says that from
a cause supposed to have been hopelessly
lost, ingenious and enterprising attorneys
have discovered a ray of deliverance. In
the words ‘‘unless restrained by some
contracts in the charter” they conceived
might be cooked a pretext for rehearing,
perhaps reversing or modifying the pre-
vious decisions, because of some contrsct
in the charter of the railway company, As
a general thing the charters ‘of the various
railway companies ' are substantially the
same, and as one of the most liberal of
all the charters was that held by the
Illinois C entral railway company, granted
in 1850, at a time when the states were
laboring to grant to the companies every-
thing they asked, a case was made to te.st
-the restraining power of contracts under
the charter. Another case was made up
under the charter of the Chicago, Bur.
lington and Quincy company, and tlis
latter case is the one to be heard at the
present term of the court.

In spite of the ofterepeated cry sbout the
declining influence of , religion .as a social
force, and the mutual anathemas of self-
constitated champions of theology and sci-
ence, we believe that the religious: spirit,
conserving iteelf, s all other forces do, by
some change of form,was never more potent
for good than in ‘the society of to.day.

And 1t is a grave question whether
the various churches would not ggin im-
mensely in the favorof the public .outside
their several pales, if relaxing in their
efforts tosave man from a hell in the next
world, of whose patute or even existence so
much is doubtful,they would set themselves
to save men from the hell in this world of
whose exigtence there is no doubt at all
Very lately large sums of money have
been sen? out of the country for the pur-
pose of converting the heathen of Formosa,
and that while the religious body mainly
instrumental in collecting that money,
urgently needed funds for its own denom-
inational collepe, mot to speak of the
still more pressing claims of more import-
ant, because more broadly bumauitarian,
objects, such as the hospital for sick chil-
dren, the homes for boys and girls, the
various schemes for raising and reforming
the heathen in our own streets, the terrible
sins and still more terrible miseries that
multiply so close to our luxurious civiliza.
tion. It seems doubtfal that a nation on a
lower social plane can be artificially
raised to a religion which harmonizes with
the conditions of a race with higher culture,
more especially to a religion which like
protestantism has eliminated all that ob-
jective symbolism in which paganism ceuld
recognize an element sakin to itself. But
if the churches would devote all their efforts

men or politicians, or in what is ordinarily
called morality do not correspond with their
professions, then not even the most hard-
ened agnostic could so sin against his own
principles of fair-play for all, as to call the
pulpit a sham and the church an institu-
tion that had lost its usefulness,

DEATH OF THE PROVOST OF ORIEL.

One of the last links connecting the pre-
sent generation with that which welcomed
*to Oxford the victors of Waterloo has dis-
appeared by the death, at the age of 93, of
Dr. E lward ,Hawkins, provost of Oriel col-
lege, Oxford. Dr. Hawkins lived all
through the rise, progress and decadence of
the Oxford high church revival to which,
hawever, he gave but modified support.
He was the intimate triend through life of
Arnold, Whateley, Pusey, Keble and New-
man, having been elected provost through
the influence of the last named, He had
a keenly logical mind to'which Newman
owned that he owed his own power of clear
presentation of his reasoning, and an
accurate, severely precise memory ; he
was self-opinionated, and the most digni-
fied of Oxford dons, In many respects he
seemed to be the counterpart of the late Pro
vost Whittaker, of Trinity. college.
the terror of the delinquent freshman, and
could scold with much vigor and persis-
tence. Yet he was thoroughly respected in
his college, and through life retained the
unbroken friendship of the eminent men
from whose teaching he differed most
widely, even to the extent, as in the case
of Dr. Pusey, of being one of those who
voted for the infliction of academic censure
on romanizing doctrines,

THE TRANSIT OF VENUS,

A remarkable incident in connection with
this astronomical phenomenon, is at the
present time worthy of special notice, as
indicating the fallibility of the greatest
among men, and the trinmph of genius
under the greatest difficulties. There is no
acecount of a transit of this planet across the
sun’s disk till the year 1639, In 1629 Kep-
ler predicted that one would occur in 1631,
but would not be seen, as it would be in
the night throughout Europe. Kepler then
affirmed that another would not take place
until 1761, long after the whole inhabitants
then upon the earth had mouldered in their
graves.

In 1639 a young man, Jeremiah Horrox,
the son of poor parents, in Lancashire, Eng-
land, in the course of an ordinary education
gave evidence of superior talent and at the
age of fourteen directed his attention to
astronomical studies. The fame of Tycho
Brahe and Kepler, the latter just dead,
filled his imagination, and he dreamt of
emulating them. He fitted up rudely an
apartment devoted to astronomiocal observa-

tions, bought a few books, and at the ag

enabled him to make some accurate measure-
ment before it set.
