INOCULATION FOR CONSUMPTION.

Marked Success of the Rxperlmente of 
Drs. Cruncher and Martin.

Paris, Aug. 25.—Dr. Grancher, the most 
cherished of M. Pasteur’s pupils, read before the 
Academy of Sciences a report on experiments 
which, in conjunction with M. H. Martin, he has 
been making with a view of discovering a remedy 
for the fell disease which has hitherto completely 
baffled medical science—viz., tuberculosis. In an 
Interview to-day he said:

“Yes; we have reached in our experiments such 
a stage as justifies the hope that we shall sooner 
or later have at our disposal the means for effec­
tively combating consumption, ’ ’ said Dr. Grancher 
modestly. “As yet, however, we are far from our 
ultimate goal; so much so, in fact, that we should 
not have made our experiments it not been 
for Professor Koch’s communication to the Ber­
lin Medical Congress.

“The German Professor, it will be remembered, 
read a paper stating that he had found a chemi­
cal which rendered guinea pigs impervious to 
tuberculosis. Coming from an unknown physi­
cian this announcement would have probably 
passed unnoticed, but made by Professor Koch it 
was of capital importance. Mr. Koch stated that 
he had been experimenting for a year past. We 
began our experiments five years ago, though 
that does not. of course, prove that we are any 
further advanced than he.

“Exactly what we have succeeded in doing is 
this: We have inoculated rabbits with bacilli 
tuberculosis in quantity sufficient to make a 
fatal result, certainly. Then with our treatment 
—which of course we must keep secret until we 
are assured of its value—we have kept those 
rabbits alive from two hundred to three hundred 
days. On examining them after death 
have found the spleen and liver healthy, 
without any trace of small tubercular
bacilli Rabbits, which we have in___
lated with an exactly similar quantity 
of microbes and which we nave not treated, have 
died within a few days of the inoculation with all 
the symptoms of Injected disease.

“Two hundred days in the life of a rabbit 
would represent several years In the existence of 
aman, as vou suggest; but we are not content 
with analogies; we want facts scientifically 

monstrated l>eyond all possibility of contro­
version. On that account we have taken the 
precaution of injecting the maximum amount of 
bacilli, injecting it, furthermore, into the veins 
of the ear, whence it is certain to at once enter 
into the whole system.

“ I lay particular stress upon this fact, each of 
our inoculations in this series of experiments 
was sufficient to kill—not one, but hair a dozen 

Having succeeded in keeping those 
which we treated after inoculation, alive 

for periods ranging from 126 to 280 days, while 
rabbits not treated died 28 days after inoculation, 
we have proved the value of our treatment in so 
far as rabbits are concerned. We shall shortly 
experiment with monkeys, and if those tests suc­
ceed then we shall feel justified in experimenting 
on human beings.

“Our experiments have had yet another object 
—that of determining whether vaccination can be 
used as a preventive against tuberculosis; in 
other words, if by vaccination we can re 
subject refractoiy to the disease. That th 
be done we have also proved, always in respect to 
rabbits. Thus you see we have at least advanced 
a stage toward both the prevention and cure of 
tuberculosis.”
