Tracing the Fugitives.

His relatives are said to live at
Sarnia. He was tall and thin and had a
withered hand.

Miss Teetzel was engaged to be married
to a highly respectable farmer of South
Malahide.

Nelson had been holding revival services
in the churches, and was held in high es-
teem among the members of his congrega-
tion, none of whom, however, appeared to
have had aux knowledge of who he was, or
what were his antecedents.

Miss Teetzel was a bright, earnest girl, a

food teacher, and from all that has been
earned of the circumstances, her very vir-
tues have been made the instrument;iity of
her betrayer’s designs. Brought up in the
Presbyterian faith, Nelson secured an in-
fluence over her at his revival meetings, and
maintained it by representations of his deep
interest in her spiritual welfare, and so
worked upon the poor girl’s feelings that.
three weeks ago she was publicly baptized
inta the church, the immersion taking place
in a neighboring stream.

The Unloved Husband Role,

The elopers are now in the custody of the
city marshal. The reverend gentleman is a
man of 26 and Miss Teetzel is a very strik-
ing, pretty and attractive blonde of the
same age. Both of them are thoroughly
frightened and are here without even a
change ot clothing.

MAGNIFICENT WEDDINGSIN LON-
DON AND V1ENNA,

Resi of the Spanish Cabinet—Died
for Their Religion—-A Peculiarity of a
Prince—A Mad King Who Imagines
He is a Stork—The Paris Strike Likely
to be Settled.
Loxpox, Nov. '22.—Lady Sarah Isabel
Augusta Spencer-Churchill, younie:t sister
f 5:3 Duke of Marlborough and Lord Ran-
dolph Churchill, was married Saturday to
Lieut. Gordon C. Wilson, son of Sir Samuel
Wilson, Member of Parliament for Perts-
mouth. The ceremony took place in St.
George’s Church, Hanover Square. The
building was crowded to the doors with the
wealth and fashion of England. The whole
scene was one of splendor and magnificence
seldom seen. Lieut. Wilson belongs to the
Royal Horse Guards. The Prince of Wales
was a conspicuous guest at the ceremony.
The Duke of Cambridge, Commander-in-
Chief of the Forces, was also present. A
large number of other military officers re-
splendent in gorgeous uniforms added to
the brilliancy of thescene. A pretty feat-
ure of the service was the arrangement for
making a pathway from the porch of St.
George’s and down the main aisle to the
altar. The troop of the Horse Guprds com-
manded by the bridegroom were drawn up
in full uui?orm with side arms in rows, one
on each side, and through these rows of
soldiers the bride and groom smﬂing}iy
d after the ceremony was completed.
The ceremony was performed by the Arch-
bishop of Canterbury.

VIENNA, Nov. 22.—The marriage of the
Archduchess Marie Louise of Tuscany to
Prince Frederick Augustus of Saxeny took
place to-day in the chapel of the Imperial
palace at Vienna. The ceremonies, which
were most grand and brilliant, were wit-
nessed by the Emperor and Empress of
Austria, the King and Queen of Saxony,
the Grand Duke and Grand Duchess of Tus-
cany, Count Kalnoky and all the Cabinet
Ministers, the Dipl tic Corps and & host
of Princes and Prindesses. Tne Cardinal
Archbishop of Vienna officiated, suﬁported
b{lall the church dignitaries of Austria.
The wedding procession was one of the
most attractive and dazzling ever seen in
Europe. The bride wore a white satin
richly embroidered with silver and bordered
with tulle and orange flowers. Upon her
head the bride wore a small crown glitter-
ing with diamonds, The young couple have
formally renounced their rights of succes-
sion respectively to the throne of Saxony
and to the throne of Austria-Hungary. The
Archduchess Marie Louise is the eldest
daughter of the Grand Duke Ferdinand IV.
of Tuscany. The bridegroom, Prince Fred-
erick Augustus of Saxony, is the nephew of
King Albert of Saxony and heir to the
throne of the Kingdom of Saxony.

HE WINKS ITHE OTHER RYE,

The Disconcerting “Tic” of Albert Ed-
ward, Prince of Wales.

