WHITXOHAPEL MEN SANG A8 THE|

BODY TURNED 70 ASHES,

Members of the Club Carrivd Away By
Cremation—Two' Pyres and Only One
Corpse—Indiana Authorities Threaten
to Sue the Club for Lighting Their Fire
Near a Dynamite Factory.

Caicaco, July 19.—A large urn of classic
mould monopolized interest in the White-
chapei Club to-day. It contained the ashes
of M. A. Collins, the suicide, whose body
was burned by the club Sunday -morning,
The cremation has left so strong an impres-
sion that it is proposed to burn and then
urn fellow-members as fast as nature fore
closes.

Among those who witnessed the burning
of Collins were Dr. John E. Harper, Dr.
Hugh Blake Williams, Dr. John E. Spray
and R. T. Holloway, a sculptor. The physi-
cians assisted ;in selecting Collins, ashes
from the base residue. :

Dawn was breaking when the service at
Millers closed and the fragments and dusv
remaining from the cremation were raked
from the base of the pyre. The body then
had been among the fire and cinders for five
hours and ten minutes. It was placed on the
pyre at 10.50, &nd in less than five minutes

after that the flames had -snatched off the
sheet as if it were gun cotton and left the
rigid corpse sharp and black against a lurid
background. The wind was off shore,blow-
ing the flames and smoke towards the
lake. It left the process of destruction
plainly visible, while apparently not in-
terfering with the effect of the heat on the

Fﬁr a few minutes the imperfect combus-
tion of or the draft or some other unex-
plained cause seemed to protect the corpse
from the flamesjthat began at a distance from
the body,as they do sometimes from a match
which one lights as the top of a lamp-chim-
ney. Then, with a flash, the fire ran along
the flesh, and in a few seconds the corpse
was burning like walnut. The le rst
sank, with a flarry of coals. Then the
frame of the trunk dinﬁrearod. leaving the
skull ressing on the pillow of a big warm

log.

sl'he mourners had just begun their clos-
img march, and the refrain, ‘‘Hurrah for the
next who dies!” was floating over the
beach when the skull rolled down into the
bed of coals on which the other fragments
rested. The weight of the mass carried to
the club rooms was less than seven pounds,

All who saw the cremation were struck
with the -infuur nobility of it. There was
no perceptible odor and the picture of the
bod‘;": motionless and stately amid the
flames, seemed to them grand beyond de-
scription.

The indications are that the White]
chapel Club will be involved in trouble
over the affair.  The city of Chicago has
no jurisdiction in the matter, but the Lake
County (Indiana) authorities are indignant.
Their anger is not ca by. the crema-
tion, but at what they believe was
a’' narrow escape of the town of
That part of In-
diana in which the cremation-occurred is a
desert. Millers contains probably 100 in-
habitants, and between the town and -the
lake shore are several dynamite and pow-
der factories. They are located in stretches
of waste sand, apparently ‘away - from all
dahger of fire.

The Whitechapelers built their pyre on
the shore in rear of a dynamite fn.cu‘)’;y in
blissful ignorance of the surroundings. When
thoy left thetrain at Millersseveral country-
men, who smelled a prize fight, followed
the perty. The elevation of the corpse
frightened these louts, but when a torch
was applied to the pyre they ram ic-
stricken through the sapd,shouting ‘“Powder
factery!” One or twe returned and inform-
ed the men of the danger, but they paid no
attention to it.

Now the Indiana officials will bring s
charge of trespass and endangering life
and property against the club.

GuzLPH, Jufy 19.—The residents in the
neighborhood of Oxford and Dublin-streets
had a rude and rapid stirring up this morn-
ing as the news quickly spread that a hus-
band had tried to murder his wife and then
attempted to commit suicide.

Michael * Burns was a young man
at:g)lo ed as a finisher in Burr's factory
[ ved with his wife and little
one im the cottage on _ the morth
corner of Dublin and Oxford-streets.
He had been considerably addicted to
liquor, so 1t seems, ,in past years but has
steadily abstained since last Easter. He
went to bed as ususl last night, with
nothing appareatly wrong about him, and
when bis wife was preparing breskfast
this morning just after 6 o’clock he
came out of the bedroom and sat om the
door step between the kitchen and the
sitting-room. Mrs, Burns regiprked that
he was up earlier than usual, to which he
assented. Hardly was her back turned on
him than he gaveway to an insane impulse,
saized the rolling pin and pounded her
madly on the head with it. She managed
to escape from him and got out imto the
yard, where her 'screams and shocking
appearance alarmed the neighbors. Her
anxiety appeared to be for her baby, but
when Burns overheard them talking he
answered that he would not hurt the
baby,  When two or three neighbors
got there they wemt 1n, and to
their horrer found the unfortunate manm
lying on the bed beside the  sleeping
child with his throat cut. The deed was a
desperate one, as the wall was splashed,
and the pillow, bed and floor dyed with his
blood, while there was a track to the inner
kitchen door and the knob marked where
he u.?earod to have stood when he an-
swered them about the baby, . The doctors
and police were  at omce sent for, while
neighbors attended to Mrs. Burns and got
her to her mother’s, Mrs. Rae’s, in Suffolk-
street,

Burns was removed, after some medical
attention, to St. Joseph’s Hospital, where
his condition is considered critical. Mrs.
Burns was subsequently takei to the Gen-
eral Hospital, where she was found to have
received half a dozen severe scalp wounds,
but so far as is known at present her in-
juries are external.

The only explanation sa far offered for
the deed is that Burns had been brooding
over his family troubles, as he and his
mother-in-law did not get along together
and he thought his wife sided with her
mother against him.
