The Yearly Report Thereen-Revenue 
and Expenditure for Janno*y and 

Previous Eight Months.
Ottawa, Feb. 11.—The annual report of 

the Department of Railways and Canals 
was laid on the table by the Hon. John 
Haggart yesterday. From it it appears 
that the number of railways, including 
Government roads in operation, was 78; 
the number of miles of railway completed 
was 14,633 (besides 1664 miles of sidings), 
of which 13,869 were laid with steel rails. 
There were 14,009 miles of railway in actual 
operation. The paid-up capital amounts to 
$816,662,758; the gross earnings to 
$13,239,649; the number of passengers 
ried was 13,222,568, and 21,753,290 tons of 
freight were conveyed by these roads. The 
number of miles ran by trains was 43,399-, 
178. The total amount expended by the 
Government for the construction of rail­
way works, for subsidies to railways down 
to 'June 30, 1892, was $133,498,706. The 
net loss on the Government railways in 
operation was $612,204. The number of pas­
sengers carried on the Intercolonial was 
1,297.732, a decrease of 572. The number of 
barrels of flour carried was 904,915, a de­
crease of 59,314; of grain, 3,776,677 bushels, 
an increase of 885,756 bushels. The quan­

With regard to canals, the report states 

that the total expenditure on canals to June 
30, 1892, was $68,548,686. The expendi­
ture during the year was $1,637,819 for 
construction, $239,800 for repairs and $349,- 
478 for staffs and maintenance. The total 
canal revenue was $624,675. With refer­
ence to the question of canal tolls the re­
port says: “It seems proper here to record 
briefly certain facts relative to the tolls 
changed for the passage of wheat and other 
food products through the Welland and the 
St. Lawrence Canals. In the year 1882 tolls 
on the Erie Canal were abolished. In the year 
1884, on urgent representations from ship­
pers and others interested in the grain ^ 
trade, orders in council were passed with a 
view to meeting the abolition of the Erie : 
Canal tolls. They reduced for the then 
current season by one-half the tolls for pas­
sage through the Welland and St. Law­
rence Cantus on wheat and certain other 
food products shipped from Montreal or 
other Canadian ports west of Montreal. In 
the following year, 1885, tolls were further 
reduced on such products at 2 cents per 
ton, and thenceforward, year by year, up 
to and including 1891, this concession has 
been made by special orders in council. In 
the year 1892 the reduction was condition­
ed by the provision that it should be ap­
plicable only to products actually ex­
ported.”

I Vessel Lost, Crew Saved.
Point Pleasant, N.J., Feb. 11.—The 

British brig, Ella Carter, Capt. Darrall, 
from Bermuda for New York, stranded in a 
heavy gale at Harvey-Cedars, N.J., Feb. 9, 
at 11 p.m. She was discovered by one of 
tbe surfmen, who summoned tbe life-saving 
crew of the Harvey Cedars Station.

If A New Chinese Minister.
New York, Feb. 11.—Tsni Kwo Yin,

The mates, John Cook and John Hamil­

ton, who were on the bridge with the cap­
tain, were swept out to aea and drowned: 
Besides the first and second officers named, 
two quartermasters, two stewards, four 
first cabin passengers and one second cabin, 
passenger perished by drowning.

Sames and Lilian Gibson of Dalkeith, 
Jane Caffary of Londonderry and John 
Stuart of Glasgow were the fiist cabin pas- 
aengers lost. They were in the deck saloon 
at the time of tho disaster and were hurled 
overboard with the ruina of the saloon. 
They were never seen again, but survivors 
say a despairing cry pierced the sir even 
amid the thunderous roar of the waters.

Peter Forbes of Dundee was the second 
cabin passenger missing and the steward» 

James Pritchard and Fred VVestbury.
The stewards were engaged at the time in 
their usual duties when borne off their feet 
and swept into the aea.

Two seamen named Pete McLean and 
William Urquhart.who were on duty at the 
time, also perished.

The Captain Dies From Hls Injuries.
For a moment after the catastrophe the 

survivors tt ere too stunned to act. With 
captain disabled and the first and second 
officers drowned, there was no one for the 
moment to give orders from whom ordefk 
were expected. Everyone looked about tn 
see who was in command, Then the thir d 
officer quickly brought the crew to their m 
senses and took prompt action to save the S 
steamer and its human freight from further 
calamity.

All the Instruments for navigation 
had been swept away except the after­
compass, by which the steamer had to be 
navigated.

Capt. Dalziel waa borne below. Hia 
injuries were fatal and he died on the 
following morning, i

The crew cleared away the wreckage, 
and the vessel started on its return voyage, 
making its way back slowly and carefully 
to Greenock.

The survivors of the passengers and crew 
are in n very exhausted condition after 
their terrible experience.

The £50 allowed, as above, 
is just what the Toronto man demanded, 
and he will start for England this week. 
Hanlan will stipulate that the race be rowed 
in April. The Thames or Tyne would 
either be suitable. The stakes will likely 
be £500 a side. The Englishmen are cor­
rect in the relative form of the two men. 
Hanlan has taken pretty good care of him­
self lately, and Canadians generally will be 
surprised if he doesn't easily defeat the 
Englishman.]

John J. Dixon. & Co. received the following

New York, Eteb. 11.—The stock market closed 
with something of a rally, the street being filled 
with abounding rumors that the Treasury De­
partment is about to issue some millions of new 
bonds.
