ERS ARE DOING.

O:Sau_xrdny we were invited to pay:
a visit to the Steam Cabinet Fagtory of
Mr. J. B. Reed, for the purpose of look-
ing at d'set of furniture just completed,
for th_g" Nezw Mason‘io Hall at Annapo
lis. “Accepting the invitation, we had
the exireme pleasure of inspecting a
sct of chairs, eight in number, made of
black walput elaborately carved and,
finished, the workmanship being done
in a thorough manner. Mr. James De
Forrest was the designer and carver.
The upholstering is done in rich royal
blue rep by Mr. Thomas XKelly. Be-
sides the chairs there were two Huted
and bropzed pillars of the Corinthian or-
der standing upon massive square bases
of walnut,the sides of whieh have raised
panels adorned by appropriate masonic
emblems, also the work of Mr. DeFor-
rest. The tops of the columns are
beautifully carved and are to be
surmounted by celestial and terrestial
globes. No meed of praise is too high
or deserving to Mr. Reed for this; his
last and erowning ‘achievement in his’
line. Halifax or St. John cannot turn
out a better or more appropriate job.
Mr. Reed is tunning his factory on full
time, turning out large orders for par-
ties in St. John,besides attending to his
ever increasing custom work. Those
in want of substantial work in the fur-
niture line should visit Mr. Reed before
deciding to purchase abroad. ' The
Stone cutting Establishment of Messrs.
Faulkner and Whitman, next to Mr.
Reed's\factory is also deserving of no-
tice. They have now on hand’ a large
number of orders for grave:stones from
all parts of the county,among the nufn~
ber several very expensive monuments,
of which we will give a notice when
completed. The Steam Tannery owned
and conducted by Geo. Murdoch, Esq.,
is being more largely operated this
summer than for a number of years
past. There are some half dozen hands
employed under Mr. John McLean, as
foreman, turning out sole, upper and
harness leather of good quality. Mr.
Murdoch has also in connection with
his tannery a harness-making establish-
ment, where all kinds of team, carriage
and truck harnesses are turned out in.
ferior to none made or imported from
elsewhere. In the same building and
‘under the same managementare made a
superior quality of boots and shoes,Mr.
Robert McLean being the foreman in
this department. Thisfall it is'the in-
tention of the proprietor of the above
three-fold factory to put in more ma-
chinery so as o enable him fo opetate
much more largely than at present.

In submitting the Report of the Edu-
cational Work in the Public Schools of
Annapolis County, for the year ending
October 81st, A. D. 1877, T beg, in the
first place, to call your attention to the
Tables compiled from the A. B. apnd C.
Returns, which, on careful considera-
tion, will furnish a vast amount of use-
_fulcinformuion on this important sub-
Jeot.

The number of Sections into which
the County has been divided, remains
as last reported—viz., one hundred and
two, 1t is a matter of gratification to
be able to report that the mumber of
Schools in operation during the past
year was greater than in any prevFous
year, The number stands thus :—

The aggregate number of pupils at-

Ten Assistant Teachers were also
employed during the Winter Term, and
three during the Summer Term.

The teachers as a whole, donsidering
the difference of class, and making rea-
sonable allowance for the youthfulness
and inexperience ot miany of them,
haye performed their work with intel-
ligence and a fair amount of success, A
few are to be found who are not adapt-
ed to impart instruction in a proper
manner, and are consequently a failure
in the school. 'Some are evidently not
“botn to rule,” and therefore find it
almost impossible to maintain order
and discipline 'in' even a passible de-
gree. These latter classes should turn
their attention to other pursuits, and
make room for teachers better adapted
to the performance of the important
duties which they are required to dis-
charge.

