But Nova
Scotia bait is an absolute necessity for
American fishermen, The Americans
cannot prosecute that industry without our
bait. Hence they will attempt to obtain
it either by fraud or force, and, failing
that, they will be driven to terms with
us, or else out of the business. How can
they get it by fraud? By United BStates
Collectors giving i to fishing vess
sels at the nomisl fee of one dollar author-
ising them to * touch and trade at Cana~
dian ports,’ and thus, by & palpable fraud,
constituting unregistered and unrecognis-
ed fishing schooners a part of the merchaat
marine of the Unlted States for the express
purpose of evading the provisions of a
solemn treaty. Mr. Purcell, Nova Bceotia's
greatest authority on the practical issues
of this question, has, bappily and appro-
priately, characterized these ** permits” as
mere letters of marque {ssued in time of
peace by a friendly power. These permits
ag far as Canada is comgerned, are not
worth the paper they are written on,
Neitber the government nor the people
recognize them, pt as a t P t
device to obtain by fraud what they can-
not obtain by right, and for which they
will give us no adequate compensation.
The mere money they pay for this bait is

Better Terms or Repeal

IR ,—

The above questions being one of the
issues upon which the electors of this
County will be required to pass their
opinion at the polls daring the forthcom-
ing local elections, will you permit me
through. the medium of your valuable
journal to place before the electorate a few
figures which demonstrate, beyond ques-
tion, that Nova Scotia is aud Las becn a
great loser by herll-assorted union with
Canada.

In 1866, the year before the union, the
population of Nova Scotia was about 359,
320. The importations in that year were
$14,381,008, on which a duty of $8.53 per
cent was collected, making a total duty in
that year of $1,226,399. Our present
population is about 470,592, and if our
people import to the same extent this year
that théy did in 1866 the importations will
amount to nearly nineteen millions dollars,
the average duty on which is $20.75 on
every $100 worth of goods imported.
The total duty when added to the excise
duties for this year will then be over $4,-
000,000. Thus it will be seen that the
year before confederation Nova Scotia paid
to the government of Nova Bcotia one
million and a quarter of dollars in duties.
Iu 1886, twenty years after confederation,
she will pay in customs and excise duties
over four million dollars or nearly four
times a8 much under cenfederation, as she
did in the former year, vis., in 1866. Of
this four million dollars very little over
two million dollars come back to Nova
Scotia from Ottaws, the balaunce is expend-
ed by the Dominion and helps to pay the
salaries of Ministers at Ottaws, building
railways in the North-West and in paying
the interest on the enormous debt in which
the present Deminion government has had
the greatest share in invelving the country.
Now_suppose we had not gone into the
anion, and we were living under the tariff
wé now bavé, the revenne of Nova Scotia
being $4,000,000, the amount by the
present national policy we are yearly forced
to contribute to the revenue of the Do-
minion, With such a revenue we could
pay off our provincial debt by installments,
while at the same time provide liberally
for every every legitimate service of the
country, build and maintain the great
roads and bridges, foster our agricultural
interests and also be enabled to subsidize
lines of railroad whenever required to
open up and bring to market the redources
of the country. Then in view of these facts
and of the further fact that our country
cannot maintain itself under the pittance
it receives from the Dominion; while at
the same time four willion dollars is year-
ly wrung from the hard earned earnings of
