London.—Lord Wolmer, M.P., ap-
peared at the first public session of
the House of Ccmmons Committee to
inquire into the profits made out of
army canteens during the war, and
accused the navy and army Canteens
Board of spending the proceeds on
crepe-de-chine night-dresses and
other apparel for trading purposes.

“You must not bring charges which
you cannot prove,” said Sir Frederick
Banbury the chairman.

“Look at the photograph of the
Malta premises of the Navy said Lord
Wolmer. “You can see what things
are hanging there.” The chairman
refused to look at the photographs.

“Lord Wolmer declared that the
total loss was nearly $20,000,000. He
said that when the Navy and Army
Canteens Board took over the liabili-
ties and assets of the Expeditionary
Forces Canteens in 1919 the profits
amounted to £10,236,000, not includ-
ing the profits made by the Board in
the cantecens at home during the
same period.

“This money,” he said, “should
have been handed over wholly to the
War Office for the good of the sol-
diers and his dependents, under the
orders of the Army Council. At the
date of handing over to the board
there should have been a complete
winding- up of the war organization
and a fresh start made. Instead of
that there was a wild gamble with
the profits. I object to these profits
being used as capital for an entirely
new concern.
