MULE STARTED
HONDUMS Wik

Dispute Over Alleged Theft Be-

tween Two Ministers Led: to
Clash With Nicaragua That
Has Upset Central America.

Washington, March 17.—One mule—a
mule belonging to- Senor Ireneo Sal-
gado—was the chlef object of a dispute
between Nicaragua and Honduras
when they began the quarrel which
ended in the war that is threatening
the peace of all Central America,

Coples of the official communications
exchanged between the ministers of
foreign affairs for the two republics
have been' received in Washington.

The controversy began when Senor
Auguste C. Coello, the Honduras min-
ister of foreign affairs, wrote a mote to
Senor Jose D, Gamez, the Nicaraguan
minister for foreign affairs, on Jan. 26,
protesting against ‘the theft of a mule
from Ireneo Salgado, by 25 Nicaraguan
cavalrymen, who were charged with
entering Honduran territory.

Didn’t Enter Honduras,

In reply, Senor Gamez said the invd-
caraguans did not quite enter Hon-
duras, altho they passed mear to the
little Town of Los Manos, in that re-
public, 2

The taking of the mule was not .de-
nied, but Senor Kamez insisted in his
letter that Salgado was not a Hondu-
ran citizen, but a Nicaraguan, who had
to leave that country because of the
part he played in a revolution two
years before.

Consequently, Nicaragua maintained
that Honduras had no right to fly to
the defence of Salgado’s miile,

This note brought a spirited reply
from Honduras, the minister for .or-
eign affairs announcing that Ireneo
Salgado, the Nicaraguan refugee, was
living in Tekueigalpa,engaged in trade
there,

Not a Nicaragwuan,

But a man by the same name, a most
reputable and respected farmer, lived
at Los Mano$, and owned the much
mooted mule. This farmer is a Hon-
duran of unquestioned citizenship,

Nicaragua replied that it was true
that Col. Juan I. Rocha, who com-
manded a party of cavalrymen, took a
mule near Los Manos, but reiterated
that the animal was not taken in Hon-
duran territory.

FIGHTEENDROWN
INFLOOD AT IRE

Terrified by Explosion, Tenants
Leap From Windows Into
Water While Rescuers Save

Hundreds With Boats.

Wheeling; W. Va., March 17.—Bigh-
teen persons are known to have lost
their lives in the fire that occurred
at the plant of the Warwick Pottery
Co., in the flooded district, yesterday.

Because of the water surrounding
the burned district, it was impossible
for the fire apparatus to reach the |
scene. The flremen pressed into kr-
vice all the boats .that could be se-|
cured and carried the lines of hose!

to the burning buildings by this
means. f

They did heroic work, and not only
fought the fire, but assisted in rescu-
ing many persons.

All the police that could be spared
were rushed to the scéne to assist in
the work Jf rescue. The crew of a
boat that was moored across the riv-
er from the building manned a yawl
and rescued about 100 persons.

The men were offered all kinds of
rewards for the work they had dorf,
but they refused to accept them.

Screams for help from those in the
buildings could be héard a mile north,
where thousands of persons, unable to
lend any assistance, watched the
blaze, !

Had the victims remained in their
homes. none of them would have met
death.

No sooner had the explosion that
started the fire occurred- than people
commenced leaping from the windows
into the water. Five of them were
drowned by the upsetting of a bpat.

Condition of Ontario Croﬁ Subject
of Special Enquiry by
Government.

Potatoes are occupying the atten-
tion of the Ontario depanmtment of agni-
oculture just mow, and if meports be
true, they are small and few in a hill,
A special inv. is being made
into the degeneration of the Ontario
“owrphy.” The condition of the potato
crops and the market supplies are such
serlous guestions that this action has
been deemed advisable,

H. B. Smith, Wanstead, a graduate
of the Guelph Agricultural College, has
the matter in hand, and is visiting the
various points dn the country whenre
the crop is a valuable factor. He has
already fully enguired into the market
conditions at Toronto and Hamilton
and obtained the views of the largest
commission merchants. The potato
producing counties will be careéefully in-
spected and the results tabulated. The
nereasing number of reaching
the department of the &pri of rot
among the crops in the ground, and the
great increase in the .importation of
potatoes from the Maritime Provinces
has accentuated a situation that has
attracted attention for some years.

No results are yet forth from
the government inspection; but it: will
not be surprising to leasm that the
stinginess of the farmers in neglecting
to procure fresh seed, choosi to let
the stock run down by tsing the same
straln for years, is the main cause
of the trouble, Amnother-cause is the
use of seed unadapted to the soil in
which they are sown, and the use of
unsuitable soils in general. Much iack
of knowledge as to the best methods
of cultivation and mandri ¥s very
evident to observens. A.m?ﬁer point
upon which the most successful grow-
ers place great stress is the method of
cutting seed. Any old way suits the
average farmer, but ‘there are approv-
ed systems to be followed here as ip
other matters,

Rev. Dr. Carmichael Speaks in Old
St. Andrews on Condition of
. Church in West,

oRev. Dr, Carmichael, one of the su-
perintendents c¢f the Presbyterian
Church for Western Canada, occu-
pied Old St. Andrew’s pulpit yester-
day morning, speaking on the value of
the church's missionary work in the
building up of Canada.

The church, he $aid, must lower the

stanaard of qualificetion for her work-
ers, and ‘“‘get the business.” The ques-
tion was often asked if it paid to send
educated men to spend their time in
the rural districts, where opportuni-
ties were lacking. The answer was in
the affirmative when the results ot
succeeding yeargs were noted. “If the
immigration into the west becomes a
deluge this year,” the doctor continu-
ed, “"we will have the illimitable, un-
cultivated fleld of prayer to make use
of, and we will be unable to meet
the demands.”

Meanwhile about $30,000 for
work is being raised by the west. He
instanced the case of Alameda, where
last year help had to be given. This
year they are self-supporting, and be-
sides, they support a missionary.

Over 70 men in the two synods are
each paying for the support of a mis-
sionary, and they claim it is a most
profitable investment.

Referring to the Galiclans, he said
that there were about 100,000 of them
who were being reached by the Inde-
pendent Greek Church. ' Some of the
native students were matriculating
this year in Winnipeg.

Many of the settlers who are not in
sympathy with any church move-
ments out of sheer loneliness, affiliate
themselves with some struggling or-
ganization, and in a few years become
the pillars of the church.
