A Speedy Judgment.
A summary of the judgment whiqh

has been handed down by the railway
commission in the application of all
Canadian railways for increased rates

“which opened on August 10 and con-
tinued for nearly two weeks, a tre-
mendous mass of documentary evi-
dence had been submitted.

Asserted That Cork Jail Of-
ficials Were Putting in
Stimulants. ©

Cork, Sept. 7.—This is the twenty-
eighth day s'nce theé eleven hunger-
strikers in Cork jail refused food.
Sean Hennessy, 19 years of age,™of
Ballingarry, Limerick, and Thomas
Donovan, Emly, Limerick, are said
to be suffering severely, Hennessy
with blood poisoning of the leg, and
Donovan with an abscess of the
mouth.  Since Thursday last, when
the prisoners refused to permit the
jail doctdr to visit them, they have
had no medical attention, being
cared  for by nuns day and night.

A fortnight ago, the prisoners re-
fused to take even water, asserting
that the prison officials were putting
stimulants into the water, and they
thirsted as well as starved until the
nuns appeared and gave them water
with their own hands.

Careful Precaution Taken.

The: correspondent of the Associated
Press called at the jail this morning,
but he was refused- permission to see
the prisoners or even 'to interview the
prison authorities. The warden at the
gate,- which he opened sufficiently wide
to. reveal inside soldiers with rifles and
machine guns, explained that only re-
latives of the prisoners were (permitted
to enter. -

Cork jail is an ancient stone pile. A
machine gun peeped thru the narrow
window commanding the entrance. On
the tower, rising from the middle of the
prison, was' to be seen a soldier swith

MILK PROBE INTEREST

Producers Prepared to Support
Increased Price—Board of
., Commerce Has Data.

Consliderable local interest is being
taken in the sitting of the board of
commerce at the city hall tomorrow
morning, when the question of milk
prices will ‘be thoroly investigated.

E. J. Stonehouse, president, and the
members of the executive of the On-
tario Milk Producers’ Association, rwill
be _present in support of the report of
the provincial government commis-
sfon, which established that dairymen
have been losing money selling milk
at $3.25 a gallon.

It is also stated that counsel for
the board of commerce has prepared
a case based on the evidence elicited
before the fair price committee just a
yvear ago. The nature of the farmers’
association which supplies milk to the
city of Toronto will come in for -some
investigation. The methods of the
producers towards organization and
contracts with the milk powder con-
cerns will, it is understood, be aired
quite intimately, and the board of
commerce will he shown hosts of fig-
ures prepared by the local staff during
“the year just passed.

‘THE GUMPS—RAIN AT SHADY REST
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TAKE EXCEPTIONTO
'LIQUIDATOR'S VIEWS

Denial That Failure of Do-
minion Shipbuilding Co.
Due to Labor.

The members of the International
Brotherhood of Boilermakers and Ship-
builders take exception to the state-
ment of Osler Wade, liquidator, who
.ascribed the assignment of the Domin-
ion Shipbuilding Company to ‘‘the at-
titude of labor.” W. F. Robinson, cor-
responding secretary of the brother-
hood, has issued the following state-
ment on the subject:

“In reading over Osler Wade's re-
port re Dominion Shipbuilding & Re-
pair Co.’s assignment, it is noticeable
that one of the principal reasons for
1the failure (he alleges) is attributed to
labor, Now, if Mr. Wade's knowledge
of labor itions, wages, etc., as ex-
pressed by him in his report, and also
in interviews accredited to him in the
papers, was equal to his knowiedge of
accounting he would not express as
his opinign something he had been
told without proving them to be facts.
At is obvious that his knowledge of
the labor conditions, etc., at the -Do-
minion Shipbuilding Company is pure-
iy superficial.

“Re his .acecredited statement, that
the agreement was presented to the
manager and he was told: ‘There is
our schedule, and he accepted it’. This
would lead anvone reading that state-
ment to believe that the management
was forced to sign. Anyone knowing
Mr. Dahlgren, the manager, or Mr.
“McKellar, the superintemdent, would
realize the futility of trying to coerce
either one; it. would be equivalent to

_whaking a red flag in front of a bull.

“The. facts are that a copy of the
agreement including the schedule was
submitted to the management 30 days

‘previous to the signing of the agree-

ment, and thoroly gone into, discuss-
ed, explained,and some items changed:

‘then when the agreement was siibmit-

ted, checked up with the agreed-upon
copy and signed. :
Advantage to Company.

