Chinese Special Ran on Burn-

FORT WILLIAM, Ont., July 29 (Spec-
ial) —That another terrible wreck did not
occur on the C. P._R. on Saturday morn-
ing is due only to the great bravery of
two of the company’s employes, who risk-
ed their lives to save a train load of
Chinamen, who were going through to
New York on a special train. Engineer
McAdam, who was on the engine drawing
a Chinese special, was approaching Ride-
out River at great speed, when he no-
ticed that the big bridge was a mass of
flames. He threw on the emergency brake
and called to the fireman to jump, which
the latter, as well as the engineer, suc-
ceeded in doing without any injury. When
the engineer gathered himself together he
noticed that the train had run right into-

_#* the middle of the burning bridge and that

already some of the coaches were on fire.
He climbed aboard and ran forward to
the engine through the cars. The engine

3 was in the centre of the flames, but the
engineer pulled open the throttle and ran
his train across the bridge.

When safely across it was discovered
that six coaches were still on the bridge,
the couplihg having broken when the
brakes went on. Another train was aleo
due in a few minutes and thcye was grave
danger of it running into the six coaches.
With this serious outlook before them
Brakeman Wilson swam across the river,
climbed the bank and hustled down
the track and flagged the approaching
train. The engine was scco wnecupled and
three ears of the first train were pulled
away to safety. Three others were  con-
sumed by the flames but the occupants all
escaped. Ten eections of the bridge were
destroyed and all traffic was tied up for

KILLED BY AN
~ ANGRY MAN

William P. McKee Thrown From
New York Trainto His Death

NEW YORK, July 20—The Herald this
morning, says, After repeatedly using in-
sulting language to women passengers and
challenging their male escorts to fight,
William P. McKee, 28 years old, an ama-
teur athlete, living in Long Island City,
either feJl or was thrown from a Long Is-
land railroad train while it was running
at a speed of 40 miles an hour, near Ham-
mill last night, and was killed. His bedy
was found lying across the third rail, but
it is believed that death was caused in-
stantly by falling. -

Leaving Rockaway Park the train was
so crowded with returning Sunday excur-
sionists that every platform was filled.
McKee got aboard at Hammills. He evid-
ently had been drinking and then began
offensive language to the women. Several
men threatened to punish him if he did
not keep ‘quiet, but this seemed to 'inflame
him more and he burst into another tor-
rent ' of language.

It was then, according to Mrs. Bailey,
a passenger, that one of the men who'was
accompanied by ‘his wife and two. child-
ren, sprang from his eeat, dealt McKee a
heavy blow in the face, dragged him to the
platform and flung him from the rapidly
moving train.

Another version is that McKee in an-
grily aiming a blow at a passenger who
remonstrated with-him, lost his balanee
and fell from the rapidly moving train.

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SERIOUS MUTINY AMONG
HARD LABOR PRISONERS

Crazed with a desire for liberty, big
John Cook, one of the most troublesome
members of the hard labor gang, took a
desperate chance this morning, which
might have cost him his life and he is now
lying at the public hospital with a wound
in his leg caused by a bullet from a revol-
ver in the hands of Guard Wm.,A. Beck-
ett.

Reckett with Guard Michael Collins was
in charge of the gang who were working
near the-rear entrance to Fernhill cem-
etery. Both guards were engaged when
Cook, seeing his opportunity, made.a wild
dash over the fence and made for the
woods where after a desperate struggle
he was captured by Beckett who was
later aesisted by Superintendent Clayton,
of ¥ernhill and Cook was brought back
to the gang.

Had it not been for the timely presence
and prompt actign of Superintendent
Clayton the whole gang might “have re-
volted, made short work of the guards
and made good their escepe.

