We have visited the seene of destruction to-day
and a meluncholy sight it is truly., The forward
part of the boat is broken off by her forward gang-
way and her bows are thrown up nearly thirty feet

nd rest high and dry on the island, somne twenty
feet from the water,

‘I'he crash must have been tremendons, as every
part of the boat is broken to pieces and will be a
total wreck.

‘T'he Yoss of life is awful, and as yet no correct
estimate can be formed as to how many have per-
ished.  We are inforized by the Captain that there
were 300 pussengers on brard, The scene that
took place on hee striking is indiseribuble. The
gentlemen who had ladies in charge roshed to the
Ladies’ Saloon and the ladies who were in itvushed
to the door to escape— confusion and consternation
were so great that a large number threw them-
selves inw the river, and many mnst have been
drowned. - The accident took p'ace about 8 o'clock
in the evening ; it was very dark and stormy, and
the boat was under very moderate headway when
she struck—had she been under full speed many
more lives must have been lost.

Some who jumped overboard had a very narrow
escape.  Miss Cornelia Platt, a young ludy, of De-
troit, who was on her way to New York, nnder
the charge of Mr, C. H. Hicks of that city left the
boat on a settee anc were both taken up a short
distance below nearly exhausted,

A large number of boats from Athens and from
this city went imnedliatel; to the relief ofithe suf-
ferers and a number of persons were picked up,—
The steamboats Rocliester and Express were just
behind the Swallow when the accident occurred,
and they came along side and rendered all the as-
sistance they could, and took most of the passen-
sengzers on board,

The stern of tha boat sunk alwost immediately,
and must have carried a large number down with
it. At high tide the water is clear upto the npper
deck over the State Room ; this afternoon at low
water they suceeeded in getting out six bodies—
five women and one man. One was recognised
to be the wife of George M. Coffin, of West
Troy. The rest of the badies were not recognized:

T'he John Mason has been down and taken all
the baggage, and what furniture they could reach
belonging to the boat. We understand that it is
the intention of the owners to take out her engines
and machinery immediately, so that they can raise
the stern and obtain the bodies of those who were
drowned in the cabins,
