She
was all in order, and free from difficulty, for
her colors were displayed in the usual manner
in answer to ours,—which they would not have
been had anything occured rendering a com-
munication necessary ; for then a proper signal
would have been hoisted.

The Advance wasat Cape Riley hauling
off, so as, no doubt, to get to clearer
water before night. Captain De Haven had
a full knowledge of all that had taken place
up to that period, concerning the movements
of the other ships—knew what had been dis-
covered on shore by Capt. Ommanney—was
acquainted, from me, with the position of his
consort, and the state of the ice across Bar-
row’s Straits and Wellington Channel. Pos-
sessed of this knowledge, he would be well
able to direct his future movements, which,
no doubt, would be to speedily join his consort,
and’then, as he intimated, himself make Cape
Hotham and Bank’s Land on one side (the
south side of the usual route) while the Res-
cue attempted it by searching the north side
of Parry Islands.
