London, Feb, lo—Tbe eastern battlefront, completely * ovefshadows the
western fighting line today, as the centre of interest in'the military operations.
The Teutonic.allies are making desperate efforts to advance especially in the re-
gion of Galicia to the South of Przemysl and Lemberg, where attempts have
been made to gain positions by sheer weight of numbers.

The general offensive movement of Austro-German forces along the Car~
-pathians has been successtul at the eastern end of the range, where the Russians
are retreating into Bukowina, but London military experts are of the opinion
that the Austrians must forge ahead a long way in this- direction before they
can hope to affect the general Russian’ position. .

The vital point is Dukla.Pass, where a short advance by the Russians
would compel the Austrians to look anxiously to their communications, At pres-
ent the. battle in the region of Dukla Pass has all the aspects of a draw.

London,- Feb, 30—The Chronicle’s correspondent telegraphs ' from: Czerno-
nitz that there has been severe fighting during the last few days along the
whole sousthern Galician front. - The Russians are holding a long line near the
crest of the .

SUCCESS, REPORT RUSSIANS

Petrograd; Feb, 10—Important success for the Russian troops in Galicts,
Hungary, East Prussia and Northern Poland, are claimed in an officfal report
from the general staff. These may be summarized in this manner:—

1—In Galicia, the Russians have repulsed twenty-two separate attacks
made by. the Austro-German forces at Koziowa, about sixty-five miles south-
southwest of Lemberg. The Germans suffered heavy losses, their dead littering
the slopes of the heights at Koziowa, which they captured but lost again,

2—In Hungary the Russians forced their foes to retreat in the region of
Bartfield and Svidnik, fighting continues there. In the vicinity of Lupkow Pass
in the Carpathians, the Russuns captured more than 5,000 soldiers and eighteen ~
machine guns.

3—In East Prussia the Russians re pulsed German attacks in the reglon of
Lasdehnen, northeast of Insterburg, and exterminated almost an entire battal
ion,

4—In Northern Poland, Russian cavalry concentrated in the region of Ry-
pin has held in check an offensive mov ement by the Germans,

The Russian Duma 'yesterday vigor-
ously applauded a fighting speech by the
foreign minister, who declared that the
successful issue of the war is becoming
more than ever apparent. The Duma
also adopted resolutions declaring the
unalterable determination of Russia to
. continue the struggle until lasting peace
in Europe is assured. Today’s news
says that the Russian armies are advanc-
ing in Hungary, and .that tae advance in
Fast Prussia has become so serious a
menace to the Germans that the latter

have been compelled to withdraw some|,

of their troops from before Warsaw to
meet the new danger. Nothing new has
transpired along the line in Belgium dud
France. A German Zeppelin has been
lost in the North Sea. The latest re-
ports fiom Austvia show that internal
conditions are ng worse, and that
there is mcrunng difficulty in getting
men to nlly to the colors.

Graece has warned Germany that she
expects Greek ships to be: protected by
the regulations  governing navigation.in
waters not effectively blockaded. The
Q_emment of the United States is ex-
pected to make similar representations,
as are those of Sweden and Norway. The
American steamer Wilhelmina, concern-
ing whica complications were expeeted,
hes arrived at Falmouth, England, and
the captain says he entered that port of
his own free will. Her cargo of food
stuffs, destined for Hamburg, will be
thrown into a prize court.

AGRICULTURE OLD AND NEY

Mr. C. E. Embree, who is now chief
of the bureau of marketing and sup-
plies in the Maine department of agri-
culture, contributes a long article to the
Fastern Fafm and Home, in which he
makes a striking contrast between the
‘old and new agriculture. Mr. Embree
was born near Amberst, N. S, but has
been living in the United States for for-
ty-five years. Not one of his immediate
relatives is mow living in these prov-

Tinces. Last-year, howgver, he revisited
Cumberland county, and though the
modern town of Amherst made him feel
as though he were in a strange land,

* yet when he journeyed eastward to the
old Homestead it seemed to him it was
but yesterday he had left there as a
_boy. wlth.tl;é worm ‘before him. His very |
interesting' description of the home farm’
as it was in the days of his boyhood’is/
worth giving in full. He says:—

“From ‘our point of view it was a
large farm and there was a saw mill lo-
cated on it, so that we might have some-
thing to do in the winter gathei-ing‘in
the logs to keep the mill busy when the
spring opened. We wintered over thirty
to forty head of cattle, three or four
horses, eight cows and fatted the usual
number of pigs and poultry. We also
fatted a cow and a pair of oxen. The
cow hide, we sent to the tannery and had
it made into wax leather on the halves.
Then a so-called shoemaker came to the
hqusc and made our cow-hide hooﬁ that
at times became so hard an elephant
could step on them and we would never
know it, even though' our feet were in-
side of them. The green shanks we made
into wmioceasins and after packing them
with straw and three or four pairs 'of
woolen socks Mother knit' “we .could

