The 
pear crop will be a medium one, and ap­
ples will, be far from being plentiful—par­
ticularly in the Number 1 class. One of 
the principal reasons for this falling off 
is the failure of many growers ti) spiay 
their trees properly.

Train No. 14 stopped to repair a defec­
tive brake, when No. 4 crashed into the 
sleeper of the standing train. The en­
gine of No. 4 plower half way through the 
sleeper, and crashed to death some of the 
sleeping passengers. The wreckage of the 
sleeper caught fire, and others of the pas­
sengers were burned or scalded. It is said 
there were eighteen passengers on the ill- 
fated car.

When the forward train stopped, a brake 
man was sent back to signal the train 
following, but the explosion of the torpedo 
which was placed on the track 
ing was heard too late by the engineer of 
No. 4 to stop his train.

London, Aug. 25—The Central London 
Railroad (the tuppenny tubes) is begin­
ning work on the costliest bit of railroad 
in the world. The company is to extend' 
its line east from its present terminus at, 
the Bank of England to Liverpool street 
station, one of the busiest railroad sta­
tions in^London and the one with the big- 
est commuter traffic.

The distance is a quarter of a mile and 
its estimated cost is $1,230,000, or $5,000,- 
000 a mile. The district under which the 
extension will be burrowed is the heart 
of London’s financial and business region.

The large cost of the extension is not 
due to any engineering difficulties, but to 
the necessity- of providing new foundati 
for many of the buildings under which* it 
will pass. This part of London is of chalk 
formation, and boring a tunnel through 
it is about as easy as boring a bole through 
cheese.

ST:Austria Short of Meat

London, Aug. 25—A despatch to the 
Chronicle from Vienna says that owing to 
the enormous rise in the price of meat and 
despite the high protectionist system of 
the country, the government has decided 
to open the frontier to dresed meat from 
Argentina, Roumania and Servia, and the 
state railways and the municipality of Vi­
enna have reduced respectively their tar­
iffs and octroi duties on meat by 50 per 
cent, for the next three months.

The work of wiring the city streets a,s provided for in the $3,000 grant from 
the city council, for special illuminating purposes at the time of the Dominion Ex­
hibition, is practically completed, and about the only unfinished part of the job is 
the placing of the globes on the sockets, which will require but little time. A test 
will he made when the globes are connected, but this was almost unnecessary, it is 
thought, as the work of wiring has been carefully done.

At a distance of about ten feet the sockets are in position on both sides of 
the following streets: Mill, Dock, King, Charlotte, Sydney, to the exhibition 
grounds, and with King, Queen and Market Squares. From the head of King to 
the junction with Union, Charlotte street has been wired on one side. In all near 
ly 1,300 globes will be used in the illumination.

The lights along the streets will be of the same color, but it is optional with 
the city as to whether those in King Square will be of different hues or not.

German building programme is based not 
upon hostility to any other country, for 
that is absolutely foreign to German policy, 
but upon practical consideration of the 
means of defence which are necessary and 
sufficient in all the circumstances which 
have to be considered. It makes a welcome 
advance iij the public treatment of Anglo- 
German relations when recognition of the 
real motives which have led Germany to 
expand her means of naval defence finds 
such clear expression in England as it has 
just found in the speech of the Brrbsh 
Prime Minister. No sensible German poli­
tician will desire to deny Great Britain the 
right to set what bounds she thinks fit 
to her naval power, the strength of which, 
as Mr. Asquith insisted, must be regulated 
according to the shipbuilding programme of 
the world. So far from denying that, we 
have a thorough appreciation for the im­
portance which, in view of its world-wide 
interests, the Britieÿ nation attributes to 
its navy. It can only be hoped that the 
question of naval armaments will hence­
forth be judged on both sides with the 
calm and the objectivity which the ques­
tion deserves. By these means the rela­
tions of the two peoples would be freed 
from a factor which at times has lament­
ably counteracted welcome and praise­
worthy attempts to give to the relations 
between the German and the British peo­
ples a cordiality which corresponds with 
the interests of the two Powers. The ut­
terances of Mr. Asquith open up the pros- 
pest of a public treatment of questions 
that affect the two powers, which will be 
less heavily loaded with misunderstandings, 
and therefore more profitable. Such a turn 
of events would not only serve Germany 
and Great Britain in equal degree, but 
would confirm afresh and in a most valu­
able way the general confidence in peace.”

Belknap, sole survivor of the Watts wagon 
train party, which crossed the plains from 
Iowa to Oregon in 1848 and oldest pion­
eer woman in the Northwest, celebrated 
the 90th anniversary of her birthday at 
the home of her grandson, Walter Bel­
knap, here a few days ago. She is in good 
health and expects to reach the century 
mark. She has not experienced a day’s 
sickness in eighty-three years.

Mrs. Belknap is a native of Ohio, born 
on August 15, 1820. When nineteen years 
of age, she married George Belknap and 
moved to Van Buren county, Iowa, then 
a territory, where she and her husband 
joined the Watts party. The train, which 
was composed of forty wagons, started 
for Oregon, in which territory the govern­
ment then offered a half section of land 
to every settler. The Belknaps settled 100 
miles south of Oregon City, living there

REV. OB. STEWART OF
MOUNT ALLISON DEAD

James

Sackvitie, Aug. 24—The death of Rev. 
Charles Stewart, D. D., professor of Old 
Testament theology and sometimes dean 
of the faculty of theodogy at Moiuit Alli­
son University, took place this evening 
at his home here. He leaves besides his 
wife, two sons living away from home, 
and a daughter, Hattie, at hofene.

