WORLD LEAGUE CONVENTION.
The first international convention of 

the World League Against Alcoholism 
will be held in Massey Hall, Toronto, 
Ont., November 24-29, inclusive. It is 
expected delegates will be present from 
at least 60 nations.

It is certain that such men as Dr. 
Robert Hercod, Lausanne, Switzerland; 
Leif Jones, labor member of the British 
parliament, and Dr. H. H. Russell, 
Westerville, O., founder of theeAnti- 
Saloon League, all three of them joint 
presidents of the World League, will be 
present. Many other men and women 
prominent in temperance reform the 
world over, will be on the programme. A 
constructive programme for intense cam­
paigning for world Prohibition will go 
forth from the convention.

The subject was expounded by Earl 
Winterton, who said that the proposed 
Burmese constitution provided a council 
of state and a legislative assembly, and 
went even further than was contemplated 
in India.

In India no woman had a vote, the 
speaker said, but in Burma under the 
proposed constitution there would be no 
sex disqualification, the reason being that 
Burmese women were for more advanced 
than their Indian sisters. All the heads 
of Burmese households would be virtual­
ly enfranchised. The total electorate, 
urban and rural would be 3,000,000, Of 
whom 200,000 would be women. The 
principle that there should be no tax­
ation without representation would be 
conceded to Burmah without a struggle.

June 25— (By mail)—Accom-Berlin,
modations at most of Germany’s univers­
ities and technical high schools have been 
so severely cramped since the war by 
increasing enrolments that steps are be­
ing suggested for stemming the rising 
percentage of foreigners.

A leader in the movement to restrict 
the foreign influx states that in his lec­
ture room he has noted from fifty to 100 
non-Germans, made up principally of 
Bulgarians, Roumanians, Russians, Hun­
garians  ̂ugo-Slavs and South Africans. 
He declares the preparation of those 
“outsiders” frequently is insufficient and 
that their conduct often “leaves much to 
be desired.’ While emphasizing the need 
of some curtailment in the enrolment 
and favoring action against foreigners to 
this end, he observes that'caution should 
be exercised to avoid political or diplo­
matic embarrassment through too string­
ent proceedings.

Enrolment in German universities as 
a whole has shown an increase of 30 
per cent, since the war and that of the 
technical high schools has been more 
than doubled. Just before the war there 
were 60,000 university students in Ger­
many. At the armistice the aggregate 
jumped to 90,000. There has since been 
a slight falling off, the summer of 19J1 
registering 87,147 and the present sem­
estre 82,668.

S ONLY 31-2 P. C. ring to the fact that many parents say 
that they went out in the world even 
younger and made a success, the speak­
er reminded his hearers that times and 
conditions have changed. In the nine­
teenth century boys were able to receive 
more of what has been termed "bye-edu­
cation.” There were not modem me­
thods and conveniences for solving the 
problems of labor and the youth of that 
period had to be more resourceful. Un­
less something be done to offset the In­
fluence of automatic machinery, said Mr. 
Sorsolell, we are going to turn out in­
ferior men and women.

Fourteen years is, then, too young 
for children to go out Into the world. 
This is fast becoming recognized in 
different parts of the continent. Twen­
ty-five states of the union are com­
pelling children to attend school until 
they are sixteen years of age. The same 
is true in Ontarié in which province 
if home conditions justify the removal 
from school before that age, special 
permission must be obtained and the 
child must attend 400 hours during 
the first year and twenty during the 
next. , .

Mr. Sorsolell disclosed the fact that 
the highest community average in the 
United States of those who complete 
High School Is thirty-eight per cent; the 
lowest is three per cent. In New 
Brunswick something like three and a 
half per oent. complete High School, 
and in Ontario the percentage is some­
thing like ten per cent. These figures 
would indicate that the system of edu­
cation has failed to meet the require­
ments of democracy and liberty when 
we think that the public and high schools 
are meant to feed the universities. Thus 
it is that legislation has been passed to 
endeavor to keep the children in school.
What Kind of Courses?

