san Francisco, April 22.—Koreka
Takahasa, the Japanese flnancier who
has just completed his mission of float-
ing loans aggregating $115,000,000 in
London and Paris to redeem the war
bonds of Japan, arrived here on his way
home yesterday.

Talking of his work in London and
Paris last night, Mr. Takahasa said
the loans floated abroad are mostly
held by London bankers, the stringency
of money in Paris being chiefly respon-
sible for this fact. Japan will pay five
per cent for this money, which will be
used in redeeming the six per cent.
bonds issued during the war. No dif-
ficulty is now encountered by the Jap-
anese in raising money. Her credit has
been unquestioned since her achieve-
ments in the war and foreign capital
is daily pouring into her increased
amounts.

“The United States bought about
but has
contributed little or no capital for in-
vestment in Japan since,” sald Mr.
Takahasa. “The reason for this is
patent; men with money in the United
States can get bigger returns for it
here than anywhere else, and they do
not have to go abroad to seek invest-
ment. Japan will probably attract
very little American capital while the
present prasperity- continues' in the
United States.”

Union Steamship Company Will In-
crease Fleet to Deal With:
Growing Traffic

The steamship Mirama, now under
construction at Greenock at the yards
of Caird & Co., the famous builders of
the P, & O. steamships, for the Union

Steamship Company of New Zealand, |
will be placed in service between Brit- |

ish Columbia and Sydney, Australia,

next spring. The Mirama, which is a |

vessel of 6,500 gross tonnage, is being

constructed with special attention to |

the requirements of passenger service
between Victoria, Vancouver and Aus-
tralia, and she will be thoroughly mod-
ern and up-to-date in every respect.

When the Mirama is commissioned
she will undoubtedly reduce the time
between this coast and Sydney, as she
is guaranteed to steam sixteen and a
half knots when loaded to full capacity.
The best time now made is less than
fourteen knots, though the steamship
Moana, one of the three vessels on the
run at present, is capable of reeling off
fifteen knots. The new steamship will
have triple-expansion engines and she
will have twin screws.

The general dimensions of the Mi-~
rama are: Length 420 feet, beam 53
feet and moulded depth 23 feet. Al-
though essentially a first-class pas-
senger vessel she will have accommo-
dation for between 3,000 and 4,000 tons
of ‘cargo, which is about twice
amount any of the steamships now on
the route can handle,

A feature of the passenger accommo-
dation of the Mirama will be-a very
large number of single and double
berth staterooms. - The requirements
of the passenger traffic between this
coast and the Antipodes, as learned bys
years of experience, are fully recogniz-
ed by the Union Steamship Company,
and many new features which . will
add to the comfort of patrons wili
figure in the new steamship.

Owing to the great growth in perish-
able. frelght traffic between -Canada
and Australia the Mirama is. being

equipped with large cold storage quart-
ers. She will have three refrigerating
chambers, one large, one medium and
one small, and the total capacity of
these vaults will be 350 tons.

She arose and left the church. In a
short time she returned, knelt for a
long time in prayer, when the attention
of one of the fathers was called to her.
She acted strangely, and he thought
she was ill. He went to the presbytery
and called one of the clergy who had
just entered the main part of the
church. He saw the unfortunate young
woman fall over to the floor. She was
carried down stairs in the church. A
physician was called, but before he ar-
rived the young woman had breathed
her last. She had swallowed about a
teaspoonful of the crystalized poison.
There was no labél upon the bottle to
indicate where it had been purchased.

While in Seattle, Miss MecDermott
had made her home at the Acade of
the Holy Names. The mother superior
stated last night that she had believed
the young woman insane, but did not
consider her in such a condition as to
require restraint. She went to the
academy about three or four months
ago and wanted to stay there until she
could get work. The mother superior
allowed her to remain and do light
work abeut the place.

Little is known at the academy on
Jackson street about the young
woman’s parents except that they are
poor people and live near Bellingham.
Mental disarrangement is the only
cause that ceuld be assigned for the
suicide by the mother superior at the
school last night.

hanced thirty or forty per cent. It is|
this which makes the demand for mod- |
ern houses so lively at the, present |
time, and which has reduced/the num-
ber of rentable houses to & low ehb.

‘““The other class are prairie people,
but not the kind who were here in the
winter. The latter were, in the main,
speculators, who foresaw the move-
ment which is now on, and prepared to
profit by it, by snapping up all the
available property which could be
acquired at a reasonable figure. The
men to whom they hoped to sell are
now cqmlng on to the ground, and they
are in nearly every instance bona fide
settlers, who will be an important and
valuable addition to our population.”

The machirery for the flour mill
standing as it was when work was dis-
continued some years since, and next
fall, as soon as the season’s wheat can
be obtained from the prairies, it will
be started and continued in operation
night and day. It is the policy of flour
millers to keep their machinery contin-
ually in motion, and hence there will
be no cessation of work from Monday
mornings until Saturday night.

At present the sheds on the wharf
will accommodate the grain preparatory
to its being ground, but it is anticipat-
ed that before leng elevators will be
erected to economically handle the
wheat and_ Victoria will have at least
one of the structures which mark the
landscape from Winnipeg to Medicine
Hat, and which bespeak the fertility
of Canada’s plains.

The machinery for the rice mill is
now on the way, and it is said that
the Mount Royal Milling and Manufac-
turing ccompany, of Montreal, who are
behind the enterprise, will spend $50,000
in machinery for cleaning and polish-
ing the rice which will be treated at
the mill.

On
several occasions the woman has been
seen running around the yard flour-
ishing a knife in her hand. On one oc-
casion very recently she was heard tq
threaten that if the dead man did not
rermit her to enter she would break
in the door. But on that occasion shq
was admitted without trouble.

McKay is said to have been jealous
of her and the negro.. In October he
entered the cottage of the dead mar
forcibly while drunk, and in conse-
quence served two months for disord.
erly conduct. What took place on the
night in question is more or less of a
mystery.

The woman’s version is only half the
story as she was seen to-drive up to the
cottage in a hack with McKay and
leave again in a few minutes for ths
Lion saloon, a popular resort near by,
where she spent some time drinking
before returning to her abode.

A street car conductor states thaton
the morning after the affair he was
going to his work at about 5.30 a. m,
when Mrs. Cowgill with blood stream-
ing from the left side of her head and
with a black eye rushed out of ths
house crying: ‘“Won’t you help me get
the old man up. He’s down, and 1
can’t get him up.”

He replied that he had to be at his
work very early, and could not stop,
He states that he turned in a report t¢
the police station.

“The first intimation we had of the¢
occurrence was at twenty minutes t¢
four, yesterday afternoon,” said the
chief this morning.

The woman in the case is about 46
years of age, and McKay, who has
been by turns a fireman on board the
steamer Otter and general roustabout,
is about 25 years old.

Thereafter if the
evidence shows that the deceased was
violently attacked as seems to be the
case, they will be given a preliminary
hearing.
