san Francisco, April 22.—Koreka
Takahasa, the Japanese flnancier who
has just completed his mission of float-
ing loans aggregating $115,000,000 in
London and Paris to redeem the war
bonds of Japan, arrived here on his way
home yesterday.

Talking of his work in London and
Paris last night, Mr. Takahasa said
the loans floated abroad are mostly
held by London bankers, the stringency
of money in Paris being chiefly respon-
sible for this fact. Japan will pay five
per cent for this money, which will be
used in redeeming the six per cent.
bonds issued during the war. No dif-
ficulty is now encountered by the Jap-
anese in raising money. Her credit has
been unquestioned since her achieve-
ments in the war and foreign capital
is daily pouring into her increased
amounts.

“The United States bought about
but has
contributed little or no capital for in-
vestment in Japan since,” sald Mr.
Takahasa. “The reason for this is
patent; men with money in the United
States can get bigger returns for it
here than anywhere else, and they do
not have to go abroad to seek invest-
ment. Japan will probably attract
very little American capital while the
present prasperity- continues' in the
United States.”

Union Steamship Company Will In-
crease Fleet to Deal With:
Growing Traffic

The steamship Mirama, now under
construction at Greenock at the yards
of Caird & Co., the famous builders of
the P, & O. steamships, for the Union

Steamship Company of New Zealand, |
will be placed in service between Brit- |

ish Columbia and Sydney, Australia,

next spring. The Mirama, which is a |

vessel of 6,500 gross tonnage, is being

constructed with special attention to |

the requirements of passenger service
between Victoria, Vancouver and Aus-
tralia, and she will be thoroughly mod-
ern and up-to-date in every respect.

When the Mirama is commissioned
she will undoubtedly reduce the time
between this coast and Sydney, as she
is guaranteed to steam sixteen and a
half knots when loaded to full capacity.
The best time now made is less than
fourteen knots, though the steamship
Moana, one of the three vessels on the
run at present, is capable of reeling off
fifteen knots. The new steamship will
have triple-expansion engines and she
will have twin screws.

The general dimensions of the Mi-~
rama are: Length 420 feet, beam 53
feet and moulded depth 23 feet. Al-
though essentially a first-class pas-
senger vessel she will have accommo-
dation for between 3,000 and 4,000 tons
of ‘cargo, which is about twice
amount any of the steamships now on
the route can handle,

A feature of the passenger accommo-
dation of the Mirama will be-a very
large number of single and double
berth staterooms. - The requirements
of the passenger traffic between this
coast and the Antipodes, as learned bys
years of experience, are fully recogniz-
ed by the Union Steamship Company,
and many new features which . will
add to the comfort of patrons wili
figure in the new steamship.

Owing to the great growth in perish-
able. frelght traffic between -Canada
and Australia the Mirama is. being

equipped with large cold storage quart-
ers. She will have three refrigerating
chambers, one large, one medium and
one small, and the total capacity of
these vaults will be 350 tons.

She arose and left the church. In a
short time she returned, knelt for a
long time in prayer, when the attention
of one of the fathers was called to her.
She acted strangely, and he thought
she was ill. He went to the presbytery
and called one of the clergy who had
just entered the main part of the
church. He saw the unfortunate young
woman fall over to the floor. She was
carried down stairs in the church. A
physician was called, but before he ar-
rived the young woman had breathed
her last. She had swallowed about a
teaspoonful of the crystalized poison.
There was no labél upon the bottle to
indicate where it had been purchased.

While in Seattle, Miss MecDermott
had made her home at the Acade of
the Holy Names. The mother superior
stated last night that she had believed
the young woman insane, but did not
consider her in such a condition as to
require restraint. She went to the
academy about three or four months
ago and wanted to stay there until she
could get work. The mother superior
allowed her to remain and do light
work abeut the place.

Little is known at the academy on
Jackson street about the young
woman’s parents except that they are
poor people and live near Bellingham.
Mental disarrangement is the only
cause that ceuld be assigned for the
suicide by the mother superior at the
school last night.

hanced thirty or forty per cent. It is|
this which makes the demand for mod- |
ern houses so lively at the, present |
time, and which has reduced/the num-
ber of rentable houses to & low ehb.

‘““The other class are prairie people,
but not the kind who were here in the
winter. The latter were, in the main,
speculators, who foresaw the move-
ment which is now on, and prepared to
profit by it, by snapping up all the
available property which could be
acquired at a reasonable figure. The
men to whom they hoped to sell are
now cqmlng on to the ground, and they
are in nearly every instance bona fide
settlers, who will be an important and
valuable addition to our population.”

The machirery for the flour mill
standing as it was when work was dis-
continued some years since, and next
fall, as soon as the season’s wheat can
be obtained from the prairies, it will
be started and continued in operation
night and day. It is the policy of flour
millers to keep their machinery contin-
ually in motion, and hence there will
be no cessation of work from Monday
mornings until Saturday night.

At present the sheds on the wharf
will accommodate the grain preparatory
to its being ground, but it is anticipat-
ed that before leng elevators will be
erected to economically handle the
wheat and_ Victoria will have at least
one of the structures which mark the
landscape from Winnipeg to Medicine
Hat, and which bespeak the fertility
of Canada’s plains.

The machinery for the rice mill is
now on the way, and it is said that
the Mount Royal Milling and Manufac-
turing ccompany, of Montreal, who are
behind the enterprise, will spend $50,000
in machinery for cleaning and polish-
ing the rice which will be treated at
the mill.

TEARING TOWER

DOWN DIFFICULT

DEMOLISHING WALLS
OF SACRED EDIFCE

Great Care to Have Pinnacic Fall
Clear of Surrounding
Buildings.

(From Friday’s Daily.)

Steeples and steeple work have a
fascination for everyone, as all who
have watched a curious crowd follow-
ing the work of a steeple-jack can
testify.

It is very infrequently, however,
that the demolition of a steeple is wit-
nessed and the uncommon sight was
awaited by a large group of citizens
on Broad street yesterday and to-day.

The cne in question is one of the old-
est and handsomest in the city, namely
that of the old Methodist church -on
Pandora and Broad streets. Contrac-
tor Moore had succeeded in removing
most of the structure, but the lofty
spire still stood as if reluctant to for-
feit the conspicuous place it has occu-
pied for upward of half a century. To
destroy it the contractor sawed through
its graceful lines about thirty-five feet
from the top, and at an angle which
assisted in throwing it inward into the
body of the religious temple, of which
it has long been the chief ornament.

In addition to the ordinary crowd the
attempt to pull it inward by means of
ropes was closely followed by the ity
building inspector, Mr. Northcott, the
contractor, Mr. Moore, the new owner,
Mr. Ker, and F. M. Rattenbury. The
first three were chiefly concerned in
seeing that by no mischance the frame-
work fell in any direction but that
desired, thus imperilling surrounding
property. The first named was parti-
cularly solicitous about ithe matter be-
ing of the opinion that if it swerved
out of its proper course it would wreck
any building on which it fell. Mr. Rat-
tenbury, on the other hand, lamented
the destruction of an artistic and
beautiful landmark. 4

‘““The church and its spire,”” he said,
“was designed by Wright & Saunders,
of San Francisco, a firm who did some
notable work in this city, most of
which is unfortunately passing away.
They were the designers, as well, of the
Lick Observatory and other famous
buildings in the state of California.”

Building Inspector Northcott’s prac-
tical eve was even more pleased by the
magnificent main truss of the building,
which the workmen in stripping the
sides and roof disclosed to view. It
was of particular beauty and strength.

All day to-day the preliminary work
has been continued. A cable from a
point toward the apex of the tower to
the former rear wall of the church
further acts as a guy.

The tower will be demolished before
nightfall it is expected.

modern system whereby men can be
compélled to engage in any industrial
occupation against their will. If the
miners say they will not dig coal, even
for a week, in order that industrial
paralysis shall be averted, we shouid
be considerably enlightened if some one
would point out how they are going to
be coerced into working. It may be
true that the men have violated the
jaw .and are entitled to no consider-
ation—not even the consideration of
the retention of their situations for
them—and that the companies should
be protected in their efforts to secure
entirely new forces of operators from
elsewhere. But here again we are con-
fronted with a condition as opposed to
a theory. The condition is that it is
absolutely impossible to secure new
forces of men—if it were possible to
secure them at all—in time to avert the
paralysis against which the country in
general is protesting. Some say the
government ought to take the matter
entirely out of the hands of both oper-
ators and operatives and prosecute
temporarily, or even permanently, the
business of coal mining itself. That is
& suggestion worthy of very serious
consideration. But it is easler to make
than to carry out. It involves far-
reaching consequences—a revolution in
our industrial system that might in-
volve results more serious than anyone
advancing it has any conception of. It
would assuredly lead to the extension
of the principle of state operation of
industries. The continuous operation
of. railways is more essential 1o the
welfare of the community at large than
the operation of coal mines. The em-
ployees of any or all of our great rail-
way systems, observing what had oe-
curred in the case of our coal mines,
might become seized with the convic-
tipn that the condition of an employee
of the government is much more toler-
able than the condition of an employee
of a private corporation. Under the
method suggested by inconsiderate
journalists and others, it would be a
comparatively easy matter to
the transfer of railways from pri-
vite into public hands. We scarcely
think the country is yet ready for the
cxtension of the principle of govf n-
ment operation to coal mines and rail-
ways. Owing to the growing complexi-
ties of modern industrial systems and
as a consequence of the necessity of
state interference between the two
forees which seem to be prone to con-
flict, government ownership and oper-
ation may be forced upon nations as
the only ‘solution of a difficult prob-
lem; but public opinion is certainly not
prepared for such a drastic remedy
just yet. In the meantime we have
little doubt that when the Deputy
Minister of Labor and his staff get the
parties to the dispute upon common
ground, it will be a comparatively easy
matter to reach a settlement that will
be satisfactory to all concerned.

AN OTTAWA TRAGEDY.

