The steamship Mirama, now under 

construction at Greenock at the yards 
of Caird & Co., the famous builders of 
the P. & O. steamships, for the Union 
Steamship Company of New Zealand, 
will be placed in service between Brit­
ish Columbia and Sydney, Australia, 
next spring. The Mirama, which is a 
vessel of 6,500 gross tonnage, is being 
constructed with special attention to 
the requirements of passenger service 
between Victoria, Vancouver and Aus­
tralia, and she will be thoroughly mod­
ern and up-to-date in every respect.

When the Mirama is commissioned 
she will undoubtedly reduce the time 
between this coast and Sydney, as she 
is guaranteed to steam sixteen and a 
half knots when loaded to full capacity.
The best time now made is less than 
fourteen knots, though the steamship 
Moana, one of the three vessels on the 
run at present, is capable of reeling off 
fifteen knots. The new steamship will 
have triple-expansion engines and she 
will have twin screws.

The general dimensions of the Mi­
rama are: Length 420 feet, beam 53 
feet and moulded depth 23 feet. Al­
though essentially a first-class pas­
senger vessel she will have accommo­
dation for between 3,000 and 4,000 tons 
of cargo, which is about twice the 
amount any of the steamships now on 
the route can handle.

A feature of the passenger accommo­
dation of the Mirama will be a very 
large number of single and double 
berth staterooms. The requirements 
of tl$e passenger traffic between this 
coast and the Antipodes, as learned by* 
years of experience, are fully recogniz­
ed by the Union Steamship Company, 
and n^any new features which will 
add to the comfort of patrons wifi 
figure in the new steamship.

Owing to the great growth in perish­
able freight traffic between Canada 
and Australia the Mirama is being its rider.

A special meeting of the board of 
trade to consider the present deadlock 
in the coal mines of the Crow’s Nest 
Pass between operators and operatives, 
is called for Tuesday morning. The 
board’s action will probably be in line 
with that of the boards of trade of Cal­
gary, Fernie and other places in the 
interior. That is a resolution will be 
adopted urging the operatives to go to 
work pending the session of the board 
of conciliation and pointing out the 
irremediable harm which will be donè 
the commerce of the country unless 
such action is adopted.

The meeting is called at the instance 
of G. C. Buchanan, president of the 
Associated Boards of Trade of eastern 
British Columbia, who is at present in 
the city, and who is acting on his own 
initiative.

The first news of the tragedy w&g, re­
ceived by the chief of police about 
o’clock yesterday afternoon.

been spilled around it. In response to 
their telephone message the chief with 
a number of officers visited the scene.

That a crime had been committed 
was apparent. Iii the hand of the dead 
man, who, clothed in his night robes 
was discovered lying in the hall, was a 
stout club with wJiich he had evidently 
defended himself. The walls of the lit­
tle two-roomed cottage were spattered 
with blood, lamp upset and broken 
crockery strewed the floor, while over­
turned chairs and tables showed that 
the struggle had been a severe one.

The police learned that McKay and 
the woman had been seen to enter the 
cottage at 7 o’clock the previous even­
ing. Later they visited a saloon in the 
neighborhood. The theory of the offi­
cials is that the woman entered the 
house as related in her story. She evi­
dently stayed with the old man foi 
some time. Stevens called and went 
out# and McKay, who has been inti­
mate with the woman for two or three 
years past, filled with wrine and con­
sumed with jealousy, endeavored to 
effect an entrance, and succeeded by 
breaking in the back door. It is known 
that the woman had made her abode 
with the dead man at irregular inter­
vals for some time past.

The place has been the rendezvoui 
for a number of cronies who have had 
various drunken carousals there. On 
several occasions the woman has been 
seen running around the yard flour­
ishing a knife in her hand. On one oc­
casion very recently she was heard ta 
threaten that if the dead man did not 
permit her to enter she would break 
in the door. But on that occasion she 
was admitted without trouble.

McKay is said to have been jealous 
of her and the negro. In October he 
entered the cottage of the dead mar 
forcibly while drunk, and in conse­
quence served two months for disord­
erly conduct.

