COLLINS MUST
SERVE SENTENCE

LOSES APPEAL TO
U. S. SUPREME COURT

San Francisco Lawyer May At-
teinpt to Secure Re-
hearing.

Washington, D.C., May .17.—After
fighting for four years for liberty and
carrying his case through every court
available in the United States, George
D. C_omns, the San "Francisco lawyer
convicted for perjury in connection
with his marriage, to-day lost his ap-
peal to the United States Supreme
Court, and must serve fourteen years
at San Quentin penitentiary in Cali-
%‘ornia unless he is granted a re-hear-
ing, which is the last possible step he
can take. .

The mandate will not be handed
down by the Supreme Court unti] sixty
days from this date. and Collins’ last
move in his long legal fight will un-
doubtedly be the filing of a petition for
a re-hearing.

Attorneys who have followed the
case say there is slight possibility of
such. a petition being granted, and
Collins will probably be taken to the
penitentiary some time this summer or
in the early fall

Collins’ fight against a prison term
has been waged from Canada to Cali-
fornia and from the Pacific to the At-
lantic coasts. #For  more than three
vears he has been in.the county jail
at ‘San Francisco and has made such a
thorough study of the law relating to
perjury and extradition that he is con-
sidered one of the greatest authorities
in the world on these subjects,

The decision to-day was upon the
two appeals, Collins having succeeded
in getting his case into the Supreme
Court througn two separate channels.
It is considered a great victory for As-
sistant District Attorney Wm.

TRAGEDY FOLLOWS QUARREL.

Jeweler, After Shooting Wife, Suc-
cumbs to Wound Inflicted b¥ Son.

St. Louis. Mo.,, May 17.—Fatally
wounded, but undeterred in his at-
tempt to kill his wife, August Poos, a
jeweler. pursued Mrs, Poos out of their
house to-day and shot her three times.
She probably cannot survive her
wounds.

Poos was shot by his 19-year-old
son, Edward. The quarrel which re-
sulted in the shooting is said to have
occurred when Poos accused his wife
of unfaithfulness. The son then se-
cured a revolver and shot his father.
Despite his fearful wound, Poos stag-
gered after his fleeing wife, and in the
vard of their home, fired the bullets
that will probably end her life. He
then collapsed and died before medi-
cal aid could be summoned.

NO CLEMENCY -

FOR CAPT. HAINS

SENTENCED TO TERM
OF HARD LABOR

Judge Delivers Scathing Ar-
raignment of the Un-
written Law.

Flushing, L. I. May
Peter C. Hains, slayer of Wm, E, An-
nis, was sentenced this morning to
serve a term of from § to 16 years in
the state prison, Sentence was passed
upon Hains by Justice Garretson,

Captain Hains apparently was the
least c¢éncerned of any person in the
court réom when he heard his sentence
to hard 'labor and prison stripes. He
sank heavily into a chair but did not
seem te be greatly worried over the
future.

Before  sentencing Hains, Justice
Garretson delivered one of the most
scathing arrangments of the unwritten
law, ever heard in a court room. He
flayed that line of defénce unmerciful-~
ly. refusing to take into consideration
attorney Young’'s plea for -clemency,
although it was not opposed by the
prosecution.

It is expected that the attorneys for
the defence will apply for a writ of
reasonable doubt and then carry the
captain’s sentence and conviction for
manslaughter to the higher courts,

Before court convened Justice Gar-
retson gave audience to Attorneys
MeclIntyre, Young and Bennett, who
prepared Mrs. Claudia Hains' confes-
sion, After the lawyers had laid their
pleas before him the justice convened
court and heard a formal motion for
a new trial, This motion was denied
and McIntyre moved for an arrest of
sentence on the ground that the indict-
ment did not constitute a crime, He
also raised a question.as to jurisdie-
tion of the court, opposing further ac-
tion here .at this time on the ground
that at the time of the shooting the
defendant was a soldier in the TUnited
States army.

‘When these motions had been denied,
Attorney Young addressed the court,
making a plea for clemency, offering
all the grounds recited in the trial and
urging that the captain was under ter-
rible mental strain following the con-
fession of his wife,

The Thorney estate was transformed
by the duke from d barren swamp into
a modern agricultural community, and
is now one of the finest areds in the
United Kingdom.

Twelve persons were . injured when

Officers from Spokane were quickly
on the scene and started a search for
the hold-up men. No trace has so far
been found of them.

Mail Clerk’s Story,

After driving B. L. Stumpf, the mail
clerk, from the mail car and detaching
that car and the engine from the bal-
ance of the train, two bandits boarded
the locomotive and said to Engineeer
Miller:

“You have heard of us before.”

This remark leads the detectives to
the belief that they are the same men
who have committed similar crimes n
this part of|the country, and who al-
ways escaped.

“When I heard.a knock on the door,”
said Clerk Stumpf, in telling his story
to-day, “I opened it, only to laok inte
the barrels of two revolves held by as
many men. They wore masks., They
commanded me to leave the car, and I
did so.

“A moment later I saw the car and
the engine disappear with the high-
waymen aboard. I should judge it was
about half an hour later when the car
and engine, running wild, came back
ang crashed into the other cars, parti-
ally wrecking the train and causing a
panic among the passengers.

“I immediately boarded what was left
of the mail car and found it in a state
of disorder. One glance convinced me
that the robbers had made a good job
of it. Every piece of registered mail
had been torn open. The contents that
were not taken were strewn over the
floor.”

WERE ACCEPTED

MAYOR’S CASTING VOTE
AGAINST PARK BOARD

Trouble Between the Two Bod-
ies is Discussed by
Aldermen.

(From Friday’s Daily.)

+“From what I have heard they are
always hintlng that the council is no
good. I think we had better accept
their resignations.”

Thus said Mayor Hall at a special
meeting of the city council last night,
when the resignation of three of the
parks’ commissioners was read. The
resignations were accepted by the
casting vote of his worship.

Alderman Turner moved that: the
resignations be not accepted, but that
the Mayor have a talk with the com-
missioners or ask them to meet the
council and talk over the misunder-
standing which existed.

“I think it is rather absurd for us to
appoint these gentlemen and tie them
down with all sorts of strings,” said
Ald. Turner. “They should handle
their own funds without dictation the
same as the school trustees or police
commissioners. Hither that, or we
should abolish the board and look
after the work ourselves.”

Ald. Stewart objected to the park
board proposing to pay the superin-
tendent $150 a month, and said the
council could get the work done for
less. ?

Ald, Marble said the parks’ board and
its superintendent had undoubtedly
done excellent work, as could be seen
by comparing the boulevards now with
what they looked like before thé board
toék them over. Their work had been
2 labor of love and it would be a pity
to see them leave the board. It was
to be doubted if better men could be
got. To get over the difficulty he sug-
gested that Superintendent England
remain under the board to supervise
the patks, and another man be ap-
pointed under the city engineer to look
after the boulevards.

Mayor Hall pointed out that the
boulevards were under theé parks’ board
and not wunder the engineer. The
trouble was that '‘the board wanted
the council to give them money out of
the maintenance of boulevards rev-
enue. But the counci] did not handle
that. It was only collected at the end
of the year. The council could not
give them that money til] it was col-
lected. The parks’ board had done a
good deal .of work, but it had come to
what he expected.- The city was too
small for a separate board to manage
the parks. If the council. undertook
the work it would be just as well and
efficiently “carried ' out. .The difficulty
was there was not enough money for
&4 parks’ board. Ten thousand dollars
was not enough and theé city really had
not. money enough to spend on it. It
was not far enough advanced to do
much boulevarding.: He was\ opposed
to irresponsible bodies, to men not
elected by the ratepayers spending
civic money.

“We have a parks’ board duly auth-
orized by» a by-law of this council,”
said Ald. Turner. “As long‘as we have
let us carry out that by-law and do
not impede the board in its work. I
consider they have done good work
and I want to tell you that I do not
agree with you that the council could
handle the parks as well as a board.
The counci] cannot take and will not
take the same direct and personal in-
terest in the work as the parks’ board
does.” I :

Ald, Henderson said the superinten-
dent was a good man and worth a
good salary, but this must be paid in
a proper way, and the council should
not hand over public funds nor allow
any subordinate body to fix salaries.

On a vote being taken on Ald. Tur-
ner’'s motion, there voted for it Alder-
man Turner, . Fullerton. Humber and
Ross, and against it Aldermen Mec-
Keown, Mable, Stewart and Raymond.
The Mayor gave his casting vote
against the motion. The resignations
were then accepted, the Mayor and
Aldermen McKeown , Mable, Stewart
and Raymond voting “aye,” and Alder-
men T\xrner, Fullerton, Humber and
Ross “nay.”

STREET REPAIR
FUND DWINDLES

MAY BE REPETITION
OF LAST YEAR’S EVILS

Council Will Undertake the
Improvement of Trunk
Roads Into City.

(From Friday's Daily.)
There is some danger that the streets
of Vietoria will in the coming autumn
months be in as bad a state as they
were last fall. Half the money for their
maintenance has been spent and there
is likely to be a large slice cut off the
amount voted in order to help reduce
the large deficit which, as has already
been mentinoed in these columns, the
council will face at the end of the
year. This prospect came out incident-
ally at meeting of the streets committee
last night, during.the discussion of the
great need for a comprehensive scheme
of improvément of the high-roads
leading to and from the city.
Mayor Hall called the attention of
the committee to the urgent need for
doing some wotk on the main roads
into the city, such as the Gorge road,
Craigflower road and Douglas street.
Some of these were in bhad shape, he
=aid, and a comprehensive plan of local
improvement should be adopted in re-
gard to them. Speaking generally he
considered the sjreets of Victoria
were as good as any on the continent,
but the main thoroughfares into it
were in bad condition and gave people
a wrong impression of the city on com-
ing into it.
Ald. Turner said one of the worst
pieces of road in the city was Oak Bay
avenue, from Rockland avenue to
Foul Bay road. It was an absolute dis-
grace to the city engineer and would
ruin his reputation if not attended to.
Ald, Henderson agreéd that these
roads should be put in proper repair
even at the expense of inside streets
He also thought that the sides of the
roads should be cleaned up, after the
good example set in Saanich, .
Ald Turner also favored the adoption
of a comprehensive plan of improve-
ment of main roads.
Ald, Humber insisted that if any
such works were undertaken it must
be by local improvement,
Ald. Raymond took the same view
and asked what was available of the

surfacing streets,
Mayor Hall said half the amount
had already been spent, At the begin-
ning of the year there had been $150 a
day spent on repairing the roads. It
might be necessary to cut off $10,000
from this vote, his worship intimated,
seeing that the council would be con-
fronted: with a large deficit at the end
of the year, even with a very largely
increased’ assessment,
Ald Ross expressed .himself as in
favor of submitting a by-law to borrow
$50,000 or $60,000 to do the work the
mayor proposed.
Ald. Henderson said he would do the
work on the local improvement system
before he would think of borrowing.
Mayor Hall moved that the council
undertake the work of repairing and
bettering all the trunk roads, and put-
ting down tar macadam, under the
local improvement system.
This was adopted.
His worship then proposed that Oak
Bay avenue ‘and Craigfiower road be
taken up as a start and that the city
bear half the cost.
-Ald; Henderson was in favor of the
city paying one third only, as it would
be unfair, he thought, to let property-
owners off with half the cost, when
they had to pay two-thirds in other
cases,

cost as reasonable,

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JAPANESE WARSHIPS
VISIT VICTORIA

Welcome Accorded Admiral Ijichi and the Officers
and Men of the Aso and Soya---Official
Receptions To-day.

(From Friday’s Daily.)
The Japanese squadron, the Aso and
the Soya, has arrived and been re-

! ceived with all the precision and atten-

tion to etiquette which characterizes
things naval or military, Hundreds of
people gathered on the foreshore to
watch the big dark machines of war,
each with four funnels, formidable
looking creations, even if not of the
most up-to-date type,

Just. after eight o’clock they round-
ed the Race where they were met by
the tug Jolliffe, the finest looking tug
on all the coast, crowded with Japan=
e€se who were anixous to add their
banzais to the welcome being ac-
corded to théir country men. On
board the. Jolliffe was the Fifth Regi-
ment band which as they neared the
ships struck up the national anthém of
Japan, “Kimi Sa Yo,” and. which
was played also by the band on
board the flagship, The Jolliffe was gay
with flags, and at the stern of each of
the visiting craft the Japanese ensign
floated proudly.

