At a Meeting of the Council of the Municipality
of Northumberland held at the Council Chamber, New-
castle, on Tuesday, the Twentieth day of January, A.,

Resolved, that the following Bye-Laws be made and
established, for the Government of the said Munici-

A BYE-LAW RELATING TO CATTLE GOING AT
LARGE. .

Be it ordaimed by the Municipal Council of the County
of Northumberland :—

1. That no bull or ram shall be allowed or suffered
to go at large, or graze, on any of the roads, streets, or
highways, in the Parish of Glenelg, within the district
lying between the line dividing the Parishes of Hard-
wick and Glenelg, and Philip Welsh’s, westerly line ;
on both sides of Bay du Vin River.

2. All the penalties imposed by Bye-Law No. 6, made
at July sittings 1885, relating to cattle, &c, going at
large, shall apply to any violation of the foregoing Sec-
tion No. 1, in like cases: and all fees payable there-
under may be demanded and recovered by the hog-
reeves, constables and pound-keepers, respectively, for
performing their several duties therein mentioned.

A BYE-LAW RELATING TO DOGS.

Be it ordained by the Municipal Council of the County
of Northumberland :—

1. A tax of $1 shall be imposed on the owner, keep-
er, or harbourer, of each and every dog, in the lower
or No. 1 district, in the parish of Nelson, from Foley’s
Cove to Sargeants’ Bridge, provided that farmers and
others, being householders, residing in said district,
shall be allowed to keep one dog, exempt from dog tax.

2. All the provisions contained in Bye-Law No. 7,
made at July sittings, 1885,
shall apply to the foregoing section No. 1.

OJATHAM, R.B. . . .
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The Legislature.

To make room for the publication
of the County aceounts this weck we
are cbliged to curtail vur legislative
report. Our readers donot miss very
much, however, as the policy of the op-
position appears to be to waste all the
time possible and convey - to disinter-
ested outsiders the idea that the poli-
tics of the province—as far as Mr.
Hanington and his followers can give
them tone and direction in the Assem-
bly-—are run on the old town-meeting
lines. All the efforts of the govern-
ment and its friends to have the busi-
ness of the province conducted in a
self-respecting and dignified manper
seem to be futile, against the deter-
mination of Messrs. Hanington, Stock-
ton, Atkiuson_aud such gentlemen, who
seem to be almost insane over the
fact that the public business’ is not
corruptly managed.

Ancther Bad Break.

The St. John Globe, in an editorial on
“‘personal journalism,” says : *The Globe
bas endeavored to get the Sun to have
‘‘some regard for professional courtesy
and honor,” and it complains bitterly be-
cause the Sun has made persvnal refer-
ence to Mr. Ellis, editor of the Globe ;
and yet the Globe, which is a Liberal
paper, allows an anonymous ‘‘Conserva-
tive” writer to make use of its columns
to assail the editor of the Ap-
VANCE. We presume that the Globe
takes this method of revenging itself on
the editur of the ADvaNce as it does on
other liberals who could not so far forgat
their duty to Canada as to support the
unrestricted reciprocity candidates in the
late election. The Globe's editor does
himself little credit in making the col-
umus of his paper the vehicle of positive
wisstatement to the prejudice of other
journalists. However, in his case, the old
saying, Facilis est descensus averni, holds
goed. Once a paper like the Globe makes
a bad break, it always has a tendency to-
wards making worse ones. No one is
now surprised at anything the Globe sa)
or does.

Landlordism’s Responsibilities.

A’ New York Herald cable despatch of
16th says:—

‘A blne book issued by the govern-
ment to-1ay discloses the fact that 1562
peers of the realm are the owners ot
placesin which intoxicating drinks are
sold. The number of ‘‘drink shops”
owned by these peers is 1,639.. The
list is headed by the Earl of Derby, who,
the blue book shows, is the owner of
seventy-two drinking places.
the Duke of Bedford with forty-eight
‘“drink' shops” to his credir. Then
comes the Duke of Devonshire with
forty-seven, followed by the Earl of Caw-
dor with thirty-nine, the Duke of Rut-
land with thirty-seven, the Earl of Dud-
ley with thirty-five, the Duke of Northum-
berland with thirty-four and. the Duke of
Portland with thirty-two- Included in this
list is the Right Rev. Richard Lewis, D.
D., Bishop of Llandaff, who, the blue
book shows, is the owner of two places
which are devoted to the sale of intoxi-
cating liquors.”

