SAULT STE. MARIE, Ont., April 2¢
~—The pulp mill No, 1, of the 8. S.
Marie Pulp and Paper Company, was
destroyed by fire this morning. The
fire originated about '3 a. m, in the
screening room from a hot journal,
which ignited the oil. Instantly the
mill was filled with smoke and the
night men rushed out, leaving the ma-
chinery running, which rumbled on, un-
til the burning floors let the heavy dry-
ers fall into the water raceway down
below.

MONTREAL, April 24—Once a re-
spected Presbyterian minister, latterly
‘a. miner, picking coal off the street and
bread from the garbage barrels, James
Neil Brodie .died yesterday. Kind to
all others, mean to the limit himself,
he amassed a fortune of a quarter of
a million and was one of the largest
holders of rented houses of the English
speaking citizens. Rev. James Neil
Brodie was a Glasgow man and came
to the Maritime Provinces 30 years ago
with his old mother, leaving a brother,
Dr. John Evans Brodie,
Then his azed mother  began to fail,
and he took her home about 17 years
ago, selling a farm he had in Pictou.
His mother died. Neil was broken
hearted and gave up the ministry, He
came to Montreal 15 years ago and
dabbled, in a way, in real estate, liv-
ing from food gathered anywhere. He
never married, living in a small room
in a poor part of the city, Yonge St.,
never spending a cent, wearing 'the
same old clothes, summer and winter,
year in and year out.

Many a time he had been fined for
the filthiness of his houses, but he al-
ways said he was a poor man and was
behind till a year ago, when his pro-
perty holdings came to light.

GHARGED WITH MURDER
OF HORAGE MARVIN

Deckhand on Steamer is Under
Arrest

Detoctives are Susplclous, But People fn

the Bistrict Think the Man
Is Innocent.

DOVER, Del, April 24—Frank H.
Butler, .employed as a deck hand on
the John P. Wilson, was arrested yes-
terday and held for a hearing tomor-
rom, charged with the murder of Hor-
ace N.. Marvin,.the four-year-old child
of Dr. Marvin, whose disappearance on
March 4th aroused the entire country.

The theory of the deteetives responsi-
ble for the arrest is” that the boy was
murdered or accidentally - killed and
that Butler knows something about the
case. Butler was arrested when the
steamboat was at the landing at Bow-
ers Beach, Del, detectives having
bearded the boat at ' Philadelphia in
order to take Butler into custody when
the steamer reached Delaware waters.
Butler denhies any knowledge of -the
disappearance of the child, and re-
iterates that the boy was sitting near
.the Marvin home when he and another
man were removing the effects of a
former owner from the place. The
detectives were told about Butler by a
man named Caldwell, who was work-
ing with Butler the day the boy was
stolen. "Buller, he says, was ordered
to the barn to do some work. Later
when Caldwell went to the barn he
found that Butler, had put some bags
into a wagon. Caldwell says one of
the bags which he lifted into the wagon
himself felt heavy. The bag, Caldwell
says, disappeared. Acting on the
theory that this bag contained the body
of the child the detectives decided to
charge Butler with murder. The opin-
jon among the residents of this city
and the farmers is that Butler knows
little if anything about the case.

The Wolff woman
declined to accept the amount, claim-
ing a wife’s share under the laws of
Mexico.

