DIlFADFUL
Conflagration,

On Saturday night last about § past 9
o'clock, the npp’xllmg sound of I'ire was
re-echoed through our streets, when it
was discovered that the store occupied by
Messrs. Robertson & Hatton, on Peters’
Whatrf, was on fire, Thousands of our
fellow citizens were soon assembled for
the purpose of arresting the progress of
the devouring element; but alas! the
vapidity of the flames, aided by a strong
breeze of wind, soon delied the powers
of human résistance.  Many praiseworthy
efforts were made to arrest the progress
of the fire, and great credit is due to the
Civil and DMilitary Authorities. The

toyal Artillery aud 43d Light Infantry
exerted themselves to the utmost, and their
glh’)d l‘l)'llll{(t on ‘)AIN (‘N’lslrolm nrcumnn
will be long held in grateful remembrance
by this community.

The number of houses destroyed is from
100 to 120,—In two hours from the com-
mencement, the once fairest portion of the
city, was enveloped in flames ; it was tru-
1y un awful sight to behold—east and west
sides of two streets burning at one time,
and the houseless inhabitants, scarcely
knowing where to scek for shelter. The
destruction of property by the fire and
removing has been very great, and we
fear, will be found to excéeed T%ree hun-

~dred thousand Pounds. At this inclement
season of the year, very many who were
happily and comfortably situated before,
will now find great diflicilty in procuring
any thing like suitable residences, and
must therefore make up their minds to
look forward for several months of partial
privation of domestic comforts.—Stillun-
der all these distressing scenes, we have
the happiness to state that no lives were
lost. 'The following details of the fire,
with the description of the houses. de-
stroyed, is from an Extra to the Courfer :

On Saturday, the 14th instant, about 9
o'clock in the evening, the alarm of Fire !
Fire'! on Peters’ Wharf was given, which,
with the ringing of the alarm bell, soon
brought the Firemen with their Engines,
and a great body of our active citizens to
the spot where the devouring element had

menced ravages. Every effort

be resisted—the tide was regeding—wa-
ter from other quarters could not.easily be
procared—a keen north-west wind was
blowing, ‘'with ‘the thermometer under
sero, and the water froze in some of the
engines. These circumstauces with an
.;pparom want of method in those who
undertook to arvest the progress of the
fire, gave it abundant scope to make irre-
sistible head against-them, which it did
with fearful v m:duv. both up and down
the wharf. At an eaﬂv period it commu-
nicated with tlee corner of Ward-street on
tke opposiie side, but by the effectual
phvmyzot the engines it was extinguished,
imparting hopes, which were but tod fond-
lv cherished by some as wsas afterwards
found to their better experience, that the
street and all to the northward.-of the
wharf would-be spared. When it reached
Water-street, it communicated with the
store owned and occupied by Mr. John
Walker, on the eastern side.. On botk
sides of the street it proceeded southward
as far as Chapman's the Blackswmith, on
the west side, laying in ashes every house
on the inteivening wharves, and as far as
Brint’'s on the east side. It advanced
Northward in Water-street on -the east
side only, tifl it resched Mr. Drury’s hard

is

ware store ; whence, communicating with
Mr. Seammell’s on the western’ side, it
occupied both sides of the street, and con-
tinued its devouring ravages as long as
any thing combustible stood in its way.
It had also in the mean time communica-
ted from Water-street to Prince William
street, and now we had the melancholy
spectacle of the City on fire in several
places, at the same time, and exciting the
most fearful apprehensions that this con-
flagration was (restmed to lay the whole
City in ashes. All the houses on the east
side of Prince Wm. street, between those
occupied by Mrs. Boyd and Miss Farley,
and all on the west side, between the Bank
of New-Brunswick and the Maxkelsqnare
were destroyed. By this time it had fi-
nished its ravages in Prince Wm. street,
it had also destroyed nearly all the block
west of the north end of Water-stieet, and
had commenced upon the South Market
Wharf, every store on which in a very
short time, it ma¢f€'to disappear like snow
before the summer sun.

It was now half-past seven o'clock on
the Sabbath morning, and the sun was
)\M he!:mmng to rise, not to witness wor-
shippers preparing for the several duties
of the Sanctuary, but to disclose a scene
of desolation and confusion, which was
far from being anticipated at his going
down the previous evening, and which
hold & prominent place in the future an-
nals of our city—a melancholy scene in-
deed—one third, we may safely assert,
of the commercial part of flourisking St.

Besides the buildings, a great amount
of valuable property has been destroved,
which we have not yet exactly ascertained
and of that which was rescued from the
fire, much hes been lost and much stolen
for be it told to the disgrace of human na-
ture, that many animals in the shape of
men and women, went prowling about the

hold of every thing which they could ca

ry away. Sleds and boats were even em-
ployed in this diabolical pillage. It gives
us much pleasure to krow that some of
the wretches have been found, and lodged
in jail : and the best blessing we can wish
those who have escaped detection, is, that
they may be h:mmpd by an evil conscience
until they are forced to come and make a
public_acknowledgment of their crimes.

With regard to the origin of the five,
nmvml reports are in circulation, but
which is true, or whether any of them is
true, we know not.  One is, that it-arose
from an overheated stove-pipe communi-
cating ignition to the surrounding mate-
 rial ; another is, that it arose from a cask
of whiskey or spirvits which was being
tapped, and \\'hic{] caught the flame from
the cam}‘e ; another, that it was the work
of incendiaries.
