(2) It
was claimed that the Telegraph had pre-
faced its report with an interpretation of
its own which further prejudiced and
misled its <readers. This second
complaint is also a matter of fact
which any one can ascertain for
bimself, and which the Zelegraph bas
not asitempted’ to deny. The Telegraph
declares itis not - responsible for the
action of the Convention. Nobody has
attempted to increase its diffioulties by
adding to them so sericus and important
a burden ; but surely it is responsible for
misguiding its own readers. It belongs
to history not far remote, how-a daily
paper got itselfl into the courts by pre-
fixing & more or less accurate report with
a seusational heading. A reporter, the
Telegraph claims, “is a mirror of public
events.” Auis would be satisfactory if
he werea mere machine; we hold that
he should also be a gentleman. A re-

Fruit-Canning Philosophy.
Many of the directions for cansing
mistake the point on which success de

pends. Weoare told, for example, that
the fruit is boiled to. expel the air, and
| that the jars must be filled to the brim
and the contents first stirred so that all
bubbles may be expelled. Bat the lid
encloses some alr after all these eflorts ;
and some jars keop well while others
fail without the mystified operstress
being able to assign any satisfying rea
|son for the varistion of result. The

season when fruits ripen, but are invis

Boiling, ghere
fore, effectually kills them and tuy oan-

not exist in the heat arising /from a
stove: Then the heated jmieé oan be
placed in jars, covered and sealed to pre-
venl the later admission of any cooler
air containing them, without fear of
failure.: It does not matter how much of
this heated and therefore sterilized air,
is included in the jar under the seal;
it will make no difference as to the
keeping of the contents. And sucha
jar may be opened and filled up at any
tine il it be done where the air is too
much heated for the germs to live.

If any fruit juice, as sweet cider, be-
bomes unpleasantly changed in flavor by
boiling, it will keep quite as well, and for
years, if merely heated to 140 degrees,
or 75 degrees below the boiling point.
This can be conveniently done by plac-
ing the filled bottles in a wash-boiler
with clothes under and betweenand in
cold water up to the necks. Have corks
ready in & pan of hot water, and when
the juice in the-bottles is heated to from
135 to 140 degrees, as indicated by a
cream thermometer inserted down the
neck, wipe the mouth and the cork, and
press this in tightly and seal with wax
as soon as lifted out, and after again
drying them with a hot cloth to secure
air-tight adherence of the wax to the
glass. “Experience” tells how fresh.
flavored tomatoes are if merely scalded
and sealed up while hot. Green goose-
berries are often kept in water which has
been boiled and then allowed to get
cold before filling the bottles of fruit
with it, and then sealing up, all cold. As
this is done in May and the bottles are
kept in a cold place, the ferment-germs,
| if present at all, have probably too low a

temperature for multiplication, The ex-

pressed juice of stewed blackberries or
of ripe currants is very easily kept as
noted above for sweet cider. If sweet-
ened into & syrup either before or afier
bottling it is an invaluable remedy for
disordered bowels, greatly to be pre
ferred to lsudanum-laden carminatives.
Thewre fruits also make very agreeable
syrups for table use, or for pleasant sum-
mer drinks when diluted with cold water,
— Hortulanus.

farm-house, and each barn, stable, byre,
or other outhouses connected with it,
There is no necessity for paying fancy
prices for them, as ordinary bottles fil-
led with the solution will answer every
purpose. The solution is composed of
one pound of common ealt, onehalf
pound of sal-ammoniac, dissolved in two
quarts of water, and so such simple
means of fire prevention may readily be
made by any one.

Self-Acting Water Sapply.

One of the first things that attracted
my attention was a cistern to supply his
cow and horse stables with water. It was
built entirely above ground originally.
This saved expense of digginz. It is
safe from frost, for it is undér the bank
that leads to the upper story of the barn.
The cistern is O ft deep and 15 ft. in
diameter, holds 350 barrels. The barn
stands on a slight “sidehill, so it is an
easy matter to lead the water from the
extreme bottom of the cistern right into
the stables, into an appropriate watering:
trough for each. There is a large tub
with & float in it, 8o the water always
stands just 80 high. [t is large enough
for several horses to drink from at once;

It is safe for both mare and foal to feed
a little' oats in addition to the present
short pasture, and a very good plan it is
to run them together and wean the colt
alongside of its mather, For so doing [
take a common halter, such as is used in
halter-bresking foah, aod rivet a plece
| of thick leather, siz» 6 by 9 inches, to
the nose band. This hangs over the
muzzle of the foal about thres inches,
and puts a stop to its suckling its
mother. Milk the mare the second and
fourth day and that will end the trouble.
The old way of putting sharp, barbed or
spiked halters on colts is dangerous, for
the colt may tear the mare in attempt n,;:
to suck and the mare may kick and in-
juare the colt.”
