MEN lbDominion Medical Council Takes Important Step in Interests 
of Canadian Medical Men—Provides Dominion License 
Under Certain Conditions—Dr. Roddick First Member of 

New Council.

Ottawa, June 19.—The Dominion 
Medial Council which has been In 
session here for the past three days, 
concluded this afternoon. The organ­
ization under the Dominion Medical 
Act was completed, and by-laws and 
regulations were adopted for submis­
sion to the government, whose approv­
al is necessary. Arrangements also 
were made for the first Dominion ex­
aminations. They will begin at Mont­
real on October 7th.

The Dominion register will open at 
Ottawa on July-1, which is not only 
Confederation Day, but also marks the 
confederation of the Canadian medical 
profession. The first annual meeting 
will be hejd here on June 16th, of next 
year. The council, which embraces 
thirty-two members representing the 
provinces and universities, are all 
medical professors.

Medical Reciprocity.
The final establishment of the coun- 

cil marks the completion of the 
scheme of medical reciprocity which 
has long been advocated. The moving 
spirit in it was Dr. T. G. Roddick, of 
Montreal, the president. Heretofore 
there have been a series of provincial 
councils whose license held good only 
in the province where they were is­
sued. The provincial councils are not 
abolished, but a medical graduate who 
now passes the Dominion council, may 
without further examination, practice 
anywhere in Canada upon registering 
with the provincial body.

Physicians of good standing for ten

years before October, 1912, may pro­
cure th*r diploma without examina­
tion upon payment of a fee of $100. 
For a medical graduate who locates 
in any province and intends to stay 
there the Dominion examination will 
not be necessary. He cannot, how­
ever, practice in any other province 
on the strength of the provincial li­
cense. This privilege is granted only 
to those who pass the federal council 
or register without examination after 
having practiced ten years.

The fundamental principle of the 
bill is to do away with provincial 
limitations and provide that a physi­
cian who secures the Dominion certi­
ficate may practice In any province 
without the necessity of undergoing 
an examination before the provincial 
authorities. Hon. Dr. Roche, minis­
ter of the interior, who convened the 
first council meeting in Ottawa, last 
Octbber, was elected an honorary 
member, and Dr. R .W. Powell, of 
Ottawa, is the registrar.

Anderson. Hong Kong, British China.)

Apparently the foreign type sailing 
ship has practically disappeared for 
good from international trade In the 
Pacific Ocean. The Hongi Kong Har 
bor statistics for 1912 return just one 
sailing ship entered for that year—the 
sol»-, survivor of the great "clipper 
ship trade of half a century and 
more ago. This lone ship, the large 
four-master Comet, of the Standard 
Oil Co., is the la»t of a considerable 
Beet employed In the oil trade between 
the east coast of the United States 
and this port.

Passenger ServiceSome of the other 
ships in this trade have been 
verted into steamers or motor-driven 
ships. This last survivor has been 
sold to German interests for use in 
the South American nitrate trade.

The sailing ship trade in the 
East Illustrates its decline all 
the world. As late as 1876 sailing 
ships comprised one-fourth of the en­
tries in Hong Kong, 688 vessels, or 24 
per cent, of the total entries, being re- 
corded for the port that year. in 
1886 the number of entries of vessels 
sailing ships declined to 288, or only 
6.7 per cent, of the total entries of 
of European type. In 1896 the entries 
further decreased to 100, or 2 per cent, 
of the total entries of such ships. In 
1906 only 14 sailing ships were en­
tered, amounting to two tenths of 1 
per cent, of the whole. In 1911 three 
sailing ship arrivals were noted, con­
stituting seventeen one-hundredths of 
1 per cent., and last year the mini­
mum was reached. No sailing ship of 
European type is now engaged in reg- 
ular trade to Hong Kong. Their dis­
continuance, even for cargo of the 
cheapest grade, in which time is no 
element, has become an economic 
necessity. Chinese junks, including 
some vessels under foreign flags, are 
the only sailing vessels now seen In 
this one of the greatest ports of the 
world, and even these are being af­
fected by power vessels in the shape 
of the motor-driven launches and 
boats, which are commencing to take 
much of the river trade in South 
China away from' them,

(The United States still has the 
largest fleet of sailing vessels of 100 
tons and over of any nation, accord­
ing to Lloyd’s Register for 1912-13, 
but the tonnage of registered sailing 
vessels, which covers those engaged 
in the foreign and whaling trades, 
amounted to only 312,395, as com­
pared with 2,640,020 tons In 1861, the 
record year. The decline in import­
ance of the sailing ship in the foreign 
trade is evidenced by the fact that 
in the fiscal year ended June 30, 1912, 
slightly over 4 per cent, of the ton­
nage entering ports of the United 
States from foreign countries repre­
sented sailing vessels, while in 1884 
such ships made up more than 42 per 
cent, of the total entries.)

