leadership of the Oarvella, Kytes, 
and Bi-Ilnguallsts the Liberal party 
of Canada Is becoming a pathetic 
spectacle,” says the Ottawa Journ­
al editorially today.

Car veil, the haymaker of New 
Brunswick, finding that the allega­
tions of grafting and profiteering 
which he fulminated in regards tu 
shell and fuse contracts are being 
proved to be a filthy mess of par­
tisan slander, takes refuge in attack 
upon a judge, Sir Charles David­
son, who Is conducting other In­
vestigations which have shown 
Liberal charges to be largely 
slanders; and we have no doubt 
Oarvell and his kind will similarly 
attack Justices Duff and Sir Wil­
liam Meredith too before they arc 
through.

A month ago when the bi-lingu&I 
question was discussed bylhe Liberals 
in caucus, Sir Wilfrid stated that as, 
long as he was leader he expected the, 
undivided support of the party. If, 
the English-speaking Liberals did noty 
support him on the bi-llngual issue 
they might look for another leader.

Ottawa, Ont, May 16—Sir Wilfrid 

Laurier has informally tendered his 
resignation aa leader of the Liberal 
party, and It is fully expected: that the 
formal resignation will take place 
during the coming summer. With this 
In view an official caucus of Liberal 
members was held today to discuss 
the situation as regards the leader­
ship of the party.

It ended in a fiasco with the party 
turmoil deepened rather than lessen­
ed. The western Liberals are still In 
a state of independence.

It being recognized as hopeless for 
the Liberal party to go bo the country 
with the slightest chance of success 
If Sir Wilfrid Laurier Is to be the 
standard bearer, the sense of the 
caucus was taken as to his successor. 
The members present included a large 
proportion of Quebec representatives, 
and the result was that they combined 
on one man, while the English-speak­
ing members were divided. Hon. 
Rodolphe Lemieux got the largest 
number of votes, and Hon. Frank

Progress tor «he Austrians against 
the Italian» in Southern Tyrol and on 
the Lower Isonzo, and a continuation 
of the Russian advance through Kurd- 
islant toward Mosul, their objective 
being the Bgdad railway, are related 
in the latest official communications 
from Vienna and Petrograd.

Boston, MayOttawa, May 16—A discussion as to 
the production of letters exchanged 
between Gen. Sir Sam Hughes and J. 
W. Flavelle, chairman of the imperial 
munitions board, and relating in part 
to the fuse contracts, was the most 
prominent feature of this aftemooni'e 
sitting of the fuse inquiry.

Mr. Flavelle, who was the witness, 
stated that there 'had been such cor­
respondence, but he did not care to 
make it public, though he had no ob­
jection to placing the letters before 
the commission. E. F. B. Johnston, 
K. C., at once demanded their produc­
tion, but Mr. I. F. Hellmuth. K. C., 
took the position that while anything 
relating to fuses was admissible, pos­
sible references to other matters in 
the same letters should not be exam­
ined.

After a lengthy discussion, the com­
mission advised Mr. Flavelle to "exer­
cise his beet judgment" as to what 
bears on the inquiry when he gets to­
gether the correspondence referred to. 
The point as to whether the letters 
will be lnade public, or submitted 
only to the commission was apparent­
ly left open.

Another thing elicited from Mr. 
Flavelle was that from the start the 
American companies contracting for 
fuses have been behind in* their de­
liveries and that the imperial muni­
tions board itself is now establishing 
in Montreal a loading plant where tihe 
difficult technical work will be car­
ried out. It is to be operated next 
month. Mr. Flavelle admitted that this 
purely Canadian Industry lia<j yet to 
demonstrate its workability.

Referring to the contract with the 
Edwards Valve Company for cart­
ridge cases—a subject within the 
scope of the enquiry—Mr. Flavelle ex­
pressed the frank opinion Chat it nev­
er should have been made.

