BrorHer MoDERATOR, AND ““ Ye who have obtained like pre-
cious faith through the righteousness of God and our Saviour
Jesus Christ, being elect according to the foreknowledge of God
the Father, through sanctification of the Spirit unto obedience
and sprinkling of the blood of Jesus Christ, Grace unto you and
peace be multiplieed.”

We are reminded t6-day of the rapid flight of time, seeing that
sixteen years have passed and joined the cycles of eternity since
this Conference met in annual session in this enterprising town,
situated 8o pleasantly upon the banks of the historic Saint John,
and in the midst of the garden of the Province. As upon the
hosom of these years wo have beem borne along, sometimes
the shadows have fallen upon us as a people, but oftimes the
light has cheered. But some who were with you then, to whose
testimonies you listened, and the blessings of whose counsels you .
shared, are here no longer, Time has:dropped them from its
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bosom, and their bodies' have been laid to rest beside the rippling
brook or quiet river, or in the forest .glen, and with gentle tread
and hushed voice we walk amid. their mamories to day. They
are in the kingdom that cannot be moved beyond the vicissitudes,
contingencies and temptations of earth in the home of the blast.
‘With them we hope to be, but until, in the purpose of God, the
time of our-departure shall have come, we must abide our lot and
be content.

During the past year we have journeyed on amid the activities.
of life, sometimes with heavy hearts, occasioned by the absence of
visible results from our efforts, seeking to awaken in those with
whom we have come in contact a greater interest in the things.
which make for righteousness, and anxious to lead’ precious.souls
to bow at the feet of Immanuel as their Saviour and Lord, and
not seeing this accomplished we have become depressed in apirit,
unmindful of the fact that our Father has been all the while
testing our faith that we might learn to. rest in the Lord
and wait patiently for Him. And again, when we have seen vis-
ible signs of prosperity in the building up of the saints in holy
character, and the ready acceptance of the Word by the unsaved,
we have felt our hearts to burn within 88 the Lord talked with
us Ly the way, and were assured He would continue with us to.
the end. If it were possible for us to-day with perfect vision to
look upon all the way in which God hes led us during the year,
as also upon the multiform dealings of His infinite wisdom and
love, which in sundry ways were destined to bring us nearer to
Himself—a people in whom He could delight—I say if it were
possible for us to behold all this we would unite in ascribing, with
grateful hearts, ceaseless praise unto’ the Lord, saying ““ Amen,
blessing and glory and wisdom and thankegiving apd honour and
power and might be unto our God for ever and evgr."

~The accompanying statistical table, which I will not take your
time to read, but which you can peruse at Your leisure, affords us
information which should stimulate us to renewed dilligence in
our work :
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The foll wiu.g/is a brief summary:-

In the first District pine churches reported. Of these two
veport baptisms and. vight prayer or conference meetings, and
seven have pastors, The total resident membership in this dis-
trict is 236 and the total contribution to support of ministry and
local expensesAvas $281.00, miking an average of $1.19 per
resident memper.

Of the _twenty-five churches in the second district reporting,
thirteeri report baptisms during the year, and twenty four prayer *
or conference meetings, and twenty three have regular pastoral
oversight. The total resident membership is 1338, and their total
contributions to pastoral cupport and local expenses was $3,887.00,
an average of $2,90 per resident member,

In the third district fourteen churches reported. Of these
seven report additions by baptism and cleven praveror conference
meetings, and eight have pastors. The total resident membership
in this district is 877 and the total contribution to support of
ministry and local expenses was $3,540.45, making an average of
$4.03 per resident member.

In the fourth district thirteen churches reported. Six of these
report baptisms, twelve report regular prayer or conference meet-
ings, and nine pastors. Their resident membership is 793, and
they contributed to pastors’salary and local expenses$1,770.88,
being an average of $2.23 per resident member,

Of the churches in the fifth district, eighteen reported, four-
teen of whom had pastors, fifteen had regular prayer or cénference
meetings and eight had additions by baptism These churches,
representing 5t4 resident members, contributed for support of
ministry and local expenses $1,182.95, or an average of $2.18 per
resident membenr.

In the sixth district twenty-six churches reported; ten report
baptisms, twenty-four prayer or conference meetings, and twenty-
one have pastors. The total contribution of these churches to
pastors’ support and local expenses was §4,126.00, and the resi-
dent membership is 997, making an average contribution of $4.18
per resident member,

Of the fourteen churches composing the seventh distriet, thir-
teen reported. Six of these veport baptism, twelve report regular
prayer or conference meetings, and the same number report
pastors. The total resident membership is 1,460, and the total
contribution to support of ministry and local expenses was $6,-
706.93, an average of $4.59 per resident member,

The total number of baptisms were 581, and the total contribu-
tions to local expenses, including pastors’salary, were $21,495.-
21, or an average of $3.43 for each of the 6,285 resident members,

Two new churches were organized during the year, and 94 of
the 118 churches reporting had pastoral care.

It is to be hoped that some means will be instituted by which
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wo shall be able to ascertain the exact number of our churches and.
reliable figures as to the resident and non-resident membership.

By a comparison with the reports of last year I find that the
baptisms of this year were less by 35 than those of last year, and
that our contributions for support of ministry and local expenses
are $1,877.52 less than last year.

This is not so discouraging as it might at first sight appear,.
seeing that one or two of our more wealthy pastorates have been
without pastors during the year, and furthermore the nocessities
for local expenditures in the way of repairs on our houses of
worship and in the erection of new ones, vary from year to year.

