KING OF SAXONY DEAD.

Albert Passed Mly Thursday Evening.

Dresden, Saxony, June 19.—King Albert

died at 8.05 p, m. today.
s

King Albert of Saxony was born April
23, 1828, the eldest son of King Johann
and Queen Amalie, daughter of King
Maximilian I of Bavaria. He succeeded
to the throae at the death of his father,
October 29, 1873, and was married on
June 18, 1853, to Queen Karola, daughter
of Prince Gustav of Vasa. The royal
house of Saxony counts amongst the old-
est reigning families in Europe. Heinrich
of Eilenburg, of the family -of Weltin,
was margrave of Meissen  1089-1103; he
was succeeded ‘by his son, Heinrich (1103-
1123) and Konrad the Great (1123-1156),
well known in Saxon history. The house
subsequently spread intoe numerous
branches, the eldest of which, called the
Ernestine line, is represented by the ducal
families of Saxe Altenburg, Saxe Coburg-
Gotha and SaxeMeiningen and the grand
ducal family of Saxe-Weimar; while the
youngest, the Albertine line, lives in the
rulers of the kingdom of Saxony. In 1806
the Elector Friedrich August IIT (1763
1827) on entering the Confederation of the
Rhine, assumed the title of King of Sax-
ony, which was confirmed in 1815. ‘The
predecessors of the present king were
Friedrich August [ (1806-1827), Anton
(1827-1836), Friedrich August II (1836-
1854), Johann (1854-1873.) King Albert
received a thorough military education and
ttook part in the Danish war of 1848. He
fought also on the side of the Austrians|

in the disastrous battle of Sandowa in

1866 and likewise in the Franco-German
avar in the operations before Metz and the
operations which terminated in the sur-
render of Napoleon at Sedan, and the
siage of Paris, when he held the right
bLank of the Seine. Oa the conclusion of
the war he was made field marshal and in-
apector-general of the German ammy. His
heir-is his brother, Prince George.

An isthmian canal, while not yet abso-
lutely assured, is nearer construction than
ever. The senate today, by a majority
of eight, voted the Spooner substitute for
the Hepburn Nicaragua canal bill. After
two amendments to the measure had been
adopted, one providing for a commission
to supervise the construction of the canal
and the other providing for the issuance
of . $130,000,000 of two per cent. gold bonds
to raise money with which to construct
the waterway, it was passed by a vote of
67 to aix.,

It has been evident for several days that
the ‘Spooner substitute, which in brief
provides that the president shall select the
Paname route if he can obtain a clear
title to the Panama Canal Company’s
property but, otherwise, he shall adopt
the Nicaragua route, would command the
votes of a majority of the senate. The
Panama route was considered more desir-
able by the senate than the Nicaragua
route. The only question left open is the
ttitle to the property, and that the presi-
dent will determine if the house should
adopt the senate’s amendment to its bill.

Revolutionists Hold Cuidad Bolivar.

Washington, June 19.—The state depert-
ment has received a cablegram from Min-
ister Bowen, dated Caracas today, Te-
porting upon the authority of the Vene-
zuelan minister for foreign affairs, that
the revolutionists are in possession of
Ciudad Bolivar but" that there is no block-
ade of the Orinoco river.

Royal Military College Exercises.

TROOPS ORDERED OUT.

Paterson Strike Riot Troubles Spread to
Other Places-- Firemen's Hose Scatters
Mob.

New York, June 19.—All but three of
the silk mills in Hudson county (N. dJ.)
have closed down. About 10,000 hands
are out of employment and the number
will likely reach 13,000. The immediate
cause was the dyers’ strike riot in Pafer-
son. The majonity of the proprietors
feared an outbreak and decided to close
down.

The trouble came this afternooa when
500 men and women gathered at Simons’
mill. Police Captain Knight and his five
men, with a few citizens, kept the mob
in check until the fire depanrbment was

e

called out. The firemen turned eight
stréams of water on the crowd and scat-
tered Jit.

Newark, N.: J., June 20.—Governor

Murphy at midnight ordered a part of the
first regiment of infantry and the first
troop to erson to preserve order. The
troops will be put on guard duty at the
mills before they open at 7 o’clock this
morning.

FRANCE SECURES KATAL.

Buys Promontory Near Hong Kong--Eng-
lish Reported Disturbed.

.

Chicago, June 19—A despatch from
Yokahama, says the French have pur-
chased ‘the promontory of Katal, near
Macao, a Portuguese settlement in the
vieinity of Hong Kong. The point was
secured for $120,000 for the ostensible pur-
pose of establishing a naval hospital for
the use of the French fleet in oriental
waters. This promontory commands the
approach to Linton Bay and part of Hong
Kong harbor. The English at Hong Kong
are much disturbed and have protested
to the Pekin government that the sale
should not have been tmade. i It is feared
France will fortify Katal, .as. they have
had no opportunity during the past three
years of strengthening their position in
Southern China.

Two Smallpox Cases at Hawkshaw.

of smallpox have been discovered at
Hawlkshaw and the houses have been
quarantined. Dodtor Owen went to

Hawkshaw this afternoon and examined
Mrs. Morgan Mason and Mrs. Thomas
Thompson and pronounced both as suf-
fering from smallpox. The houses were
immediately quarantined. More houses
will probably be quarantined as many vis-
ited the two infected families during the
past week. Doctor - Mullin, Aof Frederic-
ton, is expected in the morning.

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ACCUSED KEPT COOL.

'Maintained His Bright and Cheerful
Appearance — Strong Addresess
by Counsel for Defence and Prose-
cution — The Judge's Charge
Favorable.

