Mr. Mackenzie, as Premier, scems to
have more rvegard for constitational
rights than he had as leader of the Op-»
position. He stands on the true ground, |
namely, that the powers of thé Pro-
vinces should be abridged only by their
own consent—only at their own request,
The Tmperial Parlinment did not pre-
sume to pass the British North America
Act until it was asked for, and has not
offered to make it applicable (o ay
Colony except by its own reqhest, and
it. would be something new  and
dangerous altogether for Parliament
to assume the right to change that
act except by the request of each
Province.  Muv. Blake, whose previous
amendment was supposed to have been
put forward in the interests of the Eng-
lish wing of the Cabinet, refuses to
suppeort the Premier’s amondm:nt, and
seconds a plausible and taking one of
Cauchon’s—one likely to gain him the
confidence of the French party and lead
to nothing that may disturb the English
party. The Premier’s motion should be
earried by alarge vote. Me. Cauchon’s
amendment is calculated to catch the
votes ot such Opposition members as
could not have supported Costig:
resolution and yet desire to embarrass
the Government, but we hope to find
the New Brunswick. Independents—
Palmer, Domville, Mitchell, ete.—voting
with the Premier. It is hard to con-
ceive Blake’s seconding a motion so we'l
calculated to split the Government
ranks and cateli the entire Opposition,
without crediting him with the parpose
of defeating the Premier and paving the
way for his own secession from the
ranks of Government followers. He
began to step down and out from the
ranks of SirJohn’s supporters in about
the same way, and he is already at
variance with his Grit colleagues on

many points.. He wants a number of
radienl changes made, and no Govern-
ment wants o burden “itself with the
risk and work of making more changes
than the popular voice or public neces-
sities require. Edward is a cometury
politician, and is to be found .in one
system but for a short period. If the
Premicr can’t persuade him to mount
the bench of the Court of Appeals he
will soon have no more persistent op-
ponent

An Objectionable Legislative Feature.

One objectionable  feature of New
Brunswick legislation is a tendercy to
localize general bills. A member in-
troduces a bill to regulate the width of
a sled, the weight of a horse shoe, or
the vesponsibility of a cobbler for the
safe-keeping of the shoes left with him
for Tepair, and another member objects
to some of its provisions. Then the
mover says: “My honorable friend may
have his County exempted from the
operation of the act if he wishes.”{
Then another “honorable member” says
he will have his County exempted a'so
until he can hear from the teamsters and
cobblers among his constituents. And
so the bill passes, applying only to part
of the Provinee! Now this isa ridiculons |
legislative farce that the: curtain ought
to be rung down on without delay.
Lemslntlon that is genetal in its natule,
should not be applled locally in this)
way.. . It is either good.or bad legisia-
tion, and it is the duty of the members
to decide the question. =~ Uuless special
reasons, altogether apart from the sim-
ple objection of the members of a Coun-
ty, can be given for exempting part of
the Province from the operation of an
Act, that exemption should not be ac-
corded. Every bill should be pressed
and opposed, and adopted or rejected,
on its merits alone, and not by exempt-
ing the constituencics of hostile mem-
bers from its operation. There is alto-
gether too mueh power given toindivi-
dual members over the affairs.of their
own c.onstituncms, and the practical
working of &system that prevails.to a
considerable extent divides the House:of
Assembly into fifteen separate and in-
dependent 1louses of Assembly. If the
Legislature cannot give us.something
like uniformity in the statutes it had
better resign its functions to County
Sessions and Municipal Councils. -

Something New in Court.

A new legal question washrought be-
fore the City Court this morning on the
hearing of the case of Wm. Smith against
Mary A.Brogan,the defendant being called
on to show cause why he should not be img
prisoned for contempt under the Attach
ment Law, 87 Vic., Cap. 7, Secs. 66, 68,
69, 70, 71 and 73. Section 68 provides
that any court may commit to prison tor
a térm hot exceeding six-wecks, or' until
payment of the sum due, with or without
privilege of bail or limits, any person
who makes default in payment of any
sum due from him in pursuasce of ‘any
order or judgment of the court.” Sub-
section 4 of section 70 gives such jurisdie-
tion where the person making default has,
with intefit to defraud his creditors; con-
cealed or removed any partofhis property
since or within two months before the
date of the judgment or order, whereby
the plaintiff is materially prejudiced in
obtaining satisfaction of the order or
judgment;

The plaintiff makes oath that on the
10th of December he obtained a judgment
against the defendant for $84.40, and
that since then she has transferred lease-
hold property, Gas Co. stock, and Jog-
gins Coal stock to evade the payment of
the jodgment. Mr. W. Pugsley, ou be-
half of the plaintiff, makes application to
have the defendant imprisoned, the sum-
mons being to show cause if any why
this should not be done. Mr. Pugsley
appeared for the plaintit' and Mr. John
Kerr for defendant.
