MANY MILLIONS ¥

John Duss Wins Complete Con-
trol of Great Harmony
Society Property.

Washington, Oct. 30.—Justice Mec-
Kenna yesterday delivered the opin-
ion of the Supreme Court in ithe case
of Christian Schwartz and others vs.
John S. Duss, the bandmaster, involv-
ing the property held by the Harmony
Co-Operative society of Pennsylvania,
~ Schwartz and his associates held
they were descendants of former
members of the society and they
brought the suit for the purpose of
obtaining a distribution of the so-
ciety’s property, alleging tlhiat the or-
ganization has ceased to exist; that
there are now only eight persons who
pretend to be members of the society,
and that they are either old men or
women, and that the management
of the property, which amounts in
the aggregate to about $4,000,000, is
in the hands of Duss, the senior
trustee, and that he is rapidly wreck-
ing the property.

The court decided that Schwartz
and his associates have not such a
proprietary interest in the property
as would entitle them, on a dissolu-
tion of the society, to a share in the
assets.

The Harmony society was quaint
and communistic. It was founded in
the mineteenth century by George
Ropp, a youtlh: of some education and
originality of thought, who became sO
obnoxious to tihwe Prussian govern-
ment through his advocacy of com-
munistic doctrines that he was forced
to leave his native country. He land-

ed in New Orleans just 90 years ago, §

apd a lew years later found himy in
St. Louis. Later he migrated to In-
dian, where he settled in Posey
county, surrounded by a band of in-
trepid spirits attracted by his en-
thusiasm.

This section of the couniry proved
unhealthy and Rapp and his tollow-
ers pulled up stakes and landed in
Jatler county, Pennsylvania. In 1836
they again moved “Harmony' * Lo
Econcmy, in the same staie, where
the society has ever since thrived.
Hundreds of inhabitants grew up like
mushrooms, and mills and fertile
fields were numbered among the pos-
sessions of tle society.

“One for all and all for one” was
the motto of this little band of com-
munists, who on admitting a new
member compelled him to cede all of
his money and worldly possessions to
the community. Members received
no compensation for tiheir labors.
They were not permitted to marry.
Consequently no members were born
into the society,and all recruits went
in by election. t

One of the tenets of the commune
was that when “Father” Rapp died
Christ was to make his second ap-
pearance on earth and take all mem-
bers to his bosom. When “Father”
Rapp died this prediction did not
come true, and, as the original mem-
bers had passed the prime of life, new
ones were not admitted, and tihe dis-
integration of the society commenc-
ed. The lands were leased to tenants
that the sisters and brothers might
pass their .declining years in peace
and free from. toil. J

Duss is virtually the only child of
the society. When he was (wo years
old his mother took him to Economy.
This was in 1862, {

Duss was admitted to the Harmony
society in 1890, through the influence
of “Father” Henrici, and so was his
wife. Although they lived in the
«Great House,” they were separated,
in accordance with the doctrines of
the community. When “Father”
Henrici died a few years ago Duss
was elected “patriarch,” and he was
accused of violating some of the car-
dinal principles of the soviety. He
gave mortgages to pay the society's
indebtedness. He says that with the
end of the membership came the end
of the society.

Much of the society's money was
invested in Pittsburg & Lake Erie
ruilroad stock by “Father” Henrici,
who was president of the road in its
infancy. He was later associated
with William K. VanderBilt in build-
ing the McKeesport & Youghiogheny
railroad. He was also a director of
the Lake Shore & Michigan Southern,
in which he invested the money of
the society. Duss introduced many
innovations during his regime in
Harmomy, and among other &vings
organized a band of musicians which
has made a reputation.

3 REMINISCENCES}

London Free Press.

