shall act in such manner as he may deem most advisable ;
and the said Warden shall be held responsible for
the faithful and efficient executive administration of 20every department of the Prison ; and by virtue of bis oflice
the said Warden, without any property qualification, shall
be a justice of the Peace for each and every District, county
and city in the Province of Canada, any law or statute to
the contrary notwithstanding. 25

Hi. duties. And it shall be the duty of the Warden:

1 st. To reside in the Penitentiary (keeping his household
entirely isolated from the prisoners and forbidding commu-
nication in any shape between them) and to visit every
apartment in it and see every prisoner under bis care, at 30
least twice each day.

Duties of 2nd. To have in charge the health, conduct and safeWarden. keeping ofthe Prisoners; to examine into and seek the
success of the religious, moral and industrial appliancés
used for the reformation of the cônvicts,; and to exercise 35
over the whole establishment a close supervision and
personal direction.

3rd. To designate the employment ofeach convict,: having
reference to the capacity and past pursuits and. habits of
such convict.

4th. To see that justice; kindness and moràlity shall

To give the necessary directions to the Officers
under him, and to examine whether they have been careful
and diligent in the discharge of their several duties.

6th. To make all purchases, sales and coutracts, under
the advice and instructions of the Board of Inspectors. and

10 to superintend the industrial pursuits of the prison.
7th. To keep fully, faithfully, correctly and regularly

all such books, records and accounts of the financial and
other transactions of the prison as the Inspectors shall frori
time to time direct ; and especially to keep therein a regulai

15 and correct account of all inonies received by him. from
any source whatever by virtue of his Office, including 'all
monies taken from Convicts or received as the proceeds ôf
property taken from them, and of all suims paid by him,
and the persons to whom and the purposes for which ,the

20 same were paid ; also to make out monthly, and deliver to
the Board of Inspectors at each monthly visit, a return of ail
monies reccived by him on account of the Penitentiary
during the preceding month, specifying froin whom each
sum was received, and to whom paid and on what account,

25 and stating also the balance in his hands at the time of ren-
dering such account ; to which return an affidavit by the
Warden and Clerk of the Penitentiary shall be appendedand
sworn to before the Inspector for that monthly visit, stating
that the said Return is correct and true in every respect, to

30 the best of their knowledge and belief. -Also to cause such
accounts to be kept in the workshops and other depart-
ments of labour as will show where work is being done
on account and at the risk of the public, the amount, of
inaterials consumed and the quantity of work done by each

35 convict; and when work is being done. under Contractors,
such accounts as will show the amount of labour performed
by each convict, the said accounts to be closed on a certain
day of each week for the purpose of ascertaining the
.industry of each convict and detecting any negligence or

8th. To keep a daily Journal of the proceedings of the

Prison, in which he shall enter all remarkable occurrences;
noting therein especially any infraction of the Rules or
any negligence or misconduct on the part of any Officer

45 of the Prison, as reported to him or coming within his own
k.nowledg c; any escape or attempt to escape made by any
convict; any well founded complaint of bad or.insufficient

Duies of food, want of clothing, or cruel or unjust treatment made
Warden, "by any convict; and any difficulty he inay find in carrying

out the Rules of the Prison, or any alterations or additions
to the same which may suggest themselves by daily
experience. And the said Journal shall at ail times be 5
open to inspection by the'Inspectors or either of thei, and
be formally laid before the Board of Inspectors at every
meeting.

9th. To admit the Inspectors at all times to every part
of the Prison, and to render them every facility and assist- 10
ancè in the discharge of their duties; also to make to the
said Inspectors all the Financial and other Reports,
Returns and Inventories named in this Act, and any other
Reports and Returns which the said Inspectors nay, in
writing, request to be prepared; and also to exact from 'the 15
other Officers of the Prison all such Reports from Such -
Officers as to their several departments as the Inspectors
may so request.

