circumstances of this country—one long Session is held in each year, 
and the entire course of study is embraced within four of these Sessions.

Free Scholarships have been created to the number of twenty-four, 

the presentation to sixteen of which has been placed in the hands of the 
Governor General, and the remaining eight are held by the Governors
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of the College to be bestowed as the reward of superior attainment. 
Application for these Scholarships, should in the one case, be address­
ed,through the Honorable Provincial Secretary, to His Excellency the 
Governor General, and in the other, through the College Secretary, to 
the Governors of the College.

The arrangements have been made on a basis of the broadest liber­
ality , to the exclusion of all sectarianism and party spirit,
