He had the use of excellent
scientific apparatus instead of hi
former rude appliauces, and the
companionship of men of high
scientific attainments, and he was
not slow to profit by them both,
He had intended, at the close of
his engagement with Dr. Beddoes,
to go to Edinburgh to complete
his medical studies, but chemistry

His first original experiment was
made when he was only eighteen
and was to discover what kind of
air was confined in the vesicles of
the common sea-weed which he
found upon the shore.
