“ We find no evidence of ita existence in mat­
ter ; yet it ia evidently superior in matter, since 
it controls the motions of nature—neutralises 
tlw tendency of those laws and forces which, 
without residing in matter, ia evidently superior 
to it, constantly acting upon it, overcoming ita 
inertia, and compelling it into motion, we call 

i God. God ! the inevitable word which termi­
nates all our studies, the grand climax to all our 
knowledge, shining like a mysterious star upon 
the borders of both worlds, revealing to us the 
moral liberty of this, the moral justice of that.”

Mr. Wales’ argument, certainly one of the 
moat lucid, forcible and original for the existence 

' of God which it ever fell to our lot to hear, seem­
ing to make a great impression upon the audience, 
more especially * his opponent declined to re­
ply in " consequence of the lateness of the hour,” 
though it wws not quite ten o’clock !

On leaving, Mr. Wales was warmly congratu­
lated by the Christian portion of the audience 
(and especially by Dr. Middleton, who chanced 
to lie present ; and with whom he subsequently 
rode home to supper,) upon the skill and success 
of his argument, and for the good feeling with 
which it was conducted ; for Mr. Wales is some­
what apt to silence an opponent by a withering 
sarcasm instead of a fact or an argument. We 
rejoice that this was not the ease on the present 
occasion.—1‘restn/ter.

The Atheist Silenced.
Being in Manchester some time since, when a 

certaininfidel lecturer was announced to lecture 
on Atheism, we went, out of curiosity, to hear 
him. After indulging in a large amount of 
scurrility and blasphemy for about an hour 
and a half, he concluded by saying that the only- 
safe rule of faith was to believe nothing that 
wasn’t capable of mathematical demonstration ; 
and that as the existence of God could not be 
demonstrated it ought not to be tielieved.

When he had sat down, a gentleman whom 
we instantly recognized as Burlington B. Wales, 
F.xq., whose essays and lectures on language (re­
cently delivered at the Collegiate Institution) 
have won for him the reputation of a distinguish­
ed linguist, rose to reply to the remarks which 
had been made by the lecturer.

On being invited to take a position on the 
platform, he said he had no intention of wad­
ing through the continent of mud which the 
lecturer had been so long constructing ; he should 
only fasten upon his two closing remarks, name­
ly, that nothing should be believed that was not 
susceptible of mathematical demonstration ; and 
that the existence ,of God not being susceptible 
of mathematical demonstration, ought not to be 
believed. Now, in relation to the first position, 
it was a fundamental axiom in mathematics that 
every circle must have a centre ; but be need 
hardly tell the lecturer, that while it was abso­
lutely necessary to admit this center, its exist­
ence had never been demonstrated.

“ Let this table,” said Mr. Wales laying his 
hand upon a circular table which was on the 
platform, “ Be considered a yard in diameter ; 
now where is the centre ? It is not in either of 
the semi-diameters, for they are equal ; and if it 
be in one it must be in the other i so you prove 
loo much, for you show that there must be two 
centres in one circle, which is an absurdity, ami 
destroys the very thing you are laboring to es­
tablish. It cannot be I a-tween them for they 
are in contact. You are thus driven to this con­
clusion—that this mathematical center is a point 
devoid of parts, namely a spaceless point— 
something that does not occupy space. Now, as 
all entities occupy space, if this center does not, 
then it is not an entity ; ergo, it is a non-entity, 
that is—nothing ! So much for the lecturer's 
first proposition, that nothing ought to be be­
lieved that is not susceptible of mathematical de­
monstration.

“ This conducts us to the second proposition, 
that the existence of God is incapable of mathe­
matical, proof. And here, 1 hope the lecturer 
will signify his admission or rejection of the 
premises laid down as I proceed.

2. No man has any more purity of mitnl than 
he evinces by his habitual speech. “ By thy 
words thou shall be justified, and by thy words 
thou shall be condemned” He that flatters, 
backbites, reviles, carries scandal, or delights in 
foolish talking and jesting, is not right But he 
who speaks no evfl, uses his tongue to bless 
God and man, and keeps it from falsehood and 
deceit and vanity and malice, and trains it to 
love and truth, is on the road to heaven.

3. Nor has any man goodness beyond what is 
proven by his habits of devotion. Some have 
no habits of devotion. Such have no piety. 
Others have flu of praying and confessing, but 
they will not always call upon God. Their clos­
ets can bear witness to their miserable modes 
of life. But others are habitually in a devout 
frame. Their piety is proven by their serious 
study of God’s word, their hearty prayers and 
praises, their honest self-examinations, and their 
serious and useful meditations.

4. Nor have any man’s attainments gone be­
yond what his common practice evinces. All 
true religion is practical. To hear God’s word 
proves no man a Christian ; but to hear and do 
them shows any man tobeachild of God. What 
is your life ?

4. Nor is any one better than upon full and 
fair trial of his principles he is shown to lie. All 
of life is a test. Some habitually fail, though at 
times they seem almost ready to do right It 
was not Peter's habit to deny Christ It was 
Judas’ habit to fail when tempted even by a few 
shillings.

6. Nor has any man more moral excellence 
than his conscience, duly enlightened, declares 
him to have. He may have less than a blind 
conscience declares him to have, but never more 
than a good conscience claims. If our con­
science is against us, we are undone. “ If our 
heart condemns us, God is greater than our heart 
and knoweth all things.”

7. We have no more piety than S evinced by 
our conformity to the moral law, whether re­
garded as consisting of the ten commandments 
given by Moses ; or of two as given by Christ- 
supreme love to God, and equal love to man j or 
of one as Paul says, “ Love is the fulfilling of the 
law.” What does the law say of you. What do 
you say of it ?

8. Nor has any man any more excellence of 
character than as he is in moral character like 
God. God is just. Are you unjust ? God it 
true. Are you a deceiver ? God abhors cruel­
ty. Do you delight in mercy ? God is long- 
suffering. Are you impatient towards your foes ? 
Are you an imitator of God ?

10. No man has any moral excellence except 
as it is wrought in him by the Holy Ghost in re­
generation and sanctification. Has the Holy 
Ofeost ever wrought effectually in you ? Wen 
you ever bom again ? Were you ever soundly 
converted ? Is your sanctification progressing ? 
Do you know what sanctification is ?

Try yourself, prove yourself, and find out what 
manner of spirit you are of, Self-deception is 
always more or less wilful. Of course it is wick­
ed. It is also foolish. It is always dangerous. 
It is many times fatal. “ Be not deceived.”

Religions Intelligente.
Tanne, the Neetorian Captive.

Among tile mountains of Koordistan, the 
eastern border of the Turkish Empire, where 
the Nestorian Christiana have for centuries 
sought to shelter themselves from the Moslem 
Koords, lived a Nestorian girl, who» name is 
Yanne. The rude mud hut in which she was 
born gave no promise of producing anything 
lovely, and yet a more beautiful girl than Yanne 
could hardly be iound in the entire East. As 
she grew up she developed unusual powers of 
mind. Disdaining the usual lot of the women 
of her country, to tend to the goats or till the 
land, she longed for a higher sphere.

Hearing of a school for girls, opened by the 
American missionaries, in Oororoiah, Persia, 
she made the long journey thither, amid many 
perils, to gratify- lier thirst for knowledge. She 
wu admitted into the school, and won the ad­
miration of all for her lieauty, and the respect 
and love of all for her diligence in study and 
her interest in all the religious exercises of the 
school

Altai remaining in Ooroomiah for some time, 
and having made unusual attainments for that 
land, she returned to her native village. Here 
a severe trial awaited her. An unnatural and 
cruel mother embittered her life with taunts and 
reproaches, compelled her to the severest drud­
gery, and finally, in a fit of rage, drove her 
with blows from the house.

