Montreal—Synod Hall—The annual meeting
ot the Diocesan Sunday School Association was
held at this hall on Thursday evening, the 11th
mst., with the Ven. Archdeacon Ker in the chair,
and a good attendance ol clergy and laymen,
including the Rev. Principal Rexiord, the Rev.
Mr. Gomery, Dr. Davidson and Rev. L. N.
lucker, secretary of the Church of England Mis-
sionary Society. The latter addressed the meet-
mng, and stated that in the Sunday Schools of the
United States $125,000 had been collected in the
past year ior mussionary purposes alone. He
asked that everyone should avail themselves ot
uns Lenten season in making sacrifices, and that
tiie money thus obtained should be devoted to the
indian Homes mn the North-West. The Rev.
Principal Rexiord and Dr. Davidson also spoke
on the value of unity and the need for all the
Sunday Schools to do their share. The Rev. H.
Gomery, of Cote St. Paul, speaking of Bible
clusses and Sunday School, thought the older
people should be reached as well as the young.

i he Diocesan Fund.—The f{orty-fifth session ot
this Synod commenced on Tuesday, the gth inst.,
at 2 p.m,, in the Synod Hall. Prior to the com-
mencement oi business the usual Synod service
was held in Christ Church Cathedral at 10.30 a.m.
Bishop Carmichael read the ante-Communion ser-
vice; Rural Dean Smith was the epistoller, and
Dean Evans the gospeller.

1n blebCl'lllH()lh
to raise the amount nceded to increase the sti-
pends of the missionary clergy to the tigure men-
tioned i  Canon Smith’'s motion. Rev. J. W.
Dennis mentioned some pitiful instances of the
hardships of the clergy {from want of means, and
their miuserable salaries were further reduced by
the many demands upon them. As a result of the
discussion, Canon Smith’s motion was adopted
with reference to the increase oi the stipends of
the clergy to a minmimum of $000 for deacons, $700
lur priests under ten years’ standing, and $300 for
those of over ten years. Congratulations were
offcred to the British and Forcign Bible Society,
the centennial of which will be celebrated in
March. This was on motion oif the Rev. G. Os-
borne Troop. Mr. S. Cayley moved for the reap-
pomtment and enlargement oif the Committee on
ndowment of Christ Church Cathedral, which
was seconded by Mr. J. P. Cleghorn, and was
concurred 1n, the committee being constituted as
toilows: Dean Evans, convener; Ven.

London.—St. Paul’'s Cathedral—On Thursday
evening, February 18th, there were installed with
due ceremonial in this cathedral the Dean, Arch-
deacons, and Canons recently appointed by Right
Rev. Maurice S. Baldwin, Bishop of Huron.
Those thus called upon to fill a higher oftice in the
Church of England in Canada were: Ven. Evans
Davis, M.A., Archdeacon of London and rector
of St. ,James’ Church, as Dean of St. Paul’s
Cathedral; Rev. William Arthur Young, D.D,
canon of St. Paul’s Cathedral, and rector of St
John’s  Church, Woodhouse, as Archdeacon of
Norfolk; Rev. David Williams, M.A., rector of
St. James’ Church, Stratford, as Archdeacon of
Perth; Rev. Arundel Charles Bill, M.A., canon of
St. Paul's Cathedral, and rector of Trinity
Church, St. Thomas, as Archdeacon of Elgin;
Rev. James Banning Richardson, M.A., canon of
St. Paul’s Cathedral, and rector of St. John’s
Church, London Township, as Archdeacon of
London; Rev. John Downie, B.D., rector of
Trinity Church, Watford, and Rev. F. C. Farthing,
M.A,, rector of St. Paul's Church, Woodstock, as
canons of St. Paul's Cathedral. Owing to illness,
Rev. William Craig, B.D., rector of Christ Church,
Fetrolea, who was also to have been installed as
a canon, was prevented from being present. There
was a good attendance of the congregation, and
in the course oi the service the choir rendered
appropriate psalms and anthems. The service
was conducted by Dean Davis and Archdeacons
Richardson, Williams, Hill and Young. The other
clergy present were: Rev. Canon Smith, Rev.

