HAMILTON’S EXPERIENCE

Phe authorities of the Ambitious
City failed to realize the ‘need of hos-
pital extension, with the outcome that
they now find themselves with a bad-
ly crowded structure. As the result,
a by-law is to be submitted to the
people calling for an immediate out-
lay of $125,000 for extensions.

In Brantford, the Governors saw
the need for action some time back
and the fine new buildings are to all
interests and purposes now compléete
This is exceedingly fortunate, because
the demands upon the old structure
are becoming more and more insist-
ent, not only with regard to the pub-
lic, but also the private wards.

As before related, citizens will have
to be asked for a further sum of
money in order to complete payments
and for equipment. All classes should
cordially get together in this behalf
for nothing is more important in any
community than the up-to-date and
humanitarian treatment of the sick.

The monarch exercises all powers of
executive government through a cab-
inet composed of certain sworn privy
councillors, who act as advisers of the
Crown, and conduct the public ad-
ministration in accordance with law
and constitutional usage. The crown
is hereditary, but subject to such
limitations as may be imposed by
parliament. Any such clash is im-
possible between King and Parlia-
ment, such as that which arose in the
sixteenth century, and led to the
regime of Cromwell, who, by the way,
was an even more fierce dictator than
James,, calling and dismissing parlia-
ments at pleasure.

WORM'S ENEMY APPEARS

Tachina Fly Comes to the Aid of

Ontario Farmers

- GALT, July 23.—While inspecting
fields in the vicinity infested with
the army worm, J. S. Knapp, district
representative of the Départment of
Agriculture, found tachina fly, an
enemy of the pest, had, «in many
cases. laid-eggs on the neck of the
worms. When the tachina fly hatches
it will destroy the pupae of the army
worm, and by this means it is
h(&ped the next brood will be killed
off.

Reports to-day indicate that meth-
ods of controlling the caterpillar have
been successful to a certain degree,
depredations of worms’ having been
confined to the areas where they were
first discovered.

ALONG GEORGIAN BAY

Army Worms Are Attacking Barley
and Oat Fields

OWEN SOUND,; July 23.—The
Georgian Bay section of the province
is not going to escape the army
worm’s ravages. - Yesterday a tele-
phone miessage from a Derby farmer
named W. . Tomsétt gave the first
information as to the presence of the
pest. He lives on the 12th concession
and his farm adjoins the upper wat-
ers of the Pottawatamie river. - The
worms had cleaned up a fie'd of oats
and had attacked another field of bar-
ley when they were discovered. Evi-
dently, as in the case of the first dis4
¢overy, the breeding grounds are in
the flats along the river’s edge. Mr.
Tomsett says that they are advanc-
ing rapidly in millions and making a
clean sweep. The farmers are out in
force now making strenuous efforts
to head off the advance.

SAVING THE CHESTNUT TREE
A Yale professor believes the Am-
erican chesthut tree is doomed to
perish off the face of the earth by
the blight that has fallen upon it.
“One cannot avoid the conviction,”
he writes,”*“that if the present condi-
tions persist the virtual extinction of
the American chestnut, is only a
question of ime,
“In the South it is dying out where
it once flourished and in the North
its general condition is such that it
may soon cease to be classed as an
important timber tree.
