~ Webave all -read something about
the “golden age,” the “stone age,” the
“Gron age,” and the Tike. ‘What will be
the name applied in fatare history to
the pinteenth century? Do you say
the “inventive age” ? Perhaps =o, but
it bids fair to have a better tite %o
another name—the “age of debt.” It
is astonishing when we come to reflect
upon it, the amount of the world's debt
today. National debts, State debts,

 city debts, personal debts—the aggre-

gate is eDOrMOuS.

The result of this is that a large part
of everybody's earnings goes, not to his
own support or pleasure, but 0 the
payment of these beavy obligations.
This is not always paid directiy ; many
of us hardly feel that we are burdened
at all by these immense debta. Yet we
are. An English statistician has re-
cently figured that it takes from ope-
seventh $o one-sixth of a London work-
ingman’s earnings to mect the TaTious
claims which the public debts put mp-
on him.

The growth of our great western ter-
ritories is one of the marvels of the cen-
tury. Yet did it ever occur to us that
one secret of it is the great ease with
which money is borrowed ? The West
is perfectly plastered with debis, so to
gpeak. No doubt the growth of the
country will emable them tobe met,
but is the babit to continue ? Qur fore-
fathers bad to “make haste slowiy” in
their day, because the money lender
and his ten per cent. were not so handy
as DOW.

It is certain that there is trouble a-
bead unless a limit is put to. thisrun-
up of debt. This is true of individuals
as well as of the public. Ome of the
worst babits a boy can acquire is that

of borrowikg.  1f he is honest at heart

his debts will come to vex him more
than almost any other of his tromblcs.

1f he did not aco-pt le
wenld still be at libertyto act asinthepast
and do as he liked, trusting to luck and
the indulgence of his f.llow citizens not
to be called to account for his peeca-
dilloes or graver offences.  Fimally he
decided not to be hampered by the re-
straint which office weuld seem to im-
and sohe refused the tendered
honor.
