It is thought by sowe authorities
that the carrier is the main factor in
the convection of, this disease from
individual to individual. Thus one
of the most important points in its
control is to eiminate the carrier,
This, of course, is tmpracticable inso-
far as those who are already carriers
are concerned, as it would involve the
examination of everyone in the com
mupity in order to determine who
ie and who is a carrier, But
much may be dooe to prevent the
creation of new carriers by careful iso
lation of all patients suffering from
the disease, by thorough disinfection
of the discharges from their mouth,
nose and bowels, and by the destrue-
tion or disinfection of any article
which may become soiled with any
such discharge. It is in ihese dis
charges that the infectious organism
is given oft by patient or by carrier.
Those who are known lo be carriers
sbould pay scrupulous attention to
the hygiene of the mouth avd nostrils,
to the disinfection of their handker-
chiefs, dishes, tab'e cutlery, etc., and
to covering the mouth and nose while|
coughing or sneczing. All expector
ated matters, nasal discharges, and
discharges from the bowel should be
disinfected,
Those brought into contact with
patients should be carefal to cleanse
the hands carefully after rendering
any service at the bedside, and espec-
ially before’ eating. These should
make frequent use ot an antiseptic
throat and nasal spray, or should gar-
gle the throat and douche the nostrils
witha suitable autiseptic solution,
The first essential to success in
treatment is an early diagnosis, so
there sbould be no delay in providing
the patient wifh medical care. In the
