A technical school on the south side 
of the Collegiate institute grounds, to 
vvst. when complete, .$6.1,000 is what the 
special committee dealing with that sub­
ject will likely recommend to the Board 
of Education after receiving the report 
of the deputation which spent a* week j t 
visiting leading technical institutions in ♦ 
the States. Chairman Ward and other 
trustees who went on the trip say they 
aie amazed at the amount of money the 
cities across the border have invested in 
technical education. For instance, in 
Springfield there is an institution of this 
kind which costs $354.000. It was built 
and is maintained by the city. The 
schools in Boston are mostly private in­
stitutions for Hebrews. What the trus­
tees thought would suit their require­
ments best only on a much smaller scale 
was seen at the New York Trade School.
I hey teach everything from threading 
a needle to laxing bricks. Boys are tak­
en in at fourteen years of age and placed 
on trial for two weeks. If they show 
no aptitude for any trade they are told 
they are wasting their time. Whatever 
trade these like best they are put at 
and rushed through. Another technical 
institution there is the Baron Dr Hirsch 
School. Students get a five and a half 
months’ course, and as journeymen’s help, 
ers are able to begin work at $0 a week.
If a technical school is erected here it is 
proposed to teach almost everything 
that conies under that head. It will not 
lie necessary for the pupils to have pass­
ed the entrance first. The trustees say 
that a very large percentage of the Pub­
lic School children leave school without 
passing the entrance.

Heart Beat».

Yeung Athlete Stabbed in a Quarrel 
in the Street.

Now York, April 6—The World to- 
day says: With a knife xxound in his 
heart that was .every minute bringing 
him nearer death. Robert Inglis, a young 
athlete of Yonkers, xvn» taken to St. 
Joseph’s Hospital in that city, and with­
in fifteen minutes was on the operating 
table, xvhere the surgeons opened his 
breast, lifted out the heart, .put three 
stitches in it, and replaced the organ. 
A few hours later the patient xx-as able 
to talk, and the physicians said that his 
recovery xvas possible, although his con­
dition was still considered extremely 
critical xvith the chances against him.

I Inglis received his wound following a 
I wordy altercation with three strangers 
on the street. The hospital happened 
to Ik* nearby and the injured man was 
hurried to it.

The stitches had to he made when the 
heart, xvas distended or between heats, 
us, had they been taken when the organ 
xvas contracted, they would have l>een 
torn away xvlien the heart swelled again 
with blood. Removal of a portion of 
two ribs on the left side xvas necessary 
before the heart, could be taken out. The 
stitches .were made with catgut. Inglis, 
xvhen he recox-ered consciousness, iden­
tified Powel Fominskv, whom the police 
had arrested, as the man xvho had as­
saulted him.

DENIES THAT HE ROBBED

LISBON RIOT.
Street» Rea Red With Blood—Shot 

Down by Troop».

Lisbon. April 1».—The city is in u state 
of intense excitement over the riots of 
last night, resulting from the indignant 
protest of the Republican element that 
it would be defrauded at the polk. Cav­
alry and infantry were called from their 
barracks and charged the multitude. As 
the troops advanced they were met by 
showers of stones. The soldiers charged 
repeatedly, finally opening fire on the 
mob. Intense disorder ensued. One ob­
server says the streets were literally red 
with blood. No official statement of 
the number of killed and wounded has 
yet been issued, and pending authority 
from Government sources, no unofficial 
or press statement is permitted to be 
telegraphed.

Following the bloody street, affray, 
three newspapers, the organs of the 
Francoists. the Regenerators and" the Na­
tionalists, were mobbed. The crowd fin­
ally fled in terror to their homes, the 
cavalry pursuing the groups through the 

1 streets and dispersing them as they 
sought to re-form at the street corners.

QUASHING THE 
WRONG BY-LAW.

To the Editor of the Times :
Sir,—Allow me a few lines re the 

quashing of the Saltfleet local option 
by-law, for the more it is looked into 
the more absurd it appears.

