Hotelkeeper Comes Up
on Perjury Charge.

Brampton, June 8.—At the Quarter
Sessions of Peel County to-day the
Grand Jury returned a true bill for per-
jury against James Farrell, the Streets-
ville hotelkeeper. The case arises out
of certain allegations made against John
D. Orr, the license inspector for the dis-
trict, and James Harvey, a constable,
in the course of the prosecution of Far-
rell for a breach of the liquor license
act. A raid was made by the inspector
and constable on Farrell’s place on the
23rd of March, which was unlicensed,
and a quantity of liquor seized.
Farrell, in the course of the pro-
ceedings before the Police Magistrate,
swore that at the time of the search
a man named Hugh Whitty was in
the bar, and that after the raid $154
was missing from the till, which they
had seen the inspector open, and two
dollars from Whitty's trunk.

Both Orr and Harvey denied that
Whitty was  present.  Subsequently
Whitty confessed that his story was
untrue, and he is now awaiting sen-
tence, after being convicted of per-
jury.

LADY ABERDEEN.

Boston Gaelic School Circulating an
Unfounded Statement.

Boston, June 8.—While Lady Aberdeen

A RACE MEET.

Dufferin Park Charter the Subject
of Protest.

Toronto Globe: A race meet opened
yesterday at Dufferin Park. The track
is operated . under charter granted
many years ago by the York Driving
& Riding Club by the Provineial Govern-
ment. Mr. “Mort” Keachie obtained the
charter, which carried with it the right
to sell liquor. After his death the
widow, Mrs. Keachie, held it for about
ten years, and it is said that the charter
was mnever put into actual operation
until about a year ago, when it was
purchased by the promoters of the Duf-
ferin Park meet. The charter, it is
claimed, was once offered to the Ontario
Jockey Club, but the directors refused
to ‘buy it because they were legally
advised that it had become void by
reason of its non-operation. Legal men
who have been asked as to the legality
of the charter s juite pronounced in
their assertion that it would not stand
the test under the enactments of the
joint stock companies act. This meas-
ure, iteowill be remembered, was revised
and consolidated by the present Ontario
Government in 1907, and it was claimed
at the that the measure had in
effect been lifted from a state of chaos
into one of business-like simplicity, all
superfluities having besn eliminated.
