Sarnia, Ont, April 19.—The Premier’s great libel

LETTERS or MARqtm.
The Tines contains a letter from “Senex” 

on the above important subject, intended 
to dissipate the scare the Russian papers 
h»ve been trying to excite. He points out 
that in addition to Russia’s adhesion to the 
Treaty oi> Paris declaring privateering 
abolished, the United States had bound 
themselves down to the discouragement of 
any sort of legalised piracy long before the 
Treaty of Washington, and, indeed, long 
before the Declaration of Paris. In 1854, 
in answer to an application on the subject 
from the British Government, Mr. Marcy, 
then the American Secretary of State, 
stated that “ the laws of the United States 
impose severe restrictions not only upon its 
01/n citizens, but upon all persons who may 
be residents in the territories of the United 
States, against equipping privateers, re­
ceiving commissions, or enlisting men 
therein for the purpose of taking part in 
any foreign war. ’ There can, then, be no 
real danger of a revival of the obsolete prac­
tice of issuing letters of marque, even were 
it sure to be a much more profitable busi­
ness than it possibly could be if the British 
navy did its duty.

On the same subject the American cor­
respondent of the Times telegraphs to that 
journal, on the 30th of March, as follows : 
—“ A St. Petersburg telegram states that 
Russian newspapers speak of many advan­
tageous offers for letters of marque having 
been received from the United States, 
Diligent enquire, however, among shipping 
people in New York and other American 
ports fails to discover any foundation for 
snch a charge against shipowners. • Three 
reports are, therefore, believed to be purely 
sensational, or disseminated by Russia for 
diplomatic reasons. If war does come, the 
United States Government, people may rest 
assured, will effectually enforce the neu

aian diplomacy tnrougnom nre ueen direct­
ed to developing sympathy with its cause 
in the United States, and a considerable 
portion of the American press now leans to 
the side of Russia. But while Americans 
will sell military stores to any purchasers, 
their operations will stop short at that 
point. The strictest neutrality will be en­
forced towards all European belligerents, 
and our people are too shrewd to invest 
money in privateers, the American ports 
being shut against them and English cruis­
ers plying elsewhere. ”

THE IRISH SUNDAY CLOSING BILL.
The House of Commons made a night of 

,t on the 1st inst. The sitting began as 
usual, at a quarter to four in the afternoon, 
and it ended at twenty minutes past six. 
yesterday morning. There was practiially 
no legislative business done. The subject 
under nominal consideration was the Irish 
Sunday Closing Bill, and the Government 
had specially given np the night that some 
progress might be made with it ; but a 
dozen or so of Irish members vigorously 
opposed the measure, and, with the assist­
ance of a small English contingent, they 
effectually defeated all attempts to advance 
with it.

The Times says :—“ Mr. Murphy, the 
member for Cork, who led off the Op­
position, is one of the most extraordinary 
orators of the House of Commons. Last* 
year he occupied three hours of a Wednes­
day afternoon in speaking against this 
measure, and he accomplished this task 
without the least symptoms of distress of 
body or mind. His speech was from be­
ginning to end fluent and equable ; he was 
never at a loss for a word, and his sen­
tences were fairly put together, and his 
throat was clear to the last. On Monday 
evening, on the plea that the bill had not 
been debated this year, he spoke again for 
two hours and fifty minutes with the same 
easy serenity, fit is evident that half a 
dozen snch members, with the power they 
are allowed in Committee to apeak as many 
times as they please tin the same motion,

THE SCOTTISH HIERARCHY.
An Apostolic Letter creating the Scotch 

Hierarchy, dqted the 4th of March, is 
published, in which the Pope refers to his 
predecessor’s achievement in re-establish­
ing the English Hierarchy in I860, and 
those of Holland and Brabant, as well as 
the Patriarchate of Jerusalem afterwards, 
and to his having made arrangements to 
extend the same blessings to Scotland. 
Pope Leo, following his example and inter­
preting his intentions, proceeds now to 
carry his predecessor’s designs into effect. 
The Pope gives a cursoiy view of the 
Scotch Church from its origin, referring to 
St. Ninian instructed in the Faith by the 
Venerable Bede ; then to the monastic 
institutions of St. Columba in the 
6th century ; and, passing over the 
dark intervening period, describes the 
condition of the Church under Malcolm 
III., in the 11th century, and the increased 
lustre it attained till Sextus IV. gave Scot­
land a Metropolitan church at Glasgow in 
1472, and later another at Glasgow in 
1491 ; the Sees in Scotland being then 13. 
The triumph of heresy destroyed the ec­
clesiastical edifices in the 16th century ; 
but the Roman Pontiffs never remitted 
their endeavours to keep up the faith in 
that kingdom—first, by establishing a 
Scotch College in Rome ; then by appoint- 
ing Apostolic Vicars for the benefit of the 
scattered flock of the faithful. Days of 
tolerance and freedom having now dawned 
for the Catholics in England, the Pope 
had come to the resolution which Pope 
Leo is now carrying into effect by creating 
the Archbishopric of Glasgow. Besides 
the ecclesiastical Province, consisting of the 
Archbishopric of St. Andrews and Edin­
burgh, and of the four Bishoprics of Aber­
deen, Dnnkeld, Wigton or Galloway, and 
Argyle, and the Isles, the Archbishopric of 
St. Andrews and Edinburgh will comprise 
the Counties of Edinburgh, Linlithgow, 
Haddington, Berwick, Selkirk, Peebles, 
Roxburgh, Southern Fife to the right of 
the Eden river, and Stirlingshire, except­
ing the territories of Baldemock and East 
Kilpatrick. The See of Glasgow will em­
brace the Counties of Lanark, Renfrew, 
Dumbarton, the territories of Balder- 
nock and East Kilpatrick, North Ayr, 
down to the meeting of the Lngton 
with the Gamock, and the great and 
small Cumbrian Islands. The Bishopric of 
Aberdeen will contain the counties of 
Aberdeen, Kincardine, Banff or Moray, 
Nairn, Ross, excepting Lewis in the 
Hebrides, Cromarty, Sutherland, Caith­
ness, the Orkneys and the Shetland Isles, 
and finally that part of Inverness-shire 
north of a line drawn from the north end 
of Lake Linnhe to the eastern part of the 
county bordering on Banffshire and Aber­
deenshire. In the Diocese of Dnnkeld are 
included the counties of Perth, Forfar or 
Angus—Clackmannan, Kinross, and North 
Fife 4lhe left of the Eden river, as well 
as the enclaves of Stirlingshire scattered 
in the territories of Perth and-Clack­
mannan. Wigton or Galloway will include 
the counties of Dumfries, Kirkcudbright, 
Wigton and Ayr, left of the confluence of 
the Lngton with the Gamock. Finally, 
Argyle and the Isles will embrace Argyle- 
shire and the Islands of Bute and Arran, 
the Hebrides, and South Inverness-shire, 
according to the line drawn from Lake 
Linnhe to the eastern border of said shire. 
The Pope reserves power to introduce alter­
ations or additions to the hierarchy now 
established, defines the rights anefrattri- 
butes of the bishops, and prescribes the 
rules of their intercourse, with the Holy 
See, their periodical visits to Rome, their 
connexion with the congregation of the 
Propaganda, Ac. Against any one oppos­
ing or interfering with this creation ot -the 
Scotch hierachy, the Pope threatens thelh- 
dignation of the Almighty and of BBs 
blessed Apostles Peter and Paul. (

THE MURDER OF EARL LEITRIM.
The Government have offered a reward 

of £500 for the arrest of the murderers of 
the Earl of Leitrim. This is not subject to 
the usual condition involving the actual 
conviction of the accused persons, and the 
informer need not be produced in court ex­
cept with his own consent.

The Dublin correspondent of the Times 
writes : “ It is understood that Mr. Robt.
Clements, heir to the title and estates, will 
add £1,000 or £1,500 to the Government 
reward. His lordship, it is now stated, 
was unarmed on the morning of the mur­
der, although Re usually carried a revolver. 
"He some year/ ago used to be attended by 
a police escort, but that protection waa dis­
pensed with, and in lieu of it the Milford 
police adopted special precautions during 
his visits to the Donegal estates. Two 
constables were on the road not half a mile 
from the scene where the murder was per­
petrated. The following description is 
given by an eye-witness who saw the body 
of the Earl after it had been removed 
to his town house in Milford:—‘I 
shall never forget the impression of utter 
loneliness that was conveyed by all the 
surroundings. The chamber waa a nar­
row one, with bare walls, whitewashed— 
no more cheerful than a morgue. The 
murdered peer was stretched quite naked 
on a common deal table, with a white 
cloth thrown over Iris body. Beside him 
was a second table, from which Macken’s 
body had been just removed. It waa im­
possible to witness the wild grief of the 
young clerk’s friends, their tender care for 
the body, them praises and prayers, with­
out being melted to pity''for his unhappy 
master, who, with his cotonet and his 
hundred thousand acres, lay there without 
a single person of his own blood by his 
side, nu friendly hand to prepare his bier, 
and withont a single circumstance of dig­
nity to show that the poor lacerated, naked 
form was that of a proud peer of the Em­
pire. There was still one unmistakable 
stamp of nobility in the stem composure 
of the features, frightfully as the head and 
face were, bruised and disfigured with 
bloody weals, the high, broad forehead 
smashed, the greybeard tossed and matted. 
The features bore all the character of the 
hanghty resolution which he had worn 
throughout life, and which was intensified 
by his last gallant struggle for life. The 
teeth were close set, the month firmly 
closed, the expression that of a brave man 
driven to the last desperate pass, and un­
yielding to his last breath. ’

“ Mere obstruction for obstruction's sake 
is as contemptible as it is mischievous. It 
is the use of rules of procedure intended to 
secure liberty for purposes of injuring 
liberty. But the object of those rules must 
always be home in mind if they are to be 
properly understood. They are intended 
to enable a minority to withstand the 
action of a majority where that majority is 
proposing what is injurious to the public 
welfare and individual liberty. A notion 
bs sprung up, and has got a strong hold 
of the minds of many people, that the will 
of s majority ought always to be law. The 
argument is something of this kind : when 
a majority is in favour of a particular thing 
that thing is right, and ought to be en­
forced upon the minority. It is to be re­
gretted that Mr. Gladstone, Mr. Bright, 
and other statesmen who ought to have 
known better have given support to this 
contention, though they have abundant 
evidence that it is not sound. Both Mr. 
Gladstone and Mr. Bright, for instance, 
opposed tbe passing of the Ecclesiastical 
Titles Act in 1851. They held, and, as 
the nation subsequently admitted, proper­
ly held, that the Roman Catholics had as 
good aright as any other body of religion- 
hts to regulate their own internal 
economy. The majority not only in the 
House of Commons, but in the country, 
Fere against the contention at the time, 
and the minority was overruled. But Mr. 
Gladstone and Mr. Bright will not contend 
that therefore the majority was right and 
that they were wrong. They may have' 
e'en a stronger, because a more immediate, 
lustration of the principle. Both gentle­
men are opposed to the action of the Gov- 
erament in respect to the Eastern question. 
They know that this country could not 
ewnndt a more suicidal or a more nnjusti- 
bble act at this time than to go to war.

CHARLES SICKENS.
A London correspondent writes : — 

“ There is now some chance of our know­
ing what Charles Dickens was to his con­
temporaries, and his contemporaries were 
to Dickens. Mr. Forster’s life of the 
great caricaturist only gives the reader a 
full account of his relations with his 
biographer, and scarcely anything can be 
learnt from him of Boz’ general life and 
Imbits. Miss Hogarth, Charles Dickens’ 
sister-in-law, to whom he had confided so 
many of his interests, and who knew 
better than any one his daily life, has 
undertaken to collect all Mr. Dickens’ let­
ters and papers, editing them with snch ex­
planatory notea as may be needed to make 
them a clue to her brother-in-law’s literary 
career and domestic life.”

PRIVATEERING.
Sir Samuel Baker writes to the Time* :— 

“ The letter of “ Senex,” addressed to you 
on the 4th inst., deserves our thanks as ex­
plaining the laws and customs concerning 
letters of marque and privateers. “Senex” 
remarks—“In fact, no such letters of 
marque have been issued or accepted by 
neutrals in the present century. The Gov­
ernment of the United States was the first 
to condemn and requdiate the practice. In 
1854 the British Government intimated 
to Mr. Marcy, then American Secretary of 
State, that ‘ it entertained the confident 
hope that no privateer under Russian 
colours should be equipped, victualled, or 
admitted with its prizes in the ports of the 
United States ; and, also, that the citizens 
of the United States should rigorously ab­
stain from taking part in armaments of this 
nature.” ’ It, therefore, appears that al­
though “ no snch letters of marque have 
been issued or accepted by neutrals in the 
present century,” nevertheless, at the out­
break of the war with Russia in 1854, the 
British Government considered it necessary 
to admonish the American Secretary of State 
specially upon the, possibility of such arma­
ments being equipped in America. Should 
we unfortunately become involved a second 
time in war with Russia, it may, perhaps, 
be unnecessary to repeat the admonition to 
the United States, but as several Russian 
journals have lately referred to such proba­
bilities as letters of marque being granted 
to American adventurers, it wôuld be ad­
visable that the public of both countries 
should be thoroughly informed of the actual 
position of international law touching this 
important question. In the Ottoman circus 
the Cossack has jumped through the [ 
hoops marked Treaty 1856 and 1871, thus 
proving the flimsiness of paper barriers 
against aggressive force. As the British 
Government has an accurate knowledge of 
the value of treaties and of international 
usages that may be either conditional or 
obsolete, it would be a useful preliminary 
to a war with Russia if a special under­
standing on the subject of letters of marque 
were renewed with the United States.

Lord Francis Godolphin Osborne has been 
charged at the Westminster Police Court 
with being drunk and disorderly. Mr. 
D’Eyneourt fined him 40s. or eight days’ 
imprisonment.

In the year 1877, for the first time in the 
last six years, the marriages in England fell 
below 200,000 in number. The number of 
marriages in Scotland in 1877—namely, 
25,790—is the lowest registered in any year

An effort is being made by the Labour 
Representation League to secure the ap­
pointment of a number of skilled artisans 
to act as jurors npon the various industries 
which may be exhibited at the forthcoming 
Paris Exhibition.

A bonus of £10,000 has been offered by 
the Government of Soath Australia for the 
discovery of a coal-field within the limits 
of the Province, the reward to be payable 
to the discoverer in sums of £1,000 on each 
1,000 tons of marketable coal raised at the 
pit’s month.

The Liverpool Courier says it is under­
stood that the proclamation calling out the 
reserves will affect about fifty of the con­
stables in the borough police force. In 
private employment in Liverpool there are 
also many members of both army and 
militia reserve.

Oysters have always been considered as 
forbidden food by the Jews, the law of 
Moees prohibiting the eating of fish 
without scales. In consequence, however, 
of Mr. Darwin’s theories, a learned rabbi 
has arrived at the conclusion that oysters 
are plants, and may be eaten by Jews.

At the Norwich Assizes, an action for 
malicious slander was brought by Miss 
Hannah Gordon, a schoolmistress, at East 
Dereham. The defendant had gone, in 
January last, to s member of the 
School Board, and told Mm that Mias Gor­
don was » disgrace to the school, not fit to 
be a teacher, and, in fact, nothing better 
than a common prostitute. These state­
ments were inquired into and found to be 
untrue. The defendant pleaded that what 
he had said was in the nature of a privileged 
conversation. The jury found for the 
plaintiff, and awarded her £50 damages.

