SCIENCE GOSSIP,

The Norwegians, twenty or twenty-five
years ago, had i)lenty of oysters, but now
they have scarcely any. Their oyster banks
have been ruined by over-fishing and care-
lessness.

An expert (in a London will case) lately
stated that pencil marks rubbed out revive
when the texture oi the paper returns toits
normal condition. The existence of these
marks proved most embarrassing in the case
in question. The Boston fire, too, proved
that pencil writing was more -enduring than
ink.

To cleanse oil paintings that Lave become
dingy with soot and coal dust. substances
are frequently employed which injure the
paintings by acting upon the lighter shades,
After ghe dust and dirt are removed with
well water a spongeful of soap will do no
harm ; but this scap, however freeit miay be
of any excess of potash, must be wasned
thoroughly off the picture. Ii the colours
look dull after going over it the last time
and letting it dry, give the whole a thin coat
of varuizh and fimsh with olive oil.

Speaking of the economy of iuel in house
fires, Mr. T. Fletcher, F..C. 8. says: I
do not find that any person who has a choice
between sitting 1n a‘room heated by purely
radiant heat and one heated by warm air
will, under any circamstances, choose the
latter, even if the room. itself is in other re-
spects far'more convenient and comfortable ;
and so long as a coal or incandescent gas fire
can be obtained at a reasonable cost, it does
pot appear at all likely that any stove will
be adopted in ordinary sitting-rooms, what-
ever its apparent advanta.es may be.”

A disinfecting lamp can be easily prepared
tor punifying any place where a disagreeable
odor is perceived, being especially useiful in
sick rooms and in damp cellars where vege-
tablés have decayed. Take any glass lamp
for burning kerosese or oil, fill it with ehloric
ether and light. The old-fashioned camphene
or burning fluid lamps with a small roand
wick, will burn Ionger and be of more service
than tne flat-wicked lamps. While the ether
burns a disinfectant escapes that wiil soon
purify the most offensive atmosphere ; even
that of a sewer.

An ingenious device to prevent boiler ex-
plosions has recently been patented by two
New York engineers. It consists of an elec-
tric battery placed on the wali near the
boiler connected with a gong by negative and
positive wires. These wires run to the water
gauge .and connect with a glass bulb filled
with mercury. When the water falls below
the point of attachmeht the steam rushes
into the space surronnding the mercury bulb,
and the mercury expands. As it rises in the
tube it comes in contact with a platinum
wire, thus closing the electric circuit and
ringing- the alarm bell. - When water is

umped into the boiler it forces the steam
ﬂack. breaks the circuit and puts the alarm
in working order again. The.invention recom-
meads itself on account of.its simplicity.

When a thermometer is to be made the
glass-blower first blows a bulb on the end of
a long tube. While this tube is hot the end
of the tube is inserted inh mercury, and as the
bulb cools the mercury risesand fills the bulb,
This process is repeated nntil the bulb and
part of the tube are filled. The bulb is then
immersed in snow or chipped ice and the
mercury settles to the freezing point, which

MILITARY MATTEKS.

It is stated, on the authority of Lord Har-
tington, that no Emghsh firm1s able at pre-
sent to furnish the “Government with steel
forgings of the size and quality required for
the new breech-loading ordnance, though in
France and Germany several such firms exist.

A new and formidable fighting ship has
been built in England for the Government of
Brazil, She is named the Riachuelo, and is a
steel-armoured turret ship, 305 feet long,
having & displacement of 5,700 tons. - She
has 58 water-tight compartments and a belt
of steel armour 11 inehes in thickness.

There seems to be a strong ieeling in
France in favour of re-establishing thz Lan-
cers, and many old Laneer officers are said to
have kept thieir shapskas mn the hope and
faith of a resurrection. Curiousiy enough, the
last time the Lancers apueared in the fiald
was at Sedan, where the corps was origiunaily
raised in 1811, on the modei of the Polish
Lancers.

