One surgeon who has performed’
successfully more than 5,000 opera-
tions with no other anzesthetic than
an injection of water into the skin,
declared, however, that the use of
this simplest of all anaesthetics would
probably never come into general use,
and that, while it was applicable in
many major abdominal operations. it
was not applicable in a majority of

As long ago as 18556 Dr. J. Leonard
of this city, pointed out in
his book of “Local Anaesthesia,” the
value of heating the anaesthesia be-
fore injecting it. The use of water as
an anaestheic in a certaip class of
operations was explained by Dr. Bam-
uel G. Gant In a paper before the
Medical Association of the city in
1908. Dr. Gant mentioned Burney,
Yeo, and Griffith, of England, as
among the ploneers to suggest In
1868 the rellief of pain by the sub-
cutaneous injection of water.

The theory on whicn water so used
is believed to act according to Dr.
Gant, is that the water provides a
pressure of the nerve ending, which
bloch all sensation or pain so long
as the water continues unabsorbed
or unscattered. Dr. Gant sald re-
cently he had found that any other
flued that gave pressure and was not
absorbed would have the same
anaesthetic effect. The method was
applicable, he sald, in nearly all skin
operation, and he had tried it suc-
cessfully in some operations for lapar-
otomy, colostomy and appendicostomy
all of which neccessitate the open-
ing of the abdomen.

“Water anaesthesia, however, is no
good at all for operations wher. an
abscess has formed or Inflammation
sets In, as, for example, In cancer or
In case of a mpturcd appendix” sald
Dr. Gant. *“To be successful, the
water anaesthetea must be applied to
the whole part where the operation
is to be made, and In the majority
of such abdominal operations as I
have mentioned there 1s In the fivrt

10:10. This statement of the Bible
puts the matter beyond controversy.
History confirms the fact. To quote:

The Babylonians and Assyrians
were two very important peoples of
remote antiquity, inhabiting the re-
glon of the Tigris and Euphrates
rivers in Southwestern Asia. The
Greoks regarded these peoples as con-
stituting one nation, and called their
country Mesopotamia — a name ‘hat
could properly be applied to only a
part of their territory. The DBaby-
lonians and Assyrians themselves. on
the other hand, regarded each other
as allen peoples, through both be-
longed to the same Semitic stock. The
Babylonians avere the more ancient,
and their territory lay to the south.—

H. H. Stuert of Douglestown, who
spoke; in part, as follows, on the
Conrse of Instruction and School
and Factory Laws:

They, therefore, while
able to produce less, aud compelled
to accept le:s for theit work, have
to work harder than the more
edept. The reason lies not %n any
lack of ability but in the fact thet
they Lave not beea efficientiy
taught while young.
Germany has advanced more
rapidly the last forty years mainly
because her people are more
scientific than we in their methods
of education. The German child
is educated not only elong specula-
tive and theoretical lines but in a
way that will help him to become
a  highly efficicnt producer of
wealth.
Nature Study and Agriculture.
