V. T. Stewart & Co., bas decided t
vind up its business. igver since Mr.
Stewart’'s death . this business bas
steadily dwindled. The huage irou
store ut Broudway and Ninth Street
remains, but the cstablishmentds hard-
ly more than a sheil, The wholesale
oranch of tke business, which used v
srowd the eld marble storeétat Cham-
heis street, has srunk aliest into nos

hing and.for 8 year or s has found
‘mel ¢ accommodation in a coruer of a
single floor in a up town building.

From its place as the heaviest hnpmt
ing house in America, Stewart's has
falleo to the fourth or fifth rank.
When the founder of the house died
siX years agodast April, he left behind
him an est abxx,lnuunb whmu was the
largest and most prosperous of the
kind ic the world. 1lts wholesale and
vetail sales amouuted to $50,000,000 a
year, Mr. Stewart’s oune ambition
was (o leave the concern in such shape
that il would be sure to grow and
flourish and leave a lasting monument
to his mercantile genuis. I hariy be
lieve it would have been possible ror
bim to die, could lhe have foreseen
what was_te happen. The business
bas perished in six ycars.
