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For I am the least of the Apostles, that am 
not meet to be called an Apostle, because I 
persecuted the Church of God.—1st Cor., 15 
chap., 9th v.

These words were written about fifty- 
nine years after Christ, or about twenty- 
four years after the conversion of this 
man, Paul. My text teaches humility. 
It is one of those influences which has 
been brought into prominence by the 
religion of our Lord Jesus Christ. It was 
not regarded as worthy of man before 
the religion of Christ was taught, 
but, when our Lord came, He taught 
men to be meek and lowly—“Come unto 
me”—Christ said—“for I am meek and 
lowly,” and with such words as these, 
“He that humbleth himself shall be ex­
alted,” taught he the same principle. 
Humility is a virtue that is limited. It 
may be real or false. We should re­
member this, dear friends, in order that 
me may understand on what condition 
of mind false humility is based. Suppose 

•the prodigal son when he came back 
to his father’s house after repeating 
the words “father I have sinned against 
heaven and before thee and am no more 
worthy to be called thy son—make me 
as one of thy hired servants,” and sup­
pose that after the father, in the fulness 
of his grace and love', said to him, “you 
shall be reinstated as my own son,” the 
son insisted upon taking' the servants 
place, although it was his fathers full 
purpose to restore him ; false humility 
would have led him to assume at once 
the false position of a son in his fathers 
house. It becomes us, Christian friends, 
to inquire whether we have this false 
humility or have we realized what it is to 
be son’s in God’s house, having the full 
privilege of sonship. But if we insist 
upon taking the place of servants in the 
false sense of the word—refuse to enter 
upon the duty and responsibility of sons 
in our Fathers house—we may be sure 
that we are acting in opposition to His 
will.

This false humility is often used as a 
cloak for pride. Sometimes those who 
count themselves very humble, and ex­
press their humility on various occasions, 
are really the proud ones. He \yho has 
the true humility engages in his work 
faithfully, does not hold back. He is not 
proud. The falsely humble refuse to 
enter upon the Christian work that be­
longs to them, and say that they do so 
because of their humility. There is 
good deal of this false humility among 
professional Christians. The Lord gives 
us work to do ; and we should not refuse. 
Let us get rid of this false humility in the 
sight of God, by getting the true humility. 
Let us learn what true humility is. Paul 
says, “ I am the least of the Apostles, 
that am not meet to be called an Apostle, 
because I persecuted the Church j)f God.” 
His heart was full of gratitude for the 
things which God had bestowed upon 
him. Do you suppose there was any 
wish on the rart of Paul to shrink from 
the duty which God had laid upon him ? 
None at all. He rejoiced in that work, 
was glad when he thought of the respon­
sibility that was placed upon him. He 
recognized the position from which God 
had lifted him. Thus he says : “ I am the 
least of the apostles, that I- am not meet 
to be called an apostle, because I per­
secuted the Church of God.”

saying and worthy of all acceptation that 
Christ came into the world to save sinners 
of whom I am chief.” Here again Paul 
teaches humility. It is well for us to re­
member these words. We oftentimes take 
passages of Scripture from their connec­
tion altogether, tearing them up by the 
roots, and not looking at them in connec­
tion with other passages. These words 
should not be torn out by the roots from 
their context. They are the words of a 
man who felt and declared the greatness 
of God's goodness to him in saving his 
soul from the power of sin. Reading just 
before this we find these words. I thank 
Christ Jesus our Xord, who hath enabled 
me, for that He counted me faithful, put­
ting me into the ministry who was a 
blasphemer, and a persecutor, and in­
jurious ; but I obtained mercy, because 
did it ignorantly, in unbelief. The grace 
of our Lord was exceeding abundant with 
faith and love which is in Christ Jesus. 
This ism faithful saying and worthy of all 
acceptation, that Christ Jesus came into 
the world to save sinners of whom I am 
chief. Howbeit, for this cause, I obtained 
mercy, that in me, first, Jesus Christ 
might show forth all long suffering. 
Remember these words were written a 
year before the death of the apostles, 
among his last recorded words,—First, it 
was, you will remember least among the 
apostles, then less than the least 
of all saints. Now he says I am chief 
among the sinners, “ Faithful is the say­
ing, and worthy of all acceptation, that 
Christ came into the world to save sin­
ners, of whom I am the chief.” And so 
here again we have, Christian friends, the 
source of true humility. If we want to 
be truly humble in our lives, we must 
drive out false humility. Let us see the 
goodness of the work which God calls us 
to do, and have a sense of our dependence 
upon His love. In the first place, let us 
put ourselves in the place that Paul 
placed himself. Let us understand that 
we are sinners, and that if, at last, we are 
saved, it is by the grace of God, and not 
for any works that we have done. And 
by the grace ot God alone can this word 
humility cross our lips. “ Faithful is the 
saying, and worthy of all acceptation, 
that Jesus Christ came to save sinners, 
of whom I am chief.”

I would refer you to another passage, 
viz : Epesians 3 ch., 8 v. “Unto mé who 
am less than the least of all saints is this 
grace given, that I should preach among 
the gentiles the unsearchable riches ot 
Christ.” First it was least among the 
apostles ; now he puts himself down under 
all the saints—in all humility, “less than 
all saints”—no false humility there. This 
was five years later. His hu nility has 
been growing, increasing. There is 
significance in Paul’s words. First, it was 
least among the apostles ; now it is less 
than the least of all the saints ; and if you 
will enquire into the nature of the humi­
lity you will find, that in this case, it was 
a humility that grew out of a deep sense 
of the greatness of the work that was laid 
upon him, the grandeur and the great 
ness of the work that God had given him 
to do. My Christian friends, you should 
get true humility into your lives. Try to 
understand how great is the work God 
calls upon you to do in His behalf. God 
demands the best efforts you can put 
forth ; and then having done all that you 
can, try to do more for Him who has 
granted you so many blessings. Let your 
work be a source of humility to you, that 
you may hold yourself up by the great 
ness of your work ; and let your own in­
sufficiency guide you. Humility, depen 
dence upon Him, and upon His all-suffi­
cient grace is necessary lor you, so that 

f you can say like the apostle, “By the 
«ace of God given unto me, who am less 
than the least of all saints, was this grace 
given to preach unto the gentiles the un­
searchable richness of Christ.”

Turn now to a third passage, viz: 1st 
Timothy 1 ch. 15 vs. “This is a faithful

‘Arabi Bey,” said a New York banker, 
is the most gigantic speculator in the 

world, and Gould, Vanderbilt, Russell 
Sage and Keene are only infants in stock- 
jobbing compared with him. Arabi Bey 
has for years speculated on a tremendous 
scale in London, Paris, Vienna, Berlin and 
other continental houses through his 
secret agents. Some time ago he saw 
good reason to believe that Egyptian 
securities were going down. You see he 
had secret information in his possession. 
He at once proceeded to sell them heavily 
short in London, Paris and elsewhere. 
There was a small decline, but the specu­
lative fever ran high and ‘Egyptians’ rose 
to a price at which Arabi Bey would have 
been subjected, to heavy losses had he 
covered. Now, John Bull and Johnny 
Crapaud are heavy holders of ‘Egyptians,’ 
and naturally bulls. In taking these 
securities they both exhibited far more 
shrewdness than do the majority of the 
watchers of the ‘tape’ in Wall street. 
Each nation, in fact, appointed a commis­
sioner, agent or controller, to proceed to 
Egypt to keep exact record of all reve­
nues and expenditures of whatever 
nature. The commissioners were pro­
vided also with facilities to ascertain the 
condition of commerce, foreign and do­
mestic, and of the crops. The reports of 
these authorities were to some extent re­
assuring, and the attempt to.break the 
“Egyptians” failed. To-day the attitude of 
Arabi Bey, and for some time past, is only 
a reckless and desperate effort to bear 
Egyptians’ so that he can cover. Where 
speculating and unscrupulous railway di­
rectors ruin railroads when they are short 
and publish false statements when they 
are long, the canny Egyptian goes one 
better and does not hesitate to involve 
his country in war and sacrifice hundreds 
of lives in the pursuit of his stock gamb­
ling operations. Why, when Arabi Bey, 
months ago, was requested by the Sultan 
to desist from arming the forts, he 
replied that he was only effecting neces­
sary repairs. Perhaps the Sultan stood in 
with him, for he did not make the request 
until the fort were about completed. 
Arabi Bey has had a chance to cover some 
of his short sales at a profit, and it is an 
open secret that he has agents at every 
stock exchange ready to obey his orders. 
Why was not the Indian cable cut? This 
talk about Arabi Bey’s national party is 
all humbug. So is his national banking 
scheme. The fact is that these ag 
or board of control, or whatever you call 
them, have actually reduced the rate ot 
interest considerably, and enhanced, to a 
certain extent, Egyptian credit. You 
can make money bulling ‘Egyptians,’ my 
boy, when John Bull gets through burn­
ing powder.”—Neto York Sun.

And how is it in regard to the law of 
the Province ? Is it not a violation of the 
conditions upon which licenses are grant­
ed to sell liquor to men who are already 
“pretty well on,” and have “taken a little 
more than they ought to have ?” Surely 
the tavern-keeper who will furnish more 
liquor to men. in such a condition is 
unfit to have a license, and deserves to 
have it revoked at once as the very least 
punishment for so gross an offence. The 
consequences of hip act were neither so 
unusual nor so difficult to foresee as to 
entitle him to any special leniency on 
that score. A little salutary and just 
severity would serve a good purpose as a 
warning to others.

Once more, such cases constantly occur­
ring may well make thinking people ask 
themselves whether we as a Province are 
not really guilty of the very illogical in­
consistency of which the prohibitionists 
accuse us ? Does not the State in such 
cases foster the causes of crime with one 
hand while seeking to punish the crimi­
nal with the other. To permit A to sell 
to B that which maddens and imbrutés 
him, and causes him to murder C, and 
then to punish B at great expense, while

The 
situation of affairs in Egypt will present 
itself in this way to our distant Indian 
subjects :—“Englishmen have beeir mas­
sacred, insulted, and turned out 
Egypt.” They will naturally wait with 
anxiety the action of the English nation 
to obtain redress. With regard to our 
path through Egypt to India, I think 
there can be no two opinions upon that, 
and it is generally accepted that our 
best route lies that way, except by the 
most violent opponents. There is no 
doubt whatsoever but that the inter­
ference on the part of the English and 
French Governments, since 1876, was 
becoming the cause of immense and un­
expected advantage to Egypt, 
not, however, had time to develop itself 
to its full extent when the late occur­
rences took place. :here can be no 
doubt that from the period ending with 
the conclusion of the labors of the Com­
mission of Inquiry, in the summer of 
1878, up to the time when Arabi Bey 
apd the military party came into power, 
the people of Egypt had never, in the 
whole history of their country, been 
so happy, so prosperous, and so con­
tented. You may take the true mea­
sure of the patriotism of this military 
party by observing how completely they 
have overthrown this prosperity, and how 
completely inevitable they have shown 
themselves to restore it.

Even now, after all that has taken place,
I am not prepared to admit that the 
military party or Arabi Pasha as its head 
in any appreciable degree rèpresent the 
general feeling of the country. I am not 
personally acquainted with Arabi Pasha, 
as he had not come to the front when I 
left Egypt the year before last, but with 
every disposition to credit him with 
certain amount of patriotic feeling, 
doubt his capacity for creating in the 
breast of his countrymen really national 
aspirations. If he shows himself strong 
and successful, no doubt they will all fol­
low him, just as they would follow any 
other strong man, however despotic;

In the 
northern part of his diocese it was im­
possible to grow anything, but about 
Moose Factory they had been able to grow 
a few potatoes and vegetables, and a little 
barley. Wheat had been tried, but with­
out success. The country was well tim­
bered, but the timber had no marketable 
value, consisting principally of spruce, 
which was used both for house building 
and firewood. His Lordship leaves to­
morrow for Brockville, and will afterwards 
return home via the Ottawa River, Lake 
Temiscamingue, and Moose River.

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CHAXtiE OF GOVERNMENT.

It is a matter for congratulation that a 
majority of the members of the Legisla­
ture, irrespective of their opinions in 
Dominion politics, have signified their 
determination to bring about a complete 
change in the local Government. The 
end has been reached of an administra- 
tion which has maintained itself in power 
for fifteen years by a series of comprom­
ises and reconstructions unworthy of 
gentlemen filling the important position 
of advisers to the Lieutenant Governor, 
as well as destructive to pure govern' 
ment. The government which will be 
formed will be one which will fairly 
represent the progressive spirit of the 
Province, and as it will contain men of 
long experience in public life who have 
deservedly gained public confidence, we 
confidently look for the inauguration of 
an administration of affairs characterized 
by an effort to fashion the provincial 
body politic to something like a con­
formity with the requirement and finan­
cial capabilities of the country.

