CHEESE FACTORIES.
How They are Supervised in Ontario - 

T. B. MlUer’s Report.

I commenced my duties on the 20th of 
April, at the Tavistock dairy school, and 
remained there assisting Mr. Bell till the 
first part of June, then the work of inspec­
tion began. Mr. Bell received applica­
tions from fifty-one factories. I visited 
fifty of these and Mr. Bell the other one, 
as I could not get to it as soon as they 
wanted me.

In the course of my duties I travelled 
4,000 by train and drove 825 miles. I 
tested 3,953 samples of milk with the 
Quevenne Lactometer, and 1,130 samples 
with Dr. Babcock’s milk test, making a 
total of 5,083 tests.

The poorest sample of milk that I re­
ceived for inspection tested four-fifths of 
one per cent butterfat, and the beet sam­
ple tested 5.20 per cent butterfat. Daring 
the months of May, Jane, July and Au­
gust, samples taken from the vats tested 
from 3.40 to 3.80 per cent butterfat. Then 
in the months of September, October and 
November, samples taken from the vats 
tested from 3.80 to 4.20 per cent butterfat.

I went to the farms of ten patrons to 
get samples of milk as drawn from the 
cows. I laid information before magis­
trates against these ten patrons for tam­
pering with their milk. They all admit­
ted the charges and paid the penalty 
without going into a trial, the fines run­
ning from five to twenty-five dollars and 
costs. Seven of these charges were for 
diluting with water and three for taking 
cream. I found only one of these cases in 
a factory where the inspector had visited 
last year; in the other cases there had 
not been any inspection at the factories 
for some years. There were cases in 
the county of Norfolk, three in Middlesex 
and two in Lambton.

I wrote fifteen letters to patrons regard­
ing the quality of their milk, and as far as 
I can learn from directors and cheese- 
makers, there was an improvement in 
every case. I found the milk on the 
whole much better quality than last year, 
and attribute a greal deal of the increase 
in butterfat to the influence of the Bab­
cock test. I found quite a number of 
these milk testers in the factories this 
season.

The Babcock test is a wonderful food to 
raise the per cent of butterfat in the ordin­
ary cheese factory. Corn ensilage, oil 
cake and meal is very good, but they are 
out of sight when compared with the 
Babcobk test. In comparing the reports 
of 1892 with those of 1891,1 found in al­
most every case that the average for 1892 
was higher than 1891. The Babcock test 
has become a general favorite, because it 
never, never tells a lie, but gets there 
every time. It is surprising the amount 
of respect these cream thieves and water 
vendors have for this test. They will say :
“ Well, I did not do anything with the 
milk, but, if the Babcock test indicates 
that it was wrong, I believe that some one 
must Lave been at it,” and they are will­
ing to pay the fine imposed rather than 
go into a trial. I would strongly recom­
mend the managers of every cheese 
factory to get a Babcock test ; have a few 
samples of milk tested every day, and be 
sure to keep a record of the test The 
majority of the factories that I visited 
might be classed as clean, others not as 
clean as they should be, and a few very 
dirty and untidy. In calling the atten­
tion of the cheesemakers to this matter, 
some of them would say that the price for 
making was cut so low that they could 
not afford to hire help enough to keep the 
factory as clean as it should be kept.

I found a number of making-rooms that 
were unfit for the manufacturing of cheese. 
The floors and gutters were leaking, and 
pools of whey standing under the factory; 
while these things exist it will be impos­
sible to have nice, clean, flavored cheese.

Quite a number of the patrons pay very 
little attention to the straining or aeration 
of their milk. I would say to these pat­
rons, that this milk is to be manufactured 
into food for human consumption, and it 
should be handled as carefully as the milk 
that is used on their own tables. The 
patrons have a great deal to do with the 
quality of the cheese ; they handle the 
raw material, and if that becomes tainted 
or partly sour, it is almost impossible for 
a cheese-maker to make a first-class article 
out of it.

With regard to the cleaning of the milk 
cans, I am sorry to say that a number of 
patrons pay very little attention to this, 
especially in those sections where the 
whey is returned to the patrons. I know 
for a fact that some of the cans are left 
standing with the whey in them till six 
and seven o’clock in the evening. I have 
helped some patrons carry in a can of 
whey at six o’clock, saw them empty the 
whey, and wash the can with two or 
three quarts of warm water, then strain 
the milk into it at once. While patrons 
are so indifferent about taking care of 
their cans, it will be impossible for them 
to keep their milk in proper condition. I 
would urge the managers to provide some 
way of feeding the whey at the factory, 
and not allow it to be returned in the 
cans on any account, as it is one of the 
greatest evils in connection with our in­
dustry. Out of the fifty-one factories in­
spected, forty-one of these return the 
whey in the cans, the other ten feed it to 
hogs somewhere near the factories. This 
is a very bad state of affairs indeed ; if 
we cannot do away with this evil entirely, 
those who return the whey should at least 
be in the minority.

With regard to the making of cheese, I 
found that a number of our cheesemakers 
mature their milk too much before setting. 
The test we used at Tavistock dairy school 
was one dram of rennet extract and eight 
ounces of milk at 86°, and have this coag­
ulate in about eighteen or twenty seconds. 
A number of the cheesemakers were using 
the same quantities of rennett and milk, 
and having it coagulate in 11 or 12 seconds. 
By maturing the milk to this degreee, it 
becomes partially sour and will develop 
bad flavors. If this milk was set at 18 or 
20 seconds, it would be much easier 
handled and a finer quality of cheese 
could be made from it.

I would advise every cheese maker to 
get a dram measure for the rennet, and 
an eight ounce glass for the milk, and just 
use them for testing the vats. Use the 
rennet test every day with every vat, then 
you will know exactly where you are be­
fore you start the process of manufac­
turing.

In the fore part of the season, and es­
pecially in the month of June, a number 
of the cheesemakers were troubled with 
open cheeses. By inquiring into the mat­
ter I found in the majority of cases that 
they Were not maturing their curds as 
long as they should, and were putting it 
to press too warm. Some were putting 
their curds to press at a temperature of 91° 
to 92° ; this temperature is altogether too 
high. To overcome this difficulty, after

dipping the curd keep it warm till the 
time of milling ; mill early, air and mature 
the curd well before salting, and not put 
it to press at a temperature above eighty- 
five0. By this method a firm, close, 
meaty cheese can be obtained.

I found that quite a number of our 
makers were developing too much acid in 
the whey, some of them dipping their 
curds with half to three-quarters of an 
inch of acid. This is a great mistake. I 
do not think that it is possible to make-a 
fine, meaty cheese out of a curd that had 
developed three-quarters of an inch of 
acid m the whey. I do not want more 
than one-quarter of an inch of acid in the 
whey for any curd, and in the forepart of 
the season better results can be obtained 
with one-eighth of an inch, or less of acid.

On testing the thermometers used in 
the factories I found that a great many of 
them were not correct, some of them 
being as much as 4° too low, while others 
were that much too high. Every cheese 
maker should get a tested thermometer 
and keep it for testing the ones in use.

