From the
papers before the House, there was no
guarantee that the Dominion Govern
ment would take charge of cur
wharves, or pay us any amount for
them. We did rot know what privite
assurances the delegates might have
received. He trusted we would get
all that had been stated and more, for
we needed it ull, as our finances vere
bad It was premsture to make a
calculation of the kind, and it was
enough to spend it when received ; it
was ridiculous to base our estimates
on what was contained in the pupers
betore the House. If the Dominion
Government was bound w0 take our
piers it was merely a matie: of
negotiation. The delegates Lad sug
gested a payment on account, but bad
received no answer, if the Dominion
Government had assented, the Govern
ment would bave been justifiel in es-
timating upon this sum. They bad
asked tor a decided auswer, but had
received none. Tho Dominion Gov-
ernment had offered to make a grant
ol the sites to the local authorities, or
to companies, and they had promised
Lo cause an examination of the struc-
tures, bu‘ no promise Lo pay any pait
of the claim ; yet the Government cal-
culated to receive one-reventh ol Lhe
current year's revenue from this
source. Suppose that the Commis-
sioners, appointed to examine these
wharves, considered very fow of them
to be Dominion works and suggested

yment of only s certain sum, onr
jovernment would be bound to take
that sum. The amoant which bad
been mentioned as to be recoived was
very considerable. but it would not
last more than two or three years. It
would be better for the Government
10 make provision from other sources
for Lthiv year. From the practice pur
sued in the other Provinces, we had a
strong right to expeoct that the Do
minion Gove:nment would take these
works off our hunds. Last year we
bad been told that, for some time to
come, there would be no necessity for
1¢e-enacting the Assessment Act. Then,
this money was wnever dreamt ol—
why nolL now raise a revenue indepen-
deot of this amount. The Govern-
ment bad misled tbe country, it was
impossible for them 10 conduct the af-
fairs o! the country without taxation.

Mr. Perry seconded the amendment

It was aofair and unjast
w the ple tor the Government to
bLuild their revenue upon imaginary
estimates. They had no right w
expect one dollar more from the Land
Otfice thsn what they received last
year. Very nearly one-half of this
year's revenue was founded upon sup-
position.

Admitting
that these wharves are Dominion
works, and that we had spent money
on them, in nt of law we bhad no
claim for a refund, as it was a volun-
tary action on our part.