Loxpox, Nov. 22.—To strangers, at any
rate, the “‘tic” of the Prince of Wales is
somewhat disconcerting. About once in
every minute and a half the lid of the right
eye drops complete}y over the ball he
eye remains closed for the space of about a
second, and then suddenly opens again to
its fullest extent, no other feature of the
face having moved meanwhile. People who
see the Prince for the first time are tempted
to believe that he is deliberately ‘winking
at them, an impression which is strength-
ened by the Prince’s reputation of geniality
toward men and gallantry toward women.
Of course, however, there is no such inten-
tion on the part of the Prince, and the wink
is altogether involuntary, the result of a
‘‘tic nerveux.”

KINGS, LILKE BIRDS, HAVE NESTS.

Mad Otto of Bavaria Imagines That He is
a Stork.

Loxpox, Nov. 22.—The insanity of the
present monarch of Bavaria, the mad King
Otto, appears to have taken the form of an
illusion that he is a stork. In one of the
magnificent apartments devoted to his use
at the Palace of Furstenried he has labori-
ously constructed a gigantic nest, every
stick and straw of which he has conveyed
to the spot in his mouth. In that nest he
squats almost the entire day with feathers
stuck in his long, thick hair and beard,
while he chatters in imitation of the ‘“‘clap-
pering” of astork whenever anyone _ap-
proaches. Occasionzlly, too, he stands on
one leg, gazing vacantly straight before
him, while at other times he stalks gravely
abonit just in the same manner that he has
seen the long-beaked, long-legged birds do.

“ RIPPER JACK'S” PARD.

The “ French Colonel” a Mystery to Lon-
don’'s Police.

Loxpox, Nov. 22.—There was concluded
at the Old Bailey, Saturday, ome of the
most remarkable blackmail trials in the
history of British jurisprudence. It is the
trial of a mysterious individual known as
the ¢ French Colonel,” *‘Le Grande,”
¢ Briscony Grant,” ‘ Captain Anderson”
and “ Charles Grant.”

There are a. number of charges piled up
against the  French Colonel,” but the one
which he is placed on trial for to-day is
that of threatening to murder the Baroness
Bolsover, who resides in ome of the most
aristocratic quarters of London, No. 13
Grosvenor-place, and with also threatening
to murder Lady Jessel, the widow of the
late Master of the Rolls of the Treasury.

The police at a Freliminary hearing
produced a quantity of gunpowder and an
infernal machine, consisting of an arrange-
ment of powerful springs in a cigar box,
which had been found in previous lodgings
which the “ French Colonel” had occupied
at Malden.

Lady Jessel was called to the witness
stand and deposed that during the after-
noon of July 17 last she received a letter
setting forth that unless the writer received
£500 within 10 days he would dash her
brains out with dynamite. After the testi-
mony had been taken the ‘‘French Colonel”
fainted in the dock. When revived he en-
gaged ina “furious fight with the police
around him.. A dozen pelicemen assisted
by a number of prisen wardens seemed un-
a%}le to restrain- him.

There was a tremendous Semgation in the
court room; a numberof Imdies fainted,
others screamed horribly. Finally the jury
found the prisoner guilty on both "charges.

Died for Their Religion.

TrHERAN, Nov. 21.—The Mujutahia, or
high priest, of the Shiquoh sect, which is
the predominant religious sect of the coun-
try,its followers numberingnearly 7,000,000,
recently fo mented & revolt in Ma Zander-
an, a province in northern Persia. The
(Government took prompt measures to sup-
press the revolt and a body of troops was
despatched to restore order and to place the
high priest under arrest. The rebels, how-
ever, made a determined resistance against
the Shah’s soldiers. They had entrenched
themsélves in a strong position and when
summoned to surrender refused to do so.
Orders were then given to attack the
stronghold of the rebels and a long contest
and desperate battle ensued. The rebels
fought with desperation, knowing full well
the punishment that would be inflicted
upon them by the Shah should they fall
into his hands, but they were finally defeat-
ed, not, however, until 200 of their number
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killed. A large number of rebels were
taken prisoners, and it is expected summary
justice will be meted out to them. Among
the prisoners is the high priest.