Many of the teachers are evidently
improving in power and efficiency, and
are by study, observation, and well-di
rected efforts put forth in their profes-
sion, constantly adding to their stores
of knowledge, and to their ability to
properly teach and govern the school
over which they are placed. These
teachers are becoming more efficient
and more worthy of confidence and sup-
port every term. They see and feel
the duties arid responsibilties of their
position, and labor earnestly to per-
form the great and arduous work assign-
ed them. 1t is a matter of regret,how-
ever,that they do not,in many instances,
receive that encouragement and sup-
port, ‘pecuniary and' otherwise, from
trustees and parents, to which their
abilities and experience justly entitle
them. As a natural and inevitable re
sult of this want of appreciation and
support, some of the best teachers are
leaving the profession and entering
upon other spheres of labor in which
their efforts will produce more liberal
refurns.

A considerable proportion of the
teachers aré young and inexperienced,
and therefore need help and encourage-
ment not only from the Inspector and
Commissioners, but more especially
from Trustees and Parents. | am sor
ry to be obliged to report that in many
instances they do not receive from par-
ents and trustees that amount of cou-
gideration and moral support to which
they are justly entitled. Iam not able
to record an instance in which trustees
have visited the school the number ‘of
times required by law. In many cases
they have not visited the school room
Wan onge during the term. The same

emark is more especially true concern-
ing parents other than trustees.
This apparent indifference manifest-
ed in so signal a manner, has a
very discouraging eflect upon the
teacher,

While the schools have in general ex
hibited a fair, amount of progress, a lew
bave' done remarkably well, In the
case of these latter, a combination of
favorable circumstances was found to
exist, These were — teachers well
gualiﬁad for their work and éarnestly,

iligently and judiciously discharging
their duties—regular attendance, good
accommodations,suitable apparatus,and
co-operation on the part of trustees
and people. Where these conditions
existed, the result has invariably been
most gratifying,and has amply reward-
ed those sections that had liberality and
discrimination enough to make a suit-
able and necessary provision for the
education of their children. A failure
to obtain satisfactory results in schools
is directly attributable to neglect on
the part of trustees and rate-payers to
secure the necessary conditions. In
many sections the illiberality of the
rate-payers in refusing to'place an ade-
quate sum at the disposal of the trus-
‘tees'renders it impossible for them to
secure the most essential reguisites of|
a good eehool. 'As proof of this the
statistics of the year disclose the fadp
that $14761.00 only were paid by tpys-
tees to teachers during the year, which
wbuld be on an average abdiit’ $150.00
for each teacher employéd. The edu-
cational stafus of the country cannot
'be expected to rise very high without
a greater outlay of money.

" 'In the matter of aitendance at school
no improvement can be reportéd. Dur-
ing the Winter Term, thie pefcentage
of enrolled ‘pupils daily present at
school was about 57 ; while during ’:‘ll:e
Summer Term it was oply 56, e
number of"¢hildren betweén five and
fifteen years ‘of ‘age repofted ‘not 't
school in seations -having schools, was
no less than 702 durjng the Winter
Term and 626 during the Summer
Term. - This irregularity in gttendance
at school is, in my opinion, ops’ of thé
greatest hindrances existing among ué
to the requisite 'and essential'work® ahd
progress in the Public Schools, and
will, upless some rempdy be applied,
continue to opetate infuriously to the
‘best interests of the people and pro-
gress of {lig'country. “If parents gener-
ally felt the ‘importance of education
for their children; this obstruction ti
the educational advancement of - the
country would be lessened. But since

the necessary sacrifice to secure so great
a blessing for their children, the work
of reform must be very slow, if we are
obliged to wait for their enlightenment
on this point by ordinury means. Po-
verty, without a doubt, causes this ir-
regularity in some cases, but for the
most part, it is the result of covetous-
‘ness or inditference on the part of par-
ents. The remedy for this great ob.
struction to educational progress, is,
in my opinion, to be found in a Judiei-
ous, yet ‘stringent Legislative enact-
ment enforcing attendance at publie
schools. The enlighitened sentiment of
this coupnty js, I beliéve,largely in favor
of such an enactment. The necessity
for some remedy for this evil elicited
from the Commissioners of Schools for
Annapolis West, at their last meeting,
the following resolution which was
unanimously copourred in;—¢ Resolv-
“ed,that the Board respectfully recom-
“ mends the Council of Public Instruct-
“jon to adopt such measures as may be
“deemed necessary to insure the com-
“ pulsory attendance of pupils at otir
“ public schools.” It is to be hoped
that the Legislature will, ere long, see
the way clear to pass an enactment of
this character necessary to'the perfect-
1on of our present educational ‘system,
and to the production of the high-
est profit and good to those whom
it was more especially designed to
benefit.