“Both Mr. Dahlgren and Mr. McKel-
Jar are practical shipbuilders and
%knew that while the schedule prices
as submitted were apparently slightly
higher than in some other yard agree-
ments they were as q matter of fact
lower and of considerable more ad-
vantage to the company as the matter
of allowance was cut out. i Nr.
Wade had taken the trouble to in-
quire, he would have found out that
the cost of riveting, caulking, chip-
ping, etc., cost less under our schedule
than. that dorde at other yards under
e lower schedule. Also if Mr. Wade
would make inquiries re the price of
hull construction in- other yards and
compare same with the prices laid
down in the Dominion yard, he will
find that the cost is to the advantage
of the Dominion Shipbuilding Com-
pany. p

“Re the statement that a closed shop
was responsible for the increased
labor cost: The Dominion Shipbuild-
ing* Company wase not a closed shop,
other than union labor heing employ-
ed therein. Had it been a closed shop
in the strict interpretation of the
term, the cost of construction would
have been slightly lower, because of
the efficiency of the men employed.

“The 44-hour week in five days was
asked by the company and agreed. to
by local 128 for the reason on the
company's side that Saturday being a
balf holiday, many of the mechanics
did not come in, being on price work
and the cost of operation was almost
as much as on a full day, while the
production was greatly reduced. , On
1the men’s side because of the 'addi-
tional_rest that accrued teo the men
which would make them more physi-
cally fit for performing the work they
had to do.

Discourage Overtime.

“The policy of loca] 128 has always
been to discourage overtime, hence
their advocacy of double time for
overtime, knowing that there are
many men who if' they could would
work 88 hours per week, even at the
expense of their health and ability to
perform the proper amount of work;
hence the placing of the overtime
rate high 'so as to discourage em-
ployers from asking men to work over
& certain time.

“Mr, Wade in his statemept re the
cost of material decreasing since the
peak of last year, certainly ‘did  not
include in that the cost of living
commodities, and the competitive
cost of labor here as regards ship-
building is on a par with other ship-
building concerns in the United
Etates and slightly better than many
others in Canada.

“It is to be hoped that
Wade expresses an opinion upon a
subject which he does not thoroly
understand that he will do as he docs
re figures: Strike a trial balance,
and find out if his statements are
worrect and not take the opinion of
some one who may claim to be .an
authority on labor and express them
a8 his own.”

SHORT OF

Accommodation in Toronto
is Quite Inadequate for
Pupils.

Toronto’'s high school -accommoda-
tion proved inadequate to preperly
house its high school students when
5000 new pupils presented themselves
for admission yesterday morning.
Resident students are being looked
after first, but the children of non-
tax-paying parents could not be guar-
anteed class space. Toronto's public
school population has grown from
47,213 in 1912 to about 72,000 this year.
The congestion in the schools is due to
the fact that school building during
this périod has been practically at a
standstill, owing to lack of funds and

‘the tie-ups of the war period.

Hallways, science rooms, portable
buildings and other expedients are be-
ing pressed into service as classrooms.
The old Parkdale Coliegiate is crowd-
ed, but the new six-room addition,
which is nearing completion, will re-
lieve the congestion.

PENSIONS CHARGED

d.W.V.A. Executive Against -

Recent Amendments Made
- to Regulations.

Thé executive commitiee of the On-
tario Provincial -Command. G W.V.A.,
have entered a protest against the dise
crimination shown _in recent
amendments to the pension regula-
tions, which resuit in C.E.F~pcénsioners
residing outside of- Canada receiving
30 per cent. less pension bonus than
those resident in Canada from Sept. 1,
1920, to Sept. 1, 1921

According to a recent regulation, a
50 per cent. bonus is granted to pen=-
sioners resident in Canada during the
vear befinning the first of this month.
Non-residents of Canada receive only
20 per cen;. The veterans claim that
if a pensioner is resident either in the
United States or England, he is sub-
jected to increased living costs in the
Same manner as Canadian residents,
and should therefore be entitled to the
same bonuq.

If no change is made in the existing
Ppension regulations, Canadian pen-
sioners residing elsewhere than in
Canada will, it is stated, be penalized
to the extent. of 50 per cent. aftepr Sept.
1, 1921, and the various branches of
the association are invited to support
the executive committee by voicing a
vigorous protest against what is re-
garded as an unfair discrimination.