The gang which numbers in the vicinity
of twenty was at work on the Old West-
morland road, within a stone’s throw of
the rear gate of Fernhill cemetery. Blast-
ing was to be done and most of the holes
had been drilled in the rock and Guard
Beckett was standing near the excavation
consulting with Superintendent Clayton of
Fernhill, relative to preparations for blast-
ing; while Collins had gone in the direc-
tion of the small shed near the cemetery
gate.

A Bolt for Liberty

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New York’s Playground
Visited by Flames and
Seven Blocks Destroyed

New York, July 28.—Coney leland, the‘
playground of New York’s millions, was
visited by a disastrous fire early today
and seven blocks in the amusement zone
were destroyed. ‘lilyou’s steeplechase
i park, and nearly a score of small hotels
were wiped put 4nd for a time the flames
threatened destruction to Luna Park apd
Dreamland, two of the largest homes of
amusement, and the scores of smaller
places which fringe the water’s edge. A
lueky shift of the wind to seaward aided
the firemen and probably saved the whole
picturesque area, but not until $1,000,Q00
damage had been done.

Three persons were ‘injured,one of them,
GGottiried Masserli, a fireman, probably
fatally.

Only the advance guard of the 300,000
people who tlocked to Coney Island today
saw the fire, but the thrilling tales of the
fearless rescue of San Dora, the armless
and legless man, and the flight of Fran-
cesco, the fire eater, when the alarm was
sounded were told and re-told ‘along noisy
surf avenue and in the Bowery.

“The Island,” as New Yorkers famil-
jarly eall it, was just turning in for its
early morning nap—the only sleep it ever
gete—and the last thip line of Saturday
night merrymakers was swinging gaily, if
somewhat uncertainly. up Surf avenue,
when Geo.

New York, July 28—An explosion, ac-
companied, by fire, shattered an east side
tenement late tonight and, with the crum-
bling walls at least twenty-four persons
went down to death, while twice as many
were probably fatally injured.

The wrecked building was at 222° Chris-
tie street, where a gix-story tenement rose
above the grocery store basement. An ex-
plosion, as yet unaccounted for, tore out
the front of the building and the fire that
followed caught the twenty families num-
bering about 100 people, while most of
them were sound asleep. Not until the
ashes have cooled will it be possible to re-
cover the bones of the dead.

Of the injured, many jumped from the
windows; othere were caught by falling
timbers; many half suffocated by smoke
were dragged from the hallways, while
others received their wounds during the
panic and made fight among each other
for an exit.

Of the dead and dying the larger part
are women and children. In the .scramble
for an exit “and safety, the stronger in
most cases survived.

MAJOR LEMAIR
AND THE CONGO!

Belgian Officer is Continuing
His Publication of Congo
Recoilections.

BRUSSELS, July 28—Major Lemair is
continuing the publication of his recollee-
tions of the Congo Independent Btake.
The major served 18 years in the Congo
in command of native trrops. Upon s
return to Belgium he was notified that{he
would be prosecuted for cruelty towards
the men under him, and he retaliated |
beginning the publication of a sensatjon-
al exposure of the revolting conditdons
prevailing in the native army.

Aside from painting a black pictube of
the conditions in the Congo, the merm.oirs
of the major reveal that the scientific ex-
pedition led by him into the Bairelg’q_aza
region, on the northern frontier in /1904,
was an expedition for conquest ia dis-
guise. The major declares that King Leo-
ipold gave him personal instructiams to
! vanquish the Anglo-Egyptian forces com-
| ing down from the Soudan at anyf cost.

Major Lemair admits that on several oc-
casions during this expedition, whigh last-
ed thrée years and two months, he
caused native soldiers and even their
| wives to be flogged. He penetrated to re-
}gions never before reached by =a white
| cannibals, and he claims that there was
no way other than flogging to; preserve
discipline. i

In every instance of flogging,¢ however,
he faithfully reported the facts,’and never
received a word of consure.

On thes contrary he was acdorded no-
| thing but praise for his conduct of this
‘expedition and he was even decorated by
King Leopold.