. defy the 'coldest of weather. Overcoats

and undergarments we had none, neither

did we need them..-Iu the coldest wea-
ther we could start out with a five-cat-
tle tmm for the ten acre lot on the Fort
Luﬁrencc or the Amherst Point Marsh.

f course we had a load of cord-wood
for thesgeneral store and when this was
unloaded we went to the marsh and re-
turped with a load of hay. We must not
forget the fat oxen for they were prac-
tically the omly product on the farm'
that brought us cash on delivery. Al
else, pigs, chickens, turkeys, and lum-
ber included, went to the genera] store of
R. B. Huestis or Rufus Embree at Am-
herst Corner. At the end of the year the
bill came in and always the balance was
on the wrong side. Then all hands went
to the woods and cut and sledded cord-
wood until the bill was paid. In order
to clothe oureslves we kept a flock of
sheep. We sheared, washed the wool,
carded, spun and wove it into the fa-
mous grey homespun. Our mother was
the tailor and while the clothes some-
times fitted after the fashion of a meal
bag, they were warm and answered the
*purpose. Thus the years passed away,
each year bringing its problems and very
little returns for our labor.”

Mr. Embree is not quite sure that it
might not have been as well had each
succeeding generation followed in the
footsteps of its fathers, for there was a
charm in the life they led. However,
that was not to be, and there came
about a great change, and it is now nec-
essary for the farmer to recogmize that
he is commercially engaged as truly as
a man who owns a cotton or wot;len
mill, and that he must apply business
methods or he cannot succeed. Mr.
Embree declares that the farmer must
eome out of his isolation and take his
proper place side by side with his bro-
ther the city business man. Applying
business methods, however, will not solve
his problems withont co-operation, and
Mr. Embree gives a number of very
striking instances of the splendid results
that have followed  co-operative work
among farmers in portions of the United

States, applying the principle” not only
to ‘the sale of their products, but to the
purchase of supplies. Only those farm-
ers who recognize the changed conditions
and pursue such a policy as that outlined
by Mr. Embree can hope to build up 2
prosperous farming community.

ANSWERS Ill QUERIES
IN.HOUSE AT OTTAWA

Ottawa, Feb. 9—The government re-
plies to questions by private members on.|
the order paper:brought the first ba
of information' desired by some of the
maritime province members.

In reply to Mr, Sinclair, the minister
of naval affairs; Hon. J. D. Hazen, said
that no formal  action or decision had

taken by “the government not to
continue the Nisble and Rainbow in full
commission, as was intimated in the last
annual report of the naval department.
Mr. Hazen said-that no order-m-councxl
had been passed in regard to’the matter,
but owing to the gradually decreasing
number of men on these vessels it was
found necessary to take the ships out of
full commission.

Hon. Frank Cochrane told Mr. Sin-
clair that the total expenditure in con-
nection with. the National Transcontin-
ental investigation commission was $65,-
666. Of this amount F. P. Gutelius,
general manager of the I. C. R., had re-
ceived $26,870. Mr. Gutelius' was em-
ployed thirty-eight. days on the working
of the commisgion, and during that time
he was mot paid ps general manager of
the I. C. R. Between May 1, 1913, and
Dec. 31, 1914, Mr. Gutelius had received
833,303 as general manager of the I. C.

New Arrangement For Third Con-
tingent — Recruiting at Wood-
stock

The twenty-sixth battalion spent yes-
terday afternoon in tactical exercises
near the golf grounds.

A new phase in the regulations issued
to the recruiting officers with regard to
subsistence to men before being quar-
tered at the mobilization centre is as
follows: Recruits will be furnished with
accommodation and subsistence at the
recruiting centres, or will be paid the
following allowances in lieu thereof:

Per diem.
Accomniodation allowances - .
15c.

When the recruit has passed the final
medical examination at the place of
mobilization and has been finally ap-
proved, he will be taken on the strength
for pay, which will be dated back to the
date of enrolment at the recruiting cen-
tre.

No pay will be drawn for men who are

! not finally approved and subsistence and

accommodation allowances, only, will be
paid by those men who are rejected for
medical or other reasons at the place of
mcbilization.