Rev. Dr. Stewart was born in Glasgow, 
Scotland. He came to Canada* in 1652. Im­
mediately the work of the ministry en­
gaged his attention and after successful 
pastorates in Liverpool ( N..&), St. John, 
Windsor, Fredericton, Amherst and other 
places went to Mount Allison as C. F. 
professor of Ôld Testament exegesis and 
Allison professor of Old Testament ex­
egesis systematic theology.

The degree of D. D. was- conferred upon 
him by Mount Allison immediately upon 
his appointment. For almost forty years 
Dr. Stewart had been in connection with 
Mount Allison and during that period of 
faithful work wielded an influence over 

who have 'been trained for the 
Methodist ministry. Some years ago he 
was forced by advancing years,to give up 
some of his duties, but retained the pro­
fessorship of Old Testament theology un­
til his death.

In 1873 he was president of .the Eastern 
British American Conference before the 
union and in that year went ’ to England 
as the deputation to prepare for the great 
union of Methodism in Canada which was 
effected in the following year- In 1888 he 
was president of the N. B. and P. E. I. 
conference. In 1888 he was representative 
from the Methodist church in Canada to 
the five British Methodist conferences in 
Great Britain and in 1901 he was repre­
sentative of the N. R. and P. E. I. con­
ference to the ecumenical conference in 
London.

Although widely known and revered 
through the maritime provinces, it was in 
the classroom and in the town 6f Sack- 
ville where he was most loved and many 
honors were held out to him. He was a 
member of the church, superintendent of 
the Sunday school, and an officer of the 
misionary society until his death.

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FATALITIES IN 
FACTORIES OF 

CANADA FEWER
July Showed Decrease of 52 

as Compared With Last Year 
—Trade Disputes Record

Ottawa, Aug. 25— Industrial accidents in 
July totalled 354 to individual workers in 
Canada. Of this number reported to the 
labor department 116 were fatal and 338 
resulted in serious injuries. This is a de­
crease of 52 fatal and 2 non-fatal from the 
June record.

The labor department reports that dur­
ing July the total number of trade dis­
putes in Canada was tweny, one more than 
in June and four more than in July, 1909, 
About 212 firms and 10,272 employes were 
affected all told and 127 firms and 7.392 
employes were affected by new disputes 
during the month. The loss of time by 
these July disputes was 100,260 working 
days.

Of the 20 dishputee, 8 were settled dur­
ing the month, four in favor of the men, 
2 in favor of the employers, one a compro­
mise and one not reported.

DISCIPLINE FOR 
METHODISTS UP 

AT CONFERENCE
The Matter of Dancing, 

Theatres, Races, Etc.—Mat­
ter Shelved for Delegates’ 
Consideration
A Victoria, B. C. despatch says that the 

discussion of church discipline at the 
Methodist conference will probably prove 
second only in interest to that on church 
union, involving as it does the principles 
upon which the Methodist faith is found­
ed.

At the last quadriennium a commission 
on rules, with personnel of 35 of the 
most prominent members in the church, 
was appointed with a view to revising the 
discipline. The commission presented its 
report today.

In the discipline, as it at present stands, 
appears the following synoptical clause, 
which in effect summarizes the code ct 
morals in Methodism : “The general rules 
are to be understood as rorbidding neglect 
to duties of any kind, imprudent conduct, 
indulging in sinful tempers or words, the 
buying, selling or using intoxicating liq­
uors as a beverage, dancing playing at 

of chance, encouraging loteries, 
attending theatres, horse races, tireuses, 
dancing parties, patronizing dancing schools 
taking such other amusements as arc ob­
viously of a misleading or questionable 
moral tendency, and all acts of disobedi- 

tb the order and discipline of the

games

Church.”
The commission’s report pointed out 

that these rules should not comprise the 
code to be enforced, but merely epitom­
ized the godly' life which Methodists ought 
to lead. It went on to recommend such 
changes in the clause as would allow* more 
liberty of action to the members of the 
Church.

“Now we can dance if we like,” remark­
ed one delegate on hearing the suggested 
changes. A burst of laughter greeted this 
sally.

Mr. Justice Maularen, of Toronto, said 
that the present was the first attempt to 
interfere with this portion of the church’s 
discipline. It was an attempt to deal 
with principles which had been partly laid 
down by John Wesley himself and ratified 
by succeeding conferences. The matter had 
agitated several conferences and 
theme of grave importance to the church 
itself. Whatever was done should be the 
result of mature deliberations as the prin­
ciples of Methodism were involved.

Another delegate held that thousands 
of would-be Methodists were standing out­
side the church waiting until the restric­
tions under discussion were removed.

It was finally decided to shelve the dis­
cussion until such time as each delegate 
should have had time to study the pro­
posed changes in the wording of the code 
of morals of the church.

On being brought to the lock-up in Water 
street, he was placed in a cell, 
where he kept crying “Murder” 
continually. Not long afterwards, 
Rankine and Perry, who were in 
an adjoining room, heard sounds as 
of some one choking, itunning to the cell 
they found O’Brien hanging from the bars 
suspended by his overalls, the legs of 

' which were wound about the bare, while 
the bib part was knotted about his neck. 
He was slowly strangling to death. They 
cut him down, and called Dr. Berryman. 
Not long afterwards he repeated the per­
formance, and this time he was taken to 
the central station.

He was kept under guard all morning, 
Policeman J. H. Gosline watching over 
him, while his hands were strapped to 
his sides to prevent further violence. As 
his clothes were torn into shreds, an old 
police coat was wrapped about him. Later 
in the morning he calmed down consider­
ably and being brought before Judge 
Ritchie was remanded.

When arrested on July 25, on a charge 
of drunkenness and profanity, O’Brien 
gave his age as 52, and hie birthpl 
the United States.