What kind of a course then shall 
we have ? asked the speaker. Educa­
tors say we should have five or six 
courses, such as the regular high school 
or cultural course leading on to the uni­
versities and professions, industrial, 
training men to be mechanics, artisans, 
etc.; home-making, commercial and ag­
ricultural courses. Some say they there 
>re difficulties In establishing such 
courges and also very expensive. In 
addition to the fact that young people 
have a right to these opportunities 
whether or not expense is involved, the 
speaker reminded his hearers that edu­
cated people produce much and save 
much, but uneducated people produce 
little and squander .much. •

In Ontario there are two kinds of 
technical schools. - There are the sep­
arate and composite. The separate vo­
cational high school is for the purpose 
of training in every department outside 
of the cultural éourse. It is mostly 
for the large cities, there being two in 
Toronto and one under construction, one 
in Hamilton, Ottawa, London and one 
under construction in Windsor.

In smaller commnnities—from ten to 
20,000—there are composite High Schools 
in which are taught the regular high 
school course, home-making, agriculture, 
industry, etc., some five or six depart­
ments in all. All these departments are 
on equal footing, 
the pupil must take for the first year 
at least fifty per cent, academic work; 
second year, forty per cent., and third

Not a Good Showing for New 
Brunswick Schools—Voca­
tional Training Needed.

(Moncton Transcript.)
At the public meeting, held in the 

Edith Cavel Assembly Hall Tuesday 
evening, a welcome was extended to the 
fourth annual Vocational School 
meeting in this city. M. A. Sorsolell, ex­
pert In commercial education with the 
Ontaria Department of Education, 
an exceptionally fine address on 
School and Democracy.”

The speaker said that the remarks 
which he was about to make may be 
divided Into five headings as follows:

L—The great world-wide vocational 
education movement.

2,—Where our present system has 
more or less failed to do all that is re­
quired.

&—How this failure has led to certain 
demands.

4. —How vocational education satisfies
these.

5. —The practical application In solving 
these problems in Ontario.

Whether we will or not, the speaker 
said, we are in the midst of a great 
educational movement. It began many 
years ago In Europe and Is rapidly- 
spreading over the civilized world. The 
significance of this movement Is that It 
recognizes that a university and appro­
priate education Is the right of every 
child and citizen; that there should not 
be any one kind of education suitable to 
all people; all are not ready to accept 
the same kind; man’s vocation in life 
involves both his social and religious re­
lations. It includes all kinds of voca­
tional training.

In days past, we have pointed with 
pride at the development of our educa­
tional system, but the statement that It 
is open to all. Is true In theory only. 
The speaker in süpport of this statement 
pointed out the enormous cost of a 
university education and pertinently ask­
ed how then could a university education 
be open to rich and poor alike.
Not All Expected.

Our great system has not done all that 
we expected. One writer says that ten 
million artisans in the United States-are 
going out into industry without ade­
quate training. There are thirteen mii- 

* lion farmers who have gone Into the field 
of agriculture without an adequate 
scientific knowledge .of farming. There 
are twenty million women engaged in 
home-making without a knowledge suf­
ficient to make home-making a success. 
These facts in the United States also 
hold good for Canada and it is that posi­
tion we are in.

There is a general feeling today that 
foûrteen years 1s too early an age to 
send children out in the world. Refer-

The composits school is economical.

The 
speaker then described in detail the com­
posite school at Sarnia, Ont., a town of 
about 16,000 inhabitants.

RETAILERS TO 
MEET IN HALIFAX

Annual Meeting of Domin­
ion Board in August—Re­

presentative Merchants from 
All Over Dominion.