Hon. Geo. E. Foster was never at
any time in his career a popular man.
He has not the personal qualities which
command esteem, while confidence and
love, even from his political asociates,
he neither seemed to desire nor to con-
sider necessary to the part he aspired
to play. In parliament, because of his
commanding intellectual abilities and
his magnificent talents as a debater,
he could not be considered other than
a towering figure; outside of the House
he walked alone, solitary,
neither close friend nor personal con-
fidant, The aloofness of the ex-Fin-
ance Minister may have been induced
by an inward consciousness of his sta-

possessing

ture compared with those with whom
he was allied as a public man. He may
have considered himself a Saul among
his political brethren, with a giant's
contémpt for the puny men essaying
to do battle with the political enemy.
It would have been yell for Mr. Foster
had he accepted the verdicts of the
many constituencies to.which he ap-
pealed in vain previous to securing a
nomination in North Toronto. The sun
of his public life, it is true, had been
dimmed by his treacherous treatment

of ‘his one-time political chief, Sir
Mackenzi¢ll Bowell. But he was not
alone in that dark transaction. - His
disgrace was shared by others. It is

believed he has now reached the end
of his career; and he feels himself that
the darkened luminary is sinking be-
hind a cloud unrelieved by a single ray
of glory.

_Mr. Foster’s nature is evidently more
sensitive than either his political ene-
mies or friends supposed. The report
of the Insurance Commissions stung

him deéply in a tender spot.

He had
been 'cherishing the - findings “in his
heart as a special grievance against
the Minister of Justice, and counted
upon. his -ability as & sophist (o
retrieve his tarnished reputation once
he secured the coveted opportunity o
bring his case before Parliament un-
hampered by rules of procedure. He
succeeded in his desire, and after the
ordeal was over, according to disinter-
ested testimony, he presented the
melancholy spectacle of a ‘“broken”
man. But to assert, in the light of the
facts, that the commission was appoint-
ed for the special purpose of “break-
ing” Mr. Foster, is absurd in the ex-
treme. The most melancholy feature
of the case, which has been described
as a tragedy, was the indifference dis-
played by Mr. Foster's colleagues on
the opposition side of the House. The
Ottawa correspondent of the Montreal
Herald draws a very striking picture
of the final scene. “There was,” he
says, ‘“more than pathos, there was
tragedy in the scene in the House of
Commons at two o’clock thigs morning,
at the end of the Insurance Commission
debate.

“Mr. Foster's great protest against
the report of that Commission had
been under discussion for two days.
The press of the country had given its
opinion, and .that opinion reached the
House on the afternoon and evening
of the second day. As paper after pa-
per came in it became evident that
not only was the Liberal press abso-
lutely unconvinced by its arguments,
but that with few exceptions the Con-
servative press was lukewarmh in his
defense or coldly critical, while the
independent writers were uniformly
hostile. The evening session began
with a good turn-out of Conservatives

but no enthusiasm. As time went on |

and the interrinable rivulet of Con-
servative oratory, unbroken by a sin-
gle Liberal speaker, trickled meaning-
lessly on, the Opposition thinhned and
thinned again. Mr. Borden was away
all evening. Hon. Mr. Haggart absent-
ed himself. Mr. Fowler, so eulogistic
of Mr. Foster in the morning, did not
show up. Mr. Ames was invisible. Mr.
Maclean was present, and spoke, with-
out so much as mentioning Mr., Fos-
ter’s name.

“At a very late hour; owing to the
absence of further Conservative sup-
port, Mr. Foster was compelled to
take the floor with that part of his
apology for which his voice had been
inadequate the day before. When he
had finished and ‘Mr. Aylesworth had
made his brief comment, there was ex-
hipited a spectacle which was credit-
able neither to the Conservative party
nor to Mr. Foster. In the face of &
strong 'Liberal phalanx of nearly one
hundred, which ‘had remained untib
this advanced hour to show its confi-
dence in the government'and its sup-
port of Mr, Aylesworth, there rose a

beggarly handful of seventeen Conser-,

vatives, all that was present of the
entire opposition party to vote for the
vindication of Hon. Georgé Eulas Fos-
ter and to declare lack of confidencé
in the judges who found against him.

“Here was the man who by his record
as a public man at least throws in the
shade every other member of the Op-
position, who wasg a-great parliamen-
tarian when those who surround him
were in, their political swaddling-
clothes, and who to-day at the end of
a long and sombre career finds himself
in the darkest and most difficult posi-
tion of his life. And yet there was not
enough feeling for his position in the
ranks of his fellow-partizans to secure
him the attendance of even a score of
Conservative for his vote of protest
and his declaration of innocence. The
party which hdas béen afraid to throw
him overboard was too careless to
stand by him. Mr. Borden, Mr. Monk,
Mr. Ames, Mr. Haggart, were home in
bed.

“After the vote Mr. Foster went out
of the House alone; as he once, after
a historic election in St. John, N. B,
left that city alone and unattended
with the shouts of the victors ringing
in his ears. The Conservative party is
not so tender to its’ wounded fighters.
Some may feel that it would be more
charitable to despatch the wounded
than to leave them on the field.”

“Among all the institutions which
the Commission investigated there is
no one in which the government's duty
to insist on safety is more plain than
in the case of an institution like the
Foresters. Hundreds of thousands .of
families are vitally interested that its
funds should be well managed and
secured, as far as humanly may be,
from loss. The Commission found that
in connection with this great fraternal
association, with some three hundred
millions of insurance, a subsidiary
company had been formed whose cap-
ital, to the extent of two million dol-
lars, was supplied by the Independent
Order of Foresters, and whose invest-
ment funds came from the same source.
Of this company Mr. Foster was the
manager.

“He now claims that he in no sense
occupied a position of trust with regard
to the funds of the Foresters. He was
not,- he says, even a Forester. His
argument is that the Supreme Court of
the Foresters is the trustee of those
funds. When it handed them over to
him as manager of the Union Trust
Company he assumed no share of the
trust responsibility that inhered in the
Supreme Court. That is to say, the
Supreme Court of the Foresters, which
is forbidden by law to invest the sur-
plus funds in speculative enterprises,
can form the Union Trust Company,
turn over enormous sums of the funds
of the association to it, and its man-
ager is then entitled to invest them in
speculative enterprises to which, while
the funds remained in the possession
of the Supreme Court, it would have
been illegal to resort. This may be
legal, but the very purpose of appoint-
ing an Insurance Commission was to
uncover such subterfuges, to show their
dangers, and to provide' against them
for the future, should it be thought
necessary. What Mr. Foster declares
to be an implacable hunt after his poli-
tical scalp 'was in fact an effort to un-
ravel a .most tortuous series of trans-
actions, the whole purpose being to
show that funds of the Foresters, in
which the savings of hundreds of thou-
sands of famiiies are invested, were
being jeopardized under the guise of a
separate but really connected organ-
ization.

“The Commission would have been
false to the duty with which it was
charged if it had not exposed the fact
that under the false face of the Union
Trust Company the funds of the For-
esters were imperilled; that when Mr.
Foster and his associates pocketed five
thousand dollars on the transaction
with what is known as the Montague
syndicate they pocketed in reality the
money of the Independent Order of
Foresters, and when Mr. Foster him-
self made a profit of twenty-five cents

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HOLDS MEETING
IN' SAANICH

‘COUNCIL DISCUSSES
SHORTAGE OF LABOR

Annual Lloan by-law Passed and
Much Routine Business is
Transacted.

(From Monday’s Daily.)
Many matters of interest came up for
discussion at the meeting of the Saan-

on Saturday night
sided, and tne following councillors
were present: Messrs. Moore, Pointer,
Grant, Quick, Durance and Puckle.

Each matter which came before the
meeting was dealt with in a speedy and
logical manner. On almost every sub-
jeet the councillors seemed to be at one
with Reeve Brydon, with the result that
the council had a goodly sheet of ‘“‘busi-
done” to show when the session came
to and end.

Perhaps the most interesting point of
discussion which ~arose out of the
routine business of the evening was a
| brief allusion to the question of a
shortage of labor, which is just at pre-
sent causing the Victoria Board of
Trade so many heart pangs. A report
was read from the road superintendent
recommending an advance of wages to
the road workers in 'the district. It
said that the men were dissatisfled at
present, and did not feel like coming to
work at $2 for a nine-hour day. The
road superintendent recommended an
| advance of 25 cents per day, the dur-
ation of the working day to remain the
same. With this, he said, the men
would be Batisfied.
¥ Reeve 'Brydon in supporting this re-
commendation said that the trend-of
wages had an upward tendency. owing
to.the scarcity of labor, He thought
ithat the suggestion of the road super-
intendent was a good onme, and in his
opinion it should, bé acted upon.

Councillor Grant said that if the good
will of the men could be secured then
half the, battle was won. He had no
objection to an increase being given.

‘In the opinion of Councillor Pointer
there 'was no shortage of labor. Dur-
ing these summer months the men
ought to'be anly worked for eight hours
a day, and then they would have extra
time- for improving  their farms. He
was fully in favor of the advance, but
thought there ought™to be an eight-
hour day during the spring and sum-
mer months.

In speaking to the question Council-
lor Puckle remarked that it was un-
doubtedly the shortage of labor that
was making the wages go up. He be-
lieved that the men_were dissatisfied,
and considered that they should be
given a quarter extra a day.

“Ft has been contended,” said Reeve
Brydon.,” in _concluding the discussion,
“that there is little difference in the
work which- a man will put in during
an eight-hour and a nine-hour day. In
my opinion there is a difference. The
difference 1s an hour, and during ail
my experience I have found that ome
hour is the same as another. At pre-
| sent I think a nine-hour day is neces-
| sary.” 77
| It was.then decided to grant an extra
25 cents per day, and that the working
day should continue, to be one of nine
hours’ duration.

A letter was read from Beaumont
Boggs asking the council in what man-
ner the subdivision of section 53 was
unsatisfactory.

Councillor Grant remarked that the
course of the road to run through this
property had been entirely altered, and
was not in accordance with the original
plans drawn up. On the original plan
the road had been mappeéed out where it
would be of the greatest utility to the
neighborhaood. The alteration had been
made in the interest of the property
owners, and was a clear departure
from the original plan.

It was decided that Beaumopt Boggs
should Re informed of this, and that he
should be furnished with a map show-
ing the way in which the council
| desired the road to run.