The old flour and rice mills on Store 
street, which have been idle for a long 
time, and tvhich were originally secured 
to the city by municipal bonus, are 
shortly to hum with activity.

The machinery for the flour mill is 
standing as it was when work was dis­
continued some years since, and next 
fall, as soon as the season’s wheat can 
be obtained from the prairies, it will 
be started and continued in operation 
night and day. It is the policy of flour 
millers to keep their machinery contin­
ually in motion, and hence there will 
be no cessation of work from Monday 
mornings until Saturday night.

At present the sheds on the wharf 
will accommodate the grain preparatory 
to its being ground, but it. is anticipat­
ed that before long elevators will be 
erected to economically handle the 
wheat and Victoria will have at least 
one of the structures which mark the 
landscape from Winnipeg to Medicine 
Hat, and which bespeak the fertility 
of Canada’s plains.

The machinery for the rice mill Is 
now on the way, and it is said that 
the Mount Royal Milling and Manufac­
turing ccompany, of Montreal, who are 
behind the enterprise, will spend $50,000 
In machinery for cleaning and polish­
ing the rice which will be treated at 
the mill.

The capacity of the flour mill is two 
hundred barrels a day and the rice mill 
turns out ten tons of rice daily. The 
two mills will require for effective man­
ning. nearly fifty men. and as it is in­
tended to employ white labor almost 
exclusively, the re-opening of these 
mills are full of interest to the citizens 
generally.

The manager, Mr. McLaury, of the 
Montreal mills, is expected in Victoria 
within a week and immediately upon 
the arrival of the machinery it will be 
installed, and operations commenced 
forthwith.

Steeples and steeple work have a 

fascination for everyone, as all who 
have watched a curious crowd follow­
ing the work of a steeple-jack can 
testify.

It is very infrequently, however, 
that the demolition of a steeple is wit­
nessed and the uncommon sight -was 
awaited by a large group of citizens 
on Broad street yesterday and to-day.

The < ne in question is one of the old­
est and handsomest in the city, namely 
that of the old Methodist church on 
Pandora and Broad streets. Contrac­
tor Mooi*e had succeeded in removing 
most of the structure, but the lofty 
spire still stood as if reluctant to for­
feit the conspicuous place it has occu­
pied for upward of half a century. To 
destroy it the contractor sawed through 
its graceful lines about thirty-five feet 
from the top, and at an angle which 
assisted in throwing it inward into the 
body of the religious temple, of which 
it has long been the chief ornament.

In addition to the ordinary crowd the 
attempt to pull it inward by means of 
ropes was closely followed by the -city 
building inspector, Mr. Northcott, the 
contractor, Mr. Moore, the new owner, 
Mr. Ker, and F. M. Rattenbury. The 
first three were chiefly concerned in 
seeing that by no mischance the frame­
work fell in any direction but that 
desired, thus imperilling surrounding 
property. The first named was parti­
cularly solicitous about the matter be­
ing of the opinion that if it swerved 
out of its proper course it would wreck 
any building on which it fell. Mr. Rat­
tenbury, on the other hand, lamented 
the destruction of an artistic and 
beautiful landmark.

“The church and its spire,” he said, 
“was designed by Wright & Saunders, 
of San Francisco, a firm who did some 
notable work in this city, most of 
which is unfortunately passing away. 
They were the designers, as well, of the 
Lick Observatory and other famous 
buildings in the state of California.”

I Building Inspector Northcott’s prac­
tical eye was even more pleased by the 
magnificent main truss of the building, 
which the workmen in stripping the 
sides and roof disclosed to view. It 
was of particular beauty and strength.

All day to-day the preliminary work 
has been continued. A cable from a 
point toward the apex of the tower to 
the former rear wall of the church 
further acts as a guy.

The tower will be demolished before 
nightfall it is expected.

held every four years. This is under­
stood to be the result of a compro­
mise, there being no desire on the part 
of the premiers to emphasize a diver­
gence of opinion or occasion anything 
looking like a split.

The premiers have expressed 
eral dissatisfaction with the 
maintained concerning the discussions 
and the method of publishing the pro­
ceedings of the conference, and there 
is reason to hope that when the 
ious resolutions are adopted, fuller 
public announcements will be made.