As the vessels entered, a salute of 21
guns was fired by the Aso in command
of Captain Ishii and this was respond-
ed to by the guns of the fort at Work
Point which also fired 21 guns.

The Aso led the way into the harbor
following the pinnace of the Shear-
water which had been sent cut by
Captain Crawford who is the officer
in command of the station here, and
took up her station at the mooring
buoy opposite the Navy Yard, but some
way out, As they passed into the har-
bor the Japanese national antléem was
once played both by the band on the
Jolliffe and on the flagship. To those on
shore it sounded very odd to hear one
band several bars behind the other,
the ships being different distances.

A few minutes after the twe big
vessels had come to anchor the pinnace
with Captain Crawford aboard left the
navy yard and a formaj call was made
on Admira] Ijichi. Half an hour after
his return the admiral came ashore
and was received at the dock by a
guard of forty marines, half from the
Shearwater and half from the Alger-
ine, in command of Lieut, Benson. The
admiral then drove te Government
House, where a call was made on the
LieutyGoyernor. [P T R Sy

DIRECTORS HAVE TEN
DAYS TO ACCEPT IT

By Naming Generous Sum
Council Hopes to Secure
Acceptance.

The city’s offer to buy out all the
undertakings and rights-of the Esqui-
malt WaterWorks Co., at Goldstream
and Thetis Lake for' the sum of ‘$900,-

from Water Commissioner Raymur ta
Theodore Lubbe, secretary of the com-
pany,

The property, freed from all liabili-
ties and encumbrances, is to be taken
over as on July 1st next. In his letter
the water commissioner says:

“The undertaking of the company to
be continued without interruption of
any work or improvement in progress,
and the assets to be upheld and main-
tained down to the date of delivery of
possession, an account being taken as
from the said 1st day of July.

“Dhis offer is based upon the pre-
sumption that the company have not
yet disposed of any lands or other as-
sets which they had purchased or
agreed to purchase at the time of the
hearing of the law case before Mr.
Justice Duff, but have acquired and
still hold certain further assets and
have campleted further works on their
Esquimalt system.

“This offer is subject to the assent of
the electors to a bylaw embodying an
agreement to sell and purchase, which
agreement will be settled between the
legal advisers of your company and
the city on the basis of this offer,
‘“Payment to be made to the company
in ‘cash within three monthg after the
said bylaw has been assented to by
the electors of the city. In case the
bylaw is rejected, this offer to be
deemed rescinded. -
“The time for your
this offer is limited to ten days if
your .directors deal with the matter
without formal approval of your
shareholders; to forty days .if your di-
rectors seek formal authority before
approving or disapproving, so that if
not accepted within the times stated,
the council may exercise a right of ex-
propriation, and in this case the offer
now made must be deemed to be with-
out prejudice, and the council do not
bind themselves to repeat this offer in
the proceedings to determine the com-
pensation on expropriation, and it is
hoped by the liberal offer made to
avoid the necessity for expropriation
proceedings and consequent expense of
both parties.”

This offer is independent of the pow-
ers confered upon the city by the leg-
islature_ last session, Mayor Hall points
out. The time limit mentioned in the
letter is made sufficiently enough not
to embarrass the company in consider-
ing the offer, but not so long as to
hold the matter up too long. The coun-
cil, in making what it deems to be a
generous offer, hopes to avoid the
necessity for the expropriation pro-
ceedings sanctioned by the legislature.

MANAGEF. REPLIES _

Denies  Statement Regarding
Conditions on Pacific Sec-
tion of G. T. P.

Ottawa, May 15.—Complaints of ill-
treatment on the Pacific section of the
Grand Trunk Pacific are alleged in
correspondence presented to the House
of Commons by the minister- of labor
to be due to Labor Organizer Daly,
who, according to a letter from Gen-
eral Manager Chamberlin, “is trying
to make all the trouble he can.”

assisted several thousdnd men in
Great Britain to come to Canada at the
time when its construction work was
completely demoralized for want of la-
bor. Foreign labor was never invited
by the railway or its contractors.

WINNIPEG FAIR WILL
COST FOUR MILLIONS

Government Plan to Celebrate
Selkirk Centenary Not
Yet Decided.

Ottawa. May 15.—Winnipeg Centen-
nial fair promoters estimate the cost
of the 1912 exposition at $4,000,000, Win-
nipeg will give $500,000, the receipts
will be $1,000,000, and the Dominion is
asked to vote $2,500,000.

Replying to the Winnipeg exposition
delegation yesterday Sir Wilfrid Laur-
ier promised sympathetic consideration
of the request. He . expressed some
doubt as to an exhibition being the
best medium of advertising. The ex-
position idea in recent years had been
a little overdone. It was proper, he
agreed, that the historic coming of the
Selkirk settlement should be marked,
but he was not prenared to state the
policy which would be pursued by the
government at the present time. He
remarked that Westerners did ‘things
on a large scale, and the present pro-
posal appeared to be no exception, “but
the demand does not frighten us alto-
gether,” he continued, and promised
every consideration.

CALHOUN GIVES
HENEY THE LIE

REPLIES TO CHARGES
OF SPECIAL PROSECUTOR

Attorney-Generat. of United
States Drawn Into the
Controversy.

San Francisco, Cal.,, May 15.—Reply-
ing to Francis J. Heney's charges.
made to Attorney-General Wickersham
in a telegram made public yesterday,
Calhoun to-day gave out copies of a
message he hag sent to Washingotn.
Heney announced that he was prepar-
ing an answer to Calhoun, which would
probably be given out to-night.  Cal-
houn’s telegram follows:

“Hon. George W, Wickersham, Attor-
ney-General, Washington:

“I have just seen in the morning
papers Francis J. Heney’s telegram to
you of yesterday. He lies when he
states that the information sought ‘is
intended for false and malicious at-
tacks on me (him) in newspapers
subsidized by Patrick Calhoun and
financia] interests represented by him.
We seek exact fact and the truth js
no basis, ‘for false and malicious at-
tacks.” He lies again wheg he states
that April and May, 1907, ‘is the only
period during which, by wildest stretch
of imagination, matter could be ma-
terial’

“I am now on trial under an indict-
ment returned by the grand jury at
Heney’'s instance in March, 1908. The
facts are that Francis J. Hengy was
appointed at the instance of Phelan,
Spreckels and other immediate asso-
ciates as assistant district attorney of
this city and county in October, 1906.
Heney claims to have then volunteered
his services. His friends have solicit-
ed public subscription and. donations
for him in order that he might be re-
lieved from financial stress during the
period of his volunteer work. A lead-
ing paper of Portland. Ore., has stated
that during all this time Heney was
a fedcral officer and that he received
in compensation various sums from the
federal government.

“The constitution of the state of
California provides - that . ‘ho person
holding any lucrative office under the
United States or any other state shall
be eligible to any civi] office of profit
in this state.

“As an American citizen, I.feel that
I am entitled to know if Francis J.
Heney has been a sworn officer of the
federal government, drawing -large
sums of money at the same time that
he has professed to act in this state
as an assistant district attorney.

“In view of Heney’s publication’ of
his attack on me in his telegram. to
you I feel compelled to give this tele-
gram to the press.

FAVORS INCREASED
TOBACCO DUTIES

Indiana Senator Says Amend-
ment Will Correct an
Injustice.

Washington, D. C., May 15.—Branding
the tobacco trust as ‘‘the. most com-
pact and effective private monopoly in
existence,” Senator Beveridge, of Indi-
ana, yesterday told the senate that the
government had lost $184,099,557 which
might have been collected in revenu=3
in-the last eight years, but.which had
gone into the coffers of the ‘‘octopus.”
Beveridge made this assertion in a
gspeech when he introduced an amend-
ment to the tariff bill providing for an
increase in the rates of duty on to-
hacco, He promised’ that his amend-
ment| if adopted would bring at least
$21,461,954 more revenue yearly than the
nresent bill would produce. He said
that it would also correct an injustice
to the people. ¢

'The amendment provides for an in-
crease of Lhe present rate on smoking,
chewing and fine cut tobacco from six
cents to nine cents a pound. The rate
on snuff is increased to 12 cents 2
round, and the rates on cigarettes is
raised.

FIRST STEP TOWARDS
NAVAL DEFENCE.

Hon, L. P. Brodeur made an an-
nouncement of great

greater importance

interest and
to the province of
British Columbia and Canada general-
ly in the House of Commons at an
early hour this morning, The Minister
of Marine and Fisheries informed the
House that it is the intention of thé
government to secure’ a fast cruiser
whose services will be utilized for the
protection of the fisheries of the Pa-
cific waters of the Dominion and that
negotiations will be completed during
the summer for the acquirement of a
war vessel, also to be stationed upon
the Pacific coast, which will be used
as a training ship. As Canada is to
have a training ship, the deduction is
inevitable that she will soon have a
navy also. The government would
hardly undertake the task of training
boys for naval service unless it had
the facilities for utilizing their ser-
vices upon completion of their terms
of instruction.

The programme outlined by Mr. Bro-
deur undoubtedly means that the ne-
gotiations between the Imperial and
the Dominion governments for the
transfer of ' the Esquimalt dockyard,
which have been in progress for some
time, have been satisfactorily com-
pleted. All that remains to be done is
the arrangement of details in regard to

.the naval and military defence by Can-

ada of her own coasts. This will be
taken up at the conference on Imperial
defence which take place in London
soon after the prorogation of the Do-
minion Parliament,

The Laurier government has been
‘virulently and unreasonably assailed
by its political enemieg in this pro-
vince on the alleged ground that it has
been derelict in its duty in respect
particularly of matters in connection
Wwith the. pdministratios of the Marine
and Fisheries Department. Any person
of reasonable intelligence, discernment
and fair-mindedness who remembers
the condition of affairs along this coast
when the present government attain-
ed power twelve years ago and com-
pares it with the conditions as they
exist to-day must wonder at the au-
dacity of these assailants, Mariners
know, and do not hesitate to say, that
the waters of the province to-day are
as the well-lighted streets of a city to
a’ dark country road in comparison
with the conditions which obtained 'a
dozen years ago. American shipping
men admit that the aids to navigation
installed by the Dominion government
in our waters put their much richer
government to shame by reason of the
things it has left undone. Compare the
fleet of vessels under commission 1o
the Dominion government solely for
the purpose of 'maintaining those ailds
with the one solitary lighthouse tender
employed by the late government, and
say that the Marine and Fisheries De-
partment under the Laurier govern-
ment has not made an honest effort to
keep pace with the demands of the
shipping interests wupon the Pacific
Coast.

Thig constant nagging at the govern-
ment, it is plain to be Seen, is due to
the pernicious influence of an element
which has once more obtained eontrol
in the Victoria Roard of Trade. This
element is not altogether the o¢ld Tory
leaven which the Times upon former
occasions was forced in the interests of
the city to expose. It is an element
which for personal reasons is bitterly
antagonistic to British Columbfa’s re-
presentative in the Dominion govern-
ment. It would hesitate at nothing, not
even at criminality as the recent elec-
tion disclosed; to accomplish the politi-
cal downfall of that representative, If
the Victoria Board of Trade has any
regard for its future, any desire to re-
tain whatever influence it may possess,
it will lose no time in suppressing this
mischief-maker.

Col, Holmes, D.O.C., before the war-
ships left, received from Admiraj] Ijichi
a letter conveying very warm thanks
to the military  authorities here for
the reception which had been accorded
them. The letter was such as to leave
no doubt in the minds of the recipient
that the welcome extended to the visi-
tors had been most warmly apbpreciat-
ed. Similar letters were received by
the naval officers and the civi] and
civic authorities.

Capt. Elliston has gone to Vancou-
ver, representing Col. Holmes in the re-
ception at that city. The military
forces here have represented the Do-
minion government in the reception
accorded the visiting mnaval officers,
and have left nothing undone in com-
mon with others to make the stay an
enjoyable one.