It was oncea reproach that Trinity
and St- Andrew’s churches,St. Jabn, own-
ed premises which were amongst the
worst moral pests of that city. It may
be so still, although itis probable the
great fire purified thom to a great ex-
tent. Such facts as disclosed by the blue
book referred to by the Herald and that
im reference to thoss two churches, illus-
trate one of the many much-discussed
moral reponsibilities of landlords.

The Great Crown Land Reformer.

Of all people writing for the
papers, the class who seek to promote
private ends and aims by playing the roles
of politic.l reformers, Good Samaritans,
scientists, sportsmen etc., are the great-
est nuisances.  Attention 1sdirected to
this class of press-contributors by a foar
and a half column letter in the Sun from
“Mr. Eiward Jack, C. E.,” with whose
much-printed name the readers of New
Brunswick papers, and particularly those
of that journal, are wearily familiar.
The old geatleman, as many of us know,
has spent much time in the woods, for
which he has love almost as strong as that
of the aboriginal, and largely for the same
reasons, viz., because it has enabled him
to cultivate and gratify a nomadic taste,
live alife of reclusive ease, invent
theories and legends which it would pay
no useful man to either originate or con-
tradict, and, by a combination of the
wiles of  the “‘unsophisticated child of
the forest” with a smattering of lore
picked up in the legislative library at
Fredericton, make for himself a repu-
tation, which, after all, is due much more
to the proverbial kind-heartedness and
toleration of publishers than the merits
of anything he has ever given to the
public. This was trune of him in his
best daya, and it is doubly so now.

The press of the province, gene:ally,
has quietly discouraged him of late, |for
the majority of publishers know that he
seldom comes out of the woods of pri-
vate lifeiato the ciwilised precincts of
the newspaper office save with the ulterior
purpose in view of promoting . some
scheme for his own benefit, or revenging
himself upon someone whom hs has found
too shrewd to be taken advantage of.
When Mr. Jack writes to the press con-
cerning any partioular fishing river of the
proviuce, you may be sure thal he has
had matters conunected therewith so ar-
rauged that if any big American or Can-
adian fish bices the ‘‘Jack bait” he will
land in the capaciousrbag-net of the great
C.E.! If a letter appears disabusing
the public mind of the idea that a cer-
tain river isas attractive to anglers as
some people have intimated it was, put it
down as probable that the ‘‘some people”
have not been disposed to meet the views
of a certain well-advertised authority on
such subjects, in the matter of “letting
him in” on his own usual terms as a
shareholder and ‘‘promoter”. If the an-
nouncement be made on the authority of
Mr. Edwatd Jack, C. E., that a terra in-
coimita, through which a certain river
runs, has hundreds of milliona of first
class spruce upon it, take it for granted
that the story is simply & bait by which
the great explorer is attempting to secure
for himself charge of an expedition to the
region in question at the expense of some
other lumber speculator, although it is
not at all improbable that by 5some pro-
cess of which the explorer professes to
know nothing, a third party may be let
into the business just as the time arrives
when practical advautage is to materialise.

When the present stumpage system
was adopted, this same Mr. Edward
Jack, C. E., and another gentleman
were lumber agents, each receiving -a
salary of $1,200 a year arfd $400 as travel-
ling expenses. It is and always has been
a cauge of bitter retrospect to him that
his uselessness—to put it midly—suggest-
ed the prulence of his tendering his
resignation. It is never easy to serve two
masters. Mr. Jack underrated the diffi-
culty. That wasall. The work of lum-
ber agent, which, when Mr. Jack was
““in it,” cost the country $3,200, has since
been done for ome half of that sum.
Now, ifthere had been no interference by
a hated executive, and no Surveyor-Gen-
eral—if, in short, the sole control had
been left to Mr. Edward Jack, C. E.,
—itis quite evident that we should now

unwisely and often dishonestly adminis-
tered”—but to use some of Mr. Jack’s
own words, in this connection, *‘to any-
one who has sufficient knowledge to form
a just judgment” of the days when ‘that
gentleman had a finger in the pie, it is
fair to assume that his statement may be
admitted to a limited extent only—for it
is & rule in criminal practice that the as-
sertions of those who become state’s evi-
dence ate not deemed the most reliable
class of testimony.