SIR THOMAS SHAUGHNESSY'S
VIEWS ON RAILWAY SITUATION

s e

000,000 spent by the company in these
same years for the construction of new
railway lines to further develop the
country, and for steamships to streng-
then Canada’s position on the Atlantic
ocean, For these latter purposes an-
other class of security is issued, while
the cost of equipment and additions
and improvements was met by the sale
of the company's capital stock, which
realized more than its face value, and
by appropriations from the company’s
cash reserves. So that during these five
years, in their endeavor to meet the
most gratifying growth of the country’s
business, the shareholders of this com-
pany put back into the property, cash
to the large amount of $72,000,000, an
average of over $14,000,000 per annum,
about 2% times the sum that they had
_received during the same period in divi-
dends on their shares. When one takes
into account the labor, the material and
the organization requisite to judiciously
expend such a vast sum of money in
five years, the marvel is that so much
was accomplished, but more would have
been done if it were possible. Indeed,
several large works, for which money
had been appropriated last year, were
carried over because of our inability
to get them completed. We have on
order today, for delivery during the
next four or five months, rolling stock
equipment to the value of $11,808,751,
and we hope to have it all in service
before the autumn business commences
to move, So that you see that there
has been no disposition on the part of
the C. P. R. to shirk its responsibili-
ties or to “fill its coffers to the neglect
of the country.” During the exécu-
tion of some of the larger works, whol-
ly or partially included in the above
expenditures, traffic was necessarily
delayed. The second track now being
built between Winnipeg and Fort
William will be a source of very great
convenience when completed, but in
process of coustruction, the blasting
of rock, and the movement of con-
struction trains necessarily deprive us
of anything like the full use of the
present. track for traffic purposes. I
hope, however, that by the end of the
year the hardest part of the work will
have been completed, Might I in con-
clusion be permitted to mention the
serious extent to which rallways are
dperived of the use of their equipment
in Manitoba, Saskatchewan and Alber-
ta during the busiest season by reason
of the provisons of the Manitoba
grain act, governing the allotment of
cars to the individual applicant. I know
that the purpose of the act was to
protect farmers in the matter of the
selling price of the wheat. ,Ivf legisla-
tion could be framed that would give
farmers this same protection, while
using the elevators, that have been
provided at most stations in the grain-
growing territory, it would, I am sure,
facilitate the movement of the crop
and be of adyantage to everyone con-
cerned.

In parliament a £ew days ago during
the course of- a speech, Hon. Mr. Field-
ing read the following letter from Sir
Thomas Shaughnessey:

Dear Sir Wilfrid:
.I saw the other day newspaper re-
ports of a meeting of the ‘Winnipeg
Board of Trade, at which the railways
were severely criticized for their fail-
ure to furnish cars and move traffic
with suitable speed, one member attri-
buting the alleged shortage of cars and
‘other facilities to the fact that “the
transportation companies were filling
‘ their own coffers while neglecting the
- country,” and I believe that similar
meetings were held at other points and
representations made to the govern-
ment, so that the subject is likely to
receive some attention in Parliament.
Therefore, I feel justified in placing be-
fore you some information that may be
of 'iise-th” dealing with a matter of such
importance to the business community
' and to the transportation companies
as well.

We recognize to its fullest extent
the obligation imposed upon railway
companies, that they Treceived from
parliament their charters and atten-
dant privileges, to serve the public
truly and well, and ff, through any
fault of their own, they fail to do this,
they deserve the severest criticism.

I do not believe that there is any
disposition on the part of our Cana-
dian raflway companies to deny the
facts. They admit, I think, that thdy
have been unable at times to move all
the traffic offering with a desirable
degree of promptness, because the
volume at such times was in excess of
their facilities, and they may properly
be asked: ““Why was this the case?
Why have you not the requisite facili-
ties? The shipper must depend upon
you, and'if he has goods ready to for-
ward, it is your office and your duty
to transport them without delay.”

In the present instance the railway
companies called attention to the abe
normal development which has taken

! place in the country in’the past five

vears, a development that has resulted
not only in a vast expansion of the
traffic to be transported, but has in-
creased a hundred fold the difficulty
about getting men and material to do
the work necessary to enable the rail-
ways to handle it.

Cars and locomotives are not the
only essential. Increased crossing sid-
ings were required, so that a greater
number of trains could be moved over
a given section each twenty-four
hours. Terminal yards, round houses,
shops and freight houses had to be en-
larged and additional water service to
be provided. Then there was the road
bed of the railway to be strengthened
and improved, in order that it might
be able to bear the strain of the addi-
tional tonngge .that it was required
to carry, and a thousand and one other
works were rendered necessary.

Have our railway companies been
executing these works during the past
five years or have they, with indiffer-
ence to public convenience and for
their own increased prefit, been taking
advantage of the great augmentation
of the revenues resulting from these
brisk business. conditions without
spending the necessary money to do
whatever lay in their power to pro-
vide the additional rolling stock equip-
ment and the requisite extension of
their facilities to meet the situation.