The first vessel fitted with steam 

engines to cross the Atlantic was the 
Savannah, which reached Liverpool 
ninety-four years ago -today. The 
Savannah, a ship of 350 ton*, had Bail­
ed from the Georgia city, for which U 
was named on May 24. the passasge 
requiring nearly twenty-seven days. 
'Most of the voyage was made under 
sail, the coal supply having been ex­
hausted after ten days at sea.

Six years later the steamship Enter­
prise went from Falmouth, England, 
to the East Indies, the first voyage 
of the kind ever made. Thomas 
Paine was the first to propose steam 
navigation In America, in 1778, accord­
ing to Haydn.

Regular navigation of the ocean be­
tween Europe and America was com­
menced in June, 1838, when the 
steamship Great Western crossed the 
Atlantic lu eighteen days. In the 
meantime, however, there had been 
several occasional passages, the steam 
boat Royal William crossing the ocean 
from Quebec in 1831. The t’unard 
line's first steamer, the Britannia, a 
side w heeler, began service to Hali­
fax and Boston In 1840.

"Our whole 
case," he said in the House of Lords 
on May 20th, 1908, "rests upon this 
contention, that however much the 
Colonies protect their own manufac­
tures, they are bound to he great im­
porters and great buyers, and the 
difficulty which presses on all sides 
of getting sufficient markets for our 
own exports makes it a matter of 
immense importance to us that we 
should have the lion's share of that 
enormous amount of importations 
which the Colonies, however much 
they protect, are going to require. 
They are all anxious to buy from us.

"SHEPHERD KING OF AMERICA.”
Francis Emroy Warren, of Wyoml 

one of the wealthiest members of t 
United States Senate, was born at 
Hinsdale, Mass., sixty-nine years ago 
today. During the civil war he was a 
private and later an officer in the 
Forty-ninth Massachusetts Volunteers 
and received a congressional medal of 
honor for gallantry on battlefield at 
the eelge of Port Hudson. Although 
the owner of millions, Senator War­
ren recently applied for a $16 a month 
pension, explaining that he did so in 
order to officially establish his army 
record.

He went to Wyoming In 1868 and 
soon became prominent in Republican 
politics as mayor of Cheyenne, terri­
torial governor, first governor of the 
State, and United States Senator 
Sheep was the source of his fortune, 
and he became one of the largest wool 
producers in the world. He has been 
subjected to many bitter attacks in 
the press, but ho has been Wyoming’s 
choice for Senator since 1890. As a 
young man In Wyoming he was prom­
inent in the campaign that resulted in 
the granting of woman suffrage. That 
was in 1869. when Wyoming was a ter­
ritory. Throughout his subsequent 
career "the shepherd king of Ameri­
ca" has been a champion of the suf­
frage cause.

General satisfaction, particularly in 
the West, will be felt at the decision 
of the Dominion Government to make 
a thorough investigation into the fish­
eries of Hudson Bay from a commer­
cial standpoint. The reasons given are 
that with the opening of the Hudson 
Bay Railway, a large fishing industry 
may be developed in the bay, which is 
believed to be swarming with fish. 
If this is found to be correct, there 
could be an extensive trade south 
fcith the Prairie Provinces, while a 
trade might be developed with the Old 
Country.

For the purpose of the investigation 
a fishing expert will be sent North on 
the steamer Minto when it leaves with 
supplies at the end of this month for 
harbor work at Port Nelson, which it 
has now been decided will be the ten- 
minus of the railway. It has been 
known for many years that Hudson 
Bay has an abundance of edible fish 
and should the report of the expert, 
who will be appointed by the Biologi­
cal Board, prove satisfactory, there 
can be no doubt that great quantities 
of fish can be shipped as soon as the 
railway is finished.

If a large fish trade develops doubt­
less the Prairie Provinces would not 
a!one reap the benefit. The Hamilton 
Spectator puts In a plea for Ontario 
as the fish supply in the great fresh 
water lakes, it claims, is depleted and 
a large part of the take is sent to the 
United States. If there Is need of a 
further supply in Ontario there is 
little doubt the Government would ex­
tend the area to Include that Province. 
Let us hope, says the Spectator, that 
the day Is not far distant when the 
fish of Hudson Bay. coming to us 
fresh, will be as familiar in our mar­
kets as that of Lake Erie or Ontario; 
or coming to us canned or cured, as 
common aa that from our Atlantic and 
Pacific shores.

The little tale has considerable^ 
literary merit, grace of style being 
united with simplicity of diction, in 
an unusual degree, while not origin­
al either In theme or treatment, no 
one but an artist could draw such 
daintily beautiful child portraits, or 
convey thè delicate Impressionism of 
atmosphere and landscape In which 
the little romance has lta being. Only 
the most sympathetic understanding 
of the child mind and child emotions 
could achieve the tender tonality that 
runs through the little Idyll like the 
dominant note of a. melody, Evi­
dently for the author the little work 
was a labor of love, and there 
doubt it will give pleasure 1 
children fortunate enough to be able 
to read It.