The development of this new line of attack has greatly enhanced 
the chances of success of the Rueelan campaign In Mesopotamia, which

^agdad, the holy city of the Caliphs, but the entire historic country 
lying between the Tigris and the Euphrates under Russian dominion.

The most Interesting testimony was 
the story of the fate of the German 
ship "Aud," which was sent out from 
Kiel with arme and ammunition to 
fulfill, In part, promises of assistance, 
said to have been made by the Ger­
mans. The Aud was held up on suspi­
cion off the west coast of Ireland not 
far from Tralee, by the British naval 
patrol ship Bluebell, and was being 
taken to Queenstown when she was 
sunk by her own crew. Details of the 
capture and sinking were given by 
Sidney Waghom, a signal man on the 
Bluebell, who said:

"Early Good Friday morning the 
Bluebell was on patrol duty off the 
southwest coast of Ireland when wo 
sighted the Norwegian colors. We sig­
nalled her and asked who she was and 
where she was bound. She replied 
that she was the Aud, bound from Ber­
gen for Genoa. At that time wj ^ere

about ISO miles west of Queenstown. 
We ordered the Aud to follow us, but 
she did not dq so until we fired a shell. 
Then she proceeded with us.

Ran Up German Ensigns.
"When we got near Daunt'» Rock, 

the Aud stopped her engines. The 
Bluebell was then a cable’s length 
away from her, and we saw white 
smoke coming from her after hold. 
Two German ensigns were run up on 
her masthead. The Aud lowered two 
boats which were rowed toward the 
Bluebell. We fired a round at these 
boats. They flew flags of truce and 
the occupante put up *heir hands. They 
were made prisoners. They proved 
to be 19 or 20 German bluejackets, 
with three o cers. Ten minutes later 
the Aud sank, about a mile and a quar­
ter from the lightship."

Waghom was followed on the stand 
by a diver who inspected the wreck 
to confirm the statement that she had 
arms and ammunition aboard, it being 
claimed that she carried 20,000 rifles 
for the rebels, besides other war ma­
terial.

' The Aud laid In about 18 fathoms 
of water," the diver said. She had 
the Norwegian flag painted on her 
hull. I found a hole in her side, 12 or 
14 feet in diameter. On the bed of the 
sea I saw a lot of rifles and ammuni­
tion.”

At this point witness identified one 
of the rifles, parts of several other 
rifles, and a bayonet case and cart­
ridges he had brought away with him.

During the afternoon the prosecu­
tion produced several other Interesting 
exhibits. Among them was a handbag, 
which was found burled on the store 
where Casement and his companrons 
landed from the submarine. This bag 
contained the green rebel flag which 
was shownzat yesterday's session, a 
considerable amount of ammunition, 
and several maps of Ireland, two of 
which were drawn in the fourteenth 
century. It to charged that these ex­
hibits show the purpose of the prison­
ers in visiting Ireland was to partici­
pate in the uprising.

The court adjourned until tomorrow 
when It is expected the magistrate 
hearing will be concluded, at least 
so far as concerns the evidence to be 
submitted by the crown. The prosecu­
tion announced the crown still had 
two or three witnesses to call.

It was in a village a few miles be- 

hind the front line, and the guns were 
firing heavily. "You have come to 
visit the front?" asked a major. He 
rather demurred to the rçply that it 
was not so- much the front that we 
were anxious to see as the services of 
the rear. “You can hardly call this 
the rear," he said, "when you hear all 
that noise of guns." We compromis­
ed with the suggestion that his post 
was to be described either as the front 
of the rear or else as rear of the front.

It started as a mere field workshop, 
capable of doing no more than the 
casual obvious repairs needed by the 
"75" gun on active service.