During the-year Revs. E, Sipprell and S. H. Shaw died. They
were men who, in theirsphere and with the ability given them of
God, did their appointed work. They have already entered into-.
the rest which remains for the people of God, and shall receive
the reward of their faithful labors. It is fitting that I should
also refer to the death of three prominent lay-members of the
Conference. Brothers Albert Palmer, L. 8. VanWart and G. F.
Atherton, have been; called to join the church triumphant, They
wera_good men and true, and in the strength of their manhood
have they been stricken down.

In as concise a manner as seemed possible to me, I have sought
to bring before you a result of the work of vur churches this
year. It is evident to the most casnal observer that with a more
improved method of gathering information from the respective
churches, we could, in our annual report, get a fuller digest of
their true condition. and you could more intelligently devise
ways and means for the better carrying on of the work committed
to your trust. It is to be hoped that in the Christian counsels of
this session, among th# many things which will require your
attention, that this one just cited may not be passed unnoticed.

In a few days we shall have gone beyond the boundary of
this denominational year and enter upon the realities of another
one. To go out and successfully meet the conflicts, and what of
discouragement or encouragement there may be for us in the un-
known of next year, if we are permitted to live, means much.

It is said of General Wolseley that when he went to cross the
plains of the Nile, for his last engagement with Arabi, that he:
secured as a guide one familiar with the course. Our Guide is
familiar with the course which we must necessarily travel. He
touches it at all its turns and has promised to be with us to the
end, If God be for us success and victory are nssured. *“The
battle is the Lord’s.” The man who has God wi'h him is the
conqueror of the world. He is impervious to assaults himself.
He will have even the stars in their courses in his behalf; and the
angels of the Lord will encamp about him. Such an one is
mightier than a Cesar on the Tiber, or a Bonaparte on the bridge,
dictating a settlement to the Czar of Russia.
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Weo shall ever cherish with grateful recollection the achieve-
ments of those who in the past were strengthened and guided by
His unerring hand, *

God was with Joshua when the walls of Jericho tottered and
fell and the city was given into his hands,

God was with the shepherd boy when with unerring acouracy
he hurled the stone from his sling which laid pulseless and pas-
sionless as marble the haughty leader of the Philistine host.

God was with Nehemiah when from the ruins of a destroyed
structure and against all the craftiness, deceit, and opposition of
his opponents, he rebuilt the walls around J. erusalem, the city
which afierwards rejected its Lord.

God was with the apostle Peter on the day of Pentecost when
before the assembled multitudes he preached the Gospel with its
saving power,

BroraEr MobERATOR :—Your Delegate appointed at the last

Session of this Conference, to bear your fraternal greetings to the
Annual General Conference of our brethren in Nova Scotia, has
2
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pleasure in reporting that he greatly enjoyed bitending to that
pleasant duty.

His first, like official visit, to the brethren of that Province, was.
made in 1858, just 37 years intervening; During this interval he
has quite frequently been sent by this Conference to mingle with
those dear christian workers, He has rejoiced, and also wept
with them. »

The hearty, soulful welcome accorded to your Delegate, espe-
cially that given by the older members of Conference, who re-
membered earlier visits, assured him that the bond of fellowship
had not lvosened since 1888 when he last met with that Confer-
ence in the beautiful town of Yarmouth.

The Annual Session of 1895 was held last month with the
church at Port La Tour, Shelburne Co., a distance of about 60
miles from Yarmouth town, which had to be travelled by carriage.
Our brethren hold a semi-annual session in June.

Your Delegate reached the seat of Conference just in time for
the Reporting meeting, and felt very much at home in again con-
veying the fraternal greetings of his Conference to his Nova.
Scotia brothers and sisters. Yes, sisters, for he found in that
Conference christian women occupying the position of delegates.
The interest manifested in the Report showed how sincerely our
brethren across the Bay appreciate the love and good will of the
New Brunswick Conference. They are in spirit and labor one
with us and rejoice in our prosperity.

In the matter of attendance I think our N, S. people exceed
us in proportion to numbers. This may be accounted for, when
it is remembered that their churches are all directly represented:
in the General Conference, not indirectly through District meet-
ings as ours are. Their deacons and Sunday school superintend-
ents are members of General Conference by virtue of their offices.
Beside these, delegates, now of both sexes, are appointed*® from
each church. These with the ministers, the officers of the Mission
Societies, officers of the Education Society, officers of the Young:
People’s Convention and the visitors made a large gathering, quite
filling the spacious and beautiful church edifice.

Our brethren are carrying on the several departments of their
denominational work with spirit and ability. The business of the:
Session was done expeditiously and with marked harmony..
Their churches are taking an increasing interest in their mission
wonk, Since they have been directly represented in India by
one of themselves, the people have come to feel that greater-
responsibilities rest upon them and they contribute more liberally.
Such is the increase in their Home Mission work, that they antici-
pate putting a missionary in the field this year, in addition to
making the usual grants to their weaker pastorates. They have
several young men attending the schools at Lawiston, preparing:
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for the work of the ministry, whom they assist somewhat through
their Education Society.

Their Sabbath Schools are reported as efficient ‘and doing good
work. They have a Convention of Young People’s Societies,
much like our own, which meet during the Session of Conference.
These Societics assist their churches in raising funds for church
needs and Mission purposes.

They are sustaining their record on the Temperance question,
and take strong ground as prohibitionists.

Their interest in the Religious Intelligencer seems unabated.
They regard it as the organ of their denomination, although many
of them take, and think highly of, that excellent paper the Morn-
ing S¥ar.

Usually a number of F, W. Baptist ministers from Massachu-
setts and Maine, and seversl of our brethren, attend the Nova
Scotia Conference, but this year the only visiting ministers pre-
sent were Rev. David Buyd, delegate from the Free W, Baptist
Maine\State Association and your delegate. Even the editor of
the Religious Intelligencer. who they almost claim to be ome of
themselves, was hindered mnaking his annual visit.