Barrington, N. 8., June 17.—(Special)—
The, thial’ of Julius Rill, charged with the
murdér of Nathan Kaplan at QClark’s
Harbor, was begun to day. Court -afyen-
ed here at 10 o’clock this morning, Judge

Ritchie presiding. There are two criminal

cases for trial, the King vs. Julius Rill,
murder, and the King vs. Henry Hartley,
rape.

The grand . jury were sworn and the
judge addressed them to the effect that
they were not to try the cases but rather
to inquire whether there was sufficient
evidence to put the prisoners on trial for
the crimes of which they were accused.
He gave them a resume of the evidence
taken before the magistrate in the mur-
der case and in substance told them that
it was to a great extent circumstantial
but, as the crime was the most serious in
the calendar they should consider it very
carefully and with this end in view that
the matter should be thoroughly sifted
by placing the accused on his trial:

The jury retired and at 2.15 p. m. re-
turned finding a true bill against Rill. The
charge was read to the prisoner to which
he pleaded not guilty. .

Proceeding to swear a petit jury, several
were objected to bur finally 12 were
sworn.

The attorney-general vpened to the jury
in an eloquent address. Fe pointed out
to them the enormity of the offence and
gave them the points which he expected
to prove, in an able and clear manner.
He called attention to the fact that the
majesty of the law must be upheld but
that, although he was there as the repre-
sentative of the crown, yet he was nob
there to secure a conviction under any
cincumstances, but to see that every and
all facts were brought out to the end
that justice might be satisfied.

James A. McKay was then sworn. His
evidence was only as to the plan of the
place where the murder was commibtted,
made by him as government land survey-
or. The plan was received as evidence.

Max Schnoairson, Stillman Smith and
Lucinda Goodwin were examined. Of this
Schnairson took up the gréater time, giv-
ing the story of his finding of the body
and conversation with Rill, etc. The others
merely confirmed the finding of the body.

A true bill was found in the rape case.

Court adjourned till:tomorrow at 9 a.

m.

Barrington, N. 8., June 18—(Special)—At
the trial of Julius Rill, in the Kaplen mur-
der case this morning, the prisoner ap-
peared to be cheerful, and one would
gather from his manner that he does not
comprehend the position in which - he
stands. His age is given as 16, and he
looks even younger. He is carefully and
neatly dressed, has a nice face and alto-
gether apparently is the Jlast person one
would think capable of the act of which
he is accused.

He sits generally quietly in the dock
and appears most unconcerned. Once or
twice, however, he leaned over the rail
with an eager look on his face, betraying
the interest he is taking.

Jas. M. MecLean, K. C., for the defence,
asked that all witnesses except the doctors
and Detective Powers -be excluded from
the room. This being done, the examina-
tion for the crown was proceeded with,
and about 20 witnesses were examined.

The story, as attempted to be proven
by the crown today, is: Max Schnairson,
who had been down town and was return-
ing to his boarding house on the evening
of October 7th, about 8.30 o’clock, noticed,
on going by Kaplan’s store, that the light
was burning and door open. He started
to go in the shop, and discovered Kap-
lan’s body.

He procured assistance and had the in-
jured man taken inside and laid on the
counter. Doctors Brown and Freeman
were summoned and found he had - been
wounded by a pistol bullet. Kaplan did
not regain consciousness, dying at 1l
o’clock.

The accused, Julius Rill, had been work-
ing with Kaplan for about a week, and
although the evidence shows he was a
quiet, peaceful boy, yet for the reusons
that he had purchased a revolver and
cartridges shortly before, that a cartridge
had been found in his bedroom, that the
clothing of Kaplan had been searched by
Doctors Brown and Freeman, and among
a few trifling things a wallet was found,
containing only a bill for a quantity of
hay. Rill remained in the store all night
with the constable and early next wmorn-
ing both went out for a few minutes. On
his return the constable found Rill al-
ready back, and besides him there was
another man in the shop.

Rill said: “We have found the money,”
apparently in Kaplan’s pocket, in the wal-
let mentioned before, in which there had
been nothing before and in which he now
seemed to have found $30. A revolver
answering the descriptien of the one pur-
chased in Yarmouth by Rill, was found
w few days after under a bridge. Four

BODY FOUND IN RIVER

PICKED UP IN THE ST. JOHN ABOVE
MEDUCTIC.

Is That of Mrs. Denis Cyr, Who Threw Her
Child Into the River and Then Committed
Suicide Near Grand Falls--Woodstock

H. V. Dalling and Ken
Connell took a canoe and paddled some
miles down but did not overtake the
body. Lower Woodstock and Eel River
have been telephoned to for to keep a
lookout. The body is supposed to be that
of Mrs. Denis Cyr, of Grand Falls, who
suicided after throwing her five{year-oid
daughter in the river at Grand Falls last
Saturday.

Later information is that the body, of
a woman between 30 and 35 years of age
was picked up in the river above Meduc-
tic. Coroner Hay, of Wioadstock, has gone
to hold an inquest. The body is that of
Mrs. Cyr. ‘

to Jail is Brought Up in Com-
mons:

London, June 20.—The house of com-
mons spent nearly all last night up to
midnight discussing the case of the Irish
member, Patrick A. McHugh, who yester-
day was committed to jail for three
months for contempt of the special court
which assembled at Sligo, Ireland, June 6,
under the crimes act, and a number of
bitter denunciations of this act were made
from the Irish benches. A. J. Balfour,
the government leader in the house,
finally agreed to appoint the commuittee
which it is customary to nominate in the
case of the arrest of a member of the
house of commons, to inquire into the
facts of Mr. MdHugh’s apprehension and
report them to the house.