In a secluded spot, just ouiside of
the town of Dresden, resting in his
last long sleep, lies the “Uncle Tom”
of Mrs. Stowe's “Uncle Tom’s Cabin.”
The burial place, situated near the old
“nstitution, not far trom t(he River

\)denhnn is a private one, and is
just across the road from the ('olqred
burying grounds. It is the resting-

place of the man, the story of whose
slavery days, as he himself told it to
Mrs. Stowe, did much to inspire her
to write as she did, and formed the
nucleus from which grew her story.

Around the grave the tall weeds
surfound and conceal from view the
 grave which can only now be deter-
miféd by the stones which siand at
the head and foot. The small marble
monument, facing the road, and
‘standing about seven feet in height,
reads rhus:—

the slaves up to a cruel master as in
helping them to obtain their freedom.

S0 easy it would have been for them
tio travel north into a land ‘where
freedom reigned, insiead of downward
to darkest glavery After many a
struggle with the¢ two obligations, Jo-
. siah Hensen safely conducted the

slaves to their new master, thus keep-
ing his promise to the old one.

After a time Henson went to see his
former master, and told him he wished
to purchase his freedom. They signed
an agreemeni, and what money Hen-
son had, he gave as parit payment.
Here he was tricked, for Riley, know-
ing he was unable to read, made the
money required to purchase his free-
do almosi double the amount Henson
believed he was to give. When he
went baick to Kentucky he learned the
1ruth, and knowing how impossible it
would be for him ever to raise the
money, he became discouraged

Sfome time after this he decided to
steal his freedom, so with his wife
and family of four he left behind for-
ever the scenes of his trials. After
walking most of the way and suffering
great hardships through hunger and
cold, they reached Buffalo, Here for-

tunately a kind captain took them
across the Niagara river, and on Oct.

98, 1830, they arrived in Canada, ihe
land of freedom, henceforth to be
bound no more by the shackles of
slavery. *

They then went into Dawn, a town-
ship in the sounty of Kent, Ont., and

slave to —g@ain his freedom. From
sympahtizers in Eagland and else-
where he obtained money to help these
slaves. A manual labor school was
built. This school was alarge frame
building situated near the river Syd-
enham, just outside the town of Dres-
den. Two hundred acres of the land
surrounding were bought up by the
English company who controlled the
school. Later. Uncle Tom sold half of
his farm of 200 aeres to the company.
1t is on this farm that Uncle Tom lies
buried.

In 1he Institute many colored people
dwelt, while others lived on smédl
neighboring farms. Here boys amnd
girls were instructed how to read and
write. The boys were dlso taught to
farm, while the girls became skilled in
domestic duties. . The students (tbey
were not all nluldren) would spend
half of each day in the school room
attending to *heir stadies and the
yemaining part of the day at work in
the fields or household. Thus their
schooling 'was acquired without any
finanecial loss t16™the company. = Rev.
Hiram Wilson, a white man, taught
the pupils ; Unele Tom, with Elder

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Davis, also heljed Vlr Wilson
placing spiritual truths before
poor colored people.

The Instituie finally got badly in-
te debt, and Uncle Tom was sent to
England on his second visit to form
plans for raising money. His first
visit had been made before this toex-
hibit the products of the instituti.no
During his third and last visit to
England, Uncle Tom ,with his wife,
was sunmoned to visit the Queen at
w mdanr Castle. From the Queen he
received a gift, a cabinet photo. of
herself in a gold frame.

Josiah Henson was a man of wun-
usually striking appearance. He was
of large frame and was five feet
seven inches in height. In his later
years he wore a Jong white beard.
Since the age of nincteen he had not
been able to hold his arms out at their
proper lengih. He always carried
them bent at the elbows. This de-
formity was the result of a quarrel
he had with an overseer. He was
once assaulted in a cowardly manner
by the overscer, with three of his
slaves. In. the conflict Unele “Tom
overpowered the negroes, and was
about to fight the overseer when the

in
the

man seized a fence rail and struck
Uncle Tom’s head. Pncle Tom threw
up his arm, the heavy rail fell, his
arm snapped in two, and he sank
fagnting to - the ground Then the
overseer pounded him until both
shoulder blades were broken. Since

that timme he 'was never again able to
raise his hands as high as his head,
Had he not bad an irom constitution
he would have died afier such treat-
L:eent.