1Oth. To receive all persons legally certified to him as
legally sentenced to imprisonment in the Penitentiary, and,20
to keep a register of such convicts, in which lie shall enter,
immediately on his or her admission, the name of each
convict, and under appropriate columns, the date of his or
ber conviction, and where born, his or her age, previous
occupation, complexion, stature, crime and term of sen-,25
tence, also the Court before which he or she was convicted,
the County from which sent, the number of previous con-
victions, and when discharged and how discharged ; and
the Warden shall be furnished by the person delivering any
convict to him with a certified copy of his sentence, and 30
shall give to such person a certificate of the delivery of'
such convict : And immediately on the admission of
each convict, the Warden shall make an inventory
of the clothes and other property on the person of the .

of an iinproper character be circulated among the convicts.

To visit the sick among the convicts -under bis
charge, daily.

To report annually to the Inspectors, or oftener
when called on by them, relative to the religious
and moral conduct of the convicts, the routine of duty he
bas followed through the year, and the fruits of his'labour ;
with any other information or returns which the said

heads, the history so far as he can learn it, of each convict
under his charge, the extent of each convict's education,
his habits, and disposition, the crime of which he was

of the Institution are carried out and that the convicts, are
humanely and justly treated.

En'enses or XXXI. And be it enacted, That the suns necessary to pay
Pentr the salaries and other expenses of the Penitentiary, sha
how to be teslre n te xesso h eietay hl
palU. be paid by the Receiver General of the Province, out of 15

any unappropriated monies in his hands, forning part of
the General Revenue Fund thereof, to the Warden, in
discharge of such Warrant or Warrants as may be issued
for thatpurpose by the Governor General, and shall be
duly accounted for by the Warden as he may be directed. . 20

Proviions to .XXXII. And be it enacted, That the said Penitentiary
be supçlied by shall be supplied with provisions by contract, which

contract shall be made by the Warden annually, unless the
Inspectors shall otherwise direct, with such persons as may
be willing to accept the lowest terns, at a fixed price per 25
day for each ration funished, the articles of food, and the
quantities of each kind to be prescribed by the Inspectors
and inserted in the contract ; and for the purpose of ascer-
taining who will furnish supplies on the lowest ternis, the
Warden shall cause a notice to be published in two of the 30
newspapers.printed in the City of Kingston, one in the
City of Montreal and one in, the City of Toronto ; thé
proposals to be offered pursuant to such notice, shall specify
the.lowest price per ration per day, aud the contracts shall
be made with those persons whose ternis shall be most 35
advantageous to the Province, and 'who shall give satisfac-

,,vo tory security for the perforniance of their contracts :: Pro
vided always, that should it be deemed by the Wardeh
that snch tenders as may be offered are not satisfactory, he
mnay, with the consent of the Inspectors, decline the saie, 40
and advertise anew.

Arbiîration in- XXXIII. And be it enacted, That whenever any contro,
certin cfsc". versy shall arise relative to any claim or demand which

any person may.have against the said Warden on account
of the said Penitentiary, such controversy may be referred45



to the arbitration of two or more persons mutuálly chosen
by such'Warden and the person with whom such contro-
versy mnay exist,'or to one person 'utually chosen by the
arbitrators so appointed as an umpire.

tentiary. Deputy . Warden, if they or any one of them shall have 30
reason to ýbelieve thattthe death of such convict arose
from any other than ordinary sickness, to call upon the
Coroner having jurisdiction to hold an inquest upon the
body of suchi deceased convict, and on such re~quisition by
one or more of the Officers named, the Coroner having 35
jurisdiction shall hold such inquest, and· for that end he and
the Jury and all others necessarily attending such inquest,
shall have admittance to the Prison.

for which lie or she shall be liable to be further imprisoned

discharged by the natural expiration of the term to which charged in

he or she was sentenced during the months of November,
December, January, February or March, and all prisoners

And be it enacted, That the Inspectors of the inspectoro
Penitentiary may in their discretion prepare a separate " eP e
system of discipline and employment for the military con- tem for myi-

30 victs, and on submitting the same for the sanction of the t °ry Convict

Governor General in Couneil, and receiving such sanction
they may put such system in operation as far as regards
military Prisoners only, notwithstanding the provisions of
this Act.