In making her way to a neighbouring village, 
Yanne was met and seised by a party of 
rauding Koords. She struggled to escape from 
them in vain. They placed her on a horse, but 
twice she threw herself from it to the ground, 
but all to no purpose, for ahe was borne in tri­
umph by her captors, to their camp.

Their chieftain, named Cbelliby Aga, was one 
of those powerful Koords, rich in tents and 
flocks, who live like the Bedouin Arabs, roam­
ing from place to place to find pasturage for 
their flocks or plunder for their predatory- 
hordes.

Yanne, in the Koordish tent, was deemed a 
rare prise. The eyes of those wild, half naked 
rovers was dazzled by her lustrous beauty.— 
Particularly the son of the chief was smitten by 
her charms, and begged hie father for permis­
sion to many her. As CheUiby Aga was look­
ing for a suitable mate for hie eon, be willingly 
consented. Pity for Yanne, or regard for her 
feelings was of course unthought of. A Moo­
lah or Mohammedan prieet was called, and the 
alternative offered her of instant death or mar­
riage. Soon the music of the marriage feast 
and the shouts of the revelers drowned her cries 
and protestations.

The bridegroom doted over his unwilling 
tgtde, and made every effort to secure against 

His heart waa in captivity to her, 
whfle her person was In captivity to him. Tan­
te loathed such love, and longed fin-

bonds upon her conscience. Twice she succeed­
ed in escaping from the camp, but was overtaken 
in her flight, and severely beaten.

In aildition to her other trials every attempt 
was made to make her change her religion.— 
The Mohammedan women of the camp thought 
themselves insulted and contaminated by the 
presence of a Christian among tliem. A Moo­
lah held a drawn sword over her head to compel 
her to repeat the Moslem creed, but she steadily 
refused to renounce her religion. “ You may- 
kill me,” she said, “ but you cannot make me a 
Mohammedan.” A religious book she had with 
lier when the was seized, was taken away. She 
was whipped several times for refusing to work 
on the Sabbath.

She found means to send word respecting her 
unhappy state to the missionaries in Ooroomiah, 
and begged them to aid her in effecting her 
escape. They sympathized deeply with her, but 
owing to the power of Chilliby Aga, they could 
attempt nothing against him in the region where 
lie was then staying. They sent word to other 
missionaries in Mosul, to enlist their sympathies 
anil secure their aid for her should an opportu­
nity- happen.

Several weary months of captivity thus pass­
ed over YAme, her bondage daily growing hea­
vier, when the changing season compelled Chel- 
liby Aga to remove with his tribes from the 
mountainous districts towards the rich plains on 
the banks of the Tigris, where the pasturage 
was abundant for the flocka This change 
brought them within two day’s journey of the 
eitj- of Mosul.

Yanne’s friends, who were on the watch there, 
when they heard of this, felt that the time had 
come to make an effort for her rescue. One of 
the missionaries, Dr. IL, determined to go him­
self to the camp, taking with him a shrewd na­
tive of the country, a Protestant, named Ere- 
mieh, who had been to Ooroomiah, and had 
seen Yanne there.

Dr. H. applied to the Pacha of Mosul for a 
suitable band of soldiers to go with him to res­
cue the girl. He expressed some surprise that 
Dr. H. should go in person, but made no objec­
tion, and gave him an order upon a Turkish 
officer who commanded a body of troops fifteen 
or twenty miles distant from the Koordish en­
campment.

This officer readily promised compliance with 
the Pacha's letter, and soon Dr. H. and Eremiah 
were in company with about eighty irregular 
horseman and footmen, travelling in haste and 
by night towards the Koordish tents. Their 
expedition was not without danger. CheUiby 
Aga and bis son were fierce warriors, noted in 
battle. They could must* about an hundred 
armed Koords, able to wage » desperate encoun­
ter. The Koords are naturally suspicious and 
on their guard. They would resist the rescue 
of Yanne to the utmost of their power. The 
only hope lay in disarming suapicion until the 
leaders could be seized, and then by threatening 
their livra in caw of an attack, they might hope 
to gain their object without bloodshed. The 
Turkish officer stipulated that he lie left to his 
own discretion as to planning the enterprise and 
lulling apprehension.

It was early morning when the encampment 
was reached, and the officer sent a messenger 
forward to the vamp, saying that he was escort­
ing an American traveller through the country , 
who having heard of the fame of CheUiby Aga, 
desired to visit him in his tent and partake of 
his hospitality. An affirmative answer was re­
turned to this flattering request, and soon the 
whole party dismounted around the great recep­
tion tent, where CheUiby Aga and his son, sur­
rounded by armed attendants, awaited them.—

Eremiah 
meanwhile sauntered about with apparent indif­
ference, and managed to see Yanne, and to com­
municate .to her their intention, so that she 
might be in readiness.

In the tent the wonderful discoveries of the 
Western World were recounted. Telegraphs 
and railroads were described. AU the hearers 
were apparently deeply interested. Even the 
soldiers pressed forward to hear the news.— 
Etiquette was forgotten in their eagerness to lis­
ten, so that they even found their way behind 
the chiefs. Suddenly the Turkish officer gave a 
sign, and these zealous listeners at once threw 
themselves u|x>n CheUiby Age and his son, and 
pinioned their arms to their sides, eo that they 
were incapable of the slightest resistance, and 
the astonished and excited crowd who pressed 
forward to avenge their assault, were assured 
that tile slightest movement on their part would 
result in the death of their chiefa, and while sur­
prise still prevented the concerted action of the 
Koords, the chiefs were bound on to horses.— 
Yanne was also mounted on a horse, and in a 
moment more the whole troop were scouring 
over the plain.

So instantaneous was the whole movement, 
that Dr. H. was not fully prepared for it, and 
found himself left behind after the rest of the 
parts had left. Hi« position was one of extreme 
peril, as the inftiriated crowd dosed around him, 
but a threatening manner and stem voice opened 
the way to where his horse was tied, and mount­
ing him, he was soon borne out of danger.

The party pursued their way with excited 
feelings, the successful rejoicing, the defeated 
desponding. Yanpe was zirerjoyed at her de­
liverance, for which ahe had been eo long hoping. 
The chiefs were chagrined at their being thus 
overreached and overpowered j the younger wu 
espcciaUy exasperated at the escape of his bride.

Night came on while they were yet distant 
several hours from Mosul, and compelled their 

ipmenL In the stillness of the evening 
the. quick ear of Eremiah overheard whispers 
which revealed a strange and wicked plot. It 
seemed that not the Pasha's letter, nor desire to 
please Dr. IL, or simple humanity, had stimula­
ted the Turkish soldiers to such zeal and nativi­
ty in the rescue of Yanne ; hot he was all the 
time scheming for his own advantage, and mat­
ing tools of the others. He had heard the fame 
of Yanne’» beauty, and knew what a prise she

palace, knowing that for the delivery of such a
present, be might expect sn office of honor or a 
rich reward in money.

Upon this discovery a haatv consultation was 
held by the trio most Interested. To Yanne this 
prospect was terrible, far more so than the fate 
from which she had just escajietl. Once within 
the Pacha's harem, her doom for life would he 
sealed. As a result of their conference, while 
the wearied soldiers were sleeping and the officer 
was dreaming of his golden prospects for the 
morrow, Eremiah and Yanne stole away in the 
darkness and with rapid steps made their way 
toward the city. Fear lent them wings, excite­
ment strength, and heaven protection, so that 
soon after the gates of Mosul w ere opened in 
the morning, the fugitives entered and made 
their way to the house of the English Consul, 
where, under the protection of die English flag, 
Yanne was safe from the love of Koordish chief 
or the lust of Turkish pacha.