McQuillan, Clandeboyej; Rev. R. J. Murphy. ol
I'astwood; and Rev. A. G. Dann, M.A., rector ot
the cathedral. At the outset of the ceremony, the
LLord Bishop announced the transference of his
oificial seat, and that of the cathedral
irom the Cathedral of the Holy Trinity to the
Church of St. Paul. He stated that the first
cathedral chapter was instituted by his predeces-
~or, Right Rev. Bishop Isaac Hellmuth, under
the title of the Chapter of the Cathedral of the
Iloly Trinity. The property, however, having
been alienated, he had transferred his seat to St.

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HOMESTEAD

REGULATIONS.

Any even numbered section of Dominion Land. in

[ M mnoln or the North-West Territories, excepting

8 and 26, which has not been nomesteaded, or re-
served to provide wood lots for settlers, or for other
purposes, may be homesteaded upon by any person
who is the sole head of a family, or any male over 18
years of age, to the extent of one quarter section, of
160 acres, more or less.

ENTRY.

Entry may be made personally at the local llnd
office for the district in which the land to be taken is
situate, orif the homesteader desires, he may, on
application to the Minister of the Interior, Ottawa,
the Cammissioner of ITmmigration, \Vlnn'peg, or the
local agent for the district in which the land i is situate,

receive authority for some one to make entry for him.

A fee of $10.00 1s charged for a homestead entry.

HOMESTEAD DUTIES.

A settler who has been granted an entry for a
homestead is required by the provisions of the Do-
minion l.ands Act and the amendments thereto to
perform the cr)nx,ll(ions connected therewith, under
one of the following plans i—

(1) At least six months’ residence upon #nd culti-
vation of the land in each year during the term of
three years.

(2) If the father (or mother, if the father is de-
ceased) of any person who is ellglbl(. to make a home-
stead entry under the provisions of this Act, resides
upon a farmin the vicinity of the land entered for
by such person as a homestead, the requirements ot
this Act as to residence prior to obtaining patent may
e satisfied by such person residing with the father
or mother.

(3) If a settler has obtained a patent for his home-
stead, or 1cerlmune for the issue of such patent,
countersigned in the manner p'esulbed by this Act
and has obtained entry for a second homestead, the
requirements of this Actas to residence prior to ob-
taining patent may be satisfied by residence upon the
first homestead, if the second homestead is in the
vicinity of the first homestead.

(4) If the settler has his permanent residence upon
farming land owned by him in the vicinity of his
homestead, the requirements of this Act as to resi-
dence may be sausfied by residence upen the said
land.

A ssttler who avails himself of the provisions of
Clauses (2), (3) or (4) must culiivate 30 acres of his
homestead, or substitute 20 head of stock, with build
ings for thur accommodation, and havc besides 8o
acres substantially fenced.

Every homesteader who fails to comply with the
requirements of the homestead Jaw is liable to have
his entry cancglled, and the land may be again
thrown open for unry

APPLICATION FOR PATENT.
Should be made at the end of the three years, before
the Local Agent, Sub-Agent, or the Homestead
Inspector.  Before making application for patent,
the settler must give six months' notice in writing to
the Commissioner of Dominion Lands, at Ottawa,
of his intention to do so.

INFORMATION.

Newly arrived immigrants will receive at the Immi’

gration ‘Office in Winnipeg or at any Dominion Lands
Office in Manitoba or the North-West Territories,
information as to the lands that are open for entry,
and from tle officers in charge, free of expense, ad
vice and assistance in securing land to sult them.
Full infcrmation respecting the land, timber, coa
and mineral laws, as weli as respecting. DominioB
Lands in lhe l\mlw‘\ Belt in British Columbia, may
be obtained upon apolication to the Secretary of the

! l)qwmnun of the Interior, Ottawa, the Commis-

sioner of Immigraticn, Winnipeg, Manitoba, or to
any of the Dominion Land Agents in Manitoba
the North-West Territories.