First, the Saltfleet by-law is not 
quashed because of any blunders or 
avoidable omissions in its construction 
or enactment, but in reality because of 
the blunders or omissions in the Bur­
lington Beach act, with which Salt- 
fleet has had nothing whatever to. do. 
For reasons of their own, somebody 
wanted the Beach cut off from Salt- 
fleet. but they were also very anxious 
to keep three bars open for the sale 
of liquor on the Beach, but as the 
Beach had not the population to give 
them three bars it was decided to 
keep the Beach with Saltfleet for li­
cense purposes only.

Second, this had the effect of remov­
ing from the voters’ list of Saltfleet 
the names of the residents of Burling­
ton Beach for municipal purposes, 
and Saltfleet, henceforth, had no fur­
ther financial or other claim on Beach 
residents, nor could they in anyway 
interefere with them.

Third, the Burlington Beach act 
does, indeed, direct the Beach Com­
missioners in certain cases to pro­
vide a voters’ list for Beach residents, 
but not such a list as would enable 
the Beach ratepayers to vote on local 
option, but for Legislation purposes 
only. There was really no need for 
Mr. Staunton and Mr. Justice Clute 
giving so much time in court over 
the polling booth that had by one 
vote of the Township of Saltfleet been 
fixed for the Beach and then by an­
other vote recinding that resolution, 
as indicating intent on the part of 
Saltfleet to prevent the residents of 
the Beach voting on local option. As 
a matter of fact Saltfleet had no right 
to decide on such a polling booth and 
when they saw they had gone beyond 
their jurisdiction, it became their duty 
to recind their resolution. But if 
Saltfleet or the Beach Commissioners 
had put up a dozen polling booths 
and the Beach Commisioners had pre­
pared a voters’ list, such as the Beach 
act admits of. even then the Beach 
residents could not have voted on 
local option, the vote given then 
under the Beach Act being for Legis­
lative purposes only.

Fourth, Mr. Justice Clute. we think, 
quashed the wrong by-law. Whv 
quash local option by-law because of 
defects and omissions in the Beach 
act? The latter should have been 
quashed or its -framers, or both.

If it he said to be unfair by pass­
ing local option in Saltfleet to clo^e 
the bars oi the Beach without Beach 
residents having a voice in it, that 
is not because of any defect or omis­
sion in Saltfleet local option by-law. 
but because of defects and omissions 

i in the Beach act. After all. which is 
| the greater injustice? To give a few 
j voters on the Bcacu the balance of 

power—the forcing of whiskey on Salt- 
fleet, against the strongly expressed 
wish of the people, or to bring local 
option into force on the Beach where 
they have not a stayable population 
to entitle them to a bar? Yours truly,

Some sections 
are regaining the lost ground 
very rapidly, and it is not un­
usual to find reports of a larger 
business than at the same time in 1906, 
but losses are still the rule in compari­
son with last year. Aside from the idle­
ness at bituminous coal mines, which 
i< not expected to be prolonged. April 
did not bring any serious labor disputes, 
and many wage earners were enabled to 
resume work by a wept ing small reduc­
tions in pay. Weather conditions have 
continued to facilitate retail distribu­
tion of spring merchandise, while the ad­
vanced season gives the agricultural in­
terests a better start than usual. Rail­
way earnings thus far reported for 
March decreased 13.6 per cent, as com­
pared with 1907. and foreign commerce 
at this port alone for the latest week 
shows a gain of $2.236.413 in exports and 
a loss of $8.646,828 in imports as com­
pared with the same week last year.

BANNERMAN ASQUITH.
Owing to continued ill-health Sir 

Henry Campbell-Bannerman has sent to 
the King his resignation of the office of 
Premier of Great Britain. Sir Ilenry 
has been in public life for forty years, 
having been elected for the Stirling Dis­
trict in 1868, and haring since then con­
tinuously represented that district. He 
has been leader of the Liberal party in 
the House of Commons since 1899; was 
Financial Secretary to the War Office 
1871-74, 1880-82: Secretary to Admiralty 
1882-84;
1884-85: and Secretary of State for War 
1886, 1892 95. He has been Premier for 
the past two years. Although not a 
brilliant man, every step he took in ad­
vancement added to his reputation as a 
sensible, honest man, and his good-na­
ture and urbanity of manner made him 
one of the most popular of Prime Min­
isters. Still, he could l>e firm and un­
yielding when occasion required. His 
resignation, though expected for some 
time, will cause general regret.

ANNIVERSARY.