Mr. Payne has held an inquiry at the 
vestry room of the church of St. Edmund 
the King and Martyr, Lombard street, as 
to the suicide of Mr. G. C. Jones, at the 
National Bank.of Scotland, Nicholas lane. 
The deceased, who was only thirty years of 
age, had been at the bank many years, and 
for some time past had filled the office of 
accountant. Of late he suffered from de- 
iression of spirits, and on Monday he was 
liscovered in his bath room with his throat 

cut. It having been shown that the de­
ceased was a most temperate man, an 
affectionate husband, and that all his affairs 
at the bank were in perfect order, the jury 
returned a verdict of “ Suicide-whilst in a 
state of temporary insanity.”

A novel invention for the protectic 
torpedo vessels from rifle bullets has been 
successfully tested at Chatham dockyard. 
Colonel Fosbery is the inventor. A small 
iron steam launch has been fitted with 
water-tight bulkheads, and between these 
bulkheads on the outside of the veeael a 
portion of her side was covered with pre­
pared india-rubber, Col Fosbery contending 
that no matter how many times the india- 
rubber may be penetrated, nor ho» much 
the plate it coven may be riddled, the 
holes made in the rubber by the bullets 
will close, and so prevent the water getting 
in and sinking the vessel. About a hun­
dred shots were fired at the covered part 
of the vessel withont a drop of water get­
ting into her; while half a dozen shots 
fired at the unprotected part had such an 
effect that the launch had to be grounded 
to prevent her sinking.

Sheffield, Tuesday, April 2.
The infernal noise of Woolwich Arsenal, 

has fled from my ears, and the echo of the 
Battersea dog refuge has made its final 
bow-(wow) to my recollection—I have not 
embarked on a panning career—since the 
din and roar of 'the betting ring at the 
Liverpool Grand National assailed my sense 
of hearing. “ Two to one, bar one I” 
“ the field, a pony !” and kindred shouts 
are still ringing in my ears, and surely the 
stentorian lungs of English fielders would 
make even the trumpet-tongued Quimby 
jealous of the distance at which their in­
vitations to back a fancy reach the visitors 
to a racecourse. Turning my back on 
the Adelphi with undiminished respect for 
its cellar and cuisine. I sought the Cen­
tral station for a ticket to Sheffield, to put 
in here a few days’ stay in fulfilment of a 
long made promise.

of distorted ugliness attributable to acci­
dent or design, bnt I don’t know which.
It sits on the tower like a drunken ex­
tinguisher, and the sacredness of centuries 
I suppose saves it from removal or altera­
tion. Passing Ambergate, the Height» of 
Abraham become visible, and in place of a 
timber cove underneath them lies the 
lovely vale of Derwent. We leave the 
train at Rowsley, where the Derwent and 
Derbyshire Wye join waters, and if there 
were nothing more to see I should have 
felt that the day’s journey had been 
thoroughly recompensed. We are soon in 
the parlour of the Peacock Inn, 250 years 
old, and full of quaint pictures and furni­
ture. A carriage « ordered for Chatsworth, 
and we are off for the famous seat of his 
Grace of Devonshire. I had seen so many 
views, heard so many descriptions, and 
read to many criticisms of the place, that 
it hardly seemed new to me. Crossing the 
Derwent by a fine old stone bridge, we 
were soon within the lodge gates, and 
casting a momentary glance over the 
herds of deer quietly feeding on both 
aides of the winding coach-road, had 
no eyes for anything but the aspect of the 
palace. Of its measurements I can say 
nothing ; bnt I am sure I never saw before 
so vast a range of buildings in the oc­
cupancy of one man, not being a crowned 
head. Under the guidance of a sweet-faced 
damsel, who quite turned the heads of my 
gallant companions, we were shown over 
the public rooms, and, being armed with a 
special letter of permission gained access 
to the apartments not usually exhibited to 
visitors. Through room after room we 
walked, admiring the rare and costly china, 
the antique furniture, the wonderful carvings 
of Grinlin Gibbons, the masterpieces of Sir 
Joshua Reynolds, the malachite ornaments 

ed by the old Caar when he stayed hero 
n 1844, inlaid marble tables of miraculous 
workmanship, cabinets of priceless value, 
and tapestry extraordinary. Through gal­
leries lined with sketches and studies of the 
old masters, in profusion and value equal to 
the whole show at the Groevenor Gallery ; 
through a sculpture gallery filled with the 
treasures of Canova, Thorwaldeen, and 
Chantry, through * library replete with 
books of "all sizes, sorte, ages, and language, 
we passed in perplexed admiration. In the 
billiard room were the originals of Land­
seer’s two famous pictures, Trial by Jury 
and Bolton Abbey in the olden time ; and 
which is new a shooting-box of the owner 
of Chatsworth. Every ceiling was orna­
mented with, mythical and allegorical 
paintings by Landseer and other famous 
artiste, and on every wall hung pictures of 
more or less celebrity. Making the circuit of 
the grounds, and passing along the terrace 
under which lie countless flower beds edged 
with wide parapets of trailing ivy, we are 
bid notice three trees, now of considerable 
size, planted respectively by Victoria, 
Albert, and Adelaide, Queen Dowager. 
And so we regain our carriage, and our 
inn, and after a cold meat and bread and 
butter luncheon, washed down with the 
brighteet of ale, once more take our seats 
to be driven about the same distance in the 
opposite direction, to the world known 
walls of Haddon Hall, passing many a spot 
sacred in the memory of artist and angler. 
From some points of view, a fortress, from 
others an Elizabethan mansion, Haddon 
combines many traces of the feudal and 
later baronial residences. It is quite unin­
habited, but has been kept by its owners, 
the Dukes of Rutland, in excellent repair, 
the family having left Haddon for Bel- 
voir Castle in Leicestershire, nearly 
two centuries ago. Scores of tapestried 
rooms bereft of their other furniture indi­
cate the size of the establishment kept np 
here in the old days of the Vernons. The 
banquetting hall and kitchen still have 
some of the old tables and dressers left in 
them, and here and there weather-beaten 
pictures hang on the walls. The more 
modern dining-room of A.D. 1500 is be­
hind the banqueting hall, and tells of the 
earliest change in the domestic customs of 
English society, when the lord first en­
joyed the luxury of dining in privacy away 
from his esquires and retamers. This room 
has in it some very curious old carvings, as 
also has the great gallery, which in more 
modern times was Used as a ball-room, and 
from which a passage leads to the only 
room that Is not dismantled, the bed­
chamber of Queen Elizabeth, with her bed, 
mirror and some other furniture just as 
they were when she occupied the room.

The
lawns, terraces and balustrades in the 
garden have furnished the pattern 
for hundreds of modern achievements in 
horticultural architecture ; and the luxu­
riant old trees seem to be weeping a lament 
0 xi v ay“ tbat He gone. I don’t know 
wnat better practical service the hall can 
render than to illustrate the times in which 
high “revelry resounded within its walls ;

tbe oppressive sadness inseparable from 
the desolate loneliness of the mace remind­
ed one of the truth that trains don’t wait 
for maudlin sentimentalists. The Duke 
could hardly be persuaded to part with the 
place even if he had the power ; and it 
cannot be expected that the owner of so 
many costly seats should add to hit resi- 
dential burden by assuming the expense of 
rehabilitating Haddon. Mr. Dent, of glove 
notoriety, bought and fitted up withmodesn 
conveniences the equally old fabric of 
Sudéley Castle, near Cheltenham ; and if 
the entail of Haddon conld be cut off, and 
the place be purchased and skiVully 
adapted to modern uses by some million­
aire of to-day, what now seems to be a 
wicked waste would at all event be avoided.

Dear to the heart of Sheffielders is the 
old semi-Canadian war-horse, J. A. Roe­
buck—Tear’em, as he was called before 
illness and age had diminished his energies. 
Accordingly the editor of the Sheffield 
Telegraph had him interviewed, and two 
columns of print purport to give the vet­
eran’s opinion of the situation. He is all 
on the side of the Government, and nobody 
has more earnestly denounced Mr. Glad­
stone’s policy, nor attributed it toi worse 
motive. Everything, in fact, is pointing 
the same way, and if war were declared to­
morrow the Ministry would have the. coun­
try at ite back. Colonel Stanley’s appoint­
ment will be called a sensational surprise 
by Dizzy’s enemies ; but I am assured the 
army approves of it, and recognises the 
worth of the young officer whose son will 
some day be Lord Derby. Replacing one 
brother with the other is, I believe, a per­
fectly accidental circumstance, not the least 
due either to a chivalrous devotion on the 
Premier’s part towards the noble house to 
which he is most indebted for his advance­
ment, nor to any desire to keep Liverpool 
and Lancashire, the ^strongholds of the 
Stanleys, straight in the Conservative 
traces. That the appointment fulfils those 
conditions is a stroke of lack, nothing more.

Sir J. D. Ashley takes the sporting world 
into his confidence and publishes the ac­
counts of the late pedestrian exhibition at 
Islington, when O’Leary triumphed over 
All England. The receipts were $15,000 
and the expenses less by $2,000, which sum 
is to lie in the bank available for future 
prizes, O’Leary must have cleared one 
way and the other little short of 
$5,000 by his victory, and I am glad to 
say Vaughan was also generously rewarded. 
Last Saturday’s walking contest—50 miles 
—has resulted in firing the sporting im­
pulses of everybody who can raise a walk 
faster than a prize heifer’s, and the per­
formance is almost incredible. Howes, 
the winner, eclipsed all previous perform­
ers by doing the distance without a rest 
in 7h. 57m., doing the last mile in 9.39, 
and winning by two seconds. Sir John 
Ashley deserves ^reat credit for his effort 
to raise pedestnanism from the slough 
into which it had sunk, and in 
the face of great opposition and 
no little ridicule his triumph is 
complete : and the gate-money public- 
house crowd who monopolized such things, 
have to take a back seat. Aa he says, 
“ The men would as soon be patronized by 
a ‘hart’ as by a ‘bung.’” Where the 
quickening is to stop it is difficult to see. 
Men have been running and walking 
thousands of years, and still the record is 
being constantly lowered. Goldsmith Maid’s 
trot of 2.14 wifi assuredly be beaten, and 
Howe’s walk will pass into oblivion. It is= 
said that all the men who took part in the 
contest could walk a mile in less than eight 
minutes, and the first mile in this race was 
walked in considerably less time. O’Leary 
tried on the little game of accepting the sub- 

inent challenges addressed to him, but 
king them payable at Chicago. Sir 

John has decided that the contest, however, 
must take place here, and if the Irishman 
takes the belt out of England he must leave 
£100 security behind him.

The papers are beginning to comment on 
the aspect of things, if war is declared ; 
and much is said of the position taken by 
the United States when the attempt was 
made to settle the international law re­
specting privateers and letters of marque. 
If Alabamas were to be fitted out under 
the Russian flag from New York, goodbye 
to the golden harvest that has beefl pre­
dicted for Canada, as the nearest place 
whence England would draw the supplies 
denied to her from the Danube and Black 
Sea. Whatever the friendliness between 
Russia and the States I am inclined to hope 
that in these days blood will be found to be 
thicker than water, and that the great 
danger which Canada would find herself in 
from the chance of a misunderstanding be­
tween the Governments of London and 
Washington may he averted.

Before leaving town I perused Mr. 
Cartwright’s budget speech in pamphlet 
form, and was amazed at his state­
ment that the Metropolitan Board of 
Works had pat a million and a quar­
ter loan on the market last April at 
31 per cent, and that only half of 
it was subscribed. I am assured by 

authority in the city that no such 
happened ; bnt that the applications 

made far it were largely in excess of the 
amount of the required loan. The Finance 
Minister has been misled, I think, by his 
London informant; who must be the 
late lamented Ananias.

I deeply regret that the illness of Mr. 
C. J. Ottaway, which I mentioned in a 
recent letter, has terminated fatally ; 
and with his death perhaps comes 
the likelihood that the cricket expedition 
with which he was identified may faH to 
the ground. A fortnight ago he sat in my 
room in London speaking with all the 
ardour of an enthusiast of the arrangements 
he was making for the successful carrying 
out of the project. To-day the young 
Hamilton wife, whose acquaintance he 
made during the cricket expedition of ’72, 
is a 1 widow, under circumstances which 
will command the manly sympathies of 
every cricketer in England and Canada, 
and of everybody to whom she or her ill- 
fated husband were known here and there.

Tbe complaint was laid under tbe 
SSrd and 64th sections of the Licence Act, referring 
to negligence of inspectors. Tbe petitioner in the 

it Mr. Bichard Jones, who formerly kept a. 
saloon on the corner of Beverley and Queen streets, 
but who is now living privately in Baldwin street.

Mr. Badgerow, after the petition had been read, 
entered a plea of “ not guilty," and asked for fur­
ther particulars as to dates.

In order to allow Mr. MacNabb time to effect 
this the court rose for two hours, resuming at half­
past two when Mr. MacNabb furnished the court 
with the dates required.

The hearing of evidence was then gone on with.
Thomas Munro, bar-tender, sworn, . said—I was 

employed st Jones' saloon, corner of Queen and 
Beverley streets, and saw Mr. Dexter there on Snn- 
day, the 24th of February ; John Bailey and Mr. 
and Mrs. Jones were present ; Mr. Dexter asked for 
brandy, ant^I served him ; the other parties also 

: th.ere.w“ n°I«> taken ; Mr. Dexter had 
nothing else in the way ol drink while I was there.

Mr*, BadKerow—John Bailey was with Mr. 
Dexter when he came in ; Mrs. Jones let them in ; 
Mr. Dexter was shown into the sitting-room ; Mr. 
Dexter called for the brandy ; Jones and Bailey 
were present when I brought the brandy in • there 
was no money paid for the liquor ; there ’was no 
beer dmnk on that occasion to my knowledge • the 
850 was paid at Mr. Blake’s saloon, Court street * 
Richard Jones paid Mr. Dexter the §, o in mv 
presence ; John Bailey was not present when the 
money was paid ; we went into Blake’s about noon 
one day in May, 1876,1 think about the 28th or 29th* 
Jones took possession of Bailey’s lease about 1st of 
June of that year ; I believe the .transfer took place 
on the day we met Dexter, and the purchase money 
($2,000) was paid to Bailey on the same day Jones 
gave Bailey $1,800 and Dexter gave him $200 which 
had been left as a deposit with him the day before \ 
the money was paid in two twenty and two five dol­
lar biUs ; 1 came from New York to this city, and 
belong to Liverpool ; I left there in September, 
1876 ; I was not engaged in any business while in 
New York ; I was with Mr. Jones. In 18741 was 
engaged as steward and cook on a steamship ; Jones 
has not carried on any business for years, affd tbe 
money he has, was, I believe, given to him by his 
father ; he never told me he had made money bv 
smuggling ; I do not know what Jones got tor his 
tavern at the end of the year.