Including those who fell at Alexandria, the
loss inflicted by the English in Egypt is esti-
mated at 20,000 m:n sitce 1882, notincinding
the slaughter in the Soudan before any Eng-
lish officer took the fieid. At Tel-el-Kebir,
the Egyptian loss was' at least 2,000, 1t is
said Hicks Pasha’s losses wers abous $,000,
but were probably more. Moncrieff’s losses
were 500. | The returns of Baker’s losses were
2,335, and the losses of the Arabs at El Teb
is estimated at 3,000, As far as can be made
out from the various accounts im the papers,
the hordes under Osman Digma’s sheikhs did
not much, if at all, exceed twice the force
under Graham.

The reward offered for Osman Digma’s head
is gquite in harmony with the customs of Tur-
key and Arabia. That of Ali Pasha, the,
famous Albanian rebel of 1821, who heid out .
80 long against the Sultan at Janna.in Epiris,
was set up over the principal gate of Constan-
tinople, with the inscription, ** This 1s thé
bead of Ali Tebellin, Pasha of Janina.” The
chief of the Yemen insurrection of 1870-1
was killed by the Tarkish soldiers, and his
Kead, salted and sewed up in a bag, was sent
home by a Turkish despatch boat. The
church tower of Cettinje, the capital of Mon-
tenegro, was hung with Turkish skulls as .
thickly as an ap&le tree with frait, till the ¢
reigning prince, Nikita Petrovitch, forbade
the practice. Nor mustit be forgottes that
there area few men stiil living whose fathers
could remember seeing tife skulis of executed
Jacobites mouldering under the arch of Tem-
ple Bar in the capital oi Great Britam itself.
Sir W. Hewitt’s proclamation was thus word-
ed :—*1, the Kuglish Governor - General,
Civil and Military, of Suakim, make known

and otherwise badly injured.

An attempt is being made in England to
utilize exhaust steam to heat up railway cars.

Mr. POWER—From what the Minister
says I see they are goiug to have registrars in
Calgary and Edmonton. I notice that dar-
ing recent investigation in Toronto, references
were made to.certain appointments which
had been promised to these offices, and I only
hope that ii this bill passes the Minister of
the Interior will be more careful as to in-
dividual promises that he makes in respect
to registrarships out there. Of course aiter the
disclaimer of the hon. Minister in the House
I cannot believe that there was anythingwrong
intended, but I certainly hope that he wiil
be more careful to see that promises of ap-
pointments to these vacant registrarships do
not go astray in the way they have done.

Mr. MACPHERSON—I am not sorry that
the hon. gentleman did bring the matter up.
There 1s nothing in the letter that I wou
notbe prepared to write again under similar
circumstances. The letter was an intimation

to the gentleman to whom it was addsessed

He |
moved that the bill be recommitted with in-
structions to the committee to insert the
clauses indemnifying Sir Charles Tupper for

Syir JOHN MACDONALD said the House,
through the Commistee of Privileges and
Elections, had already decided that Sir
Chbarles Tupper had net vacated his seat, and
that the hon. gentleman, unless he committed
some disqualifying action, was entitled to sit
and vote sas long as this Parliament lasted,
After this decision the bill was made to re-
lieve Sir- Charles Tupper in respect of an

tion brought against him, and to indemnify
him for any action that might be taken against
him for sitting and voting. Now, the hon.
gentiemen opposite proposed that this indem-
nification should only -continue for tne pre-
sent wession. Such a proposal was illogical,
as it: only involved the passage of another Act
of indemnification mext year. .

The House divided and the amendment was
lost, yeas 58, nays 117.