The course of the majority of the 
Legislature in determining to breakaway 
from the Westmoreland combination 
may be readily justified. In the first 
place the circumstances which have led 
to the present composition of the 
executive are such that no one can ap 
prove of. Five years ago the supporters 
of the administration as it was thep 
constituted were loud in their denuncia 
tion of Messrs. Landry, Adams and 
Hanington. If one needed words with 
which to vilify and abuse these gentle­
men they could be readily found in the 
speeches of their late colleagues, and in 
the journals which now support them. 
It is not for us to say whether these 
charges which were made against the 
present premier and his principal col- 

, leagues were based upon facts or not. We 
propose to deal with the Executive as it 
is, and a review of its perronnel will 
satisfy any one that it could not 
possibly hope to maintain the confidence 
of the people’s representatives. The 
nominal head of the Government is Mr. 
Hanington ; but its real leader is Mr. 
Landry', to whose favor alone the Premier 
owes his political existence. Personally 
Mr. Landry is a very estimable man ; but 
the country is not yet prepared to accept 
him as its ruler, which is the position 
which he virtually occupies to day'. Con­
cerning Mr. Hanington himself his ac­
ceptance of the name of Premier, with 
out any portfolio or salary, is significant 
of the fact that he possesses no standing 
as a public man apart from his association 
with the Provincial Secretary. Of Mr. 
Adams we do not care to say very much*. 
He is so well known to the public already 
that none will dispute us when we say 
that he is a weakness to any administra­
tion with which he is connected. Mr. 
Colter is a respectable farmer, but has no 
weight in the legislature and lacks the 
kind of ability necessary to enable him 
to command influence. Mr. Perley is 
simply a cypher, both in influence and 
political standing. It would only excite 
laughter to pretend that his presence in 
the administration was a source of 
strength. Dr, Lewis is simply a wing to 
the Westmoreland party. Mr. Crawford 
does not bring any strength to the com­
bination ; and as for the arch planner 
and plotter, Mr. Young, his name is, 
rightly 6r wrongly, a synonym for political 
intrigue and the demoralization of the 
Legislature.

We are glad to feel assured that the 
lease of power which these gentlemen 
hold is very' short. It can be none too 
short, if the best interest qf the country 
are to be conserved.

If the Sun should sometime happen 
so far to iorget itself as to discuss a ques­
tion of public interest without indulging 
in scuh-ility, it would be" a pleasant va­
riety. But its low nature asserts itself on 
all occasions, very much to the disgust of 
decent people, who endeavor to remem­
ber that, however they may differ upon 
political questions, those whose opinions 
they attack are entitled to be treated as 
gentlemen. In what consideration the 
future course to be taken in political 
campaigns by the Sackville Professors, 
no one has shown any disposition to treat 
any person with harshness or to import 
into it the question of party politics.

No reference was made to Dr. Weldon’s 
political views. Indeed, it was inten­
tionally avoided by the Herald, because 
we felt the question to be one which 
should be dealt with altogether apart 
from any consideration of what party he 
belonged to. The Sim, however, feels 
called upon to publish the following:

Wc may- tell the Herald that the public 
will wateh with a good deal of interest the 
attempt to silence a Sackville Professor 
because he happens to difler politically 
from Mr. Lugrin of the Fredericton Herald, 
Mr. Tom Pickard of the Transcript, the 
Stocktons and others of that ilk. Professor 
Weldon has no apology to offer for his con­
duct—no more than Mr. Pickard, of the 
same institution, Mr. Inch or others having 
leanings to the Grit side, have to offer tor 
their views or acts.

Commenting upon this the Globe says
Mr. Pickard or Mr. Inch have not addressed 

public meetings or been active political cam­
paigners, and if they have leanings to the 
Grit side it is not known to the public. 
The use of their names in this way is, 
seems to us, not only impertinent, but a 
liberty that cannot be justified. Indeed all 
these personal allusions are of » contempti­
ble and improper kind, and they degrade 
journalism without helping in any way the 
party side in whose interest they are used 
both ignorantly and impudently.

With the views of the Globe we entirely 
concur, and can only express our regret 
that the Sun cannot be restrained from 
intruding its officious impertinences into 
the discussion of a question of such im­
portance to the we.fare of the Sackville 
institution. The fact that any interfer­
ence in politics subjects the Sackville 
Professors to the unpleasantness of being 
dragged before the public by a paper like 
the Sun should impress those in charge 
of the institution with the great import- 
ance of adopting some rule which will 
prevent a repetition of the conduct which 
has given rise to this discussion.

Water Works.

“SEN'* TWADDLE.

It promises to further develop its 
policy, which is Mr. Blair’s and Mr. Elder's 
policy.

The Tory luminary' may also like to 
know that the Herald favors the annex­
ation of the planet Jupiter to Partridge 
Island, and the installation of the statue 
of Brittania as premier of New Brunswick 
and editor of the Sun.

As to the Herald's policy on the 
education question we should be glad to 
learn that it meets with the approval of 
Mr. Blair and Mr. Elder ; but we must 
ask for some better authority than the 
unsupported statement of the Tory 
organ.

But will not the Sun tell us what it 
thinks of the Herald’s policy on the 
Education question ? This would be very 
much more to the point than affecting to 
take as serious a little pleasantry in refer­
ence to the “Charybdis.” Does the chief 
organ of the Government desire the pub- 
dic to understand that it is opposed to the 
simplification of the School system, or are 
we to consider that it has no opinion upon 
the subject until some one in authority 
tells it what to say ? As to the Herald’s 
short article, there was nothing very 
“singular” about it. It was intended 
simply as one of a series upon a most im­
portant question, and it may or may not 
be in accordance with the views of Messrs. 
Blair and Elder. The Herald does not

It is not too much to say that the eyes 
of all the citizens will be upon the City 
Council and will watch their course in 
reference to the introduction of water 
works very keenly. As nearly as we can 
gather from inquiry, a largo majority of 
bur towns people favor the introduction 
of water by the pumping system, which 
has this to recommend it—pure water, an 
inexhaustible supply, comparative cheap-' 
ness, and the best possible protection 
against fire. If this system is adopted 
by the Council we are satisfied that the 
public will generally approve warmly of 
it, and will consent to the work going on 
without any misgivings as to its practical 
value. There is a risk attached to the 
adoption of the Mill CreeK plan. In dry 
seasons the supply would not be suffi­
cient. We do not say that a six months 
supply of water cannot be stored there 
but our objection is that in dry seasons 
little or no water would run into the 
reservoir, and if this became exhausted 
in the fall, and winter set in early and 
without much rain as it sometimes does 
the city might find itself cut off from 
any supply whatever. The possibility of 
this happening, and the absolute impos­
sibility of anything of the kind occurring 
in the case of the river, ought to secure 
the adoption of the pumping system 
without a question. If Mill Creek were a 
strong steady stream it might be worth 
while to discuss the propriety of utilizing 
it; but as there is no doubt that it 
possible for cold weather to come upon 
us with the reservoir very low, we think 
the Council" had better determine upon 
the Holly system. About the purity of 
the supply from Mill Creek there prob 
ably is no question. It would be good 
enough water ; but it cannot possibly be 
any better than that from the river.

THE SCHOOL SYSTEM.

The New Brunswick Schrôbl System has 
had a very good trial, and we feel justified 
in saying that it causes a great deal of 
dissatisfaction. Whatever feeling existed 
against the idea of taxation for the sup­
port of Free Schools has entirely passed 
away. The people woijld not be willing 
to go back to the old method. But com­
plaints are many and loud that the sys 
tem is too expensive and too cumbrous. 
Public opinion does not approve of the 
present system of education. The law 
contemplates “Commoq Schools"; the 
Board of Education has given us some­
thing very different. We shall not dis 
cuss the matter at any very great length 
just now ; but it is certain to become an 
important issue in the near future. It
contended by many that a simple English 
education is all that should be given in 
the public schools. If the Province gives 
the children a fair knowledge of reading, 
writing, arithmetic history and geogra­
ph)', it seems to us that it has done its 
duty. Lf parents wish more than this for 
their families they ought to pay for it, 
We shall resume the discussion of this 
question in a -future issue.

THE SACKVILLE MATTER.

The Sun professes to have discovered 
that in drawing attention to Dr. Weldon 
conduct, the Herald was instigated- by 
some person who is plotting against that 
gentleman. This we most emphatically 
deny, and challenge the Sun to make 
good its charge by even a scintilla of evi­
dence. We know nothing of Dr. Weldon 
whatever, except what we have heard, 
and that is that he is an. efficient teacher 
and a thoroughly respectable man. But 
the best of men by imprudence may 
work mischief, amd Dr. Weldon has done 
this ; but he has not done om half the 
injury to the Sackville, institution that 
the Sun has done by dragging in every 
body's name it can think of and shower­
ing indiscriminate abuse. Dr. Weldon 
will need more the amount of respecta­
bility that falls to the lot of men if he 
can maintain his position with such 
journal as the Sun championing him.

Water Works.—The system of water 
works to be adopted in this city having 
been determined upon by the City 
Council, nothing remains "to be done but 
to make the contract and put the deben­
tures upon the market. In adopting 
the direct pumping system the Council 
have met the views of the greater portion 
of the citizens, whom we congratulate 
upon the prospect that before the snow 
flies an ample supply of good water will 
be provided for. 'The Committee of the 
Council met Saturday when it was 
decided to confer at once with the Holly 
and the Waterous Company with the 
view of ascertaining the tqrins upon 
which they will undertake the construe 
tion of the works and the difference, if 
any, between the two systems. No 
contract will be made upon the
propositions of the Companies have been 
submitted to the Council.

Contested Elections— If the numerous 
election petitions, which have been filed, 
have the effect of reducing the extent 
to which improper practices are carried 
at elections they will do very much more 
good than they will if they simply result 
in the unseating of the candidates against 
whom they arc directed. The unavoid­
able and legitimate expense attendant 
upon a popular election in this country 
is neat enough, and when to it is added 
the large amounts which are paid out for 
the purpose of unproperly influencing 
votes, the aggregate is something that 
practically closes political life to anybody 
who has not a large purse at his disposal. 
We do not, however, imagine for one 
moment that the unseating of a member 
or of a dozen members will have any 
great influence upon the conduct of can­
didates in future, except to make them 
more cautious. Bribing and treating 
will be resorted to whenever it is con­
sidered safe or necessary. The fault does 
not lie with the candidates, but with the 
constituencies.

Now we submit that we are excusable for 
not being able to find the Government. 
The fact is that august body is not very 
clear as to where it is itself.

British Columbia papers are poking 
fun at our old friend Judge Gray.

Where­
upon the Columbian observes ; “If the 
absence of the judges exerts such a 
very desirable influence as His Lordship 
claimed for it, would it not become the 
duty of the Government to remove them 
altogether from the province, in order 
that all the communities may enjoy this 
wonderful immunity from crime? Ur, 
to extend the principle still further, 
mightn t the absence of Judges bring in 
that milenenial era when crime shall 
cease upon the earth ?”

WAR IN EGYPT.

London, July 19__A despatch from
Paris says : It is reported that the resig 
nation of the Ministry is not yet con 
firmed. A Council of Ministers will be 
held to morrow morning at the Elysee, 
It is probable that the difficulty will be 
satisfactorily solved.

The body of Earl Crawford and Bal- 
carres, stolen some months ago from the 
family vault at Dunecht House, Aber­
deenshire, was found on the 18th inst. in 
the grounds of the house. A man sus­
pected of connection has been arrested.

The chief difficulty in restoring order 
continues to arise through the quarrel 
some conduct of the Greeks. The hatred 
of them shown by the Arabs is intense.

Lord Bpresford is taking every precau­
tion against an outbreak. He has issued 
a notice that he will make no distinction 
between Europeans and natives.

London, July 20__A despatch from
Constantinople says: The text of the 
Porte’s reply to the identical note of the 
Powers is as follows: “If the Porte has 
not hitherto acted on its own initiative to 
send troops to Egypt, it is because it was 
convinced rigorous measures were avoid 
able, observing with satisfaction that the 
Powers have formally and repeatedly re­
corded their deference to the incontes- 
tible and unquestionable rights and 
sovereignty of the Sultan. The under­
signed, by the Sultan’s order, informs 
ambassadors that the Porte consents to 
participate in the Conference.

(Signed.) “Said."
Ahurridly convened meeting of the 

Cabinet was held at 2 o’clock this after­
noon. It is said that the meeting was 
called to consider a telegram from Lord 
Dufferin at Constantinople and arrange 
ments for military operations.

A correspondent of the “Times" at 
Alexandria understands that de Lesseps 
has informed Admiral Seymour that the 
passage of men-of-war through Suez Canal 
constitutes a breach of its. neutrality. 
The correspondent learns from the camp 
of Arabi that his force is increasing and 
he is regaining influence.

Arabi has diverted Mahmoudich Canal, 
which supplies Alexandria with water, 
but it^is believed that the greater part of 
the cisterns in the city have been filled.

Everything is at a standstill. Nothing 
is doing and nothing is known. The 
Boman wells cannot be cleaned and filled 
less than a fortnight. The fleet can con­
dense sufficient water for the crews and 
troops, but not for the populace, who 
must go afloat or retire to the villages.

The Suez Canal and Port Said are con­
sidered most insecure.' There is only a 
small gunboat in the canal and there are 
12.000 Europeans at Port Said with 7,000 
Arabs.