With regard to knives and mills, there 
are a number of these in use that are quite 
unfit to work with. Quite often you will 
find a curd knife with half of the blades 
loose(-vnd some of them missing altogether; 
with T knife of this description curd can­
not be cut properly. Now I do not blame 
the managers for this. Every cheese- 
maker should take interest enough in his 
work to see that his knives are in proper 
condition to do first class work. I think 
that I have used every kind of curd mills 
daring the past season, from the old peg 
mill of twenty years ago up to the latest 
improved ones. Some of them would 
cut the curd properly, while others would 
tear and grind it all to pieces.

Some of the makers pay very little at­
tention to the appearance of their cheese. 
In some maturing rooms you will find 
cheese all shapes and sizes; they have 
been pressed too quickly, and not turned 
in the hoops in the morning. The result 
is anything but satisfactory — crooked 
cheese with projecting shoulders. When 
I would speak to the makers about these 
things they would say, “Well, it does 
not look very nice, but the buyers do not 
object ; ” and as long as they get them off 
their hands they do not seem to care. 
Although there are some makers that are 
careless and indifferent, yet I am pleased 
to be able to say that we have a number 
that are first class makers in every res­
pect. They not only make a first class 
article, but are anxious to learn more. To 
these 1 would say, “ Keep on in this way, 
and yon will show the others that they 
will have to pick up or they will be left 
behind in the race.”

COVERED BRIDGE.
April 12.—The boys are all home from 

the woods and candy and surprise parties 
are thç order of the day. It is whispered 
that at the last party the surprise was the 
other way.

Wm. Fraser has finished hauling his 
logs from the yards, he has a fine lot of 
lumber on the brows, he also loaded sever­
al cars with wood last winter. Bill is a 
hustler, he is now busy breaking his land­
ings so as to get his lumber to market 
with the first rash.

The pie social and concert held in the 
school house here, on the seventh was a 
very successful affair, much praise is due 
the teacher Miss A. Jarvis, and her able 
assistants the three bachelor trustees who 
reared no pains to make this one of the 
best of the season.

The young ladies are very much pleased 
with the prices realized for their pies 
which sold at an average price of two dol­
lars each. The total receipts of the even­
ing were nearly one hundred dollars. 
Every body seemed well pleased especially 
the senior trustee who was seen hobnob­
bing over a big pie with the belle of a 
neighboring parish.

Jas. McDonald has commenced building 
a new house, Wm. Read is driving the 
carpenter work, the boys are wondering 
what Jim wants of a house'1, he says he is 
going to keep bachelor’s hall. That’s too 
thin Jim!

John Pond was here today engaging 
men to go to Burnt Hill to drive for Mr. 
Welsh, he offers big wages.

The section men of no. 4 section, have 
got a new hand car, one of the kind call­
ed a pumper. They are very proud of 
their new steed.

Wm. Forbes gave hie hand a very bad 
gash a few days ago while mortising a 
board with a half inch chisel, the board 
canted and he drove the chisel nearly 
through his hand, he is doing as well as 
can be expected.

Daniel Fraser is busily engaged getting 
out lumber to build the new bridge over 
McCallum Creek, for which he has the 
contract.

The formers are very busy hauling 
potatoes to the station where they get 
one dollar and thirty cents per barrel.

HARVEY STATION.
April 13.—There has been for some 

time past considerable talk of starting a 
cheese or a butter factory in this neigh­
borhood. Several parties were anxious to 
go into this industry but could not get the 
formers to guarantee a sufficient supply 
of milk many of them being shy about 
engaging their milk for the length of time 
required. Wm. Lister has at last succeed­
ed in engaging the necessary supply and 
has began the erection of a butter factory 
at Swan’s Corner. The plan on which 
Mr. Lister is to work is to return the bat­
ter along with the skimmed milk to the 
formers, charging at a fixed rate per pound 
for making the butter. He is to be com­
mended for his enterprise and should re­
ceive every encouragement.

The ladies of the sewing circle, who 
have been working to procure funds for 
the erection of a church at the Station, 
have decided to begin building the church 
during the coming summer. They have 
appointed Dr. Keith, Thos. Robison and 
A. E. Saunders, as a building committee. 
Building material has been ordered and 
the work of erection will begin in a short 
time.

Andrew Atcheeon, and Bert Coburn, of 
Houlton, who were spending a few days 
among their friends and relations here, re­
turned home on Wednesday.

At Tweedside on Wednèsday March

A grand banquet was given at the palace 
last night to celebrate King Alexander’s 
success in passing the examination pre­
scribed for Servian students. M. Ristich 
and Gen. Belimarkovitch, the Regents, 
and all the Ministers of State were present 
and also a large number of the friends 
and supporters of the Regents.

For many months the situation in Servia 
had been critical owing to the alleged ab­
use of power by the Regents and State 
officials, and the King had determined to 
take the reins in his own hands. Plans 
were therefore secretly laid by means of 
which the Regents and the ministry 
would be ousted without opportunity for 
opposition.

The Regents and Ministers unsuspect­
ingly attended the banquet, and while 
they were enjoying themselves at the 
palace detatchments of soldiers and bodies 
of police took possession of the Ministers 
houses and occupied the government build­
ings.

At midnight, while the festivities were 
still in progress, King Alexander pro­
claimed that he had attained his majority 
and that he had assumed, with the skupts- 
china, the government of the country. As 
a matter of fact, the King has not attained 
hie majority. According to the Servian 
law h e does not become of age until he is 
18 years old, and he will not be 18 for 
considerably more than a year.

The details of the coup d.etat were 
carried out with remarkable swiftness 
and simplicity. The Regents and the 
Cabinet Ministers were seated at dinner, 
the King presiding. After the third 
course the King rose and said to the Re­
gents.

“Gentlemen, for four years you, in my 
name have administered the Kingly pow­
er. I thank you heartily for the trouble 
you have taken. I now feel able to ad­
minister the power myself, and will ex­
ercise it from this moment. I beg you, 
therefore, immediately to hand me your 
resignations.”

M. Ristich replied that he could not 
and would not comply with the King’s re­
quest, which was contrary to the constitu­
tion.

The King thereupon left the room and 
sent an aide-de-camp to demand the resig­
nations of the Ministers. As they all re­
mained obdurate he ordered them to leave 
the Old Palace and go to the New Palace 
to pass the night. In the morning they 
were conveyed to their own residences 
under guard.

The Servian army is loyal to the King. 
After the issuing of the proclamation, and 
long before daybreak, the King went to 
the barracks, where the troops were under 
arms, and was received with joyous ac­
clamations and many expressions of loyal­
ty.

In the proclamation, issued throughout 
the country today, Alexander declares 
that the constitution has been lately in 
sore jeopardy, the rights of the citizens im­
perilled, and the constitutional position of 
Parliament eo abased that the King must 
end the unhappy condition of affaire. He 
therefore declares that he has come of age 
and has assumed kingly power. Hence­
forth, the proclamation adds, the Servian 
Constitution acquires its full significance! 
the Regents have been deposed, the 
Cabinet dismissed, and a new Ministry 
appointed. M. Dokitch, is the New Prime 
Minister.

The Ministry which the King has driven 
from power is composed of Liberals.