Probable Loss of 41 Lives.

Loxpox, Nov. 22.—A despatch has been
received here from the Marquis of Lans-
downe, Viceroy of India, stating that no
doubts are entertained that the pilot brig
Culdoon foundered during the terrific hur-
ricané which recently passed over the An-
daman Islands and t{e Bay of Bengal. The
Culdoon had a crew of six British officers
and 35 natives and it is believed that all
were drowned.

Himself Nevertheless.

CAMPBELLFORD, Ont., Nov. 22.—George
Wallace, 28 years of age, lately out from
Scotland, has, since July 12, en living
with a farmer, Benjamin Moir, three miles
from here.

AN EFFECTIVE REPLY TO THE 417-
TACKS ON THE FRATERNITY,

What the Supreme Chief Ranger has Done
—No Discord in the Order—A Denial
From Mr. Hewer of Guelph—The Al-
leged Want of Harmony is Altogether
in the Minds of the Writers.

For some time past ome of our city papers
has been freely criticizing the Independent
Order of Foresters and has asserted in sub-
stance that discord was permeating the
fraternity. The World on Saturday was
shown a telegram from Mr, James Hewer, a
well-known citizen of Guelph, to this effect:

“Have wired The News not one word of
truth in last night’s edition concerning my-
self regarding the Foresters. Must contra-
diet.” 5

The best answer to these ‘attacks is thé
following letter reprinted from the Uxb idge
pulger to which it was addressed:

ditor Observer, Port Perry, Sir: There
recently appeared in your valuable journal
two articles respecting secret societies which
I have read with much regret. In one of
these was reproduced an article which ap-

in a Toronto evening paper, contain

ing reflections upon the Independent Order
of Foresters and its management, which I
had hoped would have met, at the hands of
an older member of the order, a prompt and
emphatic denial.

riefly stated, the charges made were that,
after having apparently reached the pinnacle
of prosperity, discord in the order had begun
to appear, and that this was due to, two
causes which are stated to be: extravagance
in the salaries paid to its officers, and the
control of the order, not by the membership
at large, but by a few who constitute them-
selves a “‘ring” and practically exercise ex-
clusive control.

The article in question, although an attack
upon the order itself, is in the main a shaft
directed at the Supreme Chief Ranger, who
may well be regarded asone of its perma-
nent and honored executive officers. In
justice to bim and to lyour readers I trust
that you will permit me to refer the latter to
some facts in the history of the order.

This order was founded in Ontario in 1874,
By the secession in 1870 of those now consti-
tuting the Canadian Order of Foresters it
was seriously crippled and when, in 1881, the
separation of the American Supreme Court
took place, it was left with but 396 members
and with obligations unpaid of upwards of
$4000. Notwithstanding these adverse cir-
cumstances from that date a new era of
prosperity began, and from that time to the
present the growth of the order in member-
ship and in financial strength has been un-
paralieled in the hisiory of fraternal beue-
volent societies in this country, the mem-
bership having increased from 396 in 1881 to
30,075 in 1891 and from a deficit of $4000 in
1881 the surplus having risen to the large
sum of $375,000 in 1891. It is pertinent to
ask to whese efforts in behalf of the order
are these lendid results chiefly to be
attributedi Undoubtedly they are mainly
due to the efforts of the executive officers and
leading members of the order, but they are
unquestionably due, chietly, and in very
large measurs, to the high character, the
splendid abilities and the great administra-
tive capacity of Dr. Oroohyatekha, the
principal founder of the order, and who,
during all the period referred to, has, vith
very great acceptance to the membership at
large, occupied the distinguished yet onerous
and reponsible position of Supreme Chief
Ranger, in which he has, by the unanimous
voice of bis brethren, been piaced on every
occasion of an election.