The “ Royal Readers’' and the “Mari-
time Readers,”” which are being gradu-
ally introduced into the schools, are
highly approved of by the best edu-
cationalists in the county, and are, 1
believe, superior to the old Nova Scotia
Series. The chapter on elocution,
which I have been informed is to be in-
serted in the fifth number of the Mari-
time Readers, will supply a desidera-
tum which was greatly needed. Good
elocutionists are to be found in very
few of the schools of this county. A
large majority of the teachers are not
well posted on this important
subject, hence, there is not that
improvement in reading that could be
desired.

My notes of inspection for this year
will show the result of my official
visit to the various schools. I have
endoavored to give a faithful re-
port of the state of each school visited
and of the efficiency of the teacher em-
ployed.

New school houses have been open-
ed in Wiswall and Fundy Sections.
In Clements West Sections, the school
house which was old and not adapted
to the wants of the section, was de
stroyed by fire a short time before
the close of the summer term. It is
supposed to have been the work of an
incendiary.

The County Academy has been per-
forming a very creditable amount of
work. There has been a marked im
provement in this institution within
a few years past., The benefits con-
ferred are however very largely confin-
ed to the wealthy section in which it is
situated, and the extra Provincial
Grant which it receives, gives that sec
tion a great advantage over other sec-
tions equally deserving.

In conclusion I may state that the in-
terest of the people in the cause of edu-
cation is gradually on the increase.
Although the amount of progress is
not so greatas it should be, yet, on the
whole there is much cause for encour-
agement. The provisions of the law
are becoming more generally under-
stood and appreciated, yet the expense
and supervision must be continued,and
increased when necessary, in order to
secure to the youth of the country the
greatest amount of benefit to be deriv-
ed therefrom.’

THE McCARTHY CASE.

A MAJORITY OF THE CORONER'S JURY FIND
THE OSBORNE'S GUILTY.

The evidence being in, the Coroner ad-
dressed the Jury on Monday. After some
preliminaries, he said, regarding the find-
ing of McCarthy body in the river }—

Drs. Allison, Fleming and Scott bave
made a thorough examination of these re-
mains and from these gentlemen'’s state-
ments it is clear he was not drowned, but
placed in the water after death had tolled
its knell. These medical gentlemen agree
that be did not die a natural death,and that
he bad not suffered death by falling off the
bridge and striking his head against any
hard substance in- the water. There are
stains of blood, as has been ascertained by
a careful analysis, on his shirt front and
his other clothing.” This fact alone, not
only dispels any idea that he came to his
death by drowning, but proves beyond a
doubt that Timothy McCarthy was foully
murdered and afterwards thrown into the
river. From the medical testimony we
learn that he was killed by a blow dealt
him on the head. The evidence, he said,
goes on to say that Timothy McCarthy
came from Moncton and put up his horse
at the Weldon House. From here he de-
parted in company with Chip Sniith, at 11
o'clock at night, on the 13th Oct, and
Smith had deposed that he left déceased in
the vicinity of the Waverly (Osborne's
house.) Mrs. Osborne had stated that
McCarthy was in their house about 11
o'clock that night, and we are all aware
that he had never been seen alive since
then. If he left Osborne’s where did he
go? At all events we next find bim in the
river murdered. Patrick Hickey bas tes-
tified to seeing a waggon leave Osborne’s
after midnight of the 12th and 13th, and
drive toward the Scadouc ; Mrs, Atkinson
comes forward and tells of an unknown
wagon that night driving toward the house.
This corroborates Hickey and Annie Par-
ker. Blood-stains have been found on the
bar-room floor and counter. Then Harry
Osborne tells Campbell, the dentist who
was boarding there, of a row having taken
place on the night of the 12th of October,
and that he, Harry, had to convey a man
home ina wagon. This fact in ‘itself
would appear to be intended to set at rest
Campbell's mind; he, Harry, naturally
fearing Campbell had heard & noise during
the night in the house,” Further in the
chain of evidence we have Linklitter, who
comes forward and tellé‘of a conversation
held with Mrs. Osboiné; “Mrs. Osborne
queries of Linklitter should they find the
body in the river with cldthes, money and
watch, &c., on him, coul they do any-
thing to them. " This looks ‘sus{)ilcionl.