A Quagk Remedy.

Premier Drury, in a rather remark-
able speech to the representatives of
municipalities at the city hall the other
day, dwelt upon the “alarming” growth
of the cities, and the decreasing popu-
lation in the countryside. H® even
went so far as to suggest that the
growth of the cities be checked, if
possible, by killing off Hydro radials,
and by charging them more for elec-
tric power. He argues that the grow-
ing and prosperous city, by offering
employment to ambitious or dissatis-
fied country boys and girls, hastens
the depopulation of rural districets. If
no work were obtainable in the cities,
insists "Mr. Drury, in sulstance, the
boy or girl would have to stay on the
farm.

This is crude reasoning, but the kind
of reasoning in which too many at one
time or another indulge. It is the rea-
poning underlying the demand for free
trade- “Shut down your mills and
turn a lot of men out of employme:n.t,"
says the free trader, in substance, “and
you will have a lot of men ready to
return to the land, or ,at any rate,
you will keep on the land the young
men who otherwise would seek and
find employment in the industrial cen-
tre. Others find the movie show re-
sponsible for the “wild stampede to the
cities,” and suggest that the govemn-
ment in some way provide pictu;e-‘
play entertainments in the rural dis-
tricts. The Globe, or The Star—we
get them mixed up—one or the other
of them, at any rate, has suggested
that the people might remain content-
edly on the farm -if “leaders of
thought” were sent out to the school-
houses from time to time to address
them.

This cry against the greéat city is by
no means new. In the reign of Charles
the Second, the population of London
was one-eighth the population of Eng-
fand. - The economists declared that
this ‘growth of the capital was as un-
healthy as the abnormal growth of the
human heart, and laws were passed to
keep people from moving to London.
They accomplishéd about as much as
laws would have accomplished, forbid-
ding the birds going south in the fall.
Attempts by legislation or otherwise
to compel people to stay on the land
will just as widely miss their mark.
An evolution is going on which we
eannot size up, because we are in the
midst of it. Some say that in time
the individual farm will disappear, and
agriculture be commercialized. We
hope not. Hydro radials, cheap power,
and co-operative buying and selling
will do much for the farmer of the
future.

Tearing down cities w?ll not build up
the country. Close all the factories in
Ontario and you will send an army of
workmen and their families to the
United States. Their exile will de-
orease the purchasing power of the
ocountry and make the fate of the
farmer hard indeed. Human nature
must be reckoned with in all legisld -
tion, and the movement from country
to town is based on some principle of
human mnature which not even Mr.
Drury can overcome by order-in-coun-
cil, or any possible legislation. He
may do much to make rural life more
attractive, but he will get nowhere by
delriberately attempting to destroy the
prosperity of our industrial centres,

in Canada.

Rather .‘bland was//that address re-
cently dehver?d to the stockholders of
the Mond Nickel Co. in London by
Robert Mond, and even blander is the
ed.ltorial comment of The Canadian
Mining Journal. Chairman Mongd re-
ported business good, and the pur-
chase by the company of three big
mills in Birmingham. England, includ-
ing a wire-drawing plant and a refin-
ing plant. He complained, however,
that the profits of the company and
his own income were taxed in too

many places, and we read:

“I do not think that any of the
shareholders realize how difficult
and complicated taxation has be-
come during the war for a busi-
ness like ours, which is carried on
not only in this country, but also
in Canada. Our profits are sub-
Ject to taxation in this country,
in the Dominion of Canada, and
in 'the Province of Ontario, and
as a matter’ of fact, we have to
deal with the following taxes:
Income tax, excess profits, and
now the corporation tax in the
United Kingdom, Dominion income
tax and business profits war tax
in the Dominion of Canada: and
mining tax in the Province of On-
tario.”

taxes, and would suggest that the

Mond Nickel Company, at any
rate, has undergone very consid-
erable “investigation” if the tax-
collectors have run true to form.

the cumulative imposts that large
mining companies with interna-
tional interests have now to face
does not-discourage the enterprise
of those who have the direction of
business policies, and it is inter-
esting to note Mr, Mond's an-
nouncement of the purchase of the
firm of Henry Wigan & Company,
of Birmingham, England, the old-
est established firm of nickel and
nickel-silver manufacturers in that
country. This company owns
three works in Birmingham, well
equipped 'with rolling mills, wire-
drawing plant, refining plant, and
other machinery. The chairman
stated that there was an increase
of over half a million dollars l’n
nickel stocks Iin the companys
possession, and that production
had beén curtailed owing to lack
of outlet. The company was doing
everything possible to increase the
industrial uses of nickel by mak-
ing such goods as sheets, nickel
coin, wire, and blanks, the pur-

_chase of the Birmingham firm be-

ing a part of this policy.