The statements made by Mijor Lemair
are supported by documentary evidence
and the testimony of Italian officers wi*
were recalled by their govermment from
{ the Congo when information came. to hand
|-as to what was gaing on there.

JAP TAKING SNAPSHOTS
OF TEXAS MILITIA CAMP
ARRESTED BY OFFICERS

Four Thousand Feet of Film, Re-
producing Drills. Arms and
Manoeuvres, Destroyed by Au-
torities.

AUSTIN, Texas, July 28—A Japanese,
giving his name as Y. Aoti, was taken in
charge on Thureday by the military au-
thorities at Camp Mabry, near here, where
the state troops encampment is being
held. He carried a valuable photographic
outfit with an adjustable’ camera inside his
coat. In his collection were photographs
of all the manoeuvres, special and vcueral
drills and 'all the features of the militury
camp. = About 4,000 feet of film were de-
stroyed ‘after a vigorous search of the
Jap’s room in Austin.

He had been seen around the camp for
several days, but did not attract rariicu-
lar attention until detected snap-shooting
the field artillery pieces. The matter was
reported, and after a close surveillance
of twelve hours he was taken before the
commandant. He first stated he was re-
presenting an Kastern magazine, but a
message to this publication proved he was
not known. Later he said he was prepar-
ing an illustrated article for a Japanese
publication, and swore the only pictures
he had were a dozen or so of the military
camp and manoeuvres.

Tokio {from February to April and that
he was planning a trip to America on
business. Nothing is mentioned as to the
nature of the errand. He said he had
been in this country five months and hved
in San Francisco three months. He de-
clared he carried credentials from a
Tokio publication as correspondent, but
did not produce the documents.

BRITISH JUDGES AND OTHERS

An American judge, visiting London,
was greatly impressed a few days ago
with the promptness of British justice in
the courts. He found that a jury was
quickly secured, and the case concluded
without needless delay. Such a thing, he
said, could not be done in the American
courts.

Another American visitor to London, a
lawyer, has also offered some criticism,
but in a different vemm. He says:

“The judges were too advanced in age
and were apparently not: men of the
world. They seemed insufficiently experi-
enced in every-day life and every-day
business. They simgly sit in judgment
and they lay down the law just as it was
administered hundreds of years ago. A
ju_dge elected to the bench in America is
invariably a man of the world, with wide
human knowledge, a man of modern life.
Altogether, British legal machinery im-
pressed one as insufficiently up to date.”
.This statement has attracted the atten-
tion of the New ¥York Evening Post,
which, in that happy vein of sarcasm
peculiar to its editorial columns, makes
the following biting comment:—

“It is obvious that these criticisms are
well founded. English judges are still un-
der the impression that a prisoner
brought up for trial should be either con-
demned or acquitted, instead of being al-
lowed to die of the gout in jail while
awaiting his fifth trial. ' The judges across
the water are hundreds of years behind in
their attitude towards triumphant
science, for it is on record that they will
actually interrupt an expert in the wit-
ness chair even while he is epgaged in
making an ass of himself. With an utter
lack of worldliness, English judges do not
take a leading part in gigantic clambakes
beefsteak dinners, or potato races for fa;,
men. And, worse than all, they are not
up even on the rudiments of the Law of

the Previous Fist, sometimes known as the
unwritten law.”

_’I"he Sun this morning enters the in-
viting field of romance, and, with the
easy confidence of a youth that is un-
abashed, soars into realms of fancy in
which the Times and Telegraph lapm up
as the organs of “a machine.”

Bishop Vincent Pro-
tests Against Sen-
sational Methods
Bishop Fowler Agrees That
There is Too Much Sensa-
tionalism in the Churches

Today, but Believes in Sob-
erly Conducted Revi vals.