The attention of recruiting officers is
drawn in a circular to the fact that “in
the case of former contingents a very
large number of men have been recruited
who, when sent to the mobilization cen-
tres, have had to be rejected for various
causes, such as being medically unfit,
undesirable characters, not likely to be-
come efficient soldiers, etc., and the offi-
cers are warned that too much care can-
not be exercised in the selection of re-
cruits in the first place with a view to
eliminating these classes of men before

Belfast Man Comes to Canada to
Look Into Situation Caused by
War

Toronto, Feb. 10—As the result of the
German invasion of Belgium and the
ruthless laying to waste of that country,
88 per cent of the flax resources of the
world have been cut off. “Few people
in Canada realize tae significance of this
fact,” said J G. Crawford, secretary of|
the York Street Flax Spinning Mills of
Belfast, Ireland, who camé to Canada
some weeks ago to see what could be

- we have relied upon in the past,

done to increase the output of flax fibre
in this country, and to interest capital|
here jn the improvement of the meth-|
ods used to produce raw material for!
use in Britain and France. :

“Flax fibre for spinning figures largely |
in the manufacture of army supplies, be-|
ing used for weaving all grades of can-|
vas, used in tents, stretchers for Red
Cross work, aeroplane construction and
also for thread used in stitching shoes,
and all kinds of saddlery. Some idea of
the extent of the industry may be judged
by the fact that in tae Belfast Spinning
Mills, with which I am associated, there
are 4,500 employes.

“With the almost complete elimina-!

L]

tion of the supply of raw material which
we
have been forced to look elsewhere for
fibre to fill the demand, and therefore I
have made tais trip to Canada and inves-
tigated the situation throughout . the
country from coast to coast. At present
no flax fibre is being cultivated in west-
ern Canada, as the farmers use what
little is grown for seed purposes, but in
Ontario, and particularly in Huron,
Lambton and Essex counties, the oppor-
tunities for producing tlax fibre for spin-
ning are most promising.”

Mr. Crawford said that only 140 tons
of flax fibre were raised in Ontario dur-
ing 1914, and but nine mills dressed flax
for spinning. “I tell you, Ontario does
not realize the great opportunity that
lies to her hand, he said earnestly.
“There are twenty-five mills in western
Ontario which produced nothing last
year. Taey have their equipment stand-
ing idle and a high grade of fibre could
be produced if modern methods were
used and these mills put into operation.
If these methods are employed and the
western Ontario farmers will turn their
attention to developing this industry,
my experience tells me that without
added expense the quality of output
could be raised to a standard that
would rival that of the producers in
Europe who have been ruined by the
war. Wita proper attention a forty per
cent. increase in price over what is be-
ing paid noy for the Ontario raw mater-
ial could be obtained abroad.”

The use of the big guns at Liege and
Namur was made possible by the mar-
velous roads in Europe and by the quick
mobilization of the German army. The
Belgians were not sufficiently numerous
nor quickly enough mobilized to throw
up trenches outside of these places, or
they could aave prevented the Germans
getting the big guns within range.

The lesson once learned makes it im-
possible that big guns ever again can be
used to batter down’ fortresses, provid-
ing there is a sufficient field army to
defend the place. Hereafter an army in
trenches will protect cities threatened
with capture in war.

In the United' States it is the opinion
of military experts here that the 12 and
14-inch guns used to_ batter in the de-
fences of Liege and Namur would find
absolutely no use. In the first place taey
say that it would be impossible. ' to
transport them over our roads and in-
secure bridges, and in the second place
there are no fortifled cities requiring
heavy pounding administered by these
large calibre guns.

Any battles we might be called upon
to fight would be fought in the same
manner as those going on in the trenches
in Franece and Belgium. We would have
to have three-inch and six-inca mobile
field artillery, using ishraprie] and shell.

Of course the big guns, with iong
range and terrific'striking power will'still
be used in the navy ‘and in coast  de-
fenses. The Panama' canal will always
be defended by the biggest guns we ¢an

Veber of Lethbridge; who is here for
the session, sends confirmation of the re-
port that Admiral Sturdee who sank the
German squadron off the Falkland.

Senator DeVeber has possibly con-
fused Admiral Sturdee with some one
else, as the facts of the noted sailor com-
manders’ life do not agree with the state-
ments made. Regarding the date 1869,
Admiral Sturdee would then have been
only ten years old, having been born in
1859. He was not a native of St. John
but of England, though he had visited
here at different’ times. Admiral Drury
has been dead for a year or more, but

as regards the others, Admiral Pike and
Admiral Simmonds they are both form-
er St. John lads.