(Halifax Herald.)
The occasion of the annual meeting 

here in August of the Dominion Board 
of the Retail Merchants’ Association of 
Canada promises the greatest gathering 
Halifax has ever had of retailers from 
all parts of Canada from the Atlantic 
to the Pacific. The meetings In connec­
tion erith the convention will open on 
Monday morning, concurrently with the 
summer carnical and will continue until
Friday. Advices so far are that every 
provincial council in the dominion will 
be represented at the board meeting and 
the delegates will be accompanied by 
parties of representative retailers In vari­
ous lines of business from Vancouver to 
Halifax. These board meetings are open 
to every member of the Retailers' Asso­
ciation throughout Canada, so that there 
will be a large attendance from the dif­
ferent provinces as well as from the city. 
The headquarters of the board here arc 
to be at the Halifax Hotel, but the meet­
ing place has not yet been decided upon. 
It was at the meeting in Winnipeg last 
year that Halifax, at the urging of Mr. 
J. Cuthbertson Doyle, Nova Scotia secre­
tary of the Retail Merchants’ Associa­
tion, was decided upon, although other 
cities in Canada sought to have this 
year’s meeting. It is not yet possible, 
pending advices from headquarters, to 
estimate the number of retailers who will 
participate in the week’s doing here. At 
present Mr. Doyle is at work upon the 
entertainment programme and figures out 
that he hit it off neatly in getting the 
meeting here, particularly as it happens 
to be Carnival Week. Strong effort is 
being made to have the railways grant 
special rates throughout the dominion 
for those coming here to attend the con­
vention and going to Charlottetown, P. 
E. I,, the week following to attend the 
provincial convention there, and a suc­
cessful result in that connection may 
materially increase the attendance.

Among prominent Canadian officers 
and retailers who are almost sure to be 
among those in the gathering here are 
Messrs. J. H. Banfield of Winnipeg, 
president of the dominion board; E. M. 
Trowern of Ottawa, dominion secretary; 
C. F. Rannard (boots and shoes) and 
Connell (druggist), Winnipeg; W. H. 
Clarke (groceries), Toronto; Hodgins 
(antes), London, Ont.; McCullough 
(groceries), Stratford, Ont.; DeWolf, 
New Brunswick provincial president 
(hardware), St. Stephen, N. B.; Chas. 
Chandler, P. E. I. provincial president 
(hardware); J. P. Gordon (dry goods), 
Sexton McLennan (clothing), W. A. 
Stewart (dry goods), 8. A. McDonald 
(dry goods), and W. B. LePage (boots 
and shoes), P. E. Island. Among the 
Nova Scotia members from outside the 
city who will be here will be Mr. A. J. 
Reed of Shubenacadie, president of the 
Nova Scotia Retailers, and Mr. F. E. 
Harris of Aylesford, the vice-president, 
both of whom are large general dealers.

The programme for the board meet­
ings has not yet been received from 
headquarters, but It I* known that sev­
eral matters of great Interest to the re­
tail trades throughout the dominion are 
to come up for discussion. It is planned 
that the real business work of the board 
will not be begun until Tuesday, Aug. 
8, Monday being devoted largely to a 
conference of the dominion secretary and 
the secretaries of the provincial associa­
tions. On Thursday evening a banquet 
will be tendered at the Halifax Hotel to 
the visiting retailers, and Friday is to be 
left open for special meetings. There 
will be addresses at the banquet by offi­
cers and prominent members of the asso­
ciation and others. There will be a 
musical programme during the evening. 
P. E. L Next.

The dominion president and secretary, 
as well as most of the other visiting 
members, will probably leave here on 
Saturday, Aug. 12, for Prince Edward 
Island to attend the Nova Scotia and P. 
E. I. Retail Merchants' council meeting 
at Charlottetown on Tuesday and 
Wednesday, Aug. 16 and 16, and it Is 
expected a large party of Halifax and 
other Nova Scotia retailers will leave 
with them or on Monday, the 14th, to 
attend the provincial convention. The 
P. E. Island Retailers’ Association is re­
ported to be one of the best organized In 
all Canada.