The question of the up-keep of the
roads which ran through the Indian
reserve was then raised. It was con-
tended that the Indians wore out these
roads just as much as the other inhab-
| itants in the neighborhood, and that
whereas they did not pay anything to-
wards the maintenance, the Dominion
government should be approached with
!t a view to making a grant. The matter
was left in the hands of Reeve Brydon,
and*it was decided that he should lay
the representations of the council be-
fore the minister at Ottawa.

The annual Loan By-Law then came

It
transpired that this work had besn
undertaken by the provincial govern-
ment, but had been dropped by that
body owing to the workmen engaged on
it meeting with-'a large rock, which
greatly retarded the progress of the
work. This was referred to the road
superintendent for a .full report on the
condition of the road and the 'estimat-
ed costs to enaple the municipality to
finish the work.

Further complaints re roads and
sidewalks in the district were also re-
ferred to the road-superintendent for
reports.

The report of the provincial police
was received and filed, and after some
accounts had been ordered pald and
other routine business transacted the
council adjourned at 10.29 p. m.

HOUSE: TURNED DOWN
EIGHT-HOUR BILL

Mr. Bowser's Attempt to Make
Political Capital---Fortnightly
Wages.

Yesterday in the legislature proved
fatal to a number of labor:bills which
came up. The proposal ofithe chlal—
ists to make compulsory - an eight-
hour day in all industries met with
small support. John _Jardine alone
supported the Socialistﬁ insthis radical
bill.

The bill to provide for <fortnightly
payment of wages went intorcommittee,
but although there was quite a gen-
eral support given to it on condition
that " certain objectionable features
were amended, it also suffered defeat,
the committee rising on the motion of
Price Ellison.

Another bill affecting laboriwas that
introduced by the leader of .the opposi-
tion, who sought to amend the Work-
men’s Compensation Act.

The amendment proposed to add a
provision as follows: :

“Prowided further, that whenever it
is proved to the satisfaction of the
committee or the arbitrator that the
injury in respoct of which the work-
man is entitled to compensation under
this act is a permanent injury, the
committee or arbitrator may, with the
consent of the workman, award him a
lump sum not exceeding the sum of
fifteen hundred dollars in full of the
workman’'s claim to compensation
under this act.”

This also came to grief on the second
reading.

The remainder of the afternoon was
taken up for the most part with the
discussion on the second reading of the
Immigration Bill introduced by W. J.
Bowser. This is a measure which even

' the Conservatives laugh at, as it is one

of the rawest attempts at making poli-
tical capital that has ever been intro-
duced into'the legislature. The insin-
cere tone of the “buncombe,” as the
Socialist leader described the speech of
Mr. Bowser, fell very flat on the Housz.
The leader of tke opposition’s speech in
reply to that of the introduceér was an
able presentation of the attitude of the
opposition to the question of immigra-
tion. He showed his sympathy with
the attempt to shut out wundesirable
classes by votirng for the second read-
ing in the hope that the bill would be
made rational in committee.

Prayers were read by Rev. W. Leslie
Clay. ™

On opening, Speaker Eberts gave his
decision on the point of order raised by
Stuart Henderson that the University
Endowment Bill was out of order and
required as now altered to be intro-
duced by message from His Honor the
Lieut.-Governor. He decided that the
point of order was not well taken.

Hon. F. J. Fulton presented ‘the an-
nual report of the fishery commission.

Hon. R. G Tatlow presented the re-
port of the bureau of information.

W. J. Bowser introduced a bill to
amend the Mechanics’ Lien Act.

J. H. Hawthornthwaite moved, upon
the motion for the third reading of the
bill to amend the Provincial Elections
Act, that the bill be referred back to
committee of the whole, to consider the
following new section: :

“6. Section 4 of chapter 20 is hereby
amended by striking out the word
‘thirty’ in the fourth line, and substi-
tuting the word ‘ten’ in lieu thereof.”

This Mr. Hawthornthwaite explained
was for the purpose of righting a diffi-
cylty met with in connection with the
transfer of voter’'s names from one
list to another. It provided that a
voter who had been in a riding for 30
days previous to an election might have
his name transferred from another list
on giving ten day’s notice. This would
allow of a transfer within forty days of
an election instead of seventy days as
previously.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite explained that
his amendments would wipe out the
most objectionable features as far as
the capitalist class was concerned. He
proposed to make the law for fort-
nightly payments to coal  companies
ehipping coal and works operated with-
in flve miles of an incorporated city.

Mr. Elison said that he had worked
longer than Mr. Hawthornthwaite. He
knew of no instance of a man who was
cdischarged not getting his wages paid
practically forthwith. If a man left of
his own accord it was a different mat-
Lter. This bill would work a hardship
in many cases.

John Jardine thought that men
should have their money handed over
to them  without leaving it lying for a
ipng period in the hands of the com-
panies.

Mr. Williams argued that a workman
should be given the same- privilege of
quitting work as the employer had to
discharge a man.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite sald that he
could tell the member for Rossland
that he had not changed his position
from a revolutionary socialist to that
of a constitutional socialist. He was a
revolutionary socialist and would con-
tinue to be such. He had no hesitation
in saying that if it was not possible to
gain the objects by constitutional
means he was prepared to advocate
the other course.

He contended that the large corpor-
ations were making vast profits, and
could well afford to pay the wages
fortnightly.

On a vote being taken the motion of
Mr. Ellison that the committee rise was
carried, R. Grant and J. Scholefield
voting with the opposition and the
Socialists in support of it.

The bill to amend the Workmen's
Compensation Act, 1902, introduced by
the leader of the opposition, was de-
feated on the second reading on the
tollowing division:

Regulating Immigration.

On the second reading of the bill to
regulate immigration in British Colum-
bia, W. J. Bowser explained that it was
necessary to protect the laborers of the
province. The Conservative party had
done much to aid labor. The policy of
protection introduced by the Conserva-
tive party had done much to foster
labor in Canada. Sir Wilfrid Laurier
had adopted this policy, but on the
matter of protecting labor the Liberal
party had not adopted the policy of the
Conservative party. The idea of this
bill-was to shut out the ignorant hordes
which threatened to invade the coun-
try. The railway development in the
province promised to be great in the
next few years. To carry out this
work the companies would naturally
seek the cheapest labor possible. The
party he represented intended to make
it impossible to introduce these ignor-
ant hordes. The building of the G. T.
P. might be expeeted to begin shortly.
He lamented the fact that there was no
rrovision made that the work should
begin on this coast at an early date. It
had been reported that a Japanesge con-
tractor had a contract signed, sealed
and delivered by which thousands of
Japanese were to be provided for doing
the work in construction of the rail-
way.

Mr. Bowser recalled the legislation
paBsed in previous years in the British
Colambia legislature, and which were
disallowed by the Dominion govern-
ment. While these acts were enforced
there was a falling off of the immigra-
tion of Japanese. In 1899 there were
2,056 Japs landed at Victoria. In 1900,
learning that this legislation was to
be passed,, 8,970 Japs landed here. In
1901 during the few months the Immi-
gration Act was allowed to be enforced
88 Japs landed here.

Mr. Macdonald asked for the figures
for the succeeding years.

Mr. Bowser said he had not these
figures. Continuing, ‘he said that his
bill followed the Natal Act very closely.
It differed in the educational act by
making it compulsory that the immi-
grants should be able to read and write
in the English language. It had before
been provided that the immigrant
should be admitted if he understood
any European langunage. He felt it
wise to go further and insist upon the
English language affording the test.

He argued that the province had the
right to pass this legislation. If objec-
tions were taken at Ottawa a test
should be made, and he thought the
Dominion government should place no
restriction on this test being taken.

In 1884 instructions, he said, were
sent from the colonial office to Ottawa
that no interference with British Co-
lumbia dealing with Chinese immigra-
tion would follow on the point of im-
perial reasons. In 1898 when exception
was taken to anti-Japanese legislation
the colonial office at London reported
that such legislation was Vvery repug-
nant to the Japanese and suggested the
adoption of laws along the line of the
Natal Act. The Dominion authorities
were not asked to disallow the legisla-
tion, Mr. Bowser ‘ said. Hon. David
Mills forwarded a copy of the Natal
Act accordingly to Victoria. Later cor-
respondence showed that the opinion
of the colonial office was that no inter-
ference should bé made with the Jap-
anese resident in British Columbia, but
there was nothing against shutting out
others coming in by laws along the line
of the Natal Act. The Natal Act aim-
ed against British subjects from India.
It was not disallowed for Imperial
reasons. The same rule applied to acts
passed in Australia, The Transvaal
government a few weeks ag0 on open-

even Russian Poles were liable to make
just as good settlers as Mr. Bowser.
The member for Vancouver represent-
ed that the bill was intended “to pre-
vent the G. T. P. from bringing in
ignorant hordes.

P. R. brought it. If the G. T. P. was
behind the Liberals, the C. P. R. was
also behind the Conservatives. He be-
lieved that the measure ' 'was actuated
perhaps by the petty bourgeoisie of
Vancouver, who had been unable to
stand the competition of the Japanese
merchants.

He alluded to the fact that a Con-
servative government was in power at
Ottawa when Chinese were allowed to
enter the province. The Liberal gov-
ernment had put up the head tax.

If the Conservatives were in power at
Ottawa and the Liberals in British Co-
lumbia, and this legislation was pass-
ed, it would be disallowed. This was
simply political claptrap.

Mr. Macdonald on Question.

J. A. Macdonald said the Liberal
party stood for laying the foundations
of the province in a proper way. The
fact that the G. T. P. was to be built
would open up.a vast area practically
doubling the area for population. In
order to build that raillway 40,000 men
would be required. Where were these
to be got? Could that number of men
be obtained in Canada? If the G. T.
P. asgked for an extension of time for
completing the line, as suggested by
Mr. Bowser, it would be because of
legislation like this.

This bill would interfere with the ad-
misgion of many of the Salvationists
which .the government proposed to
bring here. It would exclude a large
class from nothern Europe. It would
exclude the French speaking Can-
adians. Mr. Bowser had this in view
when the bill was framed, and he had
the Dominion elections in view when
he introduced it in a form that it was
sure to be disallowed.