St. Petersburg, April 19.—M. Pono- 
marieff, chief of the gevernment de­

Local shippers are interested in the 
question whether in the course of time 
the new steagiship line will include 
San Francisco as a port of call. Trade 
between the Golden Gate and Victo­
ria and Vancouver is increasing rapid­
ly since the break-down of the vessels 
of the Oceanic Steamship company. 
Freight which is now bound from Am­
erican ports to Australia and New Zea­
land is shipped to Vancouver and from 
that port transhipped to the Canadian- 
Australian liners to be carried by them 
to the Antipodes. Thus the traffic of 
the new company need not necessarily 
be restricted to Canada and Mexico, but 
a further spheré of activity is opened 
by entering into the carrying trade be­
tween San Francisco and British Col­
umbia ports.

Negotiations are proceeding fast for

the Minister of Justice, and /counted 
upon his ability as a sophist to 
retrieve his tarnished reputation once 
he secured the coveted opportunity to 
bring his case before Parliament un­
hampered by rules of procedure. He 
succeeded in his desire, and after the 
ordeal was over, according to disinter­
ested testimony, he presented the 
melancholy spectacle of a "broken” 
man. But to assert, in the light of the 
facts, that the commission was appoint­
ed for the special purpose of "break­
ing" Mr. Foster, is absurd in the ex­
treme. The most melancholy feature 
of the case, which has been described 
as a tragedy, was the indifference dis­
played by Mr. Foster’s colleagues on 
the opposition side of the House. The 
Ottawa correspondent of the Montreal 
Herald draws a very striking picture 
of the final scene. "There was,” he 
says, "more than pathos, there was 
tragedy In the scene* in the House of 
Commons at two o’clock this morning, 
at the end of the Insurance Commission 
debate.

"Mr. Foster’s great protest against 
the report of that Commission had 
been under discussion for two days. 
The press of the country had given Its 
opinion, and that opinion reached the 
House on the afternoon and evening 
of the second day. As paper after pa­
per came in it became evident that 
not only was the Liberal press abso­
lutely unconvinced by its arguments, 
but that with few exceptions the Con­
servative press was lukewarm in his 
defense or coldly critical, while the 
independent writers were uniformly 
hostile. The evening session began 
with a good turn-out of Conservatives 
but no enthusiasm. As time went on 
and the Interminable rivulet of Con­
servative oratory, unbroken by a sin­
gle Liberal speaker, trickled meanlng- 
lëssly on, the Opposition thinned and 
thinned again. Mr, Borden was away 
all evening. Hon. Mr. Haggart absent­
ed himself. Mr. Fowler, so eulogistic 
of Mr. Foster in the morning, dfd not 
show up. Mr. Ames xvas invisible. Mr. 
Maclean was present, and spoke, with­
out so much as mentioning Mr. Fos­
ter’s name.

"At a very late hour, owing to thp 
absence of further Conservatix'e sup­
port, Mr. Foster was compelled to 
take the floor with that part of his 
apology for which his voice had been 
inadequate the day before. When he 
had finished and Mr. Aylesworth had 
made his brief comment, there was ex­
hibited a . spectacle which was credit­
able neither to the Conservative party 
ndr to Mr. Foster.. In the face of a 
strong Liberal phalanx of nearly one 
hundred, which had remained until* 
this advanced hour to show its confi­
dence in the government and its sUp-' 
port of Mr. Aylesworth, there rose a 
beggarly handful of seventeen Conser- , 
vatlves, all that was present of the 
entire opposition party to vote for the 
vindication of Hon. George Eulas Fos­
ter and to declare lack of confidence 
in the judges who found against him.

"Here was the man who by his record 
as a public man at least throws in the 
shade every other member of the Op­
position, who wa/ a-great parliamen­
tarian when those who surround him 
were in their political swaddling- 
clothes, and who to-day at the end of 
a long and sombre career finds himself 
in the darkest and most difficult posi­
tion of his life. And yet there was not 
enough feeling for his position in the 
ranks of his fellow-partlzans to secure 
him the attendance of even a score of 
Conservative for his vote of protest 
and his declaration of innocence. The 
party which has béën afraid to throw 
him overboard was too careless to 
stand by him. Mr. Borden, Mr. Monk, 
Mr. Ames, Mr. Haggart, were home in 
bed.