NING CHOW ,
FROM LIVERPOOL

STEAMSHIP HAS FINE
RUN ACROSS PACIFIC

News Brought of Construction
of Railway From
Singapore.

(From Monday’s Daily.)

Steamer Ning Chow, of the Blue
Funnel line, arrived in port on Satur-
day evening with 7,000 tonsg of cargo
and g34 Chinese passengers. The pas-
sengers ail debarked here, Victoria act-
ing as a sort of clearing house' for
them, distributing them to al] parts of
the continent, The freight was not dis-
charged, but the Victoria part of it
will be left here when the vesse] re-
turns in a few days.

The Victoria freight included about
700 tons of English consignments and
600 -tons from Hong Kong and Yoko-
hama. For Vancauver there were 4,000
tons, largely machinery; for ‘Seattle,
800 tons, and Tacoma. 1,000 tons.

The vessel had an unusually fine run
across, making the distance in 13 days
20 hours, thus breaking al] her prev-
ious records. The crew of the Ning
Chow were much interested in the re-
cent race between the Perseus and the
Bellerophon, in which the former won
by several] hours,, According to the ac-
counts received the Perseus has ever
since carried a cock at the masthead.
The sailors of the other ships at Hong
Kong made several attemptg to loot
the cock, but without success, so that |
it still maintains 'its proud position.

When the Ning Chow wasg in Japan-
ese waters the British China squadron
was paying a.-visit to Yokohama, and
the American Manilla squadron was at
Kobe. - The steameér passed the Em-
press of Japan on#Friday night at 7
o’clock 300 miles from Cape Flattery.
and the Empress of China was just
ecoming out of dock at Hong Kong as
the Ning Chow left.

Word was brought from Nagasaki
that the Genyo Maru, sister ship to

the Tenyo Maru, which wasg in course |

of construction at the Mitsu Bishi
dockyard, and which was griginally de-
signed to burn oil, is now being altered
to make her into a coal burner. The
change was made owing to the imposi-
tion of the heavy impeort tariff upon oil.
The two tank steamers which are be-
ing constructed at the same yards for
the Toyo Kisen are also being convert-
ed into ordinary freight steamers.

the Straits Settlements that a railroad
is to be constructed at once from
Singapore north to Bankok, and a fur-
ther shm of $20,000,000 is to be expénded
in the nedr future in building railways
in Siam. This is the direct result of a
treaty between Great Britainr and

Siam, by which the former adds three }

more native states to its territory, and
in return relinquishes some ex-terri-
torial rights in Siam. It is thought that
the ceding of the states will have a
beneficia] effect in the opening up eof
trade and the development of the re-
sources of the new territory.

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VICTORIA WEST WANTS

It is contended by some of the peo-
ple in the vicinity that the best inter-
ests of the city have not been con-
served in the matter, and especially in
view of the fact that when the Song-
hees reserve becomes a thing of the
past, Lime street wil] become the main
highway, and by far the shortest route
from the city to Victoria West and
Esquimalt.

On the other hand the ward’s repre-
sentatives will show that- this ar-
rangement avoids long and costly arbi-
tration proceedings. Esquimalt road
has never been surveyed since the city
took in that district. The Fairalls built,
believing they were on their own
ground, and their successors in title,
the Silver Springs Company, were of
the same opinion when they began to
rebuild recently, To get back the part
of Esquimalt road encroached upon the
city might have to cempensate the
company for the improvements on the
land, which is avoided by giving them
an equivalent area on Lime street, at
the rear of their premises.

In all
probability this will come from Eng-
land, as the price of the English pipe
is so much lower than the Ameriaan
or Canadian makes,

It is thought that the effect of the
passing of the by-laws will be to in-
crease the amount of building in the
district, as a supply of water is now
assured, and it will not be very long
before practically all the municipality
will be served with a similar service Yo
that obtained in the city.

TRIP TO THE
NECHACO VALLEY

SOME EXPERIENCES
ON WAGON ROAD

Hihts for Intending Settlers—
Railway Will Open Up
Country.

A special] correspondent of the Times,
writing from Fraser lake, says:

A trip td the Nechaco, made at any
time of the year, with a load, is not
an easy one. It is especially hard dur-
ing the spring months of the .year,
when the |roads are good for neither
sleigh nor|wagon, and no feed along
the way. The writer, accompanied by
his 'wife, |left Ashcroft en route on
March 3rd., It took us thirty-two days
of hard trying work to make Fraser
lake, 380 miles from Asheroft. We shall
not soon farget some of the experiences.
A short adcount may prove instructing
toa readers, and profitable to some in-
tending <settlers.

The first [thing of importance for such
a journey is the selection of a team of
horses. Th;e long hills. steep pitches
and mud holes will wear out any team
that 4 not| of the best. Here we made
out first mistake. We had a good team
but not ome suitable for such a long
journey. hey were not well matched.
One horse,k high strung, pulled three-
quarters of the load the first half of
the way. The other horse, slow and
easy going, pulled npearly all the load
and the other horse the latter part of
the way, for we had to finish the trip
with one ﬁorse. A team that can be
depended upon to pull steadily all that
they are able, and at time a little more,
is an abso‘ute necessitq, We have sev-
eral nerverwrecking memories of get-
ting stuck| on pitches none too wide,
with a pregipice on the lower side. Hav-
ing to unload or back down such a
grade is not an easy or a pleasant job.
The wrecks of old wagons, and in one
or two places the bleached bones of
horses did not tend to sooth our nerves.

Again every wagon for the Cariboo
road should be fitted with a brake and
chock-block. Of course, one can tie
a wheel gaing down a steep hill, but it
is a nuisance! And there are long
grades, where a brale is a great help
to the horses. Going up the steep hill
it means g great deal of work to keep
a convenient block always at hand, Our
narrowest lescape from disaster on the
whole trip| was in not having such a
block that| would work automatically.

As regards the load. only what Is
absolutely | necessary should be taken.
If the settler dees not leave unneces-
sary things at home, he is certain to
leave them somewhere along the way.
For _the aYerage' team unused to such
work; a ton in weight is Joad enough
as far as Quesnel. Any weight is too
much from Quesnel to Fraser lake. The
writer is aware of the fact that the
freighters take an average of two tons
per team from Ashcroft to Quesnel. But
they have things down to a science.
They have excellent horses, used to the
work. They always use a double wag-
on with four or six horses on the long
hills and bad roads; they drop ene
wagon and put all the horses on the
other. They have everything fitted up
for safety and convenience.

Probably most settlers plan to camp
out along the way, as it comes rather
high to stop at the road-houses. At
any rate, during the trip from Quesnel
to PFraser lake, he will have to camp
out whether he plans it or mot, as there
are no road-houses. This is pleasant
in warm weather if the flies are not
too bad, which they are sure to be if
the weather is warm. We camped out
every night except one. There are plea-
santer things than camping out along
the Cariboo road in March, with the
thermometer near zero.

Quesne] is a divisional point for such
places as Barkerville and the Nechaco.
It was also the divisional peoint for our
load, as we had to leave the greater
part of it in care of the H. B. Co. We
had yet 160 miles to go. We were given
the comforting assurance that all the
hills—and there were many of them—
were bare, while much of the jevel road
had two feet of snow. It was fit nei-
ther for & wagon nor a sleigh. How-
ever, we /started with both. But one
or two experiences we had getting down
the hills of the new government wagon
(?) road compelled us ‘to eache our
wagon by the way and take the bob-
sleighs alone. And here it might not

~be out of place to say a few words
about this new wagon Yoad—if it can
®e dignified by such a name. Is it pos-
d¢fble to take a wagon over this road?
It ig possible to take a wagon over the
old pack trail. It is very little. if any,
easier to take it over the new wagon
road. With a lot of hard work and
skillfu] driving, it is possible to take

an empty wagon over it -but a great
deal more money and work are needed
before it will ever be used as a wagor
road to bring in supplies. The Black-
water bridge—an old one—is so nar-
row that the only way to get a wagon
over it is to take it apart or take it up
over the frame of the bridge. The
bridges put in last fall on the c==cks
will all be gone when the high, water
hag done its work. It is simply stating
a fact and putting the matter briefly to
say that the road is an impossibility as
a wagon road that will be a service
to the settler.

No one blames the contractor, except
in his selection of routes, for $20,000 will
not go far in building a road through
such a country as this. .
Fortunately coming in with the
sleighs we found the lakes in excellent
condition. They gave us thirty-five
miles of splendid sleighing. The rest
of the journey was made over good,
bad and indifferent roads — one day
making twenty miles, the next only
two. We completed the trip from Ques-
nel to Fraser lake in fifteen days.

The first impressiong of the Nechaco
are disappointing—extremely so if one
has read ang believed half of what has
been written by land speculators. A
large part of the country is mountain-
ous and hilly. Large stretches of the
level land are covered with a hea.vy
growth of jack pine and poplar, which
to say the least, is not easy to clear.
The open areas are practically all taken
up and held vacant by the speculator—
the greatest drawback to the country.
They have greatly misrepresented the
country. The climate is not a part of
an earthly paradise. There are severgl
degrees of frost every night. This is
the 26th day of April and it is not an
unusually late spring.

" Living is so high as to almost pro-
hibit the settler bringing in his family.
Compare these prices with those ob-
taining outside: Flour $7 per sack;
sugar, 20 cents a 1b.; potatoes, 4 cents;
butter, 75 ¢ents; oats. 6 cents, etc. The
smaller things are even higher com-
paratively. These prices are not ex-
cessive, as the transportation rates
make them _ necessary. Nor can one
depend on game to keep the cupboard.
full. Large game, there is practically
none. Ducks, geece and grouse are
fairly plentiful, but are very wild on
account of befng hunted at all times
by the Indians. Fish are said to be
plentifu] during certain seasons. :

And what is worst of all, land is
scarce. It might almost’be said there
is none to be had. After what is held
by the land speculators, the residents
and the mountains, very little is left,
and that little is back from the beaten
trails and lakes. However, with the
aid of an 0ld residentand a location
fee, some fairly good quarter sections
can still be found. Some one is sure
to ask: ‘“What_about those large re-
tervies for the pre-emptor?”’ A conser-
vative estimate would be that not more
than 2 per cent of the land reserved by
the ~government will ever be settled.
At least half of that is already taken
up. The 98 per cent. is mountainous.
The reserves could not have been put
on in worse places.

The foregoing is a statemtent of facts
not given in any “knocking” spirit, but
largely for the information of the in-
tending settler.

On the other hand a great dea] could
be said in favor of the country. The
soi] is good—there is no better in Can-
ada. It is capable of producing enor-
mous crops. The long days in summer
make up for the shortness of it. The
growth is very rapid. Fruit has never
been fried. but if it proves a good fruit
country, land will be valuable. In fact
it needs only a railway and a market
to make the Nechaco a prosperous, if
not indeed a wealthy country. For the
one our hopes lie in the Grand Trunk
Pacific; for the other we look to Prince
Rupert,

FREIGHT RATES.
Rbilroads Wil Reduce Charges From
the East to Spokane.

Washington, D. C., May 17.—It was
decided Saturday finally to postpone
from June 1st to July 1st, the date on
which the ruling of the interstate com-
merce commission in the Spokane rate
case will become effective. The rail-
roads will accept the commissiéf’'s rul-
ing and will make a reduction of 16 2-3
per cent, in class rates from the east
to Spokane.

The new commodity rates fixed by
the roads from tide-water to Spokane
are below the present, but the reduc-
tion will not be as marked as in the
case of the rates from the east.

The commission declines to express
any opinion as to the reasonableness of
the reductions and will not decide that

KILLS FAMILY AND

Little Girl Tells of Murder of
Woman and Two
Children.

Boylesville, Ind., May 17.—An inquest
was held on Saturday over the bodies

PROUD RECORD OF,
COAST DAIRY COwW

Gives Thousand Pounds of
Milk Yearly More Than
‘Eastern Animals.