THE PROVINCIAL BUDGET.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell then delivered the Bad-
get. The total indebtedness of the province
December 81, 1889 was = $1,620,300.09.
At the end of 1891 the net total indebted-
ness was $1,691,064.13 making an increase
in the year of $70,764.04. . Of this amount
$40,000 was for railway debenditures. The
remainder is made up of the amount over-
expended by the board of works and the
over expenditare on carrent revenue ac-
count for the year. Thé total . receipts on
current revenune account for the year
amounted to $646,079.37; the total expen-
diture to $651,785.07, leaving a deficit for
“the year's operations of $5,655.70. Of that
over expenditure $4000, comprised in the
sinking fund. Turning to the estimated
receipts for 1891, Mr. Mitchell stated that
he placed the dominion subsidy at $497,000.
It was thought by the government that the
census to be taken this year would show an
increase of population for New Brunswick
of 10 per cent, or 32,000, which would en-
title the province to receive the half of 80
cents per head—say $12,200. The estimate
for territorial revenue was §$130,000, a con-
siderable reduction upon recent years, o wing
to the extremely unfavourable character of
the present winter for lumbering operations.
From the agricultaral department the esti-
mated receipts were $6,500: from lunatic
asylum admissions $2,300; from private and
local bills $750, and from mizcellaneous
sources $1,000, making a total estimated
income of $645,050.

As to the estimated expenditures Mr.
Mitchell said that it was thought that $13,-
950 would meet all demands for the admin-
istration of justice ; for agriculture $21,600,
including $5,000 for maintenance of horses.
A certain rental would have to be met for
the old stock farm ; $1,350, it was thought,
would be sufficient for the blind asylam,
Halifax, providing for nine pupils. Con-
gencies were estimated at $12,500, and a
faithful effort would be made to confine
them within that sum ; $2,500 will be re-
quired for the deaf and dumb asylum, com-
prising $1,000 for construction snd $1,500
for maintenance. In other provinces and
states such institutions were largely support-
ed by direct taxation, while here it was
maintained by the government and the con.
tributions of friends of the school. For
education $167,408.48 it was thought wonld
be needed, and for schools in poor districts
the same amounts as last year, $1,500. The

Death of R. T. Snowhall.

It is our painful daty to record the death
of one of our most prominent citizems,
Robert Young Snowball, which event cc-
carred at 8 o’clock Monday morning.

Deceased was a native of the British po-
sessions, and when 21 years of age moved
from Canada to California. He had re-
ceived a college education (and had par-
tially learned the printicg trade whenat

| home, and after reaching San Francisco, he,

in company with other printers, started the
San Franelsco Call and ran that paper suc-
ceeafully until 1867, when it was sold to the
present proprietors, Mr. Snowball was a
practical printer and his work on the Call
was the setting of advertisements. When
the Call changed hands he quit the printing
business and having accumulated quite a
fertune he opened a stock-broker’s office. It
was an uocertain venture, At times he was
worth large sums of money, his fortune at
one time reaching $100,000. Misfortune
overtook him and he lost nearly all. With
the remnant he ten years ago purchased 160
acres of land near St. Helena on which he
has resided ever since,

In 1878 he was married to Miss Kelly, of
San Francisco, who survives him,

His sickness dates back to last October,
when he was taken with a congestive chill
followed with a complication of diseases
from which he never fully recovered. For
several months, however, he has enjoyed
comparatively good health and only last
week he stated to a STAR reporter that he
folt splendidly. Sunday night he was taken
very ill and and his wife was awakened by
his groans. She went tohim and found
him in a semi-conscious stats. Fe sank
rapidly and although everything known to
medical science was done for him, he did
not rally but passed peacefully awsy at the
time above stated. The attending physician
states that the immediate cause of death was
heart trouble,

Deceased was 51 years of age and up to
last October had never been sick a day in his
life.

During his ten years tesidence near St.
Heleoa he made many friends. He wasan
honest, upright and genial gentleman and he
will be greatly missed. He leavesa wife,
three brothers, and three sisters, besides
hosts of warm friends to mourn their loss,

Services were held in the Presbyterian
church Wednesday, being conducted by Rev.
James Mitchell, after which the remains
were conveyed to Oakland for interment.