I can only answer for one railway
company. .

At the end of the year 1901 the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway Company had 732
locomotives and 22,473 freight cars; at
the end of 1906, five years later, the
company had 1,204 locomotives and
87,467 freight cars; so that in these five
years, there was an increase of 472
locomotives and 14,994 freight cars, or
about 70 per cent. in each case, with-
out taking into account the fact that
each locomotive and each car was of
much greater capacity than those pre-
viously in service. These, with the i
passenger cars and other rolling stock T FAILED.
equipment purchased and built, or in S
process of construction at the end of
the year, represent an expenditure ap-
proximating $28,000,000. During the
same flve years the outlay for other
facilities, such as line improvements,
shops, round houses and other works,
calculated to facilitate the operation
of the line, was about $14,000,000, or a
total of $72,000,000, and these figures,
understand, are quite exclusive of §5-

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REQULATIONS

Any even numbered section of Dome
inion Lands in Manbitoba, Saskatche-
wan and Alberta, excepting § and 26,
not reserved, may be homesteaded by
any person who is the sole head of a
family, or any male over 18 years of
age, to the extent ¢f one-quarter secs
ticn of 160 acres, more or less.

Entry must be made personally, at
the local land office for the district in
which the land is situate.

The homesteader is required to pere
form the conditions connected theres
with under one of the foilowing plans:

(1) At least six months’ residence
upon and cultivation of the land in
each year for three years.

(2) if the father (or mother, if the
father is deceased) of the homesteader
resides upon a farm in the vicinity of
the land entered for, tho requirements
as to residence may be satisfled by
such person residing with the father or
mother.

(3) If the settler has his permanent
residence upon farming land owned by
him in the vicinity of the homestead,
the requirements as to residence may
be satisfled by residence upon ihe sali
land.

Six months’ notice in writing should
dbe given to the Commissioner of
Dominior Lands at Ottawa of intention
to apply for patent.

. ever before. The government has set
‘@side most generous sums for dredging
d evidently efforts are being made to
“accelerate the work ‘required tlo 3:
done. At the same time plans ha
“‘been approved and the contract entersd
into conditionally, for the construction
of the second section to the new wharf.
There is no doubt that the next few
years will witness marked changes on

it the policy now introduced is con-
tinued, this port will be fitted to ac-
ate all the business offering.

¥et even in this pleasant, outlook
pitizens need not be any too sanguine
88 to immediate extensions. While it
Is true that certain work is now under
way, it is equally true that much yet

perth is ready for use. It will be fin-
dshed, no doubt, and the warehouse
‘Bbuilt, before the opening of next sea-
gon’s business, but whether the Sand
Point basin will be sufficiently pre-
w.ed for the moving of large steamers
all stages of the tide, remains to be
“ smeen. Along the face of the new berth
'‘and extending outwards towards Sand
Pokit for a distance of eighty feet,
/dredging has been completed. to tke re-
guired depth of thirty feet and only a
little cleaning up remains to be done.
Jutting out ‘from Union street and
situated midway between the No. 4
and the new slip, is a tongue of land
which must still be dredged and which
was not completed when originally in-
- tended owing to the.weakness of Union
street. Right out to the harbor line,
and including practically the whole of
the Sand Point basin, Mr. Mayes Iis,
under his contract, required to dredge.
‘A lot of the top, high water dredging,
‘have been taken off, and there still
Temains a great deal to be done at half
and low tide, as well as a considerable
‘amount of all depths towards the
northern side of the basin or along
where the face of the outer sections of
. the new wharf will be. It has been
" suggested that if Mr. Mayes will ac-
- gept the price he is now receiving,
namely 55 cents per yard, he might be
given the contract for dredging a por-
. tion of the site for the second section
of the new wharf, that which is to be
‘built by Messrs. Clarke and Adams.
" Without expressing any opinion as to
the price, the Star is inclined to be-
lieve that matters would be greatly
hastened if another dredge were
brought here immediately and put to
work on that site. While it is true that
the deepening of the Sand Point basin
is not immediately imperative, still it
is necessary for the proper handling of
ships, and should not be delayed. If
it is to be continued without interrup-
tion, the Beaver will scarcely find time
to begin at the new site until late in
the autumn, for judging from the aver-
age work done by this dredge in the
past, there remains enough to keep the
plant busy for some seven - or eight
months. Some of the aldermen and
others interested in the progress of af-
fairs are, however, inclined to believe
that ten or eleven weeks will see the
job finished, and it is to be hoped that
they are right. But even taking this
eoptimistic view, there will be required
many weeks work in preparing the site
for the Clarke and Adams cribs, Briefly
the situation is, that if the Beaver con-
tinues in the dredging being done at
present the D. C, Clark berth will be
réady for next winter's business and
ships may move in and out at all
tides; if the baslln dredging is not
completed steamers will be able to
dock only at high water, and at low
tide will be unable to move in case of
fie; the Clarke and Adams berth will
not in any event be avallable for
steamers during the season of 1907-08,
but if matters are properly arranged
it may be as far advanced in April,
1908, as the D. C. Clark berth is today.
Beyond that time the development of