Ottawa, May 16—The Ottawa Citi­
zen this afternoon! published a com­
munication from Gen. Alderson to the 
militia department, in which the com­
mander-in-chief of the Canadian forces 
condemns ttoe Ross rifle as an active 
service weapon, im comparison with 
the Lee-Enfleld. While admitting that 
perhaps superior qualfty of the Roes 
as a target rifle, Gen. Alderson ie .of 
the opinion that It is inferior when 
exposed to dust and mud in trench 
conditions, chiefly due to the fact that 
the bolt Jams too easily with certain 
classes of ammunition! He cites a 
comparative test in which the Lee- 
Enfleld fired from 100 to 125 round*, 
while the Ross jammed from the 25th 
to 60t.h round on the same ammuni­
tion. The hands of the men who fired 
the Roee In the test were cut and 
bleeding from having to knock back 
the bolt, and the I-ee-Enfleld fired one 
hundred rounds In onethtrd the time 
taken by the Ross because of the eas­
ier charging of the Lee-Enfleld maga­
zine.

Another shed is devoted to rifles, 
automatic pistols, revolvers and bay­
onets. Here the weapons found on* 
the field of battle, or, it may toe, be- 1 
tween the opposing lines, are mended 
and prepared for further use. It Ie 
a favorite amusement in the trenches 
for a soldier to creep out and recover 
from somewhere in the barbed wire 
entanglement a comrade's rifle, or per­
haps, if occasion is very kind, to carry 
off In triumph from an enemy listen­
ing post a German rifle. "

These weapons are collected and 
sent down to the repair depot, where, 
as a beginning, they receive a thor­
ough washing and polishing. A gang 
of expert gunsmiths perform all re­
pairs that can be done on the spot, 
with the result that there are racks of 
rifles and revolvers lining the shed, . 
filled with weapons which are spot- J 
less, and look as if they had just j 
come out of the factory.

The premises consist of a number 
of farm buildings, which have lent 
themselves excellently to the work re­
quired of them. The Ingenious officer 
In charge of It has had hie eyes open 
for anything abandoned in the desert­
ed villages of the fighting zone that 
might prove serviceable. Engines of 
all kinds, left by their proprietors in 
their flight before the Germans, have 
proved useful in hundreds of unsus­
pected ways, and the Ingenuity of the 
French engineers hae converted them 
to serve many valuable purposes 
Sometimes the recovery of these ma­
chines from a point where they were 
within range of the enemy’s fire has 
furnished abundant opportunity for 
heroic effort.

There was once a threshing machine 
Juet behind the first line of trenches 
which attracted the covetous eye of 
a certain engineer officer who told me 
the story. It was standing in some 
farm buildings, most of which had 
E>een knocked to pieces by the enemy’s 
shell, but by one of those fantastic 
freaks of chance so common in this 
war, the wall of tjie shed that hit it 
from the enemy was still untouched 
and the engine intact. It was only a 
few yards from the shed door to the 
high road, and the engineer officer 
vowed to carry off the engine out of 
the German range, thinking with glee 
of the many useful services to which 
he could apply It.

"The first thing was to borrow a 
gun team, the second to find a few 
reckless spirits like himself. When 
night fell they carefully prepared a 
path from the shed down to the road. 
Then they brought their horses, with 
feet muffled In sacks, from the rear, 
and harnessed them to a long rope, 
of which the further end ^was firmly 
fixed to the engine. The horses' feet 
were then unmuffled. A few cautious 
tugs brought the engine out of the 
shed down a little incline Into the

OF TWO MEN KILLED 
IN DUBLIN RIOT.

,

tLos Angeles, May 16.—David Cap- 
tan’s trial for murder in connection 
with the destruction of the Los An­
geles Times building ended today, 
when the jury reported helpless disa­
greement and was discharged. The 
jury had been out 72 hours.