A continuation of this pleasant correspondence by delegation
was solicited, and the Rev. S. K. West, of Burrington, a brother
highly esteemed. and the Moderator of their Conference, was
appointed, whom, I am sure we are all pleased to :es with'us
to-day, and whom we heartily welcome personally and representa--
tively.

Your Delegate will not speak of numbers, or general statistics.
Of these our brother, the Nova Scotia delegate, will tell you.
He will not say what has been: done to bring ahout closer fellow-
ship and organic union of all Free Baptists, The Uélnmittee to
whom was entrusted that matter will report this at the proper
time.

Schools have much pleasure in presenting the following report on
Denominational Sabbath Schoal.work forthe year 1894-95.

1. The First District reports six schapls having 198 pupils and
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19 teachers, being 26 pupils and 6 teachers less'than reported last
year.

2. The Second District reports 18 schools having 905 pupils
and 84 teachers, being 96 pupils and 12 teachers less than reported
last year. The number of conversions in the Sabbath Schools of
this district during the year was 59.

3. The Third District reporis 11 schools, 717 pupils, 70 teachers.
and 36 conversions during the year, :

4. The Fourth District reports 12 schools, 590 pupils and 51
teachers, being a gain over last year of 4 schools and 91 pupils.
The number of conversions from the schools of this District was.
54,

5. The Fifth Distriot reports 10 schools, 326 pupils and 33
teachers, being 2 schools, 50 pupils and 6 teachers less than last
year.

Brorier MonERATOR:—Your Committes on Deceased Brethren
seldom pass through a General Conference without having to per-
form the sad duty of reporting the departure, by death, of some
-one or more of our dear brethren.

The last year has been afflictive on account of the deaths of
several prominent lay brethren, some of whom were active in the
doings of last year's session. The death, at Calcutta, of the late
-and lamented Dr, James L. Phillips, so long our worthy repres-
entative in Mission work in India, has cast a gloom over our entire
denomination. {

But a8 the work of this Committee is supposed to be confined \
to the ministry of this Conference, we will make no further refor-
«ence to others, but proceed at once to say that, during the eccles-

-~
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instical year just closed, the Master has called two of our ordained
brethren to their rest and reward.

Rev. Samuel W. Shaw, of Hartlénd, Carleton County, after
years of wasting and suffering in the flesh, quietly passed away to.
rest. He died at his homs on January 22nd, 1895, aged 62 years..
Brother Shaw was licensed by this Conference in 1876, and or-
dained in 1883. He labored more or less, here and there as
opportunity offered, mostly in the upper part of the country, He
had never been very prominent in care of churches, but in his
capacity filled his place and was made a blessing to souls. He
has gone to the home of the Holy, where we all hope to greet him
again. -

" Rev. Ezekiel Sipprell, of Somerville, Carleton Co., died at his
home, April 9th, 1895, at the advanced age of 96 years. This
patriarch of our denomination was probably, at the time of his
death, the oldest minister of the Gospel in the Dominion of
Canada, Ho was one of the earliest ploneer settlers on the St.
John river above this town.

This denomination was organized in 1832, then having but two
ordained ministers, with the name of ‘“New Brunswick Christian
Conference.” By June, 1835, the number of elders had increased:
to eight. Our deceased brother was one of the six added between
1832 and 1835, and was ordained probably, in 1833, or possibly-
1834, quite soon, however, after his marriage, which was in 1833,
He had been an ordained minister of the Gospel with this people-
sixty odd years.

He was well known and highly respected throughout our whole:
denominational field. He labored mostly as an Evangelist, but
as lonz ago as 1852 when the Conference was divided into.
““Districts of Care,” Elder Sipprell had for his district *the
Beckagurmic church and Creek Settlement charch,” as shown by
the minutes of Conference of that year.

He possessed the tenderness of real strength and the
strenith of real tenderness. He could no more bear with a sham
than he could be a sham himself. He believed the Gospel to be
God's spell for man, able to save all who would believe in Christ:
Sanguine in temperament and faithful in duty during the prime:
of.his life, he was always an inspiration to his brethren, Often.
during his life of labor amongst us, when things were heavy and:
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the outlook darlk, he has been like a prophet of the morning, fore-
telling brighter days. But with “Uncle Zekel,” as he was by so
many called, all the dark times are over, forever over. He has
entered the brightness and the sweet rest of the Saints of the
Most High God. Though heis dead he yet speaketh. May God
bless his memory to the good and encouragement of us, who are
younger, and who now have the care of the churches in our hearts.

Missions, submittedth e following Report : g

Report of the Executive for Foreign Missions.
' BrortHER MoDERATOR:—The year has been ome of progress in
the field of Missions, “Thy Kingdom come,” is more and more
the burden of the Church’s prayer—and the kingdom is extending
steadily and even rapidly. -

Any report on Foreign Missions to this Cenference would be
incomplete which did not make mention of the lamented death of
our first missionary, Dr..J. L, Phillips, which occurred in June
last. In 1864 he visited the Conference, held that year at Fred-
ericton. He was then a young man of twenty-four years, and had
just completed his medical studies, and awaiting an opening to go
o India, the land of his birth and his love—* My dear India,” as
he was wont to call it, Up to that time the Conference had not
done anything, in an organized way, for Foreign Missions. The

. presence of the young man, filled with the spirit of missions and
eager to be in the Eeld, seemed to be a call of God to our people
to have a share in the work. A Foreign Mission Spciety was
organized, and Dr. Phillips became the missionary of the society
—the first foreign missionary sent and supported by the Free
Baptists of this Province. In the autumn of that year (1864) he
sailed for India, reaching there afler a tedious and perilous
voyage of several months. - Ten years later he visited this country.
He and Mis, Phillips were at the Conference held at Millstream,
K. Co., in 1875. It was then that Mrs, Phillips organized the
Woman's Foreign Mission Society, which for twenty years has
been doing such excellent work.