Patrick A. McdHugh, Nationalist mem-
ber of parliamentt for the north division
of Leitrim, and proprietor of the Sligo
Champion, who, owing to his faiure to
appear in answer t0 a Summons, was ar-
rested June 15 on a bench warrant issuéd
under the crimes’ act, was on Wednesday
committed to jail for three months for
contenypt of court. Mr. MecHugh is
changed with conspiracy and intimidation
in connection with the complaint of a
tenant on a farm from which a member
of the league had been evicted.

At a meeting of the Irish members of
the house of commons yesterday after-
noon resolutions to the effect that the
Irish Nationalists, as a protest against
the misgovernment of their country, take
no part in the present coronation cele-
brations, and that the Irish party be sumn-
moned to meet in Dublin on the day of
King Edward’s coronation to take into
consideration the condition of Ireland,
were unanimously adopted.

MONT PELEE DOES
DAMAGE AGAIN.

Ejected Column of Slime Which Destroyed
22 Houses.

e

Fort De France, Island of Martinique,
June 18.—A column of slime 100 metres
high has been ejected from Mont Pelee
and has fallen on Basse Point, envelop-
ing the lower portion' of the town and
completely razing 22 houses. No loss of
life has been reported. .

Fort De France, June 19—The river
which flows by Basse Point has risen sud-
denly four times since yesterday, and 30
houses have been carried out to sea. The
first flood was signalled by the appearance
in the valley of the river of a torrent of
muddy water 40 metres wide and five
metres high, which advanced with fright-
ful rapidity. The first houses struck were
shattered and thrown into the air, and
their ruins were carried to sea on the
crest of the torrent.

During all of yesterday afternoon thick
clouds of smoke issued from the crater
at the head of the river Iallaise and the
river itself has been rushing with such vio-
lence that its banks have been carried
away, and the old river bed has disap-
peared. The river has now taken a new
course.

Torrential rains are falling in the north-
ern part of the island. Mont Pelee con-
tinues to vomit a thick column of cinders.

The village of Le Precheur has been in-
vaded by a stream of mud.

Big Event at Annapolis.

Annapolis, June 19— (Special)—The
bazaar held here today under the aus-
pices of St. Louis R. C. church to obtain
funds for the erection of a new church
did not draw so large a number of visi-
tors from outside as was anticipated ow-
ing to Coronation day coming. The ex-
cursion train from Halifax brought about
100 visitors, while the special from Yar-
mouth contributed about 200. Dinner and
tea were served on the garrison grounds
where the bazaar was held and were dis-
pensed by a bevy of pretty girls.

UISE INVOLVING 55000, DOMINOR
STEEL COMPANY AGANST CROW,

Is a Dispute With Dominion Auditor General Over Payment
of Bounty—No Trouble With Government, But Case Has to
Be Taken Against the Crown.

Ottawa, June 19—(Special)—W. B. Ross,
K. C., of Halifax, who has been here for
the past few weeks, has obtained a peti-
tion of right in a case of the Dominion
Steel Company, of Sydney, against the
crown. The case will be tried in the
exchequer court. It is a dispute between
the company and the dominion auditor-
general, J. L. McDougall, over the pay-
ment of bounty. There is no trouble be-
tween the government and the company,
although the case has got to be taken
against the crown for the recovery of the
amount. It appears that the trade and
commerce department reported in favor
of the payment of $196,000 to the company
in bounties, but the auditor-general stop-
ped payment, on the ground that it should
be paid on the cold pig iron and not the
hot article, /

It is likely that Mr. McDougall will
have independent counsel. In all prob-
ability he will engage A. B. Aylesworth,
K. C., Toronto. The department of jus-

tice will also be represented by counsel,
The suit will decide whether the conten-
tion of the company or the auditor-general
is correct. )
Emide Jullien, French governor of St.

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SURRENDER OF BOERS COMPLETE

N TRANSVAAL AND ORANGE RIVER

Kitchener Sends Telegram to

Boer Generals Expressing Ap-

'greciation of Assista‘nce—-DeIarey’s Lieutenant Tells Some
Battle Stories—Praise for Canadians at Brakspruit.

London, June 17—Under date of Pre-
toria, June 17, Lord Kitchener announces
that 700 Boers surrendered at Bloemfontein
yesterday and that the surrenders in the
Transvaal and Orange River colonies are
nbw complete. In the Transvaal 11,225
men surrendered and 10,813 rifles were
given up; Orange River Colony-5,395 men
and 5,280 rifles wete turned in. The figures
for Cape Colony have mot been fully re-
ceived. 3

Berlin, June 17—The Boer General
Louis Botha is coming to Dresden, where
his family had taken refuge, and take
them back to South Africa.

London, June 18—The Gazette has pub-
lished a despatch from Lord Kitchener,
dated March 31, in which he refers to
the action at Brakspruit. He praises high-
ly the gallant stand in this engagement
by a handful of Canadians in an isolated
vosition.

Pretoria, June 17—Lord Kitchener has
sent the following telegram to Generals
Botha, Delarey and De Wet:—

“Now that the surrender of the burgh-
ers is completed, I desire to place on rec-
ord my high appreciation of the un-
flagging energy and unfailing tact with
which you have facilitated the work of
my commissiéners. I ean inform you that
the manner in which the burghers surren-
dered has greatly pleased his majesty, the
king, and deeply impressed the British
people who are heartly anxious to wel-
come them as fellow citizens. I feel con-

fident that a new era of complete recon-
ciliation between all races has now
dawned in South Africa.