Mrs. S.owe, in her book pictures toe
death of Uncle Tom after a life of
cruel treatment. But the negro hero,
whose life inspired Mrs. Stowe to
write ber pathetic story, really lived
1o die very peacefully at his house
near Dresden, after an uncommonily
long life of toil und sorrow. For
years before his death he was accus-
tomed to preach (wo or three times
every Sunday. He died on a Satur-
day, and the Sunday before he had
preached his usual three sermons. He

| was ill bui four days. As he lay. in
bed the day before his death, he said
to his family :—“To-day we will sing
and pray, for to-morrow I will be
going away.” And it was thus they
spent the day. Just at the hour of
dawn, on the 5th of May, 1883, Uncle

Tom passed quietly away. Around the
bed his children 'were group(d while
Elder Davis, his fellow laborer, stood
by his side. Perceiving all were gaz-
ing at him so earnestly, he said to his
daughters :—“Girls, why do you look
a1 me 8o strange ; do you see any ma-
terial change in me?’ One of his
daughters answered,— “Father, you
are very sick.” Slowly he replied:—
“Well, girls, you mever have been
weaned, but now this murning I have
got to wean my babes.” Then as he
was dying he looked around and said:
—“I couldn’t stay if 1 ‘would, por I
wouldn’t if I could. What can’t be
cured must be endured.” These were
his last parting ‘words, as they had
been the motto of his life.

“In closing this statement I desire
to say that we have entered and are
conducting this struggle without ma-
lice and without bltterness; we be-
lieve that our antagonists arve act-
ing upon: misrepresentation rather
than in bad faith; we regard them
not as enemies, but as opponents,
and we strike in patience until they
shall accede to our demands or sub-
mit. to impartial arbitration the dif-
ferences hetween us. We are striking
not to show our strength, but the
justice of our cause, and we desire
only the privilege of presenting our
case to a fair tribunal. We ask not
for favors, but for justice, and we
appeal our case to the solemn judg-
ment of the American people.”’

Half a Million More Scotchmen.

Details of the seventh decennial
census of the population of Scotland
were issued in blue-book form recent-
ly, together with the report made by
the Registrar-General and Dr. Blair
Cunynghame to the Secretary f{or
Scotland The statistical informa-
tion is conveyed by means of a ser-
ies of tables covering over four hund-
red pages.

In June. last g preliminary report
was issued giving the population of
Scotland as 4,472,000 After a re-
visal of the lists it has been settled
that this fell short of the realities
by 103 persons The males number-
ed 2,178,755, the females 2,298,348,
At the date of the previous taking of
the census, the population was 4,-

025,647—the males, 1,942,717; . the
females,, 2,082,930; thus giving a
total increase of 446,456 persons,

231,038 being of the male sex,
215,418 of the femule.

11.09 per cent.; that for the males
alone being 11.89 per cent. and for
the females 10.34 per cent. This rate

of inerease, as shown in an appendix
is greater by 3.832 per cent. than was
the rate at last census, when it was
per cent.; the male rate of in-
crease at that date being 7.96 per
cent The rate of increase at the
present census is higher than any
since 1831, when it was 13.04 per
cent

As is always the the increase
of g population during any period is
determined by two factors, the excess
of births over deaths and the num-
ber of emigrants. From the reports
of the Registrar-General it is shown
that in Scotland during the intercen-
sal period, 1891-1901, there were re-
gistered 1,270,498 births and 730,-
703 deaths, which leaves-an excess
of births over deaths of 489,795 per-
sons. The real increase of the popu~
lation a® cnumerated, however, is
446,456 persons.—London hews

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A MAN’'S BLUSHES.

He Will Fly the Red Signal More
; Quickly Than a Woman.