The scene at the camp about the same time 
baflies description. When the officer gave the 
summons to mount, and uo Yanne started from 
the group of sleepers, his diaap]x>intment and 
rage were^ unlxfiftided. The bird had flown, 
the schemer was outwitted, his castle in the air 
had vanished. Dr. H. of course explained no­
thing, but Eremiah'» absence explained enough. 
Danger of an attack lieing now over, the cap­
tives were released and allowed to return, and 
the remainder of the party hastened to Mosul

On their arrival there, the officer repaired at 
once to the |ialace, and told the Pacha what a 
prize he had almost delivered into Ills hands, and 
so inflamed his mind with hie glowing descrip­
tion of Yanne's charms, that he determined to 
[losses* lier at all hazards. Finding by inquiry 
where she had gone, he sent a message to the 
consulate demanding her immediate surrender. 
The reply was returned that she would stay 
where she was. Another message was sent by 
the Fâcha, that he would send aoldien and take 
her, even if they had to tear down the walls of 
the consulate. Still Yanne was not given up, 
and he hesitated to execute hie threat, through 
tear of the consequences should complaint be 
made at Constantinople.

He then attempted by a ruse to obtain pos­
session of her. He secured an order for her 
to appear before the civil court, on the ground 
that she was the wife of a Mohammedan, and of 
course a Mohammedan, and was kept in the 
house of a Christian. He expected either to 
seize her upon the way to court, or to secure her 
committal into other hands besides the friends 
with whom she was now staying, where she 
would lie within his reach. But Yanne went to 
court well attended by guards from the Consul­
ate, she testified that she was a Christian, and 
had always been a Christian, and was only kept 
by a Mohammedan by force, so that the court 
fourni no excuse for detaining her, and she was 
returned in safety.

Several months have since passed. Yanne 
has lived most of the time in the Consul’s fami­
ly, or with the missionaries. Her Koordish 
lover still thinks of her, and sends messengers 
at times with extravagant offers of love and ser­
vice, to all of which she is insensible. She has 
gained a good knowledge of gospel truth, and 
hope has been indulged that she has been truly 
horn of God. She may yet be a blessing to the 
women of that country, and be as [ire-eminent 
in piety as she is now in beauty.

The work at Rochdale has commenced with 
the church in a most gracious manner. It is 
now Wednesday ; we began three days ago.— 
On Sabbath afternoon. ,when it was estimated 
that there were as many as 180» present, he 
who baptlzeth with fire was in our midst. The 
names of about one hundrecl have been handed 
in to the Secretaries -some have been justified, 
others sanctified wholly. In view of the multi­
tudes we have seen saved since, we left America, 
our hearts are filled with adoring praise. We 
do not lose sight of the fact that one soul out­
weighs the wealth of the world. If angels in 
heaven rejoice over one sinner that repentrth, 
what should he our joy ? I often feel like Flet­
cher : “ Oh t for a gust of praise to go through 
the earth !”

Feb. 18.—My voice, you know, was never 
very strong ; and it seems scarcely le» than mi­
raculous that I should lie enabled thus for a suc­
cession of days, weeks and months to exert my 
voice, and often, after addressing a congregation 
of from two thousand to three thousand for three 
quarters of an hour, to sit down without hardly 
a feeling of weariness.

The Superintendent of the circuit has been in 
since I began to write, and says the number 
blest since we commenced our serv ices here, u 
recorded by the Secretary, is two hundred and 
fifty, some of whom have received pardon, others 
purity ; and the names are not recorded until 
they are clear in the blessing sought, when they 
have retired from the altar and gone into the 
vestry and recorded their names. Of course 
none are willing to do this, as this act seems 
formidable until strong in the witness. 1 have 
known persons to go two or three times to the 
vestry-door, ami turn again to the communion- 
rail, fearing they were not quite clear enough to 
tie witnesses to give their names. This is a 
blessed work, when we remember that it is but 
eight days we have been here.

Extract from Mrs. Palmer’s Last 
Letter.

Rochdai.k, Feb. 13, 1861. 
We have long stood engaged for Rochdale, 

but have had so many pressures elsewhere that 
we only arrived in this place on Saturday even­
ing last.

Dr. P. has on several occasions remarked that 
Tuesday evenings are with us seasons of more 
manifest power. While our dear brethren and 
sisters in Jesus are re memliering, and we trust 
praying for us in the Tuesday afternoon meeting, 
we are engaged in our seven o'clock evening 
service. Would that the Lord might inspire the 
hearts of bis people to ask in faith for still 
greater and mightier things in our behalC We 
are endeavoring 4o sink deeper into the purple 
flood, and trust that we are daily rising higher 
in all the life of God. Never have we felt more 
deeply the necessity of clinging momentarily to 
the cross, or never more fully assured of our en­
tire identification of interest in the Redeemer’s 
kingdom.

We have been spending some time at the 
places where the Macedonian cry was specially 
loud because of the desolations of Zion. More 
truly so was the case in regard to the royal town 
of Windsor. A little before we visited that 
place, an official meeting had been called, at 
which the President of the Conference from 
London was present to devise what could be 
done, the lowne» of the cause of Methodism, 
and the financial embemuvsmfcnt of the chapel 
being so great, that it seemed well nigh impossi­
ble to sustain the cause longer. A special mes­
senger came for us, and w* turned aside from 
many imperative calls from large and influential 
towns to go to Windsor circuit.

In Windsor the church membership was 
about fifty, but the Superintendent of the circuit 
said that he knew of scarce a dozen who seemed 
really to enjoy religion. I might go into many 
interesting details, but can only say that the 
Lord permitted the people to see that holiness 
specifically, is just the power needed to raise low 
churches. From the Secretaries’ report, we 
have reason to believe that over one hundred 
professed disciples, such asj?aul would have ask­
ed the question : “ Have ye receiv ed the Holy- 
Ghost since ye believed ?” were spiritually bap­
tized. Many of these went about manifesting 
that it was indeed a gift of power they had re­
ceived. They brought their friends to Jesus 
from all parts of the circuit, and many also came 
from London, twenty -two miles distant, seek in# 
the full baptism of the Spirit, and others seek­
ing pardon. The number of the nearly blest 
wu at least between two and three hundred.

étneral Iflisdlaim.
Estimate of the Sin of Drunkenness

1 Iraniennes» is either actual or habitual, just 
as it is one thing to lie drunk, and another to lie 
a drunkard. What we shall deliver upon the 
subject must principally lie understood of u habit 
of intemperance ; although part of the guilt and 
danger described may lie applicable to casual 
excesses ; and nil of it in a certain degree, for­
asmuch as every habit ia only a repetition of 
single instances.

The mischief of drunkenness, from which we 
are to compute the guilt of it, conaista in the 
following bod effects :

1. It betrays most constitutions either to rx- 
trav agencies of anger, or sins of lewdnesa.

2. It disqualifies men for the duties of their 
station, both by the temporary disorder of their 
faculties, and at length by a constant incapacity 
and stupefaction.

3. It is attended with ex|ieneca, which can 
often he ill spared.

4. ft is sure to oerasinn uneasiness to the 
family of the ilrankard.