Educational anniversary services were 
held at Charlton Avenue Methodist 
t hurch yesterday. The preached for tha 
day was Rev. A. E. Levell, B. A., of Ni­
agara Falls, Ont., member of the Meth­
odist Board of Education. Mr. I^avell 
said this educational anniversary was 
not just to solicit collections, but to 
study the immense problem of education 
in all it» phases. He asked why do we 
send our children to school! It was not 
merely that they may lexeme clever, 
not merely to make tiiem think accur­
ately. but that they may acquire knowl­
edge. Knowledge, he sanl. was “Love 
of truth." “Humble consciousness of our 
ignorance/’ and “To determine tire 
truth/* and if these three things were 
accomplished the accomplishment of the 
great aim of education was complete. 
The speaker stated that it was often 

*aid that knowledge increases sorrow 
and everyone must admit the truth of 
the statement, for the more knowledge 
we get the greater the responsibilities 
and the seriousness of life. It also 

►hows ils what we cannot do. But. 
knowledge, he said, gives us joy through 
the von*ciou«ne«s of the seriousness of 
life and increase* our reverence. Edu­
cation makes people better, but educa­
tion and information were often confu-

ed, and as an instanl-e of/juvenile en­
thusiasm he mentioned Thomas Edison, 
who made up his mind while a child to 
read every book in the Detroit free li­
brary, and who was only stopped when 
he had finished fifteen solid shelves of

As his third point, the lecturer took 
up the question of the church as re­
gards the juvenile. The adolescent per­
iod, that undecided period, he said, is 
the time that the decision should he 
made.

NEWSIES’ STRIKE 
CAUSESTROUBLE.

LIVELY SCENES ON TORONTO’S 
STREETS SATURDAY NIGHT.

Street Car Was Attacked, and Copies of 
Sunday World Scattered Along 
Pavement—Cause of the Trouble 
Was Decision to Aâvànce Price of 
Paper to the Newsboys.

“We're all out on strike,
We’re all out on strike;
We won't aell the Sunday World;
We re all out on strike."

Toronto, April 6.—This refrain, sung 
lustily by some scores of ‘ newsies," as 
they marched through the streets in the 
downtown portion oi the city, told many 
citizens that they would he unable to 
purchase their usual Sunday paper on 
Saturday night.

The strike of newsboys declared on 
Friday as a protest against the ad 
vancing of the wholesale price of The 
Sunday World, which meant a cutting 
down of the boys’ profits, assumed 
somewhat serious proportions when 
that paper was put on the street, and 
when lorce and threats were used to 
restrict the sale of the publication. 
Thirteen arrests were made. The de­
cisive action taken by the newsboys 
of the city had more or less effect on 
the circulation of the paper. While 
the downtown streets, particularly near 
King and Yonge streets, close to the 
office of publication, were the storm 
centre, there were some serious clash­
es in the outskirts of the city, at branch 
offices and on the routes between the 
boys and men in charge of convey­
ances. There was some stone-throwing 
at Yonge and King streets, where 
a couple of full-grown men were sta­
tioned with a bundle of papers, and 
were prepared to sell, being accorded 
special police protection. There would 
have been serious damage to property 
had not Chief Constable Grâssett and 
Deputy Chief Stark been prepared for 
the emergency, and had plenty of men 
on hand to keep the crowd moving.

A lad who carried a sign was stopped 
by the police just before 8 o'clock, and 
this action precipitated a small riot. 
Then the automobiles and express wag­
ons which were to convey the papers to 
news dealers put in an appearance, and 
the police took steps to keep the crowd 
moving. One or two refused to go. and 
a shower of stones was the signal for 
a rush by the officers. Policeman 
Young, who was in plain clothes, was 
struck on the head with a stone, and 
at once some three arrests were made. 
For roughly using citizens who bought 
copies of The Sunday World others 
were taken into custody and sent over 
to the Court street station. One man

ALL MUST SPEAK GERMAN.

Only Language Allowed at Public Meet­
ings in Germany.

Berlin, April 4—The Reichstag this 
ever.ing adopted by a vote of 200 to 
79 section 8 of the Government’s as­
sociations bill. The debate attracted 
the largest gathering of members re­
potted m years, 382 out of a total of 
397 being present, three of whom de­
clined to vote.