Richard Jones, sworn—I came to Toronto in 
April or May, 1876 ; I came from New York, and first 
met Mr. Dexter at John Bailey’s tavern, corner of 
Queen and Beverly streets ; I stayed at the Ameri­
can Hotel for a short time, and then went boarding 
in George street ; I sent last witness to Mr. Dexter’s 
office to arrange for a transfer of a licence ; I met 
Mr. Dexter about 25th May, 1876 ; last witness in­
troduced me to Dexter, and the latter introduced 
me to Bailey ; I met Mr. Dexter through 
previous arrangement of Mr. Munro ; I was intro­
duced to Dexter at Bailey’s and we went into the 
parlour and had liquor to drink ; there was no un­
derstanding come to at that time, but the price was 
named at $2,000. I stayed about half an hour. I 
met Mr. Dexter at his own office afterwards in com­
pany with Bailey, and made an application for the 
transfer of a tavern licence from Bailey to me and 
deposited $200 in Mr. Dexter’s hand as a guarantee 
that faith would be kept.

Mr. McNabb quoted from the statute to show that 
Mr. Dexter had no power to act as Bailey’s agent in 
the transfer.

Witness resumed—I did not procure certificate of 
character from Dexter ; the licence was transferred, 
but I gave no bond or security for carrying out the 
law ; there was some talk on this point and I told 
Dexter that I was a perfect stranger and unableto 
get bondsmen ; I received the letter produced from 
Dexter—(The letter was read as follows).

Office of Board of Licence Commissioners, 
Toronto, May 25, 1878.

Sir,—I am instructed by the Board to say, in re­
ply to your application, that so soon as the forms 
are ready the transfer of licence will take place. I 
am further directed to remind you that you are ex­
pected to conform in every respect tio the law as it 
now stands in this city, or aa it may in future 
be amended. A copy of the Act which governs 
will be given you at the time your transfer is made. 
Your bonds must first be signed.

Mr. R. Jones, Queen street.
I told him I could get no bondsmen or references, 
being a total stranger in the city ; I said to him I 
was anxious to get into business, and if he could 
arrange for it T would give him $60 ; Dexter gave 
me to understand that he would attend to it ; I af­
terwards received information through Bailey that 
it would be “ all right Bailey, Munro, and I met 
Dexter, and we went into tbe Albergo, where 
I paid over $1,800 to Bailey.

the law ; Dexter was in my house on the 24th of 
February in company with Bailey ; he came to my 
place on that day after church hours ; Bailey came 
to the side door and asked if any one was in, and I 
said no; Bailey said that the “old man,” 
meaning Dexter, was there, and wished 
to get in ; they both came in and went 
into the parlour ; I went in with them ; Dexter 
said, “ What’s this you want of me?” and I said 
“ Why did you accept a barrel of ale of me and re­
turn it V I had sent a barrel of beer to Dexter’s

One of Spenser’s Irish Rivers.—Brig 
is an Irish word meaning a falsehood, and 
in various forms it is applied to rivers that 
are subject to sudden and dangerous 
floods, or which flow through deep quag­
mires ; signifying, in this application, de­
ceitful or treacherous. There is, for in­
stance, a stream called Breagagh, near the 
City Kilkenny, and another near Thurles, 
in Tipperary. And Trawbreaga Bay, at 
Malin, in the north of Donegal, is so called 
(Trawbreaga meaning the strand of false­
hood or treachery) because the tide rises 
there so suddenly that it has often swept 
away people walking incautiously on the 
shore. Spenser’s Bregog is formed by the 
junction of four mountain rivulets all 
of about the same length, and 
meeting nearly at the same point, whence 
the united stream flows on to the Awbeg. 
These rivulets carry little water in dry 
weather, but whenever a heavy and con­
tinuous shower falls on the hills four 
mountain floods rush down simultaneously, 
and meet together nearly at the same in­
stant, swelling the little river in a few 
moments to a furious and dangerous tor­
rent. All this is quite well understood in. 
the neighbourhood. An intelligent peasant 
living near the river told me that it was 
the most “ roguish” river in the world, 
for when you least expected it, and when 
the stream looked perfectly quiet and gen­
tle, the flood would rise in a quarter of an 
hour to a height of seven or eight feet, 
rushing down “ all abreast,” as he e* 
pressed it. I may add that the word 

roguish” gives exactly the sense of the 
Irish name “ Bregoge. —Fraser's Maga-

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%HE “ ECONOMIST " AND THE 
NATIONAL POLICY.

The London Economist h»e an article 
on the Canadian Budget, an article evi­
dently written by a warm friend of Mr. 
CaetweIght, in which the “ National 
Policy ” is condemned in a manner so 
emphatic that it is hard to avoid the con­
clusion that it was penned with the view 
of being used here for political purposes. 
A travesty is given of Sir John Mac­
donald’s reasoning, and he is made to 
say that it is an evil tiling to have Can­
ada a cheap country to live in. Where 
-the question of cheapness of living 
comes in is when, in reply to the 
arguments in fax our of protection, 
Mr. Mackenzie says that our ob­
ject should be to make Canada 
a cheap country to live in. “No” the 
answer runs, “ our object should be 
“ to develop the resources of Canada, 
“ and let the cost of living take care of 
“ itself. If we make Canada richer and 
“ its people more prosperous, it won’t 

■“ be an evil, should the cost of living be 
“ a little greater than it is at present, 
“ because there will be more means to 
“ pay the cost.'" The article from the 
Economist is quoted as an authority. If 
we are to have a war of authorities the 
Economist must strike its colours to the 
dictum of the late John Stuabt Mill, 
who held that protection was justified 
by the conditions of a new country. 
The writer sees this and seeks to weather 
the force of Mr. Mill’s doctrine, but in 
vain.

When we say that whoever 
Mr. Cabtwkight’s friend may be he 
takes the most pessimist view of Can­
ada’s resources and Canada’s commercial 
future, we have deprived him of all right 
to be heard on such a question. “ In 
“ truth,” he says, “ there is scarcely any 
“ region in the world to which Free 
“ Trade can be so beneficial as Canada. 
“ The climate and soil are neither of 
“ them propitious to the production of 
“ commodities available for export ex- 
“ cept bulky articles of food and raw ma- 
“ terial.” We have iron mines of price­
less value—but we must not make iron. 
We produce wool, but must not make 
our own woollens. We must continue 
to get our hardware from abroad, 
because neither “climate ” nor “soil ” is 
favourable to a National Policy. The 
same style of argument would have 
prevented the Duchmen raising ramparts 
against the sea. We consider our cli­
mate a very good one, a*d Canada rich 
in inchoate wealth. But she will always 
remain undeveloped and always poor if 
we fall in with the pessimist views of 
such publicists as he whose opinions have 
suggested these remarks.

Since the death of Mr. Bagehot the 
Economist cannot be regarded as of the 
same authority as formerly, and we do 
not think articles such as the one before 
us calculated to enhance the weight with 
which its utterances are regarded.

DEFECTION AND ITS CAUSES.
Alt, over the country men who for 

many a bellicose year followed the 
■standard of the Reform Party when 
that Party was fighting in the wilder­
ness, have fallen from their allegiance 
now that it has entered the promised 
land of power, and when so many of the 
virtuous leaders, whose burning desire 
was to serve their country, have de­
servedly become, as Tennyson puts it, 
“ likest gods, who have attained rest in 
11 a happy place and quiet seats,” 
doubly happy when they look out from 
splendid pro-consulships, or from the 
awful judicial bench, on the breakers 
white with fury, and listen to the 
thunder of popular indignation. There 
is not a constituency through the length 
and breadth of this wide Dominion 
where some of the most valuable sup- 

•porters of the Party in power 
have not declared . they can no 
longer remain in the Grit camp. The 
reaction throughout the country is a 
reality, and it would indeed be extraor­
dinary if there was not a wide-spread 
defection.

Six years ago the Reform party ap­
pealed to the country on princi­
ples which could not but command 
amongst Reformers universal ap­
proval.. Mr. Mackenzie had made his 
famous speech ; the Globe struck a lofty 
psean ; the standard of political action 
was to be raised ; the tone of political 
life to be sublimated ; the country was 
to become prosperous under a pure and 
economical regime ; corruption was to 
be banished forever from our public life; 
coalitions were to be tabooed ; and such 
incompetent statesmen as Sir John Mac­
donald and Sir Feancis Hincks 
were to be replaced by men 
of genius of a capacity com­
mensurate to their virtue. Mr. 
Mackenzie in a canny way had led his 
ultra temperance followers to expect 
prohibition. The wing of the Reform 
Party in Lower Canada, which is to-day 
disgracing itself by violent electioneer­
ing tactics, put forth their programme, 
among the planks of which we find in 
addition to Mr. Mackenzie’s favourite 
piece of political timber—“ Reduction 
“ of the number of Ministers ”—these 
two notable ones—“ Development of 
“ the resources of each of the Provinces 
“ composing the Confederation,” and 
“ Protection to home industry.” Ah ! 
Five years ago many an honest Reformer 
in Canada hoped much from Mr. Mac­
kenzie, whom they believed to be a 
thoroughly upright man, and Mr. Blake 
seemed ti> have come on the scene to usher 
in newer and better times for Canada. 
On the day before the election, when 
Mr. Mackenzie appealed to the 
country, the ' Globe contained a double- 
leaded article, entitled “ To the Polls ” 
—eloquent and high-toned, and evi­
dently written by some one who was 
not in the confidence ei the schemes of 
the leading party managers, and whose 
enthusiasm caught fine at the virtuous 
prospect which opened up before him. 
“Is it inspectant,” he asked, “ that 
“ public men should not betray their 
‘ ‘ trust 1 That the foremost men of 
“^he country should be pane 1 That a 
‘ ‘ nation should shake itself free from 
“ whatever sullies its honour, and lays 
“ its dignity in the dust 1 That the 
“ servants of a State should be taught 
“ that they cannot he false to its inter- 
“ esta with impunity j * * Shall
“ Canada,” proceeded this generous en­
thusiast, “ have a corrupt youth sod 
* * an inglorious prime ? Or shall the twig 
‘ ‘ swayed by the breath of a free people 
“ towards duty and nobleness, grow 
“ into a tree, striking its rooks deep in 
“ righteousness, and raising high and 
“ spreading wide its branches in the 
“ approving smile of Heaven f’ These 
words interpret for us how hundreds of 
honest men felt in every part of the 
country. «

There never was such an anti-climax 
as the fact furnished to the bright fore­
shadoxring. The Mackenzie

eealitioned more and more, while the 
avenging years revealed that at the time 
they were prating of virtue an* making 
these fine appeals they were “ pitting 
« down bribery and corruption with lots 
“ of money.” How one laughs when he 
reads : “ Is it important that the fore- 
“ most public men of h country should 
“ be pure U and thinks of Mr. Hunt­
ington, M Cacchon, and Mr. Mac­
kenzie himself ! Where is the prom­
ised prosperity 1 It is as hard 
to find as the promised virtue. 
Nay, we have deficits instead of 
surpluses, banished industries, shutters 
up everywhere, starving working men 
treated contemptuously and cruelly by 
both the Glob* and the Government, in 
place of the prosperity which was held 
as a bait before us, while for virtue we 
have corruption, bold, blatant, and per­
vasive. There were and are, indeed, 
certain Reformers in whose case the 
promises were in part at least amply ful­
filled. Messrs. Anglin, Noebis, Mac­
kenzie (the brother of the Premier), 
Bdgae, Nixon, Farewell, Oliver, 
and others have doubtless found that 
the roseate tints of the Reform 
vaticinations were in no wise too 
highly coloured. But it is different 
with les autres. In the division on 
Sir John Macdond’s National Policy 
motion eighteen Rouge members went 
back on the promises they made to their 
constituents. In the last speech which 
Mr. Malcolm Cameron made on a pub­
lic platform, he announced his suspicion 
that the Premier had betrayed the Pro­
hibitionists, and let those who doubt it 
read jthe Premier’s speeech on Wednes­
day, April 11th, 1877. Indeed what 
cause has he been connected with that 
he has not betrayed within the last five 
years, unless it be the cause of a few 
friends and of “ No. 1 1” He has been 
as far from reducing expenditure as from 
reducing the number of Ministers. There 
is one thing he has reduced. Our 
debt has increased, the burdens on the 
country h^ve of course increased, the 
cost of collecting th# revenue has in­
creased, corruption has increased, but 
there has been a decided diminution in 
the professions of purity on the part of 
Reformers and of Mr. Mackenzie in 
particular. Why is this 1 No wonder 
honest men are dropping away from 
such a party and such a leader.

THE IMMIGRATION DEBATE.
The discussion in the House of Com­

mons on Monday on the item $120,370 
for the salaries and travelling expenses 
of Dominion Immigration Agents elicited 
expressions of opinion from various 
members, showing an increasing de­
velopment of public sentiment condemn­
atory of the happy-go-lucky, extrava­
gant, improvident immigration system, 
or no-system, maintained under the 
present Government. Mr. Wallace 
of Norfolk spoke, we apprehend, the 
sentiments of very many people when 
he said he thought the items under the 
head of immigration should be struck 
out altogether, as there were no immi­
grants wanted at present, but actual 
settlers, and these did not require to be 
induced by the efforts of agents to come 
to the country. The criticisms of Mr. 
Bo well and others on the Ann and ap­
pointment job were also very appro­
priate. It is indisputable, as was point­
ed out, that the Government in substi­
tuting a useless and unornamental 
figure-head, like Ann and, for a pains­
taking and efficient agent like Mr. 
Does, wanted simply to provide 
for a used-up politician in need 
of a place, and that solely for his 
own benefit, and the corresponding dis­
advantage of the public. Mr. Caks- 
wricht, who has made such a melan­
choly exhibit in a world of finance too 
wide for his shrunk proportions, again 
made a sad statistical mess on a smaller 
scale. Mr. Cartwright is “ ingenious” 
according to the Times. Ingenuity at 
home in fiction is eut of place in 
figures. The hen. gentleman made a 
shocking arithmetical display, or pre­
sumed a good deal on the ignorance or 
indifference of his auditory, when he 
ventured gravely to inform them that 
the cost of immigrants per capita for 
1877 was $4.08 against $6.90 m 1873. 
If a Government won’t be bound by its 
own departmental reports, under the 
hand and seal of the respective Ministers 
in charge, by what is it to be bound ? 
At page xviii. of M. Pelletier’s Immi­
gration Report for 1877 we find the 
number of immigrants set down as fol­
lows :

The Government also claim 13,843 real 
or bogus—probably bogus-nondescript 
parties—to quote from Mr. Guppy— who 
vagranted into Canada from the States 
and told somebody or other they “ were 
“ going to settle in Canada. ” These 
uncertain nomads are manifestly not 
to be taken into account in estimat­
ing the per capita charge of immigration 
as they cost the Dominion nothing at 
all. The money spent by the Domin­
ion, says the report, was $183,- 
672, to which add say $100,000 
for Provincial outlay, or a total 
of $283,000 in round numbers, 
exhibiting in irrefragable black and 
white a per capita cost of over $21. 
Well might Mr. Pope remark that Mr. 
Cartwright was nqt even “ within gun- 
“ shot ” of the correct figures, and it is 
impossible not to be struck with the 
ignorance, or the patent and flagrant dis­
honesty and assurance combined, which 
tried—though in vain—to palm off such 
incorrect and misleading figures on the 
House and the country.