On motion to gointo Committee of Supnply,

Sir HECTOR LANGEVIN made a personal
explanation. He called attention to an attack
upon himself in the Giobe, in which he was
accused of having gven fayourable considera-
tion to Goodwin, Dunsmuir, Charlebois,
Davis, contracjors, and to H. J, Morgan, who
had been promoted, while he (Sir Hector
Langevin) was acting Secretary of State,
The reason given for this favourable con.
sideration was that the men named had con-
tributed to tiie testimonial given Sir Hector
Langevin some time since. In explanation
Sir Hector Langevin said Davis and Duns-
muir had never receiyed a dolllar from his
department, and that as far as Dunsmuir was
concerned in the matter of the Vancouver
Island, he (Sir Hector Langevin) had merely,
as a Minister of the Crown, given his assent
to the arrangement of the Legislature and
the Government of Britisn Columbia with
Dunsmuir. As regards Charlebois Sir
Hector Langevin showed that his ten-
der was by far the lowest, and he
accordingly got it ; that Goodwin got paid
for extra work on report of competens of-
ficials, acting on the principles long recog-
nized by the department, and that as regards
Morgan, his.appointment was not made by
him at all, but by Mr. Chaple.n. Sir Hector
Langevin said he did not know who sub-
scribed to the testimonial, but he had seen a
denial by Charlebois in the papers. Sir Hec-
tor Langevin was very effective and convine-
ing in his statement, and when he'appealed to
Mr. Blake to say whether under the circum-
stances he (Sir Hector Langevin) should hnve\
been caluminiated as he bad béen, every one
expected nt Mr. Blake would repndiate so
uncalled and so utterly groundless an
aspiration on the character of & public man,
Bat, to the surprise of the House, Mr, Blake
sat still and never said a word. It was a fit-
tang occasion to express his dlupgroul of the
Globe’s endeavours to destroy public men by
the concoction’and dissemination of utter
alsehoods.

The bill would alsc provide
that where in a county there wasa warden
and a mayor, the former should be the first
comniissioner, while where there were two
wardens as well as a mayor, the Government
should select one of the wardens to act. A
further provision set forth thas in unorganiz-
ed distriets, sueh as Chicoutimi, ‘Gaspé, and
Bonaventure, where there were no wardens,
the Government should appoint the commis-
sioners, - Another clause provided that the
licenses should not necessarily be on stamped
paper. Still another clause dyenlt with large
dealers, and set forth that persons dealing
in liquor in unbroken packages should be re-
quired to be ]icenses only in their office
where their business was conducted. It was
also  proposed to extend she time for the
applications ior icenses until 15th May, and
in British Columbia until the 15th of June. A
further section provided that in districts
where the voters were scattered and where,as
in Manitoba,large numbers of #oters were non-
residents, an application for a hotel license
should be accom;-anied by a certificate signed
by one-th.rd, instead ~of two-thirds, of
the registered voters. Thers was also
1n-the biil a provision that in certain cases
the personal attendamce of the applicants for
licenses should not be required, and there was
a clause amendiug the section which provided
that no license should be ted fo hotels
where there were shops 1o the same building,
This ciause, it was found, wonld eus out such
hotels as the Rossin, Toronto, the Windsor,
Montreal, and the Russell, Ottawa, and a
number of other large hotels, the ground
floors of which were let as shops. The
amendment* would deal with that point.
Then there were a number of other sugges-
tions dealt with- in- the bill which could be
more conveniently dealt with when the bill
was in the hands of the members. It was
to puta clause in the bill doing away
with the penalties until the question of juris-
diction was settled by enactment, because
many of the penalties were for breaches of the
terms upon which licenses were issned. The

of them. In 1873 also that was the state of
things, and then the Governmentof that day
thonght itadvisable, under the circumstances,
to ask Parliament to assume certain provin-
cial debts and to give to the other provinces
a sum equivalentin propertion to their popu-
lation. The proposition now before the House
was a ‘proposition simply to ante-date tie
arrangemeny of 1873, and 4o give
the provinces interest on the sum
they wouid have been entitled to had the
arrangement been made in 1867 instead of
in 1873. Upon this snm interest at the rate
oi five per .cent. wouldgbe allowed. The
effect of this . would be to place at the credit
of the various provinces the following
amounts :—Ontario, $2,884,289; Quebec,

2,649,213 ; Neva Scotia, $793,368 ; New
Brunswick, $604,519; Manitoba, $1 10,825 ;
British Colambia, -§83,107 ; and Prince Ed-
ward Island, $152,978. The anoual amounts
payable to the provinces would be as fol-
lows :—Ontario, $142,400 ; Quebec, $130,000;
Nova Scotia, $39,668; New Brunswick,
$30.225 ; Manitoba, $5,541'; British  Colum-
bia. $5,155 ; Prince Edward Island, §9,148.