Several hundred soldiers with field 
guns, under Mahmoud Sahmy, are at Fort 
Quemiel, six miles off. The town is 
literally at the mercy of the soldiers and 
people. Two British corvettes have gone 
to Port Said. Arab! Bey is calling in all 
Bedouins in the neighborhood of Ramleh. 
Omar Pacha Lffic, Governor of Alex 
andria, has returned from Carlo by way of 
Port Said. He has made the following 
report to the Khedive: “On the way to 
Cario I saw Europeans being massacred 
and hêuses pillaged ; at Damnhour, 
Tantah and Mihilla, where the Alexan­
dria rabble had arrived, they cut off the 
hands of Berberini because they served 
the Christians. Arabi Pacha had called

providing for her own troops and sent 
telegrams in their names. Sheik Hassan 
recommended the declaration of a holy 
war, but, at the instance of the Coptic 
patriarch, moderation prevailed. The 
meeting appointed committed to go to 
Alexandria in order to verify the accusa­
tions against the Khedive. It was ar­
ranged that a committèe of seven should 
start on the 18th inst. going from Cairo to 
Ismailia.

Alexandria, July 21_Over one juin-
dred of Arabi’s soldiers deserted on 
Wednesday and came here.

A meeting of sheiks, ulemas and 
notables at Cairo was held in consequence 
of the receipt of the Khedive’s letter 
dismissing Arabi.

The railway authorities report that all 
is ready for the advance of the troops.

Last evening the water was still flow­
ing in the fresh water canal, but exit 
from the canal into the sea is blocked by 
marines. Water below the point whereat 
Arabi has cut the canal will be retained.

The Khedive* has received the follow­
ing important news from Cairo": Arabi, 
after receiving the Khedive’s letter, sent 
to Yakoub Pacha ordering him to assem­
ble the notables. About seventy or 
eighty came together, and were told by 
Yakoub that the Khedive was now 
entirely in the hands of the English, that 
he slept every night on board an English 
man-of-war, and was providing food for 
the English troops. Arabi’s ministers 
were said to be all in prison in Alexan 
dria and guarded by the English. The 
Chamber was therefore asked to give 
advice as to what should be done. Hus­
sein Edwi, one of" the notables, said the 
Khedive had sold the country to the* 
English. He ought no longer to he 
obeyed. Acqsh Pasha declared he did 
no: believe the statements made. Great

clamor thereupon arose, and several 
officers threatened Acush Pasha with 
violence. Several notables spoke, but 
those favoring the Khedive were afraid 
to express their views. Finally a com­
mission was appointed, composed of Ali 
Pasha, Moharrick Achmed, Meshad 
Hassan Moosack, and others, mostly 
adherents of Arabi, to proceed to Alex­
andria to enquire into the existing situa­
tion. The chief magistrates ot Gardria, 
Menofia and Gahoubra, three out of the 
seven provinces of lower Egypt, have 
been dismissed and replaced by men of 
Arabi’s party. In the villages all the 
Europeans are being brutally murdered. 
Even the natives who have acted as their 
servants were butchered. Two Egyptian 
regiments have been tolled off to defend 
Damaretta and Bosetta. The Egyptian 
authorities join in a very half-hearted 
way in the efforts to restore order and 
punish the criminals.

All the French ships have left here, 
and the United States flagship has gone 
to Brindisi.

An official native report of the bom­
bardment of Alexandria states that eight 
ironclads were sunk, two burned and four 
captured, and the latter will be brought 
to Cairo.

London, July 21.—The Daily Telegraph 
states that Sir Garnet Wolseley will com­
mand the expedition to Egypt, which 
will consist of twenty thousand men of 
all arms.

Another battalion of marines has been 
ordered to prepare at once for service in 
Egypt.

The Timet’ Alexandria correspondent 
says the respectable inhabitants complain 
that English soldiers have robbed and 
pillaged their houses.

Arabi, having erected fortifications just 
opposite Aboukir Bey, and upon Mar- 
moudich fresh water canal, placed a dam 
in the canal below his position close to 
the fortifications, and cut the canal banks 
above the dam, so as to send the water 
along the front of his position. This 
shows that Arabi has made a great mis­
take, as, by darning the canal where he 
has, we secure plenty of water for some 
time. We have set to work to fill the 
reservoirs here, so as to save all the water 
possible ; but plenty will remain in the 
canal for present purposes. Arabi’s line 
extends from Lake Marcohis to Aboukir. 
Having got some tools, he is now making 
works. We are in some trepidation 
about water, and inquiries are making 
about condensers.

The Daily Hews believes that the 
Porte’s answer to the invitation to send 
troops is regarded by the Government as 
equivalent to refusal, and that a force 
will be sent to Egypt without delay.

It is stated that the Porte has decreed 
to notify the Conference of its intention 
to despatch troops to Egypt, but it will 
request a modification of the cpnditions 
proposed in the' identical note of the 
Powers to the Porte.

Paris, July 21—The Temps announces 
that England and France, having sub­
mitted to the Conference their proposals 
relative to the occupation to the Suez 
Canal, will not wait for its decision before 
proceeding to make active preparations. 
The French Government will consequent­
ly ask the Chamber without delay to pass 
a vote of credit to defray the expences of 
an expeditionary corps.

Alexandria, July 21—The position in 
regard to the water supply is becoming 
alarming. There has been a sensible fall 
of Mahmoudich canal of two inches. Un­
less more troops arrive soon to enable 
Gen. Alison to drive Arabi Pacha from 
pumping stations, the consequences will 
be terrible. European cotton factories at 
Damanhour have been burned.

Constaninoplk, July 21—The notables 
at a meeting in Cairo, have adopted a re 
solution declaring that the Khedive 
having violated the constitution and is a 
traitor ihey have deposed him. They 
also issued a proclamation declaring war 
with England and summoning all good 
Moslems to fight against her.

Beside 
this many visitors and a considerable im­
migration is expected there next spring.

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Caught at Lent.

CANADA CAPTURES THE SEA SERPENT AND 
ENDS HIS LIFE.

Sea-serpent stories have been given 
the go-bye by newspaper paragraphes of 
late, owing to the incredible yams of 
persons who profess to have seen the 
“rare old divil himself.” Many people 
are said to have seen these monsters in 
various parts of the country, ,but as no 
one had ever been known to cap­
ture one, the public received the tall 
yarns related cum grano salis. It is but 
a few years since Mr. Robert Young, one 
of our most worthy and respected citizens, 
caught a glimpse of an aquatic monster 
in Chats Lake, which he describes as 
being of enormous size and proportions. 
Capt. Brown, of the steamer “Alliance,” 
also got a view of one of these monsters 
in the same waters the summer before 
last, and various other people claim to 
have seen larg< specimens at different 
times and at divers places. But this 
week we are in a position to announce the 
capture of what is probably one of the 
progeny of the real original old Chats 
Lake serpent, which has often struck 
terror to the hearts of superstitious river- 
men. While coming down from the 
Snow Rapids, with a tow last Monday 
morning, and while off Blackwell’s I., the 
crew of the “Levi Young” noticed a huge 
serpent swimming ahead of the boat. 
Mr. John Dungan, chief engineer, and a 
deck hand named Shaw, jumped into a 
bun and started in pursuit of the reptile. 
They succeeded in getting within striking 
distance of the serpent, when Mr. Dun­
gan struck it a blow over the head with 
his oar. The beast then turned and 
made for the occupants of the boat, 
literally churning the*water with his 
tail in his fury. Another powerful and 
well directed blow with an oar on the 
neck of the serpent laid it out dead, when 
it was taken in tow and brought aboard 
the steamer. The crew of the boat 
stretched it out on the rail, and measured 
it with a rule. Its total length was 11 
feet, while the body was thirteen inches 
in circumference. Its jaws were pried 
open and a pair of compasses inserted, 
which were opened out to a distance of 
six inches. The description given cf this 
leptile is the same as that given by Mr. 
Young and Capt. Brown, so that it is 
possible that the one just killed is a 
lineal descendent of the old king snake 
who has sported himself in Chatts Lake 
for years past.

With Whom should Americans Sym­
pathise.

The New York Nation wishes to set 
the sympathies of the American public 
in the right direction. It says that an 
attempt is being made to persuade it 
that Arabi Bey and his colonels and nota­
bles represent the cause of Egyptian na­
tionality against foreign meddlers, usur­
ers and oppressors. This attempt is based 
mainly on the stories of two Englishmen, 
Mr. Blunt and Sir William Gregory, but 
principally of Mr. Blunt. It is proper, 
however, to warn the unsuspecting against 
them. They belong to the class_of fanatic 
“ experts” whom it is dangerous to trust 
in the management of human affairs. 
Mr, Blunt has “ Islam” on the brain. He 
knows a great deal about Islam, and, like 
the insanity “ experts,” he sees Islam in 
everything, even in Arabi Bey. He 
thinks this must be a revolt of the Arab 
believers against extortionate infidels. 
But facts are stronger than Mr. Blunt, 
and stronger even than Islam. We know 
what the condition of Egypt was under 
the late Khedive before the foreign con­
trol began ; we know what it was before 
the present outbreak ; and we cannot 
help drawing our own inferences. The 
late Khedive was simply the head of the 
gang of whom Arabi is now the head 
the gang of Turkish and Arabic official 
scoundrels who have for centuries lived 
off tho earnings of the peasantry. Ismail 
was the Tweed of the Ring. He bor 
rowed enormously, taxed enormously, 
and enriched his creatures enormously. 
When his power of making “ divvies” 
was at an end, he had to go, and then the 
European financiers took charge to secure 
the interest on their bonds. This was 
not the most desirable or defensible 
cause of'nterfercnce, but the interference 
has done nothing but good. It has 
cleared the service of corruption ; it has 
lightened the taxes, made their mode of 

. collection humane, their amount and the 
time of their collection certain, given the 
peasants a sense of security, and the 
whole country such purity of administra 
tion, both fina- cial and judicial, as it had 
never seen before. One single fact speaks 
volumes : it has abolished tho extortion 
of taxes from the peasantry by the use of 
the raw cowhide on the taxpayer’s naked 
back. These are the things which enrage 
Arabi and his men. They want to get at 
the peasantry again unchecked, as their 
forerunners have done for ages.

Reports continue to come in of massacres 
of Europeans, but we imagine that they 
are for the most part great exaggerations, 
In the meantime Great Britain is making 
every effort to preserve order ; but there 
is every reason to believe that she has 
pretty heavy piece of work on her hands,

In the Commons, Gladstone moved a vote 
of credit for strengthening the forces 
Egypt. He proposed that three pence be 
added to the income tax for the latter half of 
the year. Mr. Gladstone stated that the ex­
pedition would consist of 2,400 cavalry, 13,- 
400 infantry, 1,700 artillery, and 3,700 garri­
son artillery, and that a commissariat reserve 
of 3,100 men would sail later on. The Gov 
eminent had no desire to interfere with the 
legitimate authority of the Sultan. The 
Government had obtained the moral assent 
of Europe to the policy they were pursuing. 
After this corps will, no doubt,' prove ample, 
if the whole work before them is the supper- 
cession of Arabi, whose army is estimated 
by trustworthy authorities at less than 
10,000 men of all arms ; but if the fanati­
cism which the course taken by him has 
excited extends, and what is called a Holy 
War is proclaimed a veiy much larger 
force than 20,000 men will be needed to 
ensure success.

It is acknowledged by students of Ori­
ental theology that, according to the pro­
phecies of the Eastern sages, the times 
are ripe for the coming of a great prophet 
who is to re-establish Islam on the very 
pinnacle of empire. Many regard the 
“False Prophet,” as he is called, who is 
marching from Soudan with a large army 
as the promised deliverer. Europeans 
<mly call him the False Prophet, to the 
Egyptians he is simply the Prophet. It 
is well known also that ardent Mahomet- 
tans are growing weary of the Sultan as 
their religious head. They do not recog­
nize -in a Sultan who exists by the 
sefferance of “Infidels,” the represen 
tative of the great Caliphs who 
cemented the foundation of the 
■ahomettan empires with the blood 
ef millions of Christians. Ko doubt 
•.religious war would be popular with 
the hosts of Islam. It would mean 
possibly glory ana conquest, but cer­
tainly Paradise. To die in the battle 
field, sword in hand, fighting for his 
faith is to the enthusiastic believer in 
the Koram the surest passport to 
Heaven.

In view of all these considerations it is 
hnpossible to overestimate the impor­
tance of the conflict which may at any 
moment break out on the banks of the 
Kile. Compared with what would follow 
from a religious war, participated in 
jynerally by the Mahoiqettans, the pos­
session and security of the Suez Canal is 
almost a trifling matter.

A* EXAMPLE which- ought to be 
FOLLOWED.

The Nova Scotia Government finding 
tkpt it was in a minority in the Legisla­
ture of that Province resigned. Our 
Bxecutive would do well to follow this 
example. If -they have taken the steps 
which ordinary prudence dictates to 
find out their standing in the country, 
they must know that they are helplessly 
defeated. They must know that if the 
House met to-morrow they could 
not elect a speaker of their own 
nomination, and that on a square vote of 
went of confidence, they would "be left 
with a small following. We speak with a 
knowledge of the facts, when we say that 
we do not believe the government to-day 
has six supporters whom it can rely up­
on if a question of wan# of confidence 
were raised. The Government know this 
perfectly well ; and they show it by the 
manner in which they are allowing the 
sflàirs of the Province to drift. They are 
not trying to govern the country, they 
aee endeavoring to devise schemes to 
save themselves from annihilation. Let 
them manfully acknowledge their defeat 
now, when they will get some credit for 
it. If they wait until the House meets, 
they will go down to posterity with the 
humiliating record of an Executive which 
for the sake of the pay and perquisites, 
held on to office long after they learned 
that they did not possess the confidence 
of the*Legislature.

| The Verdict In the Fisheries Case

The jury in the case of Steadman 
against Venning gave, as will be seen by 
reference to our court report, a verdict 
for the plaintiff for three thousand dol­
lars. The amount is large ; but bearing 
m mind all the surrounding circumstan­
ces we cannot say it is too large. Judge 
Steadman and his friends have been 
treated by the Department of Marine 
and Fisheries in an arbitrary and repre­
hensible manner. The trespass for 
which this action was brought was com­
mitted after the legal right of the Judge 
to fish the Miramichi were it flowed over 
his own land has been settled by the court. 
Of course no blame attaches to Mr. In­
spector Venning, who followed his offi­
cial instructions, and he will be certainly 
protected against any loss. We are glad 
that a York County juiy have shown a 
proper appreciation of the rights of their 
fellow citizens, and have asserted in such 
munistakeable terms that those rights 
shall be respected.