This morning the King issued a decree 
dissolving the Skuptschina, and writs for 
new elections have been sent to the various 
constituencies. This shows that the prep­
arations for the coup d’etat must have 
been completed some time ago. The new 
elections will be held on April 30.

At 11 o’clock this morning the King, 
accompanied by many military and State 
officials ; went to the cathedral, where a 
“ Te Deum ” was sung in celebration of 
his accession to the throne. A salute of 
101 guns was fired from the ramparts.

So for the act of the king appears to 
meet with the approval of the populace. 
The shops are closed in honor of the event 
and the 'streets are thronged with people 
discussing the event. Upon the conclus­
ion of the religious services at the cathe­
dral the king returned to the palace and 
the people on the streets gave him an 
ovation ; many of them followed him to 
the palace, where they cheered until he 
appeared upon a balcony and thanked 
them for their demonstrations of loyalty. 
He promised to guard the constitution, 
and to secure to the people the full enjoy­
ment of their rights.

To-night the king’s assumption of pow­
er was celebrated with a torchlight pro­
cession and general illuminations.

Vienna, April 14.—The Neue Freie 
Presse commenting to-day upon the over­
throw of the Servian regents and minis­
try, says that plans to bring about this 
end were arranged between ex-king Milan 
and M. Dokitch, the newly appointed Bul­
garian prime minister, during a visit of the 
latter to Milan in Paris last week.

The paper adds that Queen Natalie, who, 
it will be recalled, is the daughter of a 
colonel in the Russian army, was received 
by the Czar at Lividia yesterday. This 
incident is believed to portend the re-es- 
tablishment of Russian influence at the 
Servian court, and a consequent reopening 
of the Eastern question.

The receipt of the intelligence that king 
Alexander of Servia had deposed the re­
gents and taken upon himself the full 
powers of a king, caused a sharp fall in 
Servian and other European securities on 
the bourse here.

London, April 14—The Vienna cor­
respondent of the Times says :

“ The wording of king Alexander's 
proclamation is quite in the style of ex- 
king Milan, and the fact that the army 
supported the coup d’etat affords further 
proof of Milan’s prompting Alexander, 
the military always having been loyal to 
the ex-king. There is good reason to re­
gard the coup d’etat as a salutary issue 
from a critical and dangerous situation, 
the regents having interpreted the consti­
tution in an arbitrary sense by turning 
the elections in favor of the liberals.

“ There is no doubt that the country 
was rapidly drifting into civil war.”

Budapest!!, April 14 — Ex-king Milan 
passed through this city this afternoon 
en-route to Belgrade.

The young king is the son of ex-king 
Milan and queen Natalie, who have re­
cently been reconciled after many years 
of discord. Queen Natalie has never for­
given the regents for her expulsion from

the country in May, 1891, when two of 
her supporters were killed. The result of 
the coup d’etat is simply the revival of 
the royal supremacy, which had been 
weakened by the separation of Milan and 
Natalie and seriously impaired by the 
abdication of Milan and the subsequent 
troubles into which the country was 
plunged by the weakness of the crown.

SAT UP IN HER COFFIN.

Ottawa, April 17.—Details of a weird 
occurence were given to a reporter by a 
timber jobber named Wilfred Fortier, 
who had a gang of some fifteen men at 
work in a strip of woods along the South 
Nation river in Prescott county during the 
winter. He said that a family named 
Boyer, living near the village of Crysler, 
met with a queer experience on Monday 
night last. Boyer’s wife died rather sud­
denly on Saturday, it was supposed from 
heart disease. The husband and two 
grown up daughters, after indulging in 
their grief, set about making preparations 
for the funeral. A coffin was procured 
and the neighbors apprised of the sad oc­
currence, many of them coming for miles 
to “ wake ” the remains. The body lay 
in the wooden shell until Monday night, 
it being intended to hold the funeral on 
Tuesday morning. On the night men­
tioned, about midnight, those who were 
sitting in the room were horrified to see 
the supposed lifeless body slowly rising 
and assuming an erect posture. The hus­
band, who was asleep upstairs, hurriedly 
descended and was surprised to see his 
supposed dead wife looking about her in 
a bewildered state. Mr. Fortier states 
that the woman up to Thursday night, 
when he left there, was alive and well, 
and thankful for her narrow escape from 
being buried alive.

PETERSVILLE.

April 12.—J. Breen, of Petersville, 
raised a bear that was supposed to be very 
quiet, but when he was over two years 
old he began to be rather cross and dan­
gerous. Last Monday morning Mr. B. 
surprised his neighbors by the noise of 
rifles and revolvers, having discharged 
several shots into his pet. He proved to 
be very hard to kill, but the force of 
powder and lead became too hard for 
him, and bruin suffered death for his 
ingratitude.

HOUSECLEANING HINTS.
A Number of Useful and Timely Sugges­

tions to bo Remembered.

Dip spots of mildew in buttermilk and 
place in the sunshine.

Place dishes of charcoal or quick lime 
in sink cupboards or other damp corners.

Beware of cheap soap and soap powders 
in cleaning woodwork, unless you are 
going to repaint.

Never relay a Carpet until the floor is 
perfectly dry, or the tacks will rust and 
injure the carpet.

Zinc is best cleaned with sapolio and 
hot water, and then polished with kero­
sene and a woolen cloth.

Carpets in daily use should have the 
breadths ripped apart and reversed, to 
bring the most wear to different parts.

Raw linseed oil is much better than 
kerosene for oiling furniture, but it must 
be rubbed thoroughly dry with a woolen 
cloth.

If you take down any stoves, remove 
the nickle trimmings, scour and wrap 
each piece separately in paper and lay in 
dry place.

Clean straw mattings and rattan furni­
ture with salt and water, changing the 
water often. Washed in this way they 
will not turn yellow.

The durability and brightness of oil­
cloth are increased by a coat of varnish 
semi-annually, or by rubbing over with 
kerosene once a month.

Do not wash and put away blankets 
until June, and when you do use borax 
and plenty of hot water and they will 
clean easily and look well.

In mending a carpet by patching, let 
the pieces extend across a breadth from 
seam to seam, and they will show far less, 
as they need not be caught down at the

A wooden meat-skewer is very conven­
ient for cleaning in the comers of sash 
and other woodwork, and no material 
makes as nice cleaning cloths as old worn 
underwear.

Before commencing to wash the wood 
finish of a room, dust it thoroughly, es­
pecially on the top of windows, doors, 
picture-rail and baseboard. Then clean 
the floor first.

Carpets wear much longer if heavy car­
pet paper is laid under them. If this is 
not convenient, two thicknesses of news­
paper is for better than straw, or laying 
next to the floor.

If there is no wire netting to replace 
the cellar widows, neglect it no longer, for 
close foul air in a cellar will permeate 
through the entire house and endanger 
the health of the inmates.

Never put down stair carpet without 
pads underneath. They wear much 
longer, and are much easier to use. An 
old “tack”or heavy bed-quilt, cut in 
proper-sized pieces, answer the purpose.

Windows are easier cleaned and have a 
for higher polish if a little alcohol or 
ammonia is added to the water and no soap 
used. After rubbing dry with a cloth, 
polish with chamois or pieces of news­
paper.