By those who witness only its present
marvelous prosperity, the struggles in
the early bhistory of the order are
apt to be lost sight of. Then it was young
and vnknown, it had little credit and no
funds in its treasury, and it was a continu-
ous fight to keep the order alive. The fol-
lowing extract frowmn the auditors’ report for
1879 will illustrate how ill-requited were the
services, the untiring zeal and energy and
the ceaseless activity of the Supreme Chief
Ranger during the earlier yearsin laying
the soiid foundations of its subsequent ex-
ceilent success: “We deem it but just and
right to the H.C.R. to add that he received
during the year altogether from sub-
ordinate courts, for expenses as in-
stituting officer and dedicating halis,
the sum of $§24; and that during the year he
traveled in the interests of tho order al-
together 6000 miles, and was absent from his
otfice and home 69 days, towards the ex-
penses of which the High Court contributed
$37.50, subordinnte courts. as aoove In-
timated, $24; total $61,60.” As the strength
of the order in members and money gradu-
ally increased, however, these early sacri-
fices made by the Supreme Chief - Ranger in
the interests of the order have béen fittingly
though somewhat- tardily recognized. iu-
creases in his salary commensurate with the
increased work and added responsibilities of
his position bave from time to time been
made, and at the recent Supreme Court
meeting held at Detroit it was fixed at the
sum of $6u00, this amount having been
unanimously recommeuded by the Finance
Committee and adopted amid much en-
thusiasm by the Supreme Court,

The statement that this does not represent
the whole of his emoluments but that they
aggregate not less than $13,000 a year 1s
wholly false. 'The only sums paid to him in
addition to his salary are his actual neces-
sary traveling expenses when on business for
the order and $200 a year (not $500) as editor
of The Independent. Forester, the official
journal, and the whole amountof which
latter sum he pays ouc of ket to assistant
editors, He receives no fees ‘whatever for
the organization of new courts and the total
amount of all his emoluments frowm the order
is the amount of his official salary.

That his eminent services in behalf of
independent Korestry are acceptable to
his = brethren is evidenced in a pre-
eminent degree by the demonstrations ot af-
fection and the expression of gratitude and
contidence made to him whenever he -ap-
pears where members of the order are as-
sembled. At the meetings of the High Courts
of Ontario, Quebec, New Brunswick and
Michigan, which heattended during the past
summer, resolutions expressive of ‘‘their
high sense of his great ability, unwearied
persevereuce and earnest devotion to the in-
terests ot the order;” their ‘‘great satisfac-
tion at his presence in their midst;” and
“‘their earnest hope that he might be long
spared to adorn his office by thas high char-
acter and those splendid abilites that bave
contributed so largely w0 the advancement
of the order” were . unanimousiy
passed by standing votes ‘and pre-
sented to him. And at the late Supreme
Court session, held at Detroit, where he pre-
sided with rare digaity, tact and ability, this
confidence in and loyalty to him was, if any-
thing, even more warmly expressed. The
Finance Committee in their repo:t stated,
“respecting the work actually accomplished
by hiwa and the consequent results, that they
had been especially gratifying to the entire
membership.” A special committee, com-
posed entitely of U.S. representatives, in
vheir report expressed *‘their hugh apprecia-
tion of the manner in wuich the Supreme
Chief Ranger wet the difficulties arising in
hhchi*a.n, and his firm aod determined
action”; they ‘“‘admired his dignity, bis firm-
ness, his open, frank, outspoken manner”;
they ‘*‘assured the BSupreme Court tuat
tne Foresters in that jurisdiction bave
full oconfidence in his ability as an
executive otficer aud that they would give
him their loyal and earmest support;” they
‘congratulated the order on having a chiel
executive officer with sufiicient courage and
force of character to quell an incipient rebel~
lion and put down treason and felt confident
that disloyaity to the order, ewher iu Michi-
gan or elsewhere,would uot secure mach rogt-
vold while he holds his present positio..
And another commitiee, of which your fel-
low-townsman, Mr. Paterson, Q.C., was
cuairman, 1n their report expressed vheir
opivion “that by far the major portion of
tie increase of membership is especialiy due
to the energy of the Supreme Chief Ranger,
whose love for the order, uniiring acuvity ia
promoting its weifure aund lar wore than
or@inary executive aviiry dispiayed iu tbe
management of its affairs, bave, in one short

with an unparalieled degree of advancement,
to the proud position it occupies to-day.”