EARLY APPLE BLOSSOMS,

"The earliest apple blossom before the
resent season is put down as May 9th
in 1830, while the present season was
on April 26, when they began to show.
This is noted to show that the forward-
ness of the present season is quite un-
precedented since 1798, as far back as
the record to which 'we now have ac-
cess extends. In 1812, it was as late
as June 2nd when they blossomed, and
1850 on June 3rd—a wonderful contrast
with 1878. Suech variations in the re-
cord of the time of the appearing of the
apple blossoms, with cherry, plum
3 , etc., are both interesfing and
noteworthy ; hence, therefors, our rea-
son for putting it on record'as a fact to
be kept for future reference. Fully a
month is gained in turning out eattls
from hay to grass, as compared Wi
many of the seasons since 1798. Hence
we enjoy a remarkably forward séason

: ja 1878, ’

— The Sea of Marmora, which has a
peculiar interest at this moment, is a
little smaller than Lake Ontario. Like
its parent body, the Mediterranean, it
has no tides. A strong and swilt cur-
rent sweeps through the sea from the
northeast to the southwest, carrying
the waters of the Euxine into those of
ZEgean. It is remarkable for its bold
and pictuvesque shores, and above all,
for its depth, which in some places is
nearly two thousand feet.

= A tramp was roasted todeath near
Baltimore recently. Having no lodging-
place, he sought warmth and shelter at
a lime-kiln, and while asleep he was
stupefied by the fumes. Strange to
say, he and another tramp fell asleep
last winter at this same kiln, and the
other fellow was burned to death. His
companion woke up with a smell of
some kind of meat cooking, as he ex-
pressed -it, and found that a part of his
left arm, which bung over the kiln, had
been roasted. His arm was amputated
at a hospital and he started out on the
road again, but returned to the same
oven for a final roast.

— The annual report of the Marine
and Fisheries Department shows that
the value of the tish caught in 1877, in
the Dominion, amounted to $12,029,
957, of which Nova Scotia contributed
$5,527,858. Codfish forms the largest
item in the list, yielding $3,561,199, or
nearly thirty per cent of the whole;
next comes herring, pickled, smoked
and fresh, $1,852,091 ; then mackerel,
$1,639,160; salmon, $854,687, of which
more than half was preserved in cans,
and about a third kept on ice and sold
fresh ; haddock yielded say $475,000;
whitefish, $210,000; trout, $173,000;
oysters about $88,000. It is worth while
to distinguish the kinds of fish caught
by the aifferent provinces. FKor ex-
ample, Nova Scotia and New Bruns-
wick supply codlish, herrings, mackerel,
haddock, pollock, hake, halibut, sal-
mon, alewives, trouts, smelts, shad, eels,
bass, oysters, lobsters, and Prince Ed-
ward lsland returns most of these varie-
ties, Quebec furnishes codtish, her-
rings, mackerel, haddock, ling, halibut,
salmon, trout, sturgeon, bar and white-
fish, shads, sardines, bass, pike, pickerel,
tom cod, maskinonge, lobsters, clams,
and various small tish, besides seal skins
and porpoise skins. Ontario’s list in-
cludes whitefish, trout, herrings, sciscos
maskinonge, bass, pike, pickerel and
what are called coarse fish. Columbia
principally salmon and seal sKins. Ma-
nitoba presents whitefish, bass, stur-
geon,perch, pike and codfish. The item
of fish oil is a considerable one,
amounting to over half a million dollars
($524,600) and is derived from the cod,
seal, whale, porpose and others of the
finny tribe, by the provinces bordering
on the Atlantic and the Pacitic. The
“Monetary Times.”” which summarises
the above, well says: “An industry
which has yielded in the last nine years
a total return of eighty-three million of
dollars, may well be characterized as a
source of great and lasting wealth to
the whole Dominion. It might have
added that the coal mines of the Mari-
time Provinces,particulary Nova Scotia.
might be made an equal, if not a great-
er, source of wealth than the fieheries.
The fishermen have this advantage,
that the products of their labour
enters the United States free while
coal has a heavy duty to pay. Coal
and coke, to the value of $3,660,928,
were imported into the Dominion dur
ing the year ended 30th June, 1877, on
which not a cent of duty was paid,
while our own coal mines, which had
all things been equal, might have secur-
ed a large poriion of this trade, were
yearly idle, and many of the miners
starving.— Herald.