Rather a mneattouch. Chairman Mond
complaing thdt the company’'s busi-
ness is carried on not only in the old
country, “but also in Canada.,” As a
matter of dfact, there would beé no
business except for the nickel ore
taken from the soil of Ontario. , If we
had in force a more vigorous national
policy, all this ore would be refined in
this country, and ©Chairman Mond
wpuld be establishing three big mills
if Toronto instead of buying three
big mills in- Birmingham. He would,
moreover, be freed from the embar-
rassment of paying taxes in too many
countries. We would fix that gentle-
man and his corporation so that they
would pay all their taxes to the
Dominion of Canada and the province
of Ontario. With an air that is child-
like and bland, The Canadian Mining
Journal goes on to observe:

The continued demand for nickel
will depend, as has been the ex-
perience of asbestos, upon the
creation of a variety of uses, and
one of the most encouraging signs
of the times in regard to the
nickel industry is the already long
list of new applications of nickel,
and metals of the nickel group,
t0 everyday implements that is
being daily added to by the enter-
prise of the nickel companies.
Nickel and asbestos. may well be

mentioned together. They are the two
“essential” metals of which Canada
has the monopoly. and precious little
has Canada gotten out of them. The
United States government during the
war took the International Nickel Co.
by the throat and shook three million |
dollars of excess profits out of 1t.s
pockets in no time. But we doubt if
any such sSum was realized by the
Canadian tax gatherer. All Canada
got for a long time from the Inter-
national Nickel Co. was the privilege
of keeping a cheap boarding-house
for foreign -laborers at Copper CIff,
and she got po more return from the
Mond Nickel Co. Canada has almost
a monopoly of asbestos, but Canadians-
merely grub the asbestos fibres out of
the quarry for shipment to the United
States. There the asbestos is refined
and applied to many uses; there it
furnishes employment for hlg_thly
skilled labor and profits for American
capital. :

And is The Canadian Mining Jour-
nal, with all its claimed professional
knowledge, ignorant of the value of
the precious metals (pla.ti»num,'iridi—
um, polonium) the Mond and the
International concerns take out of Fhe
nickel ore of Sudbury, and of which
no return has yet been made?

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SIR R. FALCONER
GREETS AMERICANS

" U. 8. Consul Speaks of Favor-
able Situation for Trade
: Intercourse.

ffhe American consul, Chester W.
Martin, and several other United
States citizens were the guests of the
iExhibition directors at luncheon yes-
terday. Sir Robert Falconer alsy de-
livered an address of welcome to the
American visitors.

Mr. Martin congratulated the direc-
tors on the success of the great na-
tional fair, which, he said, might very
well be called the international fair.
The favorable situation of Canada and
the United States for intercourse was
also favorable for trade relations. The
United States had taken 50 per cent
of Canada’'s exportable production in
the last six months, and a large per-
centage of this production entered the
Vnited States duty. free. The United
States, on the other hand, found Can-
ada its best market on the western
hemisphere.

Bpeaking of the importance thatl
Toronto has attained in the commerc-
fal world, Mr. Martin pointed out that
24 per cent. of the total imports of
Canada passed thru the Toronto con-
sular district. In matters of trade,
the Moronto consular district was sur-
passed in importance bv only Man-
chester and Liverpool. Mr. Martin ex-
pressed the hope that commerce be-
tween the two countries would con-
tinue to expand. and thot the friend-
ghip existing wonld eontinne,

Averane Canadian Here.

Sir Robert Falconer stid he was
pleased and honored in being asked to
welcome the American gnests. They
wrorid probablv realize that the Ex-
hibi‘’~n was an institution of gr:at
impci ‘ance. Toronto was proud of it,
and he believed the whole of Canada
was proud of it. American visitors
would also have an opportunity to
study the average Canadian. because it
was at the big fair that the average
Canadian would be found. The Cana-
dian seen in New York and Aflaniic
City was not an average Canadian. If
American friends would but wander
thru the crowds and buildings, they
would, of course, see evidences of
material prosperity, but they would
also see a comfortable, orderly and
intelligent” people, with whom he be-
lieved they would realize it would be
well to cultivate an acquaintance.