In a speech at Coffeyville, Kansas, this

week, Bishop John H., Vincent of the
Methodist Episcopal Church attacked the
evangelistic system of revivals now used
in most of the churches of his denomina-
tion. He said that revivals produce only
temporary good, and that on account of
the eensational methods used in so many
of them the bad éffect more than offsets
the good.
{New York Evening Post.)
Clergymen of this city generally, and
those of the Methodist Episcopal Church
in particular, were discussing. today the

Kan., by Bishop John Vincent of the
Methodist Church, in which he is said to
have criticised the evangelistic system of
“revivals” employed extensively in his
own denomination, declaring that he be-
lieved sensational methods nsver produe-
cd more than temporary good.

Ministers seemed to be practically uni-
ted in the opinion that Bishop Vincent’s
quoted opinion should not be taken ab-
solutely literally. In other words, they
held that while there had been undoubt-
edly too much eensationalism in recent
evangelistic movements, this did not by
any means show that the movements had
been unwise or unfruitful. What the
clergymen desired was less senationalism
and more sober, earnest work—an appeal
to “men’s intellects, to their logical sen-
ses,” to quote the words of Bishop Char-
les Henry Fowler, also of the Methodist
Episcopal Church.

“I know Bishop Vincent quite well,” he
said this morning. ‘“He is known in the
Church for opinions such as were express-
ed in his address at Coffeyville. But his
opinions do not express those of the en-
tire Methodist Church, although there is
much reason in what he says. There is
too much sensationalism in the Church at
present, and there has been in the past.
We should like to get rid of it, but I do
not think revivals are harmful. In my
experience they have done a vast deal of
good. Take the Welsh revivals of several
years ago, for instance. There was much

We old fellows
are superannuated. It takes a young man
to appeal to the young. We elders may
mean well, but there is something lack-
ing, and the bar of age lies between us
and perfect understanding. So I think
evangelism lies with the younger clergy-
men.”

Similar views were held by the Rev.
Dr. H. P. Lyman-Wheaton, of Ridgefield,
N. J., who is connected with the Evangel-
istical ‘committee of Greater New York.

Mr. Squires is a man of about middle age,
of pleasing exterior and energetic style of
speaking. There were good congregations
both morning and evening yesterday and
he made a very favorable impression on
his hearers. In his evening address he
drew attention to there being no antag-
onism between true science and true re-
ligion. He also said that the only eolu-
tion for the problems of the liquor traffic
lies not in human legislation but in the
introduction of the spirit of Christ into
the hearts of men.

The subject of the evening discourse was
God’s command to Moses at the Red Sea,
“Speak unto the children' of Israel that
they go forward.” \ Rev. Mr. Squires’
sermon was an earnest plea throughout
for advanced work along the lines of
Ohristian endeavor and fellowship and a
protest against the idea of failure in the
cause of Christ. He said that Hegel had
written a book in which he sought to
prove that the whole progress of the
world was away from Christ and His
ideals.

While the preacher conceded that in
some particulars the world may have
drifted away from Christ still, he said, in
everything essential Christ was a greater
force today than ever. Theology has
changed and become sweetened from the
old ideals. Yet truth is truth and should
be accepted and held to, no matter where
it comes from. The man who says there
is antagonism between science and religion
is doing a bad service to both. The preach-
er urged his hearers to go forward to-
wards a higher conception of duty in re-
gard to the liquor traffic. He contended
that. more souls are lost through this par-
ticular form of iniquity than all others
combined and the cure, he said, lies not
in human legiclation but the introduction
of the spirit of Christ into the hearts of
the people at large.

Anesthesia was used dur-
ing the operation and in the final disposit-
ition of the dogs. But it is hardly 'con-
ceivable that such an experiment could
take place without suffering.

The Chinaok, the winner of the cup, was
designed by G. H. Duggan, of Sydney (N.

Spread of the Vacation Habit

ters Are Out of Town.

(From our Regular Correspondent.)