He corrected the statéments of 'Mr.
Bowser, who represented that nothing
was done by the Dominion government
as a result of the commission which
investigated the conditions affecting
the admission of Chinese The govern-
ment upon receiving that report raised
the head tax from $50 to $500, and parc-
tically excluded the Chinese,

What did the Conservative govern-
ment do when the C. P, R. wanted la-
bor to build the line of railway?. That
government remitted the $50 head tax.

On the figures submitted by Mr. Bow-
ser -as to the Japanese immigration,
Mr. Macdonald said that it was well
known that large numbers of these
Japanese went to the United States.
Mr. Bowser further knew that the
falling off was due to the fact that ne-
gotiations were entered into between
the Imperial government and the Jap-
anese government, which cut off the
immigration from Japan.

‘When the increase in the head tax
on Chinese came up in the Senate,
every Liberal, with one or two excep-
tions, ‘voted for the increase, while
every Conservative, except one or two,
voted against it.

Mr. Macdonald wanted Mr. Bowser
induced the Hindus to
come*to British Columbia. ‘As a friend
of the! 0. P. R. he might be able to say
how they were induced to, come. He
did not approve of introducing these
Hindus, but they did not receive pro-
per treatment when they arrived here.
But the Dominion government finding
that they were not desirable took steps
to prevent their coming.

Immigration Shed,

Mr. Macdonald took up the question
of the immigration shed being built at
Victoria. It was being built to pro-
tect the Hindus who were leaving the
province. These Hindus were to be
deported as fast as they could be, ac-
cording to law.

On the question of Imperial nelations,
Mr. Macdonald said that Britain had
an ally in Japan which had strengthened
the Empire. There was an uneasiness
in India, possibly enhanced by the fact
that Japan had had the success she
had with Russia. In view of these cir-
cumstances the province should take
a broad view and not for political pur-
poses do what might embarrass Imperi-
al statesmen. The measure might be
constitutional, but the power of disal-
lowance was not given to the federal
powers to prevent acts which were not
unconstitutional, but just for such acts
as this.

He proposed to vote for the secona
reading because there were features in
the act which should become law, and
he proposed to aid in having it come
into committee,, where it could be
amended.

Parker Williams said that the bill
was framed to ensure its disallowance.

Garden explained that it was intended
to give the force of law to a practice
followed by surveyors in the province
of distributing lands proportionately
where a post could not be located.

John Oliver explained on the second-
ing reading of the bill respecting
ditches and water courses, that it fol-
lowed the Ontario act closely.

J. McInnes moved the second reading

of the bill to establish a general eight-

hour day. He said that this was a
moderate and conservative one. The
adoption of the eight-hour system had
resulted in good. Those communities
which adopted short hour days were
able to compete very successfully with
those that did not. He referred to the
fact that the Turner-Beeton Co. had
adopted this system in manufacturing
overalls, and had been ‘able to com-
pete successfully. The output of the
lode mines after the introduction of
the eight-hour day had increased at a
rapid rate.

The condition of the working classes
was improved mentally, morally and
physically where the eight-hour sys-
tem was adopted. In veting for chari-
ties of various kinds, the legislature
was but dealing with the effects. If
the cause were dealt with it would be
better, The best class of labor was at-

In
view of the fact that it was foreign
capital to a large extent which was
being introduced into the province, the
legislature should give the workmen a
fair deal.

Opposed Bill

Mr. Ellison said that -it had been
his duty to kil one bill that day, and
he proposed to follow the same course
with this ofte. He Was not going to
strangle this bill 1ike the last one, but
was going-to.put the members on re-
cord. This bill would do more to pre-
vent capital coming into the province;
than any other measure would do. |

In view of the fact that he had not
applied the epithet to Mr. Ellison he
was allowed to proceed.

The member for Nanaimo took ex-
ception to the reférence of Mr. Ellison
that there were those who did not work
who advocdted'this hill. If this was
meant to apply to Himself it was worse
than cowardly. He said that he had
labored at all kinds of employment on
the streets of Nanaimo and in factor-
ies, etc., until denied the privilege of
taking his share in the labor of life.
The sameé was true of Mr. Williams
and he did mnot doubt that Mr. Me-
Innes would find himself on the black
lists. ;

Mr. Hawthornthwaite said that he in-
troduced legislation like this simply to
show the wage earning classes that he
was interested in them. He was not
concerned about these bills. What he
aimed at was the taking over by the
wage earners of the government and
the means of production.

The Supply Bi]l was committed with
Price Ellison in the chair. The bill was
reported and the report adopted.

Hon, Mr. Fulton moved that the bill
be read a first time.

John Oliver objected that the min-
ister was proceeding too fast, and the
report could not be adopted and the
bill given a first reading at the same
sitting.

The Speaker was inclined to think
that with respect to supply the course
proposed was in order.

The bill was accordingly read a first
time in opposition te the protest from
Mr, Oliver and other members on the
Liberal side of the House.

On the motion that the University
Endowment Bill be adopted, A. H. B.
Macgowan said that he opposed this
bill because it was hasty legislation.
The other bill to amend the University
Act should have been brought down
also. This bill should have stood over.
The bill showed that it was not eonk
sidered by the fact that it was com-
pletely changed in committee. He also
opposed the bill because the amend-
ment he had introduced to provide a
faculty of commerce had been turned
down. He thought it only fair to the
commercial interests that that branch
should receive recognition.

Another reason for opposing it was
the fact that last year a bill was intro-
duced “with-a great flourish to provide
for a Royal Institution of Learning.
This had been established in Vancou-
Vver, and the present bill seemed to
break faith with that institution.

He wanted to see the second  bill
S0 as to see how this institution was
to be treated when: it came down.

If this bill ‘was ‘a’ product -of the
enemies ‘of the: Royal. Institution he
was opposed to it. A bill to set aside
2,000,000 acres for a mniversity should
be brought in in such shape as to be
acceptable to the whole House. . He
opposed its passage therefore.

Coal Mines Act.

The bill to amend the Coal Mines Act
was committed, with Dr. McGuire in
the chair.

‘Coal Mines Act Amendment Act, 1903,
shall apply to all applications for li-
censes to prospect for coal or petroleum
made, but not granted, before the said
12th day of December, 1903, and to the
licenses issued, or to be issued, pursu-
ant to said applications, to all applica-
tions for such licenses made, or to be
made, after said 12th day of Decem-
ber, founded upon locations made be-
fore or after said date, and to the li-
censes issued pursuant to such last-
mentioned applications; and all the
provisions of said chapter 37 applying
to applications for leases of lands for
coal or petroleum mining purposes, or
to leases of lands for said purposes,
shall. apply to all such applications for
leases made, but not granted, before

Parson,

| the said 12th day of December, and to

the leases issued, or to he issued, pur-
suant to said applications, and to all
applications for such leases made, or

| to be made, after said 12th day of De-

cember, founded upon prospecting li-
censes issued before or after said date.”

He explained that the applications
for coal and oil licenses were made as
early as 1901. Later licenses were of-
fered by the government which was
not according to the statute. Some
held out, claiming a license in conform-
ity with the act, while others accepted
the special so-called licenses.” The
courts had decided that the special li-
censes so-called were not valid. This
bill was to give the special licenses the
effect of law. It would have the efféct
of imposing upon the locators of 1901
regulations which did not exist a few
years afterwards. The government by
this legislation proposed to repudiate |
statutory contracts.

This government had taken this |
course of repudiation on the Settlers’
Rights Act. It had proposed to do so
in the case of. imposing an increased
royalty upon lands held under the old
leases.  The government had ba®ked
down from its pesition on that point. |

! Now it was proposed to repudiate the

statutory contracts in the case of the
locators of coal and oil lands in 1901. |
Hon. Mr, Fulton proposed to allow

Mr. Oliver. said that he hoped this
would not be pressed as he had intro-
duced an amendment, which tended to
restrict the powers given to the rail-
way companies.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite said that he
would withdraw his motion to allow
Mr. Oliver the satisfaction of seeing
his amendment killed.

Hon. Mr. Fulton said he accepted the
amendment of Mr. Oliver. (Laughter.)

Mr. Oliver then proposed to strike
out section 3, which read as follows:

‘““The provisions of this act shall be
held to apply to any railway which has
already deposited its map or plan and
book of reference.”

Mr. Hawthornthwaite supported this
as it was retroactive.

This améndment carried, and on mo-
tion of Mr. Oliver the folowing section
was added:

“l. Every comipany shall make cross-
ings for persons across whose lands the
railway is carried, convenient and
proper for the crossing of the railway
for farm purposes. In crossing with
live stock, the same shall be in charge
of some competent person, who shall
use-all reasonable care and precaution
to avoid accidents.

‘2. The Chief Commissioner of Lands
and Works may, upon the application
of any landowner, order the company
to provide and construct a suitable
farm crossing across the railway,
wherever in any ease the Chief Com-
migsioner of Lands .and Works. deems
it necessary for the proper enjoyment
of his land, on either. side of the. rail-
way, and safe in the public intereést;
and may order and direct' how, when,
where, by whom and upon what terms
and conditions, such farm crossing
shall be constructed and maintained.”

The committe then rose and reported
the bill complete.

Mr. McInnis asked the Hon, the Chief
Commissioner of Lands and Works the
following questions:

1. Is it the intention of the govern-
ment to build a new waggon road be-
tween Hartford Junction and Phoenix?

2. If so, when?

On the third reading of the bill to
incérporate the Bentinck Arm and
Quesnel Railway company, J. F. Gar-
den proposed an amendment put on
the order paper by A. H. B. Macgowan,
by which it was proposed to alter the
gauge from that of four feet and one-
half inches to standard or narrow
gauge and with afhy motive power.

Mr. Garden asked to have the rules
suspended and the amendment intro-
duced.

John Oliver objected to this and
pointed out that the motion should be
recommitted. ‘He sald that is was an
important matter and he wanted to
look into it.

The bill was allowed to stand over
until the next sitting.

Incorporates Companies.

The bill' to incorporate the Gold~
stream Telephone company passgd its
third reading.

The bill to incorporate the Cariboo
and Pacific Mining, Smelting and De-
velopment company passed its third
reading.