Of course the strike or the walk-out 
in the coal mines of Western Canada 
is a serious business, and it is the duty 
of the authorities to take such action 
as may be practicable to put an end to 
the difficulty. But, in the words of a 
contemporary, it is a condition, not a 
theory, that confronts the country. The 
theory is that there is a law on the 
statute book which says the miners 
shall not cease work by resolution or 
common consent until the nature of the 
misunderstanding between them and 
their employers has been inquired into 
by a conciliation board and an effort 
has been made, officially, to adjust the 
difference. That is, it is unlawful to 
strike without official sanction. The 
actual condition is that there is no 
power vested in government under any 
modern system whereby men can be 
compelled to engage in any industrial 
occupation against their will. If the 
miners say they will not dig coal, even 
tor a week, in order that industrial 
paralysis shall be averted, we should 
be considerably enlightened if some one 
would point out how they are going to 
be coerced into working. It may be 
true that the men have violated the 
law .and are entitled to no consider­
ation—not even the consideration of 
the retention of their situations for 
them—and that the companies should 
be protected In their efforts to secure 
entirely new forces of operators from 
elsewhere. But here again we are con­
fronted with a condition as opposed to 
a theory. The condition is that it is 
absolutely impossible to secure new 
forces of men—If It were possible to 
secure them at all-in time to avert the 
paralysis against which the country in 
general is protesting. Some say the 
government ought to take the matter 
entirely out of the hands of both oper­
ators and operatives and prosecute 
temporarily, or even permanently, the 
business of coal mining itself. That Is 
a suggestion worthy of very serious 
consideration. But it is easier to make 
than to carry out. It Involves far- 
reaching consequences—a revolution in 
our industrial system that might In­
volve results more serious than anyone 
advancing It has any conception of. It 
would assuredly lead to the extension 
of the principle of state operation of 
Industries. The continuous operation 
of railways is more essential to the 
welfare of the community at large than 
the operation of coal mines. The em­
ployees of any; or all of our great rail­
way systems, observing what had oc­
curred in the case of our coal mines, 
might become seized with the convic­
tion that the. condition of an employee 
of the government is much more toler­
able than the condition of an employee 
of a private corporation. Under the 
method suggested by inconsiderate 
journalists and others, it would be a 
comparatively easy matter to secure 
the transfer of railways from pri- 
vlte into public hands. We scarcely 
think the country is yet ready for the 
extension of the principle of gov# ‘ri­
ment operation to coal mines and rail­
ways. Owing to the growing complexi­
ties of modern industrial systems and 
as a consequence of the necessity of 
state interference between the two 
forces which seem to be prone to con­
flict, government ownership and oper­
ation may be forced upon nations as 
the only solution of a difficult prob­
lem; but public opinion is certainly not 
prepared for such a drastic remedy 
just yet In the meantime we have 
little doubt that when the Deputy 
Minister of Labor and his staff get the 
parties to the dispute upon common 
ground, it will be a comparatively easy 
matter to reach a settlement that will 
be satisfactory to all concerned.

His Wor­
ship told them that if they had pos­
sessed the least spark of manly in­
stinct, they should have advised the 
girls to return to their homes, and it 
was certainly their duty to have re­
ported the presence of the girls to the 
captain. "No," said the , magistrate,

If this had been done a certified 
clerk wrould not have been able to com­
pound prescriptions and sell poisonous 
drugs.

Mr. Oliver then showed that in the 
preceedlng section of the bill the fol­
lowing had been passed:

“It -shall be unlawful for a certified 
apprentice to compound prescriptions, 
or sell poisonous drugs or chemicals, 
unless under the direct supervision of 
a licentiate of pharmacy or certified 
clerk:

Immigration Shed,
Mr. Macdonald took up the question 

of the immigration shed being built at 
Victoria. It was being built to pro­
tect the Hindus who were leaving the 
province.