One thousand pounds of milk per
year more than any other in Dominion,
is the proud record of the average
British Columbia cow, This statement
is made by W. H. Hodgson, live
stock commissierier, in a report to the
minister of agriculture. Mr. Hodgson
states that under the rigid inspection
now in force sanitary conditions are
steadily improving, especially on the
island, In the short time since the gov-
ernment bé&gan to test cattle by tuber-
culin free of charge to dairymen the
commissioner has found the farmerse
co-operating to an encouraging ex-
tent, and he has received applications
for the testing of over 1,200 animals.
“In proportiébn to the number of
herds in the province,” writes Mr.
Hodgson, “the British  Columbia
farmers are realizing a greater profit
from the industry. British Columbia
butter brings a higher yearly average
price than butter in any other province
or state in America, The Dairymen’s
association is very active, and doing
good work, Since the beginning of the
yvear, the association has held eight
meetings in various parts of the prov-
ince,

‘“We have in this province some
very valuable herds, studs and flocks,
valuable from the show standard and
also from the utility standpoint, The
breeders have demonstrated at some
of the l:erger shows, that our animals
are without peers in Canada. This
last statement is especially true of the
heavy horses,«As demonstrated at the
horse show in Vancouver, some of our
light horses have no equal in Canada,
or on the American coast.”

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GOOK STREET
WANTS NO DUST

PROPERTY OWNERS .
INTERVIEW COUNCIL

They Want a Dustless Pave-
ment and Absolutely Refuse
: to Have Macadam.

(From Friday’s Daily.)

The decision of the city council to
pave Cook street with macadam, as
called for in the local improvement by-
law passed some time ago, has roused
the residents on'that important resi-

dential - thoroughfare, who asked for
bithulithic, to the point of vigorous
protest. A deputation of property

owners waited on the streets commit-
tee last night and made it plain that
they wil] be satisfied with nothing less
than a dustless roadway.

In the deputation were Mr. Justice
Irving, Henry E. A. Courtney, H. A.
Munn, J, J. Collison and I. M. Nodek.

Mr. Courtney said@ the owners had
asked for bithulithic, but the council
evidently thought that macadam was
g800d enough for them. There was
heavy ' traffic ‘'on the street, the street
car line ran on it, and the dust nui-
)sance, in regard to which the people
had been Jong suffering for twenty
years, would be worse than ever. The
macadamized roads laid of late, such
as  Scoresby, Michigan and Simcoe,
were broken up and al} dust. The own-
ers protested against anything short
of a dustless surface. Mr. Justice Irv-
ing said the people desired a perman-
ent, dqustless pavement, and protested
against macadam, . There appeared to
be some difficulty as to the by-law, but
he could not see why a rnew by-law
could not be passed for bithulithie, and
the present by-law kept alive in case
the new one did not go through. The
people did not know the merits of
bithulithic or any other pavement; they
relied on the city engineer’s advice as
to -that, but insisted on something
which would be dustless.

Ald, Hendérson suggested that after
the road was macadamized the further
work of tar-surfacing it might be un-
dertaken. %

City Solicitor Mann said the objec-
tion to a new by-law was that there
was now, an accepted scheme of public
improvement, and an arrangement had
been ‘made . with the B. C. Electric
Railway Company. He thought, how-
ever, that the ‘Wwork on sidewalks and
boulevards could be done under the ex-
isting by-law and it be then closed up,
and a new by-law passed for the road-
wav.

The Mayor said“the solicitor’'s opin-
ion was éntirely different now to what
it ‘had been-in other cases, as in North
Park street. For himself he had al-
ways thought the best roadway was
tar macadam; and if a supplementary
by-law was passed and a regular tar
macadam roadway put on Cook street
it would give the people a dustless and
good wearing roadway. :

“We do not want any experimefits,”
said: Mr. Justice Irving. “The differ-
ence between tarred macadam, and
tar macadam is like that between
tweedle-dum and tweedle-dee. We
want something which is -established
as an_efficient road material. If you
want to experiment let it be tried/on
some small thoroughfare at the city’s
expense. It would be a mistake to
start on a thousand feet of street like
Cook street to try an experiment. Give
ug something that is tried and has
been proved in other places.”

The Mayor said tar macadam was
older than any one there. It was a
'‘good solid surface of tar and macadam,
while tarred macadam was just a
treatment of tar applied to the surface
of the macadam.

Mr. Justice Irving instanced Scores-
by street as an instance of a Thacadam
Toad In Victoria. It looked as if some
one had gone along and dumped rock
on the road. All'the stone was coming
up fast, the binding materia] not be-
ing there.

City Engineer Topp said tar maca-
dam made an excellent roadway and
was used largely in the old country.

“Leave it to me and the city engineer
‘and it will be all right,” said the city
solicitor, at. .which the committee
smiled broadly.

.H. A. Munn said it was a mistake to

draw examples from easéern cities,
cities where snow and ice protected
the pavement from wear for half the
year. The city ‘should look to cities
having like conditions, such as Port-
land, and see what pavements had
done well there.

“On Sunday the street is like the
Sahara; you can see the clouds com-
ing,” said Mr, Justice Irving, as the
deputation was leaving. “We want to
be able to live on the street.”

The matter stands for the present.

DIED FROM FEAR OF DEATH.

Siberian Railway Employee Thought He
‘Was Freezing.

A remarkable story of a railway -em-
ployee who died because he believed that
he was freezing to death is reported from
Krasnoiask.

‘While engaged in cleaning a luggage
van on the trans-Sfberian line, Michael
Staritsky fell asleep. When he awoke
two hours later the train was in motion
and the van-door.locked. .

There was no method of communicating
with any other part of the train, and
Staritsky was seized with the fear that
he would be frozen before the train stop-
ped. The following broken sentences
chalked on the floor of the van show the
tortures which the unifortunate man suf-
fered in imagination:

“I am freezing fast , . .
now my left . .

my right leg
Tumps of ice
A my last words perhaps . . . my
heart is frozen the end.”

Staritsky was dead when found at the
rext halting place two hours later.

IN TAYLOR CASE

CORROBORATION OF
MINOR POINTS GIVEN

Defence Objects to Any State-
ment by Accused on
Arrest.

(From Friday’s Daily.)

The crown practically completeq the
Dbresentation of its case against Alfred
Taylor yesterday afternoon, There is,
of course. no corroboration obtainable
of the main points of Mrs, Taylor's
story, but on some minor points the
crown produced witnesseg to bear out
the wife’s testimony. W. C. Moresby
resumed his cross-examinafion of her
at the opening of the sitting,

Since Apri] 17th, Mrs. Taylor said,
she had been living in town, selling
thg stock on the farm and some other
things, on her own authorization. She
had not askeg Taylor's permission, as
she considered what she sold Mas her
own property. He had not received
any of the money, al] being kept for
the maintenance of herself and family,
as well as some money which Taylor
had when arrested, which had been
turned over to her through the Eaves.
Taylor had been a member of an order
which paid $2,000 on death, but his
membership had lapsed while he had
been in jail,

Mrs. Taylor said she did not know
wl:;ere Benjamin Eave is now, She ad-
mitted going to the post office daily for
letters and getting one on Thursday
last which caused her great pleasure.
The letters were, some of them, from
the orphanage where her children were
and some from England.

She had not instructed C. J. Prior,
who acted for the crown in the police
court, to get the title to the property
conveyed to her, but had asked him to
find out what was the matter. She
had also asked Thomas Horne, partner
with Taylor in the automatic fire
alarm invention, what he intendeq to
do and saig if the property was settled
up and sold off everybody would be
paid.

To Crown Prosecutor Robertgon Mrs.
Taylor said that while confined in the
Goldstream shack she had no means of
knowing the time, as there was no
clock or watch about the place. The
title to the property was still as un-
settled as ever it had been.

Questions by Jurymen.

One of the jurymen, whose tendency
to put his questions in the form of a
statement or little sheech, had to be
repressed by his lordship, asked Mrs.
Taylor what she meant by saying she
did not know what happiness was; was
it since she arrived in Victoria or tak-
ing her whele-life? Had her’s been a

No, it was very irregular.

Did you go to.school? Very little.
When my mother left us finally my
aunt took my sister and myself to
Somersetshire and we had very little
schooling. Most of the time we earned
our living. Any education we got was
in the industria] school in Cardiff.

The same juror asked Mrs. Taylor if
she realized the solemn duty the jury
had.

“You cannot ask her that,” said his
lordship. “Ask her about facts of the
case.”

The operations performed by Taylor
from time to time, the witness said.
were with instruments, The stove was
a four-hole wood-burning stove, which
would take in four or five sticks at a
time,

Another juror asked ff witness had
ever seen the pillow again which Tay-
lor took away with the child. She had
not, she said. Further, she said there
were two pillows on the couch.

Mr, Justice Morrison—So you had
only one pillow after that?

Only one,

A juror—Do you think Taylor could
have put the baby in the stove without
seeing more than its feet.

I don’t know. I only can tell you
what Mr. Taylor said to me.

Not Result of Delirium.

Were you in delirium at the time of
the birth of this child? I was ill, but
I always had my sen$es about me.

So far as you know? So far as I
know.

You have a clear recollection of- the
incidents of which you have been tell-
ing us? I could not possibly forget it.

Have you been conscious on other
occasiong when children have been
born? Always, except when the doctor
administered . ether.

Two Vancouver ladies were called to
deposSe as to Mrs. Taylor’'s condition
while she was living in that city in
the winter of 1897-8. One was quite
certain of Mrs. Taylor’s condition in
February or early in March, 1898, hav-
ing visited at the house. The other
lived next door to the Taylors but had
not “neighbored” with them, and wa3¥
unable to swear positively that a young
woman whom she saw go into the
house was Mrs, Taylor-

Other Witnesses,

George Woodruff, Goldstream, told of
finding a cow which had been badly
shot, lying about 150 yards from Tay-
lor's house. He had heard two shots
just before. The witness was not able
to fix the year beyond that it was the
spring or summer of the same year or
year before the Bullen-Pooley-Higgins
election case. The election trial he re-
membered because he was summoned
ag a juror wrongly. To a juryman wit-
ness said he had found the cow about
seven o'clock in the morning.

Brian H. T. Drake, registrar of the
supreme court, produced the court re-
cords, which showed that the trial of
the election petition of Jardine wvs.
Bullen took place on November 1ith,
1898,

Eben Burnett, Goldstream, saiq it
was his cow that was hot. He had
been asked by a constable to prosecute
Taylor, but while he believeq it was
Taylor who had shot the cow, and al-
ways would believe so, he could not

prove it.. Taylor, whomw he saw at the,
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door of his shack, denieéd shooting the
animal,

Mr. Moresby asked if the opinion of
Mrs. Burnett was not that the cow was
shot during the spring, but witness
said he did not know what her opinion
was,

Constable. Carter was called to tell
what Taylor had said when arrested.
He was about to repeat what Taylor
hagd said after being cautioned, when
Mr. Moresby objected that Taylor had
beéen arrested on a warrant charging
him with threatening his wife and chil-
dren, and any statement he might have
made which dealt with another crime
was inadmissible,

Crown Prosecutor Robertson will look
up the authorities for the admission
of the evidence and ‘if allowed it will
be put in after the:case for' the de-
fence is completed.

PRINCESS DE SAGAN,

Lawyer for Former Husband Declares
She is About to Separate From
Prince.

Paris May 14.—The charges that
Princess de Sagan, formerly Anna
Gould, is about to separate from the
prince, whom she married a year ago,
were renewed yesterday by Maitre
Bonnett, representing Count Boni de
Castellane, Anna’s former husband.
Bonnett appeared in court when the
hearing wag resumed in connection with
Boni’'s appea] from the verdict in which
Anna was given custody of the chil-
dren. Anna’s counsel denied the alle-
gationg and the other charges of unfit-
ness for parental cares was offered on
each side.

ROBBED FOR YEARS,

Washington, May 14.—Former Repre-
sentative Hepburn of Iowa, yesterday
told President Taft that the govern-
ment had been robbed by means of
fraudulent weighing of sugar for the
past twénty years to his own knowl-
edge. He stated that eighteen years
ago he wag a member of a committee
appointed to investigate the customs
bureau at New York, and that he dis-
covered flagrant evidence of bribery
and corruption. He explained that he
had called. to tell the president about
thig investigation so he might investi-
gate the report made by Whitehead,
Chance and himself at that time.