St. John harbor facililies must rest
wholly with the government.

All the necessaries of life come from
San Francisco by warships, Every-
thing comes in tins, so that fresh meat
s impossible. And there is no news
from the outside world save in the
form of brief cable messages. It is safe
to say that not a letter will reach the
two during their six months’ stay,

WORLD PLEASURE-MAD,
SAYS PASTOR, QUITTING

Divine Resigns as Rector of Fashionable
Ghicago Chursh,

CHICAGO, April 23—“The whole
world ‘s becoming pleasure-mad. Where
or when it will end nobody knows.
There ig a steady decline all along the
social fabric in church-going and the
enthusiasm for church work.”

With this pessimistic view, express-
ing in a measure the melancholy opin-
ion of a student and observer, the RevV.
Thaddeus Alexander Snively, for many
years rector of St, Chrysostem's, one of
«the most fashionable, - wealthy and
“high” Episcopal churches in Chicago,
at least for a time, has resigned his
rectorship, has given up the unequal
battle dnd will seek the seclusion of a
quiet life in an unknown and little fre-
quented rural town,

During the time Mr. Snively has been
rector of St. Chrysosteni’s he has seen
the coming of many social fads. Driv-
ing, riding, yachting, cycling, bridge
whist and automobiling have made ser-
fous ihroads on the attendance at his
services.

Now the divine sees in the task which
has been set him unequal strife, and
one that to him is hopeless. He can no
longer endure conducting services for
a handful while the automobile carries
away the members of his flock.

«To minimize or conceal the facts
would not be frank on my part, so 23
will say that the principal reason why
I am leaving St. Chrysostem’s is be-
cause of the appalling drain on the at-
tendance caused by the social fads of
the hour—automobiling, golfing and
country outings generally,” said the
rector.

“CHARLOTTETOWN, P. E. I, April

gle Provincial Legislature which open-
cd on February 19th, and which closed
o;n Saturday last, was the lengthy de-
bate on the results of the Ottawa gon-
ference, at which the Island delegates,
Premier Peters and Hon. George I.
Hughes, secured an addition of $70,000
tp our specific subsidy, from the Domin-
f6n, on account of clvil government
and legislation. ,
¢ When the Government swept the
country, 23 to 7 at the last general elec-
tlon in 1904, some Conservatives said
that it was hardly worth while for
thair party to get into power just then,
#s the public debt was over $700,000, and
q: the finances—owing to the insuffic-
1g_nt revenue—were in a decidedly bad
‘condition, :
“In this province we have not like
Nova Scotia, a big source of revenue
ih the form of royalties. All our in-
dome, excepting the Dominion subsidy
must come from direct taxation, and
it is the general belief thit the people
would speedily defeat any government
Bold enough to increase the taxes on
the land, although they are very low
compared with those in the other prov-
gces. Whatever may have been in this
sumption—and we give it for what it
i& worth—the financial outlook for the
fiture, with an increase of $70,000 to
our revenue, added roseate hues to the
(_:_onaervatl-ve expectations, as they felt
sure they would have the necessary
revenye to carry on the government
without resorting to increased taxa-
on. b
Naturally all their efforts were direct-
ed towards attacking the lniportant po-
sition attained by the Liberals as a re-
sult of the Ottawa conference.
t«mlect Liberals, be in line with the
Iiberal Government at Ottawa, and
thus secure increase to our subsidy and
settlement of our claims,” was the
watchword of the Liberals at the last

¢lection, and the granting of the addi-
tional $70,000, justified the verdict of the
people in 1904.