Jurors said the vote was seven for 
conviction and five for David Captan. 
He was charged with the murder of 
Charles Hagerty, whose body was 
identified more certainly than that of 
the other victims of the explosion 
that wrecked the Times building here, 
October 1, 1910. It was on this same 
charge that James B. McNamara re­
ceived a sentence of life Imprisonment 
in 1911, and Mathew A. Schmidt, con­
victed December 29 last, was given a 
similar sentence. An appeal In 
Schmidt’s case Is pending. John J. Mc­
Namara, formerly secretary-treasurer 
of the International Association of 
Bridge and Structural Iron Workers, 
who was charged jointly with James 
B. McNamara, was allowed to plead 
guilty to causing an explosion at the 
Llewelyn Iron Works, December 24, 
1910, and was sentenced to 16 years 
imprisonment at San Quentin. The

One can recognize headquarters of 
brigade, division, or army in the towns 
and villages behind the fighting line 
by the motley collection of motor-cars 
which are invariably drawn up in 
front of it. As for the house itself, 
its appearance throws no light on the 
part that it is playing in the present 
war, for headquarters are always post­
ed in the most convenient spot, wheth­
er it be some huge historic chateau or 
a humble private house.

If there is no large house at a con­
venient spot, the most commodious 
building available is chosen, and all 
around it spring up wooden buildings, 
fitted simply with desks, telephones, 
and electric lights and a hard chair 
or two, in which the real business of 
the army is carried on as methodical­
ly and seriously as though the officers 
there were working in the employment 
of some great business firm. If there 
is any «tanfort, it is to be found in the 
general's study, and that comfort Is 
such as would have appealed to the 
heart of Savonarola.

Dublin, May 16, 9.28 p. m.—The coro­

Services of Çood Man Lost 

Through Despicable At­
tacks Made in Commons 
by F. B. Car veil.

The commotion roused the Boche 
sentinels, and a star fell soon thew a 
far too vivid light on the proceedings. 
There was no further need for con­
cealment, and the artillery horses, 
urged to their utmost with whip and 
spur, dashed off at a wild gallop along 
the road; while, creaking, groaning, 
and swaying, there followed behind 
them the threshing engine. What im­
pression the noise of the horses’ hoofs 
made on the Germans in their tren­
ches it is impossible to say. They 
probably thought It was a cavalry 
charge. At any rate, they passed a 
wakeful night, breaking continually In- 
to Intermittent bursts of firing, while 
the engine, unscathed, was carried 
out of jeopardy Into a place of safety, 
where today It furnishes the motive 
power for an electric light Installa­
tion.

In these field depots the various in­
genious ideas invented by the mep, 
using such weapons as the "76" arfd 
the machine gun are applied and de­
veloped, provided that they do not re­
quire alterations of too essential a 
character. Often a simple notion sug­
gested by practice has been the cause 
of saving many lives, and has doubled 
efficiency. The French soldier has a 
special gift for discovering what he 
calls "the egg of Columbus”—-that is, 
those simple, obvious devices which 
seem to stare one In the face, and yet 
are so hardly found.

Commissioner Fisher re­
ported that he had arranged for May 
25 as clean-up day, and that no ashes 
would be taken care of by the city on 
that day.

Convocation at Mt. Allison Has Many Interesting Features 
—Classmates Soon to Go to Firing Line Remember 
Those About to Leave Alma Mater for Battle With the 
World.

The city council yesterday decided 
to buy a new automobile for the Com­
missioner of Water and Sewerage; to 
grant a further sum of $300 to the 
town planning commission; to sell the 
present car of the public work» de­
partment, and to call for hardwood 
timber to make repairs to some of the 
wharves. The Main street paving 
matter waa left just where it started, 
and no programme of work has been 
outlined yet for that very important 
roadway. Commissioner Fisher an­
nounced that Mpy 25 would be clean 
up day for the city. He made some 
reference to ferry matters to which 
the Commissioner of Harbors and Fer­
ries took exception and said he 
thought the Commissioner of Public 
Works had work enough in his own 
department Commissioner Mcl<ellan 
expressed the opinion that it was time 
some definite paving programme for 
Main street was announced.