1n 1878 he ceased to be the missionary of this Conference,
having at that time become Principal of the India Bible School.
But he never ceased to have an interest in our work, nor did our
people lose their interest in him. In many of our churches his
voice has been heard pleading, as few men could plead, that the:
utmost be done to send the Gospel to the heathen.

From 1890 to the time of his death he was Secretary of the
India Sunday School Union, the ‘duties of which position took
him into every part of India, and enabled him to do much of the
head work of his life. - In  his death India lost one of its best
known, ablest and most influential missionaries. He was con-
sumed of zeal for the spread of Christ’s kingdom. Worn with
much work he went to the hills for a brief rest, but from there he-
passed to the eternal rest. Of his going away his wife writes :

¢ Up among the most sublime mountain rangein the world,
the grand old Himalayan, coyered with the eternal snows, he came

‘to look down upon India prganized into Sunday School Unions,
containing 5,000 Sunday Schools, 10,000 teachers, and 200,000:

pupils, largely natives, and then to have the blessed call to come:
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ap higher still. One brief weel of terrible physical suffering, and
on June 25th, at 10 a, m., he cast ne triumphant look upward
and seemed to say, “ I'm coming Lord,” and he was forever with-
hs Saviour. One moment in the valley and the shadow of death,:
the next in the heavenly home. According to his oft repeated

request that there should be no mourning, no fashionable funeral

flowers when he was called hence, a cross and crown of brighit.
flowers lay on his casket, and the Church waa draped in white:
with green wreaths,

The Congregation sang his favorite hymn “ Precious Jewels,”
and old friends spoke of the laborer who was at rest, and of the
harvest ready for new reapers.

In the silence of the mountains there is a new grave. In the
choir of Heaven there is a new voice, and the children’s friend is
keeping the pearly gates ajar for them. '

From: his deep devotion and consuming zeal are there mnot.
lessons for us to learn of what our Lord expects of ‘us in: conge-
crated service for the salvation of the world ?

Reports from the Free Baptist Mission in India are,in the
main, encouraging. Two good signs are especially noted ; 1, the
hopefulness of the workers, both native and foraign ; and 2, the
readiness of the people to listén to the Gospel, and to admit its
beauty and power. ‘The readiness:of the native christians to
engage in christian work is very encouraging. Saved themselves,
they are anxious to spread the Gospel.

The report of Mrs. Boyer's work is appended. Inaddition she
writes thus: “1It seems to me that year by year the care and
responsibility in regard to the boys, increases. But I love the
work none the less. It is impossible: for people at home to know
what it is to contend with the powers of darkness, as they are
found in this country. At least it would have heen impossible
for me to imagine it. But 1 am thankful that I am counted
worthy fo do- even a little to make India better. It is ‘taking-
intelligent human beings (but. in some respects not as good as
brutes) and trying to make men of them. It is not the lack of
homes and comforts that makes lifo hard here ; it is the fighting
against such fearful odds.” :

Last year it was thought that Mrs. Boyer would this year come
home for needed rest. - But her love for the work keeps her at her
difficult post. She writes: ““I shall probably stay here another
year, unless you send for me. Sometimes I think I shall never:
leave unless you do send for me.”

The contributions of the Churches this year have been sufficient.
to meet the obligations assumed’ by the Executive. This is
pleasing, - But the fact which we need to consider is that what we
undertake to:do. is far below!what wo are able to do, therefore
below iwhat'our Lord requires of us. :

+ Besides'.what'is done by ‘the Conference and the: Woman's
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Society, it is gratifying to be able to report that the Young
People’s Societies have undertaken to provide funds for the India
Orphanage, which work was commended to them by the Confer-
ence at its last session. It is hoped they may succeed in all they
have undertaken in behalf of this good and much needed work.
For the ensuing year the Executive recommends that an earnest
offort be made to considerably increase thecontributions to Foreign
Missions. ¢ Freely ye have received, freely give.”

Mrs. Boyer's Report.

Noumpers.-~Including boarders, there are forty-five children in
the orphanage. 'Lhis year a number of children have been sup-
ported here by parents and friends for the sake of the school
privileges to be obtained in Balasore.

SuprorT.—It has been a great emcouragement that so many
persons and societies at home have adopted orphans. Some of the
children are much interested, and ask many questions concerning
the persons adopting them. Most of the “jpromising” children
have been adopted, but there still remain quite a number who
cannot be considered promising, that is, they do not give promise
of ability to become mission workers. If any person or society
wishes fo support a boy who is dull, or slow, or naughty, I will
e glad to supply one. The rates are the same as for good boys.

IMPROVEMENT.— Affairs, temporal and spiritual, have gone on

about as usual. Reviewing the year I recognize improvement.
Only one has been baptized, butthe lives and testimonies of others
give me hope that more will soon be ready to publicly acknow-
ledge Christ. Since the Mission High School was opened, I
notice an increased interest in their studies on the part of my
older boys. Nearly all of them are anxious to enter it. Four
attend now and probably as many more will he able to enter next
year.
New Quarters.—In November we moved from the high school
to the old mission house, then under repairs, Our ordinary
zoutine of work was increased hy the necessity of removing
numerous heaps of broken bricks, lime and plaster, which were
well strewed over the place. The boys went to work with a will,
even the little twins carrying off’ bricks on their heads, and now
we are all much pleased with our newly repaired house and clean
compound.