Kimberely,June 16—Commandant Kemp,
Generai Delarey’s lieutenant, who was
rendered at Mafeking on June 11, has ar-
rived here. He said that about 50,000
Boers were in the field at the outset of
war and that only 1,500 out of 6,000 men
available fought at Colenso, where the
Boer losses were not heavy. At Spion
Kop, where the British suffered so much
the Boers had only 53 killed. In one of
the fights outside Ladysmith the Boers had
56 killed and more than 100 wounded.
Their losses were heavier at Brakspruit
and Vlakenfontein. The Boers were often
worried by the British shrappnel and
lyddite fire, but when entrenched they
did not fear the shells. Members of the
Boer forces often managed to get into
Johanesburg, Krugersdrop and Pretoria,
procuring valuable information and fre-
quently crossed the blockhouse lines at
night. Commandant Kemp did not allow
the Boers of his command to wear khaki,

the British uniform.

Cape Town, June 16.—BExtreme cold, ac-
companied by storms of unprecedented
severity, continues to ‘prevail in Cape
Colony.

WORKED BY LATE QUEEW VICTORI,

London, June 17—The official Gazette tonight publishes a long
despatch from Lord Roberts, a continuation of the field despatches writ-
ten when he was in command in South Africa. Appended to it is-a
long list of those singled for distinguished mention. ~Lord Roberts
speaks highly of the Canadian contingent, especially in connection of
the unsuccessful attack on Cookson’s camp, March 31, 1900, in which
he says the Canadian Mounted Rifles sustained the heaviest loss of the
day. He particularly comments on the gallantry of Lieutenant Bruce
Carruthers. Among the civilians mentioned are Lady Henry Bentinck,
Berhard N. Baker, president of the Atlantic Transport Line, and Mrs.
George Cornwallis West, of the hospital ship Maine.

Lord Roberts wishes to record the fact that in April, 1900, Queen
Victoria entrusted him with four woolen scarves, worked by herself,
which she desired to be distributed to four distinguished private soldi-
ers of the colonial contingents of Canada, Australia, New Zealand and
South Africa. The selection was left to the colonial officer command-
ing the contingent. The Canadian scarf goes to private, now Lieuten-
ant Richard Rowland Thompson, of the Royal Canadian Regiment, for

personal gallantry in the field.

Sackville, N. B., June 19—(Special)—

The first session of the conference proper
began at 9 o'clock this morning. After

a prayer meeting lasting for an hour,

Doctor Carman delivered an eloquent and

scholarly address. He dwelt on the neces-
sity of taking into aecount not only facts

but relations—as between man and man,

conference and conference, church and
church, between man asa patriot and a
professor of religion, as ia' politician and
a church member. Religion and patriot-
ism were unable to be dissevered. They
were different sides of the same thing. He
dwelt on the splendid phenomenon pre-
sented by the growith and far reaching
influence of the British empire, pointed
out the liberal terms made with the Boers
and insisted that the terms of the first
negotiations were equally liberal. He
showed how the war had strengthened the
British empire and enabled men to note
defects in the army and navy. To make
the war a success, the religious movement
must keep pace with the political develop-
ment. He. then turned attention to Can-
ada and strongly urged the increased use
of laymen in the work. He insisted on
the increased efficiency in all departments
of Methodist work. He deprecated the
substitution of the maturalism of scientific
evolution for the supernaturalism of the
religion of the New Testament, and stated
that a great deal of the go-called liberality
was really superficial. Doctor Carman
next discussed the Sabbath question.
There should be gtate interference to
secure to the religious and moral elements
of the population the comfortable enjoy-
ment of a Christian. Prohibition’ was
strongly advocated. The address gon-
¢luded with an eloquent peroration against
pride and worldliness and = other more
subtle evils that were arrayed against the
life of the church. It was for him and
for them to seek it from Methodism.

After the address, a meeting was held
to elect officers, Doctor Paisley in the
chair. >

On the question of candidates for the
ministry of from a year’s standing, who
had passed all their examinations being
allowed to vote on conference malters,
the general superintendent ruled that they
were not competent to vote.

William Harrison, of Dorchester, was
elected president, A. D. McCully, secre-
tary; G. F. Dawson, statistical secretary.
Mr. Harrison, upon being installed into
the presidency by Doctor Carman, made
a short but forcible speech, expressive of
his surprise at being elected to the office,
that his ambitions kad mever been in that
direction, but that, with the help of the
brethren, he would discharge his duties
to the best of his ability.

At a conference meeting at 2.30 this
afternoon, J. A. Rogers, recently trans-
ferred from the Nova Scotia conference,
was introduced and briefly addressed the
assembly.

Rev. James Graham, of St. James’
church, Montreal, presented a financial
statement of that church and made a
powerful appeal for help. The_ ministers
and laymen, for themselves and circuits,
agreed to give $1,500.

There was much discussion as to the
formation of committees, reports, ete. A
special committee, consisting of Rev. Wm.
Harrison, Rev. Geo. Steel, Rev. G. W.
Fisher, E. R. Machum and Henry Smith
was appointed to look after the St. James’
church’ fund.

It was decided to elect the lay dele-
gates to the general conference at 4
o’clock tomorrow.

G. M. Young was elected journal secre-
tary, and H. K. Thomas and D. B. Bailey
assistants.

RILL NOT GUILTY OF MUR-
DERING NATHAN KAPLAN.

(Continued from page 1.)
chambers were loaded: and the fifth- had
an empty-shell. A box containing similar
cartridges was found in a trunk belong-
ing to Rill who, the crown endeavored to
show, had denied possession of either re-
volver or cartridges.