“1f there is any one thing that makes
me want to get up and talk right out
in meeting it is to hear it said of &
man that ‘he blushes like a woman,'"
said the social philosopher to a repre-
gentative of the New York Times. |

“How women ever gained the repu-
tation of having run up a corner in
blushes is beyond my comprehension.
The report does her a grave injustice,
for as a matter of fact she not only has
po monopoly in blushes, but does not
make use of the share that properly
belongs to her. There are some Wo-
men, of course, who blush if you even
blink an eyelid in their direction, but
as a general thing men’ blush much
more readily and more violently than
women. :

FIRE ALARM BOXES.

The System In New York and How It
Is Operated.

Creater New York is thickly studded
with lamppost fire alarm boxes. The
directions on each box, which is paint-
ed red and is surmounted at night by a
red light, are:

“Turn handle to right until door
opens; then pull inside hook once and
shut the door.” The opening of the
box rings a large bell in the door,
which alarm is intended to notify any
one in the ueighborhood, especially the
nearest policeman, that the box has
been opened. The policeman will then
make sure that this was not done out
of gaisclief Ly some ome who wanted to
see the engines arrive or, as recently
happened, by a raw maidservant who
wanted to mail a letter. When the in-
side lever is pulled down and let go, it
sets in motion a certain clockwork that
ticks out the number of the box three
times in succession at headquarters in
Sixty-seventh street. Not only that,
but it makes a record upon a tape,
showing the number of the box and the
exact second at which the lever was
pulled. )

A clerk who sits night and day. be-
gide the headquarters instrument notes
the number and selects from a drawer
a certain disk which when inserted in
the proper apparatus causes the alarm
to be rung in the station houses of the
district in which that. firebox is situat-
ed. The average time required to se-
lect this disk and send out the alarm is
ten seconds, There are always two
clerks and sometimes three in this de-
partment. Not a word is spoken. An
outsider would hardly know that an
alarm is going out. In order to prevent
several alarms coming at the same
time from people who see the same fire
and run to different boxes no two
neighboring boxes are on the same cir-
cuit.—Scribner’s.

SEVERE GALE

Two Vessels in Difficulty off
Port Stanley—One Going
to Pieces.

Port Stapley, Oect. 30. — A heavy
south-west gale set in here early~his
morning, which caused  so mucly” sea
that two coal-laden vessels vound lLor
th's port could not make the harbor,
and came to anchor. One of them,
supposed to be .the schooner Mineral
State, at once set a ilag of distress.
No assistance could be rendered from
the shore, and at eleven o'clogk sie
either slipped her anchor or the chain
broke, and she commenced drifting
asbore. She is on the beach about a

F mile east oi the harbor, and su Lar the

crew are on board. An attempt will
be made 1o rescue them as sooa 4s the
weualher permits. The other vessel at
the beach is supposed to be the
Rounds, and so far she is muking good
headway. No distress signals are fly-
ing.

Later. — The schooner
ashore here this morning proved o
be the Mineral State, of Alpeua
Mich., (Capt. William Zient), woaded
with coal for the Lake Erie and De-
troit River Railway, Port Stanley.
She began breaking up and 2t noon
the mate, George Hazelwood, came
ashore oo a hatch cover and with
the life-preserver on, he managed Lo
reach the beach at the foot of the
high clay bauks, where wiliing hands
soon drew him to safety, and he is
now no worse for ‘his experience, but
was very . much exhausied when he
reached the shore. The mizzen mast
fell at two o'clock and by four the
main mast fell, and the vessel wus
going to pleces fast, when the tug,
Gordor. Brown, towed the life-boat
down to the wreck and UCoxswiin
Reginald Moore, with- a volanteer
crew, composed of sailors and citizens,
as follows: — Thomas Hough, Frank
Eveland, Henry Cherrie, Fred. Pol-
lock, William Hough and Alonzo
Taylor, by careful management, soon
had the crew, consisting of Captain
William Zien, Fred.