•». It shortens life.
To these consequences of drunkenness must 

be added the peculiar danger and mischief of 
the example. Drunkenness is a social festive 
vice ; apt, beyond any vice that can lie mentioned, 
to draw others by the example. The drinker 
collects his circle ; the circle naturally aprearls— 
of those s ho are drawn within it, many become 
the corrupters and centres of sets and circles of 
their own ; every one countenancing, and perhaps 
emulating the rest, till a whole neighborhood be 
infected from the contagion of a single example. 
This account ia confirmed by what we often ob­
serve of drunkenness, that it ia a local vice ; 
found to prevail in certain countries, in certain 
districts of a country, or in particular tosms, 
without any reason to be given for the fashion, 
but that it had been introduced by some popular 
examples. With this observation upon the 
spreading quality of drunkenness, let us connect 
a remark which belongs to several evil effects 
above recited. The consequences of a vice, like 
the symptoms of a disease, though they all be 
enumerated in the description, seldom all meet 
in the same subject. In the instance under con­
sideration, the age and temperament of one 
drunkard may have little to fear from inflamma­
tions of lust or anger ; the fortune of a second 
may not be injured by the expense ; a third may 
have no family to be disquieted by his irregula­
rities ; and a fourth may posse» a constitution 
fortified against the poison of strong liquors. 
But if, as we always ought to do, we compre­
hend within the consequences of our conduct, 
the mischief and tendency of the example, the 
above circumstances, however fortunate for the 
individual, will be found to vary the guilt of hit 
intemperance less, probably, than he supposes. 
The moralist may expostulate with him thus : 
Although the waste of time and of money be of 
small importance to you, it may be of the utmost 
to some one or other whom your society corrupts. 
Repeated or long-continued excesses, which hurt 
not your health, may lie fatal to your companion. 
Although you have neither wife, nor child, nor 
parent to lament your absence from home, or 
expect your return to it with terror, other fami­
lies, in which husbands and fathers have been 
inv ited to share in your inebriety, or encouraged 
to imitate it, may justly lay their misery or ruin 
at your door. This will hold good, whether the 
person seduced be seduced immediately by you, 
or the vice be propagated from you to him thro' 
several intermediate examples. All the» con­
siderations it is necessary to assemble, to judge 
truly of a vice which usually meets with milder 
names and more indulgence than it deserves.— 
Paient Mural l’kiloêopky.

of otliers relative to the various objects of theo­
retical and experimental inquiry in s hich, during 
hie long and active career, he at any time en­
gaged. For the performance of these duties 
His Majesty King George the III. was pleased 
to place her in receipt of a salary sufficient for 
her singularly moderate wants and retired habits. 
Arduous, however, as these occupations must 
appear, especially when it is considered that her 
brother’s observations were always carried on 
(circumstances permitting) till daybreak, with­
out regard to season, and indeed chiefly in tile 
srinter, they proved insufficient to exhaust her 
activity. In their intervals she found time for 
actual astronomical observations of her own, and 
for the execution of more than one work of 
great extent and utility. Khc searched the hea­
vens for comets, and that so effectively as on no 
less than eight several occasions to lie raw aisled 
by their diseovery.—Bowen of Worth.

Opinions of the Ancients.
In Rollin’s Ancient History, vol. 3, book 7th, 

chap. 2d, sec. 4th, it is related of Zalenois, a 
lawgiver, “ That to banish luxury from his re­
public^ which he looked upon as the certain de­
struction of a government, he did not follow the 
practice established by some nations, where it is 
thought sufficient for the restraining it, to punish 
by pecuniary mulcts inch as infringe the laws ; 
but he acted, says the historian, in a more art­
ful anil ingen ill» manner :

lie prohibited women from wearing rich and 
costly stuffs, embroidered robes, precious stones, 
ear-rings, necklaces, gold rings, bracelets, and 
such like ornaments, excepting none from this 
law, but common prostitutes. He enacted a 
similar law with regar44» the men, excepting in 
the same manner from the observance of it, only 
such as w ere willing to pass for debauchees and 
infamous wretches. By these regulations, he 
easily and without violence preserved the citizens 
from the approaches to luxury and effeieinacy ; 
for no person was so lost to all sense of honor, 
as to be willing to wear the liadges of his shame 
under the eye of all the citizens, us that would 
make him a public laughing stock, anil reflect 
eternal infamy on his fondly.

Effect» of Drunkenness on the Off­
spring.

At n recent meeting of the Academy of Sci­
ences, at Paris, M. Demeaux read a paper ex­
hibiting in a very utriking manner the very 
great' proclivity to disease incident to children 
whose fathers are addicted to the/habits of in­
toxication. Paralysis, epilepsy, insanity, hys*- 
teria, and a long, sad catalogue of the disorders 
of the human system, have Ix-en classed among 
the maladies so communicable to children.— 
Moral debility and intellectual obliquity are also 
said to be not seldom communicated in a similar 
way. This is one of the numerous instances in 
which our Maker, to reclaim wrong-doers, and 
vindicate His broken laws, erects Iwfore our 
eyes a living, life-long monument, commemo­
rative of folly, shame and tin.

Ho other place to go.
Sow» years ago, a gentleman of this city, be­

longing to the School of Theodore Parker, died, 
leering an injunction that there should be no 
prayer offered at his funeral, and no religious 
ceremony of any kind. But that did not prevent 
his friends making speeches over his corpse. 
Among uveral speakers of bis class, who under­
took to “ impronT the occasion, there was a 
distinguished Universalist minister. In hia speech 
he asserted that tbe deceased had gone to heaven. 
Yes, and proved it conclusively—if his premises 
be admitted. He said, “ He has doubtless gone 
to heaven, for there ia no other place for him to 
go.”—This certainly went dear of a fault too 
often committed by ministers at funerals. It 
was certainly no flattery of the dead to wy 
that he had gone to heaven, if indeed, there is 
no other place for him to go to. And heaven, 
on this principle, can be no very select [dace, 
and have no very select society, if it embraces 
all places, and opens its doors to all comers.—- 
Horton Jtecorder.

He who is generous in 
the day of prosperity, ,snds others to render 
kindnew to him in turn, • hen overwhelmed by 
disait*. It ia, therefore a matter of common 
prudence, if there were no higher motive, look­
ing out for the (lark days which may come, to 
•how kmdne* to those in trouble.

The Study of the Sky.
A large part of the public are not aware of 

the extensive discover»*» in astronomical science 
made during tire past year ; including no less 
than four new asteroids and four new comets. 
The asteroids were all detected within a single- 
week in September—two at PariF-a third at h 
Berlin, and tbe other at Washington. The en­
tire number of known asteroids is now sixty-two, 
of which four were discovered by American 
astronomers. Of the comets, the first was dis­
covered in Brazil, the second in Hamburg, the 
third at Cambridge, and the fourth at Marseilles. 
Not a year h» passed sin* 1847 without the 
discovery of some new planetary body.—Inde-

Died, at Ayletford, on the 9th of February, 
Caroline, the beloved wife ef Mr. EKakim 
Wallace, in the 31st year of her age : leering an 
afflicted husband, and four children to mourn the 
loss of a truly Christian wife and mother.