This section enacts that the German 
language is compulsory in all public 
meetings in every part of the empire, 
except in the case of international 
congresses or election meetings. Fur- 
thar exceptions will be permitted dur­
ing the next twenty years, after the 
promulgation of a law for those dis­
tricts where 60 per cent, of the in­
habitants speak a language other than 
German.

The debate on the section lasted 
thrr ugh out the day a,.d until nearly 
10 o'clock this evening. The discus- 
si .n wot sharp throughout, and went 
on amidst continual agitation and in­
terruption. The House was fairlv 
evenly divided, the so-called “bloc” 
supporting the Government against 
the opposition of the Socialists, the 
P .les and the Centre party.

A NUMBER OF TREATIES.

Settlement of Difficulties Between 
Canada and U. S.

Washington. April 5. —What is re­
garded as satisfactory progress is being 
made in the negotiations between 
United States Secretary of State Root 
and Ambassador Bryce" in embracing in 
treaties the basis of settlement of the 
various questions which have existed 
for some time between the United 
States and Canada. In this way 
there is reason to believe that several 
such treaties will be transmitted to the 
Senate for its approval at the present 
session of Congress.

The one question which seems to he 
causing the greatest difficulty is the 
regulation of Niagara River. Following 
the insistence of Canada. Ambassador 
Bryce is holding out for a commission 
on this question, the decision of which 
shall be conclusive and "not subject to 
review of any sort after it lias been pro-, 
mulgated. Secretary Root, however, is 
prevented by the constitution from ac­
cepting this proposition.

CENTRE OF THE EMPIRE

Will Move to Canada, Says Halford J.
Mackinder.

London. April 5.—Halford John Mac­
kinder. the well known geographer, pre­
dicted the doom of Britain as the centre 
of the British Empire in a lecture deliv­
ered before the Royal Geographical Soci­
ety this week.

He considers that * great world move­
ment is now taking place which is likely 
to take from the United Kingdom the 
predominant importance it now enjoys. 
In another generation, according to 
President Mackinder, the economic cen­
tre of the British Empire will be found 
iu Canada.

Should Canada still remain a part of 
the empire, the position of the British 
Isles will continue to be of importance, 
hut it will he of importance chiefly on 
its position as a defence of Canada 
against the great continental powers. 
With the gradual increase of Canada's 
resources, England would have some of 
the characteristics of a flying base in 
naval strategy.

B. C. WATER RIGHTS.

Case of Great Importance to Provincial 
' Industries.

Vancouver, ^pril 5.—The great legal 
battle over the rights of the Domin­
ion v. the Province to control the 
streams within the Dominion railway 
b?it in British Columbia is now pro­
gressing. The Province granted a 
water right of 25.000 miners’ inches to 
the Burrard Power Company, which 
proposes to build a dam on the lower 
Lillobet Lake. The fisheries officials 
gave evidence on Saturday1 that the 
dam proposed would seriously injure 
tlii Fraser fisheries, preventing the 
salmon from reaching the spawning 
grounds.

district, the two great industries of 
the Province, lumbering and fishing.

Aid 30 Horses Bined in New York 

Tenement Fire.

Nexv Y'erkj April 0.—Fire-in a four- 
storev tenement house on I’earl street 
early this morning caused the probable 
loss of life of one life and the injury of 
sex-eral occupants.

The flames spread to a rear tenement, 
and from both buildings firemen and po­
licemen carried a number of persons 
xvho xvere overcome by smoke.

ing. She jumped from a xvindoxv after 
j her night clothing had taken fire from 
! the flames which swirled around the 
window where she and her father, broth­
er and sisters xvere waiting for aid. Al­
most before her body struck the stone 
paved street the firemen had raised an 
extension ladder to the window, and 
the other members of the family xvere 
taken doxvn in safety.

XX’hile the rescue of the Insolas was 
in progrès*. Michael Conway, a young 
fireman only recently appointed, was 
carrying his mother doxvn from her flat 
on the top floor to the street. In sev­
eral more trips the young fireman 
brought his sisters to safety, and then 
the father and brothers folloxved.