But the tale is not all told. The 
$183,000 set forth in detail at page xviii. 
of the Minister of Agriculture’s report, 
does not include the European expendi­
ture and other items which (Public Ac­
counts 1877, pages 105-110) swell the 
gross Dominion outlay to $229,652, to 
which has to be added $79,700 for ad­
vances to Mennonites and Icelanders, 
by an Executive which, while it dips 
with lavish ladle into the Treasury bucket 
on behalf of foreigners, has only im­
mense but unprofitable “ sympathy ” and 
“ bowels” for honest, hanl-up toilers in 
our midst—natives or ‘ ‘ Britishers. ” 
There never was such a Minister for 
“ sympathy” as Mr. Mackenzie—only 
nothing comes of it. He puts us in 
mind of the man protesting to the 
Quaker how much he “ felt” for a dis­
tressed person, to which Broadbrim 
drily responded : “ Did’et thee feel in 
“ thy pocket, friend ?” Well, thiaaGov- 
ernment of sympathies and “ bowels,” 
according to its own showing, having 
spent $229,000 on immigration last year 
—we throw out the loans—to which add 
$100,000 for Provincial outlay separate 
from Dominion expenditure—now tells 
us, per ingenious Mr. Cartwright, that 
this is an outlay per capita of $4,08, 
when it is seen as plainly as a

during the debate, reckon- 

H at $23—his estimate of the 
Provincial outlay having no doubt been 
less than our own. Anyway, £23 or 
£24 is, beyond all doubt, the per capita

coat, as exhibited under the official hand
end seal of the Government itself in tie 
Bine Books, end yet Mr. Cartwright, 
who is so poor a financial hand that he 
cannot work ont this schoolboy sum, is 
actually at the head of the financial 
affairs of this Dominion.

When we are told by Mr. Cartwright

o Accounts—that the lavish advances 

to the Icelanders and Mennonites—the 
Icelanders in particular—are to be re­
paid, we can only say that if the Finance 
Minister and Departmental heads in gen­
eral believe this themselves they are 
qualified to fill a chapter in any future 
Johnson’s canticles on the vanity of 
human wishes and expectations. In 
fact the whole thing looks like what 
farce-writers call a screamer—especially 
to those who con the reports on the Ice­
landic settlement» given by the agents,

1 pages 64-70. These foreign settlers, as 
we said, are dealt with in altogether dif­
ferent style from Canadian workingmen 
who can’t get employment or bread. How 
the mouths of our distressed operatives, 
poor fellows ! must water at the copious 
and perennial outgoings for the Russians 
and Icelanders in the Public Accounts !

In 
his approaching sympathetic hob-nob 
with them at Toronto won’t he tell them 
how he adores them, and what he has 
done for them, demonstrated in its 
fruits by the abundance of work and 
luxuriant wages they have enjoyed since 
he took hold of the administrative 
reins ? When he falls on their tnecks 
and kisses them all around in a fervour 
of affection and a gush of sympathy, and 
en rapprochement of the coming general 
election,«’twill be a pretty sight, and 
may we be there to see !

THE QUEEN VS. MVICAll.
• The jury did not agree in the case of 

the Queen v. M’Vicar. This was an 
action taken under a criminal informa­
tion issued by the Court of Queen’s 
Bench at the instance of the Prime 
Minister against the publishers of 
the Sarnia Canadian, in which paper 
it was stated it was a good 
tlpne to have a “ friend at court,” 
and as an illustration of this it was 
pointed out that the brothers of the 
Premier, C. Mackenzie & Co., had im­
ported a large quantity of tubing before 
the changg in the tariff took place. We 
do not rare to discuss the merit» 
of the question submitted to a 
Sarnia jury. We wish to remark on the 
larger issue raised as to the conduct ef 
Ministers respecting public criticism. 
For the conduct of public men, especially 
for the conduct of Ministère, the proper 
tribunal is the public, and the greatest in­
convenience must arise from members of 
a Government threatening all who dare 
to asperse their motives with judicial 
proceedings.

Take the first and most direct reflec­
tion which arises on the perusal of the 
report of this trial A jury, in his 
own place, where he is best known, re­
fuse to believe the Prime Minister on 
his oath that he was not guilty of nepot­
ism. This is a very dignified position 
for a man occupying his great office to be 
put in.

There is a larger consideration—the 
consideration of public policy. It will 
be remembered that Mr. Mackenzie 
more than once-during his- picnic cam­
paign of last summer challenged leading 
politicians to put their charges in such a 
shape as would enable him to take legal 
action, and he promised them they 
would have an opportunity of proving 
them before a court of justice. Now, 
as we have indicated, this was appealing 
from the proper tribunal—the public— 
to one objectionable in every way when 
political issues are to be tried. It lodks 
guilty to begin with. Else why should 
tiie Minister be unable to clear 
himself before an audience of his coun- 

ien? It is an attempt to silence 
verse criticism— to padlock the mouths 

of members of the Opposition. More­
over, there could not for two reasons be 
a satisfactory settlement of charges 
against a Government before a legal 
tribunal The evidence which would 
be admitted before such a tri­
bunal is of the narrowest kind: Evi­
dence which in our every day life guides 
us, and is sufficient for all practical pur­
poses, is not sufficient to bring a charge 
home to an accused person in an arena 
where only legal proof would be listened 
to.

But look at the nature of the tribunal. 
Judges who may have been recently ap­
pointed by the Minister, who may have 
been his colleagues at the very time 
the sins charged were committed, who 
may be looking for promotion to a higher 
court, and whom he can promote. As­
sisting these, twelve men to every one of 
whom he could give an office which 
would make a man at ease for life. We 
do not say any of our judges would be 
Influenced, under any circumstances, to 
hold other than a just balance. But 
the policy [of the legislature has been, 
and is, to fence round the independence 
of the judiciary to the utmost, and guard 
them with infinite care from exposure to 
temptation. We do not say our jury­
men are corrupt. But here, too, every 
precaution against corruption should be 
and is confessedly put into activity. 
But a jury is a limited number of the 
public. With the enormous resources 
of a great country at his disposal, a Min­
ister may bribe twelve men. But he 
cannot bribe the public whose interest is 
neither for him nor against him, but 
only that the truth should be known.

if well founded. In official circles at the 
capital there is some fear that the labour 
riots of last year may be resumed the com­
ing summer with even greater violence. It 
is said they broke outlast summer prema­
turely, and there is a suspicion that prepar­
ations have been made to renew the attack 
on property and business with better or­
ganization.

At Winnipeg, recently, - one Red River 
boat took 841 tons of wheat, and another 
boat 100 tons, all consigned to the firm of 
David Dowes & Co., New York. This 
wheat ii bonded forexportation to Europe, 
in sacks to Fisher’s Landing, and bulked in 
cars to Duluth and from thence by water 
to New York via Buffalo. If the Ameri­
cans thus easily carry Canadian wheat in 
bond by their routes, why cannot we carry 
American wheat in bond by oars ? Thus 
one very silly objection to the policy of fair 
play to ourselves is disposed of.

In the American Congress, the move­
ment to do away with the national bank­
rupt law is so strong, that its success this 
session is generally expected. There are, 
in several of the States, bankrupt laws 
which were suspended by the National Act, 
and which would be immediately revived 
by its repeal, thus bringing back all the old 
confusion and annoyance from different 
State laws that the Act was designed to 
remedy. It is said that meantime many 
persons who desire to avail themselves of 
the national law are hurrying up to “get 
through ” ere it be too late.

It ia hardly 
necessary to say that the statements of men 
of that stamp are, as a general rule, open 
to very grave suspicion. There is, also, 
something remarkable in the time selected 
for publishing the charge. Goff has had 
his thunder bottled up for some time, and 
branches forth the bolts just-on the ev e of a 
general Provincial election. It is not diffi­
cult to understand that he may have been 
coquetting with the Liberal party, and 
that his fulminations have been reserved 
till now with the view of producing great 
effects on the elections. In a letter to the 
other morning paper Mr. Baker positively 
denies the correctness of Goffs statements. 
He also explains that the relations of Goff 
were not with him personally, or as Soli­
citor-General, but with the law firm of 
Buchanan & Baker, and that there were no 
corrupt bargains or transactions whatever.

We are informed that the steamer Que­

bec of the Sarnia Line, although drawing 
only eleven feet of water, was unable to get 
into the Kaministiquia on her last trip. 
Having freight on board for the railway 
terminus, the captain was extremely anxi­
ous to get in and took careful soundings, 
but found only ten feet of water on the 
bar and from ten feet to ten feet six or 
eight inches at several places in the river. 
He was, in consequence, obliged to unload 
at Prince Arthur. A few days later the 
Manitoba, a much smaller vessel than the 
Quebec, grounded on the bar, but 
whether from being out of the 
channel or not we have not leagued. At 
all events, the soundings taken by 
the captain of the Quebec go to show that 
the silting up of a winter is about equal to 
the dredging of a summer. Last fall it 
was claimed that a vessel drawing 13 feet 
could enter and now the depth is only 10 
feet, so that the dredging has all to be 
done over again. These facte are very 
significant, in view of the extraordinary 
testimony produced on the part of the 
Government, before the Senate Committee, 
to sustain the policy of fixing the terminus 
of oft*, great highway five miles inland on 
a narrow and ahoal-locked little 'river, for 
no other apparent reason than that it might 
have the advantage of proximity to the

SPRING ASSIZES.

The Queen v. Thomas Hardy.—The prisoner, who 
is aged about seventeen years, was charged with 
violating the person of Carrie Smith, a girl appar­
ently the sams age as himself. ,

After hearing the statements of the girl Smith, 
his Lordship considered there was insufficient evi­
dence to go before É jury. That it was easy, as the 
Crown counsel had remarked in nutting the case 
before them, to trump up a charge of this nature 
against any one. The fact of the girl, who was 
equally as strong and robust as the prisoner, making 
but slight resistance, coupled with the fact that 
she had failed to disclose the perpetration of the 
offence to her mother until forced to do so by threats 
of prisoner’s brother .gave the case a not very pleasant 
look. He said that lp the interests of public morali­
ty it would be better to dose the case, and, there­
fore, took it upon himself to direct the jury to 
bring in a verdict of acquittal. A verdict in ac­
cordance with his Lordship’s instructions was re­
turned-

The Queen v. Peter Cooney and William Cooney. 
—The prisoners were charged with obtaining money 
under false pretences from Mrs. J. McArthur, by 
selling her a less quantity of wood than bargained 
for.

fche jury returned with a verdict of 41 Guilty.”

The Court resumed shortly after two o’clock, and

The Queen v. Duncan McLaughlin.—The prisoner 

was charged with obtaining by false pretences a bay 
mare from a farmer named George Third. After the 
examination of four witnesses for the prosecution, 
his Lordship considered there was insufficient evidence 
to convict the prisoner upon the charge upon which he 
stood indicted, and therefore ordered his acquittal. 
Before discharging him, his Lordship stated that he 
was perfectly satisfied in his own mind that the 
prisoner had attempted to perpetrate a dishonest 
trick, and advised him to be more careful fn horse 
transactions hereafter.

The prisoner was defended by Mr. O’Brien.
THE QUEEN V. ROY.

The prisoner, Tadaypala Veeraragavara Roy, alias 
Row, was placed in the dock, charged with bigamy. 
The first witness for the prosecution was the Rev. 
Mr. Durborow, of Philadelphia, Pa., who testified 
to the marriage of the prisoner with Elizabeth 
Whitlock, in December, 1875. He recognized the 
prisoner at the bar, and the lady shown him as the 
contracting parties, and also identified the marriage 

"Bcate produced as the one he had handed to 
.beth Whitlock after the marriage ceremony 

had been performed by him. The first intimation 
he had of this suit was through the newspapers, bnt 
before receiving a summons from the Crown to be 
present at the trial, be had received a letter from 
John Roes Robertson, telling him he would be 
wanted. Randall Morgan deposed he was a legal 
practitioner in the city of Philadelphia, U. S. ; that 
the law in force in that State allows the performance 
of a marriage by a clergyman or Justice of the 
Peace. He stated that each State controls its own 
marriage laws, unless where they would conflict 
with existing laws passed by the Congress of the 
United States. In answer to questions by Mr. 
Hagel, the witness said that by the Act of 1701 the 
publication of banns was necessary, but was now in 
disuse. The Legislatures of States gave the Courts 

ower to regulate their own marriage laws. The 
ev. George Webber testified to the performance of a 

marriage between the prisoner and Mary Sarah 
Grey, in the city of Toronto, in January last. Mr. 
E. R. Ransford, and Mr. E. P. Roden, on the edi­
torial staff of the Leader, identified the handwriting 
of the letters produce^ as that of the prisoner. 
For the defence, Mr. W. A. Foster recognized the 
copy of a decree of divorce- produced as the one 
he received from Utah Territory. Mr. B. 
Frank Bower deposed that 'he practiced law 
in Ann Arbor, in the State of Michigan, and 
gave it as his opinion that the decree of divorce read 
was valid in every State of the American Union. He 
stated that either of the persons named in the 
divorce papers would be at liberty to re-marry. In 
answer to Mr. Idington, the witness said that it 
was necessary before procuring a divorce in Utah, to 
show that the complainant was the injured person, 
and that they had resided in that territory one year, 
or were likely to dosa Mr. Angus Morrison de­
posed that he was Mayor of the City of Toronto, and 
recollected the prisoner calling on him to take an 

in regard to *** * ’"affidavit citizenship, necessary in pro- 
a divorce from the United States,. Mr. Mor­

gan, being recalled, said that in the State of Penn­
sylvania it was necessary that divorce proceedings 
should be taken at the domicile of the husband, and 
that he must be a bona fide resident Wood Lyon 
and James Looney, of Brantford, Ontario, deposed 
to seeing the prisoner in that place m July last, and 
continued there till November. Mr. Hagel addressed 
the jury at considerable length, a- d held that the 
divorce, although repugnant to the moral law, was 
a valid one, and such being the case, he asked for the 
dismissal of the prisoner. His Lordship, in charging 
the jury, said the question to be considered by them 
was whether the prisoner was domiciled in the Ter­
ritory of Utah at the time the divorce was granted ; 
and if the evidence adduced was clear to them that 
he was not there, they should find him guilty. He 
stated that he would take it upon himself to say 
that a divorce granted in Utah Territory would not 
affect a person in Canada. The jury retired, and in 
a short time returned, and after receiving instruc­
tions from his Lordship on a disputed point, ren­
dered a verdict of 44 guilty.” His Lordship stated 
that having formed a strong opinion himself 
on the case, he would reserve judgment to the 
Court of Queen’s Bench, so that he might have the 
benefit of the full bench in the matter. His Lord- 
ship intimated hie willingness to allow the prisoner 
out on suitable bail.

Mr. CARTWRIGHT said the Government had 
considered the subject, but had arrived at no de­
cision, partly on account of the extreme depression 
and partly because they had not become possessed 
of all the information they required from tne two or 
three countries in which the system obtained.

Mr. MITCHELL remarked that this insurance in- 
spe tion was manfestly an expensive luxury.

In reply to Mr. Langevin,
Mr. CARTWRIGHT said, owing to the putting of 

life insurance companies under the Inspection Act, 
the expense of the office would be materially in­
creased, and would in all probably amount to 99,000 
this year. He promised further enquiry into the 
operation of this inspection before concurrence.

In answer to Mr. Plumb,
Mr. CARTWRIGHT explained the modus operandi 

of inspection, the effect of which had been bene­
ficial, having compelled certain offices to adjust 
their affairs. So fair only, the officers of the com­
pany had been engaged in this , business of inspec­
tion.