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The Boundary Award,

Sir John Macdonald brought down on Taes-
day a return to an address for papers relating
to the boundary award not aiready brought
down. They comprise the despatches, &e.,
relating to the test case prepared by Mr.
Mowatand Attorney-Gieneral Miller, which
have been slready published, and a copy of
an order-in-Council passed by the  Pri
Couneil on the 12th March, 1884 On
the question of extending the reference
to the Privy Council so as to embrace the
whole subject of the northerly and westerly
boundaries of Ontario, the order-in-Couneil
says : ‘* The Minister of Justice is of opinion
tha$ 1t is desirable to settie now and for ever
the whole western and northern boundary,
and believes that the case as it will be pre-
sented to the Judicial Committee of the Privy
Council will afford such material as is avaii-
able for the further purpose referred to. The
western boundary between Ontario and the
territory of Keewatin is the continuation of
the line between Ontario and Manitoba, and
the northern boundary of Ontario is the
southern limit of Rapert’s land upon which
the line of the western boundary depends,
The submission of the further questions would
seem, therefore, expedient and opportune,
and the Minister of Justice is of opimion
thet it is desirable, if their lordships so
please, that their decision should cover the
additional ground referred to in the despatch
under consideration.” On the suggestion of
a reference to the Privy Council of the elaims
of the Dominion to certain lands and timber
in the territory, the order-in-Cofincii says :—
** Questions of thé ownershipiot real property
within the limits of a proviace depend on
cousiderations quite avart from those which
affect its boundaries and must be governed
by the laws in force in each province, and be
decided by its ordinary tribunals in the usual
cour:e of the adminietration of justice. The
Minister of Justice is of opinion that 1t is not
in the power of theexecutive Government, nor
is it expediens, to assent to any. mode of
dealing with these questions apart irom the
ordinary laws of each province, and is unable
to advisé compliance with the suggestion in
in the despatch of the Lieutenant-Governor
of Ontario on this head.” * With refereice tq
the arrangement proposed for the manage-
ment of the territory pending the judgment
of the Privy Council, the order quotes the
despatch of the Lieutenant-Governor of Onta-
rio of 31st January, and says : *‘The Minis.

AN ANCIENT RELIC.

Copy of the “* Caledonian Merocury ” of Sth
January, 1661,

A very old and curious document was given
to Mr, Hallam, chairman of the Free Library
Board, recently, to be placed on the shelves
of the library. It is a copy of the Caledonian
Mercury, published in Edinburgh, Scotland,
on Tuesday, Jannary 8th, 1661, and is conse-
quently over 223 ‘years old. Althongh the
paper 1s faded and yellow from age, it is in a
to}}:ably fair state of preservation. The
donor is Mr, Malcolm Macfarlane, 77 Jarvis
street, who has Had the paper in his posses-
sion for a very long time. he heading is as
tollows :— Mercurius Caledonius—oomprising
the affairs now in sgitation in Scotland, with
a survey of Forraign Intelligence.” It con-
tains 1tems of news from various parts of
Earope, the dates of which show the length
of ‘time it took the news to travelin thode
days. The news from Naples is dated Nov,
20th, 1660; Rome, Dec. 3rd: London,
Dec. 8lst; and  ‘from Paris Dec. 24th.
under date of Monday, 7th - December, a de-
scription is given of the obsequies of the
““Lord Marquesse of Montrose and Sir, Hedry
Hay, of Dalgety, who were murthered both
for their prowes and ' transending loyalty to
king and country.” After discussing the coffin
it says:— “The trunck of his Exocellency thus
coffined was tovered with a large and rich
black velves cloath, taken up and from thence
carried by the moble earls of Marre, Athal,
Linlithgow, Seaford, Hartford and others of
these honourable families * * * Bsing
sccompanied with a bady of horge