The decision of the Judicial Committee 
of the Privy Council in Russell’s case is 
one of very great importance, apart from 
the fact that it determines the constitu 
tionality of the Canada Temperance Act. 
The judgment is based upon the broadest 
possible grounds, and it is difficult to 
limit the application of the principles 
involved in it. The rule by which the 
constitutionality of statutes is to be de­
cided is thus laid down by their Lord- 
ships :—

The general scheme of the British North 
America Act with regard to the distribution 
of legislative powers, and the general scope 
end effect of Sections 91 and 92, and their 
relation to each other, were fully considered 
and commented on by this Board in the case 
of the Citizens Insurance Company vs. Par­
sons (7, L R Appeal Cases, 96). According 
to the principle of construction there pointed 
out, the first question to be determined is, 
whether the Act now in question falls within 
any of the classes of subjects enumerated in 
Section 92, and assigned exclusively to the 
Legislatures of the Provinces. If it does, 
then the further question would arise, viz., 
whether the subject of the Act does not also 
fall within one of the enumerated classes of 
subjects in Section 91, and so does not still 
belong to the Dominion Parliament. But if 
the Act does not fall within any of the classes 
of subjects in Section 92, no further question 
will remain, for it cannot be contended, and 
indeed was not contended at their Lordships’ 
bar, that, if the Act does not come within 
one of the classes of subjects assigned to the 
Provincial Legislatures, the Parliament of 
Canada had not, by its general power “ to 
make laws for the peace, order, and good 
government of Canada,” full legislative au­
thority to pass it.

In applying this rule of construction 
their Lordships hold that the power to 
make laws for the peace, order and good 
government of Canada is exercised by 
Parliament, not subject to limitation by 
the powers assigned to the Local Legis­
latures, as has been contended, and 
said—

If the argument of the Appellant that the 
power given to the Provincial Legislatures 
to raise a revenue by licenses prevents the 
Dominion Parliament from legislating with 
regard to any article or commodity which 
was or might be covered by such licenses 
were to preVail, the consequence would be 
that the laws which might be necessary for 
the public good or the public safety could 
not be enacted at all. Suppose it were 
deemed to be necessary or expedient - the 
national safety, or for political reasons, to 
prohibit the sale of arms, or the carrying of 
arms, it could not be contended that a Pro­
vincial Legislature would have authority, by 
virtue of Sub-section 9 (which alone is now 
under discussion), to pass any such law, nor 
ii the Appellant’s argument were to prevail, 
would the Dominion Parliament be compe­
tent to pass it, since such a law would inter­
fere prejudicially with the revenue deriyd 
from licenses granted under the authority 
of the Provincial Legislature for the sale or 
the carrying of arms. Their Lordships think 
that the right construction of the enactments 
does not lead to any such inconvenient con­
sequence. It appears to them that legisla­
tion of the kind referred to, though it might 
interfere with the sale or use of an article 
included in a license granted under Sub­
section 9, is not in itself legislation upon or 
within the subject of that sub-section, and 
consequently is not by reason of it taken out 
of the general power of the Parliament of 
the Dominion.

it would appear that while Parliament 
may not pass laws for the specific pur­
poses mentioned in Section 92, it is not a 
good objection to any statute that it in­
terferes with the right of the Local Legis­
latures to exercise the powers conferred 
upon them by that section ; in short, that 
the whole powers of the Local Legisla­
tures are exercised by them subject to 
the general power conferred upon by 
Parliament to pass laws for “ the peace, 
order anjl good government of Canada,” 
and the right to determine whether any 
specific law is for that purpose rests in 
the Parliament itself. Their Lordships 
further say—

Few, if any, laws could be made by Par­
liament for the peace, order and good gov­
ernment of Canada which did not in some 
incidental way effect property and civil 
rights ; and it could not have been intended, 
when assuring to the provinces exclusive 
legislative authority on the subjects of pro­
perty and civil rights, to exclude the Parlia­
ment from the exercise of this general power 
whenever any such incidental interference 
would result from it.

Commenting upon a recent article in 
the Herald, referring to the fact that a 
majority of the members of the Assembly 
had signified their intention to bring 
about a complete change in the local 
government, the Halifax Chronicle says :

If our Fredericton contemporary’s state­
ment is well founded means can be employed 
which will spedily lead to the resignation of 
the Government, as was the case in Nova 
Scotia. There is plenty of material in the 
New Brunswick Opposition ranks for the 
making of a new Government. Mr. Blair, of 
York, the Opposition leader, is a gentleman of 
ability and parliamentary experience. St. 
John has given him valuable assistance in 
such men as Mr. Elder, Mr. Ellis, Mr. Ritchie 
and Mr. McLellan. and several of the mem­
bers for other counties have good records. 
We hope to see the expectations of our Fred­
ericton contemporary with reference to a 
change of Government realized at an early 
day. _______ ____ _________

The Sun says : “ The Fredericton 
Herald, not finding its foolish statement 
about a change of Government backed 
up by any other Opposition paper, is now 
in a bad fix.” In view of the fact that 
both the Globe and the Telegraph re­
peatedly made the same statement which 
the Herald did, the Sun's observation 
will hardly square with the truth ; but 
then that makes no difference to the 
Sun.

The ability of the Sun to demolish its 
opponents is only limited by the typogra­
phical resources of its establishment. It 
has various stages of annihilation to which 
it redudes them. These may be divided 
as follows : the lower case, the italic, the 
Small cap., the cap., and the handbill. 
He employs several of the varieties to an 
nihilate the Herald. Before we treat of 
the point under discussion, we wish to 
express our appreciation of the peculiar 
force Of the Sun's method. First, it speaks 
of “Mr.Lugrin of the Fredericton Herald,” 
and then with fiendish malignity it refers 
to the “Daily Herald, Charles H. Lugrin, 
Editor and Proprietor.” Now, who can 
withstand such an onslaught? We cry 
out for mercy. To-morrow maybe he 
will speak of us by our full baptismal 
name, and mention the fact that we also 
publish a weekly edition.

We do not know that we are called 
upon to discuss the silly nonsense which 
our contemporary publishes. It plays 
the same part towards the Local Govern­
ment as the jester did in the old baronial 
halls. Its duty is to act the fool, and the 
bigger fool it makes of itself the better it 
does its duty. But we can tell the people 
in whose service it is that it cannot either 
i idicule nor argue away the fact that the 
end has come to the administration. 
They may linger in office ; but they are 
no longer a government. They do not 
pretend to be a government-. They are 
simply a machine to give effect to the 
envy and spite of disappointed candidates 
by the dismissal of faithful officers. Their 
power is at an end, and they know it. 
They may postpone the hour of their 
resignation, for though the people can 
tell them that they no longer respect 
them, they cannot imbue them with a 
sense of political decency.

THE CHINESE. ,

Considerable excitement exists in 
British Columbia over the advent of 
thousands of Chinese. We think that 
the white population must be, if not in 
the minority, at least in only a small 
majority. How to grapple with the 
Chinese problem is a question which is 
difficult enough of solution at any time, 
and it has been made more difficult by 
the fact that the immigration of Chinese 
is practically encouraged by the Ottawa 
Government.

The Times is cross because people talk 
of “the Westmoreland government.” We 
don’t wonder at it, but it should vent its 
indignation upon the gentleman who first 
stated that the “preponderating influence 
of the government” was in the noble 
County. That gentleman is Mr. D. L. 
Hanington.

A civil war seems about to break out 
in Russia. The Grand Duke Constantine 
is at the head the movement. Prince 
Bismarck coolly remarks that the moment 
revolution is even attempted he will take 
possession of the Baltic provinces, -which 
having a considerable Teutonic population 
are, of course, claimed by Germany.

WAR IN EGYPT.

London, July 22__The Times says the
force for Egypt will be 10,000 men, and 
this, with the troops sent, will make a 
total strength immediately available of 
14,000 men, The Duke of Connaught, 
Mtyor General Allison, and Major General 
Sir Evelyn Wood will comman^l brigades. 
General Wood has been ordered to be 
ready to embark in a few days. The 
Government yesterday engaged ten 
vessels for transport of troops. The tran s- 
port Nyanza has been fitted up as a con­
denser for Alexandria. She can condense 
32,000 gallons of water daily. The em­
barkation of the whole force will be com­
pleted within a fortnight. Cyprus will be 
the rendevouz of the force.

At a meeting of the foreign consuls, it 
was agreed to call on the commander of 
the war ships in the harbor to ask what 
steps will be taken for the security of 
Europeans on shore iy the event of an 
outbreak.

Fresh earthworks have been thrown up 
by Egyptians at Fort Guemiel, six miles 
from Port Said.

The Arabs at Ismalia are murdering 
Copts. Every European has left Cairo.

Alexandria, July 22—To-day, 250 
Rifles under an aide-de-camp of General 
Allison were pushed beyond Milaha, six 
miles hence, to blow up the railway. 
They met some of Arabi Pacha’s cavalry 
and several shots were exchanged. Fhe 
Egyptians fled after losing two dead and 
several wounded. . The Rifles having 
finished work withdrew.

The British troops now occupy Aboukir 
and will occupy Ramleh to-morrow.

Arabi Pacha has levied a war tax upon 
the land to the nominal amount of 
*500,000.

The Khedive has received advices JJiat 
Arabi Pacha is well supplied with pro­
visions and ammunition, but his force is 
not increasing.

Alexandria, July 23.—The Khedive 
has signed a decree dismissing Arabi 
Pacha and declaring him a rebel. He 
will also issue a general order forbidding 
the Egyptian army to obey orders from 
Arabi Pacha and forbidding the people 
to pay him their taxes.

The Observer in a special edition prints 
the following : The proclamation issued 
by the ^Chedive asks the people to assist 
the English, who, it says, are promoting 
the real interests of Egypt.

The troopship Malabar with 1,108 men

and a battery of artillery have arrived at 
Alexandria.

According to the last news from Cairo 
there are 8,000 starving, homeless per­
sons camping in Esbeih gardens.

There are rumors that the French 
marines disembarked at Port Said, but it 
is impossible to verify the rumor.

Arabi Pacha Sunday massed 700 
cavalry with a field gun at the pumping 
station of Ramiah Water Works. It is 
supposed that his intention is to destroy 
the station.

Yesterday the Bittern cruised oft' 
Rosetta to reconoitre, but did not ap­
proach within firing distance. The fort 
has 15 guns mounted ; on the appearance 
of the Bittern the men stood to guns, but 
did not fire. At Aboukir there was a 
large number of guns and men, with a 
flag of truce flying, but no English troops 
landed to spike the guns. The country is 
drifting into fearful anarchy. Atrocities 
equal to any ever perpetrated in Bulgaria 
are committed with immunity. Arabi is 
flooding the country in front of his en­
trenchments to provide for the civil 
population. The chief engineer of the 
Bittern has been placed in charge of the 
steam cotton works, where he will be able 
to condense 100 tons of water daily ffyun 
wells of brackish water.

It is considered certain that Arabi will 
destroy Cairo unless defeated and cap­
tured.

In reply to the proclamation of the 
Khedive. Arabi has appointed a ministry 
of his own at Cairo. Preparations have 
-been made to attack.Aboukir. Arabi is 
moving portions of his troops in that 
direction.

Alexandria, July 24__Ragheb Bey,
second officer of the embargoed mail 
steamer, has been arrested. Documents 
were found upon him showing that for 
months he has acted as agent for Arabi, 
for carrying communications between him 
and the palace and the Pan Islamic com­
mittee at Constantinople. Ragheb was 
taken before the tribunal and upon being 
promised leniency if he fully confessed, 
gave a complete list of persons with whom 
Arabi was connected. The list includes 
several influential persons at Constanti­
nople. Ragheb also gave a list of Arabi’s 
confederates in Egypt. A cipher letter 
to Arabi was found upon him.

An eye witness from Tartah states that 
eighty-five Europeans were tortured, dis­
embowelled and torn to pieces, and that 
women were violated and tortured, sol­
diers participating in the atrocities.

Arabi Pasha’s new Government has 
issued a proclamation stating that every 
native molesting Christians will be shot. 
It is believed that this is a mere form to 
cover themselves, should they hereafter 
fall into our hands.

Cairo is denuded of troops. The re­
serves pour in from the provinces, but 
they are at once despatched to Arabi’s 
headquarters.

The Inflexible has been ordered to 
watch the enemy’s cavalry near Aboukir, 
and if they come within range to fire at 
them.