All mattresses and pillows should have 
covers of unbleached muslins, and tied or 
buttoned at the end, to protect the ticks. 
These do not require washing oftener 
than every six months, and are a real 
saving.

Wall paper may be cleaned and made 
to look much fresher by rubbing with 
soft clothe dipped in oatmeal, if the cloths 
are changed often and never used when 
dusty. Otherwise it will look worse than 
at first.

Feather beds and pillows should be 
thoroughly aired and the ticks changed, 
if necessary. But do not hang or lay 
them in the hot sun, for this will draw 
out the oil and make them foul rather 
than pure.

Lace or other drapery at windows, 
should be changed from top to bottom or 
from one side to the other, to prevent the 
sun from shining on the same place, as it 
is this heat that causes them to become 
tender and break.

Sapolio, or a little borax or pearline 
added to the water wiil not injure un­
varnished paint. The latter, if dark-col­
ored, should be cleaned with tea, wiped 
dry and polished witti a woolen cloth. 
But do not use tea on light-colored or 
oiled woodwork, lest it stain.

Holland shades that are soiled near the 
bottom can be advantageously turned 
from top to bottom. Don’t shift old- 
feshioned shade fixtures from other 
rooms to the kitchen, when new spring 
rollers can be purchased as cheaply as 
now. Time and patience are both too 
valuable.

If a cellar bottom is of earth and has 
boards laid down to walk on, have them 
all carried out-of-doors and thoroughly 
cleaned and dried. After thoroughly clean­
ing the floor sprinkle it with a solution of 
copperas, and open doors and windows 
and let the sun and wind reach the farth­
est corner.

A hanging of mosquito netting with 
weights in the bottom is quite a protec­
tion at doorways leading from one room 
to another, and any man or boy handy 
with tools can make a door frame and 
when covered with netting and painted 
(netting also, they look well and will do 
good service.

If you cannot afford screen doors and 
windc s, buy a whole piece of musquito 
netting (it is not expensive) and when 
your windows are washed tack in on be­
fore the flies have gained an entrance. A 
neater job is done by tacking it inside 
of the window-casings than Jwhen pat on 
the outside. When there are outside 
blinds the netting can be left unfastened 
at the bottom to allow of opening and 
closing the blinds.

In housecleaning days, remember — 
That carpets wear longer if thoroughly 
shaken once a year, as the dirt which col­
lects under them grinds out the threads. 
A carpet should be beaten on the wrong 
side first, and Afterwards more gently on 
the right side. If badly soiled or exceed­
ingly dusty, spread out on the grass after 
it is thoroughly beaten, and clean with 
tepid water, to which ox-gall or borax has 
been added in the proportion of a teacupful 
of the former or two tablespoonfuls of the 
latter in a pail of water. Use a scrubbing 
brush, if necessary, and rinse and wipe 
dry afterwards. Ammonia is good to 
brighten colors, but it also causes some 
colors to run, and should be used carefully, 
if at all.

ALLENDALE.
April 14.—The baby girl of Mr. and 

Mrs. Jeremiah Connelly of this place, died 
at their residence on Wednesday last. 
They have the sympathy of the neighbor­
hood.

There is so much sickness in this settle­
ment among the children, that many are 
unable to attend school.

Mr. Jeremiah Connelly, sr., is quite sick, 
as is also Mrs' D. Doherty. There is a 
hope that the sickness will not prove 
serious. The cause is heavy colds.

Although the snow is all gone, it is a 
cold backward spring here so for. There 
is not much done at farming.
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THE LEGISLATURE.

The recent session of the legislature was 
a notable one in many ways. For the 
first time in the history of the province, 
the business was transacted without the 
assistance of the legislative council. Al­
though the volume of business done dur­
ing the session was much larger than for 
■some years, the session was of the average 
length, showing that the abolition of the 
second chamber does not retard legis­
lation. Indeed it is doubtful if the work 
of the present session could have been 
done within the time it was, if the legis­
lative council had been in existance. 
Nor can it be said that the work has not 
been as carefully and as well done as in 
former years. It may be that in some 
instances a little more care and work de­
volved upon the shoulders of those respon­
sible for the laws that go upon the 
Statute books, but wherever this was re­
quired it was freely given. On the whole 
it may be said that the result of the first 
year's experience in legislating with a 
single chamber, responsible to the people, 
has fully justified the action of the govern­
ment in abolishing the legislative council. 
With the recent session of the legislature 
this popular change in the constitution of 
the province may be said to have been 
fairly inaugurated, and the old system of 
the dual chamber will be hereafter num­
bered among those institutions which 
have outlived their usefulness.

The session will also be noted for the 
amount of advanced legislation which has 
been placed upon the Statute books. 
Several bills of more than ordinary im­
portance were introduced by the govern­
ment and have become law. Among 
these may be mentioned the act relating 
to registry of bills of sale, by which the 
whole system of the transfer of property 
by means of chattel mortgages has been 
changed, and the opportunity for fraud 
reduced to a minimum. This measure 
cannot fail to inspire confidence in the 
business of the province, and to place it 
upon a much safer basis. The streams 
bill, regulating the driving of lumber 
down rivers, lakes and streams, the enact­
ment of the game laws, and the consoli­
dation of the joint stock companies’ act 
are all important measures, and cannot 
fail to be productive of much good. The 
bill relating to practice and procedure in 
the courts of law was left over until the 
next session, in order that those chiefly 
interested therein might have an oppor­
tunity to become acquainted with its pro­
visions before it became law. The private 
legislation was large in volume, and 
shows that the people have plenty of 
work for their representatives.

The most important debate during the 
session was undoubtedly on the policy of 
the government in regard to the timber 
lands of the province. The opposition 
leader no doubt intended to make this the 
great fight of the session. His own speech 
showed that he was prepared to challenge 
the government’s policy and attack it on 
every point. Whether or not his followers 
were wiser than he, and refused to follow 
him into the breach, or whether the, 
arguments put forward by the government 
leaders were unassailable, the fact remains 
that the resolutions of the government in 
regard to the leasing of the timber lands 
of the province, at the expiration of the 
leases under which they have been held 
for the past ten years, met with the al­
most unanimous approval of the house.

The debate on the Bathurst school 
question was a trumphant vindication of 
the prudent action of the government 
in regard to this greatly abused matter.’ 
The opposition—who at first declined to 
take either one side of the question or the 
other, but who insinuated in general 
terms that there was something wrong, 
and that if the government would do its 
duty the evil could be speedily remedied— 
were forced to come down from their 
perch on the fence and put themselves on 
record one way or the other. After con­
siderable squirming the leader and his 
lieutenants, Pitts and Phinney, with one 
or two supporters, practically came to the 
conclusion that the free schools act was 
not working satisfactorily, and that the 
agreement or compact entered into be­
tween the protestants and Roman catho­
lics, when the latter gave up their separate 
schools and came quietly under the oper­
ation of the free school law, should be 
rescinded. This radical view of the matter, 
it is needless to say, found but little 
sympathy in the house. Of course the 
members for York stood by their leader, 
Pitts, but the prevailing opinion seemed 
to be in favor of the more prudent and 
statesmanlike course suggested by the 
government.