as not be;un to appear in the order, but is
wholly confined to persons oustide of it
whose interests seem to be best served by
efforts made to injure it. The salaries, in-
stead of being extravagant as charged, are
but fair and reasonable, being based in every
case solely upon the ability of the officer, the
value of the services rendered and the care,
judgment and responsibility involved in the
inanage t and inv t of the steadily-
increasing dinances of the order, Aud the
statements made that the order is controlled
by aring formed by certain officers, who
thereby seek to maintain themselves in office,
are absolutety and entirely groundless and
false. The foundations of the order are
securely laid, broad and deep, in the prin-
ciples of a pure democracy, and its members,
through the subordinate courts, exercise the
supremg, control.

Vith syeb testimony as I have quoted, to
the abilities of the Supreme Chie? Ranger,
to his services and to his devotion to the
splendid order which he has so largely
assisted to create, there is little need to refer
| to his towering strength and his great in-
fluence in the councils of the order. Nor is
there need on his part to resort to the petty
arts of ‘‘riagsters,” so unfairly and untruth-
fully referred to, to maintain his command-
ing position. In that position, without these
miserable arts, be is as secure as heis in the
possession of the confidence, the esteem and
affection and the gratitude of the enmtire
membership of the order,

TRINITY’S CANTEEN.

People Were Talking About the Workings
of High Church Beer and the Dons
Put a Bung in the
Barrel,

The World has been reading The Review
published at Trinity College in this city and
there found two columns devoted to the new
beer regulations, which “have gone into
force in that institution of learning.
The articles, three in number,
are written in grandiose diction. bristle
with such terms as “‘douns,” ‘“‘butteries,” and
in every other line the stndents are called
“the men.” “Buttery” is"the Oxford term
for the college canteen, and in plain terms
the governing powers of Trinity have limited
it to supplying beer at dinner time only.
Here are some extracts: £

When the provost called a college meeting
early last week it was readily surmised thas he
intended to make e announcement with re-
gard to the question” of the supply of beer from
the buttery, which has been so exercising the
minds of some of our members of Convocation
lately. as well as some outsiders who take a
kindly interest in our affairs, and so it
turped out. The provost had no fault to
find with the men, nor did he think
that they were in the habit of abusing the privi-
leges permitted them. It was quite conceivable,
he thought, however, that, through the preva-
lence of the custom, some students coming up to
college might be led into drinking Leer, to whom
it might. perhaps, be hurttal.
very ready and very glad to accept the assur-
ance of the men that cases of excess were rare
and were distioctly frowned-upon by the majority
of students. Neverctheless, in discussing the
matter, the faculty had come to the conclusion
that their best course would be to limiv the issue
of beer from the buttery to dinver time. At the
same time it is forbidden to import spirituous
liquors into college except with special per-
mmssion.

In an editorial The Review says:

Up to the first of this month it has been -
sible for our men to obtain beer at the ‘colm
butteries whenever it was required, either for
dinner* or for supper. Notwithstanding the
criticisms of outsiders, who knew nothing at all
about the matier, and who seem to think that the
regulations of a Divinity School should be ap-
plied to a University, the system was found to
work well and the privilege was rarely abused.
It was found that the secret introduction of
spirits into the University buildiogs was
stopped by this enlightened golicy and
that themen were trained in habits fo self-res-
traint and a sense of personal responsibility. Habi-
tual over-indulgence was & thing unknown *
But unfortuuately a knowledge of the true state
of affairs was confined to those immectiately con-
cerned, and, presumavly from the mere fact that
Trinity was not a prohibition institution, there
began to arise strange stories of the inner work-
ing of the Trinity beer. Things came to a head
at the late meeting of Convocation, the prohibi-
tipnists, mustering in force and overflowing with

niniscences of their own and long past youth-
ful indiscretions and excesses, spoke ip strong
terms of the evils of intemperence,calling in ques-
tion the wisdom of ailowing Trinity’s beer to be
procured at the college butteries. * * Pending the
acticn of the comnmittee the faculty, which had
previously been considering the matter, decided
that beer for dinner only should be suppiied from
the butteries.