AN ENGLISH VIEW OF CANADA.

It would be a ocurious subject of
enquiry how many Englishmen really
understand all that is implied in the
phrase “the resources of Canada,”” and
whether any Englishman are aware
that these resources include nearly
everything that England wants to com-
plete and supplement her own nateri-
als of prosperity. It is a field for
emigration that is wanted for the
surplus of our hoge population ? Then
here we have a pfirely British depend-
dency, in the extent of territory almost
equal to the whole of Europe, contain-
ing in its centre Province alone one
hundred and sixty million of acres
available for farming and grazing pur-
poses, but embracing altogetper “a
marvellous breadth of fertile and unoc-
cupied land, with-a healthy, invigorat-
ing climatg,”’ enjoying free institutions
and already the home of a peaceful,
loyal, industrious and contented people.
Is it sources of food supply for the
mother country ? The rich and easily
cultivated soil of CanAda now yields a
large surplus for export, which is capa-
ble of indefinite extension ; its cattle
are shipped over to England in thesu-
sands, tending to amount to millions ;
it has ready means of internal commu-
nication by its rivers and railways ; and
it has inexhaustible fisheries in the
lakes and streams. Are minerals,
metals, timber, or the raw ma-
terial ,of many manufactures wanted.
We are officially told that, besides im-
mense deposits of coal, there are iron
ore, petroleum, salt, and the precious
metals, potonly in the vast, undevelop-
ed interjor, but also on the Atlantic
and Pacific seaboards.

PROGRESSIVE.

EUROPE.

Loxpox, June 6, —The explosion in the
coal pit at Haydock to<day shook the earth
for miles. The first explorer descended
the shaft five minutes after the explosion,
and others followed. Ten men were res—
cued alive and sent to the surface,when one
died almost immediately, and the others
suffered much. Eight other men are
alive and.have taken refuge in a working
of the mines. Two hundred and thirty-
two men are dead. The explorers state
that they found the bodies decapitated and
reduced to shapeless masses, and some
blown to pieces. Itis expected that the
corpses will be brought up by midnight,
and large crowds of men and women and
children surround the mouth of the pit.
The cause of the explosion is unknown, as
blasting with naked lights is prohibited.

FURTHER PARTICULARS ¢ OF THE CALAMITY.

The explosion in Evan’s coal mines at
Haydock, yesterday, occurred at 11 o'clock
in the morning. Woodpit colliery consists
of two mines, Ravenshead and Florida.
The explosion was confined to the last.
The condition of the mine had been ex-
amined as usual and ten minutes  before
the disaster was to all appearances safe.
There were two hundred and fifty men in
the Woodpit, and eighteen in the Ravens-
head, the remainder in the Florida mine,
The men in the Ravenshead got out im-
mediately. One died and the others were
much affected by the fire-damp. The two
mines are connected by a tunnel, and it
was in the working of the Florida mine
beyond the tunnel that the explosion oc-
curred. It is the general opinion that
every man in that part of the mine isdead.
The explorers found dead bodies of men
and horses on every side fearfully burnt
and mutilated, giving evidence of the
frightful force of the explosion. A great
full of coal occurred. The men exploring
the mine are working night and day, en-
deavoring to reach where most of the
bodies are supposed to lie. Great crowds
of people bave assembled in the vicinity
of the pit, and general grief prevails near-
ly every family in the vicinity of Haydock
having suffered the loss of one or more of
its members. As no powder was used in
the mine no reason can be assigned for
the disaster. The manager wentdown the
shaft five minutes after the explosion and,
finding a number of men at the bottom
lying on their faces, upened the ventilat-
ing doors and thus saved the lives of eigh-
teen. Inthe rescued mine bodies found
are much disfigured. It will probably be
days before all the bodies are recovered.
Explorers suffered greatly and bhad to be
constantly relieved, a large staff of doctors
being in attendance, Crowds of women
surround the pit since the explosion weep-
ing and begging for news,