Speaking of the common’interests of
the two countries, Sir Robert said that
while Canada had its troubles at pres-
ent. he believed this country was more
fortunate in this regand than Rhe
United States, due to the fact that it
had a larger farming population in
proportion to the whole, which was a
stabilizing population. S8ir Auckland
Geddes, when opening the fair, had
emphasized the opportunity for Cana-
dirns to be the interpreter between
the Rritish people and the people of
the United States. That was an im-
portont role assigned to Canadians,
which, the speaker believed, should be
tolen ceriously. Fulfilling that role.
it [Prhooved Canadians to get rid of
pe‘tin~ga in criticizing their neigt®ors
to the south, and think and speak
rather of the large and great things
they had done. A different kind of
democracy was developing in the Unit-
ed States from the democracy of the
cld land. It was for Canadians to
study these differences, as well as the
f'milarities, and magnify the similari-
ties and minimize the differences.

The note which the British ambas-
sador had struck at the opening of
the fair should be carried along, and
an effort made to cement still more
the friendship of the two great Eng-
lish-speaking nations.

DEPT. OF AGRICULTURE
HAS SPLENDID EXHIBIT

Showings This Year Are Very Credit-
able.

A cosmopolis of agriculture—that is
what the exhibit is dn the section of
the government building nearthe west-
ern entrance to the Exhibition, known
as the Ontario agricultural depart-
ment. In this exhibit one is intro-
duced to the beauties of horticulture,
to the utilities of apiculture, to the
science of the veterinarian, to the fine
arts of domestic recipes, to the intrica-
cies of bacteriology, and last, but not
least, to the wonders of the grain
fields.

The World made a Cook’s tour of all
the sections of this most interesting
department. Horticulture «is at its best
here. The exhibit shows a fine array
of peaches, apples, cucumbers and
other varieties. , L

The next booth visited was that of
the bees, apiculturists being well
represented by the Ontario Beekeepers’
Association, O.A.C. There are three
kinds of honey on exhibit—the ex-
tracted,' comprising the basswood and
the sweet clover, and the comb “honey,
which is of the finest grade. The comb
homey was the best seen anywhere in
some time. The extracted honey ex-
hibit was good:

The vegetable and grain exhibits
formed  the next centre of interest.
Here the finest cabbages, potatoes, egg
plants, tomatoes, cauliflowers, onions
and other vegetables presented them-
selves to view. Great muskmelons, too,
graced the stands, giving them a de-
lightful touch of color effects. The
grain showings were especially fine,
and surpassed any seen elsewhere on
the grounds. They were taken from
special harvests made in field compe-
tition ,and were the best .of their kind.
They averaged about 40 bushels to the
acre in wheat, 60 in oats, and 45 in
bariley.

The - women’s —institutes . were very
ably represented by three graduates.
of the well-known Macdonald Insti-
tute, at the Agricultural College, all in
charge of the dairy exhibits and of
domestic science «xhibits, and two of
the institute demonstrators, who had
on exhibit preserves made from ordin-
ary fruits and vegetables, but in their
own way. The fruits and jellies were
especially fine. The object of these
two exhibits is to induce women of
Ontdrio to concentrate their attention
more upon dairy and vegetable diets
and upon fruit. The special factor in
the canned fruit exhibit was the can-
ning of fruit with half of the amount
of sugar usually used for this purpose,
and was, therefore, an object lesson in
pure economy.

Other notable features under the
Ontario Agricultural College weve
those which showed the value of chem-
ical science in the science of farming.
Exhibits were shown of potatoes grown
with. the ground merely manured, giv-
ing 143 bushels to the acre, and pota-~
toes from ground treated with nitro-
gen, phosphorus and potassium as
well, giving as much as 332 bushels to
the acre.

GIRLS ARE TRAINED
 INDOMESTIC ART

Splendid Display of Children's
Handiwork i Shown at
the Exhibition,

What is being done along the lines
of domestic art in the public schools
is being well demonstrated | in the
school section of the women’s building
at the Exhibition. Here practical
ilustration is ‘given by - different
schools, pupils of which are seen en-
gaged on sewing and in cooking, jilst
as these arts are taught and practised
in the classes during the school term.