WASHINGTON, D. C., July 25—The
spread of the vacation habit and the
growing psychological necessity which
every American seems to be experiencing
that he must leave home in the summer,
makes a transformed city of Washington
in summer and suggests the thought that
summer arrangement for the administrat
tion like that in Imdia, would be a better
solution of the problen of how to run the
government in the hot season and enjoy
life at the same time. In India ‘the cap-
ital is transferred in toto at the begin-
ning of the hot season to the mountains
and no governmental business is transact-
ed at the winter capital from March to
November. Notwithstanding all that has
been said of the climate in Washington,
the summers are far from unendurable,
but officials have come to regard them so,
and every year from July to October the
administration of governmental affairs is
in the hands of subordinates and in some
of the departments men two or three or
even four removed from the chief offieials
are in control. At present, not only the
president, but every member of his cab-
inet is out of the city. In the state de-
partment Secretary Root and Assistant
Secretary Bacon are both enjoying a pro-
longed holiday. Postmaster General Von
Meyer, who is one of the hardest workers
among officials here, remained later in the
season than any of the cabinet officers and
even after he had left he made a trip
back to his office and cleared up a huge
pile of work. He at last succumbed to
fashion and is now at his summer home
in Massachusetts, but he will be the first
one back in the fall. Secretary Straus, of
the department of commerce and labor,
who has Jeased a big house in the sub-
urbs of the city, expected to remamn until
he left for Hawaii, but man proposes and

SAD DEATH OF
MONCTON BOY

Edward Williams Dove to a
Watery Grave in Humphrey’s
Pond.

Moncton, N. B, July 28—With the re-

It was with difficulty
that he was pulled ashore by his young
companions.

The alarm was given and men who ran
to the ecene were able in a short time to
bring Edward Williams’ lifeless body to
the surface. Daceased was one of a fam-
ily of four. Their motRer is a washer-
woman living in Pearl ' street and the
father is working near Campbellton. The
deceased lad was employed in the Domin-
ion Textile Company’s mill here but was
having a half holiday Saturday.

HOT WEATHER CAUSES AN |
EXODUS FROM WASHINGTON

Makes American Capitol Look

Like a “ Deserted Village.”---President and All His Minis-

ing until the excitement had blown over.
Secretary Cortelyou is in Hempstead,
Long Island, with. his family, and the
treasury department is in control of his
first assistant. It may be far from prac-
ticable to suggest a summer capital, but
at any rate at this season the capital can
hardly be said to be located in Washing-
ton.

The reports of the activity of Secret-
tary Cortelyou in political work to bring
himself forward as a candidate for the
presidency are evidently the work of his
enemies, or at best of his “fool friendg.”
Mr. Cortelyou has risen from a clerkship,
and he has done it by such ability, hard
work and good sense that no one famil-
iar with his career would believe it pos-
sible that he is now, as has been report-
ed, “using all the machinery of the post
office and treasury departments to fur
ther his presidential ambitiop.” The ab-
surdity of the statement is patent. The
machinery of those departments is care-
fully watched by a host of people be-
gides Mr. Cortelyou. If he were to use it
for his own political purposes there would
be such publicity in a week that Mr. Cor
telyou wo be forced to cut short his
public career. There is nothing Machi-
avellian about Mr. Cortelyou. The meth-
ods by which he has risen from a-sten-
ographer, at less than a thousand a year,
to a position where men like Elkins and
Overstreet can seriously conmsider him for
the president, have nothing esoteric in
them. He began with a large fund of com-
mon sense, a marked. ability for hard
work- and little talk and great capacity
for development. These taken in connec-
tion with a fine appearance, gapd man-
ners and perhaps luck, did the rest. He
has succeeded wherever he has been
placed by attending strictly to. the work
in hend. High places have not made his
hat band too tight,and personal ambition,
fashionable life and flattery have not been
sufficient to interfere with his work. It
is incompatible with what the public
knows of his character that he should be
neglecting the day’s work to pull peliti-
cal wires, and more especially to do it in
such a stupid, bungling way that he
would be sure to strangle his career in
the attempt.