J. H. Hawthornthwaite moved upon
the motion for the third reading of the
bill to incorporate the Bentinck Arm
and Quesnel Railway company, that
the bill be referred back to committee
to consider the following amendment:

To strike out section 25 and substi-
tute the following ip lieu thereaf:

“The company shall, upon the coming
in force of this act, deposit with. the
Minister of Finance and Agriculture
the sum of ten thousand dollars, either
in cash or securities approved by said
minister, as security that the company
will expend not less than twenty thou-
sand dollars in surveys or construction
of the railway hereby authorized to
be buili, before the 31st December,
1907, and in default of such expendi-
ture the aforesaid deposit of money or
securities shall be forfeited to and be-'
come the property of the governmient,
and should such security be not de-
posited as aforesatid, or should such ex-
penditure not be made” within such
time,; all the rights and privileges con-
ferred by this Act shall be null and
void.”

Mr. Bowser said thag this amendment
had been turned down'by the House in
connection with all' thwe other railway
bills. It should not-be introduced into
this bill thus making it'differ from the
others.

The amendment was lost, the reéport
adopted and the bill passed its third
reading.

The bill to amend the Vancouver In-
corporation bill was again considered
in adjourned committee.

The bill was -reported. -

The bill respecting Slough Creek
Ltd., was committed with Fred Davey
in the chair.

The bill was reported.

The bill to incorporate the Tsimpsean
Light and Power company was com-
mitted with John Jardine in the chair.

The bill was _reported, the report
adopted and the bill read a third time.

The bill to incorporate the Imperial
Underwriters’ Corporation was given
its second reading.

The bill to amend the Provincial
Elections Act was re-committed.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite moved to make
it possible to hawe -names of voters
transferred from one list to another
within ten days of an election instead
of 30 days, as formerly.

This carried and the bill was report-
ed.

Regulating Immigration.

The bill to regulate immigration into
British Columbia was committed with
J. Hunter in the chair.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite moved to
amend section 4 by making the educa-
tional test that the immigrant should
be able to understand a language of
Europe. It was not desirable that per-
sons from northern Europe should be
shut out.

Mr. Bowser accepted the amendment
and it carried.

The committee rose and reported the
bill.

The bill to amend +the Companies
Act Amendment Act, 1904, was com-
mitted with Dr. Hall in the chair,

The bill was reported,

With Neil F. Mackay in the chair
the bill to amend the Cfficial Survey-
ors’ Act was considered in committee
and reported.

The bill respecting ditches and water
courses was committed with W. Ross in
the chair. A numbé¥ of amendments
were introduced by Mr. Oliver, after
which the committee rose.

On the second reading,of the bill to
amend the Pharmacy Act, Neil Mac-
kay said that the only new section was
that which provided that existing joint
stock companies should be allowed to
do business, but new ones should have
a majority of the shareholders licen-
tiates in pharmacy.

The bill passed its second reading.

With the introduction of the bill to
amend the Medical Act, W, J. Bowser
explained that this would permit of
special certificates being given gradu-
ates of a medical college, who had not
taken their examinations here to act as
asgistants in hospitals for a period not
exceeding six months prior to the ex-
amination of gualification being taken.

The bill passed its second reading.

Dr. Hall on the second reading “of the
bill to amend the Master and Servant
Act explained. that the present act
applied only to cities of over 3,000 in-
habitants. As in most cases the mines
and other industries affected were out-
slde cities, the act was made non-effec-
tive. e :

W. Ross moved the adjournment of
the debate.

Dr. Hall asked that this should not
be pressed. (He said that he had never
got a chance to get the bill forward
before to-day as the House adjourned
before it was reached. If it did not
come up to-day it might not get before

The motion to adjourn the  debate
carried, all the government supporters
voting for it in opposition to the-solid
Liberal vote and that of the Socialists.

On the second reading of the bill to
amends the Municipal Clauses Act John
Oliver explained the main features, one
of which gave municipalities additional
bowers in borrowing monéy for school
purposes. The bill passed thé second
reading.

The bill to provide for a Curfew Act
W. R. Ross explained that this was
taken as a result of a numerously
signed petition from various parts of
the province.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite moved the ad-
journment of the debate. This motion
was defeated. .

Parker Williams thought the bill was
too complicated. The Attorpney-Gen-
eral of the province had told the House
that the province had. no power to
create an offense. He proposed to give
the bill the six months’ hoist.

Finally Mr. Williams withdrew his
amendment and the bill passed its sec-
ond reading.

, Land Registry Act.

The bill to amend the Land Registry
Act, the bill to amend the Mechanies’
Lien Act, and the bill to amend the act
to incorporate the Royal Institution for
the advancement of learning, passed
their second readings.

F. H. Behnsen proposed to introduce
a bill to amend the Municipal Elections
Act. :

Objection was taken to this being
done without |notice, and the bill was
prevented from being introduced.

The House then adjourned until the
evening.

THE EVENING SITTING.

At the evening sitting, public bills
were proceeded with and the foHowing
bills were given their third readings:
The bill to incorporate the Bentinek
Arm and Quesnel railway; the bill to
amend the Vancouver Incorporate Act;
the bill respecting the Slough Creek
ILimited; the bill to incorporate the
Imperial Underwriters - Corporation;
and the bill to amend the Provincial
Elections Act. ?

The bill to regulate immigration into
British Columbia, the bill to amend the
Official Surveyors Act passed their
third geadings.

The bill to-amend the Pharmacy Act
was committed with J. H, Parson in
the chair.

Takes Exception.

Section 2 was objected to by John
Oliver. This read as follows:

‘“Every person approved of by the
board of examiners, who by examin-
ation has obtained a diploma or certi-
cate from any Pharmaceutical Associar
tion or Society whose standing and re-
quirements are equal to those of the
Pharmaceutical Association of the pro-
vince of British Columbia, may, sub-
Jject to the provisions of sub-séetion (a)
of this section, be registered without
the examination prescribed by this act.
Such persons must producé certificates
of good moral character, satisfactory to
the council of the association, and shall
be subject to such other regulations as
may be provided for in the by-laws of
the - association: Provided, however,
that the said by-laws shall not require,
on the part of such person, any previ-
ous residential qualification. '

(a.) It is hereby declared that the
council bf the association shall, from
time to time, determine what pharma-
ceutical associations or societies are to
be accepted as satisfactory under the
provisions of this section, and said
counecil may, if it sees fit, exclude from
the provisions of this section any
pharmaceutical association or society
which does not accept without further
examination diplomas or certificates of
the Pharmaceutical association of the
province of British Columbia.”

He thought this was making this a
closer corporation than any other asso-
ciation,

Mr. Mackay thought this was intend-
ed to widen the old act.

Mr. Bowser explained that the object
was to give the Pharmaceutical Asso-
clation of B. C. the liberty to admit
graduates of the Old Country associa-
tions which might choose to recipro-
cate with the B. C. assocfation. This
was necessary in order to ensure a
sufficient number of students in the
province.

Mr. Macdonald objected to the word-
ing of the section which put in the
hands of the board of examiners the

power to deprive a man of a diploma
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by their caprice as was conveyed by
the fact that every applicant had to be
approved of by the examiners in addi-
tion to passing the examination and
being of good meral character. Hon.
Mr. Young, Mr. Bowser and Mr. Mac-
kay opposed any change, arguing that
there was no special privileges given
the board of examiners.

Mr. Macdonald moved to strike out
the words “approved by the board of
examiners” and insert “of good re~
pute”,

The amendment was lost,

Later on, Mr. Oliver showed that the
introducers of the bill knew nothing
about the bill. He showed that it was
proposed by two of the amendments
to allow an apprentice to fill a pre-
scription under the supervision of a
certified clerk, although the latter was
not allowed to do this.

Mr. Bowser became quite pompous
and contended that he knew law and
Mr. Oliver should not be expected to
interpret what laws meant.

Mr. Oliver said Mr. Bowser might
know all about law but he had no
monopoly of common sense,

Finally Messrs Bowser &nd Mackay
saw the weakhess of the bill and pro-
posed to right it by amendment.,

Mr. Hawthornthwaite sald that ap-
parently the introduger knew nothing
about the bill and moved that the com-
mittee rise and report progress.

This was defeated and the
ment of Mr. Bowser carried.

The following section was objected to
by Mr. Hawthornthwaite: s

No company incorporated, register-
ed or licensed under any of the Acts
of the province of British Columbia in
force, regulating joint stock compan-
ies, shall sell or keep open shop for
retailing, dispensing or compounding
poisons, drugs or medicines, as pro-
vided in said chapter 27 and amend-
ments, or sell, or attempt to sell, any
of the articles mentioned in schedules
A or B to said chapter 27, unless a
majority of the directors thereof are
duly registered as licentlates of phar-
macy under said chapter 27 and amend-
ments, and unless one of such directors
shall personally manage and conduct
such shop, and shall have his ndme
and'certificate posted up in a conspi-
cuous position in the shop, and ne per-
son not registered as a “licentiate of
pharmacy,” “certified clerk,” or “certi-
fled apprentice,” under said chapter 27,
shall in any way interfere with or
take part in the management and con-
duct of such shop; and anything which
would be an offence under sald chapter
27 and amendments, i{f committed by
an individual, shall Be an offence by
each of such directors, and by such
company, and the prosecution of any
one of them shall not ®e a bar to the
prosecution of the others or -any of
them: prdvided that joint stock com-
panies which Wwere actively engaged in
carrying on business as chemists and
druggists or chemists, or druggists, or
pharmacists, or apothecaries, or dis-
pensing chemists, or dispensing drug-
gists, in the province of British Cal-
umbia on the twelfth day of April, 1907,
shall, in respect to'those shops actual-
ly being conducted by them at that
time, be exempt from the provisions of
this section, but such jeint stock com-
panies shall, in the retailing, dispens-
ing or compounding of poison, drugs. or
medicines, be subject to and . comply
with all the other provisions of the
“Pharmacy Act” and Amending Acts.

He could not see why any company
should not be allowed to enter into the
drug business and employ a qualified
man to handle it. b

Mr. Oliver wanted to know what the
reasons were for insisting that the di-
rectors should be licentiates
Pharmaceutical association.