fied apprentice,” under said chapter 27, 
shajl in any way interfere with or 
take part in the management and con­
duct of such shop; and anything which 
would be an offence under said chapter 
27 and amendments, (f committed by 
an individual, shall tie an offence by 
each of such directors, and by such 
company, and the prosecution of any 
one of them shall not t)e a bar to the 
prosecution of the others or any of 
them: provided that joint stock com­
panies which Were actively engaged in 
carrying on business as chemists and 
druggists or chemists, or druggists, or 
pharmacists, or apothecaries, or dis­
pensing chemists, or dispensing drug­
gists, in the province of British Col­
umbia on the twelfth day of April, 1907, 
shall, in respect to* those shops actual­
ly being conducted by them at , that 
time, be exempt from the provisions of 
this section, but such joint stock com­
panies shall, ih the retailing, dispens­
ing or compounding of poison, drugs or 
medicines, be subject to and comply 
with all the other provisions of the 
“Pharmacy Act” and Amending Acts.

He could not see why any company 
should not be allowed to enter into the 
drug business and employ^ a qualified 
man to handle it.

Mr. Oliver wanted to know what the 
reasons were for insisting that the di­
rectors should be licentiates of the 
Pharmaceutical association.

Hon.- Mr, Young said that this was 
for the purpose of preventing a depart­
mental store from opening a drug de­
partment, employing a clerk who was 
qualified and who was paid a miserable 
salary and thus put the qualified drug­
gist out of business.

Mr. Oliver could not see why chem­
ists should be protected so as to be 
able to charge exorbitant prices.

Dr. King could not see why a joint 
stock company should not be allowed to 
carry on the drug business as long as 
the law was complied with in the way 
of employing a qualified, chemist in 
charge.

C. Munroe warned the House against 
opening the door to the principle pro­
posed. This was not to protect the 
public. It was for the purpose of pro­
tecting the chemists in their business. 
To begin this was dangerous. Other 
callings might just as reasonably come 
forward and ask the same protection.

Vancouver Loses in His Death a 
Scholar and a Popular Man.

As briefly announced In a telegraphic 
dispatch yesterday, James C. Shaw, for 
many years principal of the V&ncouver 
High school and college, died after a 
lingering illness. Deceased, who was 
46 years of age, had a brilliant college 
career. In 1887 he took his degree as 
B.“A. at Dalhousie, winning honors as 
a gold medallist. The following year 
he became classical master at Plctou 
academy, Plctou, N. S. In 1889 and 1890 
he acted as classical tutor at Dalhousie 
college. The next year he went to 
Harvard, where he spent two years, 
taking a post graduate course. His 
first experience in the West was as as­
sistant to Alexander Robinson, then 
principal of the Vancouver High school. 
In the course of time he became prin­
cipal of the High school and the college 
in the Terminal City, wmie there he 
devoted his special attention to class­
ics. He was a popular teacher in Van­
couver.

London, April 19.—Field Marshal 
Lord Roberts presided at a banquet 
given at Claridge’s by the Pilgrims’ % 
Soiety this evening in honor of the 
colonial premiers who are in London 
to take part in the colonial conference.
It wag the most brilliant of the honors 
accorded the visiting premiers since 
their arrival here. The members of 
the society and their guests numbered 
360. At the same table with Lord 
Roberts sat Whitelaw Reid, the am­
bassador of the United States; Slç 3 
ward Grey, the foreign secretary ; L 
Strathcona, the Canadian high 
misisoner; Alfred Deakon, the premier 
of Australia, and the Duke of Devon­
shire.

The government was represented by 
a majority of the members of the cab­
inet, and many of the most prominent 
men at the bar, in the church and In 
the commercial world were seated at 
the tables.

The Duke of Argyle, Austin Cham­
berlain, Winston Spencer Churchill, 
Lord Fairfax, Rider Haggard, Arch­
deacon Sinclair, Field Marshal Sir 
George White and General Methuen 
were among those present. Sir Wil- 
fried Laurier, premier of Canada; Gen. 
Louis Botha, premier of the Transvaal, 
and Dr. Jameson, premier of Cape 
Colony, were absent. Canada 
without a spokesman.