A dispatch from Albany, N, Y., says

QUESTION OF
POWER IN CITY

TRAMWAY’S PROPOSAL
IS APPROVED OF

Board of Trade Will Recom-
mend Early Decision by
Council.

(From Friday's Daily.)

The board of trade will through their
secretary recommend to the city coun-
cil the entering into an agreement with
the Tramway Company looking to the
carrying out of the Jordan river propo-
sition. At the meeting of the board held
yesterday afternoon A, T. Goward,
the local manager, was present and
went into the question at some length.
He had to leave early to catch the
steamer for Seattle.

Being introduced by the president of
the board, Simon Leiser, the local
manager referred to the fact that he
had appeared before the board on other
occasions. That had been in connec-
tion with the development of greater
power for Victoria. The council had
been approached, and he believed the
memberg of the counci] were unani-
mously in favor of the arrangements
proposed. A definite proposition had
been made in March. No action had
been taken on it. He thought that
perhaps the board might take some ac-
tion that would assist in bringing the
question to a conclusion. The B. C.
Electric Company proposed to spend a
considerable sum in development about
Victoria, he said. In doing so it was
proposed to reduce the rates charged
to the city. When a similar proposition
was made in Vancouver some years
ago an arrangement was made by
which Vancouver city agreed not to
enter in competition with the company
without first offering to purchase the
undertaking of the company. The re-
sult of this arrangement had been that
the company had expended aBout $11,-
000,000 about Vancouver,

Reduced Rates.

Outlining the proposition before the
council of Victoria Mr. Goward stated
that the rates for lighting in the city
should be made the same as those in
Vancouver. He said that at present
the city of Vancouver had the cheap-
est rates in Canada for electricity.

Al] that the company asked in retrun
for the investment was that the pre-
sent investment and the future invest-
ment to be made, should be unimpair-
ed by civic competion.

It was not expected that the city
would be in a position to put up the
money to put in a competitive system.
The only practical supply of water for
power purposes was that at Jordan
river, which the company already had.

A, Wright asked if these reduced
rates would apply to Oak Bay and oth-
er gutlying districts,

Mr. Goward said the immediate
neighborhood of Victoria would be in-
cluded in these rates.

In reply to the chairman’s question,
Mr. Goward said that the company
would he thought be able to make the
connection with Jordan river within
about two years,

B Antiquated Cars,

The chairman introduced the subject
of antigquated cars being in use. He
said some complained that cars that
had been in use for eighteen years were
still in use.

Mr. Goward said that no one would
like to see the old cars removed more
than he would. New cars were being
received and would replace the old
ones,

In reply to the chairman, Mr. Gow-
ard said that the addition to the steam
plant now made would not be follow-
ed by additions to the service at pre-
sent. The plant would be used in or-
der to meet the natural increase with-
out extensions to the system.

The chairman suggested that the rate
to Esquimalt should be reduced.

Mr. Goward said he thought all these
things would adjust themselves.

Further, Mr. Goward said that he
wanted this to be treated as a business
proposition. The company was in a
position to get the money and develop
the system. Everything was ready to
‘start on the Jordan river scheme if the
arrangement was entered into. In
London the position of Victoria was re-
garded as unique in that the city did
not show a disposition to be anxious to
get investment of the money.

Mr. Goward retired in order to catch
the Seattle steamer,

Favors Agreement,
F. A. Pauline said that he had made

1a study of the subject last year. He

had come to the.conclusion that light
and power at lower rates must be ob-
tained in order to have development
and Dbetter transportation facilities.
Vancouver and Seattle profited by bet-
ter conditions on these lines. He be-
lieved the situation taken by the com-
pany was a fair one. It was only
reasonable that assurances should be
given the company that eivic compe-
tition should not follow -in order that
the financia] arrangements might be
settled. He believed that the council
would be acting wisely. in agreeing to
a proposition,

The only move that the board could
well make at this time he thought was
that the council be informed that the
board“hoped that the counci] woéuld
gpeedily come to a settlement of the
question,

The chairman suggested that as the
board had been led to believe that a
reduction in rates would follow in
eighteen months if the agreement was
entered into that some effort should be
made to incorporate such in the agree-
ment.

Mr. Pauline said, knowing Mayor
Hall’'s grasp of the subject as he did
he felt the .board could well leave it in
the hands of the council to make the
best agreement possible.

H. Bullen seconded the resolution
moved by Mr, Pauline in line with his
suggestions.

This was carried unanimously,

T0 PROSEGUTE
BALL PLAYERS

SUNDAY GAMES WILL
NOT BE PERMITTED

Mayor of North Vancouver is
Authorized to Take
Action.

Vancouver, May 13.—Prosecution of
the promoters and participants in the
baseball game in North Vancouver en
Sunday, May 2nd, wil] be proceeded
with as soon as the law can be put in
motion. The mayor of North Vancou-
ver received written authorization to
take proceedings yesterday.from Hon.
F. J. Fulton, the acting attorney-gen-
eral, and the prosecutions wil] follow
in due course,

On Monday evening next a meeting
of ratepayers of North Vancouver will
be held in Larson’s Pavilion in order
to determine whether a plebiscite
shal] be taken to sound the opinion of
the citizens as to their favoring or
otherwise the playing of professional
games on Sunday in that city. “‘What-
ever the decision may be, it will have
no affect on the prosecution, for, as
Mayor May pointed out, the law pun-
ishes ang prosecutes law-breakers, in
spite of plebiscites or other similar
expression of lay opinion.

In answer to a deputation which
waited upon him at New Westminster
yesterday, Premier McBride declared
that Sunday baseball would not be
tolerated  in this province. Al other
Sunday sports of a commercia] nature
will also be stopped. The premisr
was urged to adopt the, Lord’s Day
Observance Act, but declined to make
any promise to this effect. The recent
attempts to introduce Sunday base-
ball in North Vancouver are respon-
sible for the pronouncement of the
premier.

DIRECTORS OF
RAILROADS TESTIFY

J. H. Meyers Says Ruef Was
Never in-Employ of ’Frisco
- Company.

San Francisco, Cal.,, May 14.—John H.
Meyer, of San Mateo, director of the
United Railroads, testified yesterday in
the Calhoun trial that he had no
knowledge of the $200,000 in currency
alleged to have been drawn from the
United States mint upon Calhoun’s or-
der. According to his statement, the
money was not mentioned at subse-
quent meetings of the directorate.

It is expected that the prosecution
will seize upon this testimony to at-
tempt to show that knowledge of the
money said to have been drawn was
confined to the defendant and that they
were closely associated with him.

Under the guidance of counsel for
the defence, Meyer averred that he had
never heard of any conference between
Abe Ruef and the United Railroads
Company and that Ruef had never been
in the employ of the company.

Calhoun’s right hand man in the ex-
ecutive offices of the Uniteq Railroads,
Thornwell Mullaly, took the stand for
the first time since the proceedings
commenced, and denied any knowledge
of the alleged bribe sum of $200,000,
denying that he ever wag present at the
mint when Tirey L, Ford presented a
ceurrency order signed by the defendant.

Mullaly was loth to leave the stand
when his examination was over. Only
the advice of the court to confine his
answers to the questions gsked by the
attorney served to stop tepeated de-
clarations of the yeoman service done
by the United Railroads and its officers
during the period after the fire and
earthquake,

on the Princess Beatrice.

Vancouver, May 13.—~Twe¢ Dominion
government survey parties to be em-
played on the Alaskan boundary sur-
vey work sailed for the north on the
Princess Beatrice last night. One of
them under F. H. Mackie, of Ottawa,
will disembark at Fort Wrangel and
proceed inland to locate monuments
in the valleys of the Stikine and Iskoot
rivers, at the points where they are
crossed by the boundary line,

Another party 1§ in charge of N. J.
Ogilvie, of Ottawa, and will spend the
summer in a region of eternal snow
peaks and glaciers on Endicott arm.
Its members will leave the steamer at
Juneau, which also carried Edward
Clunn, of Ottawa, who will act as
Canadian representative on an Ameri-
can survey party to be engaged at
work in the Unuk river district. This
party will be in charge of Professor
Leland, of Washington.

OAK BAY WILL
VOTE ON BY-LAWS

NEW WATER SYSTEM
UP FOR APPROVAL

Voting to Take Place in School
on Oak Bay
Avenue.

On Saturday the ratepayers of Oald
Bay municipality will be called upon to
initiate their waterworks system. A
by-law is8 being put before them for
their approval to rdise the sum of $30,»
000 for the installation of waterworks
and to commence the work of distribue
tion. So far no opposition has devel-
oped openly, and so far as can be seeny
nothing but apathy on the part of the
ratepayers can prevent its passing. The
polls will open at 9 a. m, with Return-
ing Officer Floyd in charge, in o of
the rooms of the school on Oak Bay
avenue, and will continue”throughoug
the day until 7 p. m.

The Oak Bay people so far as can be
gathered have arrived at a point where
there can be no turning back. They
have for some time been asking a
guarantee from the city of Victorig
that they shall be supplied with watezR
and now they have secured that guare
antee. Nothing remains to be done ex
cept to take the system over and ex«
tend the mains giving connection to ag
many as possible just as quickly as
possible. The couflci] has seen the wis«
dom of doing this and have prepared
the necessary by-laws, and it remains
only for the ratepayers to endorse them
in order that the work shall commence,

The members of the council were
some time making up their minds what
to do. They were hampered at every
turn by the municipal clauses act, and
after much discussion and dozens of
meetings it was found that the present
scheme was the only one available at
present. That it will not increase the
water rates or the taxes is matter for
congratulation. That the débentures
for the raising of the money have been
sold, conditionally oh the by-law being
passed, and sold at par, without any
commission, is also matter for congrat-
ulation. It shows that Oak Bay is
looked upon as a safe place in which
to invest money, and that the manag-
ers of the people’s affairs are looked
upon as safe people,

Doubtless the people of the munici-
pality will turn out, almost to a many
and support the by-law, ]

FOUR LIVES LOST,

Two Men Willed By Explosion and
Two Drowned,

Prince Rupert, May 13.—Four fatali«
ties occurre§yesterday, all the victims
being workmen on construction of the
Grand Trunk Pacific. >

a blast at Smith Brothers’ camp, neawr
Aberdeen, 25 miles east of here, Alex.
Watts, of Maryville, Tenn.,, and a
Montenegrin were blown up and ine
stantly killed. They were engaged at
rock work and had just “sprung” a
hole by firing a small quantity of dy-
namite preparatory to loading it withk
a heavy charge without waiting till
the rock had thorougly cooled, and the
big charge went off.

Two Montenegrins were drowned at
Salvo’s camp, 50 miles up the Skeena,
They were bringigg a baotload of
powder down the river when their boat
struck a snag. The falling tide left tha
craft suspended in the air. While try-
ing to get it off the boat suddenly
shifted and the two men weére thrown
into the swift water, carried away and
lost,

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ALFRED TAYLOR
IS ACQUITTED

JURY FINDS HIM NOT
GUILTY OF CHARGE

Judge Advises Him Not to In-
* terfere in Any Way With
His Wife.

After forty-five minutes’ deliberation
ghe jury which has been hearing the
Paylor case brought in a verdict late
EBriday  afternoon, declaring that
Alfred Taylor was not gullty of the
erime of murder charged against him
hy his wife,

“When the court resumed after lunch,
Henry Field, driver of a stage between
the city and Sooke, swore that one
Jllmday about seven p.m., in’ the middle
of September or thereabout, he saw
Mrs, Taylor and a man who was not
Taylor sitting close together at the side
of the road. The man appeared to
have his arm around her waist. As he
drove down the brow of the hill they
drew apart a little, and the man turn-
ed his shoulder towards the wagon,
‘About a week later, driving out to
Sooke, he saw Mrs, Taylor and a man
whom he took to be the same one,
walking along arm in arm.
_Cross-examined, the witness said it
was getting dusk on the first occasion,
and there were trees at the side of the
yoad, but he was sure it was Mrs. Tay-
lor. A

A juror asked if hesad ever seen the
man since,

The witness replied that he had not.