“In the past, when the Premier in his
budget speech would announce that he
hoped this increase of subsidy would
be secured, his statements were gener-
ally met with derisive comments from
the Opposition side.

be increased, It was amusing at times
to witness the indignation which the
Opposition assumed when they spoke
of the delezates selling their province
and committing an act which would
be a reproach against them for all time
to come.

Like a thunder storm out of a clear
sky, however, came the news that Sir
wilfrid Laurier had introduced a re-
solution asking for an amendment to
the British North American Act, in or-
der that the additional subsidy arran-
ged for at tho conference could be paid
at the province.

In these resolutions the island was
confirmed in the payment of the subsidy
on her maximum population, also in
special grants, which included $30,000
additional subsidy secured in 1901 by
the Farquharson Government, for
claims due the province up to that
date, on account of monfulfiiment for
the terms of confederation with respect
to winter communication. .

In order to make the assuranc
doubly sure, the delegates read in
the house letters received from Premier
Gouin, President of the Conference,
and from Hon. A, P. Aylesworth, Min-
ister of Justice. Mr. Gouin clinched
the whole matter in the following
statement: “The opinion entertained
by the members of the conference at
the time was that your position as set
forth in the Imperial Order in Council i
under which you entered the union,
would remain unchanged. .As no pro=
vision was made in the Quebec resolu-
tion for a decrease, the opinion was SO
generally entertained that it was deem-
ed inadvisable and even useless to in-
clude Prince Edward Island in the ex-
ceptional enactment of clause “C.”
There was some desultory firing from
the Opposition guns after this shell
had exploded. An attempt was mdde
to give credit to Mr. Lefurgey and
other Conservative members in the Do-
minion House for having pointed out
to the Dominion Government the ne-
glect of the delegates to safeguard the
province, but the political bluffing of
Lefurgey and his friends did not de-
ceive the government supporters. The
attempt of the Opposition to stampede
the country miserably failed. Their
hopes have vanished like the baseless
fabric of a vision, and now they must
hunt for a new policy, like Japhet in
search of a father.

The success of the Liberal delegates
is all the more marked in contrast to
what the Conservatives had done in
the past. The latter on gaining the
government in 1878 conceived the plan
of running the country without taxa-
tion. They kept on the Liberal tax of
three years and then repealed it. The
result was deficit after deficit, and a
rapidly swelling debt. Driven to the
last ditch, they withdrew $200,000 from
the interest bearing capital at Ottawa
to pay off the indebtedness at the
banks losing thereby $10,000 a year in
the interest to the province for all time
to come. It is true that a delegation
that went to the foot of the throne se-
cured an addition of $20,000 a year as a
compensation to us for the expenditure
throughout the Dominion on great pub-
lic works in which the Island did not

‘age it.

‘TUnder the present sys-
tem the province is divided into road |
districts which are in charge of in-|
spectors, who are paid a salary and
who have the work done by road
The |
necéssary funds are raised by a tax
on men and horses, although many a
man is given an opportunity to work
his horses on the road machine and
thus make—in some cases—more than
the tax. Statute labor had been in
force under the old government, but
was abolished by the Liberals, after
several years’ trial.

This session the number of road in-
spectors was increased by a better re-
distribution of the territory.

The subject of winter roads was dis-
caussed at some length and a resolu-
tion was unanimously passed asking the
commissioner of public works to in-!