The council was called to order at 
three o'clock by llis Worship the 
Mayor. The commissioners were all 
present together with the common 
clerk. The commissioner of finance 
and public affairs recommended that 
a grant Of $300 be made to the town 
planning commission, as their money 
was about exhausted. He explained 
that about $800 had already been vot­
ed for this purpose, of which all but 
$37.09 had been spent. This was 
adopted.

any work was done on the wall, as it 
would be impossible to tell from the 
face of it what repairs were needed. 
Commissioner Fisher «aid he had al­
ready been looking into the matter 
and was waiting for the engineer's 
opinion as to whether It would he 
feasible to connect Main- and Murray 
streets before anything was done with 
the retaining wall. The communica­
tion was referred to the commissioner 
of public works.

City Employes Want Old Time.
A petition from the civic employes 

was read asking that the city return 
to standard time. After some discus'- 
sion this was laid on the table.

Action in regard to Commissioner 
Fisher’s notice of motion re agreement 
with the Street Railway, was deferred 
for one week. Commissioner Fisher 
presented an estimate of the cost of 
paving Main street from Slmonds 
t*o Adelaide streets on the north side, 
and from Adelaide to Cedar streets 
on the south side with granite blocks 
on the present foundation reinforced 
where necessary with concrete. This 
would mean the laying of about 3,851 
yards of paving and would cost, ac­
cording to his figures, between $13,000 
and $14,000. If this plan were adopt­
ed it would Involve a bond issue, but 
he felt it would mean a permanent 
street Commissioner McLellan said 
he would like to see some definite pro­
gramme Of work for Main street 
brought before the council, as he felt 
it was time the North End was prop­
erly streeted, they had put up with 
the present conditions long enough. 
Main street was the greatest thorough­
fare in the city, and it was a shame 
to leave it in the condition it was any 
longer. He was opposed to granite 
blocks and would not vote for a bond 
issue for that purpose. In the United 
States they were doing away with the 
granite blocks, and in many cities sub­
stituting creosoted wood blocks.

Every one knew 
that the government were not spend­
ing any more money than they could 
help on public works at the present 
time. The mayor suggested' that mat­
ters of this kind should be brought 
up in committee before being brought 
before the council.

Sunday school teachers and the 
members of the different Baptist 
churches in the city assembled in the 
Central Baptist church school 
last night to hear Rev. I. W. William­
son, general secretary for the Mari­
time Provinces, speak on Sunday 
School Work.

“Some new demands for the Son- 
day School" was the subject of Mr. 
Williamson's address, and he 
listened to with close attention.

"The first demand,” raid the speak­
er, "is the numerical demand. ‘ Our 
schools are not large enough. For 
every boy who attends Sunday school 
there are three who do not attend. 
We should endeavor to increase our 
membership by personal solicitation.

“The second demand is the equip­
ment. The Sunday school room should 
be equipped as well as the churcn. 
We should have maps, pictures ana 
tables tor the instruction of the 
children who constitute 87 per cent, 
of the increase in our church member­
ship.

“Organization," said the speaker, 
"is the third demand. Our teachers 
and classes should be so organized 
that a child of five is not asked to 
listen to a lesson which is meant fur 
one of eight or nine years.

“Leadership," continued the speak­
er, "is an essential element in every 
Sunday school. We should have 
teachers with a friendly personality 
and sincerity, who are able to win 
the friendship of their pupils. And a 
man should be the boy's teacher, and a 
lady a girl's.

"Then we have the evangelistic de 
mand," said the reverend gentleman, 
"which is probably the most import­
ant branch of Sunday school work. 
We may teach Biblical history, geo­
graphy and biography which are in­
deed instructive, but the pupils must 
be instructed in the work of the Lord.’’

At the conclusion of his address the 
reverend gentleman kindly answered 
a number of enquiries made by several 
of the teachers present respecting 
the best methods of teaching, orga­
nizing and instructing primary 
classes.