InpUsTRY.—Making their clothes, studying their lessons and
doing the other work required of them, keep the boys fairly buay.
“There is a systematic division of labor, but that does not always
insure that there will be plenity of drinking water, that there will
e sufficient wood cut, that the brass dishes will be well scoured,
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or'that the lanterns will be filled and trimmed by the eveming
study hour. The most rigid rules do not prevent these young
people from strewing their clothes over the compound, leaving
their mats where the cows eat them, and losing their books and
slates ; but they are not the only persons who do the things they
-ought not to do, and leave undone the things they should do.

Tre Bovs' MissioN Soroor.—This school numbers ninety-three,
the majority of whom are Christians. Boys graduated from here
are ready to enter our Christian High Sehool. The teachers are,
for the most part, painstaking, and the sehool hasa good reeord.

Tae Russer. MeMoriaL Scmoor.—-This interesting school is
«composed of little boys. They learn to read the Primer and begin
numbers. They learn writing on the hard mud floor with a soap- .
stone pencil, A good Christian woman has charge. She is fond
of the little ones, and takes good care of them. She tells me that
she is part nurse and part teacher.

Youna Mens’ Merring.—The Young Men's meeting is still held
here. Nearly all present take part, and the meetings are inter-
esting. The young men still keep up their Hindu Sunday
Schools,’ One young man who walked four miles to his Sunday
School, died during the year. C. I. Bovr.

Rev. F. C. Hartley, A. B, from the Executive for Home
Missions, submitted the following Report :

Report of Home Mission Executive.

BroraER MODERATOR :—In presenting another Annual Report:
your Executive desire to express gratitude to Almighty God. His
thoughts have been large toward us and our work. We have
indeed abundant reason to be thankful.

It is the purpose of this Report to set before you as clearly
and as concisely as possible just what your Executive have endea-
vored to accomplish during the past year ; Second, how well they
have succeeded in accomplishing their desires; and third, to
offer a few thoughts and suggestions as to the better development.
of this most important branch of our work.

The Executive has been convened five times during the year.
At each of these sesgions our best attention has been given to the
formulating of plans for the development of our interests and to
the consideration of the many applications from the different
pastorates #nd pastors. Beside the business transacted at these
different sessions considerable has been done by way of correspon-
dence. <

It is with extreme sadness that the Executive refers to the great
loss sustained in the death of one of its foremost and most highly
esteemed members. Bro. G. F. Atherton was a good man, deeply
interested in our cause and possessed of more than ordinary good
sense and executive ability. We have missed his counsels much
and would desire to place on record our appreciation of his true
worth as a fellow laborer.

First, the Executive have endeavored, by the engagement of a
regular missionary during the entire year, to assist pastors in
special work and to look after some of our weak and scattered inter-
ests. It has also been our desiro to assist the young men who are
coming up among us, having the ministry in view, by encouraging
them in their efforts to continue their studies by means of the
remuneration received during summer vacation. We believe our
Yyoung men cannot do better fer themselves than to engage during
the summer in regular pastoral work, for in so doing they gain
spiritual strength, cultivate latent ability and get better acquain-
ted with our people. We have furthermore continued the policy
of previous years in assisting by money grants such pastorates as
were unable, without aid, to secure pastors ; and also to make
arrangements by which weak and ‘isolated: churches might receive
pastoral oversight from ministers laboring on adjoining fields, but.
who could not he-expected to extend care to these churches with-
out some remuneration, e b

satisfa
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Second, how the Executive have succoeded in putting their
plans into execution. Your Executive have been able to keep a
general missionary in the field during the entire year. Bro., the
Rev. T. 0. DeWitt, who did considerable work for the Executive
last year, has been under its control during the present year. As.
he has gone from place to place his labors have been signally
owned and blessed of God. His work for the year may be seen
in the following brief outline : ’

The month of November was spent on Deer Island, principally
with the church at Lambert's Cove ;. Leaving Deer Island Bro.
DeWitt proceeded to Bear Tsland, York Co. At this place a good
work of grace was enjoyed, nine were baptized and others much
helped. In February Brown's Flat was visited, and before leaving'
this place the missionary baptized twelve persons and added nine-
teen to the fellowship of the church ; he also extended some care
to the cause at Westfield, where they are trying to erect for
themselves a house of worship, At this place eight were baptized.
After spending a few days in 3t John, west, assisting the pastor
in special work there, Bro. DeWitt visited Flewelling’s wharf,
Oak Point, and here he baptized four, and five were added to the
church, Just at this time Bro, J. McKenzie, of Blissville,
required assistance in earrying on the work so well begun by him.
Bro. DeWitt went to his aid, they labored hard and earnestly.
God wonderfully blessed the people and an extensive revival was
the result. At Blissville and Mill Settlement Bro. DeWitt
baptized thirty-seven persons. He also visited the village of
Clarendon, and held services there ; as a result, eight persons:

- were baptized and a new church organized. The church at
Lincoln having requested aid from the Executive, Bro, DeWitt,
was next directed to this place. Here also he enjoyed revivalt
nine were baptized. Bro. DeWitt also reports having organized
six Y. P, 8, C. Endeavor in conuection with the churches visited.

In the month of June Rev. Samuel Perry was sent by the:
Executive to the village of Bethamy ; during his visit to that
locality he baptized four persons and organized a small church of
eleven members ; he has since extended care to this church and it
is hoped that the new interest may develop and be the means (of"
promulgating Free C. Baptist doctrine in that locality.