The bullet with which Kaplan was killed
was produced and apparently is of the
same calibre as. those in the revolver
found. The motive for the crime, as al-
leged by the crown, is that Kaplan had
given a letter containing $20 to Rill to
take to his (Kaplan’s) brother in Yar-
‘mouth, the letter had not been delivered
and the theory of the crown is that Rill
murdered Kaplan that his guilt in this
connection should not be discovered. This
letter, without the enclosure, was traced
to Rill’s possession after the murder and
was- produced in court. The  crown ex-
pects to finish its examination tomorrow
worning, and from appearances, the young
man’s fate will be decided one way or
the other hefore- another day.

Barrington; N. 8., June ‘19—(Special)—
Young -Juliug Rill, under trial for mur-
der of Nathan Kaplan at Clark’s Harbor
last fall, was found not guilty this even-
ing by the jury before whom the case
was tried during the past three days.

A very important element in the
strength of the Boers which the pro-Boer
advocates during the war pernsistently
overlcoked, . was the. large native popula-
tion under the control of the Boer tight-
é‘rs. The census of the Orange Free State
awoulif»g to the last fizures under its in-
dﬂpende'nc'é' g."n'e it a population of 77,716
wehites and 129787 ‘natives. Of the whites,
10,761 weré” di18tly ‘engaged in agricul-

ture, holding’ with' thom 41,817 “colored

sefvants.” The .poptlation of the ‘Lrans
vaal before the war,was stated as 245,397
whites and*74B,750 flatives, a proportion-
ate num\bEL‘f‘dl the datter being:doubtless
also “colorad” servints’ These ‘“colored
servants,” or Kaffir ‘boys, were, according
to all accounts, practically slaves and very
largely augmented the fonces of the Boers
as servants during the war, their aid and
fhat of foreigners probably enabling the
Boers to quite equal the British foree at
any time in the field.

Naw that the war is ended, the ques-
gion of dealing with the natives becomes
avery important one, and, as has been
the case in all treabment with the natives
in other British colonies, they stand to
benefit by the change immensely. It may

be true that there has been much senti- |

mental nonsense printed about British
love for the natives, and it may be true
that the British colonist in South Africa
equals the Boer in his contempt for the
Kaffirs—probably because the Kaffirs de-
werve it. “But there is this difference be-
tween DBritish mastery and Boer mastery
—that the British pay the Kaffirs better
than the Boers did and will see that they
are not flogged to death. He has far
more remunerative use for them in satis-
fying the :(lemumi for lahor, ewpecially in
the mines, ‘where in 1899 they were em-
ployed to the number of 97,800. He i
avilling to be just toward them and under
British rule the prohibition of liquor seil-
ing to natives will surely be enforced. 1t
is certainly to be assumed that under
British rule the natives formerly under
Boer government will be more pro-per
ous and contented.

The British political attitude toward the
native is, however, the principal matter
in which reform is_to_be noted. The ex-

The
speedy recomcilement of the Boers will
strengthen the whites and enable them
to consider, not what they must, but
what they may be pleased to concede. In
the Transvaal under Boer rule the native
was destitute of political rights, could
not move about without a pemmit. and
could not buy liquor. In the Orange ¥ree
State his position was but little better.
In Cape Colony there has beer a restrict-
ed Kaflir vote of little account, and in
Natal the British colonidts have been op-
posed to granting the natives any voting
A native franchise in
Africa is probably therefore very remote.
Still, many Kaffirs' have acquired large
cattle and the

' doubt that all the possibilities of such
development by education will under Brit-
ish rule be provided and it conséquent‘ly
seems probable that under the just laws,
especially as regards taxation and protec-
tion under their contracts, which British
government will safely assure them, the
natives will prove an invaluable aid in
the roumgh work of building up South
Africa.

The error of
such a usually well informed newspaper
as the Boston Transcript in' this connec-
tion is curious. The Transeript says:

This action of the «King is significant
for twio reasons: First—That although he
is the constibutional head of the Estalb-
lished Church of England, he subsecribes
towards promoting the religious teaching
of a rival denomination, and, secondly,
he is evidently desirous of preserving, not
obliterating, the Gaelic language.

Qur Boston contemporary evidently
overlooks the fact -that Presbyterianism
is just as much the Established Church
of Scotland as Episcopalianism is the Es-
tablished Church of England, and when
the sovereign is in Scotland he as natural-
ly attends the Presbyterian church as
he does the  Episcopal church when in
England. Neither should the King's
kindly action in regard to the Gaelic
language be taken as the encouragement
of any foreign tongue within the British
diomain, for Gaelic is conspicuously one
of the British tongues, with its home and
headquarters within the kingdom and the
strength of the race to which it is native
has contributed in very marked degree to
the. proud superiority won by Britam
in the past centuny’s history of the em-
mire. :

The King and all his reflecting subjects
know that the glory of the Highland reg-
iments of British soldiery is but one evi-
dence of the strong tonme that the Gaelic
tongue maintains in the splendid chorus
which marks the British empire of
nations in its fomward march of greatness.
Yet the King's acknowledgement of this

of Europe, the sovereigns of which are
tending to alienate the affections = of
m\any of their subjects by their endeavor
4o obliterate the mother tongue of sec-
tions whidh have become allied under
their flag, as in Finland and Poland.
Britain has a way of doing these things
somehow which results in the making of
friends and admirers of its othemwise
enemies, while the policy of too many
other nations seems to be only to irritate
the natural animosity of the foreign ele-
ments which happen to have come under
| their dominion.

THE TRANSATLANTIC TRADE.