Mrs. Wallace had been early taught, by parents 
who themselves feared God, that “ the fear of 
the Lord is the beginning of wisdom." Hence 
her early life had been characterised by an earn­
est desire to do the will of God j and to escape 
the punishment that she knew would be inflicted 
upon the wicked. But she felt, and acknow­
ledged, that the strength of aril propensities— 
innate in the human heart—often paralyzed her 
effort, and led her astray from the paths of piety, 
the amiability and excellency of which, even 
when very young, she was led to appreciate. 
We believe it may be truly said, that up to the 
period of her conversion, the fear of God never 
departed from her. She was hence led to avoid 
the sins peculiar to her age and circumstances, 
and to desire a better portion than the votaries 
of sensual pleasure had ever realised. True 
Religion—a religion that changes the heart, and 
adorns the life with everything honest, lively, 
and of good report she felt to be the “ one 
thing needful f and to be put in possession of 
this, so as to enjoy and exemplify it, in her spirit, 
and deportment, was worthy of jser most earnest 
and persevering effort. Hence the “ Throne of 
Grace" became a place of oft repeated resort ; 
and appreciating, more and more, the privileges 
of the ordinances of the Lord’s House—ac­
knowledging the amiability of His Tabernacles, 
and the Place where His honor dwelleth ; her 
very heart and flesh at length cried out for the 
Living God.

It was not possible for one whole heart the 
Holy Spirit was so folly subduing to bis own will, 
and preparing to take “ the mould Divine—the 
stamp of perfect love,” should remain long a 
seeker. She was soon enabled to testify, “ ve­
rily God hath heard me : He hath attended to 
the voice of my prayer.” The spirit of bondage 
to fear was exchanged for the spirit of adoption 
whereby she was enabled with filial confidence 
to cry Abba Father. The spirit itself bore wit­
ness with her spirit that she was a child of God. 
The conversion of our sister was a real change. 
It marked a new, and glorious era, in her history. 
Her whole subsequent life evinced that she was 
“ turned unto the Lord ? and to the Lord her 
spirit henceforth cleaved. In His service she 
found her chief delight ; and ever through all 
the vicissitudes of her life—in trouble and in 
joy—she was hurrying on to the goal. The goal, 
that she seemed to realize was sooner to be 
reached by her than by her companions in dis­
tress. The sentiment of our Poet was exempli­
fied in her experience,—

Now on the brink of death we stand,
And if I pass before :

They all shall soon escape to land.
And hail me on the snore.

Till- race we all are running now.
And if 1 first attain :

They too their willing heads shall bow.
They too the prise shall gain.

The Lord had “ chosen her in the furnace of 
affliction and He was with her, attempering the 
fires ; and watching the process, till He saw His 
own reflux image enstamped upon her heart ; and 
as the dross was purged away the pure gold was 
capable of sustaining severe tests. “ The bush 
burned and the bush was not consumed." Altho' 
affliction succeeded affliction, till all of earthly 
hope was gone ; yet could she say, “ I will re­
joice in the Lord, I will joy in the rock of my 
salvation." Through the whole of her affliction, 
she never lost her confidence in God. “ All is 
well," she would say. If a wish would change 
my circumstances, I would not exercise it.” On 
one occasion allusion was made tc her sick hus­
band, who could not long survive ; and her four 
dear children—soon to be left orphans—She said 
with deep emotion “ I have given my children— 
my husband—my all to God. I have no more 
ties to earth. They are all broken. I long to 
be gone. I feel no murmuring disposition ; 
murmur ! O I think it would be so wicked to 
murmur, when he is so good ! I can't repine. 
He keeps me in perfect peace. He gives me 
the victory." Such were some of her dying say­
ings. Often during the last few days of her 
illness would she break forth aloud in strains of 
adoration and praise to God—rejoicing with a 
joy that was truly unspeakable and foil of glory.

■ These bursts of joy coming through the midnight 
gloom of sorrow and affliction, reminded us of 
the sublime sentiments of our Poet, describing 
a similar scene.
Through nature's wreck—thro’ vanquished agonies, 
Liks the stars struggling thro* the midnight gloom. 
What gleams of joy) what more than human peace ? 
Where the frail mortal ? the poor abject worm ?
No, not in death, the mortal to be found.
His comforters he comforts ; great in ruin.

Where is heaven ? is a question frequently 
asked, and variously answered by the human 
mind ; and whether proposed by philosopher or 
peasant, Christian or Pagan, it has generally had

Unlike the heathen philoso­
pher, he places it not in some far distant and 
conjectural region, to which access is obtained 
in some mysterious way, and where shall be per­
petuated, aa its very essence, his favourite world­
ly employ.

Hea­
ven is where Jesus is, and where I shall see Him 
as He is. Again, as friend after friend departs in 
the Lord, and with a natural and Christian solici­
tude he asks, Where are they ? instructed by the 
sublime and cheering verities of God’s revealed 
Word, how consoling the reply, To be with 
Christ which is far better. As one after another 
of his kindred depart in the Lord, his anxious 
spirit is not committed to the chilling and hssar- 
ous uncertainty of mere Philosophy, but repos­
ing upon the revelations of the infallible Word, 
he learns with the severance of each earthly tie 
to bring heaven into still closer proximity.

Oh, into what near and sweet neigbourhood is 
heaven brought to the chastened lieliever when 
it becomes the home of loved ones. Is he ask­
ed, Where is heaven ? he summarily and from 
the heart replies, “ Where ia my Saviour, and 
where are all my sainted kindred, and where 
soon I hope to be.’

Letter from England.
From our own Correspondent.

England, April 4th, 1861.
The doings of our half of the globe just 

now are almost distressingly prosy. Never was 
there a month to barren in prominent events as 
the last There has been plenty of the spray 
and froth of political life, but not a single break­
er. No wars, no battles, no great field days of 
Cabinets, no run-away kings, no revolutions ; 
nothing, indeed, out of which a newspaper edi­
tor or correspondent could make a decent living. 
Even the Timet has grown prosier—has put forth 
heavy leaders, and, driven to its wit’s end for 
want of news by the Parliamentary vacation 
—has treated us with long critiques upon books 
which have been before the public for months. 
We are drifting daily into that most undesirable 
crisis of political dearth when it will be neces­
sary to feed the public with fabulous records of 
monstrous gooseberries, and showers of frogs.

By the way, we did almost get up a “ difficul­
ty" with France last week. At the funeral of 
the Duehese of Kent several of the princes 
of the Orleans family attended in the character 
of mourners, a not very unseemly thing, seeing 
that they belong to the kindred of her late Royal 
Highness. Forthwith there appeared in the 
semi-official organ of the French Government 
a rather bitter article, commenting very testily 
upon the insult offered to the reigning imperial 
family by this public and royal recognition of the 
exiles. The article excited the odium and con­
tempt which it deserved ; and the authorities, 
fearing that they had 44 put their foot into it,” 
published a disclaimer of the official character ol 
the affair. Thia ia a very convenient arrange­
ment of the Imperial Government. It puU out 
feelers, through the press, bearing the signatures 
of non-official persons. If the feelers take, the 
Government appropriates the honour; but il 
they excite serious objections, then it quietly 
repudiates them—washes its hands of the whole 
affair, and even reproaches the poor victim.— 
Such subterfuges are hardly worthy of an Im­
perial dynasty.

The Bishop of Poictiers, who compared Louis 
Napoleon to Pontius Pilate, has been reprimand­
ed for this bold analogy, and bis 44 pastoral" 
has been suppressed—a policy which, by the 
way, will do something considerable lor,its fur­
ther circulation. Napoleon the First, after lying 
twenty one years in his tomb in the Invalides, has 
been taken up, and lodged in a third resting 
place—a magnificent mausoleum reared by the 
piety of his nephew. It is time now to let the 
Imperial bones alone ; they had many a jolt in 
life, and have been wanderers ever since their 
first interment. The Empress, by way of aton­
ing for the religious vagaries of her husband, 
has been observing a most rigorous Lent— 
Every bite of food has passed under searching 
review, lest it might contain any element approxi­
mating to the carnal. Her ladies have bad a 
somewhat hungry and lugubrious time.