The fire started in the lower haIIxvay 
of the building, and swept upward, cut­
ting off exit by the stairways. From 
the halls the flames spread quickly to 
the rear of the house, where the fire 
escapes are located, and many occupants 
xvere forced to jump from second and 
third storey xvindows before ladders 
could be erected. •

S country. The attention of the people 
"of the chief emigrating countries was 
Sû thus drawn to Canada.

^.ago the Government came to recognize

immigration effort there must also be 
a mensurable degree of restriction and 
exclusion. This idea was embodied in 
the tenus of the immigration act of 1900 
and has since been developed and enforc­
ed from tinic to time by such regula­
tions under the provisions of that act as 
the circumstances seemed to require.

At 
yo time, since the Government took of­
fice has money b?er. spent, directly or 
indirectly, to as-vit immigrants to come 
to Carr dr., e \-ept. of course, in the 
care cf the Doukhobors, who were re­
garded i ' a persecuted people, and 
v.er the objects of Canadian sym­
pathy. The Government’s policy and ex- 
lenditure are simply direct^ to at traci­
ng desirable people. Thousands of dol­

lars are spent for publicity, but not a 
"cent for assistance. In connection with 
the payment of bonuses it should be dis­

The Government’s Position.

JAPS DESERTED.
THIRTY-TWO ESCAPED FROM BAR­

RACKS AT T0KI0.

Returned Next Day During Shower of 
Rain and Sleet—Brutality in the 
Army—Youth Flogged to Death 
With Wire Rope.

Tokio, April 5—A somewhat remark­
able incident, probably unprecedented 
in this country, occurred recently when 
thirty-two soldiers belonging to the 
First infantry regiment of the first 
Tokio division deserted in a body. At 
9.30 at night the men in company for­
mation lett the barracks by the rear 
gate. The sentry made he thought that 
prevent them, because he thought that 
they were going out for night manoeu-

In due course the regimental authori­
ties instituted a search for the missing 
men, but without effect. At 6 o'clock the 
following evening the men returned to 
quarters during a heavy downpour of 
rain and sleet. Soon after leaving the 
barracks the deserters sent a letter to 
Major Fukyda requesting an interview, 
which was accorded. The Major very 
gently reprimanded them for their mis­
conduct and led them back to their bar­
racks. There the deserters were placed 
under arrest and an inquiry instituted.

It is understood the men were dissat­
isfied with their treatment at the hands 
of a lieutenant, Inokuma, who had late­
ly been subjecting them to an unusual­
ly severe course of physical training on 
the ground that they were the poorest 
men in the regiment. Numerous instanc­
es of brutality in the army have been re­
corded during the last six months.

One of the worst cases was at Yokos- 
uka, where a young private was sus­
pended from the ceiling, a towel stuffed 
down his throat to stifle his cries and 
a terrible flogging administered with 
wire rope. The man died from his injur­
ies. The petty officers were sentenced to 
a few years’ imprisonment.

INTEGRITY OF MANCHURIA.

Russia Likely to Recognise Sovereignty 
of China.

Ft. Petersburg, April 4.—The Rus­
sian Government is considering the 
issuance of a statement formally rec­
ognizing China’s sovereignity in Man­
churia, in so far as is consistent with 
the purely administrative rights of 
Russia in the railroad zone. This is 
thought to he the best way out of 
thj Harbin difficulty, which has been 
brought to an issue - by the refusal of 
Fred.

Rissian diplomacy is anxious at all 
hazards to give the impression that 
tlu reorganizing of the administra­
tion of Harbin and Chaibar involves 
no further incroachments upon the 
integrity of Manchuria, and it is 
thought that a declaration of the Gov­
ernment’s intentions would have an 
important effect in forcing Japan to

show her hand in southern Man­
churia, "for Japan would either have 
to Icllow Russia’s example or admit 
designs on that, territory.

LOCAL OPTION FIGHT.

Great Campaign in Illinois Ends To­
morrow.

Chicago, April 4.—To-day saw the 
formal but not the actual closing of one 
of the most spectacular and vigorous 
campaign waged in this State since the 
civil xvar. The sole issue has been the 
licensed saloon, and in 84 of the counties 
of Illinois the voters will be called upon 
Tuesday to decide whether the dram 
shops shall continue their existence 
xvithin the confines of the various local 
option districts, as defined by the State 
law xvhich became effectix-e July 1, 1907. 
About 1,150 out of 1,205 townships of 
the State and about 1.500 citiee, towns 
and villages are affected. In addition 
the saloon question has readied seven 
other counties in one form or an­
other.