Mr. PLUMB pointed out the difficulties of inspect­
ing foreign companies, and asked how the Govern­
ment pursued its work of inspection, the inspector 
having no special authorization to look into the 
affairs of such institutions.

Mr. CARTWRIGHT admitted the difficulty, say­
ing that to a great extent with foreign companies re­
liance had to be placed on their published reports.

Mr. MITCHELL said that last year he had drawn 
the attention of the Minister of Finance to the Clin­
ton Insurance Company.

Mr. CART WRIGHT said the Government had 
notified that Company to cease doing business in

Mr. MITCHELL said he knew nothing as to their 
cessation of business, but he knew that a number of 
claims still remained unsettled.

In reply to Mr. White (Renfrew),
Mr. CARTWRIGHT said he would ascertain what 

had been done with the distribution of the assets of 
the Provincial Company.

On the item geological survey, $50,000,
Mr. LANGEVIN called attention to the details of 

the expenditures of this department as contained in 
the Public Accounts, pointing out that certain pro­
motions ought to have been brought about before 
this. The sum which had been paid for the publi­
cation of journals and maps appeared to be large. 
Would the hon. gentleman explain the matter ; also 
how they had been distributed ?

Mr. MILLS said that the report of the Department 
had latterly been published at the Herald office, 
Montreal, without tender, but at the same price it 
had previously been done under the former Govern­
ment by Dawson Bros. He believed 4,0000 copies of 
the report had been issued.

Dr. TUPPER asked the Minister of the Interior 
to state what has been accomplished by the survey 
for the expenditure of this large sum of money. It 
might be convenient for the Government to pay 
some$6,000 or $7,000 a year to the Herald News­
paper Company, without any contract, forpublishing 
the report of the survey, but it was hardly satisfac­
tory. There might be some necessity to have the 
work done in Montreal, but it was not absolutely 
necessary that it should be done by apartizan 
newspaper in that city and without contract.

Mr. MILLS said the hon. gentleman could see in 
his report the result of the work up to the present 
winter. Professors Dawson and Bell had carried on 
their investigation in the North-West. Examina­
tions had also been made into the phosphate re­
gion. The publishing of the report at th^jfcroM 
Printing Company’s office was done at the am con­
tract rates.

Mr. BO WELL—Was it done by tender?
Mr. MILLS—No.
Mr. BO WELL said he understood that the print­

ing was done at a great deal more than the rates of 
the Parliamentary printer at Ottawa. He did not 
see why the hon. member for Cumberland referred 
to the giving of printing to partisan printers. It 
was the practice of the Government to give out 
their work in this way, not only to their supporters, 
but to Printing Companies in which some of the 
members of the Cabinet were interested. Such had 
been the case in the matter of the Halifax Citizen. 
and if printing had been given to the Montreal 
Herald, it had been given to a company in which 
both a member of the Cabinet and a Senator were 
interested. In the matter of the Halifax Citizen, 
the cost çf the work was something like 60 per cent, 
higher than the Parliamentary printer’s rate, and 
the same might be the case here.

Mr. BDWKLL said the hon. gsritleman could cer­
tainly have got the work done at Ottawa, for were 
not the Finance Minister’s budget speeches printed 
here and published, gilt edged and bronae covered, 
at the public expense, for circulation throughout the 
poapties for electioneering purposes. The cost of 
these precious documents had been In 1874, 
$590.» ; 1875, 9488.06 ; 1870, 91,330.76; 1877, 
996.92, or in all, 93,110.91. Now that work could 
M dene at Ottawa, and certainly the geological work 
could be done also.

Mr. BOWELL maintained that it was the business 
of the House, and the public to know whether the 
Postmaster-G eneral was interested in a Company 
receiving work from the Government He (Mr.

Mr. W. B. Mills, of Arden, the former 
reeve, is said to be the owner of the largest 
flock of sheep in the County of Frontenac. 
He has wintered over six hundred ewes, 
and at the present time has nearly two 
hundred lambs. Mr. Mills spares neither 
time nor money in procuring first-class 
animals ; and we believe has been at the 
expense of importing stock from England. 
Tins is setting a good example to other 
farmers in the county and deserves success.

The Stratford Harold says :It is 
what surprising to hear of oholer* in 
bnt Mrs. William Culbertson, of Stn 
who died on the 13th inst., in her 61st 
year, after an illness sd 84 hours, had, in 
the opinion of her medical attendant, an 
undoubted attack of Canadian cholera, 
with symptoms of the Asiatic type of that 
dread disease. The causes of the case are 
considered local and isolated, bnt the bare 
fact of its occurrence is not reassuring, 
after onr experience with fever last summer, 
and the experiences of other communities 
with diphtheria during the winter.”

On the 27th of August, 1832, the late 
William Lyon Mackenzie addressed a letter 
to Lord Goderich, in which he said:—“ The 
Americans carefully exclude the people of 
Upper Canada from their grain and pro­
duce markets by prohibition duties, while 
England orders American produce, wheat, 
flour, beef, and pork, to be admitted into 
Canada duty free for domestic use and ex­
portation.” It is our own Government does 
this to-day. The old Reformer continues—
“ A British agricultural emigrant who shall 
carry his capital and industry to the south 
shores of the St. Lawrence and the great 
lakes, will find himself possessed of 
- free access to .the Canadian mar-
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room, but I do not recollect what I said to hlm ; I 
did not say who was with me ; we had drinks and 
supper ; I took ginger ale and Mr. Dexter took toe 
same ; no one offered to pay ; I went there because 
Jones had been at my place the night before, and 
threatened to shoot Dexter because he had refused 
to take a barrel of ale; Jones offered Dexter a glass 
of ale, saying that it was very fine ; Dexter put his 
lips to it ; I saw the barrel of ale which Jones sent to 
Dexter’s on the Tuesday following ; Jones and 
I and several others took the barrel and 
left it in a yard on Carlton street,
which I believe Ip be Mr. Dexter’s ; 
I went back to the place and saw the barrel in the 
yard. I went back again because I wished to see 
whether the statements made against Mr. Dexter 
were true. I did this because Mr. Dexter is a friend 
of mine ; we took the barrel to Dexter’s the second 
day after the Sunday we were at Jone's ; I do not 
know anything of the transactions at the sale of my 
place to Jones or of Jones’ sale to Hewitt. I got 
$1,800 from Jones and $200 from Dexter, which he 
had held m a guarantee of the bargain ; I was one 
of Jones’ bondsmen ; I signed the bond because 
Jones was a stranger. I signed the bond at the 
transfer and not when he got his licence in 1877. I 
think I went his security twice.

I To Mr. Badgerow—I have known Jones about two 
' years and a half ; Dexter came up to my house some 
time after my bargain with Jones ; I once heard Jones 
say he had given Dexter 825 ; he told me this about 
two weeks after I had sold out Pe never said any­
thing about |60 ; I recollect being at Blake’s saloon ; 
Jones paid me 11,800 and Dexter paid me 8200 
there ; I was present all the time, and did not see 
any money paid by Jones to Dexter, if any had 
been paid I would have seen it ; I remember Jones 
offering Dexter a ring, and Dexter refused to ac­
cept it ; this was on the Sunday evening we were at 
Jones.

To Mr. MacNabb—It was a plain gold ring ; Jones 
Dexter and I met at Blake’s saloon several times ; 
toe bargain was fixed at Blake’s ; Mr. Dexter did 
not come with Jones to my house ; the 81,800 paid 
to mé by Jones was in 820 bills ; the money was 
paid in a little room in Blake's ; after toe payment 
we went into the bar ; it was impossible for Jones 
to hand Dexter any money without my seeing it.

Thursday, April 18.
The investigation into the charges brought 

against Mr. Dexter, Licence Inspector, was con­
tinued at the County Court to-day, the Court­
room being filled with spectators during the day.

His Honour said that he would take this oppor­
tunity of saying that The Mail deserved credit for 
the excellent report it published of proceedings in 
court on the day previous.

Mr. MacNabb then continued the case by calling

k at it ; he gave me a letter of introduction to 
Jones ; it was not the first time that I saw Dexter 

that he gave me this letter (Dexter’s letter to 
Hewitt to Jones read) ; I never read the letter, but 
cannot say whether 1 ever heard it read ; I do not 
think I asked Dexter for toe letter ; Dexter told me 
that he thought if toe place was properly 
conducted it would get a licence.

To Mr. McNabb—I do not know how the transfer 
was done ; Dexter said be would go to the Com­
missioners individually and get the transfer signed ; i -—- y'T’ 
when I got the transfer, I think I had only seen 1 P6™ °* “e 
Dexter three times ; sir. Davies went with me 
twice to Dexter’s office I think ; Davies recom­
mended me to Dexter ; I took possession of Jones’ 
place the last Monday in February ; up to the time 1 got the transfer Mr. Davies and Mr. Jones were 
the only ones who went with me to Dexter’s ; I 
visited Dexter after the transfer, because I heard 
that some one had made a complaint against me ;
Dexter took no action in the matter, only to receive 
toe transfer ; 820 was deposited with Dexter on the 
*'»-®ain ; nothing occurred when the money was
___ to Dexter : Richard Jones and Robert Davies
signed the bond 1 think, but am not certain.

His Honour asked for the production of the bonds,

Mr. MacNabb produced a letter from Mr. Totten 
saying that as his superior was out of town, he could 
not take the responsibility upon himself of sending 
the bonds.

(Mr. Dexter then 
described tbe duties of his office, and said that the 
law instructed him to visit taverns on Saturdays 
and Sundays. * The law on the point was looked up, 
and it was found that there were no such instruc­
tions. Mr. Dexter then said if it wu not in the law 
it was in the instructions from the Commissioners.) 
Nine out of ten persons wishing to sell out their busi­
nesses come to me ; I first knew the prosecutor 
Jones in May, 1876 ; I met him at my office ; there 
was no arrangement ^between Jones and myself that 
I should receive money from him for effecting the 
transfer ; Jones made a deposit of 8200 ; such de­
posits are often made and save me a great deal of 
trouble ; the purchase money was paid by Jones to 
Bailey in the Albergo ; Jones did not pay me any 
money while there ; I have often been approached 
by such people, but have always taken the precau­
tion to keep afriend with me while dealing with them.

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i a large, plain, old-fashioned look­
ing house, in a quiet, unfrequented street ; 
a street forming one side of a quadrangle, 
and warded from the din and dust of the 
neighbouring highway by a square, or park, 
enclosed by a high and formidable looking 
fretwork of iron railing, and having a min­
iature fountain at the axis of its convergent 
paths. This little spot of greenery was 
planted with noble trees and well-spread 
shrubbery, with bowers and rustic seats, 
and here and there a marble vase or a statue 
gleamed whitely through the foliage. So, 
when the fountain tinkled, and the birds 
tittered and sang from the tree boughs, and 
the leaves threw their cool, dark shadows 
on the sward, this little park was a pleasant 
place to come to from the heat and glare of 
the highways, and to loiter in through the 
golden noons or the moonlight nights of 
summer.

But to the chance wayfarer, this cool 
oasis was as unattainable as a mirage of the 
desert.

But these 
gates would not yield to his impatient 
hand. The shadowy refreshment of those 
rural bowers was not for him. A ponder­
ous lock seemed to sneer defiantly from its 
twisted keyhole upon him as he turned 
wearily and regretfully away. The park 
was a private pleasure-ground, sacred to 
the dwellers in the quadrangle, each house­
hold of whom possessed a massive key, 
whereby the shibboleth of entrance was 
made easy to these privileged and enviable 
mortals.

Hie house above alluded to stood in a 
comer of the quadrangle most remote from

It cost three millions, 
and takes $30,000 a year to run it. The 
floors are of marble, and the decorations 
and embellishments are equal to any 
palace.

A resident of Oshawa has been" bothered 
for some time with the difficulty in getting 
water from his well and in working the 
handle of the pump, which seemed to be 
choked up. The pump was taken up and 
the cause discovered. A large number of 
the roots of a willow tree, which stood 
near, had grown into and choked the hole 
at the bottom of the pump, a distance of 
nearly forty feet from the tree.

George Dart, a journeyman carpenter, of 
Smith’s Falls, recently received notice to 
repair to Washington, where, on «identifi­
cation, are awaiting him the bounty which 
he was entitled to on entering the service 
in 1861, his back pay, the pension, and the 
land grant given by the American Govern­
ment. It is believed that there are quite a 
number of Canadians who have 
claims worth looking after.

The New York Bulletin says that a fea­
ture of the export trade is the large num­
ber of agricultural implement* going 
abroad, most of them, it is understood, be­
ing intended for Germany. One steamer 
that sailed on the 13th mat. took out no 
less than 1,000 packages of mowers and 
reapers, in addition to 1,500 packages of 
hardware and general merchandise. And 
yet we are told by Canadian Free Traders 
that Protection is bad for the export 
trade. The American duties on such arti­
cles as those just mentioned are thirty-five 
per cent, and over.

An Inconsistent Premier.—On Satur­
day afternoon a deputation of leading mem- 
bers of the Civil Service waited upon Mr. 
Mackenzie and invoked his assistance to 
protect them from being put to the further 
expense of fighting against the proposed 
appeal to the Privy Council on the income 
tax question. He informed them that in 
his position as Premier he was unable to 
take any action, inasmuch as the law under 
which the tax is levied is a Provincial Act. 
It was therefore a matter for the Courts to 
deal with. He, however, promised to 
submit the issue to the law officers of the 
Crown, and would lay their decision before 
the Service. The deputation, well pleased, 
then withdrew.—Ottawa Cor, Hamilton 

•Finies. Why could not the Premier do as 
much for the Temperance people ? When 
asked to pass a prohibitory law, or amend 
the Dunlun Act, he refused, on the ground 
that he could not tell whether the Do­
minion Parliament had the power to do so, 
and only the Supreme Court could decide* 
the question. He was asked to instruct 
the law officers to submit a case for the de­
cision oL the Court, but he refused. But 
at the request of the Civü Service he is 
prompt to use the law officers of the Crown 
to obtain an opinion on a Provincial Act. 
The great Temperance sentiment of the 
country cannot be helped, and he has 
rushed into legislation which, if the Pre­
mier’s previous views are correct, may sur­
round it with new difficulties.—Oshawa 
Vindicator.

The amended school law of Quebec pro­
vides that every Saturday shall be a holi­
day in the school unless the trustees pass a 
by-law to the contrary. Saturday has 
not hitherto been a holiday in the Quebec 
schools.

The Uxbridge Board of Education has 
âdopted a resolution authorizing the forma­
tion of a class for military drill in the 
High School, but does not vote any appro­
priation for its maintenance, leaving that 

’or private enterprise.
The Windsor Board of Trustees lately 

adopted the resolution that no employee 
of the Board be allowed to obtain any goods 
for and in the name of the Board without a 
written order from the secretary, on pain 
of expulsion from office. Windsor ex­
pended over $13,000 in education last year.

A magistrate of Columbus (Ont.), recent­
ly fined a pupil in the Public School at 
that place $2 and costs for resisting, during 
school hours, the teacher. The magistrate 
held tlyit no one has a right to interfere 
with a teacher in the performance of his 
duty.

educational purposes in the United 
States, Congress has given away 95,817,714 
i”880* and $47,785,197 in money'
Hie school population of the United States 
«about 14 306,158, of which 5,500,000 
are not enrolled.