London, July 24__The Times' corres­
pondent is tolerably certain that Arabi 
Pacha’s force is composed of 8,000 men. 
Thirty-six field pieces, six gatling guns, 
and an unknown number of smooth bores 
have been taken hence and placed on 
the bulwarks in front of his position.

The News' despatch from Port Said 
says : De Lesseps arrived here on Satur­
day, accompanied by the aide-de-camp of 
the Khedive. Seventeen war vessels of 
different nations are in the harbor : five 
English men-of-war tinder Rear Admiral 
Hoskins, and five French under Admiral 
Conrad. The latter have consented to 
assist the English in keeping order in 
the town, and protecting the lives and 
property of the Europeans. In event of 
an outbreak the French are prepared to 
land 600 men, the English 400. Rear 
Admiral Hoskins sent a message, through 
the Governor to the commander of the 
troops, saying that he will hold himself 
responsible for any disturbance, and that 
if he cannot keep order the Admiral will. 
The commander is said to have declined 
to take the responsibility unless he is 
allowed to bring more troops from Dami- 
ettah.

The town continues to swarm with 
refugees from Cairo and the interior, who 
bring terrible accounts of the massacres 
at Zantah, Damiettah and elsewhere.

Hoskins has written to the English 
Consul at Cairo urging him to impress 
upon British subjects the necessity of 
leaving Egypt at once.

The News' Rome despatch says it is 
stated in diplomatic circles that the Porte 
has sent circular letters to the powers 
asking them to dissuade England from 
pushing on hostilities pending negoti­
ations.

On Saturday night 500 of Arabi’s 
cavalry, with one gun, ran led through 
Ramleh, and came between the English 
outposts. They came boldly to the 
water works and then retired.

At five this morhing, 3,000 Nubians 
with eight guns, marched to Aboukir 
under Abdallah Pacha, and began to con­
struct earthworks.

Arabi has 200 guns mounted on earth­
works between Mahalla and Kafr el 
Dewar.

London, July 24__A Constantinople
despatch says there is reason to believe 
Arabi has sent a species of ultimatum to 
the Sultan declaring that he is acting to 
save Islam from infidels, and giving the 
Sultan notice that if she Porte sends

troops to co-operate with unbelievers he 
will fight them and proclaim the Shereef 
of Mecca as Caliph. It is believed here 
that Arabi has threatened to depose the 
House of Osman and proclaim Jesad 
ruler in its place. _

A despatch to the Standard from 
Alexandria says that the Rifles and 
mounted infantiy occupied Ramleh 
early this morning. They stationed one 
gatling and one field gun at the bridge 
over the canal. The enemy’s cavalry 
approached and galloped boldly along 
the railway at 300 yards’ range, but fled 
on a volley being fired. After a short 
time they reappeared with two guns, 
with which they opened fire ineffectually 
upon the British, who took to cover. By 
9 a. m. firing had ceased, but the enemy 
was expected to reappear with rein­
forcements.

" A News' despatch from Alexandria 
says : The English will permanently 
hold Ramleh hillocks and put heavy 
guns there. The Egyptians are working 
desperately to entrench their side of the 
narrow pass between the lakes near 
Esssd. There is an unconfirmed report 
here of a fanatical outbreak at Smyrna in 
which many Christians are massacred.

London, July 25__In the Commons,
thp afternoon, the Speaker received a 
message from the Queen, announcing 
the calling out of the reserves in con­
sequence of the troubles in Egypt. 
Gladstone moved that the message be 
considered to morrow.

A NEW MINISTER OF WAR.
Alexandria. July 25, 7.45 p. ___The

Khedive has appointed Omar Lufti, for­
merly Governor of Alexandria, minister 
of War and Marine. The Ministry is 
preparing another proclamation ordering 
the people not to obey Arabi Pacha. An 
employe of the Palace has gone to Kafr 
El Dewar with a letter dismissing Arabi 
from the Ministry.

Constantinople, July 25—Dervish Pacha 
has beerr entrusted with the organization 
of the expedition to Egypt. The comis- 
sariat was constituted to-day.

INDIAN TROOPS FOR EGYPT.
London, July 26__In the House of

Lords this afternoon, a motion to charge 
the expense of sending Indian troops to 
Egypt on the India revenue was agreed 
to.

Paris, July 26—The Government has 
chartered of the Cunard steamship Co. i 
upwards of ten thousand tons of ship­
ping.

London, July 26__ A proclamation
has deen issued summoning the reserves 
to assemble by August 2nd.

Col. Laurie’s offer in 1877 to 
raise a Nova Scotia regiment was very 
favorably received by the imperial 
authorities and the arrangements in 
anticipation of the organization were so 
far advanced that the Colonel was able 
to report that he could have his regi­
ment at full strength in barracks at 
Halifax within thirty days from the date 
he would be actually allowed to com­
mence enrolment.

CANADIAN NEWS.

Capt Lee? of the Privy Council depart­
ment at Ottawa, has fallen heir to *34,- 
000 by the death of his uncle in Toronto.

The Victoria Standard asks : “What wil 
become^ of the Chinese when work on the 
road has to be relinquished during the 
winter months ? 8.900 Chinese in one
locality, with more to arrive.”

The apple crop will be almost a total 
failure in the locality of Bowmanville. A 
small insect is killing the new growth and 
many trees are dying. The apples are 
falling in thousands to the ground.

Mary Woodruf, aged 16, John Griffin, 
aged 19, have eloped. The young man 
was a boarder at the house of the girl’s 
aunt. They have not been seen since 
Sunday. The police are making enquiries.

Mr. John Boyd, one of the five candi- 
didates for Parliamentary honors in Vic­
toria, B. C., says in his address to the 
electors, that there is danger of a massacre 
of the white population of the Province 
by the hordes of Chinese now there.

The Ottawa correspondent of the Maü, 
writes that papeq:—“It is possible, though 
not certain, that a change in the personnel 
of the Ministry will take place shortly, 
but the nature of the change, if it does 
take place, has not been made public.”

A Chinese company- is preparing to 
erect workshops and wharves at Victoria, 
B. X/'., to manufacture clothing, boots and 
shoes, tinware, cigars, etc., and enter into 
competition with the white firms. The 
intention creates a serious feeling of 
alarm, as white labor cannot compete 
with Chinese.

A number of cases of poisoning have 
occurred in Moncton, caused by eating 
canned corned beef, an article of diet 
prepared by several butchers of the town. 
It is not know whether the poison is 
chemical or whether the meat was putrid 
when put up. There are probably forty 
patients in all, several of whom had a 
narrow escape with their lives.

A gentleman just back from a tour in 
the North West says he met several 
disappointed Canadians returning from 
the country. They complained that 
every acre of good available land was 
grabbed up by the Syndicate, the Hud­
son Bay Company, land companies and 
speculators. All northern Dakota nearly, 
he says, is settled by Canadians driven 
back from Manitaba and the North 
West by the fatal policy of Canadian 
Government.

Those who have occasion to ship goods 
to Manitoba are in the best position to 
appreciate the beauties of railway monop- 
ly. Some time ago a wholesale firm in 
this city shipped a car load of goods to 
Winnipeg. It took them three weeks to 
get there, and the freight came to ten 
per cent, of the value of the goods. If 
the C. P. R. monopoly were broken up, 
freight would not be more than half what

For an illiterate country Egypt is pretty 
well supplied with newspapers. There 
are in Alexandria three dailies in French, 
two in Arabic, two in Italian and one each 
in Greek and English, aith circulations 
running up to *5,000. There are also six 
weeklies—two in French, two in Arabic, 
one in Italian and one English. Cairo, 
with its population of 350,000, has but 
two dailies, both in French, and four 
weeklies. Of the latter, Egyptian Eventt, 
in Arabic, is the government organ and 
has a circulation of 10,000. At Port Said, 
there are two French weeklies, and Suez, 
Ismalia and some other places have feeble 
apologies for a newspaper..

A despatch of the 25 th from St.Tliomas 
to the New York Herald says : “One of 
the assassins of Lord Cavendish has been 
arrested in Puerto Cabello. He gives the 
names of his accomplices. He has been 
sent to Caracas.”

Hoegg A Co.’s Canning Factory

As we stated a few days ago, Messers 
Hoegg & Co have commenced work in their 
canning establishment. The building used 
by them is situated on Geqzge street, and is 
what is known as the old school house.

The work at present is confined to making 
cans ; the canning will be commenced in a
few days. The cans are made as follows:_
For the body of the can the tin is cut in 
strips, the width of which equals the distance 
around the can. These strips are cut into 
pieces by a machine for the purpose.

The tops and bottoms of the cans arc cut 
by the same machine. This is a large cir­
cular iron tube, and is easily worked by a 
handle. F or cutting the tops another tube is 
screwed in the larger one. The shape is 
given to the can by being run between rollers, 
six being put through at a time.

The cans are then soldered together ; two 
are done at once. The tops "and bottoms are 
then floated on. The top is floated first, for 
which a larger sized cobbler is used than fer 
the bottom. The can is then ready for use. 
At present there are four making cans, and 
these put up 1,200 per day. When the can­
ning begins the factory will give employ­
ment to about thirty-five hands. Messrs. 
Hoegg & Co. expect to put up two thousand 
cans of corn a day. Last year corn was the 
only article canned ; this year in addition to 
corn they will can tomatoes and blueberries. 
At present there arc two boilers, and al­
though these are 7x4x4 feet each the firm ex­
pects to put in one or two more. When the 
canning is under way we will give our read­
ers an idea of the work. The reporter was 
informed that a market has been found for 
all the goods canned by this firm this year.

Such steps as these, beyond 
a doubt, indicate an improvement in the 
condition of the Indians of New Brunswick. 
To better their condition no agent has done 
more than Mr. Fisher, who has always 
displayed great zeal in bringing about any. 
thing that would tend to their moral, 
physical or intellectual improvement.

Cricket.—There is a prospect of the Fred­
ericton Cricket Club having a few matches 
this fall, if the Clnb gets in condition. Mr. 
Chas. Richards, the Secretary of the Club, 
has received a letter from St. John as to a 
convenient time to have a return match. No 
word has yet been received from the Moncton 
Club, but in all probability a match will be 
got on with them. Mr. Richards, on behalf 
of the Club, is trying to procure the field 
above Government House. If the Club ob­
tain that field, with little expense it can be 
made a good cricket ground.

Singular Case of Drowning.—Mr. James 
Alexander, Leicester, was drowned in his 
mill pond on Monday, while bathing. The 
body, when found, was standing erect in 
tbe water, with head slightly bent forward, 
sufficient to cover the face in the water, the 
crown or larger jàlrt of the hair being out of 
the water and not even wet. The depth of 
water was supposed to be 9 to 12 feet. An 
inquest before Dr. Black resulted in a ver­
dict of “accidental drowning,’’ probably 
caused by disease of the heart, from which 
he had been previously suffering. He leaves 

widow and six children.—Amherst Gazette.

Water Works.—The Water Works Com­
mittee have decided not to send one of their 
number to confer with the Holly and Water- 
ous Companies, but to conduct their 
nogotiations by correspondence. It would 
have been better for one or two of 
the Committee to have visited the 
Companies, if time is any object. 
It is not a little curious that the system of 
water works which have been adopted is that 
which the Colonial Farmer and Mr. John 
Richards advocated so strenuously several 
years ago. At the time the matter received 
a very great deal of discussion. Mr. Richards' 
proposition, made on behalf of the Water- 
ouse Company, was to lay mains on Queen, 
King, and Brunswick streets, and cross 
mains on all the cross streets to Charlotte, 
with fifty double fire hydrants, for $55,000. 
The estimate of the engineers, increasing the 
number of mains, by laying them on George 
and Charlotte streets, is $85,000. At the 
time there was a great out-cry because it was 
alleged that Mr. Richards was to make $10,- 
000 out of the operation, and it was so stated 
in a city journal. The senseless nature of 
the objections to the project which were 
made ot that time will now be understood.

Nisi Priub Sittings.—The adjourned Nisi 
Prius Sittings of the Supreme Court opened 
Monday, Judge Weldon presiding. The 
case which was taken up was that'of Stead­
man vs. Venning. This arises ont of the 
seizure of the plaintiff’s rods and fishing 
tackle, with which he was fishing on the 
Miramichi. It is one of three suits, the others 
having "been brought by Messrs. Phair and 
Hanson. The former of which was tried and 
resulted in favor of the plaintiff. Mr. E. L. 
Wetmore is counsel for the plaintiff on the 
present trial, and Mr. L. R. Harrison, Deputy 
Minister of Justice is counsel for the defen­
dant, who is the Inspector of Fishers for the 
Province, and acted as a government officer 

making the seizure complained of.
Tbe case of Steadman vs. Ven­

ning was concluded Tuesday morning. 
The defendant moved for a non-suit; 
but the motion was refused, and leave 
reserved to move again before the Supreme 
Court in banc. The Judge charged the jury 
strongly on the question of damages, and the 
jury returned a verdict for the plaintiff for 
$3,000. Hanson vs. Venning was then tried. 
The verdict in this case was $1,000. Stewart 
vs. Snowball was then taken up.