The opposition can not be congratulated 
on the fight they made under their new 
leaders, although perhaps they did as well 
as was expected of them ; for it is as true 
in politics as in anything else, that where 
little is given little is expected.

THE GLEANER AND THE LIBERAL 
- PARTY.

The gleaner w’hich has been in the 
market for some time, unrecognized by 
either party, is at last sailing under tory 
colors. While for some time past it has 
evidently been annoyed at the liberal 
party which unloaded it on a hard hearted 
world long ago, it never was a duly com­
missioned tory cruiser, until after 
Mr. Temple’s woodpecker party thg 
other evening, at which the so-called 
editor of the gleaner was present. Since 
that date it may be said to be truly tory. 
At all events it is now sufficiently “ loil ” 
to both advise and abuse the liberal party. 
As far as the abuse is concerned, next 
to a big election fund it is probably 
the best thing that could happen to 
the liberal party. Its advice to the 
liberals, while no doubt kindly intended, 
shows traces of such bitter enmity towards 
Messrs. Blair and Wilson, as to force one 
to the conclusion that it is not altogether 
without prejudice. Its attacks also on 
such solid and consistent liberals as 
Messrs. King, Ferris, Emmerson, Burch ill, 
Thompson, Dr. Colter, Connell, Smith 
McLeod, and hosts of others who 
have given their best days and their 
hardest efforts to promote liberal prin­
ciples, and who have never betrayed their 
party in its hour of need, comes with very 
poor grace from such a despised traitor as 
the publisher of the gleaner. The liberals 
of this county, as well as those of the prov­
ince, can well afford to let the gleaner 
blaze away. When the time comes 
the liberals of York, who have made 
the acquaintance of the gleaner and its 
gang in past days, will know who are the 
true friends of liberalism, and who are to 
be relied on to fight the battles of the 
party, and it will take something more 
than the disappointed growls of the editor

of the gleaner to prevent such an organi­
zation of the liberal forces in this county 
as will ensure success at the next dominion 
election.

In the mean time the tory party are 
welcome to the gleaner. No doubt they 
got it at a low figure. We venture the 
prediction that it will cost them the 
county of York.

THE BATHURST SCHOOLS.

The government have commissioned 
judge Fraser to make the official inquiry 
into the Bathurst school troubles. With 
this appointment we presume that even 
the most violent opponents of the admin­
istration will hardly attempt to find fault 
The ability, as well as the desire, of judge 
Fraser to get at the cause of the friction at 
Bathurst will not be questioned, while his 
reputation for fairness and moderation 
will be a sufficient guarantee that the 
matter will be dealt with on its merits, 
and that every interest involved will be 
fairly and impartially considered. The 
wisdom of the method of getting at the 
bottom of the troubles in the schools at 
Bathurst, decided upon by the govern­
ment and endorsed by the house when 
this matter was brought up in the recent 
session of the legislature, has met with 
almost unanimous approval, and in fact 
has never been seriously found fault with, 
except by a few individuals who forsee in 
the amicable settlement of the difficulty 
an end to the agitation upon which they 
relied for political advancement. The 
promptness of the government in taking 
the earliest opportunity to carry out the 
wish of the great majority of the people’s 
representatives as expressed in the legis­
lature, shows an earnest desire on their 
part to do all in their power to bring 
about a satisfactory and harmonious 
settlement of this much vexed question.

ENGLAND'S FIGHTERS.

War Vessels Sent to Take Part In the 
Naval Review.

The big show of fighting ships has 
begun at Hampton roads, as one of the 
features of the world’s fair.

The English squadron of five ships ar­
rived on Monday morning, followed soon 
after by the Dutch ship Van Speyk. 
Another Frenchman arrived late in the 
afternoon. That increases the number 
of foreign ships there to 11. They are five 
English, one Dutch, two Russian, one 
Italian and two French.

There are 13 American ships including 
the official yacht, the Dolphin, and not 
including the lively little torpedo boat 
Cushing. Altogether they make a mag­
nificent showing. They lie in two 
parallel rows just off old point Comfort. 
The American line i$ nearest the shore. 
The foreigners are on the outside.

These Englishmen have none of the 
Frenchman’s warlike and sullen bearing, 
but they are in some mysterious way far 
more impressive. The fact is, as one of 
the belles of the Hygeia expressed it, the 
ships of the two nations are very much 
like their men. The French ship poses. 
She is* romantic. She frowns upon her 
neighbors in a somewhat grandiloquent 
way. She seems to say, “ Look out for 
me now, for I’m something of a devil 
when I get my blood up.” On the other 
hand the English ships are unostentatious 
to a degree. There is no bluff about 
them. They assume no airs. To be sure 
they are dignified even to stiffness, but 

4hey are simple with it. They do not 
threaten. They are even peaceful in 
their bearing. All the same there is 
something in their substantial solidity 
which carries with it the assurance that 
these ships can be terrible fellows when 
they want to, and that when it comes to 
fighting, which, after all, is their business, 
the ferocious bearing of the Frenchmen 
would not count for a single minute.

There is no single United States vessel 
that can be compared with the British 
flagship. She is a high class armored 
cruiser of double the size of the largest 
now in that port. Her length is 375 feet, 
five feet less than that of the armored 
cruiser, the New York ; her beam is 64 
feet 10 inches, only two inches less than 
the New York, but her draught is 25 feet 
9 inches, or about 2£ feet more than the 
New York’s. Their speed will be 'about 
the same —20 knots — though neither 
ship has yet had an official full power, 
forced draft trial.

In battery the New York has some 
superiority, in spite of the fact that the 
Blake has two 9 2-inch guns, while the 
New York has nothing larger than 8 inch. 
But the New York can throw 1,900 
pounds of metal at once, while the Blake 
can throw only 1,760 pounds, as the 
Blake’s two 9 2-inch and 10 6-inch are 
not equal to the New York’s six 8-inch 
and 12 4-inch. The New York has a 
more powerful secondary battery.

The Australia is the only really armored 
ship in the harbor. She has 10 inches of 
compound armor on a water line belt, 
while the Blake has only a protective deck 
six to eight inches thick on the sides. On 
her thwartship bulkheads the Australia 
has 16 inches of compound armor and on 
her conning tower 12 inches. Her length 
is 300 feet ; width, 53 feet ; draught 22} 
feet ; displacement, 56,000 tons, and speed 
forced is 18} knots an hour.

The Australia, although she has 3,400 
tons less displacement than the Blake, 
has identically the same main battery 
aikl a better secondary battery. It follows 
thSt'having heavier aimor and a slightly 
better battery the Australia could whip 
the Blake unless the latter ran away, 
which her superior speed would enable 
her to do.

The Magicienne is rated as a third class 
cruiser of 2,950 tons. She is only slightly 
smaller than the Atlanta, which carries a 
heavier battery but has less speed. The 
Magicienne was a failure so far as her ex­
pected speed of 19| knots was concerned,- 
but she can beat the Atlanta about two 
knots. She carries six 6 inch guns.