As the authorities readily admit that the old
system worked well and that there was no cause
for any chaoge in it, it is evident that the new
regulations have been put in force out of deten-
ence to the wishes or opinions of people who
think they know better how to manage the
domestic concerns of the University than do the
dons themselves. Whilst we wish the institu-
tions of these good people the success they de-
serve, we would beg to remind themn once more
that Trinity is not a divinity school.

Now The World suspects by this winding
up reference to divinity school that perhaps
vovangelical sentiment” has been making
capital out of the existence of a canteen in
the high church college and that in self-de-
fence the authorities of the latter bave had
to close it up.

But does anybody fmagine that a regula-
tion or a stone wall will keep a student who
wants beer from getting beer?

then presented itself to erect combined civic
buildings and court house. Ratepayers were
then given the option of voting for the §425
000 or the larger scheme, which would entail
an expenditure of $1,050,000. Tenders were
called for, and even this amount was found
too small  Fbe citizens were asked for $600,-
000 more and this amount was voted.

Its Cost.

Penders were awarded as follows: Bllot
& Neelon, for masonry, $888,061; Richard
Dinnis & BSon, for earpentering, $149,000;
tbe Dominion Bridge Company, for iron
work; Douglas Bros., for copper and gal-
vanized work: C, R. Rundel & Co,, for
plastering; C. Duthie & Son, for roofing. The
total cost will amouut to $1,632,024. Work
then began immediately and has pro-
gressed ajready sufficiently far for the cor-
ner-stone laying, which took place, as stated,
on Saturday. ]

The building wilPstand back from Queen-
street about 100 feet, will be 300 feet square,
with courtyard in the centre, and will have
a tower in line with Bay-street 275 feet
high. The style of the building will be
modern Romanesque. /W hile in the main it
will be but four stories high in many places
it wili rise to five and six stories. ‘The main
entrance will be immediately to the east of
the tower, and is in the form of three arches
supported on clusters of columus. e
James-street and Teraulay-streed fronts will
also bave imposing entrances flanked by
towers 100 feet high.

The city offices will occupy the eastern
wing, the county the western wing.

The Interior.

On the ground floor of the city side will be
the police headquarters, the Board of Works,
the medical health and the city commission-
ers’ officars; on tha first floor the city
treasury, waterworks, license inspectors,
Police Conrt and chief constable’s offices.
On the second floor the co
and the offices of the mayor, city solicitor
and city clerk, with the complement of
waiting rooms, commitiee rooms add 3
and on the third floor the Public School
Board offices. On tae ground floor of the
western wing will be the offices
County Court clerk, the Division Court
slerks, the ‘county treasurer, the County
Conrt apd Assize cells on the first floor and
the offices of the yarious judges, The second
floor will be divided into four courf rooms,
and on the third floor the county law library
and reading rooms.

Welcomed by the Crowd. |

On the arrival of the civic and county
delegations the proceedings began, Ald.

The.chairman of the Court House Comr
mittee then gave an admirable sammary of
the causes which had led to the erection of
the new court house, and described the pre-
sent state of the building. He referred to
Toronto’s many imposing buildings, and said
the one on whose site they were assembled
would be the most imposing of them all. It
would not only be tbe larﬁest in the city, but
the largest municipal building o the con-
tinent. with the exception only of that in
Philadelphia.

‘Ald. Gibbs then gave the following in-
teresting figures witla regard to the work:
“The walls,” he said, *‘are a quarter of a
mile in circumference. The tower will be
275 feet above the sidewalk aund the clock to
beplaced therein will be about 50 feet higher
than that in St. James' Catbhedral and the
dials about 20 feet in diameter. The weight
of the material in the tower will be 18,000
tops. . The foundationg therefore are 28 feet
deep by 2 feat square. There have been
1026 barrels of cement used in the founda-
tion,and in all 8354 barrels have been already
psed in the building. There bave been re-
ceived 1300 car loads of stone, equal to one
train pine miles in Jength, The cornice