VersaiLres, June 7.—In the Chamber of
Deputies this afternoon, M. Waddington,
Minister of Foreign Affairs, in answer to
interpellation on the Eastern question read
the reply of the French Government to the
invitation to Congress, consenting to par-
ticipate on condition that the discussion
be confined to questions immediately rais-
ed by the war. M. Waddington assured
the Deputies that the maintenance of peace
is now almost certain.

‘We are indebted to the good taste,enter-
prine and capital of Dr. A. B. Cunning-
ham, for the finest architectural display
yet made in Annapolis. His new three
story building fronting on George 8t., is a
conspicuouns object of admiration to all
comers. The entire structure is 57 feet
long by 29 wide and 40 feet posts. It pre-
sents an imposing appearance, having an
imitation stone ‘‘block front,” with pil.
lars, belted cornices, buttressés, massive
urns, arched windows, Grecian heads, and
all the other artistroc carvings peculiar to
a mixture of parts of all the most approv-
ed styles of fncient and modern archictec-
tare.

The pediment has an inscription trac-
ed on a segment in gold letters, ‘‘ Maso-
nic Hall, A L. 6878." 8ix feet of the width
of the building are taken up by the stair-
way, which is entered from the street,
The lower flat, with the exception of the
stairway, is occupied by the proprietor and
is divided off into drug store, dispensary,
dentistry office and store room.

The shelving of the Drug Store makes a
splendid appearance. The shelves are sup-
ported by pilasters of black walnut, with
ash panelling. Every shelf is also beauti-
fully edged with walnut mouldings The
pilasters are surmounted with carved capi-
tals and over each capital is a Grecian fi-
male head finely carved in black walnut.
Along over the shelving on each side
there runs a heavy projecting cornice of
walnut and ash, neatly bordered with wal-
nut fretwork. The doctor being determin-
ed to have things match properly has ad-
mirably supplemented the carpentry ar-
rangements with a new set of shelf bottles
all nicely labelled. The counters corres-
pond with the shelving in being very hand-
somely put up in walnut. and ash, The
flooris also of walnut and ash in alternate
stripes, three inches wide, The drawers
and closets under the shelves are of the
same materials and make a very fine show.
In the archway between the drug store
proper and the dispensary isan exquisite-
ly wrought frame of mahogany and ash,on
the central glass of which reads the in-
scription ¢¢Prescriptions carefully prepar-
ed ;” and over the whole is a good calendar
clock supported right and left with heavy
fretwork.

In the upper flat of the building is the
sanctum sanctorum in which the Annapolis
Royal Lodge of Masons now meets upon
the level, and where also the convoca-
tions of Eureka Royal Arch Chapter are to
be held. The lodge room proper is' 40 by
27 feet, with arched ceiling, sixteen feet
high. Well arranged ante-rooms afford
such ample accomodation to the craft as
those only who know wherefore they are
used can properly appreciate. The floor is
elegantly overspread with a fine tapestry
carpet, imported expressly for the lodge.

The painting, graining and sanding
were done by Messrs. Donald McKay and
Simon Bishop. The carpenter’s contract
was filled by Mr. Rufus Hardwick ; the
wood-work finish was put up by Mr. M.
Felch, foreman of Pickles And Mill’s sash
factory ; the fret-work was executed by
— Beeler, of Lequille ; mason-work and
plastering were in charge of C. B. Burton.