Yesterday girls from the . Jesse
Ketohum School made a pretty domes-
tic picture &s’they sat about a tabile
sewing on varfous articles of wearing
apparel. Every little worker wore a
white muslin cap, which she had made
herself. ' One little girl of about 11 was
wearing a dainty pink c®embray dress,
trimmed with white, =

‘“This little ginl made the dress she
is wearing at home,” said Miss Mar-
garet Davidson, superintendent of the
work in the schools, as she placed her
hand on the earnest young worker.

“Did your mother cut it out for
you?” asked the visitor, who was not
a lttle sugprised when the“child re-
plied: “No, I cut it myself.”

A second and larger girl was wear-

ing a black serge dress, with neat
White collar and cuffs. This also was
ocut out and made by the wearer.
- In the cases hung samples of grey
flannel petticoats, bound with: button-
hole stitch in red wool and with neat
waists, finished with buttons and but-
ton-holes—all the work of children.
Aprons, pinnies, dresses, bibs, pockets
‘for holding -silver, Knitted scarfs,
knitted caps and a number of other
.articles for wear or for house decora-
tion were on hand—samples in many
‘cases by .children who a few months
ago had never held a needle for either
knitting or sewing, Economy, too, is
taught, as in the case where a pretty
bib for ‘baby is cut out of the piece
that comes from the rounded neck of
an apron. .

‘A number of ‘the fine knitted wool
scarfs are for sale, as are also some of
the flannel petticoats, which will go at
from 60c to $1—“as cheap as a song.”
, On the other side of the section,
girls from the Earl Grey School were
‘busy on materials for a salad. Eggs
were being beaten and vegetables in
course ' of preparation. Tea  biscuits
made the previous night were sampled:
and found to be white, light and sim-
ply delicious.  In addition to all this,
girls are trained in house arrange-
ment, a-section being divided into a
suite of apartments, where bed-mak-
ing, dusting and the rest are methodi-
cally taught. About the walls  are
posters showing different phases of
things in which children should be in-
terested. These are the work of Mr.
Bengough, and bright jingles -accom-
panying them were composed by Mrs.
W. E. Groves. member of the board of
education. The teachers for the day
were Miss Henderson and Miss De la
Porte.

That women on the board are effec-
tive for "good is seen in the display
which is due to their initiative. Miss
Constance Boulton, also a member of
‘the board, has given several talks
during the Exhibition.

The keynote to the domestic art is
read in one of the posters, where a
little maiden sits in the middle of a
scatteration of books, and above her
head the motto:

“She's a far better student, Effi-

ciency Jane,

trial system is being considerably ex-
tended, and, altho the stone pile has
not been entirely abolished, it is now
only used .as a stop-gap to idleness
under bad weather conditions, and for
a small proportion of the inmates.
Cells were said to be airy and com-
modious in comparison th other in-
stitutions of the same ¢ racter; the
food was wholesome and well cooked,
and there was no evidence to show
that dungeons existed.
Appreciation of Changes.

Having received and adopted the |
report, the committee placed on rec-
ord its appreciation of . the steps
which have recently been taken to
improve the administration of the in-
stitution, to render more tolerable the
lot of the inmates, particularly in
regard . to the sick. “At the same
time,” the committee added, “the
time is ripe for certain fundamental
changes in the penitentiary system.
The government should place suffi-
cient money in the estimates for the
provision of new buildiggs or for the
modification of existing buildings, sa
that a system of segregation as be-
tween old and new offenders may be
introduced.”

Another recommendation of the
committee was ‘that the industria
system should be so extended as to
render unnecessary any stone pile or
udproductive work, and that it
should include productive activity
established by government to render
support and aid to a prisoner’s fam-
ily or for deposit to his credit on re-
lease. .

‘The committee noted wit hsatisfac-
tion that school masters were being
appointed to the penitentiaries, and
urged — the ' funther development of
the educational system.

In regard to women prisoners, it was
recommended that all buildings where-
in they are incarcerated should be en-
tirely without the penitentiary walls,
and that women physicians oaly should
be in charge of the health of female
inmates. The use of cells in hospi-
tals, unless absolutely necessary, was
also deprecated, o .