Hons Mr, Young said that this was
for the purpose of preventing a depart-
mental store from opening 2 drug de-
partment, employing a clerk who was
qualified and who was paid a miserable
salary and thus put the qualified drug-
gist ocut of business.

Mr. Oliver could not see why chem-
ists should be protected so as to be
able ‘to charge exorbitant prices. )

Dr. King could not see why a joint
stock company should not be allowed to
carry on the drug business as long as
the law was complied with in the way
of employing a qualified_ chemist in
charge.

C. Munroe warned the House against
opening the door to the principle pro-
posed. This was not to protect the
public. It was for the purpose of pro-
teeting the chemists in their business.
To begin' this was' dangerous. Other
callings might just as reasonably ceme
forward and ask the same protection.

Mr. Macdonald said that in Ontario
a similar act had been passed to save
the chemists from the competition of
big departmental stores, notably T.
Eaton's. He did not know that such
conditions ' existed here. If it was
thought wise to retain this section it
should be modified so that a stock com-
pany ‘might carry on the business of
a drug store but it should be a separate
drug store and not a part of the de-
partmental store. :

The\ proposal to strike out the sec-
tion was lost. {

Mr. Hawthornthwaite said this sim-
ply meant to create a mionopoly.

The committeé rose and reported the
bill complete.

Mr. Behnsen again attempted to in-
troduce a bill to amend the Municipal
Elections Act, having- given notice af-
ter the afternoon -sitting.

Objection was taken and the bill was
forced to be held over.

J. H. Hawthornthwaite on a question
of privilege wished to thank the min-
ister of finapice for a copy of the War
Cry left on his desk.

«Hon. Mr. Tatlow said he had not
placed the paper there and advised the
member for Nanaimo to read it - and
probably he would come back Monday
morhing in a better frame of mind.
(Laughnter.)

The House then adjourned.

LOSING HOLD ON
CARDINAL VIRTUES

Political Parties Need Walching---
Only Partizan Impudents--Con-
demns Fair Criticism.

In his address in the Auditorium on
‘Washington’s birthday, -Lefore the
Union League Club, 'of Chicago, Mr.
Grover Cleveland, former president of
the United States, sounded a warning
note that he dbserved - signs of . weak-
ness in the nation’s .tendencies towaird
extravagance, and o loosening of the
Hold of the people on ihe fundamenial
principles of harmony, honesiy, indus-
try and frugality upon which tne nation
was founded. He declared that politi-
cal parties should be watched by their
members and by all whose psiitical be-
liefs are based on reason and who care
enough for their manliness and duty o
save them from barter. A few of his
compact, pregnant, paragraphs will
show the scope of his address:

Leost in Noise."
“The commemoration of the day on

which American independence was born
has been allowed to lose much ‘of its
significance as a reminder of Provi-
dential favor and the. inflexible patriot-
ism of the fathers of the republic and
has nearly degenerated to a revel of
genseless noise and dangerous explos-
ion, leaving in its train far more of
m#shap and accidént than lessons of
good citizenship or pride of country.
The observance of Thanksgiving Day

is kept alive through iis annual desig-

nation by federal and state authority.
But it is worth our while to inquire
whether its original.meaning as a day
of united praise and gratitude to God
for the blessings bestowed upon us as
a people and as individuals is not
smothered in feasting and social indul-
gence. We, in common with Christian
nations everywhere, celebrate Christ-
mas—but how much less as a day of
commemorating the birth of the Re-
deemer of mankind than as a . day of
bilarity and the interchange of gifts?”

Four Cardinal Virtues.

Referring to Washington's letter to
Lafayette, in which he wrote that
nothing but harmony, honesty, indus-
try and frugzlity were required to make
the United States great. and that he
believed ‘the people possessed these
qualities, Mr. Cleveland continued:

“Such considerations as these suggest
the thought that this is a time for hon-
est self-examination. The question
pressed upon us with a demand for re-
ply that will not be denied: ‘Who
among us all, if-our hearts are purged
of misleading impulses and our minds
freed from perverting pride, can be
sure that to-day the posture of affairs
and the prevailing disposition -of our
countrymen, co-operate in the estab-
lishment and promotion of harmony,
honesty, industry and frugality ?’

‘Warning Signs of the Times.

“The self-examination invited by this
day’s commemoration will be incom-
plete and suverficial if we are not
thereby forced to the confession that
there are signs of the times which in-
dicate a weakness and relaxation of ouf
hold upon these saving virtues. When
thus forewarned, it is the height of ra-
creancy for us obstinately to ciose our
eyes to the needs of the situation and
refuse admission to the thought that
evil can overtake us. If we are to
deserve security we willt carefully and
dutifully take our bearings and dis-
cover, if we can, how far wind and tide
have carried us away from safe waters.

“If we find that the wickedness of de-
structive agitators and the selfish de-
pravity of demagogues have stirred up
discontent and strife ‘where there
should be peace and harmony and have
arrayed against each other interests
which should dwell together in hearty
co-operation; if we find that +the old
standards of sturdy, uncompromising
American honesty have become 8o cor-
roded and weakened by a sordid atmos-
phere that our people are hardly startl-
ed by crimes in high places and shame-
ful betrayals of trust everywhere; if we
find a sadly prevalent disposition
among us to turn from the highway of
honorable industry into shorter ercss
roads leading ,to irresponsible and
worthless ease; if we find that wide-
spread wastefulness and extravagance
have discredited the wholesome frugal-
ity are ‘essential pillars of public feli-
city,” and forthwith endeavor to change
our course,

“It is our habit to affiliate with poli-
tical parties. Happily, the strength
and solidity of our institutions ‘can
safely withstand the utmost freedom
and activity of political discussion so
far as it involves the adoption of gov-
ernmental policies or the enforcemant.
of good administration. But they can-
not withstand the frengy of hate which
seeks, under the guise of political ear-
nestness, to blot out American brother-
hood and to cunmingly ‘pemsuade our
people that a crusade of enVy and
malice is no more than a zealous insis-
tence upon their manhood rights.

Political Parties Human,

“Political parties are ‘exceedingly hu-
man; and they easier fall before temip-
tation than individuals, by so much as
partisan success is the law of their life
and because their responsibility is im
personal. We have fallen upon a time
when'it behooves every thoughtful citi-
zen whose political beliefs are based 01
reason and who cares’ enough for his
manliness and duty to save them from
barter, to realize that the organization
of the party of his choice needs watch-
ing, and that at times it is not amiss
critically to observe its direction and
tendency. This certainly ought to re-
sult in our country’s gain; and it is
only partisan impudence that con-
demns a member of a political party
who, on proper occasion, submits its
conduct and the loyalty to principle of
its leaders, to a court of review over

which his conscience,~his reason and
his political understanding preside.

Speaks Not as a Pessimist.

i

“I protest that T have not spoken in
a spirit of pessimism. I have and en-
joy my full share of the pride and ex-
ultation which our country’s material
advancéement so fully justifies. Its lim-
itless resources, its astonishing growth,
its unapproachable industrial develop-
ment and its irrepressible inventive
genius have made it the wonder of the
centuries: 5

“The land we live in seems to be
stfong and active. But how fares the
land that lives in us? Are we sure that
we are doing all we ought to keep in it
vigor and health? Are we keeping its
roots well surrounded by the fertile soil
of loving allegiance, and are we fui-
nishing them the invigorating moisture

of unselfish fidelity? ~— 1 b

“The land we live in is safe so long
as we are dutifully careful of the land
that lives in us. But good intenticns
and fine sentiments will not meet the
emergency. If we could bestow upon
the land that lives in 'us the care it
needs it is indispensable that we should
recognize the weakness of our human
nature, and our susceptibility to temp-
tations and influence that interfere
with a full conception of our obliga-
tions, and thereupon we should see to
it that cupidity“and selfishness do not
blind our consciences or dull our
efforts.”

Fire For a Time Threatened to De-
stroy Shipyard at Genoa.

Genoa, Italy, April 20.—Fire to-day
threatened to destroy the Odero ship-
yard here, one of the largest in Italy,
but the firemen, assisted by 1,500 work-
men, succeeded in obtaining control of
the situation after damage to the
amount of about $500,000 had been done.

FIVE AUSTRIANS KILLED.

Dennison, ¥a., April 20.—The fast
mail on the Illinois Central, running
from Fort Dodge to Omaha, ran down
a handcar near Ells, twelve miles north
of here, killing instantly five Austrians
of a surfacing gang for the road. The
Austrians were on a bridge when the
traim ran them down.

MAYOR SEES MENACE
| T0 CTY’S PROPERTY
Bill Intrloduced in Legislature He
Believes Refers to Yictoria and
Sit?ney Railway.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

The Mayor and city officials, includ-
ing the city solicitor. are much exer<
cised over a bill which is now before
the local House, to enable railways
which have filed their plans, maps or
books of reference with the governs
ment, to expropriate land or buildings
for right ofsway. The city barrister
regards it as so inimical to the city’s
interests that the Mayor will call a
public meeting to protest against it.
In fact, all the weight of public
opinion in the city, he believes should
be brought to bear on the city mem-
bers and the government to prevent its
passage. !

Speaking of the bill to a Times re-
porter this morning, Mr. Mann said
some time after the city had tried to
get the executive council to pass some
exceptional legislation to enable the
revocation of -the Victoria & Sidney
railway .agreement, -a bill was intro-
ducéd to amend the B. C. Railway Act.
The effect of this is claimed . by the
city solicitor and the-cijty barrister, also
to be that provincial railway compan-
ies can add to their existing terminal
facilities as well as their right of way
by expropriation. A protest was lodged
against this on behalf of the city, and
it was explained that though there
was a similar provision in the Domin~
ion Act its misuse was guarded against
by the necessity of obtaining the con-
sent of the Minister of Railways.
‘Whereas in this bill no safeguards of
-any kind are provided.

The misuse to be apprehended is the
expropriation of public parks and
municipal property. And in the case
of Vietoria & Terminal raillway they
could expropriate at. the present very
depreciated value now existing caused
by .the company’s "breach of contract
any portion of the market building.