Those who delivered speeches were 
Sir Edwrard Grey, Alfred Deakin, Sir 
Joseph Ward, premier of New Zealand; 
Fred Lyttleton, T. W. Smart, commis­
sioner of public works for Cape Colony, | 
who spoke for Dr. Jameson, who was 
ill; the Duke of Devonshire and Lord 
Roberts.

\Sir Edward Grey in his address re­
ferred to the mistake Britain made in 
her colonial policy In a former century, 
and said he was sure this wTould not 
be repeated. Lord Roberts and Mr. 
Smart spoke of the reunion of the 
Anglo-Saxon nation, and reminded 
their hearers that Americans were 
taking part in ^colonization work.

The most striking addresses were 
delivered by Sir Edward Grey and Al­
fred Deakin. ^ir Edward remarked 
that he feared the colonies found the 
colonial office much further from the 
colonies than the colonies were from 
the colonial office. . *

Mr. Deakin talked from the shoulder j 
and dealt with international problems j 
in straightforward words that will un- I 
doubtedly make the careful British I 
diplomatist shudder. He said that It I 
was a fact that the colonial office was 1 
further from the colonies than the 
colon iep from the colonial office, and 
he emphasized the claim that the col- I 
onies should be independent nations. * 
He said It was “refreshing” to come 
to London and talk with the govern­
ment face to face. He promised that 
Australia next year would inaugurate 
a system whereby she could defend 
herself in the event of war, without f 
assistance from the Mother Country. 
He emphasized the fact that the prob­
lems of Australia were not the prob­
lems of England, sayirtg the Mother 
Country had no Asiatic population as 
menacing rivals.

Then, referring obviously to the Ger­
man occupation of the New Hebrides, 
the premier of Australia said he 
•wished it to be noted that England 
had not allowed a rival European na­
tion to secure a foothold close to Aus­
tralia without a warning from Aus­
tralia.

While the British navy had not been 
called on in a test of sea supremacy 
during the past century, the speaker 
said this would happen in the next 
hundred years. Without mentioning 
nations by name, he predicted pointed­
ly that there would bë war for the su­
premacy of the Pacific with Germany 
and Japan.

London, April 18.—No budget statement 
of recent years has been awaited with so 
much interest as that of Chancellor of 
the Exchequer Asquith to-day. Although 
it was his second budget, that of last year 
really was only a legacy left from the 
previous administration, so his proposals 
to-day constituted the first real Liberal 
budget in twelve years. The House of 
Comnjons was thronged, and the public 
galleries were densely crowded.

The financial statement issued by the 
treasury in advance of the chancellor’s 
speech informed the House that the ex­
act* realized surplus for 1906-7 was >26,955,- 
000, which, in accordance with the law, 
would be devoted 
public debt. Mr. Asquith estimated the 
expenditure for 1907-08 at >703,786,000. The 
revenue on the existing basis of taxation 
was estimated to be >720,960,000. The per­
manent reduction of the national debt for 
1906-07 was announced to be >68,760,000.

Mr. Asquith opened his speech with a 
brief review of the past year, pointing 
out that with the exception of the stock 
markets, which suffered from the money 
stringency, trade at home and abroad had 
,been remarkably flourishing.

The Treasury Receipts 
were over >16,000,000 in excess of the esti­
mates, unanticipated* death duties ac­
counting for >6,000,000 of this sum, while 
the balance was made up of increased 
receipts from coal duty and the mint. The 
latter was due to the increased demand 
for coinage on account of the prosperous 
state of trade and the large amount of 
silver, aggregating >2,600,000, required for 
varied purposes in connection with the 
general elections.

The latter remark reminded the House 
of the numerous petitions to annul elec­
tions on account of alleged bribery, and 
called forth laughter.