The Songs in the Case,

Mrs. Mary Demers, Colwood, said
she knew the Taylors and Benjamin
Have. Mrs., Taylor had two songs she
often sang: “Love me and the world is
mine,”” and ‘“Absence makes the heart
grow fonder.” Mr. Moresby asked her
if she had noticed anything between
Mrs, Taylor and Eave when the for-
mer was singing,

‘She had a péculiarity in the middle
of her singing fo break down and turn
round and laugh, but I saw nothing
whatever between her and Eave.,
'"How did Taylor and-his wife live?
‘They appeared a very happy and de-
voted couple. I was ‘greatly surprised
when I heard of this.

‘Dr. R, L. Fraser was called by the
Crown to give medical evidence in re-
buttal. In the couyrse of his testimony
he said the average baby weighed six
pounds, and' would easily go in a box
a foot square. He considered that a
body could be put into a stove, and as
to the period needed for its destruction,
he said he could not go closer than to
say it would take as long as the same
weight of meat.

Dr. Hermann M. Robertson also gave
expert medical testimony on several
points,

Mr. Moresby's Address,

W, C. Moresby, addressing the jury,
maid he was not there to defend Taylor
from charges of seduction of a young
girl or continued immora] conduct with
her, but to defend him on the charge
of murder. The only evidence the
Orown had to offer was that of the
mother. Examination of her evidence
and comparison of her story as told at
different times would show its varia-
tions "and contradictions. Her story
was punctured full of discrepancies.
‘When a woman became vindictive and
had motives, whatever the motives

Juight be, there were mno lengths to

which she would not go. He would
leave it to them, as men of the world,
as to how far one could trust a wo-
man who thought she had a grievance.
The story of the alleged crime, as
told by Mrs, Taylor, was gone into very
closely by counsel, and the, medical evi-
dence examined. If there was a birth,
as she said, it could have been an
operation or a premature one, or, if
there was actually a living child born,
there was no evidence that it was not
mlive to-day. In the matter of time,
Mrs. Taylor had told several stories,
altering her dates and hours when she
found the first ones would not fit. She
had shown' someé beautiful acting in
the witness-box. Her story of the al-
jeged crime was told with sighs, but
when Benjamin Fave was mentioned
she answered with scorn. There was
the motive for her story; there the mo-
tive for trumping up this charge in the
endeavour to get rid of her husband.
‘“You must be absolutely certain the
accused is guilty before you bring in a
verdict against him,”, sald Mr. Mores-
by, in closing an address which was a
model for clearness and conciseness
and dignity. “You have heard the
wife’'s story and the charge she makes
against her husband. You have heard
that for eleven years she had been
living happily with him; that because
he got drunk this night and threaten-
#d her she laid bare this story of im-
aginary crime, While you may think
Taylor a bad man, who has lived an
immoral life, you must not tak® any
notice of .that. You are here only to
consider the evidence given in this
case, and I leave it now in your
hands.” :

Summing-up for the Crown.

"H. B. Robertson made a strong pre-
mentation of the Crown’'s view of the
case. What kind of a man, he asked
first, was the acecused? He had come
from Australia and lived here with a
women not his wife. Later he took
advantage of that woman’s young
daughter, who had a right to look to
him. for help, and that at a moment
when she was suffering from a terrible
injury to her eye. That alone showed
brutality almost beyond understand-
ing. It was asked why she made no
complaint: to ‘anyone. Here was a
young English girl in a new country,
taken out to a lonely cabin, understood
to ‘be the daughter of this man, with-
out money or friends; to whom could
she g0? Where would she have gone?
Bhe was under Taylor's-thumb,

The defence had dwelt on the fixing
of days and precise hours. What
member of the jury could be exact on
such matters of a month or two back,
whes under eross-examination by one
of the best criminal lawyers in the
province, to say nothing of happenings
of eleven years ago? A strong point
in Mrs. Taylor's favor was these vari-
atlons in her story, and in the fact that

she had no hesitation in saying she
had “made a mistake formerly. A
young girl, alone in the woods, board-
ed up in a-cabin, without a calendar,
could not be expected to know or re-
member exact days of the week.

Mr, Robertson was going on to ask
where Mrs, Taylor could have gone for
assistance or what story she could
have told, when Taylor, who had been
following the proceedings throughout
intently, with only an occasional whis-
pered suggestion to his counsel, blurted
out some incoherent remark. There
was a pause, and Mr, Moresby caution-
ed the accused.

The Crown prosecutor went over the
small corroborative testimony the
Crown had offered. The threat to fol-
low her to the world’s end and to tear
her heart out, said to have been made
by accused to the woman, He argued,
was a sufficiently powerful and terrify-
ing one tb a young girl in her physical
condition, in a cabin in the woods,
sixteen miles from Victoria, to have
secured her silence. all these years.
The motive for divulging the story, as
alleged by the defence, had not been
proved. The Crown had shown the
motive to be love of her children,
when their lives were threatened by
the father.

The Judge's- Charge.

Mr. Justice Morrison charged the
jury in a clear and impartial address,
which occupied thirty-five minutes.
The details of the case, he said, were
painfully sordid. The circumstances
and incidents all through up to the al-
leged murder were still .quite consist-
ent with the innocence of the. prisoner,
however they might represent his char-
acter. On the other hand, apparent
discrepancies in the woman’s story as
to times, distances, dates, and descrip-
tions, when the jurors applied their
own common sense, would be found to
be still consistent with her being a
truthful witness. It was for the jury
to say whether or not she was a cred-
ible one. Because she said in one trl-
bunal or another that a thing happened
on the tenth of July, or on or about
that, or that it might be much earlier
or later, it did not affect her credibili-
ty. It depended on how the jury esti-
mated the circumstances. From the
woman’s evidence she had no calendar
in the cabin, apparently had no com-
munication with anyone, went out by
night or .in a secluded manner, had no
means of knowing the time or dates.
The jury would consider the frame of
mind in which she was, considering her
story as true. Was it any wonder that
she did not remember a good many in-
cidents. It was for the jury to say
whether she was a credible witness or
not,

If they thought that a child had been
born, and that the pair had got to-
gether to dispose of it, the jury must
not convict without satisfactory cor-
roborative evidence. The testimony
of the doctors had been given on a
reading of Mrs, Taylor’'s evidence, and
not from their own knowledge of that
case. They did not materially differ.
It wag for the jury to satisfy them-
selves on the evidence given whether
or not a child had been born. They
must consider a great many phases, if
they were satisfied that one had been.
Was the mother in that mental and
physical condition which would justi-
fy them in placing much reliance on her
recollection of what happened? Could
she have been mistaken? She might
be a perfectly truthful witness in the
sense of telling what she believed to
have taken-place. It was for the jury
to apply their own common sense and
gay. It was possible that this was a
miscarriage or an operation, assuming
something had taken place. It could
be that no living child was born, or
that the woman only thought there
was, and that the man in a savage and
brutal manner answered her question
by saying he had killed it and put it
in the fire; They must consider
whether this woman’s story .was not
mere -hallucination crystallized into
fancied facts.

In considering the case, the jury
must not be influenced by any sym-
pathy for or feeling against either
party. If they had any reasonabie
doubt they must give the benefit of it
to the prisoner. But that reasonable
doubt must be one which rose on the
evidence as a whole, The: jury must
not go through the evidence looking
for a doubt on some. point, and the
doubt must not be some fancied one,
or one guessed at. If the jury, on
going over the evidecne, thought it
contained such an element' of certainty
as, in their own affairs, would be
taken as justifying action, they must
find the prisoner guilty. - As to motive,
something had been said as to the
motive of Mrs, Taylor in making this
khown. The jury might question what
motive Taylor could have in killing his
child. It wasg not necessary for the
Crown to prove motive. Men-had com-
mitted some of the most at-
rocious crimes in history for
little or no apparent reason.
With the consequences of the verdict
the jury had nothing whatever to do.
If they felt there was reasonable doubt
they were obliged to give the accused
the benefit; if they believed Mrs, Tay-
lor's story, they must not ‘shirk their
duty, but must bring in a verdict of
guilty.”

In ordering Taylor's discharge, his
lordship said: ‘I have, of course, no
contrel over you, Taylor, but I would
suggest that you do not interfere in
any way with Mrs, Taylor, nor molest
nor intimidate her, nor exercise any
authority over her.” g

The accused was then liberated.

His lordship adjourned the assizes
until Monday, June 1, when he will
deal with the case of Robert N, Mec-
Nown, found guilty of obtaining money
by false pretences. He intimated to
the Crown prosecutor and to R. C.
Lowe, counsel for prisoner, that if res-
titution was made by that date it
would have considerable influence on
the decision.

DOMINION HOTEL

GROUND FLOOR TO BE
OCCUPIED BY STORES

Blanchard and Yates Street
Corner to Be Built
Upon.

In keeping with the progressive spirit
of the property owners on the Blan-
chard and Yates and Douglas streets
block, Stephen Jones, proprietor of the
Dominion hotel, intends to have large
addiitons made to the Dominion on the
Blanchard and Yates streets corner,
and to have them completed for the
spring trade of next year.

Mr. Jones says he recognizes the
lack of up-to-date and commodious
sample rooms which at the Dominion
have heretofore been located apart
from the hotel proper, and his plans
for the additions will include ten largs
and strictly first class sample rooms
for the use of the commercial travel-
lers trade coming to Victoria.

The additions being planned are for
four stories whiech will give uniformity
to the big block. The land to be thus
improved measures seventy feet along
Blanchard street by sixty-four feet
fronting Yates street. The ground floor

wil] carry a row of shops on both front- :

ages, On Yateg street there are to be
four deep and wide stores, and one on
Blanchard street. The corner store
will have unexcelled lighting facilities
with about seventy feet of window
space. The four stores for Yates street
will measure fifteen feet by fifty feert,
and the Blanchard street store twenty
by sixty feet.

Upstairs three floors will be devoted
to sample rooms and bedrooms. The
additions will be carried out in similiar
style to the present building, and of
the most modern construction. All
rooms are to be equipped with hot and
cold water baths, and every up to date
convenience of the most modern hotels.
The depth being arranged for is de-
signed so as not to interfere with the
present lighting arrangements, and ac-
cess will be given to the new building
from the present one by means of a
large ‘hallway on the first floor. Mr.
Jones believes with other property
owners of Yates and Blanchard streets
that as that thoroughfare is among the
few ‘in the city where deep stores are
possible, that the block is bound be-
fore long to become an important busi-
ness centre in the city. With the south
side of the street modernized by new
buildings, it will be perhaps but a
short time before the north side is
built up. The erection of the new Y. M.

Steamer Floated at Noon and
is Leaving on Regular Run
During Afternoon.

Unfortunately the tide was high at
the time. and consequeftly ‘all efforts
to get off “were unsuccessful. There
was no danger, and as there were piles
right within less than two yards of the
steamer she was made fast so that
when the tide went down she would
not falr ‘ower: ! {

At break of day a scow was brought
alongside and part of the cargo of tin
plate was lightered from her bow port.
This was mecessary, as the tide to-day
at noon  was not as high by more than
a foot as last night’'s tide. The Wil-
liam Jolliffe came around from Esqui-
malt just ‘before noon and made fast
to the steamer, with the result that
the combined efforts of the engines of
both brought her off, and she was
soon tied up at her berth at Belleville
street. She was expected to sail agaln
for the West Coast this afternoon at 3.

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TACOMA MAN
SHOT TO DEATH

MURDERED WHILE ON
WAY HOME WITH WIFE

Assassin Fires Four Bullets
Into’ Victim’s Head—Mo-
tive a Mystery.

Tacoma, Wash.,, May 15.—Martin
Kvalshaug, a tinner, 31 years old, was
shot to death by an unknown assassin
while walking home from a dance at
midnight last night. Kvalshaug and
his wife alighted from a street car at
the corner of Puget Sound avenue and
South Twelfth street and had just
turned from the street into a road
which leads toward their home, when
pedestrians in the vieinity heard three
shots, followed by a woman’s screams,
and then two more shots in quick suc-
cession. :

Investigation revealed Kvalshaug,
with four bullets in his head, lying
dead in a pool of blood. He was alone.
The motive for the crime is shrouded
in mystery.