For a great many years this pro-
vince has conducted a stock farm sey-
eral miles from the city. Its object |
was to disseminate pure bred. stock,
by the government importing it and |
selling it to the farmers at a low price.
In the early stages of agricultural de-
velopment this farm served a good
purpose but now that many of our
private breeders are producing very
high grade stock, the usefulness of the
farm has in a large measure passed
away. The fact that the herd of
cattle had become afflicted with tuber-
culosis and that the buildings required
renewing led the government to take
steps towards the abolition of the
farm and accordingly at this session a
bill was passed auhorizing its sale.
Experimental Farm at Ottawa, came
here last year ard examined several
sites upon which optiofis had been tak-

en. As soon as the proper one is pur-
chased the establishment of the farm'
will be proceeded with., The Opposition |
charged the government with so mis-!
managing affairs that they were oblig-
ed to sell the farm, but the general !
opinion is that a wise step has been |
taken, and that the change will bo'
highly beneficial to a province where

agriculture is the main industry. As

our soil and climate differ materially

from those in the other province an

experimental farm to suit our peculiar

conditions has been a long felt want.

For many years there has stood in
the central part of this city, an ugly
wooden building known as Queen's
County Jzil, which had become a veri-
table eyesore to the citizens., After
negotiations the city has agreed to give
the government the site in the suburbs
on which to erect a county jail, in ex-
change for the old jail building, on con-
dition that it would be torn down and
the land converted into a public square,
This the government agreed to do, and
a bill carrying the agreement into ef-
fect was passed at this session. The
new structure will be situated on the
edge of the- city near the railway
track.

The government poor-house which is
getting out of repair will be torn down
and the inmates transferred to new
buildings which will be erected on the
asylum property, so that the heating
and lighting system of the latter insti-
tution as well as the management will
be available for the former. The poor-
house, therefore, will have better ac-
commodation with less expense to the
government,

s R,

To the Liberal Government belongs
thp credit of ‘passing the first prohibi-
tory law in Canada. It was enacted
in 1900 and since then has not only
been strongly supported by both par-
ties but steadily strengthened by the
imposition of more stringent provis-
fons, This season the act with all the
various amendments that have been
passed since 1900 was consolidated and
subjected to further amendments, The
quantity of liquor that might be sold
by vendors for mechanical purposes
was placed at forty-eight ounces, and
for medicinal purposes at twelve
ounces. The clause relating to the
right of search was made more work-
able, and it was also enacted that “in
any prosecution under the act no wit-
ness shall be excused from answering
any question upon the ground that the
answer to such gquestion may tend to
subject him to a prosecution under the
provisions ofthe act.”

The regulations regarding doctors’
prescriptions were made more string-
ent, and hereafter both doctors and
druggists will have to give more de-
tatls respecting liqguors sold and pre-
scribed for. The passage of this bill
through committee at the present ses-
slon was attended with many enliven-
ing incidents. 'The first was the intro-
duction of the amendment by Mr.
Kennedy, the youngest member of the
house, and a Conservative, by asking
that the sale or giving away of liquors
be prohibited by any club or associa-
tion or any member thereof. This was

This measure was further justified
by the fact that the Dominion Govern-
ment promised to establish an experi-
mental farm in this province, the local
government to furnish the land, and
the farmer to equip the farm and man-
Dr. Saunders, Director of the
particularly aimed at the Charlotte-
town Club, which is practically the
only one of its kind on the island. It
is patronized by some of the most pro-
minent citizens. When the amend-
ment was introduced, the leader of the
Opposition—who by the way had noth-
ing to do with the introduction of it—
supported it on the ground, that with-
out the amendment, prohibition would
be encouraging class legislation as it
would enable the rich man to get his
drink at the club, and shut out the
poor man from a similar privilege at
the saloon, which had to be closed up.
Nearly all of the eight members of the
Opposition spoke in favor of the
amendment excepting one member,
who was a member of the club, and

{ who was not present when the matter

came up for discussion.