In assisting the young men your Executive have done what
they could. Bro, Frank Currier, who was graduated during the-
year from Dalhousie University, was by the efforts of the Execu-
tive engaged during the year on the Corn Hill, Peticodiac circuit.
Bro, Arthur Paul, who ‘studied during part of the year at St.
Martins, was engaged for the remainder of the year on Deer
Island.  Report and a personal visit to this cirenit show most
satisfactory work done there by this young brother. ‘

Licentiate L. A. Fenwick, an under-graduate at Acadia Univer-
sity, was at the expiration of the term offered a mission in the




third district but he prefered to do what he could in the way of
helping the weak churches in his own district, the sixth, and has
done so with, we trust, good results.

In addition to those already mentioned. the Executive have
given assistance to the following circuits: In the first District, to
the Fort Fairfield and Rowena-Aurtherett pastorates, Revs. J. N.
Barnes and E. B. Gray have labored on these fields, both report
steady care exercised and fair interests.

In the third District the ®tanley church, which, by reason of
its isolated position forms a pastorate by itself, has received
assistance from the Executive. Bro. H. A, Bonnell reports good
-and regular services and a commencement made during the year
on a parsonage which, when completed, should help to make this
church self sustaining.

The Oromocto-Rusagornish circuit, in the fourth District,
-appealed at the beginning of the year for a grant to enable them
to retain and support their pastor of the pravious year, Bro. S. J.
Perry. A small giant was made the circuit and we feel that the
expenditure was a gpod and profitable one. Bro. Perry sends a
most ample and satisfactory report. He has preached twelve
times each month, attended forty-two couferences during the
year, and administered the Lord’s supper thirty-nine times, beside
-attending regular and conducting special services, At Oromocto
the cause has been much revived and ecleven baptized. Af
Victoria one was baptized and eighteen added to the church. In
the sixth district'the church at Moncton received a continuation
«of its previous grant. This is asmall but plucky church and one
worthy of support. The Grand Manan circuit has been assisted.
‘[his year on this circuit at' Grand Harbor, twenty-two have been
Dbaptized.

Individual churches, mnot included in the afore mentioned
Ppastorates, have been helped by the Fxecutive as follows: In the
-gecond district at Gordonville and River Bank, Rev. J. J. Barnes
d8 pastor of the former church and Rev. Gideon Swim has labored
with the latter. At Gordonsville four men were baptized and
-added to the church.

In the fourth District Rev. W. R, Reud received a grant for
-extending care to the community at Little Lake. He writes of

\ these people that they are few poor scattered and in a great
measure shut off from all gospel privilege, to help such people is
missionary work in very deed.

Two churches in the sixth District applied for and received
‘help from the Executive, The churches at Erb Settlement and at
Newtown, Bro A. H. McLeod is pastor at the former place and
Bro. B. H. Nobles atthe latter. At Newtown three were baptized
-and five added to the church.

' By way of brief summary it may be stated that your Executive
have, during the year, extended oare to thirty-nine churches, n
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addition to these two new churches have beer organized by its
missionaries. These churches report 231 baptisms with a total
addition of 165 members, ]

It will be seen from this report that a considerable amount of
Home Mission ‘work has been done during the year and much
good has resulted. We have, however, fallen far short of attain.
ing that much coveted position, so frequently referred to in past
reports, when all our churches shall receive regular pastoral care
and one or more men be constantly ready to render assistance to
regular pastors, to build up weak interests and to take advantage-
of every opportunity to extend our borders.

In closing this report your Executive desire to express a few-
thoughts @nd suggestions :

(a) That the incoming Executive should be sustained by the-
prayers, sympathy and liberal contributions of all our people.

(6) That this Conference recommend each District meeting, at.
its Annual Session, to give some attention to the proper grouping
of the churches in its orders. This work cannot be done at once,
changes wiay be necessary and new groupings found more
convenientt ; but if it is attended to, from time to time, in a few
years an equitable well defined and satisfactory arrangement will
result, :

(¢) That when a call is given to a minister from a circuit to
become its pastor, it should include every church in the cireuit,
and the pastor and stronger churches should make some arrange-
ment whereby the weak churches shall recoive soms of the pastor’s
care and time., This should be done when possible without.
seeking aid from the Home Mission Executive, This would
place the Executive in a better position to care for weak circuits.

(@) That the Home Mission Executive (or some other power):
should have a more general and better acknowledged oversight of
our whole field. There should be some recognized authority with.
which the circuits might consult in making their arrangements.
Our present methods are altogether too loose, and we believe that
if some suthority were recognized in these matters much good
would result, not only to our churches but also to the ministry.
As in the past, so in the future of our denomination, Home
Mission must play a considerable part.  The prospect is bright, as.
bright as are God’s promises. If we are only willing on our part
to'seek that readiness to spend and be spent so essential to
success, Gotl will surely give abundant opportunity for usefulness.
and crown our efforts with success,

Report of the Corresponding Secretary.
Mps. PRESIDENT AND SISTERS .—Another year with all its

opportunities-and responsibilities is past, and we meet to-day in
our Twentieth Annual Session. What hath God wrought# The
language of our hearts to-day is, “Bless the Lord O my Soul and
forget not. all His benefits.” In reviewing the work in the
Foreign Field we find that all the departments are being carried
on successfully as far as the means at command of the mission-
aries will allow. Yet the lack of means and of workers hinders
the work as it should not, Truly the “harvest is great. but the
laborers are few.” During the past year the missionaries have
been blessed with good health, The most important event of the
year, in the equipment of the Mission, is the establishment of the
High School, projected by our lamented Bro. Boyer. This
promises to be a valuable auxiliary to the work.