. Another line in which the grasping
"American policy is apt to alienate Cana-
dian trade is the American endeavor to
monopolize the transatlantic business un-
der American management and ownership,
if not under the American flag. The re-
cent Morganization of a number of the
New York steamship lines has awakened
such resentment in England that the or-
ganization of a.rival service to Canada has
been announced as probable. In the
natural order of events, as has hitherto
been stated in The Telegraph, there
would be no early prospect for the finan-
cial success of a Capgadian fast line, but
since the Americans seem so anxious to
oblige the British to acknm\'ledgé their
supremacy, it seems entirely within the
bounds of possibility that the British
mmay take the trouble to demonstrate that
they can be absolutely independent of
Americans. The Canadian route certainly
affords the shortest sea trip and if a
first-class greyhound serv"iee were estab-
lished from St. John it would stand to
cut more into American tragde than any
American service could reap from Cana-
dian trade. Nothing succeeds like success,
and any good service if maintained long
enough in efficiency to merit . success is
pretty certain to secure a measure of ‘it:
If the British people thémseélves should de-
cide that they as a matter of sentiment
prefer to! travel to from a Canadian port,
it is in their power to turn the tide of
travel from American ports. In this con-
nection the Canadian Trade Rleview re-
marks:—

“There is no doubt that with our facili-
ties we ean not only shorten the seagoing
trip across the Atlantic, so as to fully
meet American competition, but also Lo
prove a poaverful rival for the sea-going
trade of the northern half of the conti-
nent. All questions as to the names of
this or that port must be subordinated
to the mecessity of giving the new ser-
vice the advantage of the best “that
(anada can offer. For the passenger busi-
ness the trip must be made. as short as
possible, and if practicable, an all-the-
year-round port selected. The concentra-
tion of capital and of effort to build up
American business, which we are mnow
called upon to face, is no mere passing
phenomenon. It is recognized by all
shrewd business men as being the inevit-
able result of expansion in the applica-
tion of new methods in the consolidation
and management of capital. The dominion
must, therefore, be prepared to struggle
for the forwarding interests of the morth-
ern half of this continent—both by land
and sea—lest they be controlled by a
syndicate of capitalists, foreign to us,
whose sole purpose is.to earn dividends
on watered stock and who would mot
hesitate to destroy the business future of
the dominion to accomplish that end.”

GROOMERS WANTED.

The editor of the Halifax Chronicle,
who has been making a tour of Nova
Scotia, avers that Yarmouth is the “best-
groomed town of its size in Canada aad
he has seen them all.’ This is rather
a sweeping assertion, but he goes on to0
set forth the causes for his compliment
and dilates upon the well-kept hedges,
the velvety lawns, the architectural beauty
of the buildings and the evidences of
pride in their personal surroundings which
cannot fail to attract the attention of the
visitor as characteristic of the people of
Yarmouth. ~Perhaps there is just a little
bit of entenprise tinging the utterances

fact is an example for the btlier nations
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of our coutemporary in view of the fact
that St. John, in the matter 'of newspapers
and other business, has been a warm and
possibly a winning competitor of Halifax
in catering to the field of Yarmouth, but
this has been very matural owing to the
closer proximity of this ecity and our
greater advantages as a ceatre for through
traffic from the upper provinces and the
United States. The development of Yar-
mouth has however been so thoroughly
independent, owing to its former isolated
location, that its people may very well
afford to feel proud of the results they
have achieved. Not until long years after
the railway had reached Annapolis was
Yarmouth afforded any rail conaection
and in the meantime her steamer service
was indifferent. Yet when the whistle
of the locomotive reached her a town
was found that would do credit to any
country, and a little town with wealth

and industries and social institutions to |

which no other town could lay claim for
‘having aided. Its individuality had been
established and its growth had been all
the efforts. of its own people. Any com-
pliments today therefore reflect purely to
the credit of the natives.

The point of the matter so far as we
in New Brunswick are concerned, how-
ever, is that such compliments should be |
possible of a place which has had no
greater natural advantages than many an-
other town.. It is true that St. John has
had some disadvantages, but on the whole
it must be confessed that this eity is oot
as “well-groomed” as it might be. No-
body can taunt our city with lack of busi-
ness enterprise in a private way, but a
stranger’s search for evidence of our com-
fortable homes in’ artistic and well-kept
grounds, and all that sort of thing, 1s
liable to be di.sanppointing_—t}ﬁt is to say,
there are, not as many of them ia propor-
tion to the size of St. John as there are
in Yarmouth. It may be possible that
when ous city expands with the extension
of trolley car lines, thé suburbs will build
up more beautifully, and the numerous
rickety structures erec'tedf on sticks which'
heave and settle with every winter’s frost,
will give place to substantial buildings
upoa land purchased and not leased. By
that time also our city fathers may have
obtained enough pride in their positions

to keep our streets in better order and o .
‘illness seems the most likely one.
*® w w

to do more for the practical “grooming”’
of the city. There are boundless pos-
gibilities for the adornment of St. John
with better evidénces -of architectural
skill and refined taste, and although few
strangers would decry our city as much
below the average of other cities in some
reapects, there is ao harm in speaking
candidly once in a while upon such a mat-
ter and in urging our citizens to the wis-
dom of endeavoring to attain a reputa-
tion for being bebter “groomed.” A per-
son who lives in the one place all his life
ig apt to lose cognizance of defeets in this
line unless it is brought to his notice, and
the fact might as well be owned by our-
selves instead of = waiting for adverse
criticism.

A PUBLIC DUTY.