Three awkward little complications have just 
come to light, in European policy. In the first 
place, when all was so nicely settled as to Vic­
tor Emmanuel's new kingdom—Prince Lucien 
Murat quietly steps in, and lays claim to the va­
cant throne of Naples, and many thousands ol 
Neapolitans urge him by petition to maintain his 
claim ! Verily, the Royal Highnesses of this 
world give us more trouble than all the nations 
put together. One would have thought that the 
fate of the first Murat would have quashed for 
ever the kingly aspirations of his family, but 
Prince Lucien evidently has a strong ambition tc 
be shot, or exiled, or put to some considerable 
discomfort He might as well put in a claim for 
the Celestial Empire, for Victor, King of Italy 
it not likely to deliver up his hard earned troph­
ies to any aspiring Highness under the heavens. 
The second of these complications is the appear­
ance of Garibaldi on the stage of public life.— 
All the world thought that he was diligently 
grinding com in Caprera, and 44 going in ” foi 
the character of a gentleman farmer ; but he has 
suddenly flashed upon the population of Turin 
—sought an interview with King Victor, and 
nobody knows what will come of it, though 
everybody knows this much, that when Garibaldi 
is abroad in the earth, all despots, and especially 
His Majesty of Austria, had better look out.— 
He is the 44 bogie" of all tyrants, and doubtless 
has hankerings after Venetia or Rome, or both. 
The third of these complications is that when all 
was going on smoothly, and we were beginning 
to think of building no more Gloires and War­
riors and Black Princes, Prussia must needs 
stir up that most infragrant of political dust- 
heaps, the Sclielswig Holstein question. If it 
were only a matter of a paltry* Duchy or so, 
more or less, the question need trouble nobody* ; 
but unfortunately a war between Prussia and 
Denmark means a European war, with Russia on 
the one side and France on the other, ready to 
pounce upon any available spoil. Thus is the 
world fermenting in these days.

Our good-for-nothing subjects in the Ionian 
Isles are turning most crusty. They do not ap­
preciate the blessings of English rule. They 
have passed a resolution in their Parliament, in 
favour of annexation to Greece. Common sense 
says, “let them go.” They have never been 
anything better than a drag upon England. It 
has cost vastly more to keep them in order and. 
subordination than they have ever produced.— 
But “ red-tape,” the real ruler of English policy 
lays : “keep them, at any price,” and so Sir 
Henry Storks has dissolved tbeirfParliament, and 
given them a good lecture ; and if a statement 
in the Patrie may be trusted, the British fleet has 
been ordered from Malta to the Grecian Archi­
pelago to carry matters, if need be, with a high­
er hand still. It is almost comforting to know that 
other nations are not much better off than we

The 
Government has determined to wall in the well 
at Cairn pore, into which so many hapless vic­
tims of the late mutiny were flung ; and also to 
raise two handsome memorials of the murdered 
ones close by the spot. The Duke of Newcastle 
is now generally looked upon as the successor of 
Lord Canning in the administration of India.— 
The last mail brings intelligence of the death of 
the Bishop of Madras. The Earl of Elgin ia ex­
pected in England at the beginning of next 
week.

We have had a rational mourning for the 
death of the Duchess of Kent, who, by her un­
ostentatious virtues, succeeded in winning the 
nation's regard. Queens' Mothers in some coun­
tries have proved a great pest, but the late 
Duchess never intruded into the circle of politi­
cal life, but kept quietly to her own sphere, and 
adorned it. She was buried with that absence of 
pomp which characterized her life. The funeral 
was almost severely simple. Her body reposes 
for a time in the tomb of the kings- in St 
George’s Chapel, Windsor, but will be removed 
in a few months to a mausoleum, not yet com­
pleted, in the grounds of Frogmore House.— 
The Queen, and many members of the Royal 
family, had the moumfol satisfaction of being 
present with the dying Princess up to the last

Next Sunday evening the new census of the 
population of England ia to be token in every 
house in the land. The details required this 
time are fewer and more simple than those of 
the census of 1851. There is no noxious clause 
as to the religious persuasion of the people. In­
deed there is no objectionable feature at all in 
the new Schedule, save that one which the ladies 
are said to regird with indignation, the ne­
cessity of disclosing the age at the last birth­
day. There is no evading the demand ; some 
age must be given, under a penalty of five 
pounds for recusants. It is to lie feared that 
many of the fair will be the subjects of a tem­
porary forgetfulness, and perhaps some will in­
cur a charge of a yet heavier nature. The pro- 
foundest secrecy is enjoined upon the enumera­
tors, and the most venerable, though would-be 
youthful damsels, may safely confide to the Gov­
ernment the entire truth.

Plans have been decided upon for the build­
ing to be used at the Great Exhibition of 1863. 
The design is very different from that adopted 
in 1851. Glass and iron will enter mainly into 
the construction, but will not be used entirely, 
It is contemplated to have a long picture gallery, 
the wall of which will be brick ; altogether the 
building will be of a more solid and substantial 
nature than the last, though not nearly so ele­
gant and sightly. Indeed, were it not treason­
able to say so, one would be tempted to pro­
nounce the affair decidedly ugly. Its erection 
causes little stir. The fact is, one exhibition 
in a generation is quite enough. Exhibitors aie 
put to serious cost—a cost, in some cases, quite 
ruinous ,* and in the present depressed state of 
trade,they will scarcely like to involve themselves 
in costly undertakings, when results are at least 
doubtful ; the general impression is, that the 
projected exhibition will prove ■ failure.
, The masons and bricklayers of London are 
out on “ strike.” Many hundreds of these men 
were relieved from starvation during the past 
winter by the liberality of the public, and yet 
when remunerative labour may be had they strike 
for the most trivial sum. Blinded by the agents 
of the iniquitous trades unions, they are_in this 
case standing out against their ow n best inter­
ests. The masters have had enough of nonsense 
on this matter, they have succumbed too often to 
the despotism of operative combinations, and 
they have now decided to shut up their yards 
and throw up their contracts rather than yield 
again. It is said that thousands of Belgian ar­
tisans of equal skill, are ready to come orert< 
and gladly accept the terms which the Lon­
don labourers reject. It will be long before the 
British public pours out its liberality as it did 
last winter upon such men as these. Strikes, 
and bad weather, and the uncertainties of the 
American question, and the dearneas of money, 
combine to produce utter stagnation in trade. 
A few bright days will make some differenceptnd 
the Bank having lowered its rate of discount 
one per cent will contribute to the general im­
provement.

Easter Monday was a grand day for the Vo­
lunteers. A stranger would have thought the 
land invaded by Riflemen. They were every­
where. At Brighton there would have been a 
splendid demonstration, if anybody could but 
have seen it. 1-arge platforms were raised, and 
an eager multitude, numbering tens of thousands 
had turned out to see a 44 a aham fight" on the 
Downs. There were the volunteers, in all their 
glory, with silver bugles, and gorgeous plumes, 
and lordly officers tearing about on war-like steeds. 
The movement began, and when the troops 
had marched about for a time they suddenly 
disappeared en matte over the brow of a hill, 
and were never seen again until nightfall, when 
they emerged all mud-stained and weary, to the 
astonishment of the Brightonians who concluded 
that they must have tumbled bodily into the sea. 
This was almost literary the experience of a bri­
gade which was reviewed on Wimbledon Com­
mon. They were drenched in a sweeping rain 
that never subsided for one moment during the 
whole day. They behaved like men, and brav­
ed an euemy more difficult to cope with than 
any French army—an enemy which no French 
army could withstand for an hour—a drenching 
English rain.