Women and children have been t%king 
an active part in the campaign in many 
communities. While gowned school chil­
dren have marched in parade wearing 
badges with the legend, “Vote yes for 
my sake," earnest women have held 
prayer meetings in saloons and canx-aa- 
sed the towns from house to house, be­
sides pleading with the voting members 
of their families to cast a ballot against 
the saloons.

Against these tactics the saloon and 
brewery interests have xworked with un­
flagging energy. . x .

Speakers have been imported and 
mass meetings have been held night­
ly, “personal liberty” leagues have 
been organized to combat the church 
and prohibition organizations, and the 
struggle has been carried into the 
homes of thousands of citizens.

Several townships in C-ook county on 
the outskirts of Chicago will vote on 
the question.

About Riley Grannan the Plunger
Riley Grannan, who died a day or two 

ago. won a fortune on the turf, and lost 
it all again. Beginning with nothing, he 
achieved spectacular success, and was 
taken up by Col. Applegate, the well- 
known western bookmaker, who sup­
plied the capital that Grannan increased 
a hundredfold. In his heyday no figure 
was too large for his consideration.

When Henry of Navarre and Domino 
ran a rmatch race at the Gravesend 
track in 1894 Grannan did some of the 
most phenomenal plunging ever seen. 
Mounting his box, he took off his coat 
and announced that he was going to 
bet his last dollar on Henry of Navarre. 
Then he chalked up a point better odds 
against Domino than was offered by 
anybody else in the ring, and inYited the 
public to come on.

Mike Dwyer sent in $10,000, which 
Grannan took; Ike Thompson handed 
over $ 10,000 more ; then came another 
$10,000 from Mr. Dwyer, after which 
two $5,000 bets were handed up by a 
commissioner said to represent Jas. R. 
Keene, owner of Domino. Thousands of 
dollars more in smaller bets came in,

but Grannan never winced, never once 
cut the price. In all he took in $62,000, 
and that represented all that the people 
had to bet, for it was still fifteen min­
utes before the race when the young 
plunger took in his last bet.

The race resulted in a dead heat, and, 
though Grannan had to pay half the 
face value of every ticket he issued, 
he won $12,000 on the race after all.

Grannan’s plunging operations got 
him into disfavor with the turf autnor- 
ities in New York, and lie was debarred 
from entering the track. Jio went to 
law to enforce his right to go to the 
races, and found that he had no such 
right, but that the clubs could keep him 
off if they wanted to. Some years after 
the edict was withdrawn, but Grannan 
was then a financial wreck.

It was said he would bet on how far a 
peanut would roll down a hill. When 
bridge xvhist came into vogue he spent 
most of his time over the green baize, 
trying to get enough money to return to 
the top rung of the ladder at the tracks.

Several times lie was “staked’’ by 
men who had faith in his luck, and hop­
ed it would return, but he lost regularly 
for all of them. When no more could 
be found, he had to depend on his own 
resources, but could never rally his 
lost fortunes.

WOODEN COLLAR BUTTONS

i Produced In Enormous Numbers for 
Special Uses.

j Collar buttons are made not only of 
i various metals, but also and in great 

numbers of wood, says the New Y ok

Round sticks of wood are fed into 
machines which turn the buttons and 
cut them off automatically. Taken from 
the turning machines the collar buttons 
thus made are placed, thousands of them 
at once, in a barrel shaped receptacle 
containing japan varnish, in which they 
are rolled and tumbled until each is com­
pletely coated.

To be dried they are placed, thousands 
at a time, in a similar drying apparatus 
in which they are rolled and tumbled 
again, to keep them from sticking to­
gether, until they are the finished but­
tons. which have never been touched by

Wooden collar buttons are sold to the 
trade by the great gross, but they are 
not counted out in such numbers, for 
even machine counting would take some 
time and cost money, so the weight of a 
great gross being known, discovered by 
actual counting and weighing, the.y 
weigh out the buttons for packing, such 
and such a weight of them making a 
great gross. In this way they practi­
cally éount out 1,728 buttons at a time, 
that number being in the trade the 
wooden collar button unit.