In Prussia, the sytem of examining is dif­
ferent from here, in at least one respect, 
it much depends on the examination, there 
are all sort* of checks and counter checks 
on the examiner. The marks and papers 
are sent into a superior authority, and 
hostile criticism from this authority is not 
uncommon, so that the examinee is not at 
the mercy qf a partial or pedantic examiner.

Dr. Jeffries, of Boston, has been examin­
ing the Harvard students’ eyes, for the 
purpose of seeing hew many are colour­
blind. Out of 300, twenty cases were 
found. Dr. Jeffries will also examine the 
eyes of the young ladies at Wellesley, and 

the Girls’ High and Normal Schools. 
He will then give the results, comparing 
the tendencies of colour-blindness in men 
and women.

In a paper on “Examination Papers,” 
read before the College of Preceptors in 
England, Rev. R. H. Quick, urges that 
great attention should be paid to the pre­
paring of questions, and points out the 
evils resulting from hastily throwing a 
paper together without any relation to the 
course of study that has beefl followed 
Another evil to be remedied, that, he points 
out, is the looking through a large batch of 
papers at a sitting which renders the ex­
aminer often physically incapable of judg­
ing the answers of the last half of the 
paper with the same exactness as the first 
half, and he suggests as a fairer way look­
ing through the papers question by ques­
tion.

G. W. Ross, M.P., delivered a very ex­
cellent lecture on “ Education, its Progress 
and Defects,” at Almonte. He traced the 
progress made since Dr. Ryerson first laid 
the foundation stone of education in 
Canada twenty-five years ago, and urged 
that if we want better teachers we must 
pay them better.

There are only four University graduates 
in the Dominion Senate, twenty-five in 
the House of Commons, and eight in 
the House of Assembly of Ontario. This 
showf that our Senators had not the ad­
vantages which their minors possess. It 
also shows that our educated politicians 
gravitate towards the higher legislature 
and eschew the local except as a training 
school.

The Smith’s Falls Hews states that the 
Educational Department lately have found 
so much fault with the want of accommo­
dation in our school, the necessity of em­
ploying two teachers in each room, and the 
crowded state of the school generally, that 
the trustees have under consideration the 
propriety of adding a wing to the present 
building. It also says that a splendid new 
chemical apparatus has just been added 
to the high school. This was rendered 
necessary by the regulations of the Educa­
tional Department, which require all high 
schools to be fully equipped with suitable 
machinery for the advancement of the 
pupils in all the branches,

The 30th session of the Congregational 
College of North America was recently 
dosed at Montreal by a public meeting In 
Zion church, at which the Rev. J. F. Ste­
venson, LL.B., presided. The Rev. Dr. 
Wilkes, Principal, in the course of his re­
marks, stated that there were 17 students 
in attendance this session, of whom four 
were about to leave to take charge of con­
gregations. The endowment fund has 
reached the sum of $10,500. The Rev. A. 
J Bray delivered an able address on the 
ministry and its work in the present age. 
The silver medal presented by Calvary 
Church, Montreal, for proficiency in Church 
history was awarded to Mr. Warriner, he 
having obtained the maximum number of 
marks. After a few remarks by the chair­
man the meeting closed.

The Inspector of Toronto Public Schools 
has just published his report for 1877. The 
total attendance of pupils during the year is 
11,010, the average daily attendance 6,860, 
being an increase over the previous year of 
884. Hesaysthatsteadyand decided progress 
continues to be made in checking absentee­
ism, the number of days lost being reduced 
by one-half. The improvement in punc­
tuality» verynoticeable, thenumber of cases 
of lateness being only one-fifth of what it 
was in 1874. There we 22 male and 106 
female teachers emplfbd, 34 being added 
during the year. School accommodation 
seems to be needed especially for primary 
pupils, and the doubling in size of Win­
chester and Niagara street schools is advo­
cated. A professional and reference library 
has been established by the Board. The 
Inspector calls attention to the want of 
clam teaching in the industrial training of 
giris through an official programme similar 
to one in use in PuMip School Board, Lon­
don, Eng. Drill has been more systemati­
cally introduced into the school.

A very successful convention in connec­
tion with the East Victoria Teachers’ Asso­
ciation was held in the Separate School 
House, Lindsay, on Friday and Saturday, 
the 6th and 6th inst. The proceedings 
commenced on Friday at 10 a.m., when the 
meeting was called to order by the Public 
School Inspector, Mr. J. H. Knight. 
Papers were read by Mr. Knight on 
“ Class Registers,” Mr. Swift on teaching 
“Grammar,” Mr. Irwin on “Prizes/’ 
Mr. Shaw on “ Associations.” The Hon. 
A. Crooks, Minister of Education, ad­
dressed the Association on the evening of 
the 5th in the Opera House, and in the 
course of his remarks, after complimenting 
the people of Lindsay on the deep interest 
they manifested in the cause of education, 
paid a high tribute to the excellent educa­
tional system established in the Province 
under Dr. Ryerson. He felt that he had 
taken a great responsibility upon himself 
when he accepted in 1876 the duties of the 
office of Minister of Education, which had 
been so ably performed by the doctor, and 
he determined to go through the country 
and see for himself the requirements of the 
people. Ontario had a national system of 
education unsurpassed by any country in 
the world, under which a child of good 
abilities, but of poor parentage, could 
attain the highest position in the 
country. He also paid a high 
tribute to the Rev. Father Stafford 
for his efforts in the cause of education.

™«y “ Do figorea lier1 
chemical fertihzera prove so conclusively 
by figures that their system it the best, 
while the barnyard manure advocates, who 
are in the majority, can likewise demon­
strate the excellence of their system by 
the clearest of calculations.

One would have supposed that the ex­
cellent articles on this same subject which 
appeared in the Weekly Mail of March 
29th would have exhausted the subject, 
Especially as both sides gave their views 
very fully, but from the many letters we 
have since received from subscribers we 
are satisfied that any further facts will be 
read with attention. The Farmer says :—

At the last meeting of the Maine State 
Board of Agriculture, i Hon. Z. A. Gilbert, 
in discussing the subject of manures, said :
, The leaching of manure causes great 
waste. A cow will void 20,000 pounds of 
liquids and 20,000 pounds of solids per 
yyium. The same ingredients are in these 
Sidings as in commercial manures which 
you buy. Fifty dollars may be saved 
from each cow, when well taken care of.

Josiah Quincy found that a good cow, 
when kept on the soiling system, yields 3J 
cords of solid dung per annum, which, by 
the addition of muck, may be more than 
doubled, both in quantity and vaine, and 
that the liquid manure when absorbed with 
muck is worth still more than the solid, 
making an aggregate of more than fifteen 
cords, worth from $5 to $8 a cord. And 
further, it appears that the total manure 
from each cow, when thus treated, is 
equivalent, on a yearly average, to the 
value of the milk.

The above items we find going the rounds 
of the newspaper press from Maine to Ne­
braska. It is nothing new. We have been 
told the same story over and over again, 
until we ought to have it by heart. We 
are told that the slops from the sink spout, 
and the wastes from an ordinary family 
are sufficient to fertilize a large garden 
and produce food enough for that family ; 
that the droppings from a small flock of 
hens will manure an acre of com well, 
and that the collections from an earth 
closet are worth twenty-five dollars for each 
individual using it ; and stfll we go on 
in the same old ways, and allow these 
chances for obtaining great wealth to slip 
by almost unnoticed. Now there is no 
doubt but that we are a wasteful people. 
We have had good, rich land to draw from, 
and when we have exhausted an acre by 
cropping, without carrying anything back 
in return, a dollar and a quarter would 
bay another acre just as good, and nobody 
has found any fault, and it would have 
done no good if they had. We seem bound 
to exhaust the fertility of the whole coun­
try before we begin to restore it by any 
method whatever. When that time comes, 
we shall be ready to take an even start in 
the new race. Now the good, honest 
farmer is forced to compete with the farmer 
who steals his crops ; with him who cheats 
his children and grand-children, that Jie 
may live in a state of wasteful idleness 
himself. Some are now beginning to see 
the end, and are looking about for the 
means of restoring fertility to these ex­
hausted fields. And so we are told of the 
value of animal wastes, of their money 
value, as in the cases quoted above.1

But are these statements true ? We con­
fess that the question is too deep for us to 
solve. We are aware that there is a great 
waste from the animals kept on most farms. 
There is some from onr own, and yet-we try 
to save it as well as we know how, and 
think we can afford. When we see our 
acres constantly improving, we sometimes 
flatter ourselves that we are doing* well, 
but when we read paragraphs like those 
quoted above, we conclude that either we 
are extremely wasteful of fertility, or else 
the statements are not quite true. Now, 
granted that it is true, that every ounce of 
solid and liquid from a cow, a horse, or a 
pig, could be saved, and judiciously ap­
plied to the land, does it follow that, unless 
we do save it all in the most perfect manner, 
we are criminally wasteful of the wealth 
that the Creator has placed within onr reach? 
Now, we are keeping onr stock over a barn 
cellar into which all the solid and liquid 
excrements fall, after being mingled with 
about an equal bulk of dry sand dr sandy 
loam. This sand is carted nearly a mile. 
It costs something at the pit, it coats for 
carting, it costs for housing, it costs for 
using, and again, it costa for hauling to the 
fields. We charge a portion of this ex-

Îense to the health and comfort account, 
t keeps the animals clean and gives them 

a comfortable bed ; but it costs heavily, 
and still all is not saved. An occasional 
heavy rain storm throws a little clear water 
into the cellar from the roof, and there is 
some drainage soaking through into the 
soil below, and some goes ont into the 
yard to be evaporated in the open air, all 

•causing some waste, just how much we can 
only guess ; but if the vaine of a cow’s ex­
crements is equal to the sums named above, 
we certainly never see it, and we are very 
wsteful.

Now, it will be seen from the above, that 
Mr. Quincy makes the manure from a cow 
worth $75 per year, at $5 per cord, a price 
?er cord that almost any fanner in New 
îngland would be willing to pay if the 
TalUy of the manure- was good. But Pro­
fessor Stockbridge thinks that even $24 
Pet year is more than any farmer would be 
likely to get ont of it, and yet both may 
be wrong. It depends very ranch upon 
how one figures the value of the crops he 
grows, how successful he may be in turn­
ing them into cash, and last, but not least 
hew he use» his money when he gets it. We 
have found that there are a gres# many 
ways for figuring out values, even outside 
of farm accounts, and that figures do not 
always tell the exact truth.

Being somewhat inclined to accept as 
true the statement of such arithmeticians 
38 Mr. Harris, we have been encouraged 
to purchase cotton seed meal, wheat bran, 
ana other grain quite freely, with the hope 
ttat, even if all the money did net come 
pack in the form of meat, milk, or butter, 
it would not be lost. And we have no 
doubt but this view of it is a correct one, 
but yet we believe that a fanner who can 
M feed his stock as to get his money back 
from the food consumed, in the form of 
growth or production, is far ahead in a 
business point of view, of him who 
“fist credit a large sum for his 
manure, in order to figure out a 
profitable transaction. There are chemi- 
fisl values, money values, and agricultural 
vslues. The chemical value of a Substance 
msy not surely represent its agricultural 
value ; that is, a chemist may, with his 
powerful tests, find a larger per cent, of the 
«ements of plant food in the soil than 
*ould be naturally taken from it by living 
plants; and again, it is not impossible to 
™d substances offered for sale in the open 
îpsrket at prices less than their actual cost, 
11 everything were reckoned that should be 
when figuring np their cost.

The better way is to fol­
low the plough with an evenly spread coat 
of manure, gividb time enough to wash out 
the soluble parte Before planting, where the 
sod is turned down for manure, and the 
surface soil needs a stimulant to start the 
seed. The better way, however, is to turn 
the sod down early enough and to follow 
with a coat of manure or some fertilizer, as 
com will do better for the increased rich­
ness, there being sufficient at the surface 
to start well the crop without our manur­
ing in the hill. Thus there will be a well- 
sustained growth from the time of planting 
to the end of the season, the . increase of 
fertility securing an increase of yield, and a 
better preparation of our land for the crops 
that are to follow. Besides, the high con­
dition of the land will, in a measure, be a 
guard against the mishaps of the season. 
—“ F. G.” in Country Gentleman.

POINTS OF A GOOD COW.
The Utica Herald lately published a de­

scription which embraces the important 
points required for a good dairy cow, as 
follows :— -

The head of aiS extremely good cow 
should be small, as the best millfters are 
fine boned ; it should also be long and 
“cut np” under the neck, with a dishing 
face. The neck should be thin and com­
paratively long. The hips should be high. 
The hind legs of the cow that is best for 
dairy purposes should be somewhat 
crooked, and it was here that breeders, in 
making selections, often made mistakes by 
preferring cattle with a leg quite straight 
up and down behind. There should be a 
alight “sag” to the belly, Dot the animal 
should be, on the whole, a little wedge- 
shaped from back to front, the hipe being 
higher than the shoulder, and the line 
from belly to brisket inclining upward. 
The tails, of dairy caijtle are generally of 
pretty good length, with considerable 
taper. It is important in selecting cattle 
for breeding that all these points should be 
made known, it being impossible to make 
the best purchases by symmetry alone. 
There are four points that should be speci­
ally studied, and which serve as infallible 
indications of milking qualities. First, 
the milk veins, so-called, passing from the 
forward side of the udder along the nnder 
side of the animal toward the front. They 
are either small or large, straight or very 
crooked. Consider the size of these 
veins, for the size is one of the infallible 
tests of a good milker. Be careful to 
see whether the vein is double or not, 
for it sometimes branches out, and if 
double, the two should be added to­
gether, because they may be equal to one 
Dirge vein. The veins sometimes form an 
angle on the front side of the udder. This 
seldom occurs, except on a very good cow. 
On calves and fleshy cattle it is difficult If 
find these veins, therefore the test can only 
be applied to cows in milking condition. 
A network of veins on the perineum is a 
good test and indicates milk. The chine, 
reaching from the shoulder half way to the 
hip, should be examined. If it be double, 
the cow is above the average. Sometimes 
with a single chine is a depression into 
which two fingers can be laid if the animal 
is not too fat. This is good. It indicates 
a lax physical condition of the animal, and 
this is favourable either for milk or beef.

The fourth test, and one which is infalli­
ble, consists in observation of the escut­
cheon, the “milk mirror." The escutcheon 
extends from the front of the bag where the 
hair begins to grow backward, over the bag 
and up and around the thijfhs. Cows with 
the escutcheon well marked have strong 
constitutions, digestion rapid and complote. 
The rear mirror is divided into two flirts, 
the vertical mirror which extends from the 
bag to the root of the tail, and the thigh 
mirror which extends around the thigh out­
ward. It is a mistake to take the straight 
vertical mirror as a guide alone, and to say 
that when there is s wide mirror between 
the loins np and down, there is a good 
milker. The thigh mirror must be large 
and well marked. Oval spate of large 
size on the back of the bag 'ate indica­
tions of a large flow of milk. The front 
mirror is the space between the front 
teat and the place where the bag joins the 
body in front. If this space is large the 
indication is of good milking qualities. 
The milk mirror shows on the bull, and 
should be examined before selecting a male 
for breeding. The bull will have the 
mirror perfectly marked, but it will not be 
as extended as in the cow. Calves can be 
judged by the test of the milk mirror, but 
careful observation and practice are neces­
sary. Another test is the oolonr of the 
dandruff, which gather chiefly in the upper 
part of the thigh mirror. H the dandruff 
be oily and lemon coloured, there will be 
rich .milk ; if dry and brown like the dust 
of the flour, there may be poor milk ex­
pected. Cows which give a large mess and 
then drop off one-third within a month after 
connection with the male animal, may be dis­
tinguished by coarse hair growing upon the 
broad escutcheon behind. Cows with these 
knots of coarse hair will lose their milk 
and should not be bred from.