The Baptist Seminary.—The Baptist de­
nomination in New Brunswick have always 
taken considerable interest in educational 
matters, and nearly fifty years ago organized 
an Education Society for the purpose of 
maintaining a Seminary of learning at Fred­
ericton. In 1873 the Seminary was closed 
and the land and buildings sold to the Fred­
ericton School Trustees for $5,000, which 
was invested in School debentures. The in­
terest of these now amount to nearly half 
the principal, and is held by Mr. Charles F. 
Clinch, of Musquash, St. John, who acts as 
Treasurer of the Education Society. The de­
bentures are in the name of the Trustees of 
the Seminary, of whom Mr. A. F. Randolph 
is one.

An effort has been and is now being made 
by certain persons in St. John to procure the 
appropriation of these funds to the establish­
ment of a Seminary in St. John. In 1881 an 
attempt was made to get a vote of the Edu­
cation Society for that purpose ; but it was 
prevented by a protest from some leading 
members of the church in this city. In order 
to settle the matter Mr. R. H. Phillips of this 
city, who was for tnany years a Director of 
the Education Society, and its Secretary, has 
filed a Bill in Equity asking for an Injunc­
tion to restrain the appropriation of the 
funds to a Seminary outside of Fredericton 
and for a decree that the funds be held in 
trust for the establishment and maintenance 
of a Seminary in this city. On Monday an 
interim injunction was granted by the Chief 
Justice, which will remain in force until the 
15 th of September, at which date an applica­
tion will be made for a further injunction on 
notice to the parties interested. Mr. Charles 
H. Lugrin is the Solicitor for Mr. Phillips.

Canada Temperance Act.

The Toronto Globe sent a special corres­
pondent to Halton, Ontario, to report on 
the working of the Canada Temperance Act 
there. His observations arc summarized as 
follows “ Daring my peregrinations 
through the country I have taken pains to 
elicit the opinions of all sorts of people on 
the subject of the Act, and to observe its 
effect. Almost everywhere I have found the 
prevailing sentiment among disinterested 
parties either in its favor of lukewarm 
against it, and there seems to be a decided 
disposition to give it a fair trial. Men 
addicted to drinking before the inaugura­
tion of the Act, and who opposed its 
adoption strongly, have confessed to me 
their joy at its Working and their hope for 
its success. So far, of course, there has 
been little opportunity for a comparison of 
its effects upon the crime records of the 
county, but what there is, is in its 
favor. Drunkenness has, there can be no 
doubt, been greatly diminished. It has al­
most entirely done away with the treating 
system, for no hotel keeper in the county has 
had the hardihood to sell openly. The temp­
tations to the young has also been removed. 
From personal investigation I am aware that 
intoxicating liquors are still sold in consid­
erable quantities in the county. But this 
will, there can be no doubt, be greatly less­
ened by the strict surveillance of the tem­
perance detectives, and moreover it is not to 
be expected that absolute prevention of any 
crime will result from the enactment of any 
law. I believe that the enforcement of the 
Canada Temperance Act in Halton will be 
found to have a clarifying effect on the mor­
als of the community, and nowhere does 
there seem to be a brighter prospect for its 
ultimate i> access.

Harmony Clnb Excursion

A large number of persons collected Tues­
day morning to see the arrival of the ex­
cursionists. The train arrived at 11.15 with 
fourteen cars, having about 850 on-board. 
The excursion was accompanied by the Fusil­
iers and City Cornet Bands. As soon as the 
train arrived the majority of the excursionists 
went in town. It appeared evident that 
the St. John, people did not come expecting 
the thermometer to be 84 in the shade, as a 
number appeared carrying their overcoats. 
Nevertheless the day was delightful, and in 
the shades of the grove the breeze made it 
pleasant for those taking part in the sport. 
Cn arriving the 62nd Band went down 
to the Waverley Hotel and got dinner, 
the other remaining on the ground to fur­
nish music. Afterwards the other band went 
down.

Throughout the day the various sports 
were conducted. Among the sports were 
Ladies’ and Gents’ archery, racing, jumping, 
etc. The brace and bit produced consider­
able amusement. A game of base ball was 
played by two St. John clnbs. The brace 
and bit was won by M. McCarty. Thb 100 
yard run, prize a leather pocket book, was 
won by E. 0. Dugan. There were three com­
petitors, but Dugan had no trouble in mak­
ing way with them. Dugan was unknown 
and was indeed a “ dark horse." He is a 
splendid runner. The 200 yard foot race was 
won by him also.

The 1st prize in gents archery, a handsome 
silver-headed cane, was won by Mr. Good- 
ine ; the 2nd prize was a tie but in shooting 
off was won by H. A. Atherton. The prize for 
shooting in Hunter’s Rifle Gallery was won 
by H. Spiller. The standing jump was won 
by F. B. Meagher, of this city, jumping 12 
feet. In the Ladies’ Archery Mrs. T. W. 
Higgins won 1st prize, a pair of vases ; 2nd 
prize was won by Mrs. Ross.

The attendance on the grounds at no part 
of the day was large. Dancing was com­
menced about 4 o’clock but a small number 
“skipped tbe light fantastic” owing to the 
heat.

Too much praise caunot be given to the 
committee and the leader, Mr. A.G. Gorman, 
under whose management all the sports 
were conducted in an orderly way and 
very satisfactory to all concerned. The 
whole proceedings passed off quietly and 
pleasantly, more so than any thing of the 
kind that has taken place here for years. 
The train left at 6 o’clock.

An Action of Libel.

James H. Crocket Monday instituted 
an action for libel against Henry A. Crop- 
ley of the Capital, laying his damages at 
five thousand dollars. The cause of 
action is certain allegations recently 
made in the Capital reflecting upon Mr. 
Crocket’s habits of life. Those who have 
watched the manner in which the Capital 
has assailed every one, who did not see 
eye to eye with it, will not be surprised 
thàtfthis climax has been reached^ This 
is the result of the dragging of the 
private character of people into public 
discussions. Nothing ought to be more 
strenuously avoided than this, but the 
Capital has during the last six or eight 
months invariably attacked personally 
every person who questioned its opinions, 
or commented upon its political career. 
Its editor does not appear to have learned 
how to distinguish between discussing 
public men in their public capacity, and 
abusing them in their private relations. 
Tlie Herald has frequently felt called 
upon to point out to its contemporary 
that it was transgressing the bounds of 
journalistic propriety in these matters ; 
but all the thanks we got was abuse, and 
therefore we decided to let him alqne. 
He now has a libel suit on his hands, 
which he will probably find very un­
comfortable company whether he gains 
or loses it. How much better would it 
have been for him to have treated his 
contemporaries as they treated him, 
solely in his public capacity.

We hope with this action will come the 
end of this sort of writing. Perhaps no 
person has more reason to complàin of 
the treatment he has received, in this 
respect, than the editor of the Herald 
who has been personally maligned, time 
without number, by journals which, feel­
ing themselves unable to answer his argu­
ments or his arraignment of public men, 
have endeavored to dull their point by a 
resort to low abuse and vilification.

To show the length to which this vile 
personal abuse would be carried if certain 
persons had their way, we may mention 
that it was lately proposed by one of our 
city papers to publish a statement of 
alleged facts concerning a young journa­
list and a young lady, which would have 
utterly ruined the character of the latter. 
The article in question was written, but 
was afterwards suppressed.

Martin1» Preliminary Examination.

The examination of James Martin, charged 
with perjury, was held before Mr. Anderson 
yesterday. Mr. Wetmore appeared for the 
prosecution, Mr. Belyea for the defence. It 
was necessary to go to the gaol to take the 
evidence of Thompson, who is In custody on 
a charge of perjury. The magistrate will 
give his judgment to-day at 11 o’clock. The 
evidence is as follows :

Charles Buckingham, sworn — I know 
Thompson ; I live atFredericton Junction, 22 
miles from .here; I recollect the 30th June 
last; I saw Thomas Thompson that day at 
my place at Fredericton Junction ; I am sure 
of date ; it came on Friday, and Saturday 
was the 1st of July ; he left my place Monday 
after 30th ; he came on the Tuesday evening 
before 30th, about 4 o’clock ; be was at my 
place all day on the 30th.

Cross-examined—The 30th June was a 
warm day, a fine day ; he left my place Mon­
day, July 3rd ; I cannot fix the day by any 
other circumstance except that Saturday was 
Dominion day ; Dominion day was a nice, 
warm, pleasant day at the Junction ; Thomp­
son and I were home in the house most of the 
day ; he left my place a fortnight ago last 
Monday.

Re-examined—I think it was a fortnight 
ago last Monday he left my place, but I think 
it was July 3rd. . -

By Belyea—It was the Tuesday of the fol­
lowing week after tbe Monday he left my 
place he came back.

Mary E. Thompson, sworn : Thos Thomp­
son is my son : I recollect 30th June last; I 
reside in Fredericton; Thomas makes his 
home with me ; he was not home on Jnne 30 ;
I was home ; He left on Tuesday before June 
30th, to go to his grandmother’s at Frederic-. 
Junction ;. I did not see him again until Mon­
day after 30th, and June 30th Henry Mc­
Donald was at my place late In the afternoon, 
and inquired for Thomas.

Cross examined I only know it was the 
30th of June, because my little girl told me ; 
I don’t know whether it was fine or raining ; I 
can’t tell if it was a week or fortnight from 
the time be came from the Junction till he 
Went out again ; I don’t think it was a fort- 
night ; I don’t know how long ago it was 
since he came from the Junction,

Russell came to me to day to go as a 
witness ; He did not tell me anything.

George W McKillips : I know Thompson ; 
I live at F’ton Junction; I recollect June 
30th last ; it was on Friday ; I saw Thomp­
son that day in Chas Bcckingham’s house in 
the afternoon about one o’clock. I was in 
his company form 1 till 10 p. m ; Heniy 
McDonald'was not there ; I do not know 
him ; I saw him the Tuesday before at the 
Junction on the road ; I was not talking to 
him ; it was about 9 o’clock in the morning 
when I saw him on Tuesday.

Cross-examined—I know it was Friday ; 
I won’t swear it was not Saturday; I saw 
him; I won’t swear it was not July 7th I 
saw him ; I know nothing by which I can 
fix that day as June 30th ; I don’t know how 
many weeks ago if was since I saw Thomp­
son ; I don’t think it has been 4 weeks since 
I saw him ; I was not asked to come here-; 
I got on train to come to F’ton ; I saw 
Buckingham ; He told me to come and give 
evidence that I saw Thompson in his house 
on Friday June 30th.

Re-examined-Buckingham told me Thomp­
son was in a scrape here, and he told me he 
wanted me to give evidence as to when I 
saw him.

Thomas Thompson, sworn—I live in Fred­
ericton; I recollect Jnne 30 th last; I was not 
in Henry McDodald’s comyany that day; on 
June 30th I was at Fredericton Junction ; I 
went Tuesday before I returned the Monday 
following.

Re-examined—I think it will be four weeks 
next Tuesday since I went to the Junction ; 
I have no education and keep dates very well; 
I think I went out on Monday and returned 
the second time, and came back on Thursday » 
week ago to-morrow; I don’t think I was here 
overa week between my comingin and going 
out again ; I heard my grand-mother say, it 
was the last day of the month; I can’t tell 
the day of the month, from the calander 
George McKillips came in about 20 minutes 
before I went to bed—about eight or a little 
after ; He did not see me, I think ; I had no 
conversation with him ; I am positive of 
that; I was arrested Friday last by Vandine 
for perjury ; I said -a person was 
liable to make' a mistake about 
dates at any time ; I drove a heifer for Mr. P 
from Jewett’s ; It was the week before I went 
to the Junction ; I am positive it was before 
I went out ; the money he paid me I went to 
the Junction with ; Jouett was notât home.

Re-examined—I did not see McKillop in 
the afternoon of that day ; I remember the 
day of the excursion to Woodstock ; I heard 
of the day before ; I think it was here in the 
city. ______________

Who Roles Onr City.

An Ingenious Device for Tilu-Tapping-
A most ingenious invention for system, 

atic till-tapping was accidentally discover­
ed yesterday in the National State Bank, 
of Elizabeth, N. J. The contrivance has 
been in operation for about a year, and 
has netted the inventor $1,976. Frank 
Newcomb, the paying teller, while stand­
ing at his desk yesterday morning heard 
.a peculiar noise in his cash drawer. He 
■ur a black object moving in it and think­
ing it was a mouse shut the drawer quick, 
hut remembeing that if it was a mouse it 
would gnaw the bank-notes, he opened 
the drawer again and found that in- 
damming it to he had broken a slender 
cord. He took it out and saw that attach­
ed to it was a flat piece of lead shaped 
like a seal, and on the lower surface was 
a $20 bill." Investigation showed that 
within half an hour no less than thirteen 
bills aggregating $260 had been taken 
from the drawer. This cleared the mys­
tery which had surrounded the bank for 
some time and which had caused two 
paying tellers to resign because they could 
not make their accounts balance on 
several occasions. The janitor of the bank, 
tieo. W. Ackerman, alias Bennett, was 
suspected and arrested. He confessed 
that he had stolen the money and ex­
plained how the devise was arranged.