The Partridge is somewhat smaller than 
the Bancroft, having a displacement of 
755 tons only. She has a battery of six 
4-inch guns and a speed of 131 knots.

BROCKWAY.
April 20.—The recent snow has about 

all disappeared, leaving the roads quite 
muddy.

HOME RULE DEBATE.

Speech by Lord Churchill In the Im­
perial Parliament.

London, April 18.— In the House of 
Commons to-day Sir Edward Grey, Par­
liamentary under-secretary of the foreign 
office, stated in response to questions that 
the treaty between Great Britain and 
Nicaragua, signed in March, 1889, guaran­
teed to British subjects the “ most favored 
nation ” treatment in regard to any canal, 
railway, or other mode of transit that 
might be established in Nicaragua. The 
ratification of this treaty had not been 
exchanged, however, and therefore the 
treaty was not in force. Sir Edward 
added that nothing had occurred between 
the two countries to invalidate the Clay- 
ton-Bulwer treaty.

In response to questions as to the out­
look for a settlement of the dock laborers’ 
strike at Hull, the Rt Hon. A. J. Mundella, 
president of the board of trade, who is 
seeking to bring about a compromise of 
the trouble, spoke hopefully of a settle­
ment of the strike.

The debate on the second reading of the 
home rule bill was then resumed. Lord 
Randolph Churchill started the debate by 
declaring that the crucial test of the bill 
was the provision for the unimpaired 
supremacy of the Imperial parliament, 
Ostensibly such supremacy was preserved, 
as every subject that would, come before 
the Irish parliament remained within the 
cognizance of the Imperial parliament ; 
but really the supremacy of the Imperial 
parliament was rendered impotent by its 
being deprived of all control of the Irish 
executive and control of the vote of supply 
for raising taxes. • The creation of separate 
fiscal systems would reduce the British 
government to a position of great in­
stability. (Hear, hear.) Then the Irish 
members, when present in the Imperial 
parliament, might decide in favor of one 
policy, and the house of commons in th^ir 
absence might decide in favor of an entire 
different policy. It was a-^philosophic 
absurdity to try to create one body with 
two centres of gravity. Lord Randolph 
then proceeded to consider the functions 
of the Irish legislature to be created by 
the home rule bill. The bill, Lord Ran­
dolph concluded, was a mass of blunders. 
The instinct of self preservation forbade 
great Britain to approve of Irish home 
rule while offering to Ireland every just 
concession. When the controversy had 
passed, the political atmosphere would be 
clearer, and Irish home rule would be­
come a mere recollection.x

Hearty cheers from the conservatives 
and liberal-unionists greeted the close of 
Lord Randolph’s address.

Mr. Morley Replies.
Mr. Morley, chief secretary for Ireland, 

replied to Lord Randolph Churchill. The 
opposition had answered arguments for 
the home rule bill almost exclusively 
with prophecies. To all these predictions 
of evil there was one adequate reply : “ I 
do not believe you.” No safeguards with­
in the compass of human ingenuity would 
suffice to restrain the evils which the 
imagination of the opposition had con­
jured up. Much had been said about the 
sanguine liberal hopes. He could not 
perceive why liberal hopes were not at 
least as substantial as unionist fears. 
(Cheers.) Only those who hoped, not 
those who feared, saw into the future of 
civilized communities. ^Cheers.) His 
right hon. friend (Lord Randolph Church­
ill) had asked whether there existed a 
constitution imposing upon a legislature 
such restrictions as the home rule bill 
proposed should be imposed upon the 
Irish legislature. The answer was the 
easiest one in the world. A person 
had only to look to the United States 
of America and to Canada to find 
instances of such restriction. The two 
most important restrictions of the bill 
concerned the endowment of religious 
bodies and the imposition of customs 
duties. Similar restrictions were imposed 
upon every state in the union. His right 
hon. friend had seemed to think that the 
prime minister has a sinister design to 
abolish trial by jury. In fact the bill did 
not override common law or common 
sense. The right hon. member’s legal 
acumen apparently was just sufficient to 
lead him to discover a mare’s nest. 
(Laughter.) Mr. Morley described Mr. 
Chamberlain as the “ most interesting 
repentant prodigal in the house.” He 
censured Lord Randolph Churchill for 
his recent speeches in Liverpool concern­
ing the movement in Ulster, and declared 
his conviction that Irish civilians would 
remain at their posts without a murmur 
in case the home rule bill should become 
law. He complained that the opposition 
placed everything Irish under a Phari­
saical microscope. His final words were : 
“ The liberals will never betray the Irish 
party. The whole world are looking upon 
this struggle. Their trust would not be 
deceived. Younger men, perhaps, will 
have to continue the work, but the cause 
has rooted itself and cannot go back. 
Sooner or later the ideal will be realized.”

The debate was closed last night when 
a vote was taken. The result is not a 
surprise, as it has been the general 
opinion of the English and American 
press that this reading of the bill would 
be carried by a large majority.

The vote stood 347 to 304. After the 
division, when Mr. Gladstone returned 
to the lobby, he received a tremendous 
ovation, and the enthusiasm was almost 
unprecedented.

ABOUND THE WORLD.
The Week1» Events In Brief—The Cream 

of Our Enchantes.

The catch of gaspereaux in the Kenne- 
becasis river near Hampton is reported 
very good this spring.

Hon. John Roche, member of the Quebec 
legislative council dropped dead on the 
wharf at Levis on Tuesday of heart disease.

Sir John Abbott, though still confined 
to his bed, is slowly recovering his 
strength. He is at his Montreal residence.

Gladstone told a deputation of imperial 
federationists that he could hold out no 
hope that Great Britain will ever abandon 
free trade.

Cubans in Mexico are thoroughly organ­
ized and ready when the signal is given 
to depart for Cuba and fight against 
Spanish rule.

About 2,000,000 feet of lumber is lying 
in the vicinity of Cody’s Cove, Kings 
county, awaiting the arrival of the port­
able saw mills.

John Sharpies, a well known lumber 
merchant of Quebec, has been created a 
legislative councillor in place of the late 
hon. John Roche.-

The exceptions of Asa P. Potter, ex- 
president of the Maverick Bank, were 
allowed on the 19th. by Justice Putman 
in the United States circuit court at Boston.

George H. White, of Sussex, has been 
advised that the Dominion government 
have accepted his offer of $7,000 for the 
Morrison farm. It is to be used for mili­
tary purposes.

George Bulqger, formerly an J. C. R. 
man, has been appointed night- freight 
clerk at McAdam, taking the place of Mr. 
Russ, who has gone on the Fitchburg at 
East Deerfield, Mass.

The Russell “ syndicate ” mill at Black 
Brook has cut a large quantity of spool 
squares, which are piled on the bank 
waiting shipment. It has been a good 
season for the spool business.

Rumors are in circulation that president 
Cleveland and his cabinet have practically 
agreed on the abrogation of all reciprocity 
treaties secured by the late secretary 
Blaine and ex-secretary Foster.

The remains of Charles Longfellow, 
eldest son of the poet Longfellow, were 
incinerated at the furnace of thâ Phila­
delphia cremation society, at East Wal­
nut lane, Germantown.