In order that complaints and
“scandals,” such as have recently been
aired in the press, may be dealt with,
the compuittee finally recommended to
the department of justice the adop-
tion of the prineciple of giving the pub-
lic some measure of representation,
thru the appointment of an advisory
and visiting committee, composed of
public-spirited citizens, for all peni-
tentiaries,

The meeting was presided over by
Rev.- Canon Vernon, and there were
also present Dean ‘Tucker, W. P.
Archibald, Ottawa; Dr. J. G. Shearer,
John Kidman, Montreal, and Miss
C. E. Whitton, secretary.

many questions that are uppermost in
the minds of those engaged in improv-
ing the province’s thorofares,

. It is possible because of the ar-
rangement of the exhibit for those
visiting it to secure a splendid idea
of how the different types of road will
stand up under the wear and tear of
daily use. The various kinds of
foundation and surfacing are shown
side by side at the Devonshire avenue
headquarters. The exhibit has already
attracted thousands of good foad
boosters, the number of which is
growing rapidly, in iboth city and
country.

Some idea of the work the depart-
ment of highways is doing this year
can be realized when it is understood
that no less than 1,800 miles of pro-
vinecial highway, as distinguished
from county or township roadways,
are being constructed. In building
such roadways the department bears
a very large proportion of the cost.
In addition to this, the department is
assisting the county councils in
building 9,000 miles of roads thruqut
the province, the .province . bearing
from 40 to 60 per -cent. of the total
expenditure. . Township rbads, which
are constructed under the direction of
township councils, are also beihg sub-
sidized this ‘'year to the extent of 20
per cent. of the total outlay.

Under this comprehensive policy of

Kop. Orpheus is a bay colt, very well
bred, being by Orby, the Derby winner
of 1907, obut of the famous mare, Electra.

METAL FACTORIES
ITALY'S PROBLEM

Fout Hundred of Largest
Plants in Country Held
By Workers.

Rome,  Sept. 7.—~The employers in
metal factories which have been seiz-
ed by workmen in the présent contest
over conditions in this industry have
been given five days ip‘which to com-
ply with the workingmen's demands,
according to a resolution passed by
the socialist members of the General

Confederation of Labor. Should the
employers fail to yield, a rapid move-
ment toward general nationalization is
threatened. So far the manutacturers
are persisting in their decision not to
enter into direct negotiations with the
workers- before the latter evacuate fhe
factories. = .

Government officials will open nego-
tiations with the general industrial
conference at Milan on Thursday, with
a view to solving the problem present-
ed by the seizure by workers of metal
factories thruout Italy. The socialist
group in the  Italian parliament will
hold a meeting with the governing
committee of the General Workers’
Confederation on Friday, and it is ex-
pected that at this gathering a policy
will be adopted by the workers rela-
tive to the present anomalous condi-
tion of Italian industry.

It is estimated that 400 of the larg-
est metal woorks in Italy have been oc-
cupied by mechanics and ‘workers, and
the movement dis still expanding,
threatening to extend to the extreme
southern end of the peninsula. Elab-
orate steps have been taken by the
government to preserve order during
the period when a &eneral offensive
against all industries is threatened. .

Manufacturers declare that the wage
increases demanded by ' the 500,000
metal workers employed by them would
add at least 1,000,000,000 lire. to their
payroll, and that this burden could not
be sustained. They point out -that
Italy pays eighteen times the pre-war
price for coal, while Britain pays only
8 times, American only 3.5; France, 6,
and even Germany only 11. As a
result, foreign production is replacing
Italian. Wrought steel manufactured
in France is selling in this country at
a lower price than the Italian product,
while wrought steel made in England
costs less than it can be produced for
in Italy, even without profit.

Two members of the ministry will go
to Milan, and it is hoped that the
exXecutive couneil will take early action
on their suggestions. If this aetion
should be favorable, it would mean
the end of the agitation for the occu-
pation of plants. If it should be un-
favorable, it is impossible to predict
the duration and possible consequences
of the struggle.

Rush to Defend Plants.

Strikers in this city believed last
night that an effort would be made
by the police to take possession of
some plants that had been occupied
by workers, They sounded an alarm
with sirens, and immediately crowds
of women' and children rushed to the
occupied plants ito join relatives. '"This,
a»ccording to the police, appears to
indicate the strikers have agreed, in
case of an attack upon them, to pro-
tect themselves by the presence of
women and children, All night