Accordingly the council requested the
city members to introduce a clause
exeepting municipal highways, public
places and buildings in cities.” In com-
mittee of the whole yesterday, the
House refused to make this safeguard-
ing exception. .

On the report stage the members and
government will be asked to put in a
clause providing that no municipdl
property can be expropriated without
the sanction of the Lieutenant-Gov-
ernor-in-Counecil.

As the market building question and
contract with the Victoria Terminal
railway must come before the courts
for decision before the present very
unsatisfactory state of things can be
terminated, it is obviousthat expropri-
atlon‘ at the present very depreciated
and involved condition would be & seri-
ous loss to the city., It contended
th‘at the-legislation can ohly be sought
with some reference to a local railway
as the-bill only relates to provineial
companies which have filed their plans
and although challenged nobody has
asserted otherwise.

MR. ASQUITH'S
BUDGET SPEECH

OUTLINE OF THE |
GOVERNMENT'S POLICY

Income Tax Changes--Over Seven
Million Dollars Toward Old Age
Pension Fund.

-

London, April 18.—No budget statement
of recent years has been awaited with so
much interest as that of Chancellor of
the Exchequer Asquith to-day. Although
it was his second budget, that of last year
really was only a legacy left from the
previous administration, so his proposals
to-day constituted the first real Liberal
budget in twelve years. The House of
Commons Wwas thronged, and the public
galleries were densely crowded. :

The financial statement issued by the
treagury in advance of the chancellor’'s
speech informed the House that the ex-
acts realized surplus for 1906-7 was $26,955,-
000, which, in accordance with the law,
would be devoted to the reduction of the
public debt. Mr. Asquith estimated the
expenditure for 1907-08 at $708,785,000. The
revenue on the existing basis of taxation
was estimated to be $720,960,000. The per-
manent reduction of the national debt for
1806-07 was announced to be $68,760,000.

Mr. Asquith opened his speech with a
brief review of the past year, pointing
out that with the exception of the stock
markets, which suffered from the money
stringency, trade at home and abroad had

,been remarkably flourishing:

The Treasury Receipts

were over $10,000,000 in excess of the esti-
mates, unanticipated, death duties ac-
counting for $6,000,000 of this sum, while
the balance was made up of increased
receipts from coal duty and the mint. The
laiier was due to the increased demand
for coinage on account of the prosperous
state of trade and the large amount of
stlver, aggregating $2,500,000, required for
varied purposes in connection with the
general elections. :

The latter remark reminded the House
of the numerous petitions to annul elec-
tions. on account of alleged bribery, and
called forth laughter.

As a whole, the revenue rettirns, the
chancellor added had not shown:great
elasticity, and in view of the undoubted
prosperous state of trade, they were

Distinctly- Disappdinting.
The reduction in the tea duty in the last
budget had been followed by increased
consumption, amouhting to 4,500,000
pounds.

The revenue from tobacco had not re-
alized his wexpectations, and there - had
been a progressive formidable decline in
the revenue from the alcohol group since
1893 until last year. As Chancellor of the
Exchequer Asquith was glad to say,
there were signs of a @efinite reaction,
and the present year had furnished an in-
crease of £2,470,000 on thesgreceipts.

Continuing, the chancellor said there
had been @ falling off in the fevenue from
stamps, owing to the slackmess of opera-
tions on the stock exchangg, and the fact
thz\it the telephone was. superseding let-
ters.

referring to the financial year of 1907-
08, the chancellor estimated the expendi-
ture at $703,785,000, showing a reduction of
§8,320,000, compared with 1906-07. He hoped
the reduction would be continuous and
progressive.

On this existing basis of taxation, the
revenue for the forthcoming- yedr was
estimated at $720,950,000, showing an esti-
mated surplus of $17,165,000.

‘Discussing the Habilities of the state,
the chancellor announced amidst. cheers
that the permanent reduction of

The National Debt
in the course .of 1906-07 amounted to $68,-
750,000. 5,

Dealing with the lines. by .which the
Liberal administration proposed. to. direct
the finances of the country during the
next, few years, the chancellor said: “We
are under the immediate obligation of re-
instating . and improving tpe national
credit.” Referring to the recent fall in
gilt-edged securities, the .chancellor said
that consols were still the premier secur-
ity. The existing conditiong were largely
the result of unliquidated commitments,
and constituted a serious embarrass-
ment, not only to the government, but to
the community at large.

The - further reduction of ‘the mnational
debt was the

Paramount Duty

of the government, but behind all that
was the unconquered territory of soclal
reform. “I am not a Soclalist,” th'e ghan-
cellor remarked, “but there is . nothing
which appeals to me so loudly and im-
periously as the possibilities of social re-
form.”

In regard to old age-pensions the chan-
cellor said he would not commit himself
to' any scheme for the purpose. Every-
thing must be done by steps, but in behalf
of the government he declared that in the
sphere of finance the ministers regarded

Old Age Pensions .
as being the most serious and most u’rgent
of 4l the demands for social reform. It
was their hope’ and intention before the
close of the next session of parliament,
if they were allowed to have their way,
to lay a firp foundation for this reform.

Continuing, the chancellor said that if
those objects of the government, namely,
the strengthening of the national credit
and the creation of a fund for social re-

form, were to be carried out, he could not

do ‘anything involving a* permanent
dimunition of the revenue. He was satis-
fled that a further. reduction in the duty
on tea by two cents would not benefit the
consumer, and he did not propose to make

‘any change this year in direct taxation.

The ghancellor intended, however, to dedl
with the
Income Tax,

which in its present shape worked un-
Justly. The scheme must be one which,
without destroying the productive char-
acter of the tax, would differentiate be-
tween earned and unearned incomes.
Earned incomes under $10,000 a year woutd
hereafter only pay eighteen cents, while
the existing tax of 24 cents in the pound
sterling on unearned income would re-
main. This reduction would be in addi-
tion to all present rebates, bye- it would
be Lconfined to the earned incodmes of per-
sons whose total income, from all sources
did not exceed. $10,000.

It will be compulsor’y on everyone re-
ceiving an income tax form to make a
return, and the penalties for evasion will
be increased.

The chancellor estimated the loss from
the differentiation of thé income tax at
$6,250,000. Of the latter, however, $3,500,000
would not recur. This would be made up
by a revision of the death duties as fol-
lows: Five per cent., as at presept, on
$700,000 and under; above $750,000, 7 per
cent.; above $1,250,000, 8 per cent.; above
$2,500,000, 9 per cent.; above $3,000,000 and
up to $5,000,000, 10 per cent.; on estate of
$10,000,000 14 per cent. would be levied on
the second $5,000,000; on estate of $16,000,-

000 or over, 10 per cent. would belevied on
the first $5,000,000 and 15 per cent. on every
other $5,000,000. The scale of duties, the
chancellor’ explained, could thus be alter-
ed without injury to property or checking
the accumulation of capital. He hoped
the revised schedule would bring in $6,-
000,000 yearly, but he only calculated on
$3,000,000 for the present year.

In_conclusion the chancellor, after mak-
ing all deductions, said he had a dispos-
able surplus of $9,165,000, and he proposed
to keep $1,685,000 for emergency. The re-
maining $7,500,000 would be invested in

The SBinking Fund,
and set aside for old age pensions, etc.
He estimated that during the year the
national debt would be reduced by $85,-
985,000, and that the nucleus of a fund for
the honorable relief of necessitous old age
would be commenced.

In addition to the $7,500,000 set aside
there would be $3,5600,000 of uncollected ar-
rears of this year’'s income tax, making a
total of $11,250,000. The chancellor relied
confidently on further economy in the ex-
penditure, and counted on the support of
the House and- the government in this
direction.

NEW DEPARTMENT OF
COLONIAL OFFICE

Is Favored By Prehtiers"lmperial

Confegences To Be Held Every

~  Four Years.

London, April 20.—The colonial con-
ference at to-day’s session unanimous-
ly agreed to support the creation of a
new permanent department of the col-
onial office with an indepéndent secre-
tary to deal with matters of general
Imperial interest, and also decided to
hold Imperial conferences every four
years, the new department ~dealing
with questions arising at Intervals be-
tween the conferences.

A central staff, whose duty will be
to deal with matters of Impetial de-
ferice, will also be constituted and in-
clude representatives of all the self-
governing colonies.

Secret Service Officers Are Now‘ln-
vestigating Reports Regarding
the Plot

New York, April 19.—An alleged plot
on -the ptirt of the Pennsylvania anar-
chists, who p8aid to have headquart-
ers at Hazleton, 1o assassinate Presi-
dent Roosével_\“-i"is_ being investigated
by the “United "States secréf ' service
department. &

Informationg§#hich led to the investi-
gation, was g% to the officers by
Chief of Police Adams a few days ago,
just before he Shot and killed himself.
The chief told»the secret service offi-
cers that heé obtained his information
from Jan Barttla, who recently came
here from Audeénried, Pa., and whHo
says he is a member of the band.

Bartula declared: they had gone back
on him, and it was with a desire to be
avenged on them that he exposed the
plot. He gave Adams the names of
several persons who, he said, were im-
plicated in the plot, and further said
that Czolgosz, who assassinated Presi-
dent McKinley, had been a member of
the band.

Chief Flynn, of the New York dis-
trict of United States secret. service,
has had several men at work on the
case ever since. the information was
given him by Chief Adams. They have
interviewed Bartula and hé told them
practically the same story.

Fire has from time immemorial beén the
recognized method of jdisposing of the re-
mains of deceased ffiends in most Ori-
ental nations. Worshipped as akin to the
sun, whose rays warm mother earth and
bring to fruition the hopé€s of the hus-
bandman, it has also been recognized as
the symbol of pacification from the dross
of earthly existence; and so as the best
means ‘of preserving the soul of the de-
parted from the molestation of those evil
spirits who might hinder. his entrance
into the realms of eternal rest. Rest!
This is what the Sikh in common with
others of the Orient seek. Death ends for
wiim life's oppression. Death. ends the
weary struggle for existence and the long
strife with passion. It ends, if he has
been falthful to Buddha, his strife with
things of time and sense, his conflict with
desire, his endeavor to free himself from
the constriction of evil. Henceforth he
enters Nirvana—rest; quietness, absorp-
tion into the realm of nothingness. Why
not let him be consumecd Into dust and
kindly aid him in his search for rest?