As a whole, the revenue rettims, the 
chancellor addetp had not shown great 
elasticity, and in view of the undoubted 
prosperous state of trade, they were

The National Debt

In his address in the Auditorium on 
Washington’s birthday, before the 
Union League Club, of Chicago, Mr. 
Grover Cleveland, former president of 
the United States, sounded a warning 
note that he ôbserved signs of weak­
ness in the nation’s tendencies toward 
extravagance, and a loosening of the 
hold of the people on the fundamental 
principles of harrriony, honesty, indus­
try and frugality upon which tne natidn 
was founded.- He declared that politi­
cal parties should be^watched by their 
members and by all whose political be­
liefs are based on reason and who care 
enough for their manliness and duty to 
cave them from barter. A few of his 
compact, pregnant, paragraphs wfil 
chow the scope of his address:

Lost in Noise.
‘•The commemoration of the day on 

which American independence was born 
has beeh allowed to lose m,uch 'of its 
significance as a reminder of Provi­
dential favor and the. inflexible patriot­
ism of the fathers of the republic and 
has nearly degenerated to a revel of 
senseless noise and dangerous explos­
ion, leaving in its train far more of 
mtehap and acoidént than lessons of 
good citizenship or pride of country. 
The observance of Thanksgiving Day 
is kept alive through its annual desig-' 
nation by federal and state authority. 
But it is worth our while to inquire 
whether its original < meaning as a day 
of united praise and gratitude to God 
for the blessings bestowed upon us as 
a people and as individuals is not 
smothered in feasting and social indul­
gence. We, in commorf with Christian 
nations everywhere, celebrate Christ­
mas—but how much less as a day of 
commemorating the birth of the Re­
deemer of mankind than as a day of 
hilarity and the interchange of gifts?”

Four Cardinal Virtues.
Referring to Washington’s letter to 

Lafayette, in which he wrote that 
nothing but harmony, honesty, indus­
try and frugality were required to make 
the United States great, and that he 
believed the people possessed these 
qualities, Mr. Cleveland continued :

“Such considerations as these suggest 
the thought that this is a time for hon­
est self-examination. The question 
pressed upon us with a demand for re­
ply that will not be denied: ‘Who 
among us all, if our hearts are purged 
oi misleading impulses and our minds 
freed from perverting pride, can be 
sure that to-day the posture of affairs 
and the prevailing disposition of our 
countryman, co-operate in the estab­
lishment and promotion of harmony, 
honesty, industry and frugality?’

On the report stage the members and 
government will be asked to put in a 
clause providing that no municipal 
property can be expropriated without 
the sanction of the Lieutenant-Gov- 
ernor-in-Council.

Queens of England
Anne of Denmark, queen consert of 

James I. of the British Isles, was born at 
Scanderburg, Denmark, December 12, 1575. 
Her father, Frederick ÏL, king of Den­
mark, was the richest prince of the North 
of Europe. Her mother, Sophia of Neck- 
lenburg, is said to have been a woman 
possessing a rare ..character and pronounced 
domestic virtues. But whatever may have 
been her charming qualities, she certainly 1 
was deficient in the knowledge of rearing 
children, for, Princess Anne—the subject 
of this sketch—was in her ninth year be­
fore she was allowed to learn to walk, be­
ing carried about in the arms of her
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Anne of Denmark.

nurses. That this was due to nothing 
short of ignorance and neglect is proven 
by the fact that after arriving in her teens 
the Princess Anne “was famous for her 
sprightly and graceful dancing,” and cer­
tain it is that she was well-formed and in 
all her life, after her ninth year, she had 
the most active use of her limbs.

When in her fifteenth year Princess 
Anne of Denmark became the queen con­
sort of James "VT. of Scotland. Fourteen 
years later her royal husband became 
King of the British Isles. Thus Anne was 
the first queen consort of Great Britain 
and Ireland.

Her character in some ways was child­
ish and weak, for it is told of her that 
she had her "spells of sullenness and pout­
ing, sometimes lasting for days together, 
when she was contradicted or her wishes 
disobeyed.” She also had a turbulent 
temper, causing unpleasant domestic 
scenes at times, greatly to the King’s an­
noyance. However, barring these faults, 
Anne was in many ways an admirable wo­
man i and a more than fond mother. On 
the .whole she and -James got on veryi, 
lovingly together, and he never gave her 
a rival. When Queen Anne died, in 1619, 
the king was almost inconsolable and nev­
er in the seven years that he survived her 
did he once contemplate a second mar­
riage. Anne of Denmark left two surviv­
ing children—Charles, Prince of Wales, af­
terward the ill-fated King Charles I. of 
Great Britain and Ireland, and Elizabeth, 
Queen of Bohemia.