“We had just alightetd-from the car
and turned into the road.” said Mrs.
Kvalshaug, “and I preceded my hus-
band several feet. Suddenly 1 heard
two shots, and turning, I saw a man
running and Martin lying on the
ground. ' I picked up his hat and laid
it on his breast and then ran for my
sister’s home. The man who shot Mar-
tin ran toward town.”

Domestic troubles have stirred the
Kvalshaug family at times for sev-
eral years, and two years ago  they
separated. Later they were re-united
through the efforts of friends and on
account of their children. Recently
jealousy has sprung up betweeen Kval-
shaug and his wife, and they are 'said
to have quarreled over a man who
Kvalshaug thought had been paying
his wife attention,

One mysterious  feature of the case
is a revolver missing from the Kval-
shaug home. According to Mrs. Kval-
shaug, it was always kept in the
trunk, and she said her husband rare-
ly carried it. When she looked fop it
to show it to the police’'this morning
it wag missing.

The dead man’'s left side is badly
powder burned, showing that the mur-
derer held the weapon close.

Victim of Conspiracy.

Tacoma, Wash., May 15.—(Later.)—
Mrs. Martin Kvalshaug and Charles F.
Newcombe, a laundry wagon . driver,
are under arrest at ‘the city jail to-day
charged with the murder of Martin
Kvalshaug. who wag shot down in
cold blood at midnight last night.

Kvalshaug is said to be a victim of
a conspiracy between his wife and the
man now under arrest. After being
closely questioned at the police sta-
tion. for several hours to-day, Mrs.
‘Kvajshaug admitted that she and
Newcombe formed a plot to get her
husband out of the way.

Newcombe and his wife, who live on
Southt K street, attended a dance given
by the Woodmen at Pallies hall last
evening. Mr. and Mrs. Kvalshaug al-
so attended the dance, but, ‘owing  to
rivalry of long standing between the
male members.of each family, Kval-
shaug ordered hig wife not to dance
with = Newcombe., Newcombe became
incensed at this action, and, it is al-
leged, preceded the Kvalshaugs to their
home and shot Kvalshaug to death as
he returned with his wife from the
dance.

Newcombe Confesses.

Newcombe broke down in his cell this
afternoon and confessed to the crime.
The murder, according to Newcombe,
was planned by Mrs. Kvalshaug and
was perpetrated so. that she would be
of her husband.

OPEN VERDICT IN
BURNABY MYSTERY

No Evidence Forthcoming as to
How Woman Met Her
Death.

New Westminster, May 14.—The in-
quest on the body of the woman, which
was found near Cliff’'s can ' factory,
Burnaby, on Tuesday was. held yes-
terday in the Municipal Hall, Burn-
aby, the jury returning an open ver-
dict, saying that no evidence had been
furnished as to how she met her death
The bottle, when analysed, was found
to have contained carbolic acid.

ANTS ‘ATD FRUIT GROWERS.

Ukigh, Cal., May 15. — Ranchers of
this seetion are enthusiastic over a
novel plan for combatting the destruc-
tive fruit scale that has.been discover-
ed by Prof. Harlan,

Harlan learned that the ordinary
black ant is a deadly foe to the scgle,
and the experiments tried by the Ukiah
ranchers: prove that a colony of the
ants wil] rid a tree of its scale in sur-
prisingly short time. 4

According to the method most popu-
lar ‘among experimenters,  a plate of
sugar is placed near an ant hill, and
when it becomes covered with the little
insects, it is removed to a fork of the
tree to be treated. The ants at once
leave the sugar and attack the scale
vigorously. When they have cleaned
the tree of the pest, they again congre-
gate on the sugar, and are removed to
another tree. It is thought that the
discovery will be worth thousands of
dollars to the fruit growers.

Harbor Association. Amendments have
peen made in the original plans and those
now submitted meet the objections raised.
In their present form the proposals of
the E. & N. Railway Company are sub-
stantially as follows:-
To expropriate -about 12 acres of the
songhees resefve to the south of the rafl-
way track and upon this area to erect

roundhouses of solid construction and re- |-

pair shops for the use of E. & N. Railway
mmpmV 's system on the Island, includ-

ing branches and extensions wbich may
hereafter be built.

To erect a trestle on the south shore of
the reserve—approXximately as marked on
the plan herewith, commenéing at a. point
near Russell’'s station, but not extending
as far as Songhees Point, and not touch-
ing at any ‘point’ the present mnavigable
channel—so that an-embayment will have
to be made- in -order. that steamers may
he bunkered where there ‘is now only
shallow water. :

The E,.& N.. Raiflway Company. .state,
ihat the bunkers will be .available for use
Iy any steafhiers, and’ that-accommoda-
ton will be provided, if desired, for the
sforage of coal for local €onsumption and
fir the loading of carts.

Your committee feel that there is a
general desire to give.every possible as-
sistanée to developments whieh will add
to the commercial and industrial facilities
at this port, and therefore it is of opinion
that favorable consideration should be
given to these proposals.

It has been generally supposed that a
considerable ‘portion of the reserve would
eventually be used for railway purposes,
and the erection of repair shops at the
present time would be in accordance with
this understanding, .

There seems no good reason why an
opportunity of. bringing a new industry
immediately to. this port should be reject-
ed in favor of some: other: proposal.con-
ceivable in the indefinite future.

It does not appear practicable to plan
bunkers which will be convenient for both
large ocean steamers and also for coast-
ing steamers,  Those now proposed will
be chiefly used by the latter, but may
pave the way for other bunkers at a later
date,

The fact that the trestle will be in a
part of the Hharbor, téo shalloWw to. be
available for navigation. and not likely to
be deepened, meets objections which could
reasonably be urged if it. were erected
eisewhere in the harbor.

Your committee would recommend -that
this Board of Trade should assist the H.
& N, Railway Company to increase the
terminal facilities at this port on the un-
derstanding that the buildings to be
erected shalk be of a substantial charac-
ter; that the ghops are to be the genera
repair shops for the eéntire system of the
E. & N. Railway Company on the Island;
that the area to be expropriated shall not
exceed about 12 acres, and that it is un-
derstood that the bunkers are for gen-
eral use at all times on reascnable terms.

To expropriate the twelve acres for
car shops the E. & N. would block the
way for any eother entrance for a rail-
way. The area which it was proposed
to give over to car shops was a very
desirable section of the reserve, and the
occupation of it by sidings for the old
cars of the company would not be put-
ting it to the best of usé. .

The terminals on Store street would
never be permanent. He did not be-
lieve any other city in Canada would
have allowed similar action to be taken
as was taken by the E. & N. in that
connection. As trade developed a
change would have to be made,

This proposed arrangement would be
for all-time. The company would not
be obliged to erect bunkers on the land
if it did not see fit to do so.

Another question in connection with
this expropriation was that when it
was suggested that the Store street
road be laid, Mr. Marpole then said the
time had gone by and the company
could not expropriate lands on the re-
serve. The suggestion had ‘been made
to Mr. Marpole to go on the reserve for
terminals then and that wag his an-
swer.

Now, after the right ta Store street
had been given the company finds it
can expropriate on the.reserve,. and
proposes to do so, taking the only
ground that wag opén to-the future de-
velopment. of the transportation busi-
ness on the reserve. -

Mayor's Views,

Mayor Hall pointed out that in this
plan suggested the most valuable por-
tion of the Indian. reserve would be
occupied by the round houses.

‘discussed, was alleged, Heney claimed
to infer from_the previous proceedings
the wish of the ‘defence to show. that
Spreckels was an instigator of the
strike and restated his offer to place
Sprekels on the witness stand, “let
down the bars,” and permit the defence
to ask any question it might c¢oncern-
ing, Spreckels’ past life and actions.

Heney’s challenge was taken ‘up by
King, who ridiculed Heney's defence of
Spreckels, Following King’s lead, other
attorneys. of the defence jumped into
the fray. Judge Lawlor's timely inter-
ference restored quiet.

Heney was active to-day in gather-
ing inferences. He declared that the
defence was making a premeditated
attempt to convey to the jury the im-
pression that Spreckels, District  At-
torney Langdon and Fremont Older
had béen members of a coalition formed
to break the influence of the United
‘Railroads to 'make it possible for
Spreckels to secure the upper hand in
traction affairs of the city.

His complaint of this to the court
was the signal for another clash be-
tween him and the forces of the de-
fence. Once more Judge Lawlor quiet-
ed the belligerents and ordered the ex-
amination of the witness to proceed.

An interchange of telegrams between

Moresby, prisoner’s counsel, asked for
the retivemyeinit’ of the: jury till he drew
attentien te- a matter which he com~
sidered: reauired notice, When the jux
had gone out he .informed the court
that in tire report of the case which afy
peared in a morning paper, speaking o
the -eross-examination of Mrs, Taylor,
said the ‘‘gemeral ¢omment in the..
court room appeared- to be that she
came through the ordeal rather. well.”
Neo newspaper had a right to make any
comment of this kind on a case, Mr.
Motresby said,

Mr. Justice Morrison asked if the
jury hiad seen the. paper,

" +Sheriff Richards- yeplied - that the
jurors had seen'last night’s paper, but
he had eut out all : references- to the
case. They had not seen this morning’s .
paper,

His lordship did not think the report
so pointed as ,Mr. Moresby feared.
Counsel took it in the sense that the
opinion was expressed that the evi-
lence was trye, It struck him that the
implication was the other way and had
reference to her bearing wp under
cross-exanination.

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WHEAT SEEDING IN

CANADIAN WEST

Winnipeg Free Press Issues

Report—Warm Weather
Prime Requisite.

Winnipeg, May 17.—The Manitoba
Free Press on Saturday issued its first
monthly report on seeding conditions.
thus carrying out the tradition it es-
tablished away back in the early days
of the Red river settlement, and as its
conclusions have had unusual luck in
hitting the bullseye more often than
not, so far as Western Canadian crop
eondjtiong are: concerned, considerable
value attaches to this summary of ac-
tua] conditions.

In its preface, this well-known
Western Canadian journal explains the
rather unusually early date of issuing
this report by saying that it was in
order to satisfy the known anxiety in
business circles as to the extent to
whi¢h seeding hag been ~ delayed by
told and unfavorable weather.

The net resuit of the replies of the
Several hundred correspondents com-
municated with, is that from 85 to 90
per cent. of Western Canadian spring
wheat is in the ground, but very little
of it shows above the surface, owing
to the cold and inclement conditions
Which have accompanied actual seed-
ing operations. However, the bright
Summer wheather of the past few days
hds been idea] to rush along germina-
tion. The report goes on to state that
the lateness in growth is fully offset
by the eondition of the seed-bed, which
is ideal. There has been plenty of
moisture all over the country, and the
prime requisite now is warm weather
and plenty of it.

Wheat seeding is fully two weeks
later than in 1908, but from five to
ten days earlier than in 1907, and grain
has gone in under more favorable cir«
cumstances than in either of the years
mentioned.

Perhaps the most striking feature of
the report, as it is the one that is
bound to meet the most hostile criti-
cism. is that there is no indrease In
the acreage of land seeded to spring
wheat in the Canadian prairie west.
No doubt good grounds exist for that
contention, but, on the other hand,
bearing in mind the large new acreage
brought under the plough for the first
time, as well as the incentive to sow
wheat, neglectfuil of all other cearels
by reason of its abnormally high price,
there must be a miscalculation some-=
where.

This report alludes to the greater
acreage seeded to coarse grains and
oats, but therein lies the explanation
of the unquestioned large increase in
acreage undef cultivation, and there
seéems little reason to doubt that wheat
seeded will show at least. ten. per eent.
increase over last year, while the gen-
eral prospects of the crop are, as this
report states, very excellent, provided
lots of good mixed heat and moisture
contribute to a favorable vernal sea-
son,” It. amounts to this: Canadian
Western seeding—a little late. perhaps
—has been highly successful. It is now
up to the summer.