The Government supporters allowed
the Opposition to fire away without re-
plying, and the only Liberal speaker
was Mr. Clark of Summerside, a strict
tectotaler, and one of the most enthu-
siasti¢ temperance advocates in the
province. Mr, Clark pointed out that

the bill was recommitted. Dr. War-
burton who moved the amendment de-
clared that he had done so under a
misunderstanding and moved that the
clause should be recommitted, in order
to strike out the phrase exempting the
sale of preparations containing alcohol
and leaving the clause as before. There
was quite a fight over the recommit-
ting of the bill, tHe spaaker ruling that
once a clause*had been voted on ‘and
passed, that the same matter could not
be taken up again. His ruling was ap-
pealed to and voted down, enabling the
bill to be recommitted. Then ensued
one of the hottest debates of the ses-
sion. Hon. G. E. Hughes, the member
for Charlottetown, president of the
Provincial Pharmaceutical Association
and a prominent druggist, declared that
without the amendment there would be
a gross injustice perpetrated on the
druggists, who could not sell even some
of the simplest remedies without a doc-
tor’'s prescription, thus adding to the
expense and inconvenience of the cus-
tomer. Dr. Douglas also strongly sup-
ported Mr. Hughes and moved another
amendment in which he mentioned for
exemption a list of preparations which
contained alcohol. During the discus-
sion Mr. Hughes was supported by sev-
eral members on his own side and by
all the Opposition members except one.
His amendment was lost, however, on
a vote of 14-12, and the clause remain-
ed unchanged, it being the same as the
Scott Act contained. A number of those
who had voted for the amendment
when it first came up, changed their
minds and went against it when the
bill was recommitted.

When the prohibition bill was before
the house, E. Tennyson Smith had
been holding meetings throughout the
province, He had been denouncing the
Charlottetown -Club and the “drug-
gists’ amendment.” In his “Tug of
‘War” representation he had placed on
the “Devil’s” side the honorable mem-
ber for Charlottetown (Hon. Mr.
Hughes) and the speaker of the house.
Both these gentlemen natuarally re-
sented such unenviable destinction and
during their speeches on the debate
said some very plain things about E.
Tennyson Smith. One member who
did not support the amendment agreed
with them that Mr. Smith, was taking
undue liberties with the names of the
members of the legislature and said
that the proper course would be to
simply ignore him: and thus deprive
him of the benefit of free advertising.

—

Among the resolutions of the session
was one dealing with our claims ag-
ainst the Dominion government. A
resolution was unanimously passed
asking that a special committee be ap-
pointed to prepare as complete and ac-
curate a statement as possible of these
claims on the following grounds:

(2). Interruption in telegraphic com-

(3). The share of the fisheries award
due this province.

(4). The refund of the freight on
hay, paid under protest to the marine

department.
(5). The cost and expenditure of
criminal prosecution, under the

statutes of Canada.
(6). The proportion this province is
contributing to, and liable for in con-

the amendments during the past ses-.

sion had been formulated by the Tem-
perance Alliance and these bodies had
not demanded the abolition of the club.

He showed that  the club
amendment was framed by men who
had not the interests of prohibition at
reart, but who hoped to embarrass the
Government. The amendment was lost
on a straight party vote. When the bill
was about to leave committee an
amendment was introduced providing
that druggists should be allowed to
scll preparations containing alcohol
when used for medicinal purposes only.
According to the law as it stood, only
preparations of the British Pharmac-
apoeia, about thirty-six in all—and a
few. that had been specified—such as
eau-de-cologne, bay rum, lotions, ex-
tracts, were excepted. The amendment
was moved by Mr. Warburion, the
member for Charlottetown, seconded
by Dr. Douglas, the speaker of the
House, and was carried on a division
of 16-8, when the bill passed its second
reading. The matter, however, was not
allywe-d to rest. The strong prohibition-
ists set to work to have the bill recom-
mitted. They took the ground that if
the druggist were allowed to sell mix-
tures costaining alcohol, it would mean
turnirg the drug shops into liquor
shops, because by adding a small drug,
the liquor could be sold as freely as if
there were no prohibition. Accordingly

It was
contended in the House that the Prince
of Wales College was first of all a train-
ing school for teachers, and that the
Government’s attention should first be
given to the students who intend to
teach in the schools in the provinee.

The in-
come of the million dollars is to be used
for the sole purpose of assisting in the
“Southern United States community,
country and rural schools for the great
class of negroes to whom the small
rural and community schools are alone
available.” = The deed of gift was exe-
cuted - yesterday, and in it Mr. Wash-
ington and Mr. Frissel are empowered
to appoint a board of trustees in con-
nection with the fund.