Our Sister Gaunce is fairly at work. She has done well in
acquiring the language and in being nelpful in the work. She
has now in her care the Hindoo Gixl's Schools and the Bible
Women's work, once in charge of our Sister Hooper. Beside,
Miss Gaunce has the care of a children's gervice and Sabbath
Shool work, also doing the many little things and helping in any
and every way she can, Sister Boyer speaking of her says : She
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thas good health and is a great comfort to her. - They have g
peaceful happy home together, Mrs, Boyer adds, that she helps
her with the boys sewing class in the morning and advises and
4alks with the boys who are very fond of her. /

'Tis needless to speak further of her work here as I have
appended full and satisfactory reports from her and Sister Boyer,
who still has charge of our work at Ujurda.

During the year one great sorrow came to the Mission, and our
own hearts were stricken as well, by the sudden removal from the
chufch militant to the church Triumphant of our beloved Dr,
Phillips. When the sad news reached us, instantly our hearts
went out in sympathy and love to the brave, patient, lonely,
heart-stricken wife at Calcutta, whom to know was to love, and
we felt like exclaiming : Truly, “God moves in a mysterious
way "

It is, as you know, to Dr. and Mrs, Phillips that our Woman’s
Mission Society owes its origin, and ever since they have evinced
a deep interest in its work. After a brief but severe illness Dr,
Phillips died of fever on the 25th day of last June. Unto our
saddened hearts comes these words, “Be still and know that I am
God.” Let each ‘one of us emulate his zeal and follow his
example as he followed the Master'’s, who said, “Go yo into all
the world and preach the Gospel.”

Home Work.—At our last Annual Session a grant of $50.00 .
was made to the Executive of the Conference Home Mission
‘Society, and we hope to continue the same, as for the pr ent, we
consider it the wiser way of helping in the Home Missio work.
Some money was also raised in the Second District and expended
by their own District Society.

Sisters | Are we doing all the Master requires? Are we obeying
as we should the divine command, “Go ye into all the world ang
preach the Gospel.”

Truly the laborers are fow. What we, as a Society, need is a
man and his wife to go out to the aid of. our Sister Gaunce when

Miss Gaunce’s Report,

DE4R Sisrrrs :— After reading last year’s Report of the Corres-
ponding Secretary, wherein she expressed regret that no direct
report had been received from me, I was sorry I had not sent one,
My reasons for not doing so were : I had written frequently to
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the Woman’s Columu of my work, impressions of the people,
eto., and therefore had not considered a report necessary.

The first year, as you know, is chiefly devoted to the study of
the language, and in getting acquainted with the people and
customs of the country. Besides my studies, for some months,
taught two hours per day.

At the beginning of this year I began Sunday . School work.
Early in the morning I accompany one of the boys to a school,
about a mile distant. The people of this village are not only
very ignorant bub poor. At first a number of women used to-
come and listen, but gradually they are falling off. On my return
from this school, which is about 8 a. m., I conduct the children’s.
gervice. At first I was assisted by a Bible woman, but for several
months have been working independently. The children belong
to the Christian community. The average attendance is about
forty.

During the cold season, at the close of this meeting, went to
another Hindoo school, but, as it became warmer, was obliged to
hold it Saturday evening By making the change I find I have
a larger attenidance, as several of the boys had to go to their
work, which was watching cows, in the morning. Among the
pupils is ome girl who is desirous of becoming a Christian.
During theweek she is being instructed by one of the Zenana
teachers. .

My English class, which moets in the afternoon, has been
organized into an L B. R. A. (International Bible Reading Asso-
ciation). Several of the number have removed from the station,
thus leaving me with a very small class,

Through the week my time has been largely occupied with my
studies and assisting in the sowing class. Lately I have been
accompanying Miss Phillips to the Hindoo schools, with the view
of undertaking that work. This week I began going alone, go
out about 2 p. m. and return about five. 1 thigk I shall like this
work, although I know there will be trials and%discouragements,
yet, “How sweet to know,

The trials, that we cannot comprehend
Have each their own divinely purposed end.”

And that the more complefe our union with Christ, the more do
we realize His abiding presence, which is sufficient to satisfy
évery need of the soul.

Pray that this year His blessing may abundantly rest upon the
work here, and that your representative may be filled with the

Spirit.

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Mrs. Boyer’s Report of work at Ujurda.

Mrs. C.I. Boyer in charge. Native Helpers.
Umesn Sixe (1893)§Pastor.
One Colporteur. One 8chool Teacher.

Though Ujurda does not Teport increase by baptism, improve-
‘ment is stamped on everything connected with this interestin
little village. Umesh Sing, one of our young Bible Schoo!
graduates, has been pastor during the year, ~He and Punti Barik,
who was the head man in the village before he became a Christian,
visit the surrounding villages every morning, and the bazaars and
markets as often as possible.

Coumuniry.—Ujurda is a farming community. Most of the
‘Chfistians are poor, Very foew raise enough rice to last them
through the year. They catch and sell fish, raise vegetables, and
sell baskets to support themselves. Hindu and Christian homes
are side by side in this village, making it easier for the Christians
to influence their heathen noighbors and harder for the Hindus to
stop all intercourse with the Christians, as they would often gladly
do. The landowners who might have seriously hindered the
spread of Christianity, have rather encouraged it than otherwise,
They will be rewarded for this, for the Christians are taught to -
pay their rents rogularly, and to eultivate their fields more indus-
triously.