The Fredericton Gleaner has -pmblished
several paragraphs in reference to the in-
vestigation of the changes made against
the administration of the Fredericton in-
stitution for the education of the deaf and
dumb. These paragraphs have apparently
been written with the object of emibar-
rassing the investigation and of prejudicing
the public mind before the hearing.
Among other things, the Gleamer is i
error in stating that Mr. J. Harvey
Brown, of this city, is the formulator of
the changes, as these have been made by
The Telegraph. Upon the statements
made by The Telegraph and at our re-
quest, the provineial government has
ordered, an rinvestigavion by royal com-
mission hefore Commissioner J. H. Barry,
K. C., of Fredericton. We have 1o de-
sire ‘to forestall the evidence which will
be given under oath before the Royal
Oommission, but if there is any further
necessity of preventing the public from
being misinformed, The Telegraph has at
its command sufficient facts to make even
the Gleaner, whose every statement in
reference to this affair has so far been
an error, realize its mistaken attitude.
We presume that the Gleaner and the
people of Fredericton desire the truth
in reference to this institution. No one
can desire this more than The Telegraph,
which has undertaken this investigation
with the single purpose of righting what
seems, from the evidence before us, to
be a great public wrong. And that pur-
pose The Telegraph pledges its faith to
carry to a satisfactory conclusion.

EXTRAORDINARILY MISINFORMED.

The New York Sun, the Washington
Post and one or fwo other American
newspapers advocate the continuance of
the taniff discriminations against Canada
on the ground that jt will eventually lead
to aanexation, in which event we could
have all the privileges of free trade with
the other states. It seems remarkably
strange (that in view of Canada’s history
newspapers persist in such argu-
ments, Had they given any attention to
the real development of public sentiment
in Canada, they must have realized ere
this that if there ever was any popular
idea of anaexation among the people of
the Canadian provinces it has long since
evaporated, and that there is not the
remotest possibility of ever winning favor
for such an idea. This is not because of
any persuasion on the part of the people
in England, as every Canadian knows full
well, but which some Americans mis-
takenly aver to be the reason; it is
wholly and entirely a voluntary sentiment
among the Ganadians themselves who pre-
fer to continue as Britishers and who

such

— e
have abundant faith ia the fulure of their
own country and pride in the glory of
the empire of which they form a part.
If anyone in Canada today should en-
deavor to boom the cause of annexation
he would reccive no more serious hearing
than anyone in the States who should
advocate that the republic apply for an-
nexation to the British empire. The mat-
ter is only of interest to Canadians be-
cause of the extraordinary attitude of the
American papers referred to, which atti-
tude merely occasions a smile of surprise
throughout Canada. We have been 30
long accustomed to the republic “framing
its tanifis in its own interests,” as the
Washington Post says it will continue to
do, that it has become a matter of almost
absolute indifference to Canada hoav they
are framed—in fact a dead issue.

A QUARTER CENTURY AGO,

It was just twenty-five years ago Thurs-
day ‘that St.John met with its sweeping dis-
aster by fire, The mere mention of the
fact recalls memories of terror to very
many of our citizens. It is not difficult
even yet to find scars of that awful fight
with the flames. Charred ruins and black-
ened foundation walls and once handsome
entrance steps that now lead to only
vacant lots are still visible in the
fireswept area. St. John in fact is today
a city for a large part but 25 years old
and nearly all the wealth and attainments
of which it can now boast are the result
of the efforts made since 1877.

TFrom the great fire- St. John learned
much and owing to it the outside world
learned much of St. John. Possibly in
some respects the city has not benefited
as fully as it should have from the les-
sons then so painfully taught, but a con-
templation of those Jessons, which will
forcefully recur to all our older residents,
may bear fruit yet. :

SPICER MURDER TRIAL

STRANGE CASE UNRAVELLING IN
AMHERST COURT.

Prisoner Shot Man of Same Name as He;
Then Brought People to Place Where the
Body Lay--Alleges He Was Attacked
With an Axe.

e

Amherst.  June 18—(Special)—James
Spicer, of Spencer’s Island, was this morn-
put on trialsbefore Justice Townshend at
the Supreme court for the murder of John
Spicer at that place November 30th last,
by shooting him.

W. T. Pipes, K. C., and J. M. Town-
shend, K. C., appeared for the crown; C.
R. Smith, K. C., and Stuart Jenks, for
the accused.

The jury is John S. Mitchell (foreman),
Middleboro; O. B. Schurman, Southamp-
ton; Henry G. Wood, Linden; James
Smith, Fort Lawrence; John H. Simpson,
Springhill; Alex. MePherson, Springhill;
(George Symes, Minudie; James Feeley,
Wentworth; Nelson Peers, Pugwash June-
tion; John N. Matheson, Birch Ridge;
George Baxter, Chapman Settlement;
Samuel Patterson, Pugwash.

J. M. Townshend, K. C., opened tne
case, briefly outhning the facts as the
prosecution 'had them.

John D. Gass, sworn, said he lived at
Advocate. On November 30, the accused
came to his house, between 3 and 4
o'clock p. m. He said he wanted witness
tto take his horse and wagon and drive in
his road and bring out the body of John
Spicer. “I_shot him in there,” said the
accused. “He was coming at me With an
axe and I shot him in self defence.”

Witness asked him where John Spicer
was. Accused said: “He is under the tree
where I shot him; I will have others there
to help you.”