In matters ecclesiastical there is very little to 
report. The 44 Essays and Reviews " are yet the 
popular thing. Any aspirant for literary fame 
has only to publish a book or pamphlet profess­
ing to smash one or more of the Essayists, and 
he achieves the notoriety which he covets. All 
other hooka are temporarily at a discount 44 Es­
says and Reviews" are asked for at the libraries 
just as 44 Adam Bede ” used to be. There ia a 
sort of romance in their heterodoxy, and liaping 
young ladies eagerly read their heavy pegea be­
cause of the supposed glory of doing something 
naughty. The Bishop of London has issued a 
volume of counter-arguments, but it is whisper­
ed that his lordship ia guilty of the “ dodge ” 
of snatching at popularity when the chance is 
high, inasmuch at the volume was published by 
his lordship many years ago under another title.'

still" Possessing the spirit of his Divine Mas­
ter, the Great Head of the Church, 44 having 
loved his own which w ere in the world, he loved 
them to the end." Iu a private meeting with 
some of the principal and senior preachers, held 
in Mr. Wesley’s study, he proposed a Rule 
should be made, 44 That no Preacher should 
preach three times ou the same day." It was 
urged by the preachers to be absolutely neces­
sary in most cases ; without which the places 
could not be supplied. Mr. Wesley replied, 44 It 
must be given up : we shall lose our preachers 
by such excessive labor." They answered,

We have all done so ; and you, sir, even at a 
very advanced age, have continued to do so."

What I have done,” said he 44 ia out of the 
question : my life and strength have been under 
an especial providence ; besides I know better 
than they how to preach without injuring myaelf ; 
and no man can preach thrice a day without 
Killing himself sooner or later ; and the custom 
shall not be continued." They pressed the point 
no further, finding lie was determined. Yet 
they evaded its force by altering the minute 
thus—(when it went to the press) No Preacher 
shall preach three times in the same day to the 
same congregation. Mr. Wesley had said, He 
who preaches the Gospel as he ought, must do 
it with his whole strength of body and soul. 
He who, instead of preaching, talks to the peo­
ple—merely speaks about good things, or tells a 
religious story—will never injure himself by 
such employment Such a person does not44 la­
bour in the Word and doctrine (L Timothy 
v. 17, last clause,) he tells his tale, and as he 
«[leaks so his congregation believe, and sinners 
are left as he found them. Not so, the Lord be 
magnified as regards this highly favored Circuit 
A revenue of praise is due, that evidence is not 
wanting. 44 The law of the Lord is perfect con­
verting the soul,” 44 Blessed is the people 
that know the joyful sound : in thy name 

shall they rejoice all the day, and in thy 
righteousness shall they be exalted."—lxxxix.

Dr. Livingstone’s Expedition.
From the Cape Monitor, February *21.

Important news of the Livingstone party on 
the Zambezi, has just come to hand, nil the 
Transvaal. And Mr. Baldwin, who has recently 
returned thence to Potchefstroom, confirms the 
particulars of the sad death of the Kev. Mr. Hcl 
more and family, and Mrs. Price and family In 
the desert The Oude Emigrant of the 1st insu, 
is the authority from which we derive the follow ­
ing information :—The arrival of Mr. Baldwin, 
the indefatigable traveller and hunter from the 
Zambezi, en route to Natal, places much valuable 
information within our reach. We w ill premise 
by stating that Mr. Baldwin has the honour of 
being the first white man who has jienetrated to 
the Zambezi from thia coast, and is the second 
white man who ever saw the celebrated Victoria 
Falls which Dr. Livingstone discovered five 
years ago. Mr. Baldwin, after a most eventful 
and successful hunt as far as Mozelikatze's coun­
try, left his wagons oil account of the fly , and 
his people having refused to accompany him, be 
gallantly started (unaccompanied) on foot. With 
that steadfast friend his gun, and a pocket com­
pass, he struck for the Victoria Falls ; lie/had no 
guide but a map and Dr. Livingstone's 'descrip­
tion. After much distress, owing to scarcity of 
water and ignorance of the country, interruption 
from wild animals, &c., he to his great astonish­
ment, hit the river not three miles above the 
falls, lie was obliged to remain by the river 
two days before any Kaffirs would come over in 
their canoes. The river was in this place at least 
four thousand yards wide, with an immense num­
ber of islands, some of large extent. At length 

canoe crossed, and, as Mr. Baldwin had 
shot a rhinoceros, he regaled the Kaffirs and 
sent some meat to the chief. The next day 
other boats came to bring him over ; it had been 
a sultry day, and Mr. Baldwin could not resist 
the tempting appearance of the cool water, and 
with the impulse plunged in ; he got out again 
fortunately without accident He was not aware 
that the river waa swarming with alligators, and 
the natives considered it dangerous even to put 
their hands into the water. A few days after, 
Mr. Balwin saw a Kaffir in the act of taking 
water out of the river, when one of these mon­
sters sprang on him, swam about 500 yards with 
the poor fellow, and sunk io devour him. Mr. 
Baldwin was introduced to the petty captain of 
the Batokas, who asked him who he was ? Ans.

An Englishman. How did you find your 
way here? Showed them the compass. This 
was considered a poor answer, so Mr. Baldwin 
explained to them as well as he could that Liv­
ingstone told him to come. At the name of 
Livingstone they showed much interest. Where 
had he seen him ? He had never seen him. Then 
how could Livingstone tell him to come if he 
never saw him. fire., till our friend got quite hew il- 
dered soon. Aa aoon as possible Mr. Baldwin 
was off to the far-famed falls,the roar of which was 
fearful even at three miles distance. Mr. Baldwin 
was lost in amazement at these wonderful works 
of nature, and the description of them given 
by Livingstone ia tame and underdrawn, for the 
reason that words cannot deacrilie the wild and 
fearful grandeur of the scene.

On his return to the Kaffir village he was 
taken prisoner, and the most unpleasant part of 
the business waa, he had no idea for what id 
fence. He describes this part ol his adventure-, 
as causing him a great deal of uneasiness. With 
the river before him, deprived of his gun, his 
enthusiasm waned, but not his pluck ; and he 
remained in thia position several days, when 
most opportunely and unexpectedly Dr. Living­
stone arrived, accompanied by his brother 
Charles and Dr, Kirk, with a retinue of 70 
Makoloios, all armed with double-barrelled guns. 
The doctor was on his way to Sekclutu, from 
Tete to Linyante, 76 days on foot from Tete.— 
The only animals they had with them were two 
donkeys, the use of which Dr, Kirk and Mr. ('. 
Livingstone were often glad to avail themselves 
of ; but Dr. Livingstone had footed it the whole 
distance. He was in good health and excellent 
fettle. The Livingstone party were not a little 
astonished at finding Mr. Baldwin there. A fa­
vour that Mr. Baldwin asked was Dr. Living­
stone’s good services to get him out of his 
quandary, when the explanations were singular­
ly amusing. 1 he Kaffirs said : This man comes 
here in a most wonderful manner ; and the first 
thing be does is to jump into the river, which is 
like death. Next he goes to the falls, and at­
tempts to go where a monkey would not dare 
venture. We were sure he would kill himself, 
and then some one would come and ask where 
he was, and they would not believe he killed 
himself ; but would say we killed him. So we 
took care of him, aa he was seeking his death. 
The doctor set matters to rights, and they stay­
ed several days together. The doctor told Mr. 
Baldwin that he had penetrated to lat. 14 1 S., 
and discovered Lake Shirwec, ninety miles long, 
and another lake, which, from description, must 
be more than three hundred miles long. In 
the neighbourhood is a table mountain twenty 
miles long. The surrounding country is most 
salubrious, and good for cattle, sheep, &C. A 
great quantity of cotton is grown by the natives ; 
and sugar, coffee, and, in fact, all tropical pro­
ductions, thrive there, and a finer field of coloni­
sation ia not to be found in the world. Dr. 
Livingstone waa very communicative, but it 
would be unfair to forestall the doctor, who will

Young reader, how is it with you ? l>o you 
say you hate grammar ?