Coffee, 
sugar, and cotton are the principal products 
of the,oonntiy, and our view represents a 
busy scene harvesting the cotton orop. 
The soil of Brazil so far as its capabilities 
have been tested, is highly fertile ; although 
but a small portion has yet been subjected 
to this test. The. pastures are, however, 
of vast extent, and being covered with 
prodigious herds of homed cattle, form one 
of the principal sources of the wealth of the 
country.

Being almost wholly within the limit of 
the palm region, the vegetation of Brazil 
is characterized generally by the peculiar 
physiognomy which that beautiful family 
of vegetables impresses on tropical coun­
tries. Of these no fewer than 100 species 
are native to the country. Bat it is in the 
boundless forests of Brazil that the vigour 
of the vegetative power is exhibited in its 
most imposing form. No language, it has 
been said, can describe the glory of the 
Brazilian forests, the endless variety of 
form, the contrast of colour and size, the 
largest trees bearing blossoms of brilliant 
hne and clothed with festoons of climbing 
plants, while thousands of a diameter of not 
less than eight or twelve feet, stand so close 
together that it is impossible to clear a 
passage between them.

PLAIN ADVICE TO THE NEURALGIC.
Here, reader, are two facts, which are 

patent to every thinking medical man ; 
first, this agonizing complaint, called 
neuralgia, is veiy much more common or 
prevalent in our day, than it was in the 
days of our forefathers ; and second!; 
thos^among us who are most apt to suffi 
from it are they who, live in luxury, or 
who live too fast, and neglect to keep their 
bodies up to the proper health-pitch. The 
poor, too, are often afflicted in the same 
way, and those who are much confined in 
workshops, and badly ventilated factories. 
From this, it is not difficult to perceive, a 
lesson may be learned.

Little need is there to describe the symp­
toms of neuralgia, whether it takes the 
form of Tic-doloureaux or face-ache, Hemi- 
crania or half-headache (sometimes but 
wrongly called sun-pain), or Sciatica, in 
which the pain follows the course of a 
nerve running down the back of the leg, 
even at times as far as the toes. The pain 
when fully established is of a terribly

_ I shall just mention one, 

ch I cured not long since; and we may 
learn something from it because the cure 
was so simple. A gentleman", thirty-two 
years of see he was, spare but wiry : from 
errors in diet, I elicited, he had become 
troubled with indigeetiop and heartburn, 
which lasted for months ; and, moreover, 
he had quite his own share of that heart- 
eating canker, care. For the heartburn he 
was in the habit of swallowing large quan­
tifies of the bicarbonate of aoda. Now it 
is well known that antacids, although they 
may palliate fits of indigestion, cannot cure 
them ; and, moreover, the constant use of 
an antacid like soda never fails to bring on a 
state of debility and poverty of blood. In 
the present case the pains in the limb were 
almost constant, combined with stiffness of 
the muscles, which necessitated the use of 
a staff in walking. At about three or four 
o’clock every morning there.were paroxysms 
of the most terrible agony, during which 
the patient would leave his bed because, 
he said, “it wasn’t level, ” and, rolled in a 
rug, lie at full length on the floor, bathed 
in pain-induced perspiration. It was no 
wonder he was glad to take that dangerous 
narcotic, hyrate of chloral, to give him 
quiet nights. But this only reduced his 
system more and more, and gave the enemy 
a stron zer hold thereon. When I saw him 
he had been suffering thus for two months, 
and was indeed in » pitiable plight. But 
giving up both the chloral and the soda, 
going for change of air, using some simple 
tonic, and being careful in ms diet, worked 
wonders for him. The sciatica left him in 
one week, and in six weeks he was well 
and hearty.

One of the most distressing things in 
connection with neuralgia is the length of 
time it sometimes lasts, and its habit of 
returning periodically, without giving, 
perhaps, any warning of its approach. The 
depression, too, of the nervous system 
which it effects is very great ; even the 
mind to some extent suffers ; the patient 
becomes timid and irritable, while at times 
even the muscles waste. The sufferer, if 
the complaint continues long, seems posi­
tively to age under it. That he soon re­
covers strength and spirits when the enemy 
has been dnven from his stronghold, is 
only a proof of the recuperative power of 
nature in onr systems, so long as youth or 
middle age is on our side.

Some! ancient physician has said that no 
one thinks of taking care of his health, 
until death stares him in the face. There 
is one exception, however : people very 
rarely die directly from neuralgia, unless it 
be that dreadful form of it called Angina 
pectoris, or heart-cramp ; but so great is 
the pain and torture from tic-doloureux or

the spot where the nerve seems to come 
out—i.e., where the pain begins—and after­
wards dusting not more than half a grain 
of morphia on the raw surface. And no* 
for constitutional remedies. T'faill not 
allow any patient of mine to cuddle and 
fondfc himself and his neuralgia over the 
fire, or in bed, <me hour longer than is 
necessary. The mind has a wonderful 
effect on nervous ailments, and by letting 
it dwell on them yon assuredly increase 
them ; besides, the body is under par, ex-, 
ereise is needed, and pure sir and manjf 
things besides; and therefore I prescribe- 
activity, to begin with, not senseless walk- 
taking, but healthy exercise-with-a-por- 
poee.

Medicine must not be neglected ; but I 
assure you, unless yon not only take plenty 
of exercise, regulate your diet, and in some 
way alter for the better your usual mode of 
life, it will just be as well, if not better, to 
poor the medicine down fhê nearest rat’s 
hole. That may be a plain way of putting 
it, but it is very true notwithstanding! 
Now, I think in most cases an occasional 
mild purgative will do good, for tonics 
should never be taken unless the bowels 
are regular ; and as the liver is at times 
just a little to blame, a claret-glassful of 
Friedrichshall water may be taken twice a 
week with benefit. Your tonic—unless 
there be great fulness af blood—had bet­
ter be an iron one, combined with quinine, 
which any chemist will compound you. 
Tell him *ou want the tincture of iron, 
and a little dilute hydrochloric acid, in a 
quinine mixture. Probably he will say the 
citrate of iron and quinine is better (it is 
more easily compounded), and then it will 
be for you to consider whether you will be 
advised by him or by your “ Family 
Doctor.” Here is a beautiful wee mixture, 
which you can compound for yourself, and 
the doee of which is a teaspoonful in a 
little water three times a day :—Take two 
ounces of tincture of quinine, half an 
ounce of tincture of ginger, and the same 
quantity of pore glycerine, and mix. The 
foUowing is a capital tonic to be taken 
after an attack of neuralgia and continued 
some Weeks :—Liquor arsenicalls hydro­
chloric), 100 drops ; quinine, 30 grains ; 
elixir of vitriol, 2 drams ; ginger syrup, 
3 ounces ; mix. And the dose is e tea- 
spoonful after every meal in a drop of 
water. When mentioning sal ammoniac, I 
ought to have said that in those cases 
where good is done—and they are very 
many—whenever the pain is gone, you 
should reduce the dose to ten or fifteen 
grains thrice a day, for a week. In some 
cases of sciatica, where the subject is a 
gouty or rheumatic one, good is done by a 
course of iodide of potassium in combina­
tion with tonics.

As for food, the more nourishing it is the 
better—good meat, plenty of eggs and 
milk, &c., and perhaps a little brandy and 
Apollmaris water.

Give up tea and coflee for a time, and 
use cocoa ; the less oily kind is the best. 
My advice for the prevention of the return 
of neuralgia may be summed up in a few 
substantives—air, exercise, regularity, tem­
perance, tonics, cocoa, and cod-liver oil.

safety from moths.
There is no absolute safety from moths, 

except in the complete exclusion of the 
miller. If pat away early in the season, 
before the millers make their appearance, 
furs can be kept in their own boxes with­
out danger of any kind by simply pasting 
thin paper closely around them. No 
aperture most be left for the entrance of 
the miller, although the paste need not 
touch the boxes.

To keep dresses, cloaks, etc., without 
crushing suspend them near the upper edge 
of the sheet, then lay another sheet over, 
sew the two sheets together at the edges, 
then sew loops at the upper edge bf this 
bag and hang it np wherever you please. 
Be careful that there is no hole for the 
millers to entei, It is also well to beat 
and brush the furs and garments well be­
fore putting them away. Salt is a good 
preventive against moths, so is borax,

To Renew Ribbons.—Wash them in 
cool suds made of soap, and iron when 
damp. Cover with a clean cloth and iron 
over it.

To Take Out Mildew.—Use bar soap 
and powdered chalk. Wet the cloth, rub 
on the mixture and lay it in the sun.

To Clean Feathers.—Dissolve four 
ounces of white soap, cut small, in four 
pounds of water, moderately hot, in a basin, 
and make the solution into a lather by 
beating it with a small rod, then introduce 
the feathers, and rub them with the hands 
for five minutes. They are next to be 
washed in clean water, as hot as the hands 
can bear it.

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acute kind, and indiscribable burning and 
shooting—torture in fact. It generally 
comes on without any warning at all, in 
one sharp twinge, which soon recurs and 
keeps on increasing, till the poor patient is 
half distracted, and his pale anxious face 
is beaded with perspiration.

Of the three kinds of neuralgia, the 
most common by far is Tic, or face-ache. 
The pain seems to “come out,” as I have 
heard patients describe it, from a spot be­
tween the ear and temple, and spread itself 
over one side of the face, adown the jaws 
along one side of the nose, and into the 
eye itself. The fits of pain seem at times 
induced by the meet trifling causes, such as 
a sudden start, a load, quick sonnd, as the 
slamming of a door, or the slightest draught 
of cold air, a mouthful of hot tea or cold 
water. Sometimes the patient will get 
ease if he keeps in bed, with the face en­
tirely buried in warm soft flannel, but con­
tact with the pillow will at once induce a 
paroxysm. Sleep banishes the pain entire­
ly for the time, or perhape altogether, if 
the slumber has been natural, ana not in­
duced by weakening, enervating narcotics.

Now let us see for a moment what are 
the usual causes of neuralgia. If we know 
these, it will assist us materially in laying 
down rales for the general treatment of 
the complaint. And here let me premise, 
that some cases are incurable, because they 
depend upon pressure by tumours of some 

i kind at the root of the nerve, maybe a bit 
of bone growing into it. For remember 
thenervesare extremely sensitive if pressed 
upon directly. A kinder-hearted man than 
Professor L-—, of Aberdeen, or “ Sandie” 
as he was familiarly termed, never lived ; 
bnt he used tell us students, “Gentlemen, 
in cutting down upon an artery, in one of 
the extremities, yon will often find the 
artery, the vein, and the corresponding 
nerve lying in juxtaposition. You can 
easily tell the vein, bnt you may be puzzled 
to know which is nerve and which is 
artery : give one of them, then, a slight 
pinch with the forceps—if it is the former, 
oh ! won’t the patient holloa ! but if he 
doesn’t holloa, go on, tie away.”

And I’ve often seen this put in practice 
with the very happiest results, so far as 
the operator was concerned. I merely 
mention this, to prove to you that pressure 
on the root of a nerve may cause an incur­
able form of neuralgia. But do not think 
that I wish to frighten yon ! I therefore 
hasten to tell the perhaps afflicted reader, 
that these cases are very rare indeed, and 
that the large majority of those who suffer 
from the malady may be cured for the 
time, and the disease even prevented from 
returning.

I said that very often neuralgia gave no 
warning, but came on suddenly, but it 
more often comes on gradually, and is pre­
ceded by some derangement of the general 
health, snch as indigestion. From this 
fact, again, the wise may take a hint.

I do not say that strong men with robust 
constitutions never take neuralgia, but all 
my experience, and that I believe of 
nearly all medical men, goes to prove that 
it is more frequently an accompaniment of 
a weakened frame of body, with a nesvous 
system below par. This may have been 
occasioned by bodily fatigue combined with 
want of sleep, anxiety of mind, worry, 
Ac., or from debility from whatever cause. 
But I must not forget to say that ihdigee- 
tion fa a frequent cause, and excess in eat­
ing and drinking combined with late hours 
in hot rooms. Another hint, please, reader, 
fonl air, especially living in malarious dis­
tricts, will also bring on neuralgia, and in 
this case the attacks are generally of a 
periodical kind. The great majority, how­
ever, of the cases of neuralgia which come 
under the notice of the practitioner, are

VICTORIA ASSIZES.

Harder and Rape—Three Prisoners Ac­
quitted.

Lindsay, April 19.—The Spring Assizes opened 
here on Tuesday last before Chief Justice Harrison. 
The Crown business was conducted by Mr. J. P. 
McMillan, of Guelph. The Queen v. Rutherford, a 
rape case, was tried on Wednesday. The prisoner 
was charged with committing a rape in September 
last on a young girl named Mason, a servant of Mr. 
George Keith, who resides about three miles from 
Fenelon Falls. It was shown by the defence that 
the prisoner was in the village of Fenelon Falls at­
tending the fall show at the time stated that the 
crime was committed, and for several hours before 
and after. Prisoner was consequently discharged. 
Queen v. Margaret Bnrke, murder, was tried yes­
terday, and a verdict ef not guilty returned. It 
will be remembered that the prisoner was charged 
with having caused the death of a woman named 
Connell by striking and kicking her during a brawl 
in the East Ward. The case rested entirely upon 
the medical evidence, which was to the effect that 
death was caused by heart disease, and it was hard 
to say whether it was hastened by the blows re­
ceived. Queen v. Woods, in which the prisoner was 
charged with murdering Charles Hamilton on the 
28th December in the village of Omesaee, was tried 
this morning. This case likewise rested on the 
medical testimony. The blow proved to have been 
dealt by prisoner was on the back of the head, down 
near the neck, and the doctors found no mark of 
violence on that spot The prisoner was acquitted.

sciatica, that sufferers therefrom are glad 
and willing to do anything that may 
present some hopes of relief.

The patient, then, who wishes to recover 
from this disease must first try to find ont 
the cause of it, in his or her particular 
case. Is the digestion good ? are the teeth 
good?fa the health below par? are the 
spirits Buoyant or the reverse ? is the kind 
of life led that which seems to conduce to 
health and longevity ?—these are questions 
which he had better put to himself and 
think well over before commencing any 
treatment except the simple means of local 
relief which I shall presently mention ; 
for, depend upon it, whatsoever tends to 
place the system below par opens the door 
for the cruel foe’s entrance. And the con­
verse is likewise true.

If you, then, suffer from tic-doloureux, 
see, first and foremost, that it does not 
arise from caries of the teeth. Only a 
dentist can find this out for yon, for a 
tooth may be sound enough to appearance, 
and yet decayed within. Often the re­
moval of one or two teeth will effect, in an 
hour, the complete cure of a case that has 
been going on for months.