There is a gas-pipe hose in the floor 
which had never been plugged, and was 
immediately under the cash drawer. Over 
the centre of the drawer and directly into 
the bottom of the counter had been turn­
ed a screw ring or a “deadeye" as sailors 
know them, and another had been turned 
into the face of the counter, so that a cord 
mnning through both would work at right 
angles to itself and without a sound. The 
lead was fastened to the end of the string 
inside the deadeye over the door and to 
another string by which it could be pulled 
back to the hole in the floor. There 
could be nothing in sight and never was 
anything. The janitor sat in the cellar 
and worked the apparatus by sound, 
which told him when the paying-teller 
was at his desk. Every night the money 
was taken from the drawer, which was 
left open, and this gave Bennett the op­
portunity to arrange his device. Bennett 
has been janitor of the bank for many 
years and has had full control of the 
building. He is a veteran of the late war 
and earned a reputation for bravery. He 
was taken before a justice and committed 
for trial.

Reminiscence of 1649.

FATHER BRBBEBT, FOUNDER OF THE HURON 
MISSION—THE GREAT JESUIT MARTYR.

Mr. C. A. Hirschfelder, the archaeologist, 
has lately come across, while excavating 
in the ancient Huron country, an exceed­
ingly interesting relic of the early Jesuits 
in North America, a short historical 
account of which maybe of interest. The 
reeic dates previous to 1649, as in that 
year the Huron* or Wyandottes were 
nearly exterminated by their inveterate 
foes the Iroquois ; and Berbery, who was 
a missionary among them, was killed at 
the same time. The locality where he 
fell is in Men don te township, and is mark 
ed by a plain stone put up there a num­
ber of years ago. The particular relic 
which Mr. Hirschfelder refers to now is a 
rosary and was found quite near the spot 
where Brebery fell, and was undoubtedly 
in his possession either at the time of his 
death or shortly before. The rosary con­
sists of round beads of wood joined to­
gether by pieces of link wire attached to 
which is a crucifix which appears to be 
brass. The death of the great Jesuit 
martyr was an exceedingly sad one, and 
the tortures he bore -were something 
almost superhuman. It seems he was a- 
man of wonderful nerve, and no pain 
could either make him distort his face, 
or utter a groan, which so incensed the 
Iroquois that they could not think of any 
tortures cruel or painful enough. They 
cut off his earr, his nose, and even cut 
slices of flesh from his body, which they 
devoured before his eyes. They then got 
some boiling water and told him that as 
he baptized with cold, they would baptize 
him with warm water, and thus saying 
poured the boiling water over his head. 
Even this did not make him flinch, but 
he kept exhorting those around him to 
4*9 gravely j vlpjq in a rage they broke 
hi§ siçpll in with a tonwbswk, when his 
heart was torn out and eaten by thfl fersyçs 
so that they might imbibe some of his 
courage. In extenuation of the above 
horriblè tortures, I would simply state 
that they simply treated him from a 
religious point of view, and the Indian 
superstition is sueh that any person 
offending their religious customs and 
manners, are treated with the most 
inhuman brutality, and they even put 
themselves to the most incredible pains 
to become braves, and besides we must 
not judge them too harshly when we con­
sider how they had been treated by the 
whites ; and after all, if we compare their 
times with those of the dark ages, wo Will 
not find they are much worse than the 
whites Ik their different religious tortures, 
especially if we consider the difference 
between Christians and savages. Any 
relict pertaining to those Jesuits who 
willingly went among the Indians to die a 
martyr’s death for the cause of Christi­
anity, cannot but be of great interest to 
the public, and also exceedingly valuable 
for the sake of religious history.

Harems.

Owing to the nature of the institution 
our knowledge of harem life is entirely 
derived from the visits of European ladies. 
The Turkish authorities, it must be con. 
fessed, are very amiable in this respect, 
and little difficulty is experienced when 
the introductions are good. The Turk is 
commonly believed to be a sort of Blue­
beard. It is not so. Polygamy is not the 
rule, but the exception. The lower 
classes never have more than one wife, 
and it is only in the case of wealthy 
Pashas that- there are three or four wives, 
the latter number being legally allowed 
to eveiy Mussulman according to the 
Koran ; this is exclusive of almost any 
number of slaves and concubines. The 
husband must have no acquaintance, 
however slight, with women other than 
those of his own harem, and should he 
observe slippers outside of the harem 
door lie knows that ladies are visiting, 
and therefore cannot enter his own house. 
Then, again, if perchance he strolls 
through the bazaar, there must be no re­
cognition of any of his own women, al­
though they must be throwing away his 
money right and left in a most lavish way 
on silks and jewels. He must not say a 
word, and so strokes his bear-1 and passes 
on with an “ Inshallah” (please God) or 
“ Allah kerim” (God is great and merci­
ful), for now lie. knows only too well ho* 
the money goes! European ladies are 
the object of much attention and curi­
osity on the part of the women of a 
harem. Their dresses are felt,' they are 
pawed all over, and asked childish ques­
tions incessantly, for it must be remem­
bered that a large harem consists of wives 
and domestic slaves, the latter counted 
by hundreds.

A young English lady, seventeen years 
old, of great personal attractions and 
engaging manners, some time back 
visited a harem accompanied by her 
mother and friends. The women ques­
tioned her, and would not believe that 
she had no children, or even a husband. 
One of the wives, who took a great fancy 
to her, threw her arms around her neck’ 
and entreated her to stay with them 
forever. She could have any husband 
she liked, and even was so kind as to 
especially recommend her own, adding 
that she was sure lie would soon want 
another wife, and that she, the real wife, 
would much rather it was this nice 
English girl, as then there would always 
be the pleasure of having her as a friend 
and companion. Here was a most de­
cided offer. A firm refusal, however, of 
these honors caused much surprise and 
disappointment.

Resolved, That the Mayor and Council of 
the Town of Milljtown notify all persons so 
engaged that the law" will be strictly en­
forced, and to take due notice thereof and 
govern themselves accordingly, further 

Resolved,. That this board ask the co-op­
eration of the Town Councils of St Stephen, 
Upper Mills, and City of Calais, in enforcing 
the law against the illicit sale of intoxicating 
liquors in the several towns.—Courier.

Returned. — Messrs. Andrew Straton, 
Frank Straton, W Bliss Carman, and F reef 
St J Bliss, who left here two weeks ago on 
a trip up rivçr, arrived home Saturday. They 
came from Edmundston in canoes.

Bail was granted, McNally’s father and 
uncle becoming sureties.

St. John Elections.—The tone bf the St. 
John members over the election petitions is 
very warlike. A great deal of indignation is 
expressed because of the entirely unprece­
dented position in which Mr McLeod stands 
before the public.

Change ok Time Table.—A new time 
table takes effect on the New Brunswick 
Railway this morning. Most of the changes 
arc slight. Hereafter a mixed train will run 
up the line leaving Gibson at 7.30 a. m. For 
further particulars see advertisement.

Strawberry Festival at Belmont.—The 
strawberry festival at Belmont passed off 
satisfactorily to all persons attending it.

A Correction.—The Capital in its report 
of the proceedings in the Martin case makes 
a few errors which we think ought to be 
corrected.

According to notice, a special meeting *of 

the City Council was held Friday evening. 
The Mayor rpa4_ the different objects for 
which the meeting was convened.

A petition of Bond & Milden to allow per­
sons to come to the city to work on Baptist 
church, by his paying $50, without their 
paying taxes, was granted.

During the discussion a dispute arose whe­
ther the City Marshal had the right to claim 
his 25 per cent. The City Marshal asked 
leave to say a few words, but Aid. Farrell 
objected.

On motion the Report of the Water Com­
mittee was taken up section by section. The 
first section recommended the introduction 
of the direct pumping system.

Aid Farrell was somewhat undecided as to 
the system to be adopted. %

Aid Hall favored the Holly System.
Aid Wilson in an apparently conclusive 

process of reasoning showed the system re­
commended by the committee to be the best 
one by all odds.

Aid. Burchill said he fully agreed with 
what Aid Wilson said. He read an extract 
from a report which showed that the Gravi 
tation System often fails to furnish a neces­
sary supply. -

Aid Farrell craved the indulgence of the 
Council for a few minutes longer. In an 
eloquent speech m which he took the posi­
tion of the peoples’ champion. He advanced 
arguments why this matter should not be 
decided by the Council, and accordingly he 
moved as an amendment that a meeting of 
the citizens be called to express their opinion 
as to the means to be adopted.

Aid Tfiomas seconded the amendment.
Aid Simmons favored the Holly System
Aid Thomas said he was in favor of the 

Gravitation System.
The original motion was carried.
The second section, that the committee 

proceed to inquire into matter of procedure, 
was passed without discussion.

The report of the Wharf Committee was 
read. The committee recommended the 
wharf to he repaired at an expense of about 
$470. If this be done Messrs. Hill & Berry 
will lease the wharf for a number of years at 
$70 per year. The report was adopted and 
the committee ordered to ask for tenders.

The Administration of Justice Committee 
submitted report which was adopted,

Adjourned.

Madawaska Elections.—Mr. Lynott, the 
member elect for Madawaska, is very em­
phatic In his denial of the charges made 
against him in regard to his conduct at the 
St. Francis poll. lie will probably contest 
the matter with Mr. Theriault to the extreme 
end. ____________

Maritime Bank.—The branch of the Mari­
time Bank, opened on Monday last, has 
already begun to receive patronage. Mr. 
Ray is here yet and will remain until the 
Bank is fitted np and in thorough working 
order. Work was commenced on the vault 
Saturday.

Accident.—Thursday morning Sir. Thos. 
Plass, while engaged driving a mowing ma­
chine in the grounds of the Cathedral, met 
with a mishap which might have proven 
verv serious A stump which was hidden in 
the grass happened in the way of the ma­
chine, and had tin* effect of throwing Mr. 
Plass in such a position that it was necessary 
to put his hand near the knives to save him­
self. As soon ns he could he withdraw his 
band, but not before it had been badly cut. 
Dr. Dow dressed the cuts.

Overboard.—On Saturday morning a man 
named Douglas, who was working on the 
Lizzie G. loading hemlock bark, fell from 
the top of the bark in the river. Douglas, 
could not swim and there being nothing for 
him to catch hold of went down twice be­
fore a rope was thrown to him. Having 
caught the rope he was landed on board, and 
soon was all right again.

New Pavement.—The new pavement that 
is being put down between Carleton street 
and Wilmot’s alley will be done as follows : 
a layer of stone is pnt down on which is a 
layer of earth. This is rolled and hen 
another layer of stone such as is used for 
macadamizing, then a layer of gravel. This 
is rolled again and after a layer of cement is 
put on it, the sidewalk is completed.

A Question about Bank Bills.—A corres­
pondent writing from Sackville, wants to 
know where all the People’s Bank Bills came 
from which have flooded "Westmoreland 
County since the last election. We do not 
know anything about it, except that the 
Provincial Government keep their bank ac­
count at the above institution. Whether 
this will account for it we don’t know.

Customs Seizure.—Mr. Cudlip, Inspector 
of Customs, and Mr. O’Keefe, of the Customs 
Department of St. John, seized goods to the 
value of $1,200, in the possession of S. F. 
Shute, jeweller, on Saturday. Mr. Shute, 
however, was ignorant that the goods in his 
possession were smuggled in the Dominion, 
having bought them from a Montreal firm, 
on whom will fall any penalty attached 
thereto".

A Day after the Fair.—Our semi-weekly 
contemporary told its readers on Saturday 
that a petition against the return of Messrs.

Peppers’ books ; he 
said persons are liable to make mistakes ; he 
said he was sorry he came into town at all ; 
that he had walked 21 miles ; he did not 
know until he came in what they wanted of 
him, and it would have been better for Rus­
sell to have settled the thing himself. 

mary Jane m‘donald.
I am wife of Henry McDonald and reside in 

Fredericton ; I know Thomas Thompson ; on 
the 30th of June last I was in the house where 
I lived, on King street in this city ; I saw the. 
prisoner that day ; he was into my place 
about two or three o’clock ; he was in about 
an hour and a half ; this was a week before 
my husband was arrested ; he was arrested 
a fortnight ago to-day ; Thompson was into 
my place on the Sunday after the day I have 
spoken of : he was into my place three differ­
ent times.

JAMES martin.

I live in Fredericton ; 1 am a laborer; re­
member the last day Of last June ; I know 
prisoner ; did not see him that day ; I saw 
him on Sunday, July 2d, in Henry McDonald’s 
house in this city ; it was a wet Sunday; he 
was talking to Henry about going away to 
work at Millville, peeling bark ; [ did not 
see him again till the 11th July; 1 was ar­
rested last night by u man named Jacob Bar­
ker ; he and Russell told me on the way to 
Anderson’s that it would be better for ns 
and Russell and Thompson if I would not 
stick to the date I gave in at Marsh’s Court ; 
I said whatever I said I will stick to ; I will 
speak the truth if I die by it ; Barker repeated 
the same thing to me in gaol this morning 
and also on the way to Anderson’s office this 
morning ; I am positive about the 2d of July ; 
Mrs. Cochrane, Mrs. McDonald and her hns, 
band were also tljere.

Suicide in St. John.—On Friday evening 
last an unknown man committed suicide in 
St. John by j umping over Merritt’s wharf Into 
the water, where he wrs quickly drowned. 
His remains where grappled for and found 
with little difficulty and forthwith taken to 
the dead house. Inquiries were then made, 
in order to find out whot the man’s name was. 
This proved to be Daqiel McCarty, brother of 
a Mrs. McCarty, who keeps a sailor’s board­
ing house on Germain street. From Mrs. 
McCarty it was learned that Daniel McCarty 
was a gardner by trade, and formerly em­
ployed by Hon John Robertson. He has 
been in the Stateqfor some time, and returned 
to St. John on the 15tli inst. On Tuesday 
evening when 1te entered Mrs. McCarty’s 
house he was cut and bleeding, but could not 
tell where he was when it happened. Some 
time ago lie received an injury on the head, 
and since then when he was drinking. The 
liquor appeared to set him crazy.