A number of Moors at Tangiers on 
horseback rode down a party of Hebrews 
assembled in meeting in Tettun. Some 
were trampled to death, others severely 
injured by the horses hoofs.

Harkins’ academy at Newcastle was 
totally destroyed by fire, which was dis­
covered about 2 o’clock this morning. 
The origin of the fire it not known. There 
was some insurance on the acadettly and 
its contents.

The right of the Ontario legislature to 
enact a law prohibiting the liquor traffic 
is to be tested in the case which has lately 
been appealed to the supreme court. The 
validity of the Ontario local option law 
will be determined.

The marriage of Prince Ferdinand, ruler 
of Bulgaria, to Princess Marie Louise, 
daughter of the Duke of Parma, took place 
at Florence Thursday. The ceremony 
was marked by much splendor. The 
Prince is 32, the bride 23.

A cyclone which struck Osage, Kansas, 
was more destructive than at first sup­
posed. Of twenty persons seriously in­
jured many will probably die. Fully 100 
houses, bams and stores in the suburbs 
were completely demolished.

At an early hour Sunday morning 
Samuel McKay, the youngest son of ex­
mayor McKay, of St. Stephen, who has 
been ill with consumption for some time, 
passed away. The funeral took place on 
Tuesday and was largely attended.

A receiver was appointed for the Penn­
sylvania steel company, which has ex­
tensive plants at Steelton, Pa., and* Spar­
row’s Point, Md. Luther S. Bent, presi­
dent of the company, said the cause was 
the present unfortunate condition of the 
money markets.

The failure is announced of the Aus­
tralian joint stock bank, London, with 
liabilities amounting to £13,000,000. The 
deposits amount nearly to £ll,Qp0,000. 
The paid up capital is stated as £6,704,394, 
there being 78,266 shares issued and paid 
up to nine pounds.

Wednesday night Mayor Harrison, of 
Chicago, issued an order calling upon all 
keepers of gambling houses and pool rooms 
to close their places within twenty-four 
hours. If the order is not obeyed offenders 
will be prosecuted. The sporting element 
worked hard for Harrison’s election' and 
the order comes to them like a thunder­
bolt.

The steamship Pickbuben, of th&Ham- 
burg-American packet company, which 
sailed from Hamburg to Montreal, has 
673 steerage passengers. She will be sub­
jected to a very strict inspection at Grosse 
Isle, as the health authorities have no 
means of knowing whether these immi­
grants come from cholera infected dis­
tricts or not.

The Dowager duchess of Sutherland has 
been committed to Holloway prison under 
a sentence of imprisonment for six weeks 
by sir Francis Joune, president of the 
court of probate, England, for contempt of 
court. She destroyed a document that 
had influence upon the contest over the 
late duke’s will, now being waged be­
tween the dowager duchess and the pres­
ent duke.

A special from Deadwood, S. D., saye 
the underground workings of the Dead- 
wood Terra mine, of the great Homestaks 
group, are on fire and burning fiercely. 
The fire started in the 200 foot level, and 
there are four levels below, making a depth 
of 400 feet, with labyrinthian works hi all 
directions. All the mines and mills of 
the group are shut down and 1,000 men 
are idle.

The death occurred at Gagetown on 
Tuesday of Mrs. Gilbert A. Williams, 
mother of Mrs. I. N. Parker of St. John. 
The funeral took place at Gagetown 
yesterday and was largely attended. The 
services at the house and grave were con­
ducted by rev. A. C. Dennis, A. B. Mrs. 
Williams was 55 years old and was a 
highly esteemed Christian lady. Chas. 
Williams, son of the deceased, reached 
Gagetown just as the service at the house 
was commenced.

Driving on 
the Penniac is delayed on account of low 
water.

Burned Down.—During the heavy wind 
of Saturday last the dwelling house at upper 
Sheffield, occupied by Dr. Camp and owned 
by the estate of J. P. C. Burpee, was com­
pletely destroyed by fire. All the furniture 
and household effects were saved.

They will leave at once with deal 
from the Marysville mill, the lumber being 
rafted at the mill and floated down to the 
mouth of the Nashwaak river.

Painful Wound.— On Saturday night 
last, Alex. Neilson, farmer for R. A. Estey, 
was driving to the farm below town with a 
colt. Between the mills the colt shied 
throwing Neilson from the wagon. He 
had one ear almost torn from his head, 
leaving a portion of the skull bare. He is 
attended by Dr. Coulthhrd, and is doing 
well.

There are 15,733 males to 13,246 females, a 
majority for the former of 487. Total num­
ber of families, 5,564 living in 5,302 houses, 
5,132 of these houses being of wood, 135 of 
brick and twelve of stone, the majority of 
houses being of two stories, viz. : 2,632. Of 
uninhabited houses the nnmber is 266 with 
57 houses in course of construction.

Stanley leads the other parishes in the 
average size of families, being 6'4, while 
Marysville is next with 5’9. In the case of 
Marysville the large number of boarders 
accounts for the size of the families, the 
boarders being apparently included. With 
respect to Stanley there is evidently a mis­
take. The other parishes range at about 
5'4 to each family. St. Anns ward, this 
city, is the lowest, having only 4’9 to a 
family. The total number of widows is 
placed at 867 to 451 widowers. The number 
of children is 10,282 or one third of the total 
population. Substracting the total number 
of adult females and total of children, leaves 
a population of 8,445 men, a small showing 
for the county. Of French Canadians there 
are 239 in York. Of religions the Baptists 
with 6,676 lead the list. The other denom­
inations are as follows. F. C. Baptists, 
4,030 ; Congregationalists, 255 ; Disciples, 7 ; 
Advents, 201; Unitarians, 6 ; Univeralists, 
42 ; Salvation army, 142 ; Roman Catholics, 
4,170 • Church of England, 5,548 ; Presby­
terians, 4,829 ; Methodists, 4,828 ; other de­
nominations, 162.

The Trial of Good for Arson.

The preliminary examination of Charles 
Good, of Kingsclear, who was held for the 
burning of A. E. Cliff’s barn on the 8th 
inst., at Kingsclear, came up at the police 
court on Monday before Mr. Marsh. J. A. 
Vanwart appeared for the prosecution, 
wltile Geo. A. Hughes conducted the de­
fence. Among the witnesses examined 
were A. E. Cliff, George Strange, Joshua 
Howard, Geo. Francis and the policemen 
who made the arrest.

The evidence of policeman Roberts was 
that on Sunday, the 9th inst., he with Phil­
lips and deputy sheriff Hawthorne went to 
Kingsclear and that he arrested Good who 
was in bed at his own residence. They con­
veyed the prisoner to Cliff’s residence and 
there put up their teams. With the prisoner 
they visited the remains of the burnt barn 
and leaving Hawthorne and the prisoner at 
Kilburn’s they, with Cliff and King, ex­
amined certain foot marks that were pointed 
out by Cliff. The tracks led from the door 
of the barn and occasionally one was dis­
tinguishable through the fields in the direc­
tion of Good's house. One of a pair of 
boots which the prisoner said he wore the 
night before, was fitted into one track near 
prisoner’s house. The toe corresponded 
very well but on account of the uneveness 
of the ground the heel could not be traced. 
A track was fitted at the bkrn and the large 
nail marks in the impression corresponded 
with the nails in the boot. Roberts further 
testified that when taking Good from jail to 
the court on Tuesday, that the prisoner 
said he made the tracks in the field going to 
a spring for water, that if he had kept in the 
gutter the tracks would not be seen. This 
was corroborated by Phillips and Haw­
thorne.