It is no exaggeration to say that South-
ern_Asia and the whole of Europe have
been at one time or another the abode of
fire worshippers, whose religion required
that their dead be cremated. Phoenicians,
Tyrians; Assyrians, Scythians, Getae and
Norse' alike all burned their dead.

The Sikhs are the descendants of the
Scythlans and Getae, with an interming-
ling of Persian, Greek and Roman blood,
which was not, however, strong enough
to submerge the anclent stock. As a dis-
tinct sect, for they are a religious body,
not a tribe, their rise dates from the time
of Nanok in 1469 A. D. He reformed the
ancient tenets of the polytheistic Hindu.
His followers became Sikhs or dsciples,
who believed in one God. They reared
temples and ordained a priesthood, with

‘the Adi Grauth as their sacred book. Cir-

cumstances made them warriors and so
the appelation Singh, meaning a lion, was
added to the name of all those belonging
to the sect.

The Norseman required no priest to as-
sist him to his departure. He was him-
self, according to his faith, the lineal de-
scendant of Odin. As such he ‘wished to
return in’ fitting manner to the abode of
the gods. .Hence when disease, wounds
or the enfeebling influence of age warned
him of the approaching end he bade his
servarnts make ready his ship. The hold
was filled with inflammable material. Then
he. himself was conveyed thither. - The
sails, were set, the prow was turned sea-
ward, a lighted torch was thrown into
the resinous material, the varlets sprang
ashore, and alone the Viking, amidst
blazing splendor, made his last voyage as
a warrlor should to his father, Odin.
.Not so the Sikh. At his death the
priest must come and prepare the body
for burial. This is done by first washing
the corpse in holy Ganges water. Then,
clothed in its white shroud, it awaits the
hour of sunset. The mourners gather
round. Friends recite the valorous deeds
of the departed. His battles fought, his
victories won are all recounted. Then,
as the last rays of the setting sun light
up the jungle, preceded by the priests and
the head man of the village, he is borne
on the shoulders of four of his kinsmen
to the outskirts of the village where the
bier awaits him. His wives follow la-
menting thq loss of their lord. In silence
there follow then his nearept kin and the
villagers as well. When the funeral pyre,
is. reached,, the corpse is laid-thereon, and
first of all sprinkled with holy water.
Then, standing at the feet, the priests
chant prayers for his repose to their god.
They recount his noble ancestry, his
valorous deeds, and his many virtues, and
so commend him to Indra that he may
have rest. Then the torch is applied by
his nearest living relative on the father's
side. After a watch of about half an
hour, the villagers return home. On the
nétx day but one the head priest and the
nearest male relatives return and gather
up the bones and ashes, which are made
ready for the last journey to the Ganges,
into which they are finally cast, that they
may be purified by water as well as by
fire. The widows, if they have not agcend-
ed the funeral pyre and been consumed
with their dead lord, retire into seclu-
slon. The parents give a feast ‘that the
dead may be held in long and high re-
membrance, and all is over. The more
cogtly the feast the greater the esteem
in which the dead is held. And so it
happens, that the bereaved are always
heavily in debt after the funeral.

The ceremony at the Inlet was as close
an observance of this as possible. 1ut in-
stead of the jungle of India was the
primeval forest of British Columbia. In-
stead of the sun-dried mud huts wero to
be seen in the distance the frame dwell-
ings of the Chinese and the Hindus them-
selves. The clouds at first lent a sombre-
ness to the scene, but by the time the lit-
tle procession had reached the pyre these
were banished by the rays of the morning
sun which shoqe with splendor undimin-
ighed.

Sundah Singh, .the headman, with Ma-
looh Singh, led the procession. At the
pyre the procession separating encircled
it, while the bearers laid their burden
down. Then sadly, silently, Malgoh
sprinkled the whole with water which he
carried in an urn which looked like a
Standing at the feet he chanted
a prayer, the while his fellows stood with
bowed heads. The wood was then piled
about and over the coffin. | The whole was
saturated with kerosene. Bishua Singh
applied the toreh. In a momient the
flames leaped up.. All was silence save
for the ocecasional crackle of dead wood
as some one of the westerners moved
about to catch a better view. The Hindus
squatted on the ground as they watched
the burning pyre, Strangers jn an alien
lgnd, they forgot ‘the surrounding forest.
The gurgling of the adjacent flume fell
idly on their ears. The surrounding hills,
the waters of the inlet ‘vanished. The
sun alone linked them with the home
land, and it was no longer the gentle rays
of the British Columbia sun which beat

down upon ‘them, but the glare of their
native land: The houses wglch they s:w

were not those of the works, but their
own-.gmall huts made dear by centuries
of assgdelation, and thrice dear by present
separation. The rice fields and tﬁe jungle
filled once more the mind’s eye, and with
unspeakable yearning they longed once
more for the homeland. Furtively—
abashed by the unwinking gaze of an
alien race—one and another wiped his
tear-dimmed eye.

shifted its position recalled them. Quick-
ly they arose. One by one each cast a
small stick upon the burning pile. Then
they turned to go. One tall, dark-skinned,
black turbaned vandal sought to remain.
He was of the ghouls of the East. With
wrathful faces and threatening gesture
he, too, was compelled to depart, and for
the present the ceremony was over.

On Sunday morning they returned ac-
cording to custom. The bones were gath-
ered up and cast into the waters of the
inlet—save the left forearm and the teeth,
these will be sent back to his home In
Calcutta to be cast into the sacred wa-
ters of the Ganges. His parents will-give
a feast, and Tar Gool Singh will at last
rest in peace—rest, the long, long rest of
Nirvanah.

JAPAN AND THE.
SUBLIME PORTE

Steamer Tartar Brings News of: En-
deavor to Establish Embassy .
at Constantineple.

¢ (From Saturday’s Daily.)

The Sublime Porte is the one great
capital in the world where Japan is
not represented by a duly accredited
embassy. According to advices which
réached port yesterday per the 'steam-
er Tartar, the empire of the Mikado'is
now engaged in negotiations for filling
in the void.

Her ambassadors in London and
Vienna are entrusted with this mission
and they are in communication with
Musurus Pasha, the Ottoman ambas-
sador in London, the reason for  this
being that Japanese subjects. and in-
terests in the Turkish empire are at
present under the protection . of the
British ambassador in Constantinople.

Japan will tolerate no half measures.
She has given it to be plainly under-
stood that she will consent to nothing
less than that her representative and
her subjects shall stand upon precise-
ly the same footing as those of all
other great powers.

The prineipal obstacle comes from the
opposition of Russia, whose objection
to find her adversary of the Far East
confronting her alse on the Bosphorous
are at least intelligible. It 'is, how-
ever, believed in Japan that the . ne-
gatiations. will have a successful is-
sue.

SPEECH BY THE
AUSTRALIAN PREMIEF:

Pilgrims’ Society Gave a Banque:
In Honor of Delegates to
Colonial Conference.

London, April - 19.—Field Marshal
Lord Roberts presided at a banquet
gilven at Claridge’'s by the Pilgrims’
Soiety this evening in honor of the
colonial premiers who are in London
to take part in the colonial conference,
It wag the most brilliant of the honors
accorded the visiting premiers
their arrival here. The members of
the society and their guests numbered
260. At the same table with Lord
Roberts sat Whitelaw Reid, the am-
bassador of the United States; Siy Ed-
ward Grey, the foreign secretary; Lord
Strathcona, the Canadian high com-
misisoner; Alfred Deakon, the premier
of Australia, and the-Duke of Devon-
shire.

The government was represented by
a ‘majority of the members of the cab-
inet, and many of the most prominent
men at the bar, in the church and in
the commercial world were seated at
the tables.

The Duke of Argyle, Austin Ch
berlain, Winston Spencer C (0
Lord Fairfax, Rider Haggard,
deacon Sinclair, Field Marshal
George White and General Methuen
were among those present. Sir Wil
fried Laurier, premier of Canada; Gen,
Louis Botha, premier of the Transvaal,
and Dr. Jameson, premier of Cape
Colony, were absent. Canada was
without a spokesman,

Those who delivered speeches were
Sir Edward Grey, Alfred Deakin, Sir
Joseph Ward, premier of New Zealand;
Fred Lyttleton, T. W. Smart, commis-
sioner of public works for Cape Colony,
who spoke for Dr. Jameson, who was
ill; the Duke of Devonshire and Lord
Roberts.

\Sir Edward Grey in his address re-
ferred to the mistake Britain made in
her colonial policy in a former century,
and said he was sure this would not
be repeated. Lord Roberts and Mr.
Smart spoke of the reunion of the
Anglo-Saxon nation, and reminded
their hearers that Americans were
taking part in  colonization work.

The -most striking addresses were
delivered by Sir ‘Edward Grey and Al-
fred Deakin. Sir Edward remarked
that he feared the colonies found the
colonijal office- much further from the
colonies than the colonies were from
the colonial office. =

Mr. :Deakin talked from the shoulder
and dealt with international preblems
in straightforward words that will un-
doubtedly make the careful British
diplomatist shudder. He said that it
was a fact that the colonial office was
further from the colonies than the
colonieg from the colonial office, and
he emphasized the claim that the col-
onies should be independent nations.
He said it'was “‘refreshing” to come
to London and talk with the govern-
ment face-to face. He promised that
Australia next year would inaugurate
a system whereby she could defend
herself in. the event of war, without
assistance from the Mother Country,
He emphasized the fact that the prob-
lems of Australia were not the prob-
lems of England, sayiflg the Mother
Country had no Asiatic population as
menacing - rivals.

Then, referring obviously to the Ger-
man occupation of the New Hebrides,
the premier of Australia said he
wished it to be noted that England
had not allowed a rival European na-
tion to secure a foothold close to Aus-
tralia without a warning from Aus-
tralia.

While the British navy had not been
called on in a test of sea supremacy
during the past century, the speaker
said this would happen in the next
hundred years. Without mentioning
nations by name, he predicted pointed-
ly that there would be war for the su-
premacy of the Pacific with Germany
and Japan.