Experts Declare -~ Immediate
Action by Munisipalities
is Necessary.

St il

Washington, D. C., May 17.—Death
and destruction' by fire in 1909 will
eclipse' all previous records with the
exception of the years in which the
Baltimore and San Francisco fires oc-
curred, according to the statement of
federa] experts who are studying build-
ing materials. This statement iz back-
ed up by the records of fire l6sses which
are carefully kept by these experts. One
period to which they point is the six-
teen days in April when five big fires
in different parts of thé country re-
sulted in the loss of six millions of dol-
lars, the death of twenty persons, the
injury of a large number and thé reén«
dering homeless of 3.000.

“The people of the United - States
have not yet learned the lesson of the
Baltimofe and San Francisco fires,”
said Richard L, Humphrey, engineer in
charge of the structura] ‘material 1ab-
oratories of the United States geologi-
cal survey. “Fort Worth’s recent ex-
perience, whén more than 300 homes
were destroyed by the flames, is but g
repetition of what has happened in the
past and ‘what will o¢éir in the future
unti] American municipalities wake to
the “situgation and enact legislation

which-will absolutely prevent the furg

ther construction of buildings that are
not fire proof.

“In 1907 fires in the United States cost
more than a million and a quarter dol-
larsg for every day of the year, an an-
nual'tax of more than $5 for every per-
son in the country. No other nation
loses so much in fires, pays so much
insurance or so much for fire depart-
ments as the United States. It is not
an enviable record.”

FOUND DEAD.

Heart Diesase Believed to Have Caused
Death of Railway Timekeeper,

Vancouver, May 15.—~The body of
Kincaid Lee, the 'Great Northern rail-
way timekeeper at White Rock, near
New Westminster, was found lying on
the Great Northern tracks early this
morning. It was at first thought that
the man had either been murdered or
had eommitted suicide, but after the
provincial police had arrived on the
scene and found no marks of-violence
on the body, they scouted both sug-
gestions and are of the opinion that
he died frgm an attack of heart fail-
ure.

He was troubled with
a weak heart, and it is probable that
the exertion proved too much for him.

Rev. W. H. Barraclough, For-
merly of Victoria, is Going
to Sarnia.

Rev, W. H. Barraclough, who leaves
British Columbia this month to take
charge of an important church af Sar-
nia, Ontario, has been fourteen years
in British Columbia, the last four a
pastor of Queen’s Avehue Methodist
church, New Westminster, one of the
largest and the ojglest congregation on
the lower mainland, Succeeding the
Rev. G. H. Mordén. On coming to this
province he was for three years a mis-
sionary among the Indians on the
Fraser River, then four years pastor
of the Centennial Methodist church in
this ‘city. While here he was presi-
dent of conference, 1901-2.° He then
spent three years in the Yukon,

During these four years
‘the church has been twice enlargad,
first wheh some $4000 was nt én the
Sunday school to give increased accom-
modation for the Hpworth league and
various auxiliary organisations of the
church, and again last year, when the
seating accommodation was doubled by
the extension of transepts, and the in-
troductioh of galleries.

MIDSHIPMEN AT
FESTIVE BOARD

INSPIRING GATHERING
AT ASSEMBLY HALL

Visiting Naval Officers Enter-
tained by Local Japanese
Residents.

Three hundred people, mostly Japan-
ese, gathered on Friday in the Assem-
bly hall, in this city, and listened to
loyal and patriotic addresses, addresses
which spoke of loyalty to their native
land, of faithfulness to their British
allies, of the wonderful growth and
power of the Japanese, navy, amd of
the power for peace which would re-
sult from a lasting friendship between
the three great nations represented on
the Pacific. ocean—Britain, the United
States and Japan,

It was a great occasion., There were
present the rear-admiral of the Japan-
‘ese navy now here, and his officers.
There were representatives of the British
navy ‘and of- the Camadian‘ militia' in
Capt. Crawford, Capt. Edwards and
Major Bennett., Many local Japanese
were there, but the great attraction to
everyone, the life of the whole thing,
was the one hundred and eighty mid-
shipmen  who will in the future com-
mand the navy of Japan, the hope of
their country and the terror of their
foes, -

During the early part of the evening
the young men stood stolidly, listening
respectfully to the speeches frem their
elders. Now and then they applauded,
but with moderation, but it was aftor-
wards when they mingled with the
others, but more particularly when they
sang that it could be seen-what they
were made of, Young men who could
sing as they sang were bound to win
battles. The naval song in which they
told of the floating castles which were
the bulwark of their country and the
other :loyal and patriotic songs, made
the old Assembly. hall ring again, There
was no attempt at harmony, for all
sang in unison, ang it seemed te tell of
the -unison of purpose of every one of

- them, .

These young fellows, not cadets, but
midshipmen,- for they ‘have all gradu-
ated, and that at the same time, were
between the- ages of 19 and 23. They
looked older and their actions were
those of older men measured according
to our standard, but as one mingled
among them and talked it was clear
that they were all youths, but im-
bued with their responsibility. They
spoke English well, most of them, and
were able to converse on any subject.
They all told of their admiration - for
the beauties of Victoria, of their love
for the trees which are Victoria’s chief
charm, and of their pride in being al-
lies of the British nation,

Proud of Nation, .

The speech of the evening, and the
first to be delivered in .English, was
that of Mr. Ishil. He said that he was
glad to welécome the officers of the
nhavy, some of whom were heroes of the
war with Russia. On behalf of the Jap-
anese in this country he thanked them
for 'their bravery in that war. Local
Japanese had' that morning. realized
one of, their 'great wishes, which was
to see the Japanese ships once more.
‘When ~ they saw the splendid ships
which had been taken from Russia
with' the flag of Japan floating proudly
over thém, they went nearly wild. It
was the happiest day of their lives.

Continuing, Mr, Ishii referred to the
sudden growth of their country in
power. The country was old in civiliza-
tion and in literature, but it was since
the present Emperor came to the
throne that the country had come to
the front. The most wonderful thing in
Japan, however, was the growth of
the navy. Forty years ago the navy
was nothing. To-day it was one. of the
powerful navies of the world. The vic-
tory over the Russians came as a sur-
prise to the whole world, Forty years
ago the country was not recognized,
but to-day it was looked upon as one
of the first class powers. This was due
largely to those wearing the uniform.

Faithful to Allies,

Concluding, Mr, Ishii said he thought
the present yisit would improve the
iriendship which existed between the
two countries.’ Great Britain, the
United States and Japan should al-
ways be friends, and against these the
rest of the world could not possibly
stand. This would make for the peace
of the world. There had been some
talk of the‘Japanese not standing to
their agreement with Great Britain,
but he assured his hearers that Ja-
ban would be faithful to her allies, He
wished the officers of the navy every
success in -training the cadets which
were under their charge, ®

Speeches were delivered in Japanese
by ‘Messrs. Nagano, Kawai, Ono, Con-
sul Yade and Admiral Ijichi, al of
Wwhich touched upon the same ques-
tions, The admiral spoke of the pewer
of the navy and- the necessity of up-
holding it as- it ‘constituted the great
strength of the empire,

Capt. Crawford, who was then called
upon, said it 'was seldom that a junior
officer had such a great honor as that
cf receiving the Japanese fleet and ex-
ténding to them a welcome on behalf
of the country, It gave him great pleas-
uUre to do this on the present occasion.
It was customary for the'navies of the
world to progress gradually, but the
history of the Japanese navy was an
object lesson| to the whole world. It
had not only sprung up with marvel-
lous rapidity, but had been the only
nation to test its strength under mod-
ern conditions.

Loyalty to Emperor,

At the close of the war with Russia
a meeting had been held in Japan to
celebrate the | deaths of the warriors
who had fallen. At this gathering the
speakers had | attributeq all their wvic-
tories, not to their bravery or their
skill in arms, but to - the Emperor,
whom they all loved. He considered this
a worthy example to he followed by any
nation, and such a country could not
be defeated. §

Major' Bennett, of the Work Point

"before Mr. Brown, the government sur-

garrison, was the next speaker. He ex-
tended a welcome to the visitors on
behalf of the Dominion government. He
regretted that it had not fallen on more
able shoulders to undertake the duty,
but the welcome was none the less
genuine on that account. He welcomed
them as allies of the British Empire:
He regretted that their stay was to be
so short, and hoped that Canada would
some day have a navy of her own with
which to welcome them.

Mayor Hall said it was a distinguish-
€d honor to him to have the pleasure of
welcoming them to the capital of Bri-
tish Columbia. He was particularly
pleased to hear Mr. Ishii’s maiden
speech, which spoke of an alliance be-
tween the three countries on the Pa-
cific. He thought the visit would be a
benefit to us, and he hoped it would
be enjoyable to them. He extended
them a hearty welcome to the capital
of British Columbia.

Reminiscent Speech.

E. B. Paul was the last speaker. He
said it was thirty years since he last
saw Japan. Forty years age he went
to that coumtry whenthey were just
recovering firom the effects of the civil
war, The Japan of that day was very
aifferent from the Japan of to-day. In
those days Japan was as civilized as
she was to-day. and the country he
was sure was just as delightful a
place to live in, for it had all the cul-
ture and learning which made an in-
tellectual people. Japan was even then
a great nation, He rejoiced to think
that she would go on in her progress,
‘When he heard that war was declared
between that country and Russia ne
felt no doubt of the result, He assured
his hearers that next to his own coun-
try Japan held the first place in his
affections.

Banzais were then given before the
refreshments were passed, and the
pleasant intercourse of the evening
commenced.

LOBSTERS IN
LOCAL WATERS

EFFORT TO BE MADE
TO PROPOGATE THEM

New Consignment Has Been
Placed in Ideal
Spot.

It will be interesting to British Col-
umbians to know that their waters are
now richer to the extent of some 1,700
or 1,800 live and vigorous lobster which
were liberated in a pound constructed
for the purpose in a bay at the north
side of Mudge Island at the entrance
to False Narrows. These lobsters were
brought from Halifax, on the Atlantic
seaboard in speciaily constructed crates
which contained a series of trays divid-
ed into separate compartments -and
placed one above the other in the
crates, thus forming as it were_a re-
frigerator, the. temperature being con-
trolled by .ice and air spaces, These'
crates are ingenious in their construc-
tion and are the result of experiments
conducted by T, H. Cunningham, Do-
minion superintendent of fish culture,
and Alex. Finlayson, Dominion inspect-
or of fish hatcheries, 5 ;

In passing it may be stated these of-
ficials are also deserving of credit for

the introduction of Atlamtic salmon to

which referénce has been made during
the past few days, that grilse have
been captured by fiy fishermen in the
rivers in which they have been intro-
duced, It will be remembered by
Times readers that last year'a ship-
ment of lobster-was made to the coast
at the urgent request of Hon. Wm.
Templeman, who was anxious that if
at all possible this crustacean should
find a hqome in the waters of the Pa-
cific coast, and it is from the same
source .that the department of marine
and fisheries was again requested to
repeat the experiment.

The officials state the bay in which
the lobsters were liberated is an ideal
spot for them and if they will not
thrive there then the question of a
successfu] introduction into the Pacific
waters is a very questionable one. Some
berried or egg-bearing lobsters were
included in the consignment, and a por-
tion of these were handed over to Mr.
Taylor of the biological station at De-
parture, Bay,- who will endeavor to
hatch them out by artificial means, he
having been supplied with the neces-
sary appliances for this purpose. This
experiment. will be watched with great
interest, for if the same is carefully
conducted it will go a long way to de-
cide ‘as.ta whether the lobster will pro-
pogate in these waters.

The shipment was a most successful
one and the lobsters were in splendid
condition when liberated and subse-
quent inspection revealed the fact that
they -appeared to be doing well and
enjoying their liberty after such a long
and tedious journey.

The Ottawa officials also stated that
the successful termination to the ex-
periment was due in a large measure
to Inspectors Sevord and Taylor, ably
assisted by the captains of the Kestral
and Restless. In fact, all the officials
connected with the coast fisheries unit-
ed in giving their best assistance, so
that there is.every prospect of success.