The Pennsylvania Company for in-
surance on lives and granting annuities
of this city was asked to act as fiscal
aget for the trustees.

Great Quantities of Supplies Destroyed in
Yestfrday's Conflagration,

e

TOULON, France, April 23—For the‘
sixth time within a few months this
port has heen stricken by disaster from
fire, but fortunately this time the re-
sultant damage is principally mater-
ial, |

Shortly after midnight last night a
sentry discovered fire in a storehouse
used for rope yarn. He at once gave
the alarm and soldiers, sailors {from
the warships in port and employes of
the arsenal turned out to fight the
flames, The fire spread with incredible
rapidity. The buildings in the vicinity
of the store-house contained 200,000
pounds of material to clean machinery,
60,000 pounds of oakum, 1,000 sponges,
enormous quantities of ballast baskets,
hampers, sail cloth, turpentine, linseed
oil, and other inflammables. |

The flames were soon soaring over
the arsenal wall and licking the sides’
of some thirty dwelling houses just
outside, inhabited by five or six hun--
dred people. These residents fled half-
clad to the street. !

Every available man was engaged in
efforts to control the conflagration and
the task of fighting \the flames was
conducted at great personal risk all
day long. It was late this afternoon be-,
fore the fire was under control. !

It is reported that more than thirty
men have sustained injury from fall-
ing walls and some of them are not
expected to recover.

The cause of the fire has not yet been
ascertained, The finding of two pieces
of fuse of a kind not used in the French
navy has aroused suspicion that it was
not altogether accidental.
irvestigation is being conducted.

Minister of Labor Viviani arrived here
from Nice this evening and visited the
ruins in company with the maritime
prefect.

The authorities are becoming more
and more convinced that the outbreak
of the fire was due to malevolence.

A number of persons have come for-
ward with more or less convincing tes-
timony in support of this view. The ar-
senal polica judge will hold a special
session of his court tomorrow to exam-]
ine into the statements.

A survey of the scene of the disaster
shows that five large buildings have
been completely destroyed, while the
submarine depot, the torpedo work-
shop and the torpedo schol have been
seriously damaged.

Three fire engines will continue to
{hrow water on the smouldering ruins.
throughout the night.

OTTAWA, Ont., April 23.~In the
Commons this morning Hon. Mr. Feld-
ing stated that the address on provine
cial subsidies would be taken up to-
‘morrow. To Mr. W. F. MacLean, who
‘asked if the Bank of Montreal was to
have anything to do with the new gov-
ernment loan, Mr. Fielding said that
as he had declared a short” time ago
some government loans would mature,
the goverhment proposed ‘to extend
them for four years at 4 per cent. The
Bank of Montreal wuld act as agents
for the government.

At_the opening of the afternoqn sit-
'ting of the house the minister of fin-
ance said: I think perhaps it might
fdcilitate the businéssg of the house in
closing days of sessiofl if I should state
now what measures on order paper the
government desire to ‘proceed with and
which shall be dropped for present ses-
sjon. Most of the motions on order pa-
per which are of a controversial nature
will have to stand, so far as I know
all legislation that is contemplated is
now before the house by way of notice.
‘It is‘possible but not ptobablu that we
may have to bring down gome further
supplementary estimates, including sen=
‘ate items that may have been overlook-
ed, but I don’t think that thers will be
any. It was the prime minister's de-
gire to bring down a measure. this ses-
sion which he had had to lay aside, in
respect of the celebration of the 300th
anniversary of the founding of the city
0f Quebec, which he thought desirable
should be of a national character. It
§8 expected that city will contribute
towards the fund out of ¢municipal
jfioneys and also the government of
“ftie province.

“The deputation from Quebec which
waited on the government in connec-

tion with the matter made strong re-

"presentations which created a most. fa-
vorable impression on the minds of the
ministers of that board. The govern-
ment had therefore come to the conclu-
_sion that the national character of the
movement should be recognized. 'If the
" prime minister had remained he.would

{ haye endeavored to bring the matter|

s uge dp, . the -present session, , but it

" e to make statement to the house that
the government recognize the import-

NORTH SYDNEY, N. 8., April 23.—

was obliged to remain at his post for
35 hours without relief.