TuprovEMENTS.— Among the improvements it is noticeable that

6 Christians can understand and appropriate Christian teaching
better. They have learned to take their special needs to the Lord

iin prayer. It is very different from the Hindu way of counting
beads and calling Ram ! Ram! A woman prayed earnestly that
God would help her little girl to learn well in school, A man
asked that the remains of Hinduism might be completely taken
from his heart. They pray and work for the conversion of their
Hindu neighbors, Their temporal improvement is not loss, They

thave improved in manners and appearance, and they cook better,

thanks to Umesh, who does nof consider such things beneath a
pastor’s care,

AN INNOCENT MisTARE.—There was a distribution of clothes
and other presents at Christmas, They were hung on a branch
Dlanted in the school yard. The people sat on the green grass,
Many Hindug came to look on. They said we worshipped
Jagganath the same as they did ; that we all sat round a 7een tree
and worshipped it. Woe had very innocently selected the ez on
account of its pretty foliage ; but it seems that Jagganath is made
from that very wood. Next Year we will use another tree for our

«celebration,

QUARTERLY MEETING.
The great event of the Yyear was the Quarterly Meeting held af
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Ujurda for the first time. The Christians had been looking for-
ward to it for months, They threshed rice, cut down fire wood,
and even raised chickens, in anticipation of the event. The
delegates and visiting brethren were numerous, but the hospitality
of the Ujurda Christians knew no bounds. They acted as if they
were entertaining angels. One old man who makes a living by
selling baskets went five miles after the preacher whom he wished
to entertain, and brought him and his bundles triumphantly home:
with him. I asked the old man to take another delegate and
offered to pay his board. Though very poor he indignantly
refused the money, but said, “Give me one or two more men, I
will take them gladly : but I would eat no food and wear no cloth,
rather than take board for them.”

Tue Hixpus.—Before the meetings commenced, the Hindu :

villagers had a meeting, and forbade any of their number to enter
the mission compound. They also agreed to ferbid the Christians
to enter their houses. But when the big tent went up, when Mr.
Coldren arrived with a bicycle, and Mr. Wyman with a horse,
when to these wongders was added the magic lantern display, their
curiosity overcame all their scruples, and they poured into the
compound by scores. Ah! Then the gospel was literally poured
over them. They heard the pure and simple story in season and
out of season. It was sung to them and preached to them, and
presented to their imaginations through the magic lantern, They
filled the tent during the services and heard what they never had
before in their lives—prayer offered, and for them ! The delegates
visited all the houses, preaching and praying, and were admitted.
People from distant villages came in crowds every night to see the
magic lantern. An old Brahman after hearing the old, old story,
said, “If we attended to this there would be no Brahman and no
Sudra.” The rich landowners came too, and heard of the way of
salvation from the lips of our devoted Sachi. Villagers, visiting
brethren, and missionaries, enjoyed exceedingly the Quarterly
Meeting at Ujurda. A season of holy joy it was, in the sunshine
of His presence.
UJURDA SCHOOL.

The school ‘at Ujurda was once large, but after Punti was
baptized, the Hindus, in fear, took their children away. I then
dismissed the Hindu teacher and employed a Christian woman.
The former teacher was a young landowner at Ujurda. After
leaving the school he became engaged in business for another
landowner. He came to me during Quarterly Meeting, and said
that he could not conduct his present business honestly, and
though he was making much money, he preferred to take a lower
salary and keep a clear conscience. I gladly gave him the school

. again, and he has brought in twenty-four children who learn the
‘catechism and receive religious instruction, This young teacher
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studies the Bible with Umesh. He has proved a staunch friend
to us, and very helpful to our interests in Ujurda. During
Quarterly Meeting he was called to Balasore on business. So
anxious was he to attend the meetings that he walked the twenty-
eight miles from Balasore to Ujurda in nine hours, reaching home,
at eleven Saturday night. He was present at the meetings
Sunday. And he is a heathen, so called !

Shortly after the young landowner, Sri Hori, took charge of the
Ujurda school, the Ujurda people themselves sent their children
again, the first time since Punti Barik was baptized. The neigh-
bouring village had been less foarful. Another teacher became
necessary and Donna Barik, the youngest son of old Soni the
first christian, was engaged. He has proved a most faithful
teacher. Dear old Soni’s last prayer was for this son, and the
young man promised his dying father that he would become a
christian. . As yet he has not openly broken caste. Umesh gives
religious instruction in the school.

Recently Ujurda has passed through her first real trial from
Hindus. Tt was in connection with a fow acros of land purchased
hy the Mission and rented to the poor Christians. A lawsnit
against us proved unavailing, but vie man sowed rice on the
disputed land and the reaping time has not yet come. With
right on ovr side and by the help of our Christian brethren we
hope the matter will be Justly settled. It certainly must end in

establishing our claims more firmly and there may be many bless-
ings in disguise in this troublesome lawsuit.

BIBLE WOMEN, .

One of our Bible women, Adjudya, Joseph’s wife, was trans-
ferred to Santepore with her husband, in January. She has
continued her work there, visiting the Sanlat and Hindu villages
about Santepore, where there is an excellent opportunity for
work. Jumna, the gentle, quiet mother in Israel, Uma, of
irreproachable character, and Morni, Dannie’s wife, are the other
women employed. Funds were sent by a sister for the support of
another Bible woman. A suitable woman was not available just
then but a man was, an elderly converted Brahmin, whom the
missionaries wished to €mploy as a travelling bookseller and
preacher. By their advice the funds sent were appropriated for
the support of this mun. He has proved a valuable and efficient
worker, selling many Bibles, hymn books and tracts. Many of
his books are supplied Ly the kindness of “Alpha” of Carleton,

Our sisters have much'to be thankful for in the fvay their work
has progressed, as secn by the report of the Ujurda  work.