Accused then rode away. Witness har-
nessed the horse and drove in the James
Spicer road and waited till accused came
in. When accused came, he told him
Fraser Morris would be right in. They
waited some little time, then he led wit-
ness to the - body. He -described - the
place, the position the body was in, its
rcmoval, the subsequent action of the ac-
cused, the position in which the axe car-
ried by deceased was found, being on the
opposite side of the tree to which de-
ceased was lying. IHe described the posi-
tion in which accused stated he stood
when he fired the fatal shot, which was
about 17 feet from deceased. He said
accused described exactly how the victim
fell. On his cross-examination he said
the accused said he went into the woods
after dinner; hadn’t seen deceased before
that day; heard a noise and step and saw
deceased coming towards him with an
axe;. said he said to deceased: “You are
coming at me rwith your axe, don’t come
any further,” but deceased paid no at-
tention, and did mot stop, but made grim-
wees at. the accused. said he re-
peated this warning three times, but John
kept on.. When John came to a limb he

| started to get over it and with his axe in

his hands in a threatening attitude. Ac-
cused told him he had his gun with him.
Duning the time he nwas warning the old

.man he never took up the gun, but

reached for it only when he thought the
old man was going to pounce on him and
he thought. his life was in danger. He
said he did not put the gun to his shoul-
der, his only intention being to wing him
to prevent his coming at him. He said
he did it in- self defence, and as deceased
went %o get over the limb his left side
swenved #vhich caused the shot to lodge
where it did. Accused said that before
shot was fired he saw deceased working
the mititens off his hands and clutching the
handle of the axe near the head.

John MecCormick corroborated the prin-
cipal porition of Gass’ evidence.

John Smith, and Francis Morris festi-
fied to conversation he had with accused
previous to the shooting when accused
stated John Spicer had been using him
bad. Witness advised him to give deceas
ed a heat in the courts, when accused
gtated he would give him a heat with a
gun and that he would shoot the mext
time he met him on the premises.

Austin Smith and W. E. Dunkerton
testified to conversation with accused af-
ter the shooting. -

Robert Newcomb deseribed the wounds.

Policeman James A. Simpson testified
to a conversation he had with accused :n
jail at Ambherdt. Accused in reply to
Simpson: “Did you ‘tell Mrs. Bigelow, the
day before the shooting that you woulgd
shoot John Spicer if you caught him in
the woods?’ said accused: “I did tell
Mrs. Bigelow that, and I told her that
John Spicer had been bothering me for
a long time.” :

Simpson gave accused’s description of
the shooting. He said John barked at
accused like a dog.

Mrs. Barbara Bigelow, postmistress at
Spencer’s Island, referred to conversation
with pnisoner the night before the tra-
gedy. He said deceased had been hound-
ing him to death and if he came at him
again with an axe he would defend him-
self.

The crown rested its case and Stuart
Jenks opened the defemnce, when court
adjourned.

Amherst, N. 8., June 19—(Special)—
The Spicer trial was continued today. The
principal witness was the accuséd, who, in
a matter of fact way; detailed the circum-
stances of the affair, along the same lines
as that of the witnesses for the prosecu-
tion, going more particularly into the cir-
cumstances which led to the unpleasant-
ness between! deceased -and himself, which
seems to date back for some years, and
which was owing to a disputed line fence.

In 1895 and 1896 they had trouble about
their cows, at which time deceased rushed
at him with a stick, striking twice over
the head, injuring him to such an ex-
tent that he required medical attendance.
He says he did not intend to shoot him,
but was firing to one side, but that de-
ceased in attempting to step over a limb
swerved to one side and the shot thus
entered the left breast; that he used his
gun in self defence.

The other witnesses for the defence were
Norman Barteau, George C. Harrison,
James Kirkpatrick, Wm. Elderkin, Archi-
bald McLellan, A. W. Atkinson and John
W. Turple, whose exidence was to the
effect that deceased had mot the reputa-
tion of being very peacable.

C. R. Smith, K. C., addressed the jury
on behalf of the accused, and spoke for
one hour and 40 minutes.

W. T. Pipes, K. C., for the.crown,
spoke 40 minutes. The judge's charge

was strongly against the accused. .The H

case went to the jury at 6 o’clock.
After being out two and a half hours,
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the jury returned a verdict of manslaugh-
ter, recommending the prisoner to merey.
When the verdict was pronounced the
prisoner maintained the same disinterested
manner that has characterized him
throughout the trial.

Warden Saun
der§ presided and all the councillors were
present with the exception of William
Lamonte, of Aberdeen, who is ill, and
J. Rankin Brown.

‘Warden Saunders made refereace to the
degth of Councillor Speer and a resolution
of regret at his death and sympathy for
the family was passed.

A committee including Ven. Archdeacon

Neales, Doctor Hand and George E. Bal-

main asked a yearly grant of $400 for the
Carleton county hospital.

On motioa of Coun. Shaw, seconded by
C'oun. Hay, it was voted for this year and
the clerk mwas authorized to prepare a
bill requesting the necessary legislation.

The secretary-treasurer’s  statement
showed that Doctor Curtis was paid $3,450
as chairman of the county board of health
in connection with the smallpox epidemic
of last summer. Doctor Curtis’ estimate
of money needeéd this year was $909.83.

A committee met the mayor and two
town councillors and presented the follow-
ing as a settlement of the trouble be-
tween the town and county over the de-
linquent taxes owed the latter by the
former, which amounted to nearly $4,000:
That the town pay one-seventh of the
whole county rate yearly and that the

They de-
clare that the war was unnecessarily pro-
longed as a result of the false hopes held
out by the inspired press of those coun-
tries, and the degpatches say: ‘Some of
the Boers are so incensed that they have
expressed the hope that some day  they
will fight on the side of the British
against ome of these powers.” The result
is the same as it would have been if we
had officially championed the cause of the
Boer, and the estimation in which we are
held, even among the defeated, is higher
than it would have been in that case.—