Industrious Ada.
Many little girls work because they mutt, and 

do it in such an unwilling manner, that the 
mother, sister or friend, would rather perform all 
the labor alone, than to witness such unamiable 
conduct, and look upon such an unpleasant face.

I know of many little girls who spend their 
leisure in useful employment, but there are not 
very many among my young friends who really 
love to work.

I do hot think that little girls should sit in the 
house and sew, and knit, and embroider, all of 
the time—no such thing ; they should play in the 
open air, many hours each day ; run, jump, drive 
hoop, play ball, ooest in winter, work in the gar­
den in summer, take long walks in the woods, 
searching for flowers, singing with the birds, and 
chirping with the grasshoppers, and doing anv- 
thjgg of the kind which makes them healthy and 
hqq>y. But when they are in the house, and 
have work of any kind to do, they should per­
form it carefllUly, neatly, patiently and perse- 
veringly.

Ada is a little black-eyed girl, now about 
eleven years old ; her mother has much work to 
do—her elder sister is teaching school in the 
city, so little Ada is her mother’s only help.

“ How much can such a little girl help her 
mother ?" asks a child’s voice.

I do not know all the many steps those small, 
little feet take, or all the little helpful things her 
busy hands perform for her mother ; but I know 
she is always industrious, washing dishes, sweep­
ing, dusting, taking care of her own little room 
and that of her brothers. She tries to make bis­
cuit and cake sometimes ; occasionally she is led 
to wonder why her biscuit “ are not as light as 
mother’s, or why her loaf of take should look so 
nicely done, and when cut, be unbaked in the 
center !" Her mother explains the eaaae of eneh 
failure, and she frequently has very nice little 
bakings of her own.

For the last two years she has done every 
stitch of her own plain sewing; made and 
trimmed her under garments with tape-trimming, 
or embroidery, so that her mother has no sewing 
of that kind to do for Ada. - Her school aprons 
are always made very neatly ; her mother's 
morning collars fashioned by the same busy

How Long should a Cow go dry
It is the custom of dairymen who make butter 

and cheese, and keep their cows on grass and 
hay alone, to stop milking twice a day about 
the end of November, and a month later to dry 
off the entire herd. These cows come in again 
in March and April, so that they go dry two or 
three months. With this system of feeding and 
this period of calving, this is probably the best 
course. Two or three months upon hay alone 
will only serve to place the cow in that good 
heart necessary to carry her safely through the 
period of calving, and subsequent milking, till 
the substantial grasses of summer and autumn 
can supply the demand upon the system. Cows 
differ very much in their disposition of holding 
out their milk, some being “ dried off" with dif­
ficulty, and others manifesting a decided decrease 
as soon as they are again with calf. The former 
are very desirable when milk for the family 
needed, or the milk is sold, as extra feed may 
compensate for the extra supply ; but dairymen 
are satisfied with a good flow of milk from April 
to November. As far as milk is concerned, we 
would milk just ae long as the food we proposed 
to employ would keep the cow in good order. 
A respite will secure greater health and vigour 
in the cow. If the period is too long, the bag 
becomes fleshy, and the milk-producing tenden­
cy is diminished. Cows dried in November, if 
they do not' calve till July, are apt to get too fat, 
the bag is hard and inflamed, often resulting in 
loss of one or more quarters. We have practis­
ed daily milking for a few days previous to cal- 
vfng in such cases, with good results.

The effect upon the calf of the protracted milk­
ing of the cow, kept on no more than good or­
dinary feed, is well known. A slender weakling, 
he is said to lie “ knocked in the head with the 
milk pail." Under ordinary circumstances the 
cow should go dry at least three months, if we 
desire a well-developed, perfect calf. This is one 
reason why many of the finer breeds of cattle do 
not compare in holding out their milk with some 
of very inferior pretensions. In the former a fine 
calf has been preferred to quantity of milk, in 
the latter all other propensities and qualities have 
been subordinated to the single one of giving 
milk.—Homestead.

A Few Words on Hatching and 
Bearing Poultry

I would recommend all parties desirous of pro­
curing a superior breed of birds, at the least 
possible expense, to obtain two or three barn­
door hens about to sit ; them buy from some 
neighbor, having the desired breed, fresh-laid 
eggs, allowing from eleven to thirteen to each 
hen, according to site ; should more than thir­
teen eggs be placed under a hen, and the wea­
ther prove cold, the chances are that one-third 
of the clutch, at least, are spoiled. If an out­
house or cellar can be used for the nest-house, 
so much the better, provided the floor is slightly 
moist In the darkest comer place a good hand­
ful ol oat-straw ; and to better form a nest and 
prevent the eggs rolling out when the hen moves, 
a row of bricks all around. In such a place the 
chickens will shell out strong and healthy. Many 
persons may wonder at my recommending a moist 
place ; but let it be remembered, if you leave a 
hen to herself she will choose for the brooding- 
place a spot under a bed of nettles, a gap in a 
hedge, inside a stack of fagots, or similar damp 
places ; all being places nature has pointed out 
as the most suitable, and apparently for this rea­
son : the germ of the egg floats uppermost with­
in and against the shell, in order that it may meet 
the genial warmth o( the breast of the fowl We 
must, therefore, in hatching, apply most warmth 
to that part only ; the egg being supplied 
with only a limited quantity of moisture, is 
thus arranged to prevent evaporation from a 
large surface, as the egg is only very warm at 
the part in contact with the fowl, until the blood­
searching nourishment for the embryo has sur­
rounded the inner surface of the shell, when the 
whole egg becomes gradually warm, and even­
tually of an equal temperature.—Cottatje Urn-
timer.

Tomatoes.
Germinate in a hothouse, hotbed, or kitchen ; 

for very early fruit transplant into small pots. 
The tomato improves by every transplanting, 
and each time should be set deeper. From the 
time four or five leaves appear, pinch or cut off 
the larger, lower leaves and the terminal buds, 
and continue this mode of pruning until the 
fruit is far advanced, so that when ripe the bed 
will seem to be covered by one mass of large, 
smooth tomatoes, of the richest pomegranate 
color, and the leaves hidden by the fruit Set 
plants two or three fret apart, in the warmest 
place you have, and let them fall over to the 
northern frames twelve or fifteen feet high ; or 
on pea brush ; anything to sustain them, and 
keep them from the ground, which delays ripen­
ing, creates mould, invites cut-worms, and 
always gives the tomatoes an earthy taste. Try 
for only one cluster (the first that blossoms) and 
cut everything alee gradually «ray. If you wish 
late tomatoes, pull up each plant by the roots, 
just before the frost comes, and K«ng them upon 
'the south side of the building, top down, with a 
blanket to roll up days and let down nights. 
When ice, makes, hang them up in any room 
that does not freexe, or in a dry cellar, and you 
will have fresh tomatoes all winter—shriveled to 
be sure, but of fine flavor.

National Gallery.—The London Watch­

It will be 
seventy-five feet liy thirty and thirty-two feet high 
elegantly decorated and with surrounding ante­
rooms. It is expected that the galleries and en­
tire improvements will be completed and opened 
to the public by the end of March."