The treatment for neuralgia may be fitly 
divided into the topical, or that which 
gives relief at once, without reference to 
permanent cure, and the constitutional, or 
that which tends to remove the cause and 
prevent any recurrence. I shall mention 
the former of these first. Probably that 
which gives the greatest relief is the sub­
cutaneous injection of morphia ; but as 
this tiny bnt comforting operation can only 
be performed by son* one with skill, 1 
pass it by, and tell yon of the great good 
that may be done by twice a day smearing 
the track of the nerve with the aconitine 
ointment ; only remember, it must not be 
applied to an abraded surface. When it 
can be borne, alternate douches of hot and 
cold water sometimes give relief, and rub­
bing or shampooing the parts for some 
length of time may result in good.

But if the pain is at its worst, and im­
mediate relief is needed, the inhalation of 
or smelling at a vial of chloroform will act 
like a charm. Take first a little good Scotch 
whiskey, with from twenty to forty drops 
of the spirit of ether in it ; then have, not 
one sniff, but two or three sniffs at the vial 
of chloroform. It will not make yon in­
sensible, but it tirill scare away the pain. I 
often do good by administering one large 
dose of quinine : I am rather chary of ad­
vising you, however, to try it, because ten 
or fifteen grains of this invaluable medi­
cine may work injury if either head or 
heart is easily effected.

People often complain of what they call 
rheumatism in the jaw, where probably 
the whole of the teeth in one side, not one 
more than another, are affected. Now the 
drug called sal ammoniac (chloride of am­
monium) is almost a specific for this kind 
of face-ache. It strikes me I have recom­
mended this before—probably in my paper 
on the teeth—however, it will bear repeat­
ing. The dose is half a dram three or four 
timee a day, but if it doesn’t do good after 
the fourth or fifth dose, it may be stopped. 
It is well worth a trial, and is safe.

Neuralgia and rheumatism are at times 
mysteriously allied, And, did space permit, 
I could tell you of some very strange cures 
effected by the use of the dumb-bells— 
first, I think, recommended by Dr. Amott. 
When the pain comes on, the patient has 
recourse to these ; and whether it is the 
indomitable power of will or the effect on the 
circulation I know not—all I know is, it 
often scares the tic away, and that is 
something.

Nothing probably gives more certain re­
lief in cases of sciatica than a small blister, 
net bigger than a penny-piece, just over

The Remains ef RMtiop Levai.
The programme for the translation ef the remains 

of Bishop Laval from the Basilica to the Seminary 
Chapel has been partly arranged. The ceremony 
will take place on the 23rd May next, during the 
session of the sixth Provincial Council of Bishops. 
The Archbishop of Quebec will shortly issue a circu­
lar to this effect When the remains of the first 
Bishop of Canada were interred they wore conveyed 
from one to another of the churches of the four re­
ligious communities existing here at the time—the 
Recollets, the Jesuits, the Ursulines, and the Hotel
Dieu. same programme will be observed on
the occasion of the ceremony of the 23rd May, but as 
the Church of the Recollets has ceased to exist here 
It still be replaced by that of the Redemptorists, St. 
Patrick's. In each of the four churches a libera will 
be sung. At the Hotel Dieu church a procession 
will be formed of all the official bodies, which will 
proceed to the Basilica, where a solemn funeral 
service will be performed. The sermon will be 
preached by one of the Bishops of the Province, 
irobably the Right Rev. Bishop Racine, of Sher- 
irooke. After the service at the Basilica, the re­

mains will be conveyed to the Seminary chapel, 
where a libera will be sung. The chapel will be 
decorated with white and violet, and the remains 
will be exposed for several days in a glass coffin 
placed upon a bed of violet satin ornamented with 
lace. . When the remains are interred, the glass 
coffin will be enclosed in one of sine, and that again 
in one of ash, ahd deposited in a special vault be­
hind the high altar. At night a grand concert will

The Colton Strikes.
London, April 18.—A Manchester telegram "says, 

from the statements received there to-day, it is con­
fidently anticipated that a great representative 
meeting of operatives will shortly be held, and a 
compromise emanating from them may he agreed 
upon.

At Preston the operatives of several mills, running 
altogether 600,000 spindles, have accepted the ten 
per cent, reduction. Six firms have not yet given 
notice of a reduction. It is not thought there will 
he a general strike in Preston. All the operatives at 
Longridge have struck. At Blackburn it is thought 
the strike will bo a long one. Twenty-two thousand 
operatives are now affected there. At Padiham only 
one mill is working.

A Manchester special says the position of the 
masters has been strengthened by the fact that'the 
Oldham spinning masters are discussing the ques­
tion of giving notice of 6 per cent, reduction and 
the adoption of the short time system. At Black­
burn the bitterness increases daily. Is is expected 
that the allowance paid by the trade unions to the 
strikers will range from four to ten Mailings per 
week?

Loudon, April 1».—At Blackburn, Darwin, Burn­
ley, Lower House, Paidham, Accrington, Chinch, 
Oswaldtwistle, Rishton, Great Harwood, and B&x- 
enden, the strike of the cotton operatives is practi­
cally universal.

A Blackburn special announces that 40,000 oper­
atives are now on strike there.

OUR NEW YORK LETTER.

Training MmI far Domestic Servants 
1* a* Artist's Madia—A Haedsame Wed- 
dtag Trounsean—The Aquarium.

(FROM OUR OWN CORRESPONDENT. )

New York, April 19th.
An enterprise in which many ladies are 

just now taking a lively interest fa the 
permanent establishment of a school for 
the training of servants. It is called “ The 
Kitchen Garden,” probably after Frochel’s 
“ Kinder Garden.” and gives gratuitously to 
poor children a thorough instruction in all 
branches of- household labour. It is under 
the charge of a competent teacher, Miss 
Corson by name, who is assisted by a num­
ber of charitably inclined young women.
A short time ago an exhibition was given, 
which was very largely attended, and a

Œand interesting sight it was—pretty 
he delight which the children seemed 

to take in their own performance, and in­
teresting from the thought that through 
these carefully trained and punctilious 
little serving-maids, the “ servant-gal 
question ” was seemingly, in the next 
generation, to be solved. With little tables 
before them, they proceeded to lay the 
doth and set out the dishes—-singing mean- 
while a little song descriptive of the pro­
cess and its order. The dishes were then 
removed, washed, and the floor brushed to 
another tune then miniature tubs were 
produced and the work of the laundry ex­
emplified. The proper manner of answer­
ing calls at the door, showing visitors to 
the parlours and so forth, was next upon the 
programme, and so on, through the whole 
gamut of household work.

Last week, in company with friends, 1 
paid a visit to the studio of Constant 
Mayer. We were received at the door by 
the artist himself, and ushered into a large, 
airy apartment, with the necessary high, 
left-hand light. Many articles of vertu and 
objects of artistic and curious interest were 
strewn about the room, the walls were 
decorated with ancient and worm-eaten 
pieces of Gobelih tapestry, a long divan ran 
along one side of the room, and the chairs, of 
medieval size and shape, with high carved 
backs, were covered with brown leather 
stamped with gold. Mr. Mayer, who is so 
well known through the familiar engrav­
ings of his pictures—notably, Recognition, 
Consolation, and others of that class—is a 
Frenchman by birth, but has resided princi­
pally in this country for the last sixteen 
years. He visits Paris every year, how­
ever, and is a very popular artist in his 
own country, exhibits constantly at the 
French salons, and has been decorated 
with the Legion of Honour. In appear­
ance, he strongly resembles the third 
Napoleon, having the same large head and 
strongly-marked features, which; however, 
have in his case much more softness of ex­
pression. Withal, he receives and enter­
tains guests as gracefully as any woman 
doing the honours of her own salon. He 
informed us that he never painted a 
portrait for less than a thousand dollars, 
and therefore we might see that portrait 
painting was the most lucrative branch of 
his profession. And when we admired the 
tapestry, the armour, the old brass chande­
lier, the carved cabinet and the numerous 
other ornamentations of his room—“ Do 
you like them ?—they are very ugly to look 
at. But an artist is expected to decorate 
his rooms.” I fancy he must have become 
thoroughly disgusted with the so-called 
artistic cant and jargon of the present day 
in the months of people utterly incompetent 
to judge of that of which they speak.

A few days ago I had tl^e pleasure, always 
dear to the feminine mind, of examining 
the trousseau of a young lady friend who is 
to be married next week. Nowa­
days the necessity labour previous 
to the change of one’s condition in 
life is certainly reduced to a minimum. 
“ Where did you buy these ?” I asked, 
tenderly handling the pretty articles of 
lingerie, covered with hand embroidery and 
Torchon lace. “ I went to Altman s, 
stayed two hours, and bought everything 
I needed,” was the reply. Two hours, 
then, was the amount of time expended on 
that part of the trousseau. Next came the 
dresses—though it will be impossible to 
describe them all- A pr*Mjr morning 
wrapper of a pale gray" shade of cashmere 
trimmed with pink silk ; a travelling dress 
of olive camels’ hair cloth ; a costume of 
6cm goats’ hair material and brown silk 
combined ; a visiting dress of brown silk, 
with a tufted silk overdress in varions 
shades of olive, gold, blue and brown ; a 
dinner dress of black silk; another of black 
and white and cardinal ilk ; an evening 
dress of white silk, made in the princesse 
style, and garnished with coral and yellow 
flowers ; and -the white satin wedding 
dress, which was not to be seen by mortal 
eye till the great day should arrive. 
All the graceful little concomitants of 
the toilet were shown me also—dainty 
handkerchiefs, embroidered ties, silk 
hosiery, and charming hats. One particu­
larly pleasing in style was of cream-colour­
ed chip, crowned by a mass of fine scarlet 
flowers, with a face trimming of cream- 
coloured ostrich feathers, and satin strings 
to match. The outlines of the bonnet were 
defined by pearl beads. An absence of 
floating drapery seems to characterize all 
the coverings for the head this spring— 
both bonnets and round hats being small 
in shape and compactly trimmed.

The New York aquarium, situated at 
the corner of 35th street and Broadway, is 
always an interesting place of resort. The 
scientist and the lover of natural history 
find here many curious subjects for obser­
vation and study, while, to the children, it 
is a garden of delights. Immense glass 
tanks, filled with sea-growths, “ rich and 
strange,” into which fresh water is con­
stantly bubbling from below, stand against 
the walls. These are provided for the fish, 
of which there are an infinite variety, from 
onr old acquaintances, the cod and bass, to 
all kinds of hideous little monsters with 
unpronounceable scientific names. Smaller 
tanks are filled with anemones of the most 
beautiful hues. The centre of the building 
forms an arena, where performances, in 
harmony with the character of the place, 
are held. Last Saturday evening I wit­
nessed there the closing exhibition of a 
troupe of educated animals whose per­
formances have excited much interest 
among lovers of their kind. They cer­
tainly showed a most remarkable degree of 
intelligence. There were ten Broncho 
horses, which were saidrto have been wild 
upon the plains three years ago, a number 
of dogs, and a pair of, Rocky Mountain 
goats. The dogs went through a variety 
of amusing tricks, all the while sitting 
bolt upright in little chairs until their re­
spective turns arrived; jumping rope, 
swinging on a single rope, drilling, hanging 
one of their number who stole a collar and 
then giving him a grand funeral. The 
goats performed many of the feats of ordin­
ary circus riders, ran steeple and hurdle 
races, and changed horses while in motion. 
But most wonderful were the horses. Gov. 
emed simply by their master’s 
voice, they stepped forward as their 
names were called and exhibited 
their accomplishments. One walked 
up and to the middle of a balanced board, 
wMch by moving his fore-foot he caused to 
oscillate. Another horse then stepped up, 
pushed the board down with his nose, 
planted his hoofs on it and then mounted. 
The first animal retired slowly backward, 
and the two horses then'gravely “teetered” 
up and down, finally “ letting the old 
cat die.” Another horse rolled a barrel up 
and down the inclined plane with his fore­
feet ; one of the number selected a flag of a 
colour chosen by the audience from several 
others ; a second jumps a gate then turns 
and pulls a string which fires a pistol at­
tached in some way to its body, a third 
found a handkerchief which was hidden in 
the sawdust of the ring, and still another 
accomplished an astonishing leap over a si» 
foot gate and four horses placed side by 
side agaipst it. The performance was 
watchea with great pleasure by a large and 
interested audience, who, it is to be hoped, 
were able in part to understand with what 
great kindness as well as patience these 
noble animals must have been treated by 
their trainer, Mr. ÎVyer. Then nearly all 
adjourned up stairs to visit the latest arri­
vals from Africa, the living chimpanzees.

RUTTER MAXUTACTURR.
We have already dsrelt on thé unfortunate posi­

tion of the Canadian butter trade, owing to the 
carelessness with which our butter is made ; toe 
willingness of country merchants to take any sort, 
and their unwillingness to make any difference in 
in price lest they should hurt the feelings of* lady 
burners by indicating that any one of them can pro­
duce an article superior to that offered by her neigh­
bours. The enormous-losses which have been sus­
tained in the trade of the part season make it doubt­
ful whether the tender feelings of farmers’ wives 
ran any longer be spared ; end in view of this stub­
born fact we would submit to country merchants 
and burners toe following excellent letter from our 
correspondent “ 8." In reference to improvements 
in toe manufacture of batter which are iadispen 
sable to the prevention of a fall in priera :—

Canada has the reverse of a favourable record as a 
batter producing country, all «bring to sheer care­
lessness and want of thrift in preparing it. Our but­
ter exported to Britain finds no favour with dealer» 
and is frequently sold at 40» to 00» per cwt. At 
the same pointa of delivery ae Cork butter, which, 
owing to more skilful and honest work, commands 
nearly lOOa&d upward, though toe latter la toe 
highly salted to meet with generalappreral. The 
Danish and Holstein batter, very lightly salted, of 
an uniform colour^nd carefully putup,secure! a very 
huge market In Englander home nee, and as mili­
tary and naval store», at prices which are generally 
the top of the market. By proper selection and 
rare, a share of this market could be secured for 
Cazmda with great advantage and credit to the pro­

*me time, incorporate the salt with the batter 
uniformly, and in the smallest quantities consistent 
with tofety. Hie salt used is ground rock salt of 
toe best kind obtainable, probably Canada salt 
would answer as well, which could be determined 
only by a careful comparative analysis.

At Hamburg stock» were rapidly 
decreasing, and suppUaa from Basel» falling off, 
owing to toe re-opening of toe Blank Seaport» to 
which a large proportion of toe grain grown In the 
Danubien territories was being sent Wheat 
being exported only to a small extent. At Danzig 
supplies were small and scarcely sufficient to meet 
toe demand, while price» were advancing. European 
crop prospects ware generally of a favourable char­
acter. Indeed wheat seems quiet There has been 
no business done in it In Calcutta, as sellers are not 
disponed to offer for future delivery. The shipments 
to the United Kingdom during January and Febru­
ary only amounted to 7,708 tons, against 22,258 tons 
during the same time last year. On this continent, 
markets have generally been quiet and prices show 
but little change, though toe feeling generally 
has been steady. Deeps tehee from nearly 800 pointe 
in the Western States, covering the whole of the 
spring wheat regions, shew an acreage of nearly 50 
per cent greater than last year. The condition and 
prospecte are said to be better than since I860, and 
the season’s work and vegetation three to six weeks 
ahead of the usual time.