Deceased was about 45 years of age. Coro­
ner Earle held an inquest on the remains on 
Saturday.

Hymeneal.—The marriage of a Fredericton 
yr.ung lady, Miss Hattie Barker, daughter of 
Capt. Jas. McD. Barker, is thus noticed in 
Andrew’s “ American Queen,” New York :—

On Thursday, June 22nd, at the “Bristol,” 
No. 55 West Eleventh street, the marriage of 
Mr. N. H. Brinton and Miss H. II. Barker^was 
solemnized. The Rev. Mr. Kranz officiated. 
The bridesmaids were Miss A. M. Gibson, 
Miss Clara Estcy and Miss Ada Estev. Mr. 
L. Estcy. a cousin of the bride, gave her 
away. The ushers were Mr. Currie and Mr. 
Ozier, who discharged their duties in a very 
creditable manner.

The bride looked charming in her beautiful 
wedding robe, composed of white moire, cut 
en princesse, with court train, with a box- 
plaited ruche and trimmings of point duch­
esse lace with pearls, and floral ornamenta­
tion of pond lillies and lillies of the valley. 
The bridesmaids were becomingly dressed, 
and the floral decorations of the house were 
exceedingly handsome and unique.

A reception was tendered by Mr. and Mrs. 
Davis, ot the Bristol, as a compliment to the 
fair bride. The supper was one of the best. 
The bridal presents were costly and numer­
ous, consisting of silver-ware, gems of art, 
diamonds, etc. ; in fact an indescribable as­
sortment of pleasant remembrances in the 
shape of gifts.

Martin’s Case.—The habeas corpus id 
Martin’s case was argued before the Chief 
Justice on Saturday. Mr. Lugrin contended 
that the prisoner was illegally imprisoned. 
Barker, who arrested him, not having been 
a constable. Therefore, he argued, the Ma­
gistrate had no right to remand him. . That, 
even if the arrest were regular, the remand 
was not valid, being made for no good cause, 
and to an improper person. That, not being 
properly in arrest, Martin was justified in es­
caping, and that Long had no right to retake 
him. That the warrant was exhausted "when 
the first remand was made, and Long had no 
right to act under it at the time of the second 
arrest.

Mr. Wetmore contended that Barker was 
de facto a constable, and his acts were to be 
deemed legal. That it was not necessary to 
show why the remand was made. That, if 
the first arrest was void, the second one was 
legal, and that although Long might be lia­
ble for false imprisonment for having de­
tained Martin in his custody, the fact that 
he had, since the Judge’s order was served 
upon him, taken the prisoner before the Jus- 
ice and obtained a verbal remand rendered 
his custody of the prisoner legal.

The Chief Justice stated that he would re­
quire to give the question some considera­
tion, and as he would be absent from the 
city would not be able to give judgment 
before Monday morning.

Police News.—In the Police Court Thurs­
day the Russell ease was resumed.

Mr. Wetmore, Counsel for the defendant, 
made application for the privilege of bring­
ing two witnesses to disprove the statements 
made by Mrs. Cochran and James Martin. 
The Police Magistrate refused to hear the 
evidence and adjourned the case until Mon­
day morning, when it will be concluded.

The case of Newton Lee, for violating the 
Canada Tempe ranee Act, was next called. 
Two witnesses were called, who testified to 
having got liquor there. Lee did not put in 
an appearance, so the case was adjourned 
until Saturday.

The case of Newton Lee was concluded 
Saturday morning. Loe was lined S30 and 
costs or two suu:it::5 jail.

An Exciting Scene.—On Thursday even­
ing Isabell Cochrane and James Martin were 
arrested on a charge of perjury by Jacob 
Barker. They were brought yesterday before 
Andrew Anderson, the Justice of the* Peace, 
before whom the complaint was made. At 
the door of the Court they were met by Mr. 
Lugrin, counsel for the prisoners, who asked 
Barker by what right lie held the party in 
custody. Barker replied that he was a con­
stable of the County of York. Mr. Lugrin 
told him he was not, and told the prisoners 
that Barker had no right to detain them in 
custody. The prisoners thereupon went 
away. Barker at once went to Mr. Wetmore, 
who was acting for the prosecution, and 
asked him what he should do. Mr. Wetmore 
said lie would decline to mix himself up in 
any arrest. William Russell then came along 
and said to Barker. “Come along ; I will 
stand between you and all harm.” They 
then went down after the late prisoners, 
whom they overtook opposite the Queen 
Hotel. A scuffle ensued between Mrs. Coch­
rane and Martin, on the one part, and Barker 
and Russell on the other. Before it was 
over Mr. Lugrin again came upon the scene, 
and told Barker to produce his papers if he 
was going to make an arrest, 
had no papers here. In the meantime lie and 
Russell lutd let them prisoners go. who went 
quietly to their homes. For a time there was 
considerable excitement on the street.

The prisoner was committed in default of 
Bail.

Both votes were un­
favorable to the Government.

A Colossal Suit__The case of John P.
Farley, former Receiver of the St. Paul * 
Duluth Railway, vs. James G. Hill, R Kit- 
son, and a Canadian capitalist, the pre­
sent owners of the road now known as the 
St. Paul, Minnesota & Manitoba Railw^, 
and the case of Sohlgaars Stocker and 
Miss Chort, trustees, and the Dutch bond­
holders of the same responsibility, against 
J. S. Kennedy, a former trustee, were de­
cided on Saturday, 15 th, by Judges IVeaft 
and Nelson, of the Federal Bench, who 
decreed that the bills should be dismissed. 
The cases directly involved from $15,000,- 
000 to $20,000.000. In the suit of Farley 
against Hill, Kittson and others, the com­
plainant sued on the equity side of the 
docket for one-third of the profits accru­
ing from the transaction to which he was 
a party on the ground that he had fur­
nished the inside information while 
Receiver as to where the bonds could be 
controlled. The respondents defended 
on the ground that if he did do as claimed 
he had betrayed his trust, and could not 
recover in Equity, and that it appears that 
the courts held. In the other casei the 
Court sustained Kennedy on the ground 
that lie had acted according to his on- 
tract within the meaning of the law.

Shortly after the Queen’s recent depar­
ture from Balmoral, an inquisitive A men 
can newspaper correspondent in London 
asked Mr. Lowell, the American Minis­
ter, to get her a ticket to Her Majesty’s 
private apartments at Windsor. “Wha t 
for?” demanded he ; “you don't mean to 
say that you would write a description of 
her upholstry ?’" The correspondent ad­
mitted that such was her intention, “be­
cause people were always interested in 
such things.” “Well,” said Mr. Lowell, 
“I would not write such things to please 
people. I would starve first. No, I will 
not get you a ticket to the Queen's private 
apartments. I do not believe in such 
things. Write about the things you see 
in the streets, write about anything or 
everything, but leave upholstry and fur­
niture alone.”

This season will be the most remark 

able in the history of this young bat won­
derful city. In every direction buildings 
ranging from the humble shanty (de­
signed for a rear addition to a more 
stately building to be afterwards erected) 
to magnificent brick blocks and elegant 
family mansions are towering heaven­
wards. In one of ndy early letters last 
winter I stated that estimates were given 
me by builders and others, in which it 
was shown that at least $5,000,000 would 
this year be expended on building ac­
count within the city limits and its sub­
urbs. Building operations have been 
carried on since January in all parte of 
the city. I am now assured that the sum 
previously named will be more than cov­
ered ere the new year sets in. Certain 
it is that had the snow and water block­
ade not interfered with the only means 
of transportation this growing city is pos­
sessed of, thereby preventing the possi­
bility of obtaining building supplies, com­
pletely paralyzing contractors, and keep­
ing hundreds of honest workingmen idle, 
hundreds of new buildings would already 
have been added to the spreading bounds 
of the city. There is no checking to 
such blockades, and they are as likely as 
not to recur every year. This season’s 
bitter experience will have the effect of 
stimulating the inhabitants not only of 
Winnipeg, but those of the whole Prov­
ince} to agitate and insist upon increased 
means of transportation to and from the 
city,and by independent lines of railway. 
Main street, extending from the Assin- 
boine Bridge to a considerable distance 
beyond the railway crossing towards 
Kildonan, is at present undergoing a 
complete transformation.

OLD FORT GARRY DISMANTLED.
Last wipter a party of capitalists pur­

chased from the Hudson Bay Company 
the buddings and grounds known as Fort 
Garry, and immediately set aboqt 
demolishing the buildings and straighten­
ing out Main street to the Assiniboine 
Bridge. The Corporation exchanged 
ground with the enterprising Syndicate 
who undertook the improving of this por­
tion of the city. Many had hoped that 
the oity or province would have made an 
effort to maintain at least part of the Old 
Fort, around the battlements of which 
such stirring and tragic events had occur­
red in the early days of the country’s 
settlement. The site has passed into the 
hands of the speculator, who, in his ruth­
less greed for gold, will shortly raise the 
whole scene to bare mother earth. Thus, 
the historic spot will pass forever from 
the gaze of human eyes. The present 
buildings will be replaced by more stately 
ones, in unison with the value of ground 
and the locality, which will be a choice 
one for private residences and offices for 
the retired nabobs who last year made 
their pile out of Winnipegs “valuable” 
dirt.

HUNDREDS OF TENTS
are to be found everywhere between 
Portage-avenue and the railway. Some 
of these are just of sufficient size to ac­
comodate one person» Others are accom­
modating as many as one hundred with 
board and lodging. In many a general 
merchandise business is being carried on. 
Here one can find every conceivable 
article necessary in domestic economy, 
from a needle to a waggon, reaping 
machine, aud cooking stove. Whole 
families are at present living in this state. 
Amusing, indeed, are the sights to be seen 
around these tents washing, especially so 
if occupied by men. Cooking, washing, 
mending of clothes, and darning of hosiery 
appear to be the chief amusement with 
many fine-looking fellows, who have come 
to this country with the determination to 
make money and -carve out homes for 
themselves.

Thackeray's picture of the abject ser- 
>vility of the British public is as absolutely 
true now as it was forty years ago:

Suppose he is a nobleman of a jovial 
turn, the public will sympathize good- 
naturedly with his amusements, and say 
he is a hearty, honest fellow. Suppose 
he is fond of play and the turf, and has a 
fancy to be a blackleg, the public will 
fawn on him, and many honest people 
will court him, as they would court a 
housebreaker if he happened to be a 
Lord. Suppose he is an idiot, yet, by the 
glorious constitution, he is good enough

ceedingly popular ; or a rogue, and yet 
excuses will be found for him. Snobs

That FIX-

WHÈRE THE PROLIFIC UTTTLE PEST BREEDS.

As “fly time” approaches every house­
keeper wonders how the increasing 
swarms of pests multiply so rapidly. The 
eggs, mere whitish specks to the unaided 
eye, are laid in little agglutinated piles 
in warm manure or in decomposing 
vegetation, especially that about our 
stables and bard yards. From 80 to 100 
are laid at a time, and probably at three 
or four different intervals by the same 
fly, though on this point we have no 
exact data. Within 24 hours in summer 
they hatch into footless maggots, which 
after rioting in filth till their tender 
skins seem ready to burst from repletion, 
become full fed in less than a week, and 
descending into the earth, or sheltering 
under some old board, contract to brown, 
shining objects rounded at both ends, 
and technically known as pupaira. With­
in the darkness of this hardened skin 
profound changes rapidly take place,and 
the insect passes through the pupa to 
the perfect state, and finally, in about 
five days, the anterior end of the pupa- 
rium is pushed off, and the fly quickly 
crawls out. At first it Ls pale and its 
wings are crumpled and useless, but 
these soon expand, and suddenly, with­
out any practice or teaching, the new 
fledged fly wings its way to our table to 
mock your displeasure—to share your 
repast. The length of time required 
frdm hatching to maturity varies with 
the season and temperature, but will not 
exceed ten days in summer, while the 
life of the perfect fly lasts about three 
weeks of the same season. As cold 
weather approaches propagation ceases, 
and the older flies perish. A few of the 
more vigorous females, however, retreat 
to some nook or cranny, where, in a state 
of torpor, they survive until the ensuing 
season—links 'twixt the summer gone 
by and to come. The insect may also 
hibernate in the pupa state in the ground 
In rooms kept continuously warm, or in 
more Southern latitudes, the fly remains 
active all winter, and our palace sleeping 
cars bring them daily to us from Florida
during the coldest months of the year__
Scientific American.

A Belgian watchmaker, M. Dardnue 
has invented a clock which by a liberal 
stretching of the term is called a per­
petual motion clock. The contrivance 
used to secure perpetual motion is a small 
anemometer or wind-gauge, which, by its 
revolution, takes up the slack of the chain 
of the clock as it runs down. A ratchet 
prevents the motor from running the 
wrong way, and stops the motor when the 
clock is fully wound. If the inventor will 
now invent some means of ensuring the 
existence of a breeze, he will have earned 
a title to a great fortune.