The case was postponed till Monday on 
account of the illness of James Howard, 
one of the chief witnesses.

Sheriff Harding's Death.

Sheriff Harding, of St. John, died at his 
residence in that city at an early hour on 
Thursday morning. The deceased was one 
of the best known men of the province. He 
was born at Harding’s point on Long 
Reach in 1819 and was 74 years of age. He 
studied law and wras admitted to the bar in 
1841. He was for a term speaker and repre­
sentative in the lower house. Last week he 
was in this city and was as well known to 
our citizens as though he were a resident. 
He took a great interest in athletics and 
while he was patron of rowing at St. John 
that, city through the Paris crew won the 
first place in the world for that kind of 
sport. Not only has St. John met with a 
great loss by Sheriff Harding’s death but it 
will be felt by all throughout the province.

Considerable discussion is being had re­
specting the successor to Sheriff Harding 
and it has been freely stated that a promin­
ent lawyer of St. John has received the 
appoinment. The position is a good one 
which is one reason for considerable anxiety 
as to whom will be appointed. Many names 
are mentioned but as yet no Fredericton 
man has been named. It is probable that 
the vacancy will not be filled for a week or 
so at least, and it will go to a citizen of 8V 
John, as the law plainly specifies that the 
incumbent must be a freeholder of that city.

While nothing has as yet transpired to 
show that either will be appointed the 
names of H. J. Thorne and H. L. Sturdee 
are put forward in that city. Either man 
would be suitable for the position so far as 
ability or character is concerned.

DEATHS.

Many Have Been Laid Away During the 
Week.

At Charlotte County.

The St. Croix Courier says: Last Thurs­
day evening N. W. Brown gave an interest­
ing lecture on Lord Chatham, viewing the 
great commoner as patriot, statesman, 
orator and man. Mr. Brown returned to 
Fredericton on Saturday. In the same 
connection the St. Andrews Beacon says: 
N. W. Brown, of Southampton, York Co., 
and formerly principal of our high school, 
made a week’s visit here among his old 
friends. On Tuesday evening, Wilberforce 
division held a special meeting to hear an 
address from him, and on Thursday eve­
ning he favored a large audience with a 
lecture on Lord Chatham, viewing the great 
commoner (1) as patriot, (2) statesman, 
(3) orator, (4) man.

Convention.

Many are asking if there is to be a con­
vention in the liberal interest called in this 
county. It may be said that it appears to 
be Mr. Laurier’s plan to call provincial 
conventions prior to the 20th of June, the 
date set for the dominion convention ; these 
provincial conventions to arrange dates and 
stations for each county. According to this 
plan Mr. Weldon of St. John, provincial 
president, will call a meeting at that city 
when dates will be fixed as far as possible 
for each county in the province. Till the 
general meeting no convention will be 
called in this county, as according to the 
bye-laws of the association, it must be 
called by one of the offices.

Tangible Reminder.—Prior to the pro­
rogation, James Robinson, M. P. P., and 
Dri Alward, with the unanimous con­
currence of both sides of the house, pre­
sented a memorial to the government ask­
ing that the old members of the legislative 
council be each presented with the desk and 
chair which he occupied when that body 
was in existence. As it emanates from both 
sides of politics, it is believed that the gov­
ernment will accede to the request, and the 
hon. members of the late legislative council 
will have a tangible reminder of the im­
portant position they once occupied in con­
nection with provincial politics.

Mr. Morrison Better.—The many friends 
of John A. Morrison, the popular mill 
owner, will be glad to learn that during the 
night he has had a change for the better. 
He is conscious, and it is believed now has 
a fair chance of recovery.

Hon. Mr. Burchill of Northumberland, 
has the sympathy of our citizens in the loss 
of his little daughter Francis, who died last 
Saturday night, aged one year and five 
months.

The remains of Herbert Hall, who was 
killed in the Maine lumber woods by a fall­
ing tree in February last, and there buried, 
were removed to Temperance Vale, this 
county, and buried on the 14th inst.

Mrs. John Payne of Oromocto, before re­
ported in the Herald as having fallen and 
broken one of her hips a short time since, 
died on Wednesday the 12th inst., as a re­
sult of the injury. She was well up in 
years and did not rally from the shock re­
ceived. The funeral was conducted by rev. 
H. E. Dibblee of Maugerville.

Amos S. Mott, brother of J. A. S. Mott 
and Partelow Mott of St. John, died at the 
residence df his brother, Dr. Mott, Prince 
William, on Tuesday night. His death was 
caused by cancer of the stomach. His 
funeral took place at Prince William on 
Thursday.

James Shields, a well known resident of 
Maugerville, died at that place on Monday 
night last after a protracted illness from 
cancer of the stomach. Mr. Shields was a 
man who had a large circle of friends and 
was held in the highest esteem by all. He 
was ever active in social reform and Mauger­
ville has met with a heavy loss by his death.

Much sorrow is expressed at the sudden 
death at the university on the 18th inst., of 
Mrs. Stockley, wife of Prof. Stockley of that 
institution. Deceased was a Miss Osborne. 
She was married in July last, and in the 
September following, she and Mr. Stockley 
came to this city where the deceased lady 
has made many friends. The funeral took 
place on Thursday morning with services 
at the cathedral, the interment taking place 
at Forest hill cemetery. The students of 
the university attended the funeral in a 
body. The bereft husband has the sym­
pathy of all.

Much sympathy is expressed here for 
Robert -Swim, of Doaktown, who has met 
with a heavy loss in the death of his wife 
on Thursday last at Doaktown, after a cora- 
paritively brief illness from brain trouble 
caused by erysipelas. Deceased will be re­
membered here as Miss Francis Ross, for 
some time teacher of the second department 
of the model school. On the eve of her 
marriage—but a year and a half ago—she 
was presented with several tangible tokens 
of esteem by the pupils of that institution. 
Not only was she highly esteemed by her 
pupils, but she was held in the highest 
respect by all, her many social qualities 
making her a general favorite in all circles. 
The funeral took place at Doaktown on" 
Saturday at ten o’clock, there being a large 
attendance. Several went from this city to 
be present at the obsequies.

An account of the dinner given by James 
Robinson, M. P. P., at the Barker House, at 
the closing of the session of the load house, 
was crowded from our columns last week. 
Mr. Robinson’s hospitality is without ques­
tion and the party assembled included thirty 
members of the assembly, also justice Tuck, 
sheriff Harding and Dr. Pugsley.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie, sur­
veyor general, occupied the vice chair.

Dr. Pqgsley proposed the health of the 
host paying a marked tribute to the many 
excellent qualities of the member for North­
umberland. He spoke of the high esteem 
in which the host was held, both as a man 
and legislator.
